Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that this public hearing is for public input
on the 2018 Village of Bartlett property tax levy. We discussed the tax levy at the last
Committee meeting. To recap, the proposed Village of Bartlett property tax levy totals

11, 150, 020. The General Corporate levy is flat from the prior year. Combined with the
Police Pension levy, the General Corporate and Police Pension levy have increased
0. 80% from the 2017 extension. The debt service levy has decreased 2. 20%. In total, 

the levy has been decreased $ 7, 217 or 0. 06% from the 2017 extension. 2018 tax rates

from Cook, DuPage, and Kane counties will be determined in the spring of 2019 when
the counties finalize EAV' s for the 2018 tax levy. This levy will be presented to the Village
Board December 4th for final approval and the levy will be filed with each County Clerk no
later than December 25, 2018.

11. TOWN HALL

John Eallonardo, Frederick Quinn Corporation

Mr. Eallonardo stated that he was reporting on the new police facility construction. They
continue to work on phase 2 of the construction which is the single -story addition on the
south side of the building. They are making good progress inside the building on drywall
finishes, mechanical rough -in, finishing the investigations area and the detention areas. 
They remain on schedule to be completed with the inside of the building and have it
operational by the end of this year. They remain under budget and continue to have
contingencies and allowances available for things as they may arise. 
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President Wallace asked when the expected completion date would be. 

Mr. Eallonardo stated that the expected completion date is December 28, 2018.

Trustee Gabrenya asked about the status of Stearns and Route 59 and how they are
going to handle the snow and safety situation. 

Mr. Dinges stated that unfortunately, they are not going to finish that project this year. 
They are hoping to continue to work as long as the weather permits and they will be back
again next summer. Once the weather gets to a certain point, they will shut things down
and return in the spring when the weather breaks. 

Trustee Gabrenya stated when you are westbound on Stearns, between the road and

Walgreens there is a large drop off. She inquired as to what would happen with snow

removal. 

Mr. Dinges stated that they are trying to get that filled so they can get things opened. 
They are trying to get as much as they can done and every day that they have an
opportunity they are trying to utilize the time. 

Trustee Carbonaro stated that they put in a request to the ICC to look at the downtown
traffic lights to see if they can put them on a flashing schedule. The Village received a

letter back from them and he would like to revisit this subject. He suggested having them
come to a Board meeting as opposed to just answering our written questions. The idea
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is to get more traffic downtown and he does not think they are going to accomplish this
with the current situation.

President Wallace called the Committee of the Whole meeting to order at 7: 54 p. m.

BUILDING AND ZONING, CHAIRMAN HOPKINS

Southwind Subdivision

Chairman Hopkins stated that the first item is the Southwind Subdivision. The petitioner

is requesting a preliminary and final plat of subdivision for a five lot commercial and
industrial subdivision consisting of approximately 20 acres, located at the southeast

corner of Rt. 25 and West Bartlett Rd. 

Acting Community Development Director Roberta Grill stated that before the Board is a
five lot subdivision with 20 acres, creating five lots ranging in size from 3 acres to over
6. 5 acres. Currently, the Bluff City office building is located on lot # 1 and Village staff is

working with potential developers for lot # 4, Circle K and lot # 2, the Parkland Preparatory
Academy. There are two existing curb cuts along Rt. 25, Southwind Blvd. and Benchmark
Ln. and one existing curb cut along West Bartlett Rd, Southwind Blvd. A new curb cut is
proposed along West Bartlett Rd. West of Southwind Blvd. as part of the Circle K

development that would provide a through connection south to Benchmark Ln. Currently, 
there are no new access points proposed along Rt. 25. The current plan shows a 15 foot
wide bike path easement which will be recorded as part of the subdivision plat and the

bike path will be installed either as part of the Circle K development or by the owner of
the property on or before December of 2019. The petitioner is here tonight if you have
any additional questions. 

Chairman Deyne asked, in retrospect, why did the Village put in the housing development
on Abbott Court if the west side was going to be all commercial and there is a detention
pond to the east. 
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Ms. Grill stated that the owner requested the subdivision for Village review. Lot #2 which

is closest to the entrance of Abbott Ct. is proposed for a private school, but there is no
other residential in that area. 

Chairman Hopkins asked if the point of redeveloping this site is mainly because the Circle
K wants to come in and the school? 

Ms. Grill stated that was correct and because it has never been subdivided. 

The item was furthered on to the Plan commission for further review. 

Express Carwash

The next item on the agenda is the Express Carwash that is located at 1255 West Lake
St., approximately 800 feet east of Naperville Rd. It was at the October 11 th Plan

Commission meeting and there were some items that the Plan Commission mentioned
they wanted to see. 

Ms. Grill stated that this is for a site plan and a special use for a carwash. At the Plan

Commission meeting there were some discussion in regards to the car wash exit and
those vehicles waiting to exit the side onto Lake St. As a result of that meeting, the
petitioner has shifted their curb cut on Lake St. further east, which has provided easier

internal navigation on the side and has allowed for additional stacking at the exit of the
carwash on the north end of the site, which is exactly what the Plan Commissioner' s
wanted to see. In addition, landscaping was an issue that came up. Originally they had
proposed in accordance with the Village landscape ordinance, to provide a fence with

landscaping along the south property line, however, there is currently a fence that was
put in by the residential developer. The Plan Commission and some of the residents were
a little hesitant about having back to back fences so the petitioner has revised their plans
and provided a different alternative which meets the Village code. They will be providing
a berm with landscaping. 

Chairman Reinke asked how much further east the curb cut is. 

Alan Jacob, attorney for the car wash petitioners, business address 950 N. Milwaukee, 
Suite 329, Glen View, IL stated that he believes it' s about 80' to the east and it is wider, 

so it will allow stacking not only on exit, but upon entry as well. It creates an internal three
way intersection where vehicles exiting from the wash have a stop sign, allowing traffic to
move into the site off of the main street. 

Chairman Hopkins asked how many cars can be stacked. 

Mr. Jacob stated that 49 vehicles can be stacked. 
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Chairman Hopkins asked how many vehicles are expected to flow through on a typical
day. 

The petitioner stated that they are speculating an average of 40 vehicles per hour. 

Chairman Hopkins asked how confident the petitioner was about having a buffer between
the carwash and the neighbors to the south. 

The petitioner stated that the two homeowners that are directly behind the facility had two
major concerns. The first was making sure there was enough landscaping to hide the
traffic lights coming in after hours that may shed a glare on their houses. To combat this, 
there will be a good screening put in place to block the lights and the employee parking
spaces were moved from the back of the lot, closer to the RV Center. The other concern

was the noise. There was a noise study put together asking what the noise decibel level
would be for the home directly behind the carwash. The decibel level would be 18, which
is the equivalent to a pin drop at a height of one centimeter at a distance of one meter, 
so basically wind would be louder. 

Chairman Hopkins asked if they reached out to the residents. 

The petitioner stated that they did. The owners of the property spoke with the
development in the back and the owners. 

Chairman Hopkins stated that he appreciated that. 

The petitioner stated that they also approached the RV Center and the Church next door. 

Chairman Reinke asked if the attendant on duty is going to make sure the cars do not
start backing up onto Lake St.? 

The petitioner stated that although it' s an express wash, the business model will afford

for onsite guidance to traffic, so the site management will include making sure people
have their radios off when they are outside, making sure their lights are off if they are
inside the vacuum areas and making sure that internal intersection will have someone
managing it, in the event that there is some crazy amount of flow. 

Chairman Hopkins stated that they would forward it on to the Village Board for a final
vote. 
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Bucky' s Gas Station

President Wallace stated that there are two trustees that are recusing themselves from
discussion on Bucky's Gas Station, Chairmen Reinke and Hopkins. He asked Chairman
Gabreyna to Chair the discussion. 

Chairman Gabreyna stated that this item is the annexation and zoning upon annexation
on Rt. 59 across from Norwood Ln. 

Ms. Grill stated that the petitioner is requesting to annex two vacant parcels consisting of
just over two acres and to rezone the subject property from ER -1 zoning district to B- 3
Neighborhood Shopping District. They are also requesting a preliminary site plan review
for a proposed 7, 000 sq.ft. convenient store to accompany an automotive service station
with ten gas pumps or twenty fueling stations and a 2, 300 sq. ft. carwash is also proposed
along the southern portion of the property. The proposed convenient store would be
oriented towards Rt. 59 and would consist of brick on all four elevations, with metal

canopies added for architectural elements over each of the windows. The average height

of the building would be about 21', 4" and the car wash height would be about 18', both of

which meet our zoning ordinance requirement of 25'. The car wash would architecturally
match the convenient store. The Petitioner has requested one curb cut along Rt. 59 for
access to the automotive service station, which would be located directly across from
Norwood Ln. The Village has approached the petitioner regarding the installation and
associated costs of a proposed traffic signal at this location. The Village staff discussed
with the petitioner, a 75/25% of the cost of a traffic signal with the petitioner paying 75% 
of the share. Discussions still continue with staff and the petitioner at this time. Bartlett' s

policy tries to minimize the number of curb cuts on adjacent commercial properties and a
cross access easement should be used between adjoining properties. This preliminary
site plan as proposed does not include a cross access easement. The site plan identifies

60 parking stalls, which exceeds the zoning ordinance requirement of 39 spaces and they
have the required 15 stacking spaces for the carwash. 

The petitioner is also proposing to install two, eight foot high retaining walls along with an
eight foot high vinyl stone fence along the western property line. The subject property is
approximately 19 feet lower than the residential properties located to the west. They are
also requesting a plat of consolidation which would combine the two lots into one zoning
lot. They are also requesting six variations, one from the required 50' front yard for the
canopy, another for reducing the 20' side yard for the carwash, reducing the 20' landscape
interior parkway along Rt. 59, a reduction from the required 10' monument setback on Rt. 
59, eliminating the required foundation area landscaping along the west elevation of the
convenient store which is in the back and reducing the number of trees within the
perimeter landscape requirement from nine to five. Special use permits are being
requested to allow for an automobile service station and a car wash. They have designed
the carwash to have the dryer portion of the tunnel wash furthest away from the residential
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uses to the west. The vacuum area is proposed north of the carwash building. With the
retaining walls and the proposed eight foot high fence along the west side of the subject
property, this should service as a sound barrier to minimize any noise emitted from the
carwash and the vacuums. Internal vehicular circulation for the carwash would primarily
consist of a counter clockwise pattern with all vehicles queuing behind the convenient
store and entering the carwash along the west side of the building. Vehicles would exit
the tunnel wash from the east side. The petitioner is also requesting a special use permit
to allow outdoor sales and storage which would include propane and some seasonal

items. They are requesting an additional special use permit for packaged liquor sales
including beer wine and liquor. This would be the first service gas station permitted to sell
packaged liquor in the Village. 

Storm water would be located underground, below the southern parking lot between the
convenience store and the carwash. The petitioner has hired a traffic consultant and they
have prepared a traffic report that states that a traffic signal is warranted at the

intersection of Rt. 59 and Norwood Ln. and the village's traffic consultant has concurred

with this statement. The petition is in conformance with the Villages future land use plan
which identifies this area for commercial uses. The petitioner is here, on behalf of

Buchanan Energy if you have any additional questions. 

Chairman Camerer asked to confirm that an automobile service station is a gas station. 

Ms. Grill stated that in this case, it is. 

Chairman Deyne stated that recently he visited a similar gas station and convenient store
in Rockford and they did a very excellent job with the pumping stations and the
convenience store. He had a concern about the split on the traffic light. He thought 90%, 
10% would be better or ask Bucky' s to pick up 100% of the costs. He didn' t think the

Village should be responsible for putting in the traffic signal. 

Ms. Grill stated that staff will pass that information along. 

Village Attorney Bryan Mraz stated that with two trustees recusing themselves and
approval of the annexation agreement, the item will require five votes, so everyone will

need to vote when it comes up for a vote. 

Chairman Gabreyna asked if it is normal to make so many special uses when it comes to
set backs. 

Ms. Grill stated that it is not out of the ordinary and usually it is for canopies encroaching
on the setback. 

The item was sent on to the Zoning Board of Appeals for review. 
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LICENSE AND ORDINANCE, CHAIRMAN CAMERER

Strategic Plan review

Chairman Camerer asked staff to update the Board on the Strategic Plan. 

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that last February, the Village Board
decided to create a new strategic plan that included input from a series of focus group
meetings facilitated by the Center for Governmental Studies at NIU. We had twelve
meetings and gathered a great deal of input from the community. That input was then
combined with the Boards discussions and those were put together and goals were set

around it. The goals were categorized into short term, 1- 3 years and long term 3- 5 years, 
and broken down again into routine and complex, after the Board prioritized those goals. 

The Village is not quite one year into the plan, but we wanted to provide an update on

progress thus far. One of the things she wanted to get the Boards input on was how they
wanted to proceed with the planning. Ms. Schumacher stated that she wanted another
year with the plan before the goals are tweaked, but wanted to get the Boards opinion. 

Assistant Village Administrator Scott Skrycki presented the attached document to the

Board. 

Chairman Reinke stated that he thought Paula' s point about doing a strategic plan every
other year makes a lot of sense. At the same time, he thought a Board workshop in
February or March might make sense as well. 

President Wallace agreed with Chairman Reinke. He stated that a lot has been

accomplished so far in the Strategic Plan and he thought doing a February update would
be helpful. 

Chairman Reinke complimented Mr. Skrycki on his work involving Facebook. He stated
that Mr. Skrycki keeps a level head and is always very respectful to the residents while
getting out ahead of false information. 

President Wallace and Chairman Gabrenya agreed with the statement. 
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President Wallace entertained a motion to adjourn to the Committee Meeting. 

Trustee Deyne moved to adjourn and Trustee Reinke seconded the motion.

Re: Village of Bartlett Strategic Plan Update

During a strategic planning session in February of 2017, the Village Board elected to create
a new strategic plan that would solicit input from all stakeholders involved. In that meeting
the Village Board had asked Administrator Schumacher in partnership with the Department
of Governmental Studies of NIU to go into the community to help set up the framework
for the plan. 

In the spring of 2017 staff reached out to stakeholders within all sectors of the community
to come in for focus group meetings to discuss the Village. These meetings were held with
NIU staff and did not include any elected officials or management, in hopes for a more
open dialogue. These sectors included civic groups, other taxing bodies, business groups, 
and resident groups. There were also focus groups compromised of staff, and unlike some

of the traditional strategic group structures in the past which only solicited comments from
directors, these staff groups were composed of middle management and front-line staff. 

After the completion of the stakeholder studies, NIU put together the data from those

meetings along with the visioning exercise of the Village Board from February and
September. The data that was gathered, and a document was composed for the Board to

assess and rank goals by priority in four different categories. The categories include short- 
term routine, short- term complex, long term -routine, and long-term complex. 

Below is an update to the progress that has been made in each category. 

SHORT TERM ROUTINE(]- 3 year) 

1. Enhance public awareness via an education campaign to increase resident' s

awareness of Village services, activities, funding, etc. 

The Village has provided an in-depth resident awareness campaign using its cornerstones
of communications such as the Bartletter, the Village website, and the Village of Bartlett

cable channel. The Village has also greatly enhanced its social media presence to notify
residents ofevents, traffic concerns, and other trending information in real- time. The police
department, public works, and the golf course have been a catalyst for social media
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platforms. Specials in the grill room, reunited pets with their owners, and tweeting about
the parkway tree program have been well received and are helpful for weekly and even
daily updates. 

Bartlett Hills Golf course has also implemented a tiered wedding package to expand its
clientele, and staff continues to broaden online booking opportunities through GolfNow. 

The growth of social media and instant information will continue to be an area for the

Village to grow, however, the mainstays such as the transparency page, CAFR report, 
Police Open House, and NNO events continue to be valuable tools for the residents to
receive a steady flow of communications and education from Village Hall. 

Special programs like the Citizens Police Academy, the Teen Police Academy and the
Bartlett High School Stem Internships gave an intensive behind the scenes look at our
services. Moving forward staff plans to continue and enhance this type of outreach. 

The Village also had an aggressive educational campaign using all sources of media
regarding the new I % home -rule sales tax and water rates. 

2. Develop a multi-level ` cascading' public information campaign on Lake Michigan
Water connection. 

A. Fully develop verbiage for messaging
B. Employ cascading technique
C. Implement campaign for public information updates prior to groundbreaking

Bartlett' s Drinking Water webpage serves as the public information base/ information

archive for the Village' s Lake Michigan water project. This website page was created early
on, when the Village Board first began reviewing the options for a new water source once
the contract with the City of Elgin expired. 

In 2017, after the Board finalized an agreement to join the DuPage Water Commission in
order to purchase Lake Michigan water, this webpage was updated with a compacted

timetable which included links to all of the studies, meeting minutes and other materials
that were used to arrive at this crucial decision. A projects timeline was added to the top of
the page to help residents track the infrastructure improvements by date and photos and
news updates continue to be added to this page on a regular basis. 

Preserving historical documents and information on this webpage and adding new photos, 
graphics and news as the project progresses allows this page to serve as the hub for the

Village' s multi -tiered public information campaign. All of the Village' s messaging about
the water project are drafted to branch out from this central webpage and to circle back to
it. For example, since the groundbreaking for the project, the Village website has
consistently had both a banner photo and a news story on the homepage, both linking back
to the Drinking Water webpage. We have regularly provided articles/updates in the
Bartletter in which we remind residents to refer back to the website for more detailed
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information. As the project continues, we routinely share new information on social media
and in e -blasts and again we always try to link back to this important central page. 

Using multiple channels to share information about the water project and cascading the
information from this one central webpage has proven to be an efficient method for

reaching Bartlett residents with the news of this upcoming change to our water service. 

The Village has also utilized all forms of media to let residents know of the water rate
reviews and increases. 

3. Enhance community events
A. . Increase civic events downtown

B. Work to identify1host community events that are not in the downtown

The Village staff worked with the Bartlett Fire Department and Ignite the Courage on a
new successful event in the downtown. 

The museum has continued to enhance its passport program utilizing both museums at the
Village Hall as well as the Depot. In addition to the passport program, the depot has been

busy with its month crafts and popular walking tours of the downtown. 

Bartlett has distributed 700 passport booklets between the four participating sites including
the Bartlett History Museum, the Depot Museum, the Bartlett Nature Center, and Arts in
Bartlett. This is the second highest distribution next to Cantigny. This program is seen as
a small economic engine for the downtown as a lot of families have made both retail and
food and beverage discoveries, most notably the little shops on Oak, and Two Toots. 

Since February of 2018 through October 31 ", the Depot Museum has seen 1, 194 visitors. 

The History Museum has also had school visits with every elementary school as well as a
visit from the Larkin High School special needs class. 

The staff has worked with the BAPS and the Jain Society on two of the largest religious
celebrations in the region to ensure successful and safe events. 

The NNO celebrations continue to be a success with its Party in the Park, as well as its
ancillary events such the block parties, drive, chip and putt at Bartlett Hills, the splash
central swim after dark, pizza party at the skate park, and much more. 

The Village has also continued to maintain and execute the logistics that go along with
some of the traditional events such as the Fourth of July celebration and parade, Heritage
Days, the Global Arts Festival, the Memorial Day Walk which brought back the cannon
this year, the Veterans Day Event that is held at the Memorial Site each year, and the Lions
5k run. 

The Village has also continued its civic funding assistance program. 



Furthermore, the Village has added signage to the downtown showing where free
parking is available. 

SHORT TERM COMPLEX (1- 3 year) 

4. Develop a business development strategy focused on attracting and incentivizing an
additional grocery store to town. 

On the tails of ordering a grocery study for one of the vacant former grocery stores, 
staff has also taken many other proactive measures to attempt to attract an additional
grocery store. Staff has had several meetings with the broker for a large grocery chain
and facilitated a meeting with potential owners of Bartlett Plaza. A new commercial
vacancy database was created for both internal and external use. The data base has been
well received from the broker community. A new economic development broker blast
has also been created. All contacts received in the last several years have been placed
into a Village database, where staff has been able to highlight certain vacancies and get
out key information to the Chicagoland broker committee with one click. 

In addition to working with the resources that the workspace provides, staff has also
gone out of the office and attended conferences and conventions that lend itself to face

time with brokers and developers. Conferences such as the National ICSC, and Chicago

ICSC, where we met with grocers to discuss advancing there interest in Bartlett.. 

The Village Board also adopted an Economic Development Incentive program. The

program allows for the Village to incentivize new and current businesses in the

community. The program not only allows for the incentive itself, but it is a great
marketing tool and will be highlighted on the internet and in tradeshows. 

5. Develop a recruitment strategy to attract developers to invest in the downtown and
provide optionsfor the businesses to locate to Bartlett
A. Implement TOD plan

The Village Board examined the possibility of creating an incentive program, and staff
created the Bartlett Economic Development Assistance Program, also known as
BEDA", this program was reviewed and revised by the EDC, then adopted and

approved by the Village Board. The Village has implemented the BEDA program and
its first two applicants were in the downtown. 

The Board has also explored and taken advantage of other incentives like building
permit fees. Incentives of this nature come to the Village Board for discussion .and

approval. Recently the Board authorized waiving of building fees for Balance Family
Chiropractic, which was the first development that fell within the TOD program. 
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The Village has also been using more media to assist businesses in the advertising
realm. Discover Bartlett has grown to over 5, 000 followers making Bartlett Business
Spotlight Videos and Small Business Saturdays valuable tools in the tool box. The

Bartlett Business Spotlight has featured 35 businesses to date. 

The TOD plan continues to take shape with its first development per the TOD plan, 

which was Balance Family Chiropractor, in the heart of the Downtown. The Village
also adopted the Complete Streets program as policy, lowered the speed limits to 25
MPH in the downtown, is meeting with developers on Site E, and working with a
potential purchaser on the Lucky Jacks site which would also be a TOD development. 

Additionally staff has begun working with consultants and a steering committee to
formulate a new Bartlett Zoning overlay district for the downtown. This process was
paid for out of an RTA grant the Village received in the amount of $25, 000. 

b. Undertake a comprehensive review ofbuildingpermit and developmentprocess
A. Streamline processes

B. Review local amendments

The Village Board has allowed for a quicker process in terms of site plan review. 

Community Development staff will continue to expedite Site Plan and Development
Review processes by facilitating the Board' s directions to skip committee review for
projects that meet the tenets of the Village ordinances. The Board approved a site plan

text amendment allowing developers to go directly to building permit review, if it
doesn' t require a variance, special use, or rezoning. 

Staff evaluated work assignments and flow in the Community Development
department, and reassigned the GIS coordinator back to Assistant Planner. The

Assistant Planner will focus on permits that had previously been done by code
enforcement. This change allows Code Enforcement to focus on enforcement, home

occupation inspections and complaint response. This improved the efficiency of both
the minor planning work such as residential variation requests and response time for
code enforcement and sign permits. The remaining GIS staff has been moved under the
supervision of the IT coordinator. 

The IDC analyzed the building permit process and discovered ways to streamline the
building permit reporting to the townships and counties by eliminating all paper copies
and sending the information generated by the Crystal Report via e- mail. 

The Building Department process review also resulted in the elimination of
unnecessary printing of 9,000 pages of paper reducing the number of permit copies
printed. 

The Village Board routinely moves approvals directly to the Village Board, eliminating
a second meeting when possible. 



Over the last year and going forward, the building department has streamlined the
permit process by going to electronic permits. Approximately 95% of the permits are

now sent with a click. The permits have been revised and the verbiage has been reduced

to make the process easier, and many of the miscellaneous permits are able to be

approved at the counter. Many of these changes have increased efficiency and
eliminated unnecessary wait times. 

The Building Department will be reviewing the next International Set of Codes for
2018 and adopting next year. During this time a fee analysis will be conducted and
changes in the fee schedule and local amendments that will be taken to the board. 

9. Complete necessary infrastructure requirementsfor Lake Michigan Water

The Public Works Department has been busy with completing the necessary
infrastructure requirements. 

The construction of the water receiving station and metering station began in
September. DuPage Water Commission' s 30 inch transmission main has been

installed from Central Avenue in Roselle, through Hanover Park and soon will be

completing the final section on Bittersweet Dr. Then construction is proceeding west
of Bittersweet Dr. along the north side of Stearns Road to Kent Circle. We will also
start installing the 12" water main along the west side of Villa Olivia to the Lake St. 
pump station the week of November 50'. 

The EPA loan was secured and the finance department began implementation of the

reporting and disbursement process. 

Thus far, the Village Board has awarded all contracts for the project. The next project
that needs to be approved is the Lake Street rehabilitation project. This project is
anticipated to be awarded in the winter of 2018/2019. 

Currently, the Village is under budget and on time to deliver Lake Michigan water to
its residents in May 2019. 

8. Maintain fiscal position and budget stability

In developing the 2017/2018 fiscal year budget, the Village Board deferred hiring
personnel and spending where possible while striving to maintain existing levels of
service to meet the current and projected demands of the community at the lowest
possible cost. 

Over the last several budget cycles, the Village has continued to conservatively budget
for its operating expenditures. Over the last five years, including this budget, operating
expenditures in all funds have been held to minimal increases. Expenditures have been

controlled by keeping vacant positions open and only funding capital equipment when
necessary. Total expenditures for all funds did increase 15% over last year' s budget, 

with the majority of this increase being attributed to the capital improvements
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necessary for the transition to Lake Michigan water. Total revenues increased 19% 

over last year' s budget due to the loans we anticipate receiving to fund the
aforementioned water capital improvements. Property taxes for the General Fund are
budgeted to be the same as the prior year' s levy. This will be the ninth year the general
corporate levy will be flat or reduced. 

The Village just received its 23`d consecutive GFOA award. 

The Board also gave relief to the tax payers buy cutting the utility tax and implementing
a 1% home rule sales tax to reach a broader base of revenue that is not solely on the
backs of the residents. 

The Village Board discussed and approved the third part of a planned incremental
increase in water rates. 

The tuition reimbursement policy was reviewed and changed to a central account which
will be maintained through Human Resources. This allows for easier tracking, and the
new system will allow for one specific amount, to be compliant with IRS guidelines. 

Changing the budget to a primarily on- line document has realized an annual savings of
14,012. 80. 

The Village Board eliminated the costly and hazardous brush -pick up program by
adding it to the waste hauler contact. 

Human Resources and Administration facilitated an RFP and interviews for Health
Insurance Brokers. Once a broker was chosen, staff worked with the broker on

formulating several health savings measures. From those meetings came an estimated
cost reduction of $205, 603 to $ 319, 860, or 6. 5% to 10% compared to last year' s
expenses. 

Village staff also continues its pursuit of grants via its lobbyist, memberships, and
external agencies. 

Additional revenue was generated by reviewing various fees and changes to the parking
pennit structure. 

The Village has improved collection of outstanding fees by pursuing the IDROP
program; this has also prompted staff to take in in-depth look into changes in our local
adjudication program. 

9. Develop a strateD? to attractllocate a hotellmotel in the Village

The Village has worked with commercial brokers SVN and Comcast to promote the

Village property to the hotel industry. Some of this promotion included a 30 second ad
of the property on select programming for 60 days in the Chicagoland area, attendance
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at the ICSC shows in Vegas and Chicago, as well as e- mail blasts to 200 area brokers

and agents. The marketing of the property led to further meetings with hotel brokers
and eventually a hotel feasibility study. 

10. Develop strategies tofor development ofRailroad Ave. vacancies

Staff has developed a strategy for redeveloping vacancies along Railroad Avenue
including the acquisition, demolition and subsequent negotiations with an expanding
microbrewery concept to build a free-standing building at the former Lucky Jack' s
location. An environmental study and new plat of survey has been completed to
expedite this process. 

Work has also begun with the owner for the reopening and rebranding of the former
Platform 18 location as the Bartlett Tap, reestablished in 2019. We are utilizing the
BEDA program as one strategy to encourage and incentivize the improvement, 
beautification and utility of the space. 

Staff issued a RFP for the Village owned 1. 87 -acre parcel along Railroad known as Site
E in the Downtown TOD Plan. Foxford Communities submitted a proposal, however

later withdrew it. Staff is currently reaching out to other potentially interested parties
and will take the next steps of listing the site on Costar and LoopNet, ordering a sign
to promote the site and sending it out to active builders of multi -family residential
projects. 

11. Develop Community Branding Plan
A. Develop branding strategy andframework
B. Review/Update current mission statement

C. Implement and execute branding plan

The Village has not recently undergone any branding exercises or revised its mission
statement, however it has worked to enhance its brand on a regional level by joining
Access O' Hare West. 

Access O' Hare West is a collaboration to promote regional growth west of O' Hare. 

The recently extended IL -390 creates greater access to the world' s second busiest
airport --and to Chicago' s western suburbs. Promotional materials have been distributed

through this branding and booths have been shared at ICSC and RECON, which has
given the Village a more regional presence while keeping costs down at the same time. 

Brewster Creek Business Park has also been a valuable form of branding for the
Village. Tony Fradin was asked to speak to a contingent of the international business
community at Select Chicago, which is focused on foreign investment. 
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12. ff ork to improve retail business profile in the Village ofBartlett
A. Actively work to attract a car dealership or other large retail sales generators
B. Attract businesses tofill vacancies/ntarket voids

Staff has worked with SVN to promote the Village owned site at Route 59 & Lake

Street, attended ICSC RECon, produced a cable TV commercial and commissioned a

feasibility study in an effort to attract a hotel to the Village. Staff is currently seeking
to attract a potential auto dealership to the site and has offered an aggressive incentive
per the Village Board' s direction. 

Staff has worked with property owners, brokers and businesses to fill numerous
commercial vacancies including a new auto repair business at the former Bartlett Tire
location, a new operator for the former Platform 18 location on Railroad Avenue, a
martial arts studio and a windows and doors business to Bartlett Plaza, the Village' s

first Indian restaurant, Derek Dermatology and Wee-Dee' s to Westgate Commons, and
cafes with gaming to Oakfield Plaza and Bartlett Town Center. We worked with
Balance Family Chiropractic, who built a new mixed-use facility on South Main Street
in accordance with the Downtown TOD Plan. Staff worked with Cypress Property
Group, a developer who built a retail strip center in the Home Depot out lot, and also
worked with developer Ron DeRosa, who is building the Galleria of Bartlett on Anny
Trail Road which will include additional businesses including another restaurant. 

The addition of the 65, 000 square foot Amita Health Care facility to the vacant
Dominick' s has also filled a key vacancy and will add potential shoppers and
consumers from well beyond Bartlett. 

This corridor on Route 59 has experienced a domino effect. Along with Amita Health
Care, the Village has seen a long time vacancy being filled by Gambits, as well as new
approved developments in the Home Depot out lot and two senior needs facilities with

Artis Senior living and Alden Gardens. 

Brewster Creek Business Park continues to drive economic development in Bartlett, 

home to approximately 75 businesses housed in 40 buildings. This development was
initiated via the creation of a TIF District in 1999. Growth in Brewster Creek Business

Park has continued with the construction of four new speculative buildings, two by G4
Development, one by Exeter Property Group and one by Ridge Development. Ridge

Development has recently been approved to construct another speculative building as
well. Additionally, affiliated companies Camcraft and Matrix have completed a

101, 000 SF build -to -suit building in Brewster Creek Business Park and are now
operational. 

Clarke Packing and Crating has recently entered into a lease of 108, 000 square feet in
one of Ridge' s new buildings at 1365- 1395 Brewster Creek Boulevard and Axium

Plastics has recently leased the entire 167, 550 square foot building at 1411 Brewster
Creek Blvd. 
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Last year, Elmhurst -Chicago Stone Company, the original owner and developer of
Brewster Creek Business Park amended their TIF budget from $ 30 million to $ 44

million in order to be able to complete land reclamation for the undeveloped areas
within the business park. With the addition of the aforementioned projects, 

development of Brewster Creek Business Park is nearing completion in the next few
years. 

The Southwind Business Park and Blue Heron Business Park parcels were approved as

a TIF in May 2009 to redevelop the Bluff City Quarry Area into a mixed use business
park, similar to the Brewster Creek Business Park with the additional allowance for
heavier industrial uses and outside storage. This TIF will conclude in 2032, with 14

more years to run. 

All of these projects add up to steady growth of the Bartlett economy. Since 2016, the
Village has seen a rapid decline in its vacancy rate from 17.5% to 7. 1 %. 

13. Revisit, refine and execute our overall economic development incentives
A. Evaluate earmarking revenuefor business assistance
B. Explore creating a program to establish business assistancelincentive program

Shortly after the Village Board approved a new budget line item of $150,000 for
economic incentives. The Board reviewed and approved the Bartlett Economic
Development Assistance program or "BEDA". 

The program is in its infancy but has been effective so far. It has assisted with the future
opening of the Village' s first Indian Restaurant as well as the potential for the
redevelopment of Bartlett Plaza. The program is also a tool for existing business
development and expansion. The money has been earmarked from the Video Gaming
revenue the Village has received. Funds are awarded once the requestor has finished
all the appropriate work. 

The program will be re-evaluated and changes recommended during the budget review. 

14. Maintain or enhance Village standardsfor service delivery
A. Examine work processes and organization structure

B. Evaluate fees, policies and proceduresfor increased efficiencies

In 2017 the Village Board approved 161 ordinances, the most in 14 years. The Village
Board also appointed its second ever Administrator, Paula Schumacher, in 2017 as

acting in February, with a full appointment in September. The Village Board has
continued its high level of productivity with passing 118 ordinances in 2018 through
October. 

In the last 12- 24 months, the organizational structure has seen many changes take
shape. The Human Resources and Economic Development staff have shifted to under

the Administration Department, coming out of Finance and Community Development. 
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GIS has been shifted under IT, and the health officer has gone to Community
Development to work alongside the code enforcement officers, before, that positon was
in Administration. These changes have proven to make operations more efficient. 

The site plan review process is done with CD, Building, PW, and Fire in one meeting
making the process more efficient. The Boards approval of the administrative site plan
approval has also made the process more business friendly. 

Staff has reviewed many practices and fees that were outdated and have made changes
to those. Credit card use at the front desk, and via a mobile app for commuters has
made it easier and more efficient from not only a staff perspective, but also for our
residents/customers. Approximately 100 residents a day pay by phone. The feedback
has been positive and has improved efficiency. 

The expansion of our online services has allowed for residents to request overnight

parking, neighborhood watch services, and has allowed for building permit materials
to be e-mailed directly. 

A new vehicle replacement evaluation was introduced to the Board, and the program is

now formalized. As a result of this process and surveying other departments staff
recommended increasing the average mileage replacement to 100,000 miles and
adopting a formal guideline evaluation form. 

The Village Board also approved raising the fines and fees for compliance tickets and
violators who receive extra fees for late payment. This will be complimented by the
Village' s used of "IDROP", no longer needing to go through a collection agency for
many of the Village' s outstanding debtors. 

LONG TERM ROUTINE (3- 5 year) 

15. Improve Village bike andpedestrian pathways and routes

A. Identify options and approaches to interconnect the Pillage' s bike paths
B. Establish a budget line item for bike path interconnectivity

The Bike and Run Committee made the recommendation to add on -street bike routes

on several roadways within the Village to improve interconnectivity of the existing
bike path network in Bartlett. On -street bike routes are considerably lower in costs and
require less maintenance than traditional off-street bike paths. The Bike and Run

Committee recommended adding bike route signage on the following streets: Fairfax

Ln, Foster Ave, Jervey Ln, Mayflower Ln, Prospect Ave, Spaulding Rd and S. Western
Ave. This signage is scheduled to be phased in by PW in the spring. 

The proposed on -street bike routes would complete gaps in the current bike system

while providing routes as recommended by the Committee to specific destinations in
the Village. 



The proposed bike routes would be added to the Village' s Bike Path Map as part of the
Comprehensive Plan Update, 

The Public Works department has also earmarked $ 40,000 per year for bike path
maintenance. 

Since 2017, the Village has applied for nine (9) different grants related to bike paths. 

The Village was awarded a grant from IDNR in 2014 to assist in the construction of
links from Koehler Fields, through James " Pate" Phillips State Park to connect with
Westridge and Lakewood Mills subdivisions. Due to state budget impasses and the

Governor putting a hold on grants, funding is not fully granted yet, although the Village
did receive a letter saying that it should be available in the future. In regards to this
project, Staff sent a letter to Rep. Winger requesting funding assistance on this project, 
and that was sent in for approval from the State on September 5, 2018. 

Six ( b) other grants were for a more complex bike path project that has been in the

Village' s Capital Improvement Program ( CIP) for many years. The project has been
named the West Bartlett Rd. / Devon Ave. Drainage Swale and Bike Path Replacement

Project. This path, located along West Bartlett Road adjacent to the Village Church of
Bartlett, has deteriorated due to the constant ponding ofwater after any rain event. This
has led to an unsafe and unattractive path. The Village first applied for a Cook County
Invest in Cook Grant in March of 2017 and was awarded for the design engineering and
analysis of the path and drainage in the amount of $75, 000 in August, 2017. The design
is being completed by Engineering Resource Associates ( ERA), and is nearing
completion along with an estimate of construction cost. The Village applied for the

same grant again this year for the construction phase of the project, but unfortunately
was unsuccessful due to the vast majority of funding going to the City of Chicago ($ ti

million of the $7. 2 million), and other freight projects. 

16. Examine service delivery methods and approaches
A. N"ork to maximize tire capacity and talents of in-house staff and service

capabilities

B. Explore external supplemental services where applicable, e.g. , brush pick-up

Video production to disseminate information has been a new standard at the Village. 

The Police Department and Economic Development staff has been doing a lot of in- 
house videos that highlight the business community as well as special events. 

The police department will continue to strive to get all officers trained in crisis

prevention and one of the detectives has received and utilizes his specialized training
to help investigate cyber based crimes and provide statistical analysis of location based
crime and traffic data which can be used across the department. The police department

also has a website devoted to searching/ recruiting for highly talented personnel, this
new website was activated in 2018. 
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The Village has a new FOIA officer and implementing a new database within the
system to cut down on staff time, and create an added convenience for residents. The

database will include commonly requested items that are available instantaneously. 

Bartlett Hills assistant Paul Galvan passed the Players Assessment test, giving the golf
course another professional on staffwithout adding a position. 

Public Works staff is doing in-house paving, sidewalk maintenance, and the planned
leak detection survey to reduce costs, improve responsiveness, and streamline services. 

Brush collection has been contracted out as part of the waste hauler services contract. 
The Village had a comprehensive educational campaign to inform the residents of this

program. As a result of this measure, public works staff is now able to do regular

parkway tree maintenance and sidewalk repair in house. 

The Village Board went through a comprehensive interview process for the Health
Insurance broker, which then lead to a savings of anywhere between 6.5% and 10% to

the Villages health care costs. 

Several key staff members have gone through social media training to enhance the use
of the Village' s Facebook and twitter accounts. 

The Village earlier this fall hosted a disaster exercise, which tested our staff in all areas

of disaster preparedness and response. The fire department, the park district, several
other departments, DuCoinm, and ICAT also participated with the Village. 

17. Maintain and enhance Village' sfiscalprofile andfinancial strength

The Village Board passed a 1% home rule sales tax that helped bolster the Village' s

long term financial health, and protect against the unpredictability of Springfield. 

The Village has also raised fees for video gaming terminals, parking tickets, 
compliance fees, and late fees. Additionally, the Village has reduced developer
deposits. 

To compliment some of these measures, staff continues to move toward working with
IDROP to recoup debt. 

The Village also has a strong Aal bond rating from Moody' s. This rating has been
constant since 2012. 
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LONG TERM COMPLEX (3- 5 year) 

18. Develop a long-term plan to refurbish/ rebuild the Village' s Sewage treatmentplan. 

The staff plans to begin engineering for this in the spring/summer of 2019. 

19. Develop a strategy to identify and complete roadway improvement and traffic
mitigation programs and design. 

The Public Works Department' s pavement program is comprehensive and it is ranked
with a Pavement Condition Index (PCI) into a Paver database. The PCI' s are used to
set up the maintenance program each year. In addition to the program, public works is

staying up- to-date on the most current, best practices for crack filling and pavement
preservation treatments to extend the life of the pavements. 

The police department has also continued its specialized enforcement with programs
like Wolf Pack Wednesday, which is designed to tackle head- on issues and concerns
that come from the residents. The information is gathered through the gov outreach, 
frontline program, and through networking of the patrol section. 

Staff has worked with the Principals of three elementary schools on adjustments to
increase safety and traffic enforcement during school hours. This includes phasing in
flashing stop signs near school zones. 

The staff also met with and secured commitments from IDOT on speed studies, road
improvements, and signage along Route 59. Staff has also received similar

commitments from Cook County on Naperville Road. 

20. Develop an overall village -Wide ? Technology Master Plan

Staff continues to identify areas to optimize information sharing usability for Village
employees and residents. In addition, staff is maintaining an IT systems plan which
looks at: data security, infrastructure integrity and transparency, as well as sustaining a
capable IT workforce and technically proficient employees through education and
training. 

New IT integration in the last 12 months includes enhancements in frontline which

helps police record activity within the community, a new mobile parking app which
allows commuters to pay for their spots, as well as pay for, and/or challenge violations. 
Staff has also increased its use of the Village' s go -request program for resident

complaints which not only tracks the issue, but keeps frontline staff and field agents
more accountable. 

Ongoing mandatory cyber training has also increased staffs protection, as well as the
protection of the Village' s technology. 
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21. Redeveloplrevitalize sites along Lake Street and Route 59

The Village successfully approved out lots on Stearns and Route 59, for a Starbucks
and other complimentary uses, and Artis Living is now up and running in a lot that had
gone undeveloped for many years. The Village also reviewed a concept of potential
outlots in Bartlett Commons shopping center. Further down route 59, express car wash
has begun its operation of a state of the art car wash. 

The Village Board reviewed a concept plan for a proposed senior living facility with
170 units directly south of the 7- 11 at the corner of Route 59 and Schick. The plan
shows potential for a 12, 000 square foot future commercial building along the 59
frontage. 

The Village property that is partially within a TIF District has been marketed in a
partnership with SVN, and has brought many commercial and residential developers to
the table that staff is currently discussing the property with. 

Staff has met with several developers and facilitated meetings with the brokers for the
potential properties. Staff has also worked with our traffic engineer on the

feasibility/practicality of certain projects. 

Staff worked to enforce clean up at the Marathon Gas station, in hopes for a new fuel
operator at the location. 

22. Work with MOT to improve traffic safety along Route 59

Community Development, Public Works, and Police staff have continued to meet with
IDOT to review progress and have commented on all the intersections that have been

worked on and ones that will be completed in the future. The police department

continues to seek out grant funds through IDOT' s Division of Traffic Safety. The
Police Department has been successful in this area with grant funding to support many
programs such as " click it or ticket" and the " Illinois Traffic Study Challenge" 

The Village President and staffmet with IDOT in the summer of2018 and IDOT agreed

to do a full speed study of Route 59 in Bartlett. It was detennined that it would be to
the Village' s benefit to wait until construction was done, before IDOT completed the
process. 

The project at Lake and Route 59, is nearing completion the fall of this year, with
clean up in the spring. 

The project at Stearns and Route 59, will be extend and be completed in the summer
of 2019. 

The intersection of West Bartlett Road and Route 59 is on IDOTS future schedule

with no definitive timeline attached to it. 
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In the interim, MOT agreed to place additional signage, and cut back landscaping to
improve visibility near the intersection. 

23. Develop a strategy to re -develop the lot on Lake Street and Route 59

The Village staff hired brokers Sperry Van Ness ( SVN) and have worked within the
conglomerate of Access O' Hare West to market this property. The marketing of this
property in the last 12 months has been stronger than it has ever been since the Village
acquired the property. 

The Village in conjunction with Comcast created a commercial for this property for
targeted audiences that ran for 60 days in the region. Staff highlighted the property at
broker and retailer conventions both locally and out of state. 

The partnership with SVN and Access O' Hare West, along with aggressive marketing
has brought residential and commercial developers to the table and we continue to work
with these agents to develop that corner. 

With the active interest in the property, a Phase 1 and 2 environmental study has been
completed as well as an ALTA survey. This well accelerate the due diligence process
once a potential purchaser is under contract.

The Petitioner is requesting a Site Plan Review and a Special Use Permit for a carwash proposed to be located
at 1255 W. Lake Street, approximately 800 feet east of Naperville Road. 

The Plan Commission reviewed the Petitioner' s requests, conducted the public hearing and recommended approval at their
October 11, 2018 meeting subject to the conditions and findings of fact outlined in the Staff Report. The Commission
discussed the internal vehicular movement and possible points of conflict regarding the carwash exit and those vehicles
waiting to exit the site. The Petitioner believes the proposed layout would not be an issue but agreed to review the design
to see if any additional improvements could be made. The Commission also discussed possible landscape alternatives to
the fence proposed along the south property line. A condition was added by the Plan Commission that the Staff meet
with the Petitioner to revise their Landscape Plan to another alternative that would satisfy the Village's Landscape
Ordinance. Staff has worked with the Petitioner and the fence has been replaced with berms along the south property line
with the required landscaping in order to eliminate a fence abutting an existing fence. The entrance also has been modified
to be an intersection crossing with signage making the site circulation easier to navigate and to allow additional stacking at
the exit of the carwash prior to exiting out onto Lake Street or into the vacuum area. 

As requested at the Village Board Committee. Meeting, the Petitioner has reached out to William Ryan Homes and has been
in contact with their President, Sales Rep, District Manager and a Land Acquisition and Development employee that is onsite
and supplied information to them to pass onto the contract purchasers. 

The Village Board Committee reviewed the Petitioner' s requests at their meeting on November 6, 2018. The Committee
forwarded the application on to the Village Board for a final vote.

DISCUSSION

1. The Petitioner is requesting a Site Plan Review and Special Use Permit for a carwash
to be located on a 2.88 acre parcel at 1255 W. Lake Street located along the
south side of Lake Street approximately 800 feet east of Naperville Road. 

2. The carwash would include a tunnel wash with accompanying vacuums. 

3. The proposed 5, 500 square foot building will primarily consist of brick veneer with
accented limestone veneer at the north and south ends of the building: along the
lower portion of the building and vacuum columns, as well as the columns on the

east and west facades. Metal roofing would be incorporated over the vacuum
area and the north and south towers. The tallest portions of the building will be
33'- 5" due to the two towers on the carwash; however, the average height of the

carwash would be 19'- 6", meeting the Zoning Code requirement of 25'. Rooftop
mechanicals will be located behind the parapet walls and screened on all four
sides. Windows would be incorporated along both the east and west elevations
to provide a clear view through the building while vehicles are accessing the
tunnel wash. The vacuum metal canopies will be 14'- 0'.', meeting the Zoning Code
requirement of 25'. 

4. The Petitioner has requested one curb cut along Lake Street for access to the
carwash located across an existing right- in/ right-out entrance into the Toyota
dealership parking. ( Lake Street is under the jurisdiction of Illinois Department of

Transportation ( IDOT) and the Petitioner has been in contact with IDOT regarding
this access.) 

5. Internal circulation on the site would primarily consist of a one-way clockwise
vehicular pattern with all vehicles queuing at the pay stations and entering the
building along the south side. Vehicles would travel through the tunnel wash and
exit the building from the north side. Vehicles would then either exit the site via

Lake Street or turn right to enter the vacuum area. 

6. The Petitioner has designed the carwash to have the dryer portion of the tunnel
wash furthest away from the residential use to the south. The vacuums, located

east of the building, would contain no motors, but would operate from a central
vacuum system. This central vacuum mechanical unit, located adjacent to the

trash enclosure would be located 227' from the nearest resident and contain a
silencer unit. This enclosure would be screened on all four sides. It would

architecturally match the building and vacuum canopies with the incorporation
of a metal roof. 

7. The Zoning Ordinance requires the number of stacking spaces provided to be
equal in number to 5 times the maximum capacity of the automobile laundry for

each wash rack, plus 1 parking space for each 2 employees." A total of 25

stacking spaces would be required to meet the Zoning Ordinance. The Site Plan

identifies a total of 49 stacking spaces. The Site Plan also includes 31 vacuum

parking stalls, including 2 handicapped accessible parking stalls and 5 parking
stalls dedicated for employees. This plan would exceed the Zoning Ordinance
requirements. 

8. Multiple berms and evergreen trees would be installed along the south property
line that would provide a buffer between this use and the adjacent residential

subdivision to the south. 

9. General hours of operation for the carwash would be from 7:00 a. m. until 9:00 p. m. 
Monday through Saturday and 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. on Sunday. Three ( 3) 
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employees would generally be on-site and the carwash would always have an
employee available while it is open. The Petitioner anticipates peak hours to be

between 7 p.m. - 9 p.m. with a maximum of 80 cars/ hour. 

10. Engineering and Landscape plans are currently being reviewed by the Staff. 

RECOMMENDATION

1. The Staff recommends approval of the petitioner' s requests subject to the

2. The Plan Commission reviewed the Petitioner' s requests, conducted the public

hearing and recommended approval at their October 11, 2018 meeting
subject to the conditions and findings of fact outlined in the Staff Report. The

Commission discussed the internal vehicular movement and possible points of

conflict regarding the carwash exit and those vehicles waiting to exit the site. 
The Petitioner believes the proposed layout would not be an issue but agreed

to review the design to see if any additional improvements could be made. 
The Commission also discussed possible landscape alternatives to the fence

proposed along the south property line. A condition was added by the Plan
Commission that the Staff meet with the Petitioner to revise their Landscape
Plan to another alternative that would satisfy the Village' s Landscape

Ordinance. Staff has worked with the Petitioner and the fence has been

replaced with berms along the south property line with the required
landscaping in order to eliminate a fence abutting an existing fence. The

entrance also has been modified to be an intersection crossing with signage
making the site circulation easier to navigate and to allow additional stacking
at the exit of the carwash prior to exiting out onto Lake Street or into the
vacuum area. 

3. As requested at the Village Board Committee Meeting, the Petitioner has

reached out to William Ryan Homes and has been in contact with their

President, Sales Rep, District Manager and a Land Acquisition and

Development employee that is onsite and supplied information to them to pass

onto the contract purchasers. 

4. The Village Board Committee reviewed the Petitioner' s requests at their

meeting on November 6, 2018. The Committee forwarded the application on
to the Village Board for a final vote.

prior to the Closing and for subsequent years. Seller agrees that any tenants occupying the
Property shall vacate the Property prior to Closing. 

4. Buyer's Approval Period Contingency and Extension Option. Buyer's obligation
to purchase the Property hereunder is contingent upon obtainment by Buyer to Buyer's
satisfaction during the period ending one hundred twenty ( 120) days after the execution of this
Agreement (hereinafter the "Approval Period") of: ( A) obtaining all zoning approvals, including
site plan approval and the grant of such special permit(s), variations(s), rezoning and/or



subdivision or lot consolidation ( hereinafter the " Zoning Approvals") necessary for Buyer to
develop the Property for Buyer's intended use as a brewery, brew pub or tavern to be operated
by Buyer's affiliate, More Brewing Company in a new building to be constructed upon the
Property by the Buyer after the closing of this transaction ( the " Buyer' s Intended Use of the
Property"); and ( B) obtaining all other local, County, State, or Federal agency permits, licenses
or certifications necessary for Buyer's Intended Use of the Property as Buyer deems adequate, 
in the exercise of Buyer's exclusive discretion and business judgment ( hereinafter, " Other

Governmental Approvals"). Seller agrees that if Buyer is unable to obtain all Zoning Approvals
and Other Governmental Approvals by the expiration of the Approval Period, Buyer shall have
the option to extend the Approval Period for an additional sixty (60) day period ( hereinafter the
Extension Period"). If the contingencies set forth herein are not otherwise resolved or waived

by Buyer within the Approval Period, or within the Extension Period, if applicable, Buyer shall
have the right to terminate this Agreement upon written notice to the Seller, and receive a full

refund of the Earnest Money; provided, however, it shall be a condition precedent to the return
of the Earnest Money that Buyer shall submit a sworn statement to the Seller listing under oath
all architects, engineers, environmental consultants, geotech/soils engineers, and all

consultants and contractors hired by the Buyer, or More Brewing Company or Buyer's and/or
More Brewing Company's construction loan lender to perform and/or prepare any due diligence
inspections, reports, studies, and/or appraisals ( hereinafter collectively referred to as the
Buyer' s Consultants"), and the amount of each contract or proposal therefor using a General

Contractors Sworn Statement form customarily used by CTT (the " GCSS"), together with final

waivers of lien from each of the Buyer's Consultants listed on the GCSS evidencing that each
of them has been paid in full ( collectively, the " Proof of Payment Documents"). Provided the

Proof of Payment Documents are acceptable to the Seller in its reasonable discretion, it shall

promptly direct CTT to release the Earnest Money to the Buyer. In the event notice of termination
is not given within five ( 5) business days after the termination of the Approval Period, or the

Extension Period if applicable, the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect, and Closing
shall occur within fifteen ( 15) days after the date of the expiration of the Approval Period or the

expiration of the Extension Period if applicable. 

5. Closing Date. The date of the closing of this transaction ( the " Closing") shall be

within fifteen ( 15) days after the expiration of the Approval Period, or within fifteen ( 15) days

after the expiration of the Extension Period, if applicable. 

6. Survey and Environmental Contingency. Seller has obtained, paid for and

furnished the Buyer with a current ALTA/ NSPS Land Title Survey of the Property prepared by
Dale Gray, a licensed Illinois professional land surveyor employed by Mackie Consultants, 
LLC, dated 9- 18- 18, last revised 10-25- 18, which includes items 1, 2, 3, 4, 7, 8 and 9 from

Table A of the Minimum Standard Detail Requirements for ALTA/NSPA Land Title Survey
Standards ( the " Survey"). Buyer hereby acknowledges that the Seller has furnished it with a
Phase I Environmental Assessment for the Property prepared by Deigan & Associates, LLC

dated September 7, 2018 (the "Deigan Phase I"). During the Approval Period, Buyer may at its
election obtain and pay for another phase I environmental audit report (" Buyer's Phase I

Environmental Report") on the Property prepared by an environmental consulting firm selected
by Buyer and/ or satisfactory to Buyer's lender, if any. If the Buyer's Phase I Environmental Report
recommends that a phase II environmental audit of the Property be conducted, Buyer may
obtain and pay for the recommended phase II audit utilizing an environmental consulting firm
selected by Buyer and which is acceptable to its lender. The Buyer's Phase 1 Environmental
Report and any Phase II audits shall be at Buyer's sole cost without any credit to Buyer against
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the Purchase Price. During the Approval Period, Seller shall cause the surveyor who prepared
the Survey to certify the Survey to the Buyer and the Title Company (and Buyer's construction
loan Lender if identified by the Buyer during the Approval Period). 

7. Inspection of Property and Other Contingencies. 

A. Seller shall permit Buyer, Buyer's Consultants and Buyer's agents at reasonable

times and upon reasonable advance notice to Seller, to enter upon the Property, at Buyer's
sole cost and expense, for the purpose of conducting such physical inspections and non- 
destructive tests (environmental and otherwise) as Buyer may elect to make or obtain. Buyer
shall indemnify and hold Seller harmless with respect to any damage to Property or injuries to
persons that may result from the inspections provided for in this Section, and from and against
any mechanics lien claims filed by any of Buyer's Consultants or any subcontractor or sub - 
consultant of any of the Buyer's Consultants (" Buyer's Indemnification Obligations") whether

or not the transaction contemplated by this Agreement closes. Buyer's obligations under this
Agreement (except for Buyer's Indemnification Obligations which shall survive the termination

of this Agreement) shall be further contingent upon the following: 

1) The Property being approved and permitted for use as a brewery, brew pub or
tavern, with such parking and other variations necessary for the Buyer's
Intended Use of the Property; 

2) The passage of an ordinance by the Village President and Board of Trustees of
the Village of Bartlett (the "Corporate Authorities") granting the Zoning Approvals
the "Zoning Approval Ordinance"); 

3) Determination by a geotech/soil engineer hired by Buyer of satisfactory soil
conditions to permit the construction of the improvements contemplated by
Buyer, within sixty (60) days after full execution of this Agreement. 

4) Buyer's determination within sixty ( 60) days after full execution of this
Agreement that adequate and sufficient utilities for Buyer's Intended Use of the

Property are located at the property line of the Property or in reasonably close
proximity to the Property; 

5) Buyer obtaining, if needed, any environmental or other approvals from County, 
State or Federal agencies within the Approval Period, or if applicable, the
Extended Period. 

6) The Corporate Authorities adopting an ordinance to create a new liquor
license classification for a brewery or a brew pub, and the creation of one
such brewery or brew pub license, or the creation of an additional Class A
liquor license for a tavern, that the Local Liquor Commissioner may issue to
More Brewing Company when the new building is completed and has been
issued an occupancy permit. 

7) Confirmation that the property is in an environmental condition satisfactory to
Buyer within sixty (60) days after full execution of this Agreement, provided
that if Buyer elects to hire its own environmental consultant to perform a
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Phase I environmental assessment of the Property, and if the environmental
professional that prepared the Buyer Phase I Environmental Report

determines that a Phase II Environmental Audit is necessary, the time period
for confirmation of satisfactory environmental condition of the Property shall
be extended an additional ninety ( 90) days, provided Buyer notified Seller
thereof, and furnished Seller with a copy of the Buyer Phase I Environmental
Report, within the initial sixty (60) day period. 

8) Buyer's approval of condition of title and survey, including legal description. 
In the event Buyer does not deliver written objection to the CTI Title

Commitment (hereinafter defined) and/or the Survey prior to the expiration of
the Approval Period, it shall be presumed that Buyer has approved of the

condition of title and survey. 

B. Unless a different time period is otherwise specified above or hereafter, Buyer
shall have until five ( 5) business days after the expiration of the Approval Period, or the
Extension Period, if applicable, to notify Seller in writing if the results of Buyer's
investigations are not in the exercise of Buyer's sole and exclusive discretion, satisfactory to
Buyer, or if the Property to be conveyed hereunder is not otherwise suitable for Buyer's
Intended Use of the Property. In the event Buyer provides such notice, this Agreement shall
be canceled, and Buyer shall have no further responsibility or liability to Seller, except for
Buyer's Indemnification Obligations in subparagraph A. of this Section 7 of this Agreement, 

and the Earnest Money shall be refunded to Buyer, upon Seller's approval of the Proof of
Payment Documentation submitted by the Buyer, which approval will not be unreasonably
withheld. 

C. Any notice to be given by Buyer to Seller electing to terminate this Agreement
by reason of non -satisfaction of any specified Condition to Closing shall be given within the
specified approval period relative thereto. If no specified approval period is otherwise set
forth, then notice shall be given within five (5) business days of the expiration of the Approval
Period as defined in Section 4, above, or within five ( 5) business days of the Extension

Period, if applicable. If any such notice is not so given within the applicable Approval Period
or the Extension Period, if applicable, such condition shall be deemed to have been waived

by Buyer. 

8. Seller' s Representations and Warranties. Seller represents and warrants to

Buyer that the following matters to the best of Sellers knowledge and belief are true as of
the date of this Agreement, and shall be true as of the date of the Closing: 

a) Title. Seller is the legal fee simple title holder of the Property and has or will at
Closing have good, marketable and insurable title to the Property. There are no judgments
against the Seller; there are no citation proceedings, or other proceedings pending against
the Seller which may be a charge or encumbrance against the Property. 

b) Utilities. Seller represents that the Property is vacant and all water, sewer, gas
and electric meters and service lines have been removed from the Property. To the best of
Sellers knowledge, all water, sewer, gas, electric, telephone, drainage and other utility
equipment, facilities and services are available at or near the Property, and upon installation
of service lines and meters therefor will be adequate to service the Property. Seller shall
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provide evidence that the water main in the W. Railroad Avenue or S. Oak Avenue right- of- 
way (" ROW") has adequate capacity to meet the demand of Buyer's Intended Use of the
Property. After receipt of Buyer's building plans for the building Buyer intends to construct
on the Property, including engineering, fire flow calculations, bathroom fixture counts and
sizing, the Village will determine the minimum diameter for the water service line(s) to said
new building, and the Village shall install a water service line or lines from the adjacent water
main to said building at the Village's expense. This obligation shall not merge with the

delivery of the deed but shall survive the Closing and shall be an obligation of the Seller ( to
the Buyer only) unless this Agreement is terminated. Seller has not been notified of any
condition that would or could result in the termination or impairment of the furnishing of
service to the Property of water, sewer, gas, electric, telephone, drainage or other such utility
services. 

c) Litigation. There are no pending or threatened, nor has there been any notice, 
complaint, claim or request for information regarding the Property given to Seller or of which
Seller is aware, nor are there proceedings in which Seller is, or may be a party by reason of
any ownership or operation of the Property, including building code, environmental or zoning
violations, or claims for personal injuries or property damage alleged to have occurred on the
Property or by reason of the condition, use of, or operations on, the Property. No proceedings
are pending, or to the best of Seller's knowledge, threatened, against Seller, nor are any
insolvency, bankruptcy, reorganization or other proceedings contemplated by Seller. In the
event any of the foregoing is initiated or threatened prior to Closing, such occurrence shall
constitute a default by Seller, and Seller shall promptly advise Buyer thereof in writing. 

d) Insurance. Seller will maintain in force until the Closing Date casualty and liability
insurance relating to the Property. Seller has not received notice from any insurance carrier, 
nor is Seller aware of any defects or inadequacies in the Property that, if not corrected, would
result in termination of insurance coverage or increase in the normal and customary cost. 

e) Real Estate Taxes. Seller has not received notice of and does not have any
knowledge of any proposed increase in the assessed valuation of the Property, and in the
event of any such increase the Buyer shall be fully responsible therefor. 

f) Easements and Other Agreements. Seller is not in default in complying with the
terms and provisions of any of the covenants, conditions, restrictions, rights of way or easements
affecting the Property. 

g) Contracts. There are no contracts of any kind relating to the management, leasing, 
operation, maintenance or repair of the Property, except those contracts produced by Seller
to Buyer within thirty (30) days after the execution of this Agreement. Seller shall, at Buyers
request, assign any such contacts to Buyer pursuant to this Agreement ( the " Assigned
Contracts"). 

h) Environmental Hazards: Seller has furnished to Buyer, and the Buyer
acknowledges receipt, of the Diegan Phase I. The CTI Title Commitment reflects that the

Seller acquired the Property by a judicial deed pursuant to an Order of Abandonment entered
in Case 2017 M3 2391 on December 15, 2017, thus Seller has limited knowledge about the
history or usage of the Property beyond what is disclosed in the Deigan Phase I or the CTI
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Title Commitment ( hereinafter defined). Nevertheless, Seller represents the following to the
best of its actual knowledge: 

i) No Hazardous or Toxic Material ( as hereinafter defined) exists on or under the

surface of the Property or in any surface waters or ground waters on or under the
Property, and no escape, seepage, spillage, discharge, emission or release of any
Hazardous or Toxic Material has occurred on, under, above or emanated from the
Property. 

ii) The Property has not been, is not now and will not be used ( prior to closing) as
a sanitary landfill, dump site, industrial disposal area, treatment or storage site for
Hazardous or Toxic Material or for any other similar use, on either a permanent or
temporary basis. 

iii) There are no pending anticipated suits, actions, investigations, proceedings, 
liens or notices from any governmental or quasi -governmental agency with respect
to the Property, Seller, or Environmental Laws ( as hereinafter defined). 

For purposes of this Property, the term Hazardous or Toxic Material shall be defined to
include: ( i) asbestos or any material composed of or containing asbestos in any form and in
any type, or ( ii) any hazardous, toxic or dangerous waste, contaminant, pollutant, substance, 
material, smoke, gas or particulate matter, as from time to time defined by or for purposes of
the Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act, as amended, 
and any law commonly referred to as of the date hereof as " Superfund" or "Superlien" or any
successor to such laws, or any other Federal, state or local environmental, health or safety
statute, ordinance, code, rule, regulation, order or decree regulating, relating to or imposing
liability or standards concerning or in connection with hazardous, toxic or dangerous wastes, 
substances, material, gas or particulate matter as now or at any time hereinafter in effect
collectively, the Environmental Laws"). Seller agrees to hold harmless, defend and indemnify

Buyer from and against any and all loss, damage, cost, liability or expense ( including reasonable
attorneys' and consultants' fees, court costs, penalties and fines) relating to personal, property
or economic injury arising from an intentional misrepresentation or breach of any
representations, warranties and/or covenants made herein to the best of Sellers actual

knowledge contained in this subparagraph. All terms of this Section shall survive the Closing
and remain in full force and effect for the maximum period provided by law. 

9. Additional Conditions Precedent to Closing. In addition to the other conditions
enumerated in this Agreement, the following shall be additional Conditions Precedent to Buyer's
obligation to close hereunder: 

a) Real Estate Taxes. As of the date of Closing, there shall have been no actual or
pending reassessment of the value of the Property for the purpose of calculating real estate
taxes of which Buyer has not been previously made aware. 

b) Utilities. On the date of Closing no moratorium or proceeding shall be pending or
threatened affecting the availability at regular rates and connection fees, of sewer, water, electric, 
gas, telephone or other services or utilities servicing the Property. 
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10. Prorations and Adjustments. The following shall be prorated and adjusted between
Seller and Buyer as of the date of Closing, except as, otherwise specified: 

a) The parties shall divide equally the cost of any escrows hereunder. 

b) Amounts paid or payable under the Assigned Contracts shall be prorated. 

c) All accrued general real estate taxes applicable to the Property shall be prorated on
the basis of 105% of the most currently available tax bills for the Property. Prior to or at Closing, 
Seller shall pay or have paid all tax bills that are due and payable prior to or on the date of
Closing and shall furnish evidence of such payment to Buyer and the Title Company. 

d) Seller will pay the costs for the Title Policy, the Survey, all documentary, and state, 
county and municipal transfer taxes (except to the extent this transaction is exempt from transfer
taxes) relating to the instruments of conveyance contemplated herein. Buyer will pay the entire
cost of all documentary recording fees relating to the instruments of conveyance contemplated
herein. 

e) Such other items that are customarily prorated in transactions of this nature shall be
ratably prorated. 

For purposes of calculating prorations, Buyer shall be deemed to be in title to the Property, and
therefore responsible for the expenses thereof for the entire day upon which the Closing occurs. 
All such prorations shall be made on the basis of the actual number of days of the year and

month that shall have elapsed as of the date of Closing. 

11. Seller's Closing Deliveries. At Closing ( or such other times as may be specified
below), Seller shall deliver or cause to be delivered to Buyer the following, in form and substance
acceptable to Buyer: 

a) Deed. Seller will convey or cause to be conveyed to Buyer or its nominee title
thereto by a recordable Warranty Deed, with release of homestead rights, if any, subject only to
the following, provided they do not interfere with the Buyer's Intended Use of the Property; ( i) 

covenants, conditions and restrictions of record; ( ii) private, public and utility easements and
roads and highways, if any, ( iii) special taxes or assessments for improvements not yet
completed; ( iv) installments not due at the date thereof of any special tax or assessment for
improvements heretofore completed, (v) general taxes not due and owing prior to Closing and
for subsequent years; and (vi) Seller's Right of First Refusal, hereinafter defined in subparagraph

i) of this Section 11 of this Agreement). 

b) Title Policy. ( i) Seller has delivered to Buyer, and Buyer acknowledges receipt of, 

a title commitment for an owners title insurance policy issued by Chicago Title Insurance
Company ( alternatively referred to herein as the " Title Company" or " CTI"), Commitment

Number 18GNW596139VH Revision 1 dated August 31, 2018 (the "CTI Title Commitment") 

in the amount of the Purchase Price, covering title to the Property prior to the date hereof, 
showing title in the Seller. After the approval of the Zoning Approval Ordinance, Seller shall
cause the CTI Title Commitment to be amended to provide endorsements for extended
coverage over the standard exceptions, a zoning endorsement based on Buyer's approved
site plan ( including parking), and a survey endorsement, subject only to (a) the title exceptions
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set forth in subsection (a) above; and ( b) title exceptions pertaining to liens or encumbrances
of a definite or ascertainable amount which may be removed by the payment of money at the
time of Closing and which the Seller may so remove at that time by using the funds to be paid
upon the delivery of the deed ( all of which are herein referred to as the " Permitted

Exceptions"). The amended title commitment shall be conclusive evidence of good title as

therein shown as to all matters insured by the policy, subject only to the exceptions as therein
stated. Seller also shall furnish Buyer an affidavit of title in customary form covering the date
of closing and showing title in Seller subject only to the Permitted Exceptions and un - 
permitted exceptions or defects in the title disclosed by the Survey, if any, as to which the title
insurer commits to extend insurance in the manner specified in Section 12 below. After

passage of the Zoning Approval Ordinance, a certified copy thereof shall be furnished to the
Title Company, and Buyer's obligation to close shall be contingent upon the issuance of a
standard Zoning Endorsement and standard survey endorsement issued by the Title
Company. 

c) Original Documents. To the extent not previously delivered to Buyer, originals of the
leases, assigned contacts, and assigned insurance policies. 

d) Closing Statement. A closing statement conforming to the proration and other relevant
provisions of this Agreement. 

e) Tax Bills. Copies of the most currently available Tax Bills. 

f) IRPTA. An Illinois Responsible Property Transfer Act disclosure document, if and as
required under Illinois law. 

g) FIRPTA Compliance ( i) an executed FIRPTA Affidavit in the customary form, 
acceptable to the Buyer and the Title Company; or ( ii) a qualifying statement from the U. S. 
Treasury Department that the transaction is exempt from the withholding tax requirement
imposed by Section 1445A of the Internal Revenue Code and the rules and regulations
promulgated thereunder (" Section 1445A"). In the event that Seller fails to deliver either the

Affidavit or the qualifying statement as aforesaid, Seller agrees that Buyer may, at closing, 
deduct and withhold from the proceeds that are due to Seller the amount necessary to comply
with the withholding tax requirement imposed by Section 1445A. Buyer shall deposit the amount
so withheld in escrow with the escrowee pursuant to terms and conditions acceptable to Seller, 

Buyer and the escrowee, but in any event, complying with Section 1445A; and

h) Certified Resolutions. Certified copies of the ordinances or resolutions passed by the
Village President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett ( the " Corporate Authorities") 

1) authorizing the sale of the Property pursuant to this Agreement and incumbency certificates
for all officers of the Village of Bartlett executing or signing this Agreement and any of the
instruments contemplated hereby; ( 2) approving an agreement establishing a local sales tax
rebate to More Brewing Company of 50% of the Village of Bartlett' s local Retailer Occupation

Taxes actually received by the Village of Bartlett and attributable to sales by More Brewing
Company for a 10 -year period, or when the aggregate amount of the rebate equals $ 100,000, 

whichever occurs first, beginning on the date More Brewing Company begins operations of the
brewery, brew pub or tavern on the Property; ( 3) the Zoning Approval Ordinance; and ( 4) an
ordinance amending the Bartlett Liquor Control Ordinance, codified at Title 3, Chapter 3, of the
Bartlett Municipal Code, to create a new liquor license classification for a brewery or brew pub
and the creation of one ( 1) such license to enable the Village President as the Bartlett Liquor



Control Commissioner to issue such a liquor license to the Buyer's affiliate/future tenant, More
Brewing Company ("More"). 

i) Right of First Refusal to Seller and Other. Such other documents and instruments as
may reasonably be required by Buyer, its ( or its underwriter's or lender's) counsel or the Title
Company and that may be necessary to consummate this transaction and to otherwise effect
the agreements of the parties hereto, and/or to issue the necessary title insurance endorsements
or title insurance as provided herein. Seller agrees that after Closing, Seller shall execute and
deliver to Buyer such further documents and instruments as Buyer shall reasonably request to
effect this transaction and otherwise effect the agreements of the parties hereto, provided in no
event shall Seller incur any expenses in connection therewith. Buyer agrees that at or prior to

the Closing, Buyer shall execute and deliver to Seller such documents as Seller shall reasonable
request to grant Seller a right of first refusal to purchase the Property back from the Buyer for

101, 000, less any liens thereon attributable to the Buyer, in the event construction of the
brewery, brew pub or tavern building and the improvements for the Buyer' s Intended Use of the
Property have not commenced within one ( 1) year from the date of execution of this Agreement

Seller' s Right of First Refusal"). In the event Buyer procures a construction loan or other loan

to finance the cost to construct said building and improvements on the Property for Buyer's
Intended Use of the Property and such loan is secured by a mortgage, Seller' s Right of First
Refusal shall automatically terminate upon the recording of said mortgage, and Seller will
cooperate with any such lender to record a release or such other document as required by the
Title Company issuing an ALTA loan title commitment for such construction loan, to terminate
the Right of First Refusal granted hereunder. Seller's Right of First Refusal shall not merge with
the delivery of the deed, but shall survive the Closing as provided in this subparagraph. 

12. Title or Survey Defect. If the title commitment or the Survey discloses either un - 
permitted exceptions or survey matters that render the title unmarketable, or matters which in
the exercise of Buyer' s sole discretion renders the Property unsuitable for Buyer' s Intended Use
of the Property or purpose as a brew pub, brewery or tavern ( herein referred to as " Title or
Survey Defects"), Seller shall have 30 days from the date of delivery thereof to Buyer, or from
the date of delivery of notice to Seller from Buyer of such unacceptable title or survey maters, 
to have the exceptions removed from the commitment or to correct such Title or Survey Defects
or to have the title insurer commit to insure against loss or damage that may be occasioned by
such exceptions or Title or Survey Defects, and, in such event, the time of closing shall be 35
days after delivery of the commitment or the time expressly specified in Section 5, whichever is
later. If Seller fails to have the exceptions removed or to correct any Title or Survey Defects, or
in the alternate, to obtain the commitment for the insurance specified above as to such

exceptions or Title or Survey Defects within the specified time, Buyer may terminate this
Agreement or may elect, upon notice to Seller within 10 days after the expiration of the 30 day
period, to take title as it then is with the right to deduct from the purchase price liens or
encumbrances of a definite or ascertainable amount. If Buyer does not so elect this Agreement
shall become null and void without further action of the parties. 

13. Default. ( a) Default by Seller. If any of Seller's representations and warranties
contained herein shall not be true or correct, or if Seller shall have failed to perform, or failed to

perform within the time for performance as specified herein ( including Seller's obligation to
close), Buyer may elect either to ( i) terminate Buyer's obligations under this Agreement by
written notice to Seller, and Buyer shall retain all rights and remedies available to it, including
the right to a return of any Extension Payment, and/or option consideration paid, or (ii) close, in

which event Buyer may file an action for damages or specific performance of this Agreement to
compel Seller to cure any default(s). The remedies of Buyer set forth in this Section shall be in

addition to remedies otherwise applicable or provided in this Agreement or otherwise available

to Buyer at law or in equity. 

b) Default by Buyer. In the event Buyer shall have failed to perform in accordance with

Seller and upon notice to the Buyer, the Earnest Money shall be forfeited by the Buyer, and paid
to the Seller as liquidated damages, and this Agreement shall terminate, or Seller may refuse to
accept the Earnest Money as liquidated damages, and pursue any and all legal remedies
available at law and equity against the Buyer. 

c) Cure Period. Notwithstanding anything in this Contract to the contrary, neither party
shall exercise any rights to terminate this Agreement in the event of a default committed by the
other party unless such default remains uncured at 5:00 p. m. on the twentieth ( 20th) day next
following the date on which the party not in default delivers to the party in default a written notice
stating in reasonable detail the nature of the default.

proper postage pre -paid, regardless of actual date of receipt, or (iv) on the date of fax or email

transmission, if such transmission is made on a business day between the hours of 9:00 A.M. 
and 5: 00 P. M. " Business days" are herein defined as Monday through Friday, Federal holidays
excluded. In the event that such transmission is made outside of the hours previously set forth, 
or on a day other than a business day, the fax or email transmission shall be deemed to have
been made on the next following business day.

opinion, or other evidence, is not so delivered to Buyer, as aforesaid, then Seller shall, or Buyer

may, notify the Illinois Department of Revenue (" Department") of the intended sale and request
the Department to make a determination as to whether the Seller has an assessed, but unpaid, 

amount of tax, penalties, or interest under the Act. The closing shall be postponed until the Illinois
Department of Revenue has issued a " Bulk Sales Stop Order" letter. Seller agrees that Buyer
may, at closing, deduct and withhold from the proceeds that are due Seller the amount
necessary to comply with the withholding requirements imposed by Section 9. 02(d). Buyer shall

deposit the amount so withheld in escrow with the title company as Escrowee pursuant to terms
and conditions acceptable to Seller and Buyer, but in any event, complying with Section 9.

as a brewery, brew pub and/or tavern. Within five (5) business days of said meeting, the Acting
Community Development Director shall issue a written plan review letter advising of suggested
revisions to the initial site plan and her suggestions to the Buyer as to the zoning relief Buyer will
need to request from the Village to develop the Property for Buyer's Intended Use. Buyer shall

cause the architect or engineer that prepared the initial site plan to revise said site plan to comply
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with the site plan review comments, and shall submit a signed petition for site plan approval, and

for such variations, special use permits, and zoning relief it is requesting form the Village within
ten ( 10) days after receipt of the Acting Community Development Director's site plan review
comments and suggestions regarding the zoning relief to be sought by the Buyer to develop the
Property for the Buyer's Intended Use. Buyer shall cooperate in good faith to submit the

necessary documentation and shall diligently pursue its petition, including attending and having
a representative present at all Village Board, Bartlett Plan Commission, and Bartlett Zoning Board
of Appeals meeting(s) at which said petition is on the agenda for the meeting of such board or
commission. 

i) This Agreement shall not be assignable by the Buyer to any party other than More
Brewing Company without the Seller's consent, which Seller may withhold in its sole and absolute
discretion, and any assignment made in violation of this provision shall be null and void, and the
Seller may declare this Agreement terminated.

Architects, our agreement with Williams Architects for construction administration services for Phase 2

of the police department project expired on October 23, 2018. Scott Lange provided me with an additional
service letter to extend their services through November 23, 2018, which you authorized on October 29, 
2018. 

Scott informed me if the Village wants Williams Architects to continue to provide construction
administration services from November 23, 2018 through the remainder of Phase 2 construction, their

fees would be $ 10,000/month as stipulated in Article 11. l. 1. c. located on page 25 of the agreement. 

The project is expected to be complete in late December, so it is probable we will need Williams

Architects to provide an additional two to three months of construction administration services. There are
funds available within the overall project budget to cover these additional fees. 

According to the extension of construction administration services letter, if the Village wishes to cease
construction administrations services after November 23, 2018, the following services/ tasks would
terminate: 

All services listed under Section 3. 6 Construction Phase Services of the Agreement, including but not
limited to: 

1. Day to day communication between the Village' s Construction Manager and Williams Architects
and their consultants

2. On site construction Owner/Architect/Construction Manager bi-weekly meetings
3. On site construction observation

4. Submittal reviews

5. Creation of, or responses to, Requests for Information (RFI' s), Field Orders, Proposal Requests
6. Review of Construction claims

7. Final Punch list inspection of Phase II

8. Issue Phase II Certificate of Substantial Completion

I believe it is important to continue to utilize Williams Architects throughout the duration of the project. 

Therefore, I have attached a 60 -day extension of construction administration services letter to this memo
for the Village Board' s consideration and approval. With the Village Board' s authorization, Williams

Architects would continue providing construction administration services from November 23, 2018
through January 23, 2019.
