COMMITTEE MINUTES
March 19, 2019

President Wallace called the Committee of the Whole meeting of March 19, 2019 of the
President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett to order on the above date at
6:15 p.m. in the Council Chambers.

PRESENT: Chairmen Camerer, Carbonaro, Deyne, Hopkins, Reinke and President
Wallace

Petersen, Police Chief Patrick Ullrich, Deputy Chief Geoff Pretkelis, Deputy Chief Chuck
Snider, Village Attorney Bryan Mraz and Village Clerk Lorna Giless.

President Wallace stated that they will be reviewing the proposed budget, adjourning to
the Board meeting at 7:00 followed by the Committee of the Whole meeting continuation.

Chairman Deyne stated that the first department is Golf.

Golf

Head Golf Professional Phil Lenz stated that they are projected a 4% revenue decrease
over last year as well as a 6% decrease in expenses. They continue to support the local
schools, sport and civic groups and Lions Club. They monitor competitor rates in the area
and their play was a little bit down from the last year. They plan on being very aggressive
with their digital marketing, Facebook and a user-friendly website.

They are not requesting any new personnel. They are not requesting anything for Capital
Outlay. His Professional Development increased because his assistant is in the PGA of
America program. Professional Association remains about the same.

Chairman Reinke thanked him for working so hard to keep the golf course in the black.

President Wallace stated that he always gets rave reviews on the condition of the golf
course. He wondered if there was any bench setup to continue on with that expertise.

Grounds Superintendent Kevin DeRoo stated that it is their goal to do that every single
year. Mother nature plays a good part in that and she was not their friend last year. They
still managed to keep the maintenance at a very high level while keeping with budget
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guidelines. He stated that he has a new assistant who came from Bob O’Link Country
Club who has a boatload of experience. He is 26 years old, eager to learn and he loves
to work. He brings the country club mentality to Bartlett Hills. He will be a huge asset to
them now and in the future.

Mr. DeRoo stated that Grounds Maintenance has no personnel requests. His Capital
Outlay request totaled $80,500. Professional Development remains the same as well as
Professional Association. His total expenditures are down 2%.

Food and Beverage Manager Paul Petersen stated that for the Food & Beverage
Restaurant, he had no additions to staff. Capital Outlay expenses and his Professional
Development remained the same as last year. He stated that his line items in Food &
Beverage Restaurant are down about 3%.

Food and Beverage for Banquets had no Personnel. Capital Outlay is requesting a total
amount of $19,000. His Professional Development remains the same. He stated that
they eliminated the Sous Chef position last year and they are downsizing another salaried
position this year. The Golf Banquet budget is down 3%.

Chairman Reinke asked if with the elimination of those positions, will the quality still
remain?

Mr. Petersen stated that they need a year to filter through it and they have a very qualified
multi-talented staff that can adapt and fill in the gaps.

Administrator Schumacher stated that food & beverage is focused on those radiating
events and can customize menus to separate us out from other golf course outings. They
are really focusing on the higher end opportunities like the bridal suite, etc. to take us up
to the next level.

Mr. Petersen stated that the grill was very well received down at the midway last year. It
will be an up charge and will be offered to several of the golf outings. They are willing to
spend the extra money to customize their menus. Bookings for 2019 weddings have
already exceeded last year by fourteen. Bookings for 2020 are already at seventeen!
They received the best “Knot” award for 2018 and the bridal suite has been a great
addition and a great selling point.

Chairman Deyne stated that he spends a lot of time at Bartlett Hills and the food they now
serve since the new chef has been there is not golf course food. You can have a very
nice lunch or dinner with a superb new menu. This food is a cut above other courses and
he thinks it is fantastic.
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President Wallace asked if there was a way to track different advertising methodologies
as far as return on investment?

Mr. Petersen stated that since 2016 the hits to the website are 120% greater, coming
from the different social media aspects.

Midway had no Personnel or Capital expenses. Midway is up about 5%, based on having
a chef down there periodically throughout the summer.

Ms. Schumacher stated that at the last budget review, we talked about the village’s
commitment to increase our efficiencies through combining the community development
and building departments. This combined entity will be known as the planning &
development services department. It will be responsible for coordinating, reviewing,
monitoring and inspecting private and public developments and administering codes.
This is been a major undertaking and the changes are not just in the organizational chart
but also the physical location with the building. They are switching the finance and
community development departments and anyone that is part of the development process
will be located on the first floor. The code officers and building inspectors will be in the
same work area which will improve communication and their ability to work together
quickly. It also presents a more efficient image to those coming to us for services. He will
be moving utility biling over to the main office so that it physically smooths the
communication and residents can go to one counter. This is an ongoing process so you
will not see all of the changes in this budget but throughout the budget year. There are
some positions and duties that are changing so it will be fluid for a while but certainly
impacting a lot of our services. This building was conceptualized twelve years ago and
the way that we deliver services now is much different.

President Wallace stated that there has been a great deal of time and thought put into
this by the village administrator. It was looked at several times with an open mind and he
was very pleased that we have an administrator that has that “out-of-the-box” thinking.

Community Development

Acting Community Development Director Roberta Grill stated they have had a lot of
changes, especially in Personnel. Her overall budget is proposed to decrease by 12%
and that is in part due to the part time management analyst position which has been
transferred to public works full-time. GIS is now under IT and the GIS technician position
has been moved to IT. The GIS specialist is now the assistant planner which is filling an
open position formerly held by the same employee. With the retirement of the community
development director they will be keeping the assistant director position open for the next
year.
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Under Personnel, they are requesting a summer intern (graduate student). Capital Outlay
totals $29.000. Professional Development had very little change; no changes to
Professional Association. Salaries are down due to the retirement and the change of
personnel.

President Wallace stated that he would like to see a 12% reduction in all departments.

Finance

Finance Director Todd Dowden stated that they handle accounting, utility building and
information technology. They are also in charge of payroll, accounts payable,
investments, fixed assets. His budget is decreasing 51% but a lot of that is due to the
transfer to the municipal building as well as the senior utility tax rebates. The main office
also reports to him since they communicate village services and answer resident
questions. They are keeping one accountant position open as well as the secretary
position.

President Wallace stated that every year the departments say that they have positions
open and he would like those positions to be eliminated. They can be added to the budget
if necessary in the future. Obviously, if a position is left open for a year it was not
necessary.

Chairman Camerer stated that it makes sense.

Mr. Dowden stated that his professional development or professional association has not
changed.

Chairman Reinke stated that the full-page water bill costs more money but we get some
flexibility. Where are we in terms of having paperless billing?

Mr. Dowden stated that they are planning on offering an email option this summer. He
stated that the new water bills have additional information including a usage graph.

Seniors have also come in to get the discount and additional people have signed up for
auto pay.

Chairman Hopkins asked how many customers are on auto pay?
Mr. Dowden stated 2,500.

Chairman Camerer moved to adjourn the Committee meeting and that motion was
seconded by Chairman Deyne.

President Wallace called the Committee of the Whole meeting of March 19, 2019 of the
President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett to order on the above date at
7:20 p.m. in the Council Chambers.

President Wallace stated that they will continue with the budget review.

Ms. Schumacher stated that they may have seen a few somewhat unfamiliar faces
presenting budgets this year. She tried to make an effort to bring more people to the
budget presentation to give them that experience so they can better understand the
questions from the board. This will help them with budget preparation for the next budget
year.

Public Works
Public Works Director Dan Dinges stated that Public Works consists of Streets, Water,
Sewer and Parking.
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Streets

He stated that the Streets Department is about 1% over budget from last year mainly
because they transferred stormwater and maintenance in the capital program and it was
moved into the maintenance line item in the “streets” budget. They eliminated the brush
pickup program and they were able to see a lot of improvements that they could do with
the crews. These include completion of the bike path through Sunrise Park, concrete
repairs and missing sidewalks, tree maintenance, etc. His crews were able to do a special
brush collection when a storm passed through back in November.

They have no Personnel requests for this budget. Keith Watson, Assistant Public Works
Director/Street Supervisor is retiring in June and he plans on filling the Street Supervisor
position only. His Capital Outlay totaled $425,000 of which $364,000 was from the vehicle
replacement fund. Professional Development and Professional Association remains the
same.

President Wallace asked if they were budgeting $15,000 for salt because they were
almost depleted?

Mr. Dinges stated that they did their minimum and they are now putting in the orders for
next winter with the State and DuPage. Pricing is down right now with the State and he
wants to get the domes completely filled. They are continuing to use more liquids and
less salt.

Chairman Camerer asked where the flower baskets for the downtown corridor fall into the
budget?

Mr. Dinges stated that those were not included in the budget.

Chairman Camerer stated that he thought they discussed putting that back into the
budget. He thought they should go big or go home. He thought it beautified the downtown
area and he thought they should do something.

President Wallace agreed and thought it was a good bang for the buck when it comes to
image. He questioned the dollar amount increase for snowplowing with contractors and
hoped to see that number go down. It did not seem like they lost any full time employees.
Mr. Dinges stated that the increase over the years was relative to the number of events
in the mild winters that they had back then. They have been using subcontractors to do
the cul-de-sacs for many consecutive years and the rates have been the same.

The board talked about the equipment that the subcontractors have.

Chairman Camerer asked about the dollar amount allocated for small tools each year.
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Mr. Dinges stated that they have to replace things such as shovels, blades and other tools
that are used on a daily basis. The biggest concern he has with the flower baskets is
availability at this time of year - he will research the options.

Water

Mr. Dinges stated that the biggest project is the transition to Lake Michigan water and
they are still shooting for the May timeframe. A lot of work is being done on Stearns and
the tank is going up.

Water Supervisor Tom Ruzicka stated that his budget has increased up around 40% due
to the Lake Michigan water. The finish line is very close and they are still on target for
May 15%". A couple of years ago they started doing their own in-house digs and
excavations. They had about 27 main breaks and saved about $33,000 in contractor
costs.

President Wallace asked what they could do to eliminate the main breaks?

Mr. Ruzicka stated that the main’s get to a certain age and fail. Itis not related to pressure
or any outside factors but generally the extreme weather and age. This year they did a
leak survey on the entire town and found 138 hidden leaks which they repaired and it
saved us about 5% in lost water. They doubled the amount of the main that they replaced
thanks to favorable costs. They did about 5,000 feet of water main last year and plan the
same for this year. They painted the Villa Olivia water tower and he looks forward to
future towers looking just as well.

Their budget does not have any Personnel requests. Capital Outlay totals $97,800 of
which $88,000 comes from the vehicle replacement fund. Professional Development was
trimmed down significantly and Professional Association remains the same. The DuPage
Water agreement and repayment is the major factor in the increase of his budget.

President Wallace stated that his personnel services has not been that low since 2015.
As a board, that is what they like to see.

Sewer

Wastewater Supervisor John Pullia stated that his budget decreased by 1%. The village
staff repaired 8 sanitary sewer mains and installed digester structures. Under Personnel
Requests, a temporary summer helper to assist in grass cutting, painting, etc. is
requested. His Capital Outlay totals $117,000 of which $7,000 comes from vehicle
replacement.  Professional Association increased because of increased dues to
DuPage/Salt Creek and Professional Development remains the same as last year.
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Parking
Public Works Engineer Bob Allen stated that the only item under his Capital Outlay is the

twelve parking benches for $10,000.

Chairman Camerer asked about the trash receptacles in the downtown? He wanted to
make sure that the downtown looked appealing.

Mr. Dinges stated that they replaced all the trash receptacles over the last few years and
they are doing the same with the benches.

Ms. Schumacher stated that the garbage collector is now picking up trash from the
receptacles in the downtown area which will expedite the trash removal.

The Board discussed the transition date of May 15th for the water transition.

Chairman Reinke asked if they were going to start talking about the de-commissioning of
some of the wells.

Mr. Dinges stated that they have the WRT treatment that has a contract that runs until
2025 or 2026. They will look at what that penalty payment is and decide when it makes
sense. Since they would like to keep wells for a backup, during the interim, they would
keep those online as emergency backups. He will look at removing the well house next
to the fire barn and others as the WRT contract expires.

Building

Building Director Brian Goralski stated that the building department budget represents a
1% increase from last year. This increase was due to personnel costs. He was recently
told that his assistant will be retiring on May 3™ so he will be down one person. All other
costs continue to be reduced. They are in the process of updating the building code to
the 2018 ICC setup codes and the 2017 NEC code in which permit fees will be reviewed.
At this time, 95% of their permits are e-mailed to applicants. They have no Personnel
Requests and his Capital Outlay totaled $26,000 of which $25,000 comes out of vehicle
replacement. His Professional Development has been reduced and his Professional
Association is the same.

Chairman Hopkins asked if he was going to be replacing his assistant.

Mr. Goralski stated that he would just like to add a General Inspector out in the field as
well as being mechanically certified.

Ms. Schumacher stated that throughout the process of combining the two departments,
Brian's flexibility in support as well as his ability to look at his department under a
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microscope and flowchart all the workflows, as well as looking very critically at his staffing
makeup, he has done a fantastic job.

President Wallace stated that he hoped that staff will be very cognizant regarding the
transfer of knowledge since the business parks absolutely love working with Brian. He
felt it was a vital aspect of the building department to know things off the top of their heads
when they are in the field.

Chairman Deyne took a moment to thank the staff for the efforts they put into preparation
of this budget.

Chairman Hopkins asked what the next step was with the budget.

Finance Director Todd Dowden stated that the next step is to bring it before the board for
final approval. He will list out the changes made from the proposed budget and present
the ordinance for approval. On April 2™ they will have a public hearing along with the
budget approval.

There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Camerer moved to adjourn the
Committee meeting and that motion was seconded by Chairman Deyne.

President Wallace called the 2019-20 Proposed Budget Public Hearing to order on the
above date at 7:00 PM in the Council Chambers.

He stated that the Certificate of Publication from the Daily Herald which evidences that
the notice of this Public Hearing was duly published on March 13, 2019, which meets the
statutory pre-requisites which require that the notice of the Public Hearing be published
between 7 and 30 days before the Public Hearing, be entered into the record. The
tentative budget has been available to the public for inspection for not less than 30 days.

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that the proposed budget has been
prepared in accordance with all applicable local, state and federal laws. The Village of
Bartlett operates under the Budget Officer Act, which requires that the budget be adopted
no later than May 1 of each year. Tonight we are holding the required public hearing.

The proposed revenues for fiscal 2019-20 total $72.0 million and includes $11.3 million
in borrowing for capital projects. The remaining revenues are divided among property
taxes, other taxes, services charges and other revenue. The proposed general property
tax levy is to remain flat from last year. This will be the eighth consecutive year the levy
has remained flat or declining.

The total proposed budget for fiscal year 2019-20 is $76.2 million. This is a 25% decrease
from last year. The overall budget decrease is primarily due to the decrease in capital
project costs including the completion of the Lake Michigan water project and police
station construction. The total operating budget is $49.6 million which is a 10% increase
from last year. The increase in the operating portion of the budget includes a 2.5%
increase in the General Fund, 41% in the Water Fund and 7% in the Sewer Fund. The
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increases in the Water and Sewer funds are for debt service related to capital
improvements.

Operating expenditures can be divided into five primary uses. A little over two-thirds of
the operating expenditures are for public safety and public works. Public Works includes
streets, water, sewer and parking. The remaining third is dividled among general
government, golf and debt service.

The Capital portion of the proposed budget is $26.6 million. The Capital portion of the
budget varies from year to year based upon the individual projects we have scheduled.

Capital projects of the budget are divided into five broad categories; water, sewer, streets,
economic development and other projects. $4.2 million of the proposed capital projects
in the 2019-20 budget relates to the Lake Michigan water project and other water
infrastructure improvements. $5.8 million is for the Devon Avenue excess flow facility.
Other projects include the annual streets maintenance program, improvements in the
Brewster Creek and Bluff City TIF developments, and engineering for the Bittersweet
waste water treatment facility.

The budget year begins May 1, 2019 and goes through April 30, 2020.

President Wallace asked if any member of the public wished to offer written or oral
testimony on the budget. There were none.

April 2, 2019

Leonor Gil stated that she has been a very proud Bartlett resident for twenty-five years
and she loves this town. For the Mayor and Board to make this proclamation fills her
heart with joy — she thanked the Board.

10. QUESTION/ANSWER: PRESIDENT & TRUSTEES

Trustee Deyne asked about the intersection of Railroad Avenue and Oak and the left turn
lane in front of J.C.’s restaurant. He has seen a number of cars continue to take a left
turn over the tracks. He asked if there was any way to improve that intersection?

Police Chief Patrick Ullrich stated that they will work with public works to see what they
could do with pavement markings and signage to try to improve that.

Trustee Deyne stated that the town was carpet bombed with campaign signs. A number
of the signs were placed in roadways, easements and right of ways. Some of the
candidates did not get permission from homeowners to post their signs in their yards.
Village staff and the police department had to remove signs and the residents ultimately
pay for that. He thought it was wrong and asked why the village returns the signs that
are illegally placed? He asked that the ordinance be revised or candidates are apprised
of the rules for sign placement. He felt that any signs picked up by village staff should be
destroyed.

Trustee Camerer asked why the village does not have a drive by mail drop off. He asked
if staff could talk to the post office to see if this kind of mailbox could be added.

Administrator Schumacher stated that it is the jurisdiction of the post office. They have
asked in the past and she has personally written letters requesting a drive by drop off.
They are “trying to phase those mailboxes out” was one of the responses she received.
They can certainly request that again but she is pessimistic.

11.  TOWN HALL

Terrance Pearson, 1178 Foxboro Lane

Mr. Pearson stated that he is a four year resident. He agreed that illegally placed signs
should be fined since the taxpayers are paying for a Village employee to remove them.
He stated that he received the new water bill today and wondered if the May 1%t increase
included an additional discount for seniors? He thanked the village for its expediency in
fixing his street lights.

Finance Director Todd Dowden stated that seniors will continue to receive the 10%
discount based on the full amount of the bill.

President Wallace stated that the Board has discussed additional allowance.
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Mr. Pearson also stated that he was an unofficial representative of the Weathersfield
subdivision and they were concerned about the proposed warehouses in what used to be
a corn field.

Andrew Lazzara, 1179 Foxboro Court

Mr. Lazzara stated that he called the village about three weeks ago regarding garbage
on Sayer Road. He stated that there are several beer bottles and garbage near the
roadway.

President Wallace stated that even though this is a county owned easement, it is certainly
possible that public works could assist. He suggested that in the future they could use
the GO Request form and send a picture from their smartphone.

Trustee Gabrenya asked if the “adopt a road” program that Rotary does can be utilized in
these kinds of areas? She thought there were a lot of community groups and
neighborhoods that might participate in this. She asked if it was the village program?

Ms. Schumacher stated that they could do another push to social media and in the
newsletter to see if there are some groups that would like to get involved with that
program.

Ken Murawski, 1186 Lynnfield Lane

Mr. Murawski stated that he had concerns with the traffic flow on Stearns and Route 59.
He referred to the lane in front of the daycare center when traveling westbound. It
protrudes out into the lane and then cuts back in.

Mr. Dinges stated that they are not done with the intersection improvements. They
completed the north half and once they get done with the south half, all of the lanes will
be shifting over. They have talked to IDOT about it and they put up a reflector. This is
an interim situation and will be rectified when the remainder of the improvements are
completed.

LICENSE & ORDINANCE, CHAIRMAN CAMERER

Carry-In License

Chairman Camerer stated that this evening we are discussing a carry—in license which
would allow establishments to bring in alcoholic beverages, both wine and beer and asked
staff to speak on the topic in a little more detail.

Senior Management Analyst Sam Hughes stated that staff received a request from a local
restaurant about the possibility of this type of license. Staff looked into what some local
communities that have a similar license do and developed the parameters that are in the
sample ordinance for you. If a customer comes in with a carry-in beverage, they would
be required to have a meal. If they do not finish their beverages, they are able to take any
sealed cans or bottles with them. If they have a partially consumed bottle of wine, they
can ask the licensee to properly bag it in a tamperproof, transparent bag and can legally
take it out at that point. The licensees would be required to have dram shop or liquor
liability insurance and a staff member who is basset trained would need to be onsite
whenever carry-in was allowed. Additionally, the owner or licensee would need to go
through a special use process if they wish to have wine or beer. If the site already has a
special use for that, this process can be skipped. If the licensee already has a special use
for outdoor seating, than this license will also allow them to have wine or beer on their
patio in the fenced in area. The proposed cost of this license would be $250 which is in
the range of surrounding communities that have a similar license.

Chairman Camerer stated that he thought $250 may be a bit much to ask a business
owner that is providing a service to people coming in and are not really making any money
off of it, to pay.
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Mr. Hughes stated that the licensee has the ability to charge a corkage fee if they wish. It
might range anywhere from $0 to $20 in our area.

Chairman Hopkins asked if we have a list of what other communities charge.

Mr. Hughes stated that Elgin, Geneva, Batavia and St. Charles all charge that $250
amount.

President Wallace stated that it seemed to him that there has been a ton of research done
on this and he has no issues with it.

Chairman Deyne stated that when he first saw it, he thought it was a great idea for the
businesses.

Chairman Gabrenya asked if a business that already has a liquor license would be
allowed to have a carry-license.

Mr. Hughes stated that it would not be held concurrently with any other license so it would
be for a business that would not have a full liquor license, generally a small eatery that
wants to remain competitive and allow patrons to bring in a bottle of wine at dinner.

President Wallace confirmed that you would not be able to receive this license if you
already have a liquor license.

Village Attorney Mraz stated that was correct.

Chairman Gabrenya stated that in situations like this when they are not making revenue
off alcohol and therefore not losing revenue if they lose this license, is there an increase
in underage drinking in a situation such as this.

Mr. Hughes stated that Chief Ullrich did speak with the St. Charles. Police Department
and they haven'’t had any issues with any of their carry-in establishments. The licensee

is responsible for making sure no one is served underage or is overserved, they still hold
that responsibility.

President Wallace stated that he noticed that they still have to go through Basset Training,
so that's good. He asked if anyone had any additional questions.

President Wallace stated that this item will be forwarded to the Board for final approval.
Trustee Deyne moved to adjourn and Trustee Hopkins seconded the motion.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

John Castilla has entered into a lease agreement with the purchaser of the building located at 113 W. Railroad
Avenue. The building has historically been a bar and grill at this highly visible intersection for over one
hundred years prior to closing and going into foreclosure in 2017.

Mr. Castilla has diligently been rehabilitating most of the interior including electrical, plumbing, fire
suppression, kitchen equipment and more. He has brought the building into compliance with current ADA
regulations.

Staff has been working closely with Mr. Castilla over the past several months in an effort to bring this new
concept with a nod to the history of the Village’s history back to life. The applicant has provided documentation
of over $132,000 in expenditures on his application, which references an increase of $8,000 in additional
electrical upgrades since his original application request made in late November indicating $125,000 in
expenses.

Mr. Castilla has requested a maximum BEDA grant in the amount of $50,000. Staff had recommended a $35,000
grant, which the EDC recommended in favor of at its December 10" meeting. The Community & Economic
Development Committee reviewed this application at its February 19th meeting, at which time it was forwarded
to the future Village Board agenda for a vote.

APPLICANT: John Castilla on behalf of Bartlett Tap/Castle Partner Group, Inc.

BACKGROUND: The building located at 113 Railroad Avenue has long been utilized
as a bar and grill, from the long-standing Bartlett Tavern & Grill, often referred to as
“The Tap” or “The Bartlett Tap” to Papa Pacino’s and, most recently, Platform 18.

As indicated on the attached application, the building was originally utilized as a bar
since circa 1884.

The last business closed in March 2017 and the building fell into foreclosure, bank
receivership and disrepair. Many of the building’s systems and fixtures had not been
updated for years or, in many cases, decades.

Itasca Bank sought a purchaser for the property, ultimately resulting in Chicago real
estate investor Junior Anderson’s purchase of it in February of 2018.

Mr. Anderson showed the building to numerous potential operators, with Village staff
having met with approximately eight. Multiple operators were pursuing the space when
Mr. Anderson entered into a lease agreement with John Castilla last July.

Staff has met with and worked closely with Mr. Castilla these past nine months in an
effort to encourage and assist him with the successful re-opening of the Bartlett Tap
including discussing the building’s history, Mr. Castilla’s concept, code upgrades and
the Village’s development process.

We alerted all potential operators, as well as Mr. Anderson, about the newly created
BEDA program in an effort to assist a new operator in making significant improvements
to this property to help make it more successful.

BARTLETT TAP:

In his BEDA application, John Castilla provides a detailed report on his background, his
extensive education and his background working in his parents’ restaurant and bar in
South Bend while growing up.

As his introductory letter states, he has been very diligent and upbeat while working
hard to restore this building to the state that it once was and that area residents want it
to be once again.



Acknowledging the historic nature of the building, Mr. Castilla has been working closely
with Museum Director Pam Rohleder in terms of obtaining historical photos and striving
to reestablish the business with a nod to the Village’s history.

Staff has toured the building while it was in receivership, with the investor Junior
Anderson upon his purchase of it, and with several would-be operators prior to John
Castilla, who were either unwilling or unable to take on an extensive restoration project.

As he writes in his letter, Staff can attest to the fact that there were many repairs
required including broken fixtures, mold to be removed, outdated wiring, plumbing and
appliances. The walk-in cooler was not functional and most of the cooking-related items
required extensive cleaning, repairs or replacement.

The fire suppression system was also outdated and had to be replaced.

All told, Mr. Castilla has detailed $132,507 in expenditures to bring this building up to
current Code and in working order so that it may once again contribute to the Village's
drinking and dining options as well as contributing to the strong sense of community that
will help make downtown Bartlett stronger with another great venue.

Note that Mr. Castilla’s expenditures have increased since he submitted the original
application by $8,000 in electrical upgrades required for the electrical box.

RECOMMENDATION:

Many aspects of the Village's Strategic Plan and the EDC’s 2016-2020 Marketing Plan
reference attracting business and investment into the Downtown and throughout the
Village. Three of the items in the Strategic Plan include:

v" Develop a business recruitment strategy to attract developers to invest in the
downtown area and provide options for businesses to locate to Bartlett.

v Work to improve retail business profile in the Village.

v" Reuvisit, refine and execute the Village’s overall economic development
incentives.

One of the key items in the Village's overall Strategic Plan is to develop strategies for
the development of Railroad Avenue vacancies, which at the time also included the
adjacent former Lucky Jack’s property to the west.

The BEDA program was enacted to provide financial incentives to attract tenants to
challenging vacant spaces while enhancing the Village's sales tax receipts and
increasing employment opportunities. It allows the Village to facilitate development and
redevelopment deemed in its best interest by leveraging private investment by providing
partial financing for economic development projects.

This property, vacant and in need of significant repair, was the type of project we
anticipated the BEDA program to assist.

Mr. Castilla has requested the maximum BEDA grant amount of $50,000 for his project.



This is the fourth application this fiscal year, which was funded with $150,000. Mr.
Rafidia’s application for Bartlett Plaza ($50,000), Mr. Tantuwaya'’s application for Indian
Express ($25,000) and Mr. and Mrs. Nookala’s application for Siri Indian Grocery
($15,000) have committed $90,000, leaving $60,000 to allocate through the end of the
current fiscal year.

Staff therefore recommends a BEDA grant amount of $35,000 to John Castilla, subject
to documentation of completing the numerous upgrades as detailed in his application
and once the new Bartlett Tap meets all current Building and Fire Code requirements
and passes final inspection.

A $35,000 grant amounts to 26% of the project cost for upgrading 113 W. Railroad
Avenue, which is in line with the percentages granted on previous projects.

DECEMBER 10, 2018 ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION:

John Castilla’s BEDA grant application was presented to the EDC at its December 10t
meeting for consideration.

At the meeting, commissioners questioned Mr. Castilla about his operations including a
gaming license, the menu, upgrades to the interior and exterior, target demographics,
marketing strategy and other aspects of his business plan.

Following a discussion, the EDC recommended awarding a $35,000 BEDA grant to the
Bartlett Tap and forwarding the recommendation to the Village Board for its
consideration.

FEBRUARY 19, 2019 COMMUNITY & ECONOMIC DEV. COMMITTEE MEETING:

The Community & Economic Development Committee reviewed Mr. Castilla’'s BEDA
application at its February 19" meeting.

After hearing from the petitioner, who described the project in bringing this building back
to its original form, there were questions as to the timing of when the Bartlett Tap would
open.

Mr. Castilla described some of the final items to be repaired and indicated his plan to
open during the month of April. The item was then forwarded to the Village Board for a
final vote.

4) Bartlett Tap BEDA Application

T. Fradin shared with the commissioners the details of the project occurring at the Bartlett Tap.
The building located at 113 Railroad Avenue has long been utilized as a bar and grill, from the
long-standing Bartlett Tavern & Grill, often referred to as “The Tap” or “The Bartlett Tap” to
Papa Pacino’s and, most recently, Platform 18.

As indicated on the attached application, the building was originally utilized as a bar since circa
1884.

The last business closed in March 2017 and the building fell into foreclosure, bank receivership
and disrepair. Many of the building’s systems and fixtures had not been updated for years or, in
some cases, decades.

Itasca Bank put the property on the market approximately a year ago, resulting in Chicago real
estate investor Junior Anderson’s purchase of it in late February.



Mr. Anderson showed the building to numerous potential operators, with Village staff having
met with approximately eight. Multiple operators were pursuing the space when Mr. Anderson
entered into a lease agreement with John Castilla this past July.

Staff has met with and worked closely with Mr. Castilla these past months in an effort to
encourage and assist him with the successful re-opening of the Bartlett Tap including discussing
the building’s history, Mr. Castilla’s concept, code upgrades and the Village’s development
process.

We alerted all potential operators, as well as Mr. Anderson, about the newly created BEDA
program in an effort to assist a new operator in making significant improvements to this
property to help make it more successful.

In his BEDA application, John Castilla provides a detailed report on his background, his extensive
education and his background working in his parents’ restaurant and bar in South Bend while
growing up.

As his introductory letter states, he has been very diligent and upbeat while working hard to
restore this building to the state that it once was and that area residents want it to be once
more.

Acknowledging the historic nature of the building, Mr. Castilla has been working with Museum
Director Pam Rohleder in terms of obtaining historical photos and striving to reestablish the
business with a nod to the Village’s history.

Staff has toured the building while it was in receivership, with the investor Junior Anderson
upon his purchase of it, and with several would-be operators prior to John Castilla, who were
either unwilling or unable to take on an extensive restoration project.

‘As he writes in his letter, Staff can attest to the fact that there were many repairs required
including broken fixtures, mold to be removed, outdated wiring, plumbing and appliances. The
walk-in cooler was not functional and most of the cooking-related items required extensive
cleaning, repairs or replacement.

The fire suppression system was also outdated and had to be replaced.

All told, Mr. Castilla has detailed $132,507 in expenditures to bring this building up to current
Code and in working order so that it may once again contribute to the Village's drinking and
dining options as well as contributing to the strong sense of community that will help make
downtown Bartlett stronger with another great venue.

Note that Mr. Castilla’s expenditure increased since he submitted the original application by
$8,000 in electrical upgrades required for the electrical box.

Many aspects of the Village’s Strategic Plan and the EDC’s 2016-2020 Marketing Plan reference
attracting business and investment into the Downtown and throughout the Village. Three of the
items in the Strategic Plan include:



e Develop a business recruitment strategy to attract developers to invest in the
downtown area and provide options for businesses to locate to Bartlett.

e Work to improve retail business profile in the Village.

® Revisit, refine and execute the Village’s overall economic development incentives.

One of the key items in the Village’s overall Strategic Plan is to develop strategies for the
development of Railroad Avenue vacancies, which at the time also included the adjacent former
Lucky Jack’s property to the west.

The BEDA program was enacted to provide financial incentives to attract tenants to challenging
vacant spaces while enhancing the Village’s sales tax receipts and increasing employment
opportunities. It allows the Village to facilitate development and redevelopment deemed in its
best interest by leveraging private investment by providing partial financing for economic
development projects.

This property, vacant and in need of significant repair, was the type of project we anticipated
the BEDA program to assist.

Mr. Castilla has requested the maximum BEDA grant amount of $50,000 for his project.

This is the fourth application this fiscal year, which was funded with $150,000. Mr. Rafidia’s
application for Bartlett Plaza ($50,000), Mr. Tantuwaya’s application for Indian Express
($25,000) and Mr. and Mrs. Nookala’s application for Siri Indian Grocery ($15,000) have
committed $90,000 so far, leaving $60,000 to allocate through the end of the current fiscal year.

Thus, staff is recommending a BEDA grant amount of $35,000 to John Castilla, subject to
documentation of completing the numerous upgrades as detailed in his application and once
the new Bartlett Tap meets all current Building and Fire Code requirements and passes final
inspection.

A $35,000 grant amounts to 26% of the project cost for upgrading 113 W. Railroad Avenue and
would leave $25,000 to allocate within the next four months in the hope of attracting another
sales tax producing business to the Village or assisting a current business with its expansion.

Mr. Fradin also walked the commissioners through the items submitted by the petitioner that
were included in the meeting packet. He then gave the floor to Mr. Castilla to answer any
questions.

A. Lewensky asked Mr. Fradin if there was a cap for projects outside of the $50,000 in terms of a
total percentage that the grant would apply to an individual project.

T. Fradin stated that the maximum amount of a project that would be funded is 50%.
C. Green asked if there are more potential BEDA applicants, as well as what will happen to the
money if it is not all used by the end of the fiscal year. She expressed that often in a business

budget if you do not spend the funds, you will not receive those funds the next year.

T. Fradin stated that there are more prospective applicants that staff has been trying to attract
to the community. Mr. Fradin added that it has not been determined what will be done with



any potential leftover funds, but stated that they typically would not roll them over. He added
that if this one is passed at the recommended amount, there would be $25,000 left in the BEDA
program. He expressed that staff is foreseeing even larger applicants looming in the next fiscal
year, hoping that will encourage the expansion of the program, and is optimistic that the budget
will not be trimmed even if they do not use the funds.

S. Skrycki stated that if the budget is ever cut for the BEDA program that it will be done as a cost
saving measure, not because it fell under-budget in the previous year.

J. Castilla introduced himself to the commissioners as well as his associates as well as the roles
they play with the Bartlett Tap. He expressed enthusiasm about the future of his business. He
shared that in addition to his associates he has received a groundswell of support from the
Bartlett community, the Village staff, and friends and family. He stated that he receives 10-50
emails a week inquiring about an opening date, job applications events and more. He also
expressed the joy that he has had learning the history of the site from residents, potential job
applicants, and the Village's Museum Director. Around every turn of renovation, they find
pieces of the building’s history. He stated that he has remained extremely busy throughout this
renovation process that he has had difficulty to even put his BEDA application together. He
stated that the building was purchased as a foreclosure as is, adding that his BEDA does not
include wok done to the foundation, roof, etc. but that he knew he had more than enough
included to qualify for the program. Mr. Castilla spoke positively and optimistically about the
work that he had done so far, and asked the commissioners if they had any questions about
himself, his vision, or the estimates he had in front of them. He also added that he currently has
a preliminary menu that he is still tweaking, adding that he wants a menu to be proud of, having
not just bar food with a real chef. He cited that 25-45% of a towns residents goes 5 miles
outside their own dwelling to eat. Mr. Castilla posed the question of “Why?” and went on to say
that he wanted to be a place that not only keeps residents in town, but draws outsiders into
town because of the high quality menu.

Mr. Castilla stated that he does not live in Bartlett, but after the work he has put in and gotten
to know the community, that he also has plans to relocate his family into the Village.

A. Lewensky congratulated Mr. Castilla on the work he has already done, and is happy to see
the building opening back up. He stated that he was not wild about the facade that was chosen
for the front of the building, and is concerned because the building is in a way the “face” of the
downtown. He asked that with the gaming license, where they were going to put the gaming
when open.

J. Castilla stated that they are, by compliance by the Illinois Gaming Association, visible from the
bar; however they are not visible from the front window. He added that they are also building a
half wall to further separate them. Mr. Castilla also added that he doesn’t want any neon signs
in his window, as he loves the “B” logo. He added that he found the logo from a photo from
1928.

A. Lewensky stated that he is glad that Mr. Castilla is mindful of the optics of the gaming, and
was hoping that there were no signs outside advertising slots to be the first thing people see
when getting off the train.



N. Gudenkauf stated that she was extremely excited to see the sign be put up early. She added
that it was very smart to create a buzz in the community before they are even open. She added
that his passion was evident.

A. Lewensky asked when he planned to open.

J. Castilla responded that he is shooting for around the Super Bowl, but is happy if he is open by
St. Patrick’s Day. The only constraints to the date he stated were dollars and time. Many of his
expenses at this point were unforeseen, and added that he wanted to make sure everything was
done the right way.

S. Skrycki added that many other business owners often cut corners, and added that Mr. Castilla
always does it the right way and spends the money to do it under compliance. He also added
that staff has appreciated that attitude.

A. Lewensky asked how many people he would employ.
J. Castilla stated that it would be no less than 10, and no more than 20.

C. Green complimented Mr. Castilla for respecting the history of the building. She asked if he
was keeping the original bar and what about it, if anything, was being changed.

J. Castilla stated that the original back bar was the first thing he worked on. He stated that the
pillars on it were sanded down and discovered that it was made with tiger grain, which is
extremely expensive, durable and beautiful. Both the pillars and the back bar remained with
that material. He kept the original mirrors also. The front bar had been previously replaced by a
granite countertop, and was not salvageable. Other than the front bar, everything else is
original.

S. Gandsey complimented Mr. Castilla on having a marketing team put together a marketing
team, calling it “refreshing”. She added that that was a previous issue with previous owners.
She also asked if he owns any other bars currently

J. Castilla stated that he has found a lot of success in their marketing. He invited the
commissioners to visit the site at bartlett-tap.com. He added that there are not a lot of pictures
now because he wants customers to have the “wow effect” when they come in for the first
time. He stated that he doesn’t own any other bars now, but adds that he has grown up in the
business.

C. Green asked if he was doing any work to the upstairs.

J. Castilla stated that his lease was only for the downstairs. He added that he would like to one
day potentially have an office in the front part of the upstairs, but not at this time.

R. Perri applauded Mr. Castilla’s excitement. He asked how he planned to avoid repeating the
failures that the site has had in the past, as well as his end plan with the site.



). Castilla stated that failure is not an option to him. He also stated that he has no exit plan. At
this point, this is a venture that he is in for the long haul. He added that he believes part of
previous failures was marketing and the name change.

One of Mr. Castilla’s associates spoke to the buzz that they have been seeing not only in
Bartlett, but in surrounding communities. His team was focused on proper marketing and being
sure to get the word out and communicate with the community.

S. Gandsey asked who the target demographic was that they were trying to attract.

J. Castilla stated that he is trying to target and appeal to those 30-above. He is looking for a
clientele that appreciates the menu, the ambience, and the décor. He added that he is looking

for the scotch and martini drinkers.

A. Lewensky wished Mr. Castilla luck and said that if he does everything well and the right way,
there is a real need in the community for it in the downtown.

5. Gandsey asked if the grant was per address or per petitioner.
T. Fradin stated that is by the property’s PIN number.

S. Skrycki added that the EDC will have an opportunity to tweak the program in the future
heading into the next fiscal year.

C. Green made a motion to recommend awarding a $35,000 BEDA grant to Bartlett Tap and
that the application is forwarded to the Village Board. Second by N. Gudenkauf.

R. Perri wished Mr. Castilla the best of luck on this venture.
C. Green asked Mr. Castilla if he had hired a Chef yet.

J Castilla stated that he has a preliminary chef he is bringing in from Indianapolis, but it is not
yet final. He still has four remaining candidates.

5. Gandsey asked if he has TV's.

J. Castilla stated that he has 7. He wants to find a balance between not having to turn your
head to see a screen, but not taking away from the décor.

Chairman Gabrenya stated that John Castilla has entered into a lease agreement with
the purchaser of the building located at 113 Railroad Avenue that has long been utilized
as a bar and grill, from the long-standing Bartlett Tavern & Grill, often referred to as “The
Tap.” The bar formally at the location closed and went into foreclosure in 2017. Mr.
Castilla has rehabbed most of the interior and staff has been working closely with him
over the last few months. The applicant has provided documentation that he has spent
over $130,000 on the building over the last few months. He has requested a maximum
BEDA grant in the amount of $50,000. Staff has recommended a $35,000 grant which the
Economic Development Commission recommended at its December 10" meeting. She
thought it was a great use of the BEDA money and she was excited to see the progress
made and proposed that this be forwarded on to the Board for a final vote.

Chairman Deyne stated that he concurred and asked when Mr. Castilla thought he would
be open.

Mr. Castilla, owner of the Bartlett Tap stated that he is shooting for the month of April.
Chairman Gabreyna asked Mr. Castilla what work was being completed.
Mr. Castilla stated that his goal was to bring the building back to its original form. Once

he got into opening up the walls and cooler, there were decades of band aids and repairs
that were not to code. Additionally, the electrical boxes and wiring were very dangerous.

There were crates from the original beer company that he is having professionally
rehabbed. Some of them have the original bottles in them as well. He stated that he has
met a lot of people and heard a lot of stories about the Bartlett Tap and his slogan “where
past meets present’ fits the building and he still has more ideas. Additionally, he is
interested in the lot next to his if the other business does not come to fruition.

Chairman Gabrenya asked what food might be served.

Mr. Castilla stated that he has heard from people about what items use to be on the menu
and what people use to line up for. He is working with a sous chef and a local chef on
developing a good menu. He plans to have some vegetarian items on the menu and
children’s menu.

Chairman Hopkins asked if there will be video gaming at the establishment.

Mr. Castilla stated that he plans to have video gaming. He built a section in the rear of
the bar to hide the gaming behind and there will be no tops on the machines so they don't
extend over the wall.

Chairman Hopkins stated that BEDA money was not going to go to gaming
establishments originally. He could not remember for sure if it was a restriction that was
placed on the applications or not.

Mr. Fradin stated that it was not added as a restriction. The intention of it was to help fill
vacant properties like the former grocery store and Bartlett Tap. There was a brief
discussion by the Board and by his recollection, it was not wanting to apply it to the small
establishments that don't have a full kitchen and are just a small space. There were not
any restrictions if someone built a full restaurant and bar like Mr. Castilla is doing.

Chairman Hopkins thanked Mr. Fradin for the information.
Chairman Reinke asked what he needed to do in order to open.

Mr. Castilla stated that pretty much all that was left was the final walkthrough's for all the
inspections. He stated that the sprinkler system for the building has been a larger hurdle
and has taken some time. He stated that that he has been delayed because of the
holidays and managing all the contractors.

Chairman Reinke stated that initially he was very skeptical mostly because of the Lucky
Jacks site right next door who had an owner that just sat on the building and did nothing,
but it's obvious that you have done a lot of work to get this building ready. He thought that
the business should be open before they approve the BEDA money.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Attached is an Ordinance reserving the Village's 2019 Industrial Revenue Bond (IRB) Volume Cap. The Village has the ability
to pledge its tax exempt authority so a business may issue debt/bonds to finance projects on a tax exempt basis. IRB's are
structured so that the Village has no liability for re-payment of the bonds.

Attached is an Ordinance reserving the Village’s 2019 Industrial Revenue Bond (IRB)
Volume Cap. The Village has the ability to pledge its tax exempt authority so a business
may issue debt/bonds to finance projects on a tax exempt basis. IRB’s are structured so
that the Village has no liability for re-payment of the bonds. Volume Cap must be
allocated by April 30" or it reverts to the State and there is no possibility of the Village
transferring or for granting its allocation to a local project.

The last time the Village used its volume cap was in 2017 when the Village transferred all
of its volume cap to the lllinois Finance Authority (IFA) in support of Muirfield West LLC
(Camcraft, Inc. and Matrix Design, LLC Project) and an Industrial Revenue Bond issuance
to finance the construction and equipping of a new manufacturing facility in the Brewster
Creek Business Park.

While there is no guarantee that the cap will be used, the attached Ordinance will allow
us to reserve our allocation for the remainder of the year.

ORDINANCE 2019-

AN ORDINANCE RESERVING 2019 VOLUME CAP FOR PRIVATE ACTIVITY BOND
ISSUES AND RELATED MATTERS

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois (the
“Municipality”), is a municipality and a home rule unit of government under Section 6 of
Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of lllinois; and

WHEREAS, according to an official Bureau of the Census population estimate set forth
in the State of lllinois Allocation of Bonding Authority in Accordance with the Tax Reform
Act of 1986 and the Guidelines and Procedures for the Allocation of Private Activity
Bonding Authority in Accordance with the Tax Reform Act of 1986 and 30 ILCS 345 of
the Office of the Governor, effective January 1, 2019 (the “Guidelines and Procedures”),
the most recent census estimate of resident population of the Municipality is 41,149,
providing the Municipality with a volume cap of $4,320,645 for the year 2019; and

WHEREAS, Section 146 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the
“Code”), provides that such volume cap may be reserved and allocated to certain tax-
exempt private activity bonds; and

WHEREAS, the lllinois Private Activity Bond Allocation Act, 30 /llinois Compiled Statutes
2004, 345/1 et seq., (the "Act”), as supplemented and amended, and the Guidelines and
Procedures, provide that a home rule unit of government may reserve its allocation of
volume cap or may transfer its allocation of volume cap to any other home rule unit of
government, the State of lllinois or any agency thereof or any non-home rule unit of
government; and

WHEREAS, it is now deemed necessary and desirable by the Municipality to reserve its
entire volume cap allocation for calendar year 2019 to be applied toward the issuance of
private activity bonds, or to transfer such volume cap allocation, as permitted by this
Ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED, the President and Board
of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, in the
exercise of its home rule powers, as follows:

SECTION ONE:  That, pursuant to the power and authority granted by and
under Section 6 of Article VIl of the 1970 Constitution of the State of lllinois, Section 146
of the Code, the Act and the Guidelines and Procedures, the Municipality hereby reserves
volume cap in the principal amount of $4,320,645, which is all of the volume cap of the
Municipality for the year 2019. Such volume cap shall be applied toward the issuance of
private activity bonds or shall be transferred as directed by the President or any other
proper officer or employee of the Municipality without any further action required on the
part of the Municipality, and the adoption of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be an
allocation of such volume cap to the issuance of such bonds; provided, that any transfer



of volume cap shall be evidenced by a written instrument executed by the President or
any other proper officer or employee of the Municipality.

SECTION 2. That the President, the Village Clerk and all other proper officers,
officials, agents and employees of the Municipality are hereby authorized, empowered
and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such documents and
certificates as may be necessary to further the purposes and intent of this Ordinance.

SECTION 3. That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be
separable, and if any section, phrase or provision of this Ordinance shall for any reason

be declared to be invalid, such declaration shall not affect the remainder of the sections,
phrases and provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4. That all ordinances, resolutions or orders, or parts thereof, in conflict
herewith are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby superseded; and that this Ordinance
shall be in full force and effect upon its adoption and approval.

At the April 2" Committee of the Whole meeting, staff presented a new carry-in liquor
license to the Committee. The license would allow customers of food establishments to
carry-in a limited amount of their own beer or wine to have during their meal. The cost of
this license would be $250 a year, which is in line with surrounding communities. The
parameters of the Class P license are highlighted below:

The licensee or the owner of the premises shall have applied for and shall have procured
a special use permit to serve alcoholic beverages (limited to beer and wine) on the
licensed premises, and if there is outdoor seating for the restaurant, a special use permit
therefor, and for the consumption of beer and/or wine in a fenced in area.

The beer or wine is carried in the original bottle, unopened.

No more than one bottle of wine not exceeding seven hundred fifty milliliters (750 ml) and
no more than a 6-pack of beer in 12-ounce cans or bottles may be carried per patron.

The restaurant may require the beer or wine to be opened and served by a staff member
and they may charge a corkage or setup fee for that service.

The beer or wine may only be consumed by persons who are served a meal.

The beer or wine may be served only during the hours that food is being served.

Carry-in beer or wine may only be consumed inside the restaurant premises (and in a
designated fenced in area provided a special use permit has been procured therefor).
Carry-in licensees are prohibited from storing alcohol on the premises.

Patrons may remove one, unsealed and partially consumed bottle of wine for off-premises
consumption and any sealed bottles/cans of beer, provided that the patron or guest has
purchased a meal and consumed a portion of the bottle of wine and/or beer with the meal
on the restaurant or food establishment premises. A partially consumed bottle of wine or
sealed beer bottles/cans that are to be removed from the premises shall be securely sealed
by the licensee or an agent of the licensee prior to removal from the premises and placed
in a transparent, one-time use, tamperproof bag.

BASSET training is required for at least one person who is on duty whenever wine and/or
beer is allowed to be carried into the premises and consumed;

Carry-in licensees shall be liable for, violations for service to minors and the over serving
of patrons and guests, and in addition to the fines, suspension and/or revocation of the
carry-in liquor license or potentially suspension and/or revocation of the business license
issued to the commercial establishment.

Proposed hours of service are:



Sunday — Thursday 10:30 a.m. to 12:00 midnight
Friday and Saturday 10:30 a.m. to 1:00 a.m.
If the eatery stops serving food before the time listed, beer and wine are restricted from

being served.

Businesses that do not prepare and serve food as their principal business would be exempt
from receiving a carry-in license and eateries requesting a license are also required to have
liquor liability insurance.

AN AMENDMENT TO TITLE 3, CHAPTER 3, OF THE
BARTLETT MUNICIPAL CODE ENTITLED “THE BARTLETT LIQUOR
CONTROL ORDINANCE” TO AMEND SECTION 3-3-2 THEREOF
TO ADD A NEW LIQUOR LICENSE CLASSIFICATION FOR THE
CARRY-IN OF BEER AND/OR WINE FOR CONSUMPTION ON PREMISES

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett have
adopted Title 3, Chapter 3, entitled the Bartlett Liquor Control Ordinance of the Bartlett
Municipal Code; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett deem it
in the best interests of the Village of Bartlett to provide a liquor license category for the
carry-in of unopened beer and/or wine for consumption on the premises of a
commercial business that is a restaurant or food service establishment in which food
preparation and the service of food is the principal business, and which restaurant or
food service establishment does not sell alcoholic beverages;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, DuPage, Cook and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Section 3-3-2 entitled “License Classification,
Hours, Fees, Number Issued” of Chapter 3 of Title 3 of the Bartlett Municipal Code is
hereby amended by adding new Section 3-3-2-18: CLASS P: as follows:
3-3-2-18: CLASS P: A Class P Carry-In License shall authorize the carry-in of beer

or wine only (spirits are not permitted) by the business patron(s) or
guest(s) of a commercial business that does not sell alcoholic beverages
but operates as a restaurant or food service establishment in which food
service preparation and service of food is the principal business
conducted, to allow for consumption of said carried-in beer and/or wine on

the premises, subject to the following limitations and restrictions:

For purposes of this section “beer” shall mean any alcoholic beverage
obtained by the alcoholic fermentation of an infusion or concoction of

barley, or other grain, malt and hops in water, and includes, among other
things, beer, ale, stout, lager beer, porter and the like.

For purposes of this section, “wine” shall mean any alcoholic beverage
obtained by the fermentation of the natural contents of fruits and
vegetables, excluding grains, containing sugar, and including such
beverages when fortified by the addition of alcohol or spirits.

For purposes of this section, “restaurant” or “food service establishment”
shall mean any public place kept, used, maintained, advertised and held
out to the public as a place where meals are prepared and served, without
sleeping accommodations, where the principal business conducted is food
preparation and the service of food on the premises, where such space
being provided has an adequate and sanitary commercial kitchen and
separate dining room with dining room equipment and capacity, and
having employed therein a sufficient number and kind of employees to
prepare, cook and serve suitable food for its patrons and guests.

A. Hours of Operation:

Sunday, Monday, Tuesday, From 10:30 a.m. to 12:00 midnight
Wednesday, and Thursday

Friday and Saturday From 10:30 a.m. to 1:00 a.m.

but with said hours of operation subject to the restriction that carried-in
beer and wine may be served only during the hours that food is being
served, and subject to the further limitations and restrictions set forth in
this Section.

B. Annual License Fees: See Section 3-1-1 of this Title.

C. Number Issued: The number of Class P liquor
licenses shall be limited to 3.

D. Insurance:
Proof that the licensee has in place, carries and maintains dram
shop liability insurance, or liquor liability insurance or commercial
general liability insurance which includes host liquor liability
coverage.

E Conditions:

1. The licensee or the owner of the premises shall have applied for
and shall have procured a special use permit to serve alcoholic
beverages (limited to beer and wine) on the licensed premises,
and if there is outdoor seating for the restaurant, a special use



permit therefor, and for the consumption of beer and/or wine in
a fenced in area.

2. The beer and/or wine that is carried in by patrons and guests of
the commercial business must be in the original bottle or can
and must be unopened.

3. No more than one (1) bottle of wine not exceeding seven
hundred fifty milliliters (750 ml) per guest and no more than one
(1) six-pack of beer (six 12 ounce cans or bottles, or in cans or
bottles not exceeding in the aggregate 72 fluid ounces) per
guest may be brought into the restaurant or food establishment
for consumption by any patron.

4. At the licensee’s discretion, the licensee may require the beer or
wine to be opened and served by the licensee, and the licensee
may charge a corkage or setup fee for that service.

5. The beer or wine may only be consumed by persons who are
served a meal.

6. The beer or wine may be served only during the hours that food
is being served.

7. Carry-in beer or wine may only be consumed inside the
restaurant premises (and in a designated fenced in area
provided a special use permit has been procured therefor).

8. Carry-in licensees are prohibited from storing alcohol on the
premises.

9. Patrons may remove one, unsealed and partially consumed
bottle of wine for off-premises consumption and any sealed
bottles/cans of beer, provided that the patron or guest has
purchased a meal and consumed a portion of the bottle of wine
and/or beer with the meal on the restaurant or food
establishment premises. A partially consumed bottle of wine or
sealed beer bottles/cans that are to be removed from the
premises shall be securely sealed by the licensee or an agent of
the licensee prior to removal from the premises and placed in a
transparent, one-time use, tamperproof bag.

10.lllinois beverage alcohol sellers and servers education and
training (BASSET) certification from an entity that has obtained
a BASSET training license from the lllinois Liquor Control
Commission. BASSET training is required for at least one
person who is on duty at all times that wine and/or beer is
allowed to be carried into the premises and consumed by the
patron that carried in said wine and/or beer and his or her

guests, and subject to the limits set forth in paragraph 3 of this
subsection E.

11.Carry-in licensees shall be liable for violation of this chapter in
the same manner as the holder of any other classification of
liquor license, including, but not limited to, violations for service
to minors and the over serving of patrons and guests, and in
addition to the fines, suspension and/or revocation of the carry-
in liquor license issued under this section, shall further be
subject to the fines and penalty provisions set forth in Chapter 1
of this Title, including the suspension and/or revocation of the
business license issued to the commercial establishment.

SECTION TWO: That Section 3-1-1 entitled “License Required, Fees,
Special Regulations” of Title 3 of Chapter 1 of the Bartlett Municipal Code is hereby
amended by amending “Class P” under the heading “Liquor Sales” and inserting across
from “Class P”: “$250.00 per year”.

SECTION THREE: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this
Ordinance are to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this
Ordinance shall be held invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision
shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION FOUR: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior
Ordinances and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly
repealed only to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

Schroeder Inc. was the concrete contractor for the 2018 Sidewalk Replacement Project and we were
satisfied with their performance. The budget amount for this project is $115,000.00.

2019 CONCRETE REPLACEMENT AGREEMENT

This Concrete Replacement Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered this 16th day of
April between the Village of Bartlett, an lllinois home rule municipality (the “Village” or
“Owner”) and Schroeder & Schroeder Inc. (the “Contractor”) (collectively, the “Parties”).

IN CONSIDERATION of the covenants and conditions herein and other good
and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged by the Parties, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

Project Work.

a. The improvements consist of the removing the existing damaged PCC
sidewalk and replacing it with a 5" PCC sidewalk or 6" PCC sidewalk (at driveway
locations). This work shall also include various locations for 6" PCC driveway and
combination curb and gutter replacement. Restoration in areas disturbed by the
construction is also included.

All Project Work shall be performed in strict compliance with the below defined
Contract Documents.

b. Contract Documents mean and include: (i) this Agreement; (ii)) General
Conditions and Instructions to Bidders and General Requirements attached hereto and
incorporated herein; (iii) all Specifications, Plans and Drawings attached hereto as and
incorporated herein; (iv) the Performance and Payment Bond or Letter of Credit as
defined herein; and (v) Addenda _X  attached hereto and incorporated herein
(collectively, the “Contract Documents”). The Contract Documents are expressly
incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement as though fully set forth herein. In
the event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the Contract
Documents, the most stringent requirements shall control.

Completion Date. Contractor shall complete the Project Work in strict
compliance with the requirements herein on or before May 1, 2020.

A. Payment Procedure. The payment procedures are as follows:

1; All payments under the Agreement shall be based on the unit prices set
forth in Contractor's Schedule of Prices (the “Unit Pricing”); attached hereto and
incorporated and based on actual quantities supplied and installed/constructed by the
Contractor in accordance with the terms and conditions herein, as determined and
certified by the Village or its Engineer.

2. Neither Owner nor Engineer guaranty the accuracy of the estimated units
for completion of the Project Work. In no event shall Contractor be entitled to any
additional compensation for lost profits and/or revenues due to estimated units
exceeding actual units.
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3. In addition to the payment request documentation set forth under the
Contract, Contractor shall provide the following documentation to the Village and the
Engineer:

a. Contractor shall provide monthly invoices to the Village throughout the
Project Work. It shall be a condition precedent to the Village obligation to make a
monthly progress payment that the Contractor shall have submitted to the Engineer, on
or before the first day of the month in which the Contractor is applying for a payment,
the following documentation, which shall hereinafter collectively be referred to as the
“Contractor’s Progress Payment Documents”.

(i) An itemized Application of Payment for operations completed in
accordance with the schedule of values, supported by such data to substantiate
the Contractor's right to payment as the Village and the Engineer may require,
such as copies of requisitions from material suppliers, and reflecting a 5%
retainage until after final acceptance has been made by the Village. Payment
shall be further reduced by such additional amounts that the Village determines
for non-conforming work and unsettled claims.

(ii) A general Contractor's Sworn Statement in form customarily used by
Chicago Title and Trust Company. (“Contractor's Sworn Statement”)

(ili)  Current Partial Waivers of Lien from the Contractor and from all
subcontractors of every tier and all of the material suppliers that supplied labor
and/or material in connection with the Project covering such period.

(iv)  All of the Contractor's Progress Payment Documents shall be signed,
sworn to and notarized.

(v) Certified Payrolls (defined below)

(vi)  Such additional documentation and/or information requested by the Village
and /or Engineer relative to said payment.

b. It shall be a condition precedent to any payment required by the Village
hereunder, that the Village and the Engineer has determined that the Project Work
being invoiced is free from any defects and has been completed in strict compliance
with the terms and conditions herein. The Village shall deduct from the final payment
hereunder, amounts as determined for incomplete work, including but not limited to
punch list work, and any required Restoration Work, and for any unsettled claims.
Payments shall be further contingent upon the consent of the surety issuing the
performance and payment bonds and/or other bond hereunder to said payment. Any
amounts required to be withheld from said payment by the surety shall be withheld
without any liability to the Village.

c. Following completion of the Project Work, Contractor shall furnish the Village
the following documents: (1) final lien waivers from (i) Contractor; (ii) all subcontractors
of every tier that furnished labor and/or materials for the Project Work; and (iii) all
suppliers that furnished materials in connection with the Project Work; all of which shall
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be signed and notarized; (2) Certified Payrolls; and (3) such additional documentation
and/or information requested by the Village relative to said payment.

d. In the event the Contractor, and or Village and/or Engineer is in receipt of
any claim(s) for lien and/or other notice of any claim in connection with the Project, the
amount claimed shall be held out from payment for a period of at least 120 days to
determine whether said claimant files a lawsuit to foreclose or otherwise adjudicate its
lien claim. In the event a lawsuit is in fact filed within the statutory period, the Village, in
its sole discretion, may elect to (a) file an interpleader action and/or intervene in the
lawsuit and deposit the amount in question with the Clerk of the Court or (b) continue to
hold said disputed sum until the lawsuit has been fully adjudicated or settled, or (c) elect
to pay said disputed sum to the Contractor after having first received such additional
indemnification agreement(s) and surety bond(s) as are acceptable to the Village. In
the event the lien claimant fails to file a lawsuit within the applicable statutory period, the
Contractor shall either furnish a release or final waiver from said lien claimant or furnish
the Village with an indemnification agreement and an additional mechanic’s lien bond in
form approved by the Village issued by a surety company acceptable to the Village.

e. It shall also be a condition precedent to any payment hereunder that
contractor must complete and submit certified payrolls to the Village covering all
payouts no less than once a month in strict compliance with the Prevailing Wage Act
(820 ILCS 130/01, et seq.) (the “Certified Payrolls”). The Village will not process or
release any payments prior to receiving the Certified Payrolls relative to each applicable
pay application.

f.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event shall the Village’s acceptance of
the Project Work, Contractor's Payment Request Documentation, Engineer's
Certification, and/or the Village's payments to Contractor be deemed a waiver, express
or implied, of any warranties and/or guaranties required herein.

B. Non-Discrimination. Contractor shall not discriminate against any worker,
employee or applicant for employment because of religion, race, sex, sexual orientation,
color, national origin, marital status, or ancestry, age, physical or mental disability
unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable discharge from the military service, nor otherwise
commit an unfair employment practice.

C. Compliance with Law.  All goods, equipment, materials, and all labor furnished
by or on behalf of Contractor and/or Contractor's agents (defined below) shall comply
with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, statutes,
and codes relative thereto including, but not limited to, the lllinois Department of
Transportation (IDOT), Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as amended, the lllinois Department of Labor
(IDOL), US Department of Labor (USDOL), the Human Rights Commission, the lllinois
Department of Human Rights, EEOC, Environmental laws (defined below), and all
Village of Bartlett Building Code (collectively, the “Laws”). To the fullest extent
permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Village
of Bartlett and its, officials, officers, agents, consultants from loss or damage, including
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but not limited to, attorney’s fees, and other costs of defense by reason of actual or
alleged violations of any of the Laws. In the event of any conflict and/or inconsistencies
between any of the Laws, the most stringent Laws shall be controlling and applicable to
the Project Work. This obligation shall survive the expiration and/or termination of this
Agreement.

D. Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Village of Bartlett, and its officials, officers,
employees, agents, consultants, successors and assigns (collectively, the “Indemnified
Parties”), against all injuries, deaths, damage to property, loss, damages, claims, suits,
liens, lien rights, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses which may in any way arise
directly or indirectly from the Project Work, Repair Work and/or Warranty Work provided
hereunder, and/or any acts and/or omissions of or on behalf of the Contractor, its
employees, contractors, subcontractors of any tier, suppliers, and/or agents and/or any
person and/or entity acting on behalf of any of them and/or anyone directly or indirectly
employed by any of them and/or anyone for whose acts and/or omissions any of them
may be liable (collectively, “Contractors Agents”); except to the extent caused by the
negligence of a party indemnified hereunder. In which case, Contractor shall at its own
expense, appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and costs and other
expenses arising there from or incurred in connection therewith, and if any judgment
shall be rendered against the Indemnified Parties or any of them, in any such action,
Contractor agrees that any bond or insurance protection required herein, or otherwise
provided by Contractor, shall in no way limit the responsibility to indemnify, keep and
save harmless and defend the Indemnified Parties as herein provided. This obligation
shall survive the expiration and/or termination of the Agreement. Contractor shall
similarly protect, indemnify and hold and save harmless the Indemnified Parties against
and from any and all claims, costs, causes, actions and expenses including but not
limited to attorney’'s fees, incurred by reason of Contractor's breach of any of its
obligations under, or Contractor's default of, any provision of the Agreement. This
obligation shall survive the expiration and /or termination of the Agreement.

E. Binding Obligation and Non-Assignability. Contractor shall not assign the whole
or any part of this Agreement without the written consent of the Village. All
subcontractors shall be approved by the Village. Any such assignment by Contractor
without the Village’s written approval shall be null and void.

Fii Taxes. The Village is a Tax Exempt Organization and is not subject to sales,
consumer, use, and other similar taxes required by law. This exemption does not,
however, apply to tools, machinery, equipment or other property leased by the
Contractor, or to suppliers and materials which, even though they are consumed are not
incorporated into the completed Project Work. The Contractor shall be responsible for
and pay any and all applicable taxes, including sales and use taxes, on such leased
tools, machinery, equipment or other property and upon such unincorporated supplies
and materials. All such taxes are included in the unit pricing set forth in the Contractor's
proposal.
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G. Investigations by Contractor. Contractor has made such investigations as it
deems necessary to perform the Project Work, including but not limited to, inspection of
all Project Sites and represents and warrants that the Specifications, Plans, Drawings
and other Contract Documents as defined in the General Conditions are adequate and
the required result can be produced there under. No plea of ignorance of conditions
that exist or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the
Project Work under this Agreement as a result of failure to make the necessary
investigations will be accepted as an excuse for any failure or omission on the part of
Contractor to fulfill in every detail all of the requirements of this Agreement, or will be
accepted as a basis for any claims whatsoever, for extra compensation.

H. Insurance. Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Project
Work, Repair Work and Warranty Work, insurance of the types and in amounts of not
less than the coverages listed below. The cost of such insurance is included in the unit
pricing set forth in the Contractor’s Bid Proposal.

1. Commercial General and Umbrella Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) insurance with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000.00 aggregate.

CGL insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) occurrence
form CG 00 01 10 93, or a substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall
cover liability arising from: liability arising out of the Project Work, including activities
performed by or on behalf of Contractor; premises owned, leased, or used by
Contractor; operations; administration of the work; independent contractors;
subcontractors; vendors and suppliers; products-completed operations; personal injury
and advertising injury; and liability assumed under an insured contract (including the tort
liability of another assumed in a business contract).

Any endorsement or policy provision which limits contractual liabilities
shall be deleted in its entirety.

The Village of Bartlett and its, officers, officials, employees, consultants, agents,
successors and assigns (collectively, the “Additional Insured”), shall be included as an
insured under the Contractors CGL using ISO additional insured endorsement CG 20
10 or substitute providing equivalent coverage, and using additional insured under
Contractors commercial umbrella liability and business auto liability coverage’s, and
also using additional insured endorsement CG 20 37 or substitute providing equivalent
coverage with respect to the below required continuing completed operations liability
coverage.

These insurance coverages shall apply as primary insurance with respect to any
other insurance or self-insurance afforded to the Additional Insured, or any of them, and
shall not require exhaustion of any other coverage or tender of any claim or action to
any other insurer providing coverage to any of the Additional Insured. The coverage
shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the Additional
Insured, or any of them.

There shall be no endorsement or modification of the CGL limiting the scope of
coverage for liability arising from explosion, collapse or underground property damage.
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2. Continuing Completed Operations Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) coverage with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence for at least three years following
substantial completion of the Project Work.

Continuing CGL insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 10
93, or substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall, at minimum, cover
liability arising from products-completed operations and liability assumed under an
insured contract.

Continuing CGL insurance shall have a products-completed operations
aggregate of at least two times its each occurrence limit.

3. Business Auto Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain business auto liability insurance with a limit of not less
than $1,000,000 each accident. Such insurance shall cover liability arising out of “Any
Auto” including owned, hired and non-owned autos.

Business auto insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) form
CA 00 01, CA 00 05, CA 00 12, CA 00 20, or a substitute form providing equivalent
liability coverage. If necessary, the policy shall be endorsed to provide contractual
liability coverage equivalent to that provided in the 1990 and later editions of CA 00 01.

4. Workers Compensation and Employees Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain workers compensation as required by statute and
employers liability insurance. The employers liability limits shall not be less than
$1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident or $1,000,000 each employee for
bodily injury by disease.

If the Village of Bartlett has not been included as an insured under the
Commercial General Liability, Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance and/or Business Auto
Liability coverages required in the Contract, the Contractor waives all rights against the
Village, and its officers, officials, employees, consultants, and agents for recovery of
damages arising out of or incident to the Project Work.

5. Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance Coverage.

Contractor shall maintain Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance coverage of not
less than $5,000,000 each occurrence and $5,000,000 aggregate.

6. General Insurance Provisions.
a. Evidence of Insurance

i. Prior to beginning work, Contractor shall furnish the Village with a
certificate(s) of insurance and applicable policy endorsement(s), including but not
limited to all additional insured endorsements required herein, executed by a duly
authorized representative of each insurer, showing compliance with the
insurance requirements set forth above.
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. All certificates shall provide for thirty (30) days' written notice to the
Village prior to the cancellation or material change of any insurance referred to
therein. Written notice to the Village shall be by certified mail, return receipt
requested.

iii. Failure of the Village to demand such certificate, endorsement or
other evidence of full compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of
the Village to identify a deficiency from evidence that is provided shall not be
construed as a waiver of Contractor's obligation to maintain such insurance.

iv. The Village shall have the right, but not the obligation, of prohibiting
Contractor or any subcontractor of any tier from entering the Project Site(s) until
such certificates or other evidence that insurance has been placed in complete
compliance with these requirements is received and approved by the Village.

V. Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination
of this Contract at the option of the Village.

vi. With respect to insurance maintained after final payment in
compliance with a requirement above, an additional certificate(s) evidencing such
coverage shall be promptly provided to the Village whenever requested.

Vii. Contractor shall provide certified copies of all insurance policies
required above within 10 days of the Village’s written request for said copies.

b. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance shall be provided by insurance companies licensed to do business in
the State of lllinois with a policy holder rating of not less than A and a financial
rating of not less than VIl in the latest edition of Best Insurance Guide.

c. Cross-Liability Coverage

If Contractor's liability policies do not contain the standard ISO separation of
insured’s provision, or a substantially similar clause, they shall be endorsed to
provide cross-liability coverage.

d. Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to the Village. At the
option of the Village, the Contractor may be asked to eliminate such deductibles
or self-insured retentions as respects the Village, and each of its respective
officers, officials, employees, consultants, and agents are required to procure a
bond guaranteeing payment of losses and other related costs, including, but not
limited to, investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.
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e. The Village Shall Not Waive Any Rights of Subrogation

The Village shall not, in any manner, be deemed or intended to have
waived any right of subrogation which either the Village and/or its, insurance
carrier and/or risk pool provider, risk management agency, and/or insurance
company providing excess coverage may have against the Contractor, for any
property injury, death, or other damage caused by Contractor, and/or any of its
subcontractors of any tier, and/or otherwise arising out of the Project Work.

f. Failure to Comply with Insurance Reporting Provisions

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that any failure to
comply with reporting provisions of the policies shall not affect coverage provided
to the Additional Insured, or any of them.

g. All Insurance Obtained Shall Apply Separately to Each Insured

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that the insurance
shall apply separately to each insured against whom a claim is made or suit is
brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer's liability.

h. Insurance Requirements cannot be Waived

Under no circumstances shall the Village be deemed to have waived any
of the insurance requirements of this Contract by any action or omission,
including, but not limited to:

I. allowing any work to commence by the Contractor before receipt of
Certificates of Insurance;

ii. failing to review any Certificates of Insurance received;

iii. failing to advise the Contractor that any Certificate of Insurance fails
to contain all the required insurance provisions, or is otherwise
deficient in any manner; and/or

iv. issuing any payment without receipt of a sworn certification from the
Contractor stating that all the required insurance is in force.

The Contractor agrees that the obligation to provide the insurance
required by these documents are solely its responsibility and that this is a
requirement which cannot be waived by any conduct, action, inaction or omission
by the Village of Bartlett and/or any of the other Additional Insured.

i Liability of Contractor is not limited by Purchase of Insurance

Nothing herein contained in the insurance requirements of the Contract
Documents is to be construed as limiting the liability of the Contractor, and/or
their respective insurance carriers. The Village and the other Additional Insureds
do not, in any way, represent that the coverages or limits of insurance specified
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is sufficient or adequate to protect the Additional Insured’s, or any of them, the
Contractor, or any subcontractor's interest or liabilities, but are merely minimums.
Any obligation of the Contractor to purchase insurance shall not, in any way, limit
their obligations to the Additional Insured in the event that the Additional Insured,
or any of them should suffer an injury or loss in excess of the amount recovered
through insurance, or any loss or portion of the loss which is not covered by
either the Subcontractor’s and/or Contractor's insurance.

J- Notice of Personal Injury or Property Damage

Contractor shall notify the Additional Insured, in writing, of any actual or
possible claim for personal injury or property damage relating to the work, or of
any occurrence which might give rise to such a claim, promptly upon obtaining
first knowledge of same.

k. Subcontractors

Contractor shall cause each subcontractor employed by Contractor to
purchase and maintain insurance of not less than the types and amounts
specified above and otherwise in strict compliance with the above insurance
requirements including but not limited to the additional insured requirements set
forth above. When requested by the Village, Contractor shall furnish copies of
certificates of insurance evidencing coverage for each subcontractor and
additional insured endorsements as required above.

l. Performance and Payment Bonds, IDOT Contract Bond or Letter of Credit.

Prior to commencement of the Project Work, Contractor must submit to the
Village: (a) performance and payment bonds or IDOT Contract Bond, each in the
amount of 110% of the Contract Sum, naming the Village of Bartlett as the primary
obligee in form acceptable to the Village co-signed by a surety company authorized by
the lllinois Department of Insurance to sell and issue sureties in the State of lllinois and
approved by the Village. (“Performance and Payment Bonds”) or (b) an irrevocable
letter of credit in the amount of 110% of the Contract Sum guarantying Contractors
obligations under the Contract Documents issued by a financial institution worth at least
$40,000,000 in assets and a capital to asset ratio of not less than 6% in form acceptable
to the Village (“Letter of Credit”), which said Performance and Payment Bonds and/or
Letter of Credit shall be conditioned upon proper and faithful performance by the
Contractor of the work specified in strict accordance with the Contract Documents and
payment of all debts incurred by the Contractor in the execution of the Project Work,
including those for labor and materials furnished, including but not limited to payment of
prevailing wages as required herein. The cost of said Performance and Payment Bonds
and/or Letter of Credit is included in the unit pricing set forth in Contractors Proposal.
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J. Prevailing Wages.

Contractor shall pay prevailing wages for the respective County in which the
Project Work is being performed, as established by the lllinois Department of Labor for
each craft or type of work in accordance with the lllinois Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS
130/01, et seq.) (the “Act”). The Contractor shall notify immediately in writing all of its
subcontractors, of all changes in the schedule of prevailing wages. Contractor shall
include in each of its subcontracts a written stipulation that not less than the prevailing
rate of wages shall be paid to all laborers, workers, and mechanics performing work
under the Contract and shall require each of its sub-subcontractors of every tier to
include said stipulation regarding payment of prevailing rate of wages. Any increase in
costs to the Contractor due to changes in the prevailing rate of wages or labor law
during the term of any contract and/or sub-contract of any tier shall be at the expense of
the Contractor and not at the expense of the Village. The Contractor shall be solely
responsible to maintain accurate records as required by the prevailing wage statute and
shall be solely liable for paying the difference between prevailing wages and any wages
actually received by laborers, workmen and/or mechanics engaged in the work and for
ensuring strict compliance with the requirements of the Act, including but not limited to
providing Certified Payrolls to the Village in accordance with the Act and as required
herein. Copies of the February 2013 prevailing wage rates for Cook, DuPage, and Kane
Counties, lllinois are attached hereto. Notwithstanding the forgoing, said prevailing
wage rates are revised by the lllinois Department of Labor (IDOL). Contractor is solely
responsible for obtaining and paying the applicable revised prevailing rate of wages for
the County in which the work is being performed as determined by the IDOL for the time
period in which the work is being performed. Said revised prevailing wage rates are
available at IDOL's website: http://www.state.il.us/agency/idol/rates/rates.HTM.

K. Default.

In the event of default hereunder, the non-defaulting party shall be entitled to all
remedies available at law and/or equity, including reasonable attorney's fees, subject to
the limitations set forth in paragraph “L" below.

ks Limitation on the Owner’s Liability.

The Contractor agrees to waive any right which it may have to punitive,
consequential, special, indirect, incidental, and/or exemplary damages against
the Village, and agrees not to make any claim or demand for such damages
against the Village.

M. Hazardous Substances.

Contractor shall not cause or permit any Hazardous Substances to be brought
upon, kept, stored or used in or about the Project Site, and/or any other property owned,
leased, controlled or under the jurisdiction of the Village of Bartlett ( “Village Property”)
by Contractor, and/or Contractors Agent (defined above). If the presence of Hazardous
Substances brought upon, kept, stored or used in or about any of the Owner’'s Property
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by or on behalf of Contractor or Contractor's Agents in violation of this paragraph,
results in contamination of the said Property, Contractor shall pay for all actual costs of
clean up and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Village and its employees,
agents, consultants, officers, and officials from and against any and all claims,
demands, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), costs, fines, penalties and
other liabilities of any and every kind and nature, including, but not limited to, costs and
expenses incurred in connection with any clean-up, remediation, removal or restoration
work required by any federal, state or local governmental authority because of the
presence of any such Hazardous Substances on or about said Property.

For purposes hereof, Hazardous Substances shall include, but not be limited to,
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “toxic substances” in the federal
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, as
amended; the federal Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, as amended; and the
federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, as amended (“RCRA”); those
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “materials,” or “wastes” under any
Federal law or the law of the State of lllinois; and as such substances are defined in any
regulations adopted and publications promulgated pursuant to said laws (collectively,
“Environmental Laws”). If Contractor’s activities or the activities of any of Contractor’s
Agents violate or create a risk of violation of any Environmental Laws, Contractor shall
cause such activities to cease immediately upon notice from the Village. Contractor
shall immediately notify the Village both by telephone and in writing of any spill or
unauthorized discharge of Hazardous Substances or of any condition constituting an
“imminent hazard” under any Environmental Laws.

Contractor’'s indemnification obligations and duties hereunder shall survive the
termination and/or expiration of this Contract.

N. Delays in Project Work.

Notwithstanding any provision herein to the contrary, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to an increase in the Contract Sum as a result of any delays in the progress of
the Work. The Contractor's sole remedy for delay shall be an extension of time.

If the Contractor, but for a delay not within the Contractor's control, would have
completed the Work prior to the project completion date, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to any recovery of damages arising out of any event of delay which prevented
such early completion of the Work.

& F Change Orders.

(1.) Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, where proposed
changes to the Project Work involve a modification to (i) the Contract Sum; (ii) the
Contract Time, or (iii) material changes in the Work (i.e., other than minor field
changes), a written Change Order shall be prepared by the Engineer. It shall be a
condition precedent to the acceptance of any Change Order or any Series of Change
Orders which involves an increase or decrease in the Contract Sum of $10,000 or more
or changes the time of completion by a total of thirty (30) days or more, that the Village
corporate authorities shall have first approved such written Change Order(s) and made
the requisite determinations and findings in writing as required by 720 ILCS 5/33 E-9 (as
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amended). Other changes involving modifications to the Contract Sum, Contract Time
or material change in the Work which will result in an increase or decrease of less than
$10,000 or extension of less than thirty (30) days to the Contract Time shall be made by
the Village Administrator.

(2.) All change orders will be calculated based solely on Contractor's Unit
Pricing set forth in Contractor’'s Proposal and actual revised quantities, regardless of
whether the change order is for an increase or decrease in Project Work. No additional
compensation will be allowed for change orders for additional work other than based on
Contractor’'s Unit Pricing times the increased actual units constructed calculated by the
Engineer, in that said Unit Pricing already reflects Contractor's overhead and profits.

P Relationship of the Parties. It is understood, acknowledged and agreed
by the parties that the relationship of the Contractor to the Village arising out of this
Agreement shall be that of an independent contractor. Neither Contractor, nor any
employee or agent of Contractor, is an employee, partner, joint venturer, and/or agent of
the Village, and therefore is not entitled to any benefits provided to employees of the
Village. Contractor has no authority to employ/retain any person as an employee or
agent for or on behalf of the Village for any purpose. Neither Contractor nor any person
engaging in any work or services related to this Agreement at the request or with the
actual or implied consent of the Contractor may represent himself to others as an
employee of the Village. Should any person indicate to the Contractor or any employee
or agent of Contractor by written or oral communication, course of dealing or otherwise,
that such person believes Contractor to be an employee or agent of the Village,
Contractor shall use its best efforts to correct such belief. In ordering or accepting
delivery of or paying for any goods or services, Contractor shall do so in Contractor’s
own business.

Q. Contractor shall at all times have sole control over the manner, means and
methods of performing the services required by this Agreement according to its own
independent judgment. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that it will devote such
time and resources as necessary to produce the contracted results. The Village,
Engineer, nor Consultant shall not have control over, charge of, nor be responsible for,
the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences of procedures, or for safety
precautions and programs in connection with the Work since they are solely the
Contractor’s rights and responsibilities. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the
Work efficiently with his, her or its best skill and attention; and the Contractor shall be
responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and
programs in connection with the work; and the Contractor shall take all necessary
precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the necessary protection to prevent
damage, injury or loss to all employees on the subject site and all other persons who
may be affected thereby.

R. Exhibits and Contract Documents.

All Exhibits and Contract Documents referred to therein are expressly
incorporated herein and made part hereof.
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S. Assumption of Liability.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor assumes liability for all injury to
or death of any person or persons including employees of Contractor, any subcontractor
of any tier, any supplier or any other person and assumes liability for all damage to
property sustained by any person or persons occasioned by or in any way arising out of
any work performed pursuant to this Contract.

T Severability

If any clause, phrase, provision or portion of this Contract or the application
thereof, to any person or circumstance, shall be invalid or unenforceable under
applicable law, such event shall not affect, impair or render invalid or unenforceable the
remainder of this Contract, nor shall it affect the application of any other clause, phrase,
provision or portion hereof to other persons or circumstances.

U. No Waiver of Immunities and/or Privileges by the Village of Bartlett.

Nothing herein shall be construed as an express and/or implied waiver of any
common law and/or statutory immunities and/or privileges of the Village of Bartlett
and/or any of its officials, officers, employees, and/or agents as to any liability
whatsoever; such immunities and privileges are expressly reserved.

V. Architectural Barriers Act, American with Disabilities Act, and lllinois Accessibility
Code
Contractor shall comply with the Architectural Barrier act of 1968, as amended
(42 U.S.C. § 4151, et seq.), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as
amended, including but not limited to changes made by the ADA Amendments Act of
2008 (P.L. 110-325), the lllinois Accessibility Code, as amended, and any and all
applicable federal, state and local laws pertaining to accessibility with the most stringent
requirements controlling.

W. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act

Contractor shall comply with the Clean Air act of 1970, as amended, the Federal
Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, and all Environmental Laws (as defined
above) with the most stringent laws controlling.

X. Removal and Disposal

The Contractor must remove and dispose of all construction or demolition debris
materials, waste and soils at licensed facilities in accordance with applicable federal,
state and local laws, including but not limited to the NEPA Act and lllinois Public Act 97-
137, with the most stringent and demanding requirements controlling.

Y. Work by Trade Unions

If the Work is to be performed by trade unions, the Contractor shall make all
necessary arrangements to reconcile, without delay, damage, recourse, or cost to
Owner, any conflict between the Contract Documents and any agreements or
regulations of any kind at any time in force among members or councils which regulate
or distinguish what activities shall not be included in the work of any particular trade. In
case the progress of the Work is affected by any undue delay in furnishing or installing
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any items or materials or equipment required under the Contract Documents because of
the conflict involving any such agreement or regulation, the Owner may require that
other material or equipment of equal kind and quality be provided at no additional cost
to the Owner.

Z. lllinois Human Rights Act.

The Contractor shall comply with all terms and procedures of the lllinois Human
Rights Act, (775 ILCS 5 et seq.) and Contractor represents and warrants to the Village
as follows:

(1) That it will not discriminate against any employees or applicant for
employment because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin or
ancestry, age physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service, and further that it will examine all job classifications to
determine if minority persons or woman are under-utilized and will take appropriate
affirmative action to rectify any such under-utilization.

(2) That, if it hires employees in order to perform this Contract or any portion
thereof, it will determine the availability (in accordance with the Department’'s Rules and
Regulations) of minorities and woman in the areas from which it may reasonably recruit
and it will hire for each job classification for which employees are hired in such a way
that minorities and women are not under-utilized.

(3) That in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by it or on
its behalf, it will state that all applicants will be afforded equal opportunity without
discrimination because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin, or
ancestry, age, physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service.

(4) That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers
with which it has or is bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement or
understanding, a notice advising such labor organization or representative of the
Contractor's obligations under the lllinois Human Rights Act and the Department's
Rules and Regulations. If any such labor organization or representative fails or refuses
to cooperate with the Contractor in its efforts to comply with such Acts and Rules and
Regulations, the Contractor will promptly so notify the Department and the contracting
agency and will recruit employees from other sources when necessary to fulffill its
obligations thereunder.

(6)  That it will submit reports as required by the Department’'s Rules and
Regulations, furnish all relevant information as may from time to time be requested by
the Department or the contracting agency, and in all respects comply with the lllinois
Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and Regulations.

(6)  That it will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work
sites by personnel of the contracting agency and the Department for purposes of
investigation to a certain compliance with the lllinois Human Rights Act and the
Department’s Rules and Regulations.

(7) That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of these
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clauses in every subcontracting awards under which any portion of the contract
obligations are undertaken or assumed, so that each provision will be binding upon
such Subcontractor. In the same manner as with other provisions of this Contract, the
Contractor will be liable for compliance with applicable provisions of this clause by such
Subcontractors; and further it will promptly notify the contracting agency and the
Department in the event any Subcontractor fails or refuses to comply therewith. In
addition, the Contractor will not utilize any Subcontractor declared by the lllinois Human
Rights Commission to be ineligible for Contracts or Subcontracts with the State of
Illinois or any of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations.

Z-1. Guarantee.

(1) Except as otherwise specified, the contractor shall guarantee
workmanship and materials for a period one (1) year for all items from date of final
acceptance by the Village. The Work shall be left in perfect order at completion and
acceptance. Neither the final payment nor termination of the guarantee period, nor any
provision in the Contract document shall relive the Contractor of the responsibility for
negligence, faulty materials, or workmanship within the extent and period provided by
law, and upon written notice it shall remedy any defects due thereto, and shall pay all
expenses for any damage to other work resulting therefrom.

(2) If the Drawings, Plans, and/or Specifications provide for methods of
construction, installation, materials, etc., which the Contractor cannot guarantee for the
indicated period, it shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to so inform the Owner in
writing before submitting his bid. Otherwise, the Contractor shall be held responsible to
provide the method of construction, installation, materials, etc., which will be guaranteed
for the indicated period of time.

Z-2 Miscellaneous.

(1.) This Agreement supersedes all prior agreements and understandings,
both written and oral, of the parties to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement
applies to and binds the successors and assigns of the Parties to this Agreement. Any
amendments to this Agreement must be in writing and executed by both Parties.

(2.) Changes in the number, gender and grammar of terms and phrases
herein when necessary to conform this Agreement to the circumstances of the parties
hereto shall in all cases, be assumed as though in each case fully expressed therein.

(38.) This Agreement shall be construed, governed and enforced according to
the laws of the State of lllinois, and the exclusive venue for the enforcement of this
Agreement and/or litigation between the parties shall be the Circuit Court of DuPage
County, lllinois.

(4.) In construing this Agreement, section headings shall be disregarded.

(5.) Time is of the essence of this Agreement and every provision contained

herein.
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(6.) Each of the undersigned signing as an officer or agent on behalf of the
respective party to this Agreement warrants that he or she holds such capacity as is
specified beneath his or her name and further warrants that he or she is authorized to
execute and effectuate this Agreement and that he or she does so voluntarily and in his
or her official capacity.

(7.) Survival of Obligations. Except as otherwise provided, any obligations
and duties which by their nature extend beyond the expiration or termination of this
Agreement, including, without limitation, Sections pertaining to Indemnity shall survive
the expiration of this Agreement.

(8.) Inthe event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the
Contract Documents, and/or this Addendum, the most stringent requirements shall
control.
