February 4, 2020

A.BUILDING & ZONING COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN HOPKINS

Trustee Hopkins stated that Ordinance 2020-12, an Ordinance Amending the Bartlett
Municipal Code Title 10 Zoning to Add Regulations for the Establishment of Trailer and
Semi-Trailer Storage Lots and Ordinance 2020-13, an Ordinance Amending the Bartlett
Municipal Code Title 3 Business and License Regulations by Adding Chapter 33: Trailer
and Semitrailer Storage Lot and Service Tax were covered and approved under the
Consent Agenda.

B. COMMUNITY & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN GABRENYA
Trustee Gabrenya stated that there was no report.
C. FINANCE & GOLF COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN DEYNE

Trustee Deyne stated that Resolution 2020-14-R, a Resolution Approving of Certificate of
Expenditure No. 5 in the Amount of $663,300 for the Subordinate Lien Tax Increment
Revenue Note, Series 2009, for the Bluff City Quarry Redevelopment Project was
covered and approved under the Consent Agenda.

Trustee Carbonaro stated that there was no report.

F PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN CAMERER

Trustee Camerer stated that Resolution 2020-15-R, a Resolution Authorizing the Use of
Motor Fuel Tax Funds in the Amount of $2,950,000 for the FY2020/21 MFT Program and
Resolution 2020-11-R, a Resolution Approving of a Professional Services Agreement
Between the Village of Bartlett and V3 Companies for Engineering and Design Services
for the South Oak Avenue Parking Lot Project were covered and approved under the
Consent Agenda.

13. NEW BUSINESS

Trustee Carbonaro stated that last week he received an alarming e-mail from the village
administrator regarding the discontinuing of negotiations with Metra on the platform
realignment discussion. For seven years, Bartlett has been on a non-existing wait list to
fix the serious dysfunctional split platform design in the downtown area. We cannot
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assure the safety of commuters that are taxpayers while they continue to walk directly in
front of standing vehicles in the middle of Oak Avenue in the inclement weather. We most
certainly cannot allow them to do that in a wheelchair. We have the option of deboarding
them on the east side of Oak Avenue into the municipal parking lot to ensure their safety.
We have the technology to fix this. Bartlett is one of two stops on the entire Metra circuit
that has a split platform from a total of 241 train stops. There is a reason why no one
wants this split setup. The history of negotiations with Metra have always ended in the
same manner —no money. He was in attendance of a scheduled meeting on January 15,
2018, where the Metra contact (Dimitri) ended the one-hour meeting in the same manner
as always — no money. However, there was a concession in our favor. Dimitri stated “we
hear you — Bartlett has a lot of problems downtown, we just don’t have any money for
these projects at this time”. Recently, Dimitri has reached out to see what our plans were
for the downtown area, realigning the platforms, empty parking lot at Berteau, widening
of sidewalks and a commuter crossing at Berteau were discussed. This information will
most likely be discussed in engineering and budget meetings and a cost estimate will be
prepared. Dimitri will return to further discuss these plans. At this time, the Board has
removed the village administrator’'s ability to further these talks. Now is not the time to
walk away from the platform discussions. We are at the front of the line and this is not
the time to say we changed our minds. With the doubling of the RTA tax, there are now
extra funds for these projects. These increased RTA tax funds are not handouts, they
are reinvestments on behalf of taxpayers into the community. Tax dollars were
accumulated from DuPage, Kane, Boone and McHenry counties. At the same time, forty
million dollars were used to construct two CTA platforms in the City of Chicago over the
last four years. All the while, Bartlett received Metra’s standard answer — no money. He
has been in communication with the U.S. Senator to investigate the possibility of an
oversite committee to obtain approval of these distributions under RTA management to
ensure equality. In his mind, that means that RTA taxes collected from DuPage County
should be spent for the benefit of DuPage County taxpayers, primarily in DuPage County.
In addition to the U.S. Senator, he has been in contact with two State Senators to assist
in funding this project because he believes that Bartlett is in dire need of help. He thought
that we need an overhaul. Without further discussion we may never know what the cost
would be or what we could negotiate Metra to pay or what contributions Bartlett could
negotiate not to pay, nor will be know if we are walking away from free money paid by the
taxpayers and distributed on behalf of Metra. He moved to reopen the talks regarding the
platform realignment for the aforementioned reasons.

President Wallace asked the village administrator if we had any chance to get any money.

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that she thought they had some
opportunity to get some money but not all of it. The estimate for the split platform was
consistently two million dollars and they never committed to a specific dollar amount but
she thought one million was in the offing. They are doing the pedestrian safety crossing
changes that we requested at Oak Avenue. They are in the middle of putting that together
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for us and will do that without any financial participation from us. The split platform is a
big-ticket item and one that she would need the board to tell her to work on.

President Wallace stated that he spoke with Trustee Carbonaro prior to this meeting and
he made a good point. He didn't think that this board and staff would turn down any
money.

Trustee Carbonaro stated that this is an important issue since we are trying to build a new
apartment complex and these people have no way to get to the train other than walk a
half a mile down the street in the middle of the street and through the parking lot to get to

a staircase to get up. If we put a pedestrian crossing at Berteau, they could walk to that
and get up onto the platform.

The board agreed to allow the staff to pursue conversations with Metra.
Trustee Camerer asked the public works director if he has ordered flowers for the spring.

Public Works Director Dan Dinges stated that they are still confirming using two colors —
red and white. They are on order.

POLICE & HEALTH, CHAIRMAN CARBONARO
Traffic Calming Policy Request

Deputy Chief Jim Durbin stated presented a proposal to enact a neighborhood traffic
calming policy. One of the biggest complaints the police department receives are
neighborhood traffic concerns. Often the residents ask about lowering speed limits,
adding a speed bump or a stop sign. Traffic calming is the application of traffic engineering
designed to control traffic speeds, adjust traffic volumes, encourage driving behavior
appropriate to the environment and doing so without creating new traffic problems in the
process. Based on a recent experience that was cited in the proposal (North and
Western), where very vocal residents attended Village Board meetings to talk about a
handful of issues related to stop sign violations, speeding autos and increased traffic to
name a few. The Village Board was very attentive to those residents needs, going as far
as paying for and installing flashing LED stop signs at the intersection. At the time, it
seemed that all parties were happy about the solution, but the police still received many
complaints about high volumes of traffic in the area. The police department then
performed a typical response, listened to the residents, observe if there is a problem,
conducted traffic studies, etc. Speed trailers will then be deployed or unmanned drone
cars in the area to help alleviate that problem. The police will also conduct traffic
enforcement and officers were seen out there often. As the problem persisted, staff
looked at speed tables and bumps and conducted a neighborhood meeting with the
residents to get their feedback. Twenty-seven residents from the area showed up and
voiced their concerns and each one of them was concerned about something else and
had a separate resolution to the problem. Some wanted speed bumps and some did not.
Some thought the police presence was too great and the flashing lights and engine noises
of the police cars was an annoyance.

This led staff to take a look at what they can do internally and how to avoid repeating this
process. All of the Villages internal records show the problem started as early as May
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2018 and continued through the meeting held on August 2019. What the police
department thought was a great idea, the flashing LED stop signs, turned out to be hated
by many of the residents who attended the neighborhood meeting. Staff conducted
surveys to see who has speed bumps in their towns and see what other towns have for
a traffic calming policy. The policy that was put together is more cohesive and stimulates
the neighbors to have conversations with each other so they can have a more cohesive
approach to dealing with what they perceive the traffic related problems are in their
neighborhood. It will help the police focus their efforts in one direction and create a
process to where there are several checks and balances where the fire protection district
and public works would be contacted and discussed with. That way they can make a more
informed recommendation to the Board before a decision is made.

Chairman Camerer thought it was a good idea to have the residents involved. When it
initially came about, it was his understanding the flashing sign was something the
residents wanted and when the stop sign didn’t work, then he was pushing for the next
stage which would have been the traffic islands. At that point the residents wrote to him
saying they didn't like what was being done, even though he was just doing what he
thought they needed and wanted. Although getting residents involved will likely slow the
process down a little, he thought it was a great idea. He further asked how police know if
the flashing stop sign is actually working since there is no objective way to evaluate it. He
asked if we just leave it up because it's already up. If residents don't actually like the signs
and it is not working he thought it should not be there.

Deputy Chief Durbin stated that he can’t answer that question statistically, but the amount
of complaints the department has received since making all of these changes and having
the listening session have really tailed off and he believes they have only had one
complaint since August. They haven’t had a request for extra patrols either. Our officers
do spot check things like this from time to time and the data doesn’t support one way or
another the effectiveness of the signs.

Chairman Deyne stated that he lives in that area and has received a number of complaints
about the flashing stop signs. They have diminished lately, but he believes it's because
people have expressed their concerns and that there isn’t more that can be done so they
just learn to live with it. There have been people that have told him you can see the stop
sign all the way from Devon Ave. The other night, he was turning off of Lake St. on to
North Ave. and he didn'’t realize it at first, but he could see the sign all the way from back
there. He thought it would be good to look into seeing if it has helped or not and maybe
put a conventional stop sign back in.

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher asked Mr. Durbin to explain how the policy
discusses the removal of items like the flashing stop sign.
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Deputy Chief Durbin stated that part of the process would be a petition in which 66% of
the impacted area would have to be on board to pursue a traffic calming measure after it
has cleared certain hurdles with the police. Additionally, according to the way it was
written, we would have to give it a 12-month trial run and examine whether its effective,
still wanted or still warranted.

Chairman Deyne stated that it's a good point to have because a number of people have
told him they don't like it, but he doesn’t know if that's the feeling of the overall
neighborhood.

Deputy Chief Durbin stated that a provision in it would be that a majority of the residents
would need to be onboard with the removal process as well.

Chairman Deyne stated he could see people tell us they want the signs back once they
are removed.

Chief Patrick Ullrich, stated that's why its good to put it in a policy to not only get something
installed, but also removed. The village will be spending money on these things, so we
want to make sure there is a period of time where its installed and we can see how
effective it is and if they want something removed, review it and make sure they are not
effective. Not everyone is going to be in favor of having them installed or removed, which
is why there is a petition process and they need a certain percentage of the neighborhood
that either wants to have it installed or once its installed, wants to have it removed.
Specifically, to your question about the stop signs, the reason they went in was because
we were receiving tons of complaints about vehicles not stopping at the stop sign, after
we had put out unmanned cars, after we did stop sign enforcement there and we
continued to get complaints. Most of the issue came from construction happening on Rt.
59 and construction on Lake St. and everyone’s GPS’s were rerouting them through the
area. He thought they should do another traffic study and see if the volumes have
decreased and see if people are still rolling the stop signs. He thought that everything
they did, worked, along with traffic counts probably being down. The police also worked
with the village’s traffic consultant and took a look at the timing of the downtown traffic
lights and determined that they could make some changes to those which seems to have
improved the flow through downtown. They will take a look at the signs and if it makes
sense to remove them, they will.

Chairman Camerer asked if the 66% was arbitrary.

Deputy Chief Durbin stated that they felt having 2/3rds of residents would be a good
number and seemed to be the industry standard after reviewing other communities.

Chairman Hopkins asked how many of the other communities with traffic policies have
obtained the 66%.
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Deputy Chief Durbin stated that he did not know the statistic.
Chairman Hopkins thought it was a high number, so he would like to know that statistic.
President Wallace stated that its 66% in a defined area.

Deputy Chief Durbin stated that what would happen is the impact area would be defined
from a larger area.

President Wallace stated that one thing we have learned from the last incidence we have
had was that we tried to fix things before consulting everyone, these new procedures will
create a framework, so we can fix the problem, test it and remove if necessary.

Chief Ullrich stated that it helps the board if someone comes in with traffic issues in their
neighborhood, you will be able to tell them we have a standard process that everyone
follows and it should help. If the 66% turns out to be too much then we can change that if
needed.

Chairman Hopkins asked if we can bring it back to another Committee meeting.

President Wallace stated that it might be good to run it by the people off North Ave. and
see if they think it would have helped. One of the things he can see being an issue with
the 66% is the resident will sign it and doesn’'t know what is going to happen.

Chairman Gabrenya asked if the petition says they see a concern or that the Village can
go ahead and make changes.

Deputy Chief stated that police would still perform their standard in-house work to resolve
the issue, but still can’t seem to get a result, then this would be an escalation to the next
level. This might only be a one time a year occurrence.

President Wallace stated that they should do a little more with the residents involved and
then bring back to a future Committee of the Whole meeting.

Use of Tobacco and Nicotine Products in Village Owned Parks

Village Attorney Bryan Mraz stated that the Village has a no smoking in Village buildings
that we recently passed. Chairman Hopkins asked that we also looked at public property
and that becomes problematic because that includes roads, rights of way and detention
ponds and we talked about only including it in village parks. There are a couple parks the
village leases that this would not apply to, but we have the Town Center Park, Koehler
Fields, Bartlett Park, the Veterans Memorial Park and Ruzicka Memorial Park. All of those
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are public gathering spaces or recreation fields and the idea is there are kids in those
areas often and it would prohibit smoking or vaping in those parks. Because not everyone
knows what parks the village owns, they are listed by name and legal description and
signage would be required so people know they aren’t supposed to smoke or vape in
those parks.

Chairman Carbonaro asked the Chief if this is feasible to enforce.

Chief Ullrich said they would not actively patrol the area for smoking, only on a complaint
basis.

Chairman Carbonaro asked if the Village runs the softball tournaments at Koehler Field.
Ms. Schumacher stated the Park District does the programming.

Chairman Carbonaro stated that the guys playing softball might want to have a beer and
a cigar after the game and they can’t do that, so will they go somewhere else now?

Chairman Hopkins asked the Chief if it was legal to drink at Koehler Field.
Chief Ullrich stated he did not believe so.

Chairman Hopkins stated that he thought smoking and vaping around children is not
appropriate at all and he strongly supports this ordinance.

Chairman Carbonaro stated he didn’'t know how they would enforce it.

Chairman Hopkins stated that if they see a no smoking sign, hopefully they will realize its
not a good place to do it.

Chairman Gabrenya stated that it also gives other parents the backing to say to someone
smoking that it isn’'t appropriate as deemed by our Village Board. She didn’t think there
was any amount of revenue to Chairman Carbonaro’s point that would make her change
her mind and allow a softball field to be drinking and smoking cigars next to a 5-year-old
playing tee ball on a next-door field.

Chairman Carbonaro stated that these are college kids playing between 7:00pm and
10:00pm.

Chairman Gabrenya stated that they play until 10:00pm even in the little leagues. There
is no amount of money that is worth that in her opinion.

Chairman Hopkins stated they will forward it on to the Village Board for a vote.
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President Wallace moved to adjourn the meeting. That motion was moved by Chairman
Deyne and seconded by Chairman Camerer.

This is the Village’s fourth Class 6b application; however, it is the first one submitted under the Sustainable
Emergency Relief (SER) program. Because of the Assessor failing to reduce the assessed value of the property
upon appeal, real estate taxes on the subject property are scheduled to increase from $421,874 to $740,892 per
year.

Per the attached application, the petitioner states that continued operation at this location would no longer be
economically feasible based on the current taxes and tax structure.

BACKGROUND:

As a program created to help attract and retain industrial development in Cook County, the
Class 6b Property tax incentive reduces the tax burden on properties for a period of twelve
years. ltis the primary economic incentive program offered by Cook County to better compete
with surrounding counties, all of which offer a lower property tax burden for commercial and
industrial properties.

Properties receiving Class 6b will be assessed at 10% of market value for the first 10 years,
15% in the 11th year and 20% in the 12th year. This constitutes a substantial reduction in the
level of assessment and results in significant tax savings. In the absence of this incentive,
industrial real estate would normally be assessed at 25% of its market value in Cook County.

To date, the Village Board has approved three Class 6b Property Tax Incentives, one of which
has been renewed. The Village's first 6b was for Sebert Landscaping when the company
annexed into the Village and constructed its LEED-certified headquarters at 1550 West Bartlett
Road in February 2009. The Village Board renewed that Class 6b Incentive in 2018.

The second Class 6b approved was in 2016 for the purchase and renovation of the former Main
Steel building located at 802 East Devon Avenue. The purchaser, Dimitri Poulokefalos, has
been extensively remodeling the building to bring it to current Code and hopes to bring the
building to market in the coming months.

The third Class 6b approved was approved last May for Project Oak, McKesson Surgical’'s new
400,000 SF warehouse and distribution center to be built on Lot 1 in the Cook County portion of
Brewster Creek Business Park.

This Class 6b request by Welch Brothers differs from the above three in that it is neither for new
construction nor substantial rehabilitation of a building.

Welch Brothers’ request falls under the Class 6b Sustainable Emergency Relief (SER) program,
for those properties that are not economically feasible without the issuance of the Class 6b tax
incentive. This provision of the Class 6b program was originally scheduled to sunset after
November 30, 2018, but has been extended. Unlike the typical Class 6b incentives, those
approved under the SER program are not renewable at this time.

Like all Class 6b incentives, the final approval comes from the Cook County Board; however, a
municipal resolution supporting the incentive is a requirement for the application to go to the
county.



WELCH BROTHERS:

Welch Brothers engineers and manufactures concrete products out of three lllinois locations,
one in the Kane County portion of Elgin, another in the Boone County portion of Belvidere, and
here in the Cook County portion of Bartlett.

Welch Brothers has been a great corporate neighbor for the past twelve years at this location
and currently employs twenty-five at this site per the attached application. Its 100,000 SF
building is situated on a 1,211,962 SF (27.8 acre) site at 2115 Graham. The property consists
of two PINs. The building on the site was built in 2007 and its foundation, structural frame,
exterior walls and roof are all comprised of metal. Only 1% of the building is office space, there
are ten truck doors and no loading docks.

Per an attached affidavit in the application, Welch Brothers has occupied approximately 75% of
the building for over twelve years. The remaining 25,000 SF of space, or about 25%, was
excess space that they were unable to lease but which they now want to grow into.

JUSTIFICATION FOR CLASS 6b:

In 2018, the subject property’s real estate taxes were approximately $421,874, based upon a
25% vacancy factor applied to a full stabilized market value of $5,469,250.

Industrial brokers and businesses typically consider property taxes on a square foot basis, and
even without the Class 6b, property taxes of $4.21 PSF are considerably higher than in
surrounding counties. For comparison purposes, the annual property tax bills on two
comparable buildings in the DuPage County portion of Brewster Creek Business Park are $1.50
PSF (1390 Schiferl) and $1.66 PSF (1361 Schiferl). Property taxes in the Kane County portion
of the Village in the Blue Heron Business Park are similarly in the $1.50 to $2 PSF range.

In 2019 (payable this calendar year), the property taxes on Welch Brothers’ building are
scheduled to increase to approximately $740,892, a 75% increase. Those estimated taxes are
based on a stabilized market value of over $8.1 million and applying the 2018 state equalizer of
2.9109 and the 2018 tax rate for the subject property of 12.41%. Welch Brothers is currently
appealing this assessment.



With the Class 6b incentive, the taxes are estimated at $199,252 per year based on a stabilized
market value of $5,469,250 and applying the 2018 state equalizer and local tax rate.

As stated in the attached application, it is not economically feasible for Welch Brothers to
continue operation at the subject property without the benefit of the Class 6b incentive. Per the
details included in this application as well as staff's experience marketing and working with
industrial businesses, this would be a difficult property to attract a new tenant to if the taxes
were not reduced to a more reasonable number.

ACTION REQUESTED:

To approve the attached Resolution supporting Class 6b status for the property located at 2115
Graham so Welch Brothers may proceed to an application to the Cook County Board.

Dear Mr. Fradin and Members of the Village Board:

I am writing on behalf of Welch Bros, Inc. (“Applicant”) to present our request for consideration
and passage of a resolution supporting the granting of a Class 6b Property Tax Incentive under the
SER program for the above-captioned property (“Subject Property”).

The Applicant engineers and manufactures concrete out of three locations in Illinois: in Elgin
(Kane County), Bartlett (Cook County) and Belvidere (Boone County). The Applicant’s business
has occupied the Subject Property at its Bartlett location since 2007. When the Applicant
purchased the property years ago, it did not fully appreciate that the property was in Cook County
and that the taxes per square foot would be substantially higher than for their other properties in
Kane and Boone County. The Applicant built the improvement on the Subject Property when the
economy and real estate development was booming. When the crash hit, not only was the
Applicant stuck with a higher than expected real estate tax bill, but as the real estate market stalled,
the business growth they projected failed and in fact dropped. The Applicant ended up with double
the square footage they needed. The enclosed affidavit dated from 6/22/2010 attests to these
Jacts. Notably: the new facility was constructed in order to accommodate three working shifts
and the affiant writes that the business only justifies one working shift.

The Subject Property consists of a 100,000 square foot building situated on a 1,211,962 square
foot site. The majority of the Subject Property, approximately 75%, has been occupied by
Applicant for over twelve years. During that time, the Subject Property was and is currently being
used for the Applicant’s business for functions such as manufacturing, engineering and
warehousing. The remaining 25,000 square feet of the improvement, or about 25%, was excess
space that they were unable to lease but which they now want to grow into.



In 2019, for the first time in over 10 years, the Assessor failed to reduce the assessed value of the
Subject Property on appeal, despite the nearly 100% increase in assessed value. Real estate taxes
on the subject property are scheduled to increase from $421,874 per year to $740,892 per year.

Continued operation at the Applicant’s current location is not economically feasible based on
the current taxes and tax structure. The Assessor’s increase of $319,018 tax dollars caused the
Applicant to realize the incredible risk associated with the current taxing structure of the Subject
Property and has reduced the Applicant’s confidence in the value of the Subject Property. Without
the Class 6(b) tax incentive, continued operation under a $319,018 tax increase at the Subject
Property is not economically feasible for the Applicant or many other businesses. If the 6(b) is not
granted, the Applicant will be forced to act on its consideration of relocation outside of Cook
County, causing the property to be in imminent risk of becoming 100% vacant and unused. The
Applicant is not currently receiving any other Cook County property tax incentive for the Subject

Property.

As aresult, Applicant seeks a Class 6(b) tax incentive designation under the SER program pursuant
to the Cook County Real Property Assessment Classification Ordinance in order to continue to
maintain its one Cook County location.

Welch Bros., Inc. (“Applicant)

Welch Bros., Inc. is in the business of engineering and manufacturing precast concrete structures
including: sanitary sewer systems, storm drainage systems, septic tanks, round and elliptical pipe,
construction barrier walls, and flared end sections. Applicant also engineers and manufactures
concrete pipe, sewer and drainage pipe, and an array of concrete construction supplies. Applicant
is a distributor of sewer and drainage pipe made from PVC, HDPE, and corrugated steel. Other
product offerings include reinforcing steel, hand tools, foundation forms and accessories,
decorative concrete color, and stamps for all trades.

Applicant’s experienced workforce takes tremendous pride in their craftmanship and consistently
delivers the finished product timely and efficiently. Applicant has been servicing the needs of its
clients for nearly 45 years across multiple locations in the State of Illinois. However, Bartlett is
their only site in Cook County.

Special Circumstances

In addition to the circumstances explained above, Welch Bros., Inc. competes against companies
from other states and counties. Many of these competitors operate in a more favorable business
climate and enjoy competitive advantages such as lower worker’s compensation rates, lower utility
rates, lower unemployment insurance rates, lower cost of land, and lower property taxes. Since
many of the Applicant’s competitors are located outside of Cook County, the Applicant constantly
battles to keep costs down and prices competitive so that its business can continue to grow and
expand.

Additionally, as to the value of the Subject Property as one of Applicant’s real estate assets, the
Applicant must keep the real estate tax expense of the Subject Property as low as possible as it is



in direct competition with parcels in DuPage County and Kane County. The locational real estate
taxes on the Subject Property serve as external obsolescence suppressing the value of this parcel.
In Illinois and Cook County, the location of the property has as much an effect on its taxes as the
value of the property. The Subject Property is located just south of the Elgin Bypass (route 20)
just east of Route 25. It sits on the western edge of Cook County along the border of Kane County.
A willing buyer under consideration of the Subject Property in the open market would consider
similar properties in DuPage County and Kane County where the associated real estate taxes are
substantially lower. Magnifying the problem, the majority of the value of the Subject Property is
in its land. The improvement was built in 2007. The foundation is metal, the structural frame is
metal, the exterior walls are metal and the roof is pitched metal and it t is currently 77.78%
depreciated. Lastly, specific to the Subject Property, the layout and design of its improvement
decreases its functional utility lowering its value relative to its competitive set. The improvement
on the Subject Property has 1% office and 10 truck doors with zero loading docks and 35°-38’
ceiling clearance. This office percentage is lower than average. This reduces functional utility.
The fact that the improvement has no loading docs reduces functional utility and desirability of
the Subject Property in the open market.

Employment

Welch Bros., Inc. currently employs 155 full time employees and 2 part time employees in Cook
County. At this site, the Applicant employees 25 full time and 0 part time employees. Applicant
will not be able to sustain this employee base unless it obtains a Class 6(b) tax incentive. The
money/savings provided by the tax incentive will not only enable Applicant to sustain its
employment base but may also enable the Applicant to grow at the location and hire more
employees.

Applicant is currently paying a living wage to its employees. Applicant is in compliance with the
Cook County Minimum Wage Ordinance, Chapter 42, Division 2 as amended. Applicant has not
violated the Illinois Wage Payment and Collection Act, the Illinois Minimum Wage Act, the
[llinois Worker Adjustment Retraining Notification Act, the Illinois Employee Classification Act,
the Federal Work Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act, the Federal Fair Labor Standards
Act and/or any comparable state statute of regulation of any state within the past 5 years prior to
this application Upon information and belief and without further research, the Applicant does not
independently recall a time when it has ever violated the aforementioned employment laws.

Justification for Class6b

We understand that the Village Board recognizes that the class 6b incentive program is one of the
few economic tools available to help attract and maintain industrial property owners by assessing
Class 6b properties at an average equalized assessment of about 29.11% of market value
(assessment percentage of 10% times most recent Cook County equalizer of 2.9109), which is
similar to the 33% equalized assessment level elsewhere in Illinois outside of Cook County.

In 2018, the Subject Property’s real estate taxes were approximately $421,874. Those taxes were
based on 25% vacancy factor applied to a full stabilized market value of the Subject Property of
$5,469,250.



In 2019, the Subject Property’s taxes are scheduled to increase to approximately $740,892. Those
estimated taxes are based on a stabilized market value of the Subject Property of $8,134,988
(indicating a stabilized assessed value of $2,033,747 at a 25% assessment ratio) and applying the
2018 state equalizer of 2.9109 and the 2018 tax rate for the subject property of 12.414%. This
assessment is currently under appeal.

Continued operation at the Applicant’s current location is not economically feasible based on the
current taxes and tax structure. The Assessor’s increase caused the Applicant to realize the
incredible risk associated with the current taxing structure of the Subject Property and has reduced
the Applicant’s confidence in the value of the Subject Property. Without the Class 6(b) tax
incentive, continued operation at the Subject Property is not economically feasible. If the 6(b) is
not granted, the Applicant will be forced to act on its consideration of relocation outside of Cook
County, causing the Subject Property to be in imminent risk of becoming 100% vacant and unused.

With the class 6b incentive, the taxes are estimated at $199,252 per year based on a stabilized
market value of $5,469,250 (indicating a stabilized assessed value of $546,925 at a 10%
assessment ratio), and applying the 2018 state equalizer of 2.9109 and the 2018 tax rate for the
Subject Property of 12.5155%.

As stated above, it is not economically feasible for the Applicant to continue operation at the
Subject Property without the benefit of the Class 6(b) incentive.

If the Subject Property were to become100% vacant, taxes payable by the property are estimated
to be $397,520. This estimate is based on the assumption that the stabilized market value of the
subject property is $5,469,250 (indicating a stabilized assessed value of $1,367,313), applying a
10% occupancy factor to the value of the improvement (reducing the value of the improvement
from $306,849 to $30,685 and keeping the total assessed value of the land at 1,060,464), and
applying the 2018 state equalizer of 2.9109 and the 2018 tax rate for the Subject Property of
12.5155%.

Economic Hardship Valuation

If the Class 6(b) is not granted, Applicant is scheduled to incur over $319,018 in additional real
estate taxes a year which neither they not many other businesses could affordably sustain.

As shown in the enclosed affidavits, the business has experienced extreme hardship dating back to
2010. In 2006, when the real estate market was booming, it became apparent that the Applicant
needed to expand to keep up with the growing demand for the types of pipes that they manufacture
for underground sewer and drainage. That based upon informal projections among the executive
staff, it was decided that a 100,00 square foot facility would be needed to run 3 shifts in order to
meet demand for their product. When the Subject Property was acquired to serve this need, the
Applicant did not realize that taxes in Cook County were much higher on a per square foot basis
than adjacent Kane County. Since the real estate economy began a severe downturn income an
orders have been down over 32%, and over 85% from the projections upon which the new facility



was built. Now, the large size of the subject building limits the potential set of uses and adds costs
to operating at this facility.

Improvements/Enhancements

As noted above, the subject’s improvement is was built in 2007. The foundation is metal, the
structural frame is metal, the exterior walls are metal and the roof is pitched metal. The building
has 1% office and 10 truck doors with zero loading docks and 35’-38” ceiling clearance. There
have been no recent renovations. It is currently 77.78% depreciated and suffers from functional
and external obsolescence. Considering its current and/or future use, the Subject Property has
lower than typical office percentage and the fact that there are no loading docks reduces its
functional utility.

If the business climate improves and/or if the Class 6(b) status creates appreciable tax savings for
the Applicant, those savings would be reinvested to fund future growth initiatives.

At a minimum, Applicant expects that the Class 6(b) status will allow taxes to remain stable so
that business operations can continue at the Subject Property.

Community Involvement

Welch Bros., Inc. proudly supports diversity and collaboration within its organization. It invests
in training and development of its employees, providing employees with opportunities for
growth and advancement within the Welch. Bros. family. It also contributes to the growth and
development of its peers within the industry. Welch Bros., Inc. actively involved in local trade
groups include the American Public Works Association Fox Valley Branch and has invited guest
for tours of the facility and seminars offered for professional development hours. Proceeds from
the June 8, 2017 seminar, as an example, helped fund the Fox Valley Branch Scholarship

Program.

Welch Bros has answered the needs of tradesmen for over 45 years. It is proud to provide the
professional service and quality products that its community would expect from an industry
leader.

Eligibility for Class 6(b) under the SER program

To be eligible for Class 6(b) status under the SER program pursuant to the Cook County
Classification Ordinance, it is necessary to satisfy six requirements:

1. First, the real estate must be used primarily for industrial purposes.
The business operated by the Applicant, Welch Bros., Inc, meets this requirement. Welch Bros.,
Inc. is in the business of manufacturing precast concrete products which included the following:
sanitary sewer systems, storm drainage systems, septic tanks, round and elliptical pipe, construction
barrier walls, and flared end sections. '



2. Second, the owner’s business must have substantially occupied the property for a minimum
of ten (10) years.
The Applicant meets this requirement. Welch Bros., Inc. has occupied 75% of the property for
over 12 years.

3. Third, Applicant must prove that the tax incentive is necessary for the Applicant’s

business(es) to continue operations at the current location and maintain its staff.
Furthermore, Applicant must show that the business(es) would not be economically viable
causing the property to be in imminent risk of becoming vacant and unused.
Welch Bros., Inc meets this requirement as explained above. Applicant competes with companies
located through the state of Illinois. QOutside of Cook County, where Applicant operates two other
locations, offer more favorable business conditions allowing those businesses to keep their prices
low and invest in future growth initiatives. As described in greater detail above, the only way
Applicant can continue to operate out of the Subject Property would be with the benefit of the Class
6(b) SER incentive.

4. Fourth, an eligibility application and resolution must be timely filed and requested.
Applicant filed notice of intent to request Class 6b tax incentive with the Cook County Assessor
prior to submitting this request to you. This requirement has therefore been met.

5. Fifth, the municipalitv in which the real estate is located must have, by lawful
resolution. determined that special circumstances exist which makes the incentive

necessary for Applicant to continue operations at its current location and maintain
its staff, and that without such designation. Applicant would not be economically
viable causing the property to be in imminent risk of becoming vacant and unused.
In addition to the foregoing. the resolution shall also state that the municipality
supports and consents to the Class 6(b) SER application to be submitted to the Cook
County Assessor.

Applicant will meet this requirement pending approval of the request sub judice.

6. Sixth, the Cook County Board must have, by lawful resolution or ordinance,
determined that the municipal findine of special circumstances is valid and that the
Board supports and consent to the Class 6(b) SER application to be submitted to the
Cook County Assessor.

This determination would be requested following satisfaction of requirement number five.
Upon resolution of the County Board, this final requirement will be met.

We, therefore, respectfully request that in order for Applicant to meet the fifth requirement, the

Village of Bartlett pass a resolution stating, in whole or in part,
1. That the incentive is necessary for Welch Bro., Inc to continue operations at its current Bartlett

location and in order to maintain its staff, and that, without such designation, continued operation
by Applicant would not be economically viable causing the property to be in imminent risk of
becoming 100% vacant and unused.



2. That special circumstances exist that make the incentive necessary for such continued operation.
One of the special circumstances being the fact that the parcel is adjacent to Kane County where
commercial real estate taxes per square foot are nearly half of what they would be for a facility like
the Subject Property. Additionally, the large size of the subject building limits the potential set of
uses and adds costs to operating at this facility.

3. That the Village of Bartlett supports and consents to the Class 6(b) SER application to be submitted
to the Cook County Assessor.

We have enclosed for your review a copy of the Class 6b SER Eligibility Application to the Cook
County Assessor, as well as, as documentation describing the nature of Applicant’s business
operations.

Please sign and return to me the enclosed copy of this letter as evidence to the Cook County
Assessor that we have requested the resolution or ordinance from the Village supporting the Class
6(b) tax incentive under the SER program. Please also forward to me any additional
documentation that the Village requires Applicant to complete in order to obtaining this Class 6(b)
support from the Village, if any.

We appreciate your careful consideration of this request and are happy to answer any further
questions you might have regarding the class 6b SER application under the SER program and we
look forward to working together.

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING AND CONSENTING TO THE SUSTAINABLE
ENERGY RELIEF CLASS 6b PROPERTY TAX INCENTIVE ELIGIBILITY
APPLICATION OF WELCH BROS., INC. FOR 2115 GRAHAM, BARTLETT, ILLINOIS

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett is an lllinois municipal corporation of Cook,
DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois; and

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of Bartlett have received a
request from Welch Bros., Inc. (the “Owner/Applicant”), the owner in fee simple of the
property commonly known as 2115 Graham, Bartlett, lllinois (PIN: 06-30-300-004-0000
and 06-30-300-005-0000) (the “Subject Property”), for a Resolution stating that it supports
and consents to the Cook County Class 6b Sustainable Energy Relief ("SER”) Property
Tax Incentive Eligibility Application for the Subject Property; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is approximately 1,211,962 square feet (“S.F.”)
in size, and is improved with a 100,000 +/- S.F. industrial building where the
Owner/Applicant has engineered and manufactured concrete pipe and products for more
than ten (10) years; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is located in Cook County upon its western edge
along the border of Kane County; and

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of Bartlett have reviewed the
report of Elliott & Associates that includes evidence that the building on the Subject
Property is 25% vacant, and sets out the hardship and justification for the SER incentive
and why it is necessary for the Owner/Applicant to maintain operation at its current
location in Bartlett; and

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of Bartlett have independent
knowledge of the benefits that the continued viability of the user’'s business will bring to
the local economy, including employing over 25 +/- full time employees at its Bartlett
location, and the negative impacts on the community if the user were to cease operations
at that location and the building on the Subject Property became vacant;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE The corporate authorities of the Village of Bartlett hereby find
and determine that:

A. Special circumstances exist which makes the 6b Sustainable Energy Relief
(“SER”) property tax incentive necessary for the Owner/Applicant, Welch Bros.,



Inc., to continue operations at its current location in the Village of Bartlett in Cook
County, lllinois, and to maintain its staff at its facility on the Subject Property.

B. The Class 6b Sustainable Energy Relief property tax incentive is necessary for the
Owner/Applicant to continue operations at its current location in the Village of
Bartlett, Cook County, lllinois, and in order to maintain its staff at that location, and
that without such 6b designation under the SER program, the continued operation
by the Owner/Applicant would not be economically viable causing the Subject
Property to be in imminent risk of becoming 100% vacant and unused.

C. Special circumstances exist that makes the 6b SER property tax incentive
necessary for such continued operation. That one of the special circumstances
that the corporate authorities of the Village of Bartlett considered is the fact that
the Subject Property is adjacent to Kane County, where commercial/industrial real
estate taxes per square foot are nearly one-half of what they are in Cook County,
such that a like facility located in Kane County would pay roughly one-half of the
real estate taxes being charged on the Subject Property in Cook County.
Additionally, the large size of the industrial building on the Subject Property limits
the potential set of uses for the Subject Property and adds costs to operating the
facility on the Subject Property.

SECTION TWO: The President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett
hereby support and consent to the application for a Class 6b SER tax incentive application
of Welch Bros., Inc. for the Subject Property to be submitted to the Cook County

Assessor.

on utilized a sound system with a maximum output of about 110 decibel (dB) within the tent. However, while
the system has such capability, we will not be able to push out such dB levels as most of our content will be
live singing and lecture type programs. In fact, during the Morning rituals (5am to 8am) we project the
maximum output to be about 80 dB. While during the evening program (Spm to 8pm) we project the
maximum output to be about 100dB. While the prior-mentioned dB levels are within the tent, the outside of
the tent area the dB levels would be significantly reduced by the sound barriers we have planned. There are
three sound barriers which we are considering in an effort to reduce the dB levels outside of the tent:

-Sound Barrier 1: At the rear of the main tent (the north side) we will be installing a uniquely designed
acoustical partition wall which will be about 4’ deep and about 164’ long. This acoustical partition wall will
act at the primary sound-dampening mechanism and will significantly reduce the sound traveling outside of

the tent.

-Sound Barrier 2: While the 2020 tent is similar in size to tent we utilized in 2017 we are looking into
adding decorative sound curtains which will start from west side wall, reach the top, and drop down at the
east side wall. Please see the image on the Sound Reduction Plan for a visual. These curtains will help absorb
a measurable portion of the sound.

-Sound Barrier 3: Tent #2 is a 60'x400’x17’ tent which is situated between the main tent and our
neighbors to the west. One of the primary purposes of tent to act as a sound barrier to help reduce the sound
traveling west and north-west.

Overall, we strongly believe these three sound barriers will significantly reduce the sound levels for our
neighbors.

For the past 20 years, BAPS Swaminarayan Mandir in Bartlett has served as the spiritual home for countless
families in the greater Chicago area and welcomes thousands of visitors annually. The Mandir enjoys the civic
and philanthropic partnerships built and sustained across Chicago over many years, and remains committed
to deepening those relationships for generations to come.

ORDINANCE 2020 -

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 5 OF THE BARTLETT MUNICIPAL
CODE TO ADD NEW CHAPTER 11 THERETO ENTITLED “USE OF
TOBACCO PRODUCTS AND ALTERNATIVE NICOTINE PRODUCTS
PROHIBITED ON VILLAGE OWNED PARK PROPERTY”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett,
Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, in exercise of its home rule powers, as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Title 5 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, entitled “POLICE
REGULATIONS”, is hereby amended to add new Chapter 11 entitled “USE OF TOBACCO
PRODUCTS AND ALTERNATIVE NICOTINE PRODUCTS PROHIBITED ON VILLAGE
OWNED PARK PROPERTY” as follows:

For purposes of this chapter, the following words and phrases shall have the following
meanings ascribed to them:

ALTERNATIVE NICOTINE PRODUCT: A product or device not consisting of or
containing tobacco that provides for the ingestion into the body of nicotine, whether by
chewing, smoking, absorbing, dissolving, inhaling, snorting, sniffing or by any other
means. "Alternative nicotine product" does not include cigarettes as defined in Section 1
of the Cigarette Tax Act' and tobacco products as defined in Section 10-5 of the Tobacco
Products Act of 19952, tobacco product and electronic cigarette as defined in this section,
or any product approved by the United States Food and Drug Administration for sale as
a tobacco cessation product, as a tobacco dependence product, or for other medical
purposes, and is being marketed and sold solely for that approved purpose, any asthma
inhaler prescribed by a physician for that condition and is being marked and sold for that
approved purpose or any therapeutic product approved for use under the Compassionate
Use of Cannabis Pilot Program Act.3

ELECTRONIC CIGARETTE: Any device that employs a battery or other mechanism to
heat a solution or substance to produce a vapor or aerosol intended for inhalation; any
cartridge or container of a solution or substance intended to be used with or in the device
or to refill the device; or any solution or substance, whether or not it contains nicotine
intended for use in the device. The term "electronic cigarette" includes, but is not limited
to, any electronic nicotine delivery system, electronic cigar, electronic cigarillo, electronic
pipe, electronic hookah, vape pen, or similar products or devices, and any components
or parts that can be used to build the product or device. "Electronic cigarette" does not
include: cigarettes as defined in Section 1 of the Cigarette Tax Act* and tobacco products
as defined in Section 10-5 of the Tobacco Products Tax Act of 1995°; tobacco product
and alternative nicotine product as defined in this section; any product approved by the
United States Food and Drug Administration for sale as a tobacco cessation product, as
a tobacco dependence product, or for other medical purposes, and is being marketed and
sold solely for that approved purpose; any asthma inhaler prescribed by a physician for
that condition and is being marketed and sold solely for that approved purpose; or any
therapeutic product approved for use under the Compassionate Use of Medical Cannabis
Pilot Program Act.®

NICOTINE: Any form of the chemical nicotine, including any salt or complex, regardless
of whether the chemical is naturally or synthetically derived.

TOBACCO PRODUCT: Any product containing or made from tobacco that is intended for
human consumption, whether smoked, heated, chewed, absorbed, dissolved, inhaled,
snorted, sniffed, or ingested by any other means, including, but not limited to, cigarettes,
cigars, little cigars, chewing tobacco, pipe tobacco, snuff, snus, and any other smokeless
tobacco product which contains tobacco that is finely cut, ground, powdered, or leaf and
intended to be placed in the oral cavity. "Tobacco product” includes any component, part,
or accessory of a tobacco product, whether or not sold separately. "Tobacco product"
does not include: an electronic cigarette and alternative nicotine product as defined in this
section; or any product that has been approved by the United States Food and Drug
Administration for sale as a tobacco cessation product, as a tobacco dependence
product, or for other medical purposes, and is being marketed and sold solely for that

approved purpose.

VAPE OR VAPING: Using an electronic cigarette or alternative vapor transmission modality
to vape an alternative nicotine product.

CIGARETTES AND/OR ALTERNATIVE NICOTINE PRODUCTS ON
VILLAGE OWNED PARK PROPERTY

It shall be unlawful to smoke, vape or use any tobacco product, electronic cigarette, and
alternative nicotine product, or any of them, on any Village owned park property, regardless
of whether such smoking, vaping or use is occurring outdoors and not in an enclosed building
or public space on any such property

5-11-3: SIGNS:

The Village shall post conspicuous “no smoking or vaping” signs at the designated
entrance(s), and on or adjacent to the park name sign at each Village owned park property.
Such “no smoking or vaping” sign shall have a white field with the words “no smoking or
vaping” printed in red letters, four (4) inches in height, or shall have the international no
smoking symbol at least six (6) inches square in size and a symbol graphically indicating no
vaping.

5-11-4: EXEMPTIONS
The prohibition on smoking and vaping set forth in Section 5-11-2 shall not apply to:

A. Any other property owned, leased or used in whole or in part by the village and used
for road, street, highway, stormwater detention or retention, golf course, public works,
village hall, or other public purpose whether acquired by the Village by deed, lease,
dedication, easement, license or permit, other than the Village owned park property
specifically identified in Section 5-11-1 of this chapter under the definition “village
owned park property”.

B. All parks and forest preserves or unenclosed public lands owned by the Bartlett Park
District, the DuPage County Forest Preserve District, the Kane County Forest
Preserve District, or by the State of lllinois.

C. Notwithstanding the exemptions provided in subsections A and B of this section,

nothing contained herein shall exempt any building, or enclosed public place existing
or erected on any village owned park property, or property owned by any other public
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or private entity as defined in section 4-4-1 of this code, or from the applicable
regulations set forth in the Bartlett Smoke and Vape Free Ordinance codified in Title
4 of Chapter 4 of this code.

5-11-5: PENALTY

Any person violating any provision of this chapter shall be fined not less than fifty dollars
($50.00) nor more than seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00).

SECTION TWO: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this Ordinance are
to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this Ordinance shall be held invalid
by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION THREE: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior Ordinances and
Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly repealed only to the
extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION FOUR: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and
effect upon its passage and approval.
