April 21, 2020

1. CALL TO ORDER

President Wallace called the regular meeting of April 21, 2020 of the President and Board
of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett to order on the above date at 7:00 p.m. and is
broadcasting live via Zoom Meeting video conferencing in order to comply with the shelter
in place order issued by Governor JB Pritzker. (Village Hall closed due to the Village
President’s Declaration of Local Disaster and Public Health Emergency Order)

2. ROLL CALL

President Wallace stated that all items marked with an asterisk on the Agenda are
considered to be routine and will be enacted by one motion. He further stated that there
will be no separate discussion of these items unless a Board member so requests, in
which event, that item will be removed from the Consent Agenda and considered at the
appropriate point on the Agenda. He asked if there were any items a Board member
wished to remove from the Consent Agenda, or any items a Board member wished to
add to the Consent Agenda.

There were no additions or subtractions to the Consent Agenda.

President Wallace then recited each item that was on the Consent Agenda, including the
nature of the matters being considered and other information to inform the public of
matters being voted upon. He then stated that he would entertain a motion to approve
the Consent Agenda, and the items designated to be approved by consent therein.

Trustee Deyne moved to approve the Consent Agenda and that motion was seconded by
Trustee Carbonaro.

7. TREASURER’S REPORT

Finance Director Todd Dowden stated that this was the February 2020 Treasurer's
Report. He noted that the first page of the Treasurer's Report shows the cash balances
for each fund and that is what they will be watching over the next few months as revenues
are delayed. He stated that March/April cash flows should be normal, we should start to
see property taxes, sales tax and income tax be delayed starting with May. He then
presented the Municipal Sales Tax Report through December 2019, and stated that it
totaled $186,495 and was down $10,219 from the previous month last year but sales tax
did pick up the last two months ($20,000 each month was higher than prior year). Motor
Fuel Tax distribution through January 2020 totaled $128,180, of that $71,795 was the old
MFT tax compared to $89,000 last year. MFT taxes have already started dropping off
and they will continue to track those as we move forward.

8. PRESIDENT'S REPORT

President Wallace read a Proclamation for Building Safety month and proclaimed the
month of May 2020 as Building Safety Month in the Village of Bartlett.

9. QUESTION/ANSWER: PRESIDENT & TRUSTEES

Trustee Reinke asked how everyone was holding up.

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that they do check in with the employees
and she asked the department directors to make a special effort to talk to everyone on

their staff and see how they are doing. More than just a checkup on the work they are
doing but how their families are doing and how they are dealing with the different
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schedules. She comes to work and she feels like a lighthouse keeper, since she does
not see everyone because they are all in their own individual spaces. They do connect
via phone and email in checking in with each other. Staff has been pushing out different
articles and resources available from various organizations including the employee
assistance program. She felt that there was a great sense of purpose here and the feeling
that our work is important to the community which is a motivating factor and keeps our
spirits higher than they would normally be.

Trustee Deyne asked about the accident at Western and Morse yesterday and stated that
there was a big backup on West Bartlett Road.

Police Chief Patrick Ulrich stated that there was a vehicle westbound on Morse that didn't
see the stop sign and crashed into a vehicle traveling on Oak. It was a rollover crash and
he didn’t think anyone was injured.

10. TOWN HALL

George LeBron, 506 Tamarack Drive

Mr. LeBron stated that he was a 40 year resident. He stated that he has sent various
emails to the board and he resides in the Timberline subdivision off of Naperville Road
between Bartlett and Lake Street, with insane traffic patterns. This is basically due to
construction in the community over the last several years (Brewster Creek industrial park,
Munger Road commercial building). He would like the village attorney to get involved
with the county because he has been working with the Village of Bartlett for the last two
years. He thanked the people that have had recent interaction regarding a stoplight,
which the village told the county that they would share half of the cost. It is a safety
hazard and people are scared coming out of his subdivision onto Naperville Road. Their
homes shake and trucks with heavy loads continuously go by. He stated that other
planning on Route 59 and West Bartlett will yield more traffic down Naperville Road.

Trustee Hopkins thanked staff for working with the county and Mr. LeBron. He understood
that things were kind of slow moving right now but he thought that if the village attorney
gets involved, they may get some traction. It is a county road which makes it extremely
difficult for the village to enforce or adjust speed limits.

Mr. LeBron stated that this was poor planning from previous Village Boards. Now
Naperville Road is being used to go from Lake Street to Stearns Road.

Ms. Schumacher stated that this is an issue that they are absolutely committed to continue
working on. They are a little bit hamstrung since it is not our road. They have to compel
the county to take action on some of the things they have pointed out to them such as the
signal on Spalding Road. Itis close to meeting those warrants but is not there yet. They
certainly are committed to continue monitoring. They looked at a traffic analysis that was
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done for the business park and it projected out to 2020. A number of the
recommendations for road improvements in that area have been made but Naperville
Road was not addressed. If the board would be interested, they could certainly approach
Elmhurst Chicago Stone and ask them to do another traffic analysis projecting out to the
end of the buildout of the park and focus on a directional analysis on where the traffic is
distributing from the business park.

Trustees Reinke and Hopkins thought that was a good suggestion.

President Wallace stated that he appreciated Mr.LeBron’s feedback and stated that it
looks like they now have a little different angle to look at this situation.

Mr. LeBron thanked Paula and felt that she was very helpful with the meeting they had
with the county. He believed that the traffic study did warrant a stoplight. He knew that
they still had TIF funds available from Brewster Creek with all the additional things going
on in there. He suggested a sound barrier wall that could be put up and down in his area.

President Wallace stated that he knew this has been a long road and he appreciated him
being vigilant about representing the residents there.

Ms. Schumacher stated that they have had support from the County Commissioner on
this as well.

11.STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. BUILDING & ZONING COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN HOPKINS

Trustee Hopkins stated that there was no report.

B. COMMUNITY & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN GABRENYA

Trustee Gabrenya presented Resolution 2020-35-R, a Resolution Approving of the
Bartlett Small Business Economic Relief Program. She stated that the village has worked
with President Wallace on this program.

Ms. Schumacher stated that the Village Board at their meeting two weeks ago, asked
staff to develop a local business relief program. They looked at what other towns were
doing such as delaying business license fees, liquor license fees, extending those
deadlines, not charging late fees for water bills, assisting with marketing and social media,
relaxing sign requirements, providing information and answering questions about how to
implement the new state guidelines and access to the federal assistance program. They
look to find relief programs but also worked with a real sense of urgency and presented
an outline to the Economic Development Commission (EDC) at their meeting last
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Monday. The program is targeted toward mid-tier businesses, these are the sales tax
producing businesses with revenues between $50,000 and $2 million in taxable sales
from last year. The businesses must show a verifiable loss as a result of the pandemic
stay-at-home order. They cannot be part of a franchise or home occupation or a business
that has four or more locations. The grant relief program is calculated upon the
businesses lost sales revenue in comparison to March 17, 2019 to the date that they
apply. It provides for the return of up to 25% of the prior year's sales tax payment (village
portion only) to a maximum of $10,000. The maximum exposure to the village for this
program is $221,000 and they have identified the funding source to come from the
remaining BEDA program funds and sales tax. It would not be correct to say that
programs like this do not come with risk. They have tried to mitigate those risks by placing
further requirements on how the funds must be spent and what operational expenses it
can be spent on. There is also a requirement that they remain open for at least 30 days.

President Wallace stated that he realizes that the time constraints for both the
conceptualization of this program and the board’s review is unusual. He wanted to give
as much time as possible for discussion at this meeting and fully vetting of the program
that is outlined.

Trustee Gabrenya applauded the mayor and the staff working as quickly as they could to
try to put this in place. She was glad that they were cognizant of the size of the small
businesses and how to actually get cash in-hand.

President Wallace stated that he takes the blame for the rushed venue and asked if there
is a trustee that is not comfortable with rushing this through. He stated that funds ran out
for the small business program offered by the government. This obviously drains funds
from the BEDA program, but he thinks “survival” trumps the BEDA improvement program.
He stated that they could certainly push this out to a future agenda in May if anyone does
not feel comfortable. They have spoken to each qualifying business in town and there is
not a whole lot of confidence in how quickly they can get funds needed to keep their doors
open. He welcomed any feedback or improvements to the presented document.

Trustee Carbonaro stated that they would be remiss if they did not let the people who are
applying for this, be known that through the payment protection plan, the application
asked if they had applied for any other loans or grants, would dismiss them from the
federal payment protection plan which was passed today with another $265 million dollars
available. He suggested that they get their applications into their bank and if they don't
qualify, this would be an excellent lifesaver on behalf of the village and a great opportunity
if they don’t qualify for the federal plan. He thought it was a great idea.

President Wallace stated that the amount was adjusted to what they thought was
appropriate.
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Trustee Reinke stated he struggled with this as far as what the federal government is
doing and what is the role of the local government in all of this. He is generally not a big
fan of bailouts but is forced to consider making provisions for the community when this is
all over with. We need to save as many businesses as we can because when this is over,
we will need to get a burger or ice cream and we must save it or do what we can. He will
vote in favor, even though he doesn't like programs like this that pick one business over
another. He realizes that there is only so much we can do.

Trustee Deyne concurred with the statements made. He stated that he also has a small
business and they applied for PPE and nothing has happened. He stated that it is a
struggle right now. He has always been a proponent of trying to do whatever he can to
supplement the businesses in our village and support those businesses. He would have
a very difficult time, emotionally, knowing that we had the opportunity to help these
businesses, then turn our backs on them and have them fail. We have no idea how long
this is going to go on. During these unprecedented times, he believes it is their
responsibility to do what they can to help the businesses.

Trustee Reinke hoped that they also look for ways to bail out the residents as we move
forward. They have done a lot of those things already like not shutting off water, but just
be as giving as we can while at the same time fulfilling responsibilities of a government
entity.

President Wallace stated that he totally agrees with that and he is also not in favor of
bailouts. This situation is no ones fault. Certain businesses have come to him requesting
help from the BEDA program that opened prior to the program’s existence. They would
have more capital to get through this hard time if the program existed prior.

Trustee Hopkins asked how many businesses in the community could apply for this
program.

Economic Development Coordinator Tony Fradin stated that after implementing some of
the provisions like removing the home-based and franchise businesses, it's down to about
75 businesses.

Assistant Village Administrator Scott Skrycki stated that the information that Tony gave
them is accurate but keep in mind, that's the maximum exposure if everyone fills out the
application and fits the parameters.

Trustee Gabrenya stated that it should be clear that it is up to $10,000.

Trustee Hopkins asked which businesses in town would qualify for $10,000.
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Mr. Fradin stated that there were only three businesses in the $9,000 range. One of them
was a company that does electrical work in the business park and the other is TL’s
restaurant. It drops off fairly quickly to the $7,000 range. They worked very closely with
Todd Dowden the finance director on this and determined that the average amount would
be somewhere around $2,600. He stated that only two businesses would qualify for the
full $10,000.

Trustee Hopkins stated that this program will not save a business because $2,600 will not
be life or death - just a little bit of a lifeline to help them through this month and a half.

President Wallace stated that for certain businesses, this is a small lifeline but might mean
keeping someone employed for a month as a critical person answering the phones versus
unemployment. Another way to look at this is that it gives the restaurant the ability to
maintain a certain amount of staff now and maybe they can launch a little inventory.

Trustee Camerer stated that if the business wanted to get the Paycheck Protection
Program, our grant would be on top of that.

President Wallace stated that this is not really an application. If the business paid a
certain amount of sales tax last year, we rebate a certain amount of that back to them.

Trustee Hopkins asked if these applications could be attainable under the Freedom of
Information Act.

Village Attorney stated “yes” because they are getting public funds.
Trustee Hopkins asked if they were going to be transparent with these funds.
Mr. Skrycki stated that it would be on the Bills List.

President Wallace suggested that if any trustee has thoughts, we can tweak this on the
fly. He just wanted to get this to a point where we could pass something.

Trustee Gabrenya asked how this would be advertised.

Mr. Fradin stated that they are maintaining very close communications with all the
businesses and they would be directly contacting each business within the next couple of
days that would be eligible for this if it does pass.

Mr. Skrycki stated that they looked at their database and began extracting e-mails from
every single eligible business so they have everything queued up and ready to go.
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Mr. Mraz stated that they would have to pick an application due date, but more
importantly, in the administrative rules, there is a provision that says that the money
cannot be used for capital improvements or rent. He frankly thought that it would be
helpful if they could use it to pay rent.

Trustee Carbonaro stated that the PPP is for payroll and the company portion of the
medical expense. It can’t be used for rent or utilities. He did not think they should put a
restriction on our grant program.

Trustee Deyne agreed.

President Wallace agreed with the capital improvements but thought that the rent should
be striked.

Trustee Gabrenya asked for the definition of capital improvements. There are some
things in her office that she needs to add in order to bring her staff in, such as plexiglass,
etc.

President Wallace stated that he didn’t think that would fall under capital improvements
since you are not depreciating it.

Ms. Schumacher stated that one of the things they are thinking about at village hall is how
to make the residents feel comfortable coming here. Any of those precautions for safety
and health will be very important going forward.

President Wallace stated that he thinks they should be eligible to use it for rent but not
capital improvements.

All trustees agreed.

Discussions ensued regarding having a 30, 60 and 90 day notice.

Trustee Reinke suggested a due date 90 days from and after approval of the program.
Trustee Gabrenya moved to approve Resolution 2020-35-R, a Resolution Approving of

the Bartlett Small Business Economic Relief Program and that motion was seconded by
Trustee Deyne.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Mayor Wallace asked that the Village Board consider a resolution to be sent to our state legislators and Governor
expressing Bartlett’s position that state action is needed now, to allow municipalities to address the issues
facing their constituents. To facilitate the discussion at the Committee of the Whole some possible areas to
address are outlined in the attached memo.

The proposed resolution seeks the immediate ability for municipalities to craft a transition plan leading to the reopening of
businesses in their communities. In the near term, the plan will balance sound public health practices with the need to resume
strong, but safe levels of business activity.

The resolution would also urge further actions by the state which include restoring LGDF levels, expediting
payments to municipalities and small businesses, and delaying loan payments due to state agencies.

SUBJECT: Resolution Discussion

Mayor Wallace asked that the Village Board consider a resolution to be sent to our state
legislators and Governor expressing Bartlett’s position that state action is needed now, in
order to allow municipalities to address the issues facing their constituents. To facilitate
the discussion at the Committee of the Whole, some possible areas to address are
outlined below.

One part of the proposed resolution would ask the state to work with the municipalities to
craft a transition plan leading to the reopening of businesses in lllinois. In the near term,
the plan will balance sound public health practices with the need to resume strong, but
safe levels of business activity.

Some examples include:

Allow business, previously listed as non-essential (retail and professional services)
to reopen utilizing the same social distancing procedures enacted for previously
listed essential businesses. Employees and customers will be required to wear
masks and businesses will have the flexibility to determine the limit of customers
allowed in the store/business at one time.

Allow restaurants to open for full on-site service with certain guidelines such as
reservation only, limited seating for social distancing, continuation use of masks
and gloves for employees, allow the flexibility to determine limits/restrictions for
their location that provides for the safety of their employees and customers.
Allow religious institutions and churches the flexibility to offer services provided
members can follow social distancing regulations and limited attendance.

Allow local park districts the flexibility to provide recreational programs and
services that follow social distancing and sanitization of equipment or require the
use of personal equipment only.

Allow barbershops, hairdressers, and other personal services with certain
guidelines such as services by appointment only; staff must wear masks during
the duration of their service to the customer, service businesses must sanitize and
change linens, gowns, etc., between each customer appointment.



A second part would recommend further actions by the State such as:

Restoring the Municipal Share of LGDF Revenues

Return of the local government share of total income tax collections to 10%. Prior to
January 2011, 10% of total income tax collections were dedicated to local governments
as Local Government Distributive Fund (LGDF) revenues. That percentage has since
decreased to as low as 5.45% of individual income tax collections and 6.16% of corporate
income tax collections. These revenues are critical for municipal services and the
continued reductions will only exacerbate the financial problems many municipalities will
face as a result of this crisis.

Delaying loan payments due to state agencies

Urge that Governor J.B. Pritzker issue an order providing for a six-month delay in loan
payments due from municipalities to state agencies, such as the lllinois Environmental
Protection Agency and the Office of the State Fire Marshal. Additionally, IML requests
that revolving loan funds from the lllinois Department of Commerce & Economic
Opportunity (DCEQO) be made more accessible to local governments so they can provide
loans to small businesses in their communities.

Ask that any federal aid received by the state designated for municipal governments be
dispersed by the Governor’s Office to all 1,298 cities, villages and towns on a per capita
basis so that every community receives the financial help they need to weather the
crisis. The Coronavirus Aid Relief and Economic Security (CARES) Act is designed to
provide more than $2 trillion in aid in response to the pandemic. While the plan, under
Title VI, Section 601, provides $150 billion to state and local governments to address
spending shortages related to the pandemic, the legislation specifically includes in its
definition of “unit of local government” a municipality or county with a population that
exceeds 500,000. Left unaddressed are all other units of local government.

Expediting payments to municipalities and businesses

Direct State Comptroller Susana Mendoza that payments to municipalities pending in the
Comptroller's Office be prioritized and expedited. Additionally, direct payments to small
businesses and critical service providers will be expedited as well.



RESOLUTION 2020-__-R

A RESOLUTION SEEKING IMMEDIATE AUTHORITY TO ESTABLISH
A COMMUNITY SPECIFIC TRANSITION PLAN TO REOPEN
BUSINESSES AND RESUME CIVIC ACTIVITY

WHEREAS, COVID-19 is a novel severe acute respiratory illness that can spread
among people through respiratory transmissions and present with symptoms similar to
those of influenza; and certain populations are at higher risk of experiencing more severe
illness as a result of COVID-19, including older adults and people who have serious
chronic medical conditions; and

WHEREAS, state of lllinois Governor JP Pritzker issued a disaster proclamation on
March 9, 2020, declaring all counties in the State of lllinois a disaster area under the lllinois
Emergency Management Agency Act, 20 ILCS 3305/7; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett and its officials and residents recognize that the
lllinois Emergency Management Act, 2 ILCS 3305/1, et seq. (the “Act”) authorizes the
Governor of the State of lllinois to issue emergency disaster proclamations and confers
upon the Governor certain enumerated emergency powers after a disaster has been
proclaimed, that he or she may exercise for a period of not to exceed 30 days (20 ILCS
3305/7); '

WHEREAS, on April 1, 2020 Governor J.B. Pritzker issued Executive Order No. 8
which inter alia ordered: (1) residents to stay at home or place of residence; (2) “non-
essential” businesses and operations must “cease”; (3) certain activity is “prohibited” in any
form, except for “essential activities” which include, among other things (a) “outdoor
activity” so long as “social distancing” is adhered to; (b) essential travel, as well as (c) food,
medical, day care and professional services; and (5) citizens must engage in “social
distancing” which specifically requires citizens to maintain a six (6) foot social distance from
others; (b) citizens must wash hands with soap “for at least twenty seconds” as frequently
as possible, (c) must cover coughs or sneezes, and may not shake hands (the “Stay at
Home Order”); and

WHEREAS, the Governor issued a second Proclamation continuing the same
COVID-19 disaster and issued an Executive Order extending the Stay at Home Order until
April 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS, on April 30, 2020, the Governor issued Executive Order No. 30 easing
certain restrictions in the Stay at Home Order relating to such as golf, but increasing and
adding certain restrictions such as mandating the use of masks or face coverings and
extended the Stay at Home Order until May 30, 2020 (the “Amended Stay at Home
Order”); and



WHEREAS, while it is undeniable that the Stay at Home Order has had a positive
effect on reducing the number of cases of individuals contracting COVID-19 and deaths in
llinois, it is equally undeniable that the Stay at Home Order has had a devastating financial
impact on the businesses and residents in the State of lllinois and of the Village of Bartlett,
and the extension of the Stay at Home Order through May 30, 2020 with the revisions set
forth in the Amended Stay at Home order will cause further economic destruction and
unlawful violations of residents’ Constitutional rights; and

WHEREAS, the Village is continuing its efforts to prepare for any eventuality given
that this is a novel illness and given the known health risks it poses for the elderly and
those with serious chronic medical conditions;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the President and Board of Trustees of
the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: The Village of Bartlett urges the Governor to immediately allow
municipalities to address the needs of their residents and businesses directly and craft a
community specific transition plan to reopen businesses and parts of civic life. Given that
such a plan will balance sound public health practices with the need to resume strong, but
safe levels of business and civic activity.

SECTION TWO: The Village of Bartlett urges the Governor to work with the
Legislature and lllinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity to develop
workable precautions, operational restrictions and reasonable guidelines and controls for
the opening of restaurants, bars and businesses.

SECTION THREE: The Village of Bartlett urges the Governor to procure proper
authority from the legislature to extend the duration of a declared emergency, and the
Governor's emergency powers under the Act; or otherwise to cease and desist from
abusing his power by exceeding his authority by exercising emergency powers that no
longer exist.

SECTION FOUR: The Village of Bartlett also urges the Governor to take further
actions which include restoring LGDF levels, expediting payments to municipalities and
small businesses, and delaying loan payments due to state agencies.

SECTION FIVE: In the event the Governor continues to exceed his authority and
fails to lift or ease the restrictions in the Amended Stay at Home Order as urged in this
Resolution, the Village Attorney is authorized to file suit for declaratory judgment and
injunctive relief on behalf of the Village, and one or more residents of the Village in his or
her individual capacity, and one or more Bartlett businesses.

SECTION SIX: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this Resolution are
to be considered as severable, and of any part or portion of this Resolution shall be held
invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of
the remaining provisions of this Resolution.



SECTION SEVEN: REPEAL OF PRIOR RESOLUTIONS. All prior Ordinances and
Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly repealed only to the
extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION EIGHT: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall be in full force and
effect upon passage and approval.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In the Village Board’s continuing efforts to implement the Downtown TOD Plan and sell Village-owned property known as
Site E, a 1.87-acre parcel at the southwest corner of Railroad Avenue and Berteau, it has provided direction to staff in its
ongoing negotiations with developer Manny Rafidia. His intention is to build a five-story modern high-end apartment
building with one hundred and four (104) units.

Before the Board for consideration is a sale agreement. As noted in the previous discussions with the Village Board, a higher
standard, beyond a simple majority is needed to approve this sales agreement.

The Real Estate Sale and Purchase Agreement includes a sale price of $400,000, less a credit toward the Buyer’s cost to remove
excess soils from the site and to remove and relocate certain underground utilities on the property resulting in a net purchase
price/sale price of $350,000. The sale is contingent upon the approval of the Development Agreement attached to the contract
(Exhibit 2) that includes post-closing incentives and development restrictions on both parties.

As the site is within the Village of Bartlett Downtown Overlay Zoning District, it is subject to the Building Facade Design
requirements, building material restrictions and prohibited building fagade material and quality provisions.

Timing of this project was also a concern raised by the Village Board. The contract grants the Village a right of first refusal
to purchase the property back from the developer for $350,000 in the event the construction of the project has not commenced
within one year from the date of closing, or if commenced is not being diligently pursued.

Prevailing Wages are not legally required for this Project, but because of the Village’s concessions on donations and Village
fees, can be negotiated at least in part. On this issue Rafidia has met the Village part way, and the other contract terms like
mandating greater involvement by experienced apartment developer Pontarelli American Construction Enterprises, Chtd. is
designed to ensure a high-quality apartment project.

The impact of a new 104-unit apartment building along Railroad Avenue would be significant from an economic standpoint.
The selling price of $300,000 and fees of approximately $676,000 would total $976,000 and would be the starting point of a
project that should boost the downtown business district for years to come.

Between the property taxes paid and the anticipated increase in sales generated by the new residents, the Village could expect
to gain $70,000 to $80,000 in additional revenues on an annual basis once the building is at full capacity.

As an incentive to the developer, the Village will agree to waive $145,302.48 in general municipal donations and waive $28,800
in police donations. Under this incentive, the developer will pay the balance of donations due the Village for police in the
amount of $38,888.54, plus full donations for all other taxing districts in the amount of $476,906.72, for Total Net Donations
to be paid in the amount of $515,315.32.

The municipal fees for the apartment development would be capped at $164,234.00. This amounts to a reduction in permit
and sprinkler alarm fees of $33,345.00. Fees for water, sewer and erosion control are to be paid in full.

BACKGROUND:

In the Village Board's continuing efforts to implement the Downtown TOD Plan and sell
Village-owned property known as Site E, a 1.87-acre parcel at the southwest corner of
Railroad Avenue and Berteau, it has provided direction to staff in its ongoing
negotiations with developer Manny Rafidia who recently acquired and improved the
former Bartlett Plaza shopping center to Streets of Bartlett.

His intention is to build a five-story modern high-end apartment building with one
hundred and four (104) units. '

His consultant for the project is Michael Pontarelli of Palatine-based Pontarelli
Construction, one of the largest developers and builders of apartment and condominium
buildings in the Chicago metropolitan area.

PREVIOUS NEGOTIATIONS:

Staff presented Mr. Rafidia’s initial offer for Site E this past November, at which time the
Village Board rejected the offer as too low.

Following those communications, the Village Board instructed staff to counter-offer with
a selling price of $400,000, which Mr. Rafidia verbally agreed to provided that the
Village's development-related fees remain the same for a five-story 104-unit building as
they would be for a four-story 80-unit building.

Following Mr. Rafidia’s acceptance of the offer, he began hiring experts to perform due
diligence of the site including analyzing the soil and location of utilities. It was
determined that there would have to be a significant amount of soil removed from the
site as well as vacation and/or relocation of utilities to service the proposed building.



MARCH 2020 UPDATE:

Upon the Village obtaining and providing an ALTA survey for Mr. Rafidia’s consultant as
well as further analysis of the soils present on the site, Mr. Rafidia asked the Village to
incur some or all of the expenses related to bringing the site to shovel-ready condition.

Following several meetings with staff, Village Attorney Mraz, Mr. Rafidia and his
attorney, Jay Goldberg, we presented Mr. Rafidia with an offer of a credit in the amount
of $50,000 to help offset the additional costs of removing excess soil from the property
and to remove and relocate any existing underground utilities that lay under the property
in blanket utility easements recorded against the property and to reserve, relocate
and/or grant certain utility easements at no further cost to the Village.

ACTION FOR CONSIDERATION:

Before the Board for consideration is a sale agreement. As noted in the previous
discussions with the Village Board, a higher standard, beyond a simple majority is
needed to approve this sales agreement.

The Real Estate Sale and Purchase Agreement includes a sale price of $400,000, less
a credit toward the Buyer's cost to remove excess soils from the site and to remove and
relocate certain underground utilities on the property resulting in a net purchase
price/sale price of $350,000.

The sale is contingent upon the approval of the Development Agreement attached to
the contract (Exhibit 2) that includes post-closing incentives and development
restrictions on both parties.

Based on the proposed breakdown of studio, 1BR and 2BR apartments, would generate
$689,417.80 in municipal donations under the current Bartlett Donation Ordinance,
which includes $147,302 in general donations due the Village and $67,688.54 in police
donations.

As an incentive to the developer, the Village will agree to waive $145, 302.48 in general
municipal donations and waive $28,800 in police donations. Under this incentive, the
developer will pay the balance of donations due the Village for police in the amount of
$38,888.54, plus full donations for all other taxing districts in the amount of
$476,906.72, for Total Net Donations to be paid in the amount of $515,315.32.

The municipal fees for the apartment development would be capped at $164,234.00.
This amounts to a reduction in permit and sprinkler alarm fees of $33,345.00. Fees for
water, sewer and erosion control are to be paid in full.



The developer’s consultant for the project is Michael Pontarelli of Palatine-based
Pontarelli Construction, one of the largest developers and builders of apartment and
condominium buildings in the Chicago metropolitan area. The Village Board raised
concerns about the formality of the consulting arrangement and the developer has
complied by including the construction management services agreement as an
attachment within our development agreement.

Trustee Hopkins stated that he would like to see the developer pay Prevailing Wages on
this Project. Prevailing Wages are generally set by the State and are at comparable
union wages for the various trades. By law public construction contracts cannot
mandate that only union contractors be used on a public project, but when Prevailing
Wages are mandated, it is often tantamount to the same thing and you end up with
union contractors and union wages paid to employees and subcontractors. Manny
Rafidia advised that he could not agree to pay Prevailing Wages or enter union
contracts for all trade work, but his attorney listed a number of trades on a preliminary
list of subcontractors attached to the Development Agreement as Exhibit C that will be
“union shops”, and others that will not be union, as he advised the Project would no
longer be economically feasible to hire all union trade contractors and subcontractors,
or pay them all Prevailing Wages equivalent to union wages. Prevailing Wages are not
legally required for this Project, but because of the Village's concessions on donations
and Village fees, can be negotiated at least in part. The argument for Prevailing
Wages, thereby mandating union trades and subcontractors indirectly, is that union
contractors are often better trained, and you end up with better overall quality of
construction, although not everyone would agree with that, or that it applies to all
trades. On this issue Rafidia has met the Village part way, and the other contract terms
like mandating greater involvement by experienced apartment developer Pontarelli
American Construction Enterprises, Chtd. is designed to ensure a high quality
apartment project

As the site is within the Village of Bartlett Downtown Overlay Zoning District, it is subject
to the Building Facade Design requirements, building material restrictions and
prohibited building fagade material and quality provisions.

Timing of this project was also a concern raised by the Village Board. The contract
grants the Village a right of first refusal to purchase the property back from the
developer for $350,000 in the event the construction of the project has not commenced
within one year from the date of closing, or if commenced is not being diligently
pursued.



ECONOMIC IMPACT ANALYSIS:

The Residences at Bartlett Station would be the first apartment community to be
constructed in Bartlett in over forty years. The Village's downtown area has not had any
residential development since Bartlett Town Center was built in the early 2000's.

The impact of a new 104-unit apartment building along Railroad Avenue would be
significant from an economic standpoint. The selling price of $300,000 and fees of
approximately $676,000 would total $976,000 and would be the starting point of a
project that should boost the downtown business district for years to come.

As now proposed, the Residences at Bartlett Station will consist of 104 new
construction apartments configured within a five-story building including approximately
50 underground parking spaces. Within the building, nine different floor plan designs
are currently contemplated extending in size from fourteen (14) efficiency units in the
515 to 600 SF range to forty-two (42) two-bedroom units ranging in size from 1,155 to
1,220 SF. The forty-eight (48) one-bedroom units would be 740 SF.

Construction Cost

The initial investment by Mr. Rafidia would be at least $12 million and would require
months of construction. This is an easily measured metric and the impact would be a
one-time boost in terms of dollars and construction jobs. The financial contribution of
ongoing operations and resident spending would prove more meaningful on a long-term
basis and round out the contributors of revenue and jobs for the Village's economy.

Property Taxes

Similarly-sized apartment buildings within Cook County typically pay $3,000 and up per
apartment unit, sometimes considerably more for newer buildings or depending on the
finishes for the units. From our discussions with Mr. Rafidia, this would be a building
with brick and stone as materials, architectural features along the roof line, and some
units would have both balconies and underground parking.

Staff is estimating the property taxes to be approximately $4,000 per unit, or $416,000
for the entire building once fully assessed. The property tax bill would fluctuate over the
years, generally rising upon the triennial Cook County reassessment cycle.

The Village’s portion of a property tax bill is around 10%, thus the Village would collect
approximately $42,000 per year in property tax revenues, with the remaining $374,000
distributed among the other local taxing districts.



Number of Residents

Per Associated Municipal Consultants, the estimate for number of residents is 1.294 for

efficiency units, 1.758 for one-bedroom units and 1.914 for two-bedroom units.

By this measure, a 100-unit building broken down as proposed would result in the

following occupancy:

Local Spending

After the initial financial boost of property purchase price and fees and the ongoing
collection of property tax payments, the most significant financial consideration is the
ongoing local spending and economic activity generated by the 150 to 200 tenants who
will reside in this building.

Because the developer's pro-forma skews toward the highest range of rent in the
Village, the household income of the tenants will likely reflect that. Apartment feasibility
studies conducted for other similar projects in nearby communities with rents ranging
from $900 for the smallest studio unit to $2,100 monthly for the larger two-bedroom
units, that the prime renter age group of 25 to 34 years of age would have a median
income in the $64,000 range, the 35 to 44 age group at $82,800 and the 45 to 54 age
group of $93,000*.

While the Village has a variety of stores, service providers and shopping opportunities
for residents, not all purchases can be expected to be local. Shoppers will typically
purchase products close to where they work, on the way home, or may prefer to
frequent certain specialty stores or brand name stores. Many will purchase items on
Amazon and other ecommerce sites; however, we anticipate the residents to generate
new sales tax revenues in the $30,000 to $40,000 range once the building attains full
occupancy.

With approximately $8 million in combined household income, twenty percent of local
spending amounts to an additional $1.6 million, which would result in an extra $32,000
in annual revenues to the Village now that there is a Home Rule sales tax. This does
not consider inflation or increases in resident household incomes.



Since the largest sales tax generating category in the Cook County portion of the Village
is Drinking and Eating places at around one-third, and the Cook County portion of the
Village as a whole generates roughly one-third of the total sales taxes in the Village (per
the lllinois Department of Revenue), the additional 150 to 200 residents could provide a
boost to those businesses in particular which would, in turn, improve business retention
in the downtown area.

Between the property taxes paid and the anticipated increase in sales generated by the
new residents, the Village could expect to gain $70,000 to $80,000 in additional
revenues on an annual basis once the building is at full capacity.

ORDINANCE 2020 -

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL ESTATE OWNED
BY THE VILLAGE OF BARTLETT WHICH IS NO LONGER NECESSARY,
APPROPRIATE, REQUIRED FOR THE USE OF, PROFITABLE TO THE VILLAGE,
OR FOR THE BEST INTEREST OF THE VILLAGE, AND APPROVING A
REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
VILLAGE OF BARTLETT AND MMAJ, LLC, AND A DEVELOPMENT
AGREEMENT FOR THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER
OF E. RAILROAD AVE. & S. BERTEAU AVE., BARTLETT, ILLINOIS

WHEREAS, Section 11-76-1 of the lllinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/11-76-1)
grants villages the authority to convey real estate which it owns when in the opinion of the
corporate authorities the real estate is no longer necessary, appropriate, required for the
use of, profitable to, or for the best interest of the village, and when an ordinance granting
such power of sale is passed by three-fourths (3/4) of the corporate authorities of the
village then holding office at a regular meeting; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett, an lllinois home rule municipal corporation of
Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, is the owner in fee simple of the 1.872 +/- acre
of vacant property located at the Southwest corner of E. Railroad Avenue and Berteau
Avenue, Bartlett, lllinois, legally described as follows:

(hereinafter referred to as the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, the Village desires to incentivize development of the Property for a
use that will attract people to the Village’s downtown area and benefit other Bartlett
businesses; and

WHEREAS, MMAJ, LLC (the “Developer”) desires to develop and build 104
residential apartments on the Property in a new 5 story apartment building with
underground and outdoor parking to be developed and built upon the Property (“Buyer’s
Intended Use of the Property”) pursuant to the terms of the Real Estate Sale and
Purchase Agreement (the “Contract”) which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
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WHEREAS, the Real Estate Sale and Purchase Agreement includes a sale price
of $400,000, less a credit toward the Buyer's cost to remove excess soils from the
Property and to remove and relocate certain underground utilities on the Property that will
underly the proposed improvements to the Property for a net purchase price/sale price of
$350,000, and is contingent upon, among other things, zoning approval and other
approvals from the Village and other governmental approvals for Buyer's Intended Use
of the Property, and is subject to the approval of the Development Agreement attached
to the Contract and attached hereto as Exhibit 2 that includes post-closing incentives and
development restrictions on both parties that induced the parties to enter and approve of
the Contract;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: The Vilage President and the Bartlett Board of
Trustees (the “Corporate Authorities”) hereby find and determine that the Property is no
longer necessary, appropriate, required for the use of, profitable to, or for the best interest
of the Village of Bartlett.

SECTION TWO: The Real Estate Sale and Purchase Agreement
between the Village of Bartlett (“Seller”) and MMAJ, LLC (the “Buyer”), and Manny Rafidia
individually as a limited guarantor, dated as of March 17, 2020 (the “Contract”) which is
attached hereto as Exhibit A, and is expressly incorporated herein, and the Development
Agreement expressly made a part of the Contract and attached thereto as Exhibit 1, and
is attached hereto as Exhibit B, are hereby approved, and upon passage and approval of
this Ordinance by three-fourths (3/4) of the Corporate Authorities of the Village, the Village
of Bartlett shall have the power and authority to sell and convey the Property to the Buyer
(or the New Ownership LLC as defined in the Contract) upon the terms set forth in the
Contract and the Development Agreement. Notwithstanding the approval of the Contract
and the Development Agreement however, nothing contained herein shall be construed
in any manner as granting any form of express or tacit zoning or other Village approvals,
as the Contract is and remains contingent upon such Zoning Approvals, Other
Governmental Approvals, and Other Village Approvals, or the waiver thereof, as provided
in the Contract.

SECTION THREE: Upon satisfaction of (1) zoning for the Buyer’s Intended
Use of the Property as evidenced by a duly adopted zoning relief ordinance(s) of the
Village granting zoning approval and approving of the Buyer's proposed final site plan
and the granting of such special use(s), variation(s), rezoning, subdivision or lot
consolidation, platting or re-platting of the Property, approval of the Buyer's final
development site plans, including amendment of the Bartlett Town Center Planned Unit
Development and/or PUD plans applicable to the Property and previously approved by
Bartlett Ordinance 2003-13 and/or Bartlett Ordinance 2005-124, and a variation from the
four story height limit in the Downtown Overlay District (collectively, the “Zoning
Approvals”) as may be petitioned for by the Buyer; and (2) the grant, issuance, satisfaction
or waiver by the Buyer of all Other Governmental Approvals (as defined in the Contract);
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(3) the grant, issuance, satisfaction or waiver by the Buyer of the Other Village Approvals
(as defined in the Contract); and (4) the satisfaction or waiver of all other terms and
conditions of the Contract as determined by the Village Attorney; the Village President
and the Village Clerk are hereby and then authorized and directed, without further action
of the Corporate Authorities, to execute a warranty deed to convey the Property to the
said Buyer thereof or the New Ownership LLC as provided in the Contract; and the Village
Attorney is hereby and then authorized to execute on behalf of the Village such affidavits
of title, ALTA statements, declarations of value, HUD-1 settlement statements, closing
statements, escrow instructions and other customary documents necessary to
consummate the sale of the Property.

SECTION FOUR: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this
Ordinance are to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this Ordinance
shall be held invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect
the validity of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION FIVE: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior
Ordinances and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly
repealed only to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION SIX: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full
force and effect upon passage and approval.

FOR THE 1.872+/- ACRE VACANT PARCEL LOCATED
AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF E. RAILROAD AVE. &
S. BERTEAU AVE., BARTLETT, ILLINOIS

THIS REAL ESTATE SALE AND PURCHASE AGREEMENT dated as of May 5, 2020
by and between the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, an lllinois municipal corporation of Cook,
DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois (hereinafter alternatively referred to as Seller” or the
“Village™) and MMAJ, LLC, an lllinois limited liability company (hereinafter referred to as
“‘Buyer”). Buyer will be the developer of the Project (hereinafter defined) and will enter a
contract to be the general contractor with a new limited liability company of which Manny
Rafidia will be the managing member formed for the purpose of taking title to the Property
(the “New Ownership LLC").

1 Offer to Purchase. Buyer hereby offers to purchase the 81,562 SQ FT (1.872
acre) vacant parcel of property depicted on the ALTA/NSPS Land title Survey by Charles W.
Bartosz of V3 Companies, Ltd (the “ALTA Survey”) dated November 4, 2019, PINS: 06-35-
315-065, 06-35-315-066, 06-35-315-067 and 06-35-315-068, legally described as:

PARCEL 1: LOTS 11, 12, 13 AND 14 IN THE BARTLETT TOWN CENTER SUBDIVISION OF PART
OF THE EAST HALF OF THE SOUTHEAST QUARTER OF SECTION 34, AND PART OF THE WEST
HALF OF THE SOUTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 35, BOTH IN TOWNSHIP 41 NORTH,
RANGE 9 EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, IN THE VILLAGE OF BARTLETT,

DECLARATION OF EASEMENTS AND COVENANTS AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT FOR
BARTLETT TOWN CENTER RECORDED AS DOCUMENT NUMBER 0431427069

together with improvements thereon or thereunder (hereinafter, the “Property”). The Property
contains excess soils stock piled on the Property by the former developer of the Bartlett Town
Center development (the “Excess Soils”) and contains underground utilities, including
underground water mains or water service lines, sanitary sewer mains or sanitary sewer
service lines, gas lines, and electric service lines which the Seller believes are located in
easements as shown on the Survey or are in blanket utility easements over the Property
(collectively, the “Existing Utility Mains and Service Lines”) that will need to be removed from
the Property or relocated on the Property in newly created easements to be small in size and
which will not underlie the Buyer's Apartment Building (hereinafter defined) at the Buyer’s
expense, a portion of which is the subject of the Utility & Excess Soil Removal Credit
(hereinafter defined).

2. Purchase Price. The purchase price for the Property shall be Four Hundred
Thousand Dollars ($400,000.00) (the “Purchase Price”). The Buyer shall deposit with
Chicago Title & Trust Company (“‘CTT” or the “Title Company”) the sum of $5,000.00 (the
“Earnest Money”) to be held in a non-interest bearing account pursuant to CTT’s standard
form of strict joint order escrow instructions, within five (5) business days after the Execution
Date and delivery to Buyer of a final copy of this Agreement signed by Seller. Seller shall
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also provide Buyer with a credit in the amount of $50,000.00 as the Village’s full contribution
toward the Buyer's additional costs (i) to remove excess soils from the Property; and (ii) to
remove and relocate any existing underground utilities that lay under the Property in blanket
utility easements and/or as shown on the Survey, to a new location under the Property which
does not interfere with the Buyer's intended use of the Property (the “Utility & Excess Soil
Removal Credit”). The parties shall cooperate with each other to vacate, abrogate, or amend
to reduce in size certain blanket utility easements recorded against the Property, and to
reserve, relocate and/or grant certain utility easements at new locations under the Property
consistent with Buyer’s Intended Use of the Property at no additional cost to the Village. After
deducting the $50,000 Utility & Excess Soils Removal Credit from the Purchase Price, the
Buyer's effective net purchase price for the Property shall be $350,000.00.

3 Title Commitment. Seller shall order and provide to Buyer a current ALTA form
B title commitment (the “Title Commitment”) for an owner’s title insurance policy issued by
Chicago Title Insurance Company (“CTI” or the “Title Insurer”) to be in the amount of the
Purchase Price covering title to the Property. Seller shall direct CTI to also deliver a copy of
the Title Commitment to the Buyer within thirty (30) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement. Prior to the Approval Date, Buyer will notify the Seller in writing (the “Title
Exception Notice”) as to those exceptions listed in the title commitment which it will accept
(the "Permitted Exceptions”). Seller shall have the right, but not the obligation, until the
sooner of (x) the Closing Date, or (y) the date which is thirty (30) days after the Seller receives
the Exception Notice (the “Title Clearance Date”) to have all title exceptions other than the
Permitted Exceptions (collectively, the “Unpermitted Exceptions”) removed from the Title
Commitment or have CT| commit to insure at Seller's expense and in form reasonable to
Buyer, against any loss or damage that may be occasioned by any such Unpermitted
Exception. If the Seller fails prior to the expiration of the Inspection Period to demonstrate to
Buyer (i) that the Unpermitted Exceptions have been removed; (ii) that Seller has obtained a
commitment for title indemnification or title insurance in a form acceptable to Buyer over such
Unpermitted Exceptions; or (iii) the Unpermitted Exceptions have been addressed to the
Buyer's reasonable satisfaction by the Easement Relocation Document (hereinafter defined),
the Buyer shall have the option (the “Title Election”) to either (1) terminate this Agreement, in
which case the parties shall have no further obligations except for Buyer's Indemnification &
Insurance Obligations (hereinafter defined), and Buyer shall receive the return of the Earnest
Money; or (2) proceed with Closing, in which case the Purchase Price shall be reduced by an
amount equal to the aggregate amount of all tax judgments, mortgages, mechanics or other
liens (except those lien(s) attributable to the Buyer or Buyer's Agents) of a definite and
ascertainable amount.

4. Survey. Seller has obtained, paid for and furnished to the Buyer a current
ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey of the Property prepared by Charles W. Bartosz, a licensed
lllinois professional land survey employed by V3 Companies, Ltd. dated November 4, 2019,
made in accordance with the 2016 Minimum Standard Detail Requirements for ALTA/NSPS
Land Title Surveys jointly established by ALTA and NSPS and includes items 2, 3, 4, 8, 9 and
11 of Table A thereof (the “Survey”). Prior to the Approval Date, Buyer shall notify Seller in
writing as to those matters on the Survey which Buyer will not accept (the “Survey Defects”),
Seller shall have the right, but not the obligation, until the sooner of (x) the Closing Date, or
(y) the date which is thirty (30) days after the date the Seller receives notice of the Survey
Defects (the “Survey Clearance Date”) to have the Survey Defects removed from the Survey
or to have CTI commit to insure, at Seller's expense and in form acceptable to Buyer, against
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any and all loss or damage that may be occasioned by any such Survey Defect. If Seller fails
on or before the Survey Clearance Date to demonstrate to Buyer that the Survey Defects
have been removed or the Seller has obtained a commitment for title indemnification or title
insurance in form acceptable to Buyer, then in either case, Buyer shall, as its sole remedy,
have the option (the “Survey Election”) to either terminate this Agreement except for Buyer's
Indemnification and Insurance Obligations, in which case the Earnest Money shall be
returned to the Buyer and the parties hereto shall have no further obligations hereunder
except for those arising out of the Buyer's Indemnification and Insurance Obligations, or
proceed to Closing in which case Buyer shall be deemed to have waived any objection to
such Survey Defects.

5. Easement Relocation Undertaking. Notwithstanding the Title Clearance Date
and the Survey Clearance Date, the parties acknowledge and agree that until the Buyer has
caused a licensed professional engineer hired by it to prepare and submit preliminary and
final engineering plans as defined in and in compliance with the requirement therefor as set
forth in the Bartlett Subdivision & PUD Ordinance (the “Subdivision Ordinance”) for the
development of the Property for Buyer's Intended Uses, that the Buyer does not yet know
which or what portion of the existing underground utilities need to be removed and blanket or
existing easements vacated by a plat of abrogation or a plat of vacation, and what portion of
the Existing Utility Mains and Service Lines will remain in place or where new utilities
necessary to serve the development need to be installed and new utility easements granted
for any relocated easement in (i) a plat of consolidation; (ii) a separate plat of easements: or
(iii) a grant of easement in lieu of the blanket or existing utility easements depicted on the
Survey (collectively, the “Easement Relocation Documents”). The parties mutually agree to
cooperate with each other to review and complete the Easement Relocation Documents and
to amend from the list of Unpermitted Exceptions noted in the Title Exception Notice and/or
Survey Defects noted in the Survey Defect Notice, easements being replaced, relocated or
reduced in size with new or relocated easements, and to add the same to the list of Permitted
Exceptions (the “Easement Relocation Undertaking”).

6. Studies and Documents. Seller shall deliver any engineering studies, plans,
tests, surveys, permits, commitments or title policies (collectively, "Plans") in Seller's
possession to Buyer within five (5) days of execution of the Contract by Buyer and Seller.
Buyer acknowledges that Seller has furnished it with (i) the Survey; (i) a title commitment
issued by Chicago Title Insurance Company (“CTI”) for another transaction on the Property
that fell through (the “Prior Title Commitment”); (iii) a report of soils exploration prepared by
EMB Consulting Services, Inc., a geotechnical affiliate of Testing Service Corporation
prepared for the purchaser under another transaction for the Property that fell through (the
“Prior Soils Report Performed for Others”); (iv) a Phase 1 Environmental Assessment
prepared by Deigan & Associates, LLC dated September 14, 2018 (the “Deigan Phase I"); (v)
a copy of Village of Bartlett Ordinance 2003-123 entitled “An Ordinance Approving Planned
Development, Zoning, Granting a Special Use Permit for the Downtown Center Planned Unit
Development, and Approval of the Downtown Center Retail and Residential Site Plans”: and
(v) a copy of Bartlett Ordinance 2005-125-R entitled “An Ordinance Approving an Amendment
to the Town Center Planned Unit Development”.

7. Inspection Period. Buyer shall have the right, for a period of sixty (60) days
immediately following the Effective Date (the "Inspection Period"), to satisfy the following:

(a) determine whether the results of reports from engineers, geologists, hydrologists
or any other professionals selected by Buyer, are acceptable to Buyer;

(b) determine that utilities will be available to the Property as necessary for Buyer's
proposed development;

(c) complete any additional environmental investigation of the Property desired by
Buyer; and

(d) complete any additional soils and geotechnical testing and reports for the Property
desired by Buyer based on Buyer's Intended Use of the Property (hereinafter
defined);

collectively (a), (b), and (c) are referred to herein as the “Inspection Work”.

Prior to the end of the Inspection Period, Buyer shall provide written notice to Seller either
indicating Buyer's satisfaction with and/or waiver of any of the above contingencies, or shall
notify Seller of Buyer's inability to satisfy such contingencies, in which latter case the Contract
shall expire and terminate, except for Buyer's Indemnification Against Liens Obligation
(hereinafter defined) and Buyer's Initial Earnest Money shall be returned to Buyer, subject to
Buyer's Indemnification Against Liens Obligation (hereinafter defined) and Buyer’s Insurance
Obligations (hereinafter defined), each of which shall survive the termination of the Contract
and which are sometimes collectively referred to herein as the “Buyer's Indemnification and
Insurance Obligations”.

8. Upon the expiration or waiver of the Inspection Period, Buyer shall deposit an
additional Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000) (the "Incremental Earnest Money") with the Escrow
Agent, which shall be refundable (subject to the terms herein) and applicable to the Purchase
Price at Closing.

9. Feasibility & Approval Period Contingency and Extension Option. Buyer’s
obligation to purchase the Property hereunder is contingent upon obtainment by Buyer to
Buyer's satisfaction during the period ending one hundred twenty (120) days following the
expiration of the Inspection Period (hereinafter the "Feasibility Approval Period") of: (A)
obtaining all zoning approvals, including site plan approval and the grant of such special
permit(s), variations(s), rezoning and/or subdivision or lot consolidation, platting or re-platting
of the Property; approval of the Buyer’s final development/site plans including amendment of
the Bartlett Town Center Planned Unit Development and/or PUD Plans applicable to the
Property and previously approved by Village of Bartlett Ordinance 2003-13 and/or Ordinance
2015-124 and a variation or other zoning relief from the four story height limit in the Downtown
Overlay District (hereinafter the “Zoning Approvals”) necessary for Buyer to develop the
Property for Buyer's intended use as a five story 104 unit upscale residential apartment
building to be constructed upon the Property by the Buyer after the closing of this transaction
(the “Buyer's Intended Use of the Property”) but which Zoning Approvals the parties
acknowledge shall be subject to terms and conditions set forth in the Bartlett Subdivision &
PUD Ordinance (the “Subdivision Ordinance”) including without limitation, the requirement
that the New Ownership LLC and MMAJ, LLC as the developer of the Property shall enter a
Public Improvements Completion Agreement in form as set forth in the Subdivision
Ordinance, and that they or one of them shall deposit security in the form of either a letter of
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credit, a performance bond and a payment bond co-signed by a surety, or a cash bond to
guaranty the public improvements for the Project will be timely completed and will be full paid
for in full; (B) obtaining all other local, County, State, or Federal agency permits, licenses or
certifications necessary for Buyer’s Intended Use of the Property as Buyer deems adequate,
in the exercise of Buyer's exclusive discretion and business judgment (hereinafter, “Other
Governmental Approvals”); (C) obtaining the valid and irrevocable grant, on terms and
conditions satisfactory to Buyer, of all permits, licenses and approvals that are necessary for
the Buyer to develop the Property for the Buyer’s Intended Use of the Property, including
without limitation, signs, permits, curb cuts, driveways, ingress and egress to public
thoroughfares, landscaping plan approval, all final engineering plan approval, including all
storm water detention, approval of all environmental controls and issuance of a building
permit (hereinafter the “Other Village Approvals”). Seller agrees that if Buyer during the
Feasibility Approval Period is unable to obtain all Zoning Approvals, Other Governmental
Approvals, and Other Village Approvals prior to the expiration of the Feasibility Approval
Period, Buyer shall have the option to extend the Feasibility Approval Period for up to two (2)
additional thirty (30) day extension periods each (hereinafter referred to singly as an
"Extension Period" or collectively as the “Extension Periods”); provided that prior to the end
of the Feasibility Approval Period, Buyer shall provide written notice to Seller either indicating
Buyer's satisfaction with and/or waiver of any of the above contingencies or shall notify Seller
of Buyer's inability to satisfy such contingencies or desire to terminate the Contract, in which
latter case the Contract shall expire and the Earnest Money shall be returned to Buyer,
subject to Buyer’s Indemnification Against Liens Obligation and Buyer's Insurance Obligation,
each of which shall survive the termination of the Contract. Buyer shall have the right to
extend the Feasibility Approval Period for two (2) additional 30-day periods by depositing the
sum of $2,000 as additional non-refundable and non-applicable to the Purchase Price Earnest
Money for each such extension. For the first 30-day extension (the “First Extension Period”)
$1,000 (the “First Extension Payment”) will be deposited in the earnest money escrow, and
for the second 30-day extension (the “Second Extension Period”) $1,000 (the “Second
Extension Payment”) will be deposited in the earnest money escrow held by the Title
Company. Upon expiration of the Feasibility Approval Period, and in the event the Contract
is not terminated prior to the expiration of the Feasibility Approval Period, the Initial Earnest
Money ($5,000) and the Incremental Earnest Money ($5,000), totaling $10,000, shall become
non-refundable but shall be applicable to the Purchase Price. Any extension payments shall
not be applicable to the Purchase Price.

10.  Buyer shall defend, indemnify and hold the Seller harmless from and against
any suit, damage, injury, claim or expense (i) alleging any personal injury to any person or
damage to property alleged to have occurred in connection with or arising out of any such
tests, inspections, investigations, or audits with respect to the Property performed for the
Buyer, including those that predate this Agreement; and (ii) against any mechanic’s lien
and/or claim for lien arising out of the actual or alleged failure on the part of the Buyer to pay
any architect, land planners, civil engineer, structural engineer, traffic engineer, soils/
Geotechnical engineer, environmental engineer or environmental professional, mechanical
engineer, appraiser, surveyor, or other agent or consultant hired by Buyer, or hired by any of
Buyer's consultants, sub-consultants, or contractors or subcontractors (“Buyers
Consultants”) to perform any such services, inspections, investigations, tests, audits, studies,
and/or to prepare any reports, plans and/or plats in connection with the Inspection Work to
determine the feasibility of the Project and/or to procure the Zoning Approvals, Other
Governmental Approvals and Other Village Approvals, or any of them for the development of
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the Property, whether or not such documents are filed with the Village of Bartlett (the “Buyer's
Indemnification Obligations”). The Buyer’s Indemnification Obligations shall be secured by
either (i) a letter of credit issued by a bank or financial institution reasonably acceptable to
the Seller; (ii) a payment bond issued by a surety company licensed by the lllinois Department
of Insurance to sell and issue sureties in the State of lllinois and with a financial strength
rating of not less than VI in the latest edition of A.M. Best's Insurance (Guide; or (i) a personal
guaranty executed by Manny Rafidia guarantying the Buyer’s Indemnification Obligations in
form acceptable to the Seller's attorney. The parties intend that the Buyer’s Indemnification
Obligations shall survive the termination of this Agreement and shall not be limited to the
amount of the Earnest Money. If the contingencies set forth herein are not otherwise resolved
or waived by Buyer within the Feasibility Approval Period, or within any Extension Period, if
applicable, Buyer shall have the right to terminate this Agreement upon written notice to the
Seller, and receive a full refund of the Earnest Money; provided, however, it shall be a condition
precedent to the return of the Earnest Money that Buyer shall submit a sworn statement to the
Seller listing under oath all of the Buyer's Consultants hired by the Developer, the New
Ownership LLC, any of Buyer's Consultants, or any of the Members of the Buyers’ Development
Team as defined in the Development Agreement appended hereto, or any of them (the “Other
Consultants”), and the amount of each contract or proposal therefor using a General Contractors
Sworn Statement form customarily used by CTT (the “GCSS”), together with final waivers of lien
or other evidence satisfactory to the Seller evidencing, in its reasonable discretion, that each of
the Buyer's Consultants and Other Consultants, contractors, sub-consultants and
subcontractors listed on the GCSS evidencing that each of them has been paid in full
(collectively, the “Proof of Payment Documents”) to determine the initial amount of said security.
If Buyer wishes to proceed with any such consulting and inspection work by others prior to
submittal of the GCSS, in lieu of submitting the GCSS, the amount of the initial security shall be
$100,000 but that amount shall not limit the Buyer's liability with respect to the Buyer's
Indemnification Obligations. Provided the Proof of Payment Documents are acceptable to the
Seller in its reasonable discretion, it shall promptly direct CTT to release the Earnest Money to
the Buyer. In the event notice of termination is not given on or prior to the termination of the
Feasibility Approval Period, or any Extension Period if applicable, the Agreement shall remain
in full force and effect, and Closing shall occur within thirty (30) days after the date of the
expiration of the Feasibility Approval Period or the expiration of the First Extension Period if
applicable, or the expiration of the Second Extension Period, if applicable.

11.  No Tacit Approval of Requested Zoning Relief. Acceptance or approval of this
Contract by the Corporate Authorities of the Village does not ensure approval from the
Corporate Authorities or a favorable recommendation from the Bartlett Plan Commission or
the Bartlett Zoning Board of Appeals of any zoning amendment or approval, variation, special
use permit, request to amend the Town Center PD Zoning or Town Center PUD or other
zoning relief that may be requested by Buyer, and the Village expressly disclaims any such
representation or understanding to the contrary. In the event the Corporate Authorities of the
Village do not grant the Zoning Approvals, Other Governmental Approvals, and Other Village
Approvals, Buyer's sole remedy shall be return of the Buyer's Earnest Money, which in any
event shall be subject to proof that all Buyer's Consultants and the Other Consultants listed
on an updated GCSS have been fully paid irrespective of whether Buyer's requested zoning
relief and other approvals are granted by the Village.

12.  Insurance. Prior to entering upon the Property by the Buyer or any of the
Buyer's Consultants and/or by any of Buyer's Development Team (hereinafter defined or as
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defined in the Development Agreement prior to closing), each such contractor and/or
consultant shall procure and shall maintain for the duration of this Agreement, insurance
against claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which arise from or in connection
with any such tests, inspections, investigations, audits and/or reports by the Buyer, Buyer's
Consultants, Other Consultants, and each entity comprising the Buyer's Development Team
and the Other Consultants, with insurance with the following minimum scope and limits:
Commercial General Liability (“CGL”") insurance with coverage at least as broad as Insurance
Services Office Form CG 0001 covering CGL on an occurrence basis, including products and
completed operations, property damage, bodily injury and personal advertising injury with
limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 aggregate coverage. The CGL
policies shall be endorsed to contain the Seller, and its officers, officials, employees and
agents as additional insureds (“Buyer’s Insurance Obligations”). Buyer, and each of Buyer's
Consultants, each of Buyer's Development Team (prior to closing) and Other Consultants
(prior to closing) (collectively referred to herein as the “Buyer's Agents”), shall, prior to
entering the Property prior to closing, furnish Seller with a certificate of insurance evidencing
compliance with Buyer's Insurance Obligations prior to entering on the Property or allowing
or directing any of the Buyer's Agents to enter upon the Property.

13.  Environmental Report and Contingency. Buyer hereby acknowledges that the
Seller has furnished it with a Phase | Environmental Assessment for the Property prepared by
Deigan & Associates, LLC dated September 14, 2018 (the “Deigan Phase 1"). During the
Feasibility Approval Period, Buyer may at its election obtain and pay for another phase |
environmental audit report (“Buyer’s Phase | Environmental Report”) on the Property prepared
by an environmental consulting firm selected by Buyer and/or satisfactory to Buyer’s lender. If the
Buyer’s Phase | Environmental Report recommends that a phase Il environmental audit of the
Property be conducted, Buyer may obtain and pay for the recommended phase Il audit utilizing
an environmental consulting firm selected by Buyer and which is acceptable to its lender. The
Buyer's Phase 1 Environmental Report and any Phase |l audits, any topographical surveys
and/or additional soils/geotechnical reports, and/or additional soils/geotechnical reports taken
at greater depths given the excess soils on the Property and/or larger building being proposed
by the Buyer (“Buyer’s Geotech Soils Report”), shall be at Buyer’s sole cost without any credit
to Buyer against the Purchase Price. During the Feasibility Approval Period or applicable
Extension Period, Seller shall cause the surveyor who prepared the Survey to also certify the
Survey to the Buyer, or the New Ownership LLC Buyer's permitted nominee, and to the Buyer’s
construction loan lender if identified by the Buyer during the Feasibility Approval Period or
applicable Extension Period.

14. A. Unless a different time period is otherwise specified above or hereafter,
Buyer shall have until the expiration of the Feasibility Approval Period, or the Extension
Period(s), if applicable, to notify Seller in writing if the results of Buyer's investigations are
not, in the exercise of Buyer's sole and exclusive discretion, satisfactory to Buyer, or if the
Property to be conveyed hereunder is not otherwise suitable for Buyer's Intended Use of the
Property. In the event Buyer provides such notice, this Agreement shall be cancelled, and
Buyer shall have no further responsibility or liability to Seller, except for Buyer's
Indemnification Obligations and the Buyer’'s Insurance Obligations (sometimes collectively
referred to herein as the “Buyer’s Indemnification and Insurance Obligations”), and the
Earnest Money shall be refunded to Buyer, upon Seller’s approval of the Proof of Payment
Documentation submitted by the Buyer and the New Ownership LLC, or either of them, which
approval will not be unreasonably withheld.



B. Any notice to be given by Buyer to Seller electing to terminate this
Agreement by reason of non-satisfaction of any specified condition to Closing shall be given
within the specified approval period relative thereto, otherwise all such conditions shall be
deemed waived.

15.  Closing Date. The date of the closing of this transaction (the “Closing”) shall
be within thirty (30) days after the expiration of the Feasibility Approval Period, or within thirty
(30) days after the expiration of the First Extension Period, if applicable, or within thirty (30)
days after the expiration of the Second Extension Period, if applicable, or such earlier date
as Buyer selects giving Seller at least ten (10) business days prior notice (the “Closing Date”).

16. Seller's Rép_resentations and Warranties. Seller represents and warrants to Buyer
that the following matters, to the best of Sellers knowledge and belief, are true as of the date
of this Agreement, and shall be true as of the date of the Closing:

(a) Title. Seller is the legal fee simple title holder of the Property and has or will at
Closing have good, marketable and insurable title to the Property. There are no
judgments against the Seller; there are no citation proceedings, or other
proceedings pending against the Seller which may be a charge or encumbrance
against the Property.

(b) Utilities. Seller represents that the Property is vacant. To the best of Seller's
knowledge, all water, sewer, gas, electric, telephone, drainage and other utility
equipment, facilities and services are available at or near the Property, and upon
installation of service lines and meters therefor will be adequate to service the
Property.

(c) Litigation. There are no pending or threatened lawsuits concerning the Property,
nor has there been any notice, complaint, claim or request for information
regarding the Property given to Seller or of which Seller is aware, nor are there
proceedings in which Seller is, or may be a party by reason of any ownership of the
Property, including building code, environmental or zoning violations, or claims for
personal injuries or property damage alleged to have occurred on the Property or
by reason of the condition, use of, or operations on, the Property. No proceedings
are pending, or to the best of Seller's knowledge, threatened, against Seller, nor
are any insolvency, bankruptcy, reorganization or other proceedings contemplated
by Seller. In the event any of the foregoing is initiated or threatened prior to Closing,
such occurrence shall constitute a default by Seller, and Seller shall promptly advise
Buyer thereof in writing.

(d) Seller Insurance. Seller will maintain in force until the Closing Date casualty and
liability insurance relating to the Property. Seller has not received notice from any
insurance carrier, nor is Seller aware of any defects or inadequacies in the
Property that, if not corrected, would result in termination of insurance coverage or
increase in the normal and customary cost.

(e) Real Estate Taxes. The Property is currently exempt from real estate taxes. Seller
has not received notice of and does not have any knowledge of any proposed loss
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of real estate tax exemption or of any increase in the assessed valuation of the
Property, and in the event of any such increase the Buyer shall be fully responsible
therefor.

(f) Easements and Other Agreements. Seller is not in default in complying with the
terms and provisions of any of the covenants, conditions, restrictions, rights of way

or easements affecting the Property.

(g) Contracts. There are no contracts of any kind relating to the management, leasing,
operation, maintenance or repair of the Property, except those contracts produced
by Seller to Buyer within thirty (30) days after the execution of this Agreement, if
any. Seller shall, at Buyers request, assign any such contacts to Buyer pursuant
to this Agreement (the "Assigned Contracts"). No leases, licenses, or the like shall
be in effect on the Closing Date, except as may be agreed upon by Buyer.

(h) Environmental Hazards: Seller has furnished to Buyer, and the Buyer
acknowledges receipt, of the Diegan Phase |. The Prior Title Commitment reflects
the following environmental disclosure documents which appear of record:

A. Document No. 93227254 recorded March 26, 1993

B. Document No. 95593460 recorded September 3, 1995
C. Document No. 0010947939 recorded October 11, 2001
D. Document No. 0514645034 recorded May 26, 2005

(collectively, the “Environmental Disclosure Documents”). Except to the extent set
forth in the Deigan Phase | Report and/or the Environmental Disclosure
Documents, Seller represents the following to the best of its actual knowledge that:

- (i) No Hazardous or Toxic Material (as hereinafter defined) exists on or under the
surface of the Property or in any surface waters or ground waters on or under
the Property except as disclosed by Environmental Disclosure Documents, and
no escape, seepage, spillage, discharge, emission or release of any
Hazardous or Toxic Material has occurred on, under, above or emanated from
the Property except as disclosed therein.

(i) The Property has not been, is not now and will not be used (prior to closing) as
a sanitary landfill, dump site, industrial disposal area, treatment or storage site
for Hazardous or Toxic Material or for any other similar use, on either a
permanent or temporary basis.

(iif) There are no pending anticipated suits, actions, investigations, proceedings,
liens or notices from any governmental or quasi-governmental agency with
respect to the Property, Seller, or Environmental Laws (as hereinafter defined).

For purposes of this Property, the term Hazardous or Toxic Material shall be
defined to include: (i) asbestos or any material composed of or containing asbestos
in any form and in any type, or (ii) any hazardous, toxic or dangerous waste,
contaminant, pollutant, substance, material, smoke, gas or particulate matter, as
from time to time defined by or for purposes of the Comprehensive Environmental
Response Compensation arid Liability Act, as amended, and any law commonly
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referred to as of the date hereof as "Superfund" or "Superlien" or any successor to
such laws, or any other Federal, state or local environmental, health or safety
statute, ordinance, code, rule, regulation, order or decree regulating, relating to or
imposing liability or standards concerning or in connection with hazardous, toxic or
dangerous wastes, substances, material, gas or particulate matter as now or at
any time hereinafter in effect (collectively, the Environmental Laws"). Seller agrees
to hold harmless, defend and indemnify Buyer from and against any and all loss,
damage, cost, liability or expense (including reasonable attorneys' and
consultants’ fees, court costs, penalties and fines) relating to personal, property or
economic injury arising from an intentional misrepresentation or breach of any
representations, warranties and/or covenants made herein to the best of Seller’s
actual knowledge contained in this subparagraph. All terms of this Section shall
survive the Closing and remain in full force and effect for the maximum period
provided by law.

17.  Additional Conditions Precedent to Closing. In addition to the other conditions
enumerated in this Agreement, the following shall be additional Conditions Precedent to Buyer's
obligation to close hereunder:

(a) Real Estate Taxes. As of the date of Closing, there shall have been no actual or
pending reassessment of the value of the Property for the purpose of calculating real
estate taxes of which Buyer has not been previously made aware.

(b) Utilities. On the date of Closing no moratorium or proceeding shall be pending or
threatened affecting the availability at regular rates and connection fees, of sewer,
water, electric, gas, telephone or other services or utilities servicing the Property.

18.  Prorations and Adjustments. The following shall be prorated and adjusted
between Seller and Buyer as of the date of Closing, except as, otherwise specified:

(a) The parties shall divide equally the cost of any escrows hereunder.

(b) The Property is exempt from real estate taxes, however, to the extent and if levied
all real property ad valorem taxes shall be prorated (employing a 365-day year)
between Buyer and Seller as of the Closing based upon the net general real estate
taxes for the current year, if known, otherwise for the preceding year. In the event
that the Property will not constitute a separate tax parcel for the current tax year
at Closing, Seller shall also pay to Buyer 100% of the estimated taxes (estimated
on the same basis as in the preceding sentence) for the entire current tax year with
respect to all portions of the tax parcel other than the Property, in which event
Buyer shall pay the tax bill for such tax parcel when due. In the event the Property
is not presently exempt from real estate taxes, taxes shall be re-prorated between
the parties post-Closing after the tax bill becomes available. All other assessments
levied against the Property as of Closing shall be paid in full by Seller on or before.
Closing, including any assessments payable in installments. In the event there
exist any "greenbelt," "roll-back" or other deferred taxes, the payment of which
becomes retroactive to the period of Seller's ownership of the Property or any
time prior thereto, such retroactive taxes shall remain the obligation of Seller. This
provision shall survive the Closing and delivery of the deed. Interest, rents and
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water and sewer use charges, if any, shall be prorated as of Closing. Accrued
income and expenses, including taxes for Closing, if any, shall accrue to Seller.

(c) Seller will pay the costs for the Title Policy, the Survey, all documentary, and state,
county and municipal transfer taxes (except to the extent this transaction is exempt
from transfer taxes) relating to the instruments of conveyance contemplated
herein. Buyer will pay the entire cost of all documentary recording fees relating to
the instruments of conveyance contemplated herein.

(d) Such other items that are customarily prorated in transactions of this nature shall
be ratably prorated.

19.  Seller's Closing Deliveries. At Closing (or such other times as may be specified
below), Seller shall deliver or cause to be delivered to Buyer the following, in form and
substance acceptable to Buyer:

(a) Deed. Seller will convey or cause to be conveyed to Buyer or its nominee title
thereto by a recordable Warranty Deed conveying the Property to the Buyer (or to
the New Ownership LLC if established and directed by the Buyer) with release of
homestead rights, if any, subject only to the Permitted Exceptions.

(b) Zoning & Other Title Endorsements. After the passage of one or more ordinances
granting the Zoning Approvals by the corporate authorities of the Village (the
“Zoning Approval Ordinance”), Seller shall cause the CTI Title Commitment to be
amended to provide endorsements for extended coverage over the standard
exceptions, a zoning endorsement based on Buyer's approved site plan (including
parking), and a survey endorsement, subject only to the Permitted Exceptions. The
amended title commitment shall be conclusive evidence of good title as therein
shown as to all matters insured by the policy, subject only to the exceptions as
therein stated. Seller also shall furnish Buyer an affidavit of title in customary form
covering the date of closing and showing title in Seller subject only to the Permitted
Exceptions and unpermitted exceptions or defects in the title disclosed by the
Survey, if any, as to which the title insurer commits to extend insurance in the
manner specified in Section 4. After passage of the Zoning Approval Ordinance, a
certified copy thereof shall be furnished to the Title Company, and Buyer's
obligation to close shall be contingent upon the issuance of a standard Zoning
Endorsement and standard survey endorsement issued by the Title Company.

(c) Original Documents. To the extent not previously delivered to Buyer, originals of the
assigned contacts, and assigned insurance policies.

(d) Closing Statement. A closing statement conforming to the proration and other
relevant provisions of this Agreement.

(e) Tax Bills. Copies of the most currently available Tax Bills.

(f) IRPTA. An lllinois Responsible Property Transfer Act disclosure document, if and as
required under lllinois law.
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(9) FIRPTA Compliance (i) an executed FIRPTA Affidavit in the customary form,

acceptable to the Buyer and the Title Company; or (i) a qualifying statement from the
U.S. Treasury Department that the transaction is exempt from the withholding tax
requirement imposed by Section 445A of the Internal Revenue Code and the rules
and regulations promulgated thereunder ("Section 1445A"). In the event that Seller
fails to deliver either the Affidavit or the qualifying statement as aforesaid, Seller
agrees that Buyer may, at closing, deduct and withhold from the proceeds that are
due to Seller the amount necessary to comply with the withholding tax requirement
imposed by Section 1445A. Buyer shall deposit the amount so withheld in escrow
with the escrowee pursuant to terms and conditions acceptable to Seller, Buyer and
the escrowee, but in any event, complying with Section 1445A; and

(h) Certified Ordinances. Certified copies of the ordinances or resolutions passed by the

Village President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett (the “Corporate
Authorities”) (1) authorizing the sale of the Property pursuant to this Agreement and
incumbency certificates for all officers of the Village of Bartlett executing or signing
this Agreement and any of the instruments contemplated hereby; (2) the Zoning
Approval Ordinance.

Other Documents and Instruments. Such other documents and instruments as
may reasonably be required by Buyer, its (or its underwriter's or lender's) counsel
or the Title Company and that may be necessary to consummate this transaction
and to otherwise effect the agreements of the parties hereto, and/or to issue the
necessary title insurance endorsements or title insurance as provided herein.
Seller agrees that after Closing, Seller shall execute and deliver to Buyer such
further documents and instruments as Buyer shall reasonably request to effect this
transaction and otherwise effect the agreements of the parties hereto, provided in
no event shall Seller incur any expenses in connection therewith.

Seller's Right of First Refusal. Provided the zoning and other contingencies are
waived or satisfied, the New Ownership LLC (or MMAJ, LLC if it is the grantee on
the deed from the Village at closing) shall execute and deliver to the Seller at the
Closing a document satisfactory to the Seller's attorney granting the Village a right
of first refusal to purchase the Property back from the New Ownership LLC or other
record owner of the Property for $350,000, less any liens therein attributable to the
New Ownership LLC and/or MMAJ, LLC, in the event construction of the Project
has not commenced within one (1) year from the date of Closing on the Property,
or if commenced is not being diligently pursued and the Project is not prosecuted
with adequate forces, subject to the Force Majeure provisions set forth in
paragraph 20 of this Contract (“Seller's Right of First Refusal”). In the event the
Buyer procures a construction loan or other loan to finance the cost to construct
the Project Improvements after the Closing on the Property for Buyer's Intended
Use of the Property and such construction loan is secured by a mortgage recorded
against the Property, Seller's Right of First Refusal as provided in this paragraph
shall automatically terminate on the recording of said mortgage and the Seller shall
cooperate with any such mortgage lender to record a release of Seller's Right of
First Refusal in form satisfactory to the title company issuing an ALTA loan title
policy for such construction loan to waive or insure over any title exception related
to the Right of First Refusal. Seller’s Right of First Refusal shall not merge with the
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delivery of the deed from the Village to the New Ownership LLC or MMAJ. LLC but
shall survive the closing as provided in this subparagraph.

20.  Force Majeure. Notwithstanding any provisions of this Agreement to the
contrary, in the event of any delay caused by force majeure, including, without limitation,
damage or destruction by fire or other casualty; condemnation; strike; lock out; civil disorder;
war; shortage of labor or shortage or delay in shipment of material or fuel, acts of God;
governmental regulations or other causes beyond the reasonable control of the Buyer; and/or
any court order or judgment affecting any governmental approvals or this Agreement resulting
from any litigation concerning the Property and/or the Project; the time periods for the Buyer,
and/or the New Ownership LLC to perform under this Agreement shall be extended for the
amount of time performance is so delayed

21. Default.

a. Default by Seller. If any of Seller's representations and warranties contained herein
shall not be true or correct, or if Seller shall have failed to perform, or failed to
perform within the time for performance as specified herein (including Seller's
obligation to close), Buyer may elect either to (i) terminate Buyer's obligations
under this Agreement by written notice to Seller, and Buyer shall retain all rights
and remedies available to it, including the right to a return of any Extension
Payment, and/or option consideration paid, or (ii) close, in which event Buyer may
file an action for damages or specific performance of this Agreement to compel
Seller to cure any default(s). The remedies of Buyer set forth in this Section shall
be in addition to remedies otherwise applicable or provided in this Agreement or
otherwise available to Buyer at law or in equity.

b. Default by Buyer. In the event Buyer shall have failed to perform in accordance
with this Agreement, or within the time for performance as specified herein, then
at the option of Seller and upon notice to the Buyer, the Earnest Money shall be
forfeited by the Buyer, and paid to the Seller as liquidated damages, and this
Agreement shall terminate, or Seller may refuse to accept the Earnest Money as
liquidated damages, and pursue any and all legal remedies available at law and
equity against the Buyer.

c. Cure Period. Notwithstanding anything in this Contract to the contrary, neither
party shall exercise any rights to terminate this Agreement in the event of a default
committed by the other party unless such default remains uncured at 5:00 p.m. on
the twentieth (20th) day next following the date on which the party not in default
delivers to the party in default a written notice stating in reasonable detail the
nature of the default.

22.  Notices. Any notice, demand or request which may be permitted, required or
desired to be given in connection with this Agreement shall be given in writing and directed
to Seller and Buyer as follows:

Notices shall be deemed properly delivered and received (i) on the same day if personally
delivered, (ii) on the next day if delivered by Federal Express or other overnight courier, or
(iii) on the date of being deposited in the U.S. Mail by certified mail, return receipt requested,
with proper postage pre-paid, regardless of actual date of receipt, or (iv) on the date of fax or
email transmission, if such transmission is made on a business day between the hours of
9:00 A.M. and 5:00 P.M. "Business days" are herein defined as Monday through Friday,
Federal holidays excluded. In the event that such transmission is made outside of the hours
previously set forth, or on a day other than a business day, the fax or email transmission shall
be deemed to have been made on the next following business day. A fax transmittal report
or email transmission receipt shall be sufficient proof of the date and time of transmission.
Notice to a party’s attorney shall be deemed sufficient notice to a party herein.

23.  Brokers. Buyer and Seller hereby each warrant and agree that there are no
real estate brokers involved in this transaction, and that no person or entity is entitled to a
broker's commission, finder's fee or other like payment in connection with this transaction.

24.  Non-Assignability, Successors and Assigns. Buyer shall not assign this
Agreement or in or to the Development Agreement made a condition precedent to closing
and expressly incorporated herein in paragraph 26 of this Agreement, to any party except to
another lllinois limited liability company as to which Manny Rafidia has a membership interest
and is its manager (a “Permitted Nominee Assignee”) without the Seller’s written approval,
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which the Seller may withhold in its sole discretion. This Agreement shall be binding upon
the parties' heirs, legal representatives, administrators, successors and assigns.

25.  Approval by Ordinance and No Recording. This Agreement is contingent upon
the adoption of an ordinance passed by three-fourths (3/4) of the Corporate Authorities of the
Village of Bartlett determining that the Property is no longer necessary, appropriate, required
for the use of, profitable to, or in the best interest of the Village and approving of the sale of
the Property to the Buyer upon the terms set forth in this Agreement (the “Contract Approval
Ordinance”). Each of the parties hereto hereby covenants and agrees that neither this
Agreement nor a memorandum hereof (except a Lis Pendens filed contemporaneously with
the filing of a lawsuit for specific performance), shall be recorded against the Property without
the Seller's express written consent, which consent may be granted or withheld in Seller’s
sole and exclusive discretion.

26. Development Agreement. The parties shall have entered the Development
Agreement in form as attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and expressly made a part of this
Agreement. While the said Development Agreement shall not take effect or be binding upon
the Parties unless and until the transaction contemplated herein closes, and all conditions
herein have been satisfied or waived by the applicable party benefited by the condition, the
Seller acknowledges and agrees that the Buyer would not have entered this Agreement,
without the inducements set forth in the Development Agreement, including without limitation,
those matters in the Development Agreement under the heading “Agreement to Cap Village
Donations and Municipal Fees”, and the Buyer acknowledges and agrees that the Seller
would not have entered this Agreement, including without limitation the Purchase Price as
stated herein, or agreed to said cap on Village Donations and Municipal Fees, without the
Buyer's undertakings and agreements set forth in the Development Agreement, including
without limitation, those provisions under the headings “Developer/General Contractor,
Owner, Consultant and Subcontractor Experience”; “Certain Union Contractors or Payment
of Prevailing Wages to Certain Subcontractors”; “Non- Assignability”; and “Seller's Right of
First Refusal”.

27. Miscellaneous.

(a) Entire Agreement. This Agreement, together with the Development Agreement
referenced in paragraph 26 which shall only become effective if the transaction
contemplated by this Agreement closes, constitutes the entire understanding
between the Parties with respect to the transaction contemplated herein, and all
prior or contemporaneous oral agreements, understandings, representations and
statements are merged into this Agreement. Neither this Agreement nor any
provisions hereof may be waived modified or amended except by an instrument in
writing signed by the party against which the enforcement of such waiver,
modification or amendment is sought, and then only to the extent set forth in such
instrument.

(b) Time of the Essence. Time is of the essence of this Agreement.

(c) Waiver. No waiver by any party at any time of any breach of any provision of
this Agreement shall be deemed a waiver of a breach of any provision herein or
a consent to any subsequent breach of the same or any other provisions.
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(d) Construction. This Agreement shall not be construed more strictly against one
party than against the other merely by virtue of the fact that it may have been
prepared by counsel for one of the parties, it being recognized that both Seller and
Buyer have contributed substantially and materially to the preparation of this
Agreement.

(e) Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of lllinois.

(f) Effective Date. The effective date of this Agreement shall be the date it is signed
by the last of the parties to sign it, but in no event shall Seller’'s execution hereof
predate the passage of the Contract Approval Ordinance. Each party shall deliver
a signed copy of this Agreement to the other party within three (3) days of such
party's signing Agreement.

DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

THIS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT dated May 5, 2020, by and among Manny
Rafidia, individually (“Rafidia”’); MMAJ, LLC, an lllinois limited liability company
(alternatively referred to herein as “MMAJ, LLC, the “Buyer”, the “Developer”, or the
“General Contractor”), and the Village of Bartlett, an Illinois municipal corporation of Cook
DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois (the “Village”) (sometimes collectively referred to
herein as the “Parties”).

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, MMAJ, LLC, Rafidia and the Village entered into that certain “Real
Estate Sale and Purchase Agreement” dated May 5, 2020 (the “Contract”) to which this
Development Agreement is appended and which is expressly incorporated herein, for the
sale and purchase of the 1.872 +/- acre vacant parcel located at the Southwest Corner of
E. Railroad and S. Berteau Ave., Bartlett, lllinois, legally described therein (the
“Property”), which Contract was authorized and approved by Ordinance 2020- , “An
Ordinance Authorizing the Sale of Real Estate Owned by the Village of Bartlett Which is
No Longer Necessary, Appropriate, Required for the Use of, Profitable to the Village or
for the Best Interest of the Village, and Approving a Real Estate Purchase and Sale
Agreement Between the Village of Bartlett and MMAJ, LLC for the Property Located at
the Southwest Corner of E. Railroad Ave. & Berteau Ave., Bartlett, lllinois” passed by not
less than 3/4 of the corporate authorities of the Village (hereinafter Ordinance 2020-

”); and

WHEREAS, Rafidia will cause to be formed a new limited liability company of
which he will be the managing member (the “New Ownership LLC") for the purpose of
taking title to the Property in the event all of the conditions in the Contract are satisfied to
the Buyer’s satisfaction or are waived by the Buyer, and the closing on the sale of the
Property to the New Ownership LLC has taken place, and the New Ownership LLC has
executed this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, MMAJ, LLC and the Village entered into the Contract, with certain
conditions therein agreed to and/or guaranteed by Rafidia in his individual capacity, and
mutually agreed upon the Purchase Price and the other terms and conditions as set forth
therein, subject to the post closing terms and conditions as set forth in this Development
Agreement, which MMAJ, LLC and the Village, and the New Ownership LLC upon its
execution hereof, acknowledge and agree were and are material terms and conditions
upon which each of MMAJ, LLC, Rafidia individually, and the Village relied upon to
authorize, approve and enter the Contract for the sale of the Property by the Village to
the New Ownership LLC, and for the development and construction of the Project
Improvements on the Property by MMAJ, LLC in accordance with the ordinance(s),
licenses and permits issued by the Village to grant the Zoning Approvals and Other Village
Approvals, including a building permit to construct the Apartment Improvements in
accordance with construction plans, specifications and drawings to be submitted by
MMAJ, LLC and as may be approved by the Village and in accordance with the Other



Governmental Approvals as those terms are defined in this Development Agreement
and/or the Contract; :

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the matters set forth in the Recitals and
other good and valuable consideration, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows:

1. Conditions Precedent. It shall be a condition precedent to the effectiveness
and enforceability of this Development Agreement, that the closing on the sale of the
Property from the Village as the Seller to the New Ownership LLC or to MMAJ, LLC as
the Buyer shall have taken place, the purchase price therefor as set forth in the Contract
shall have been paid to the Village, and the deed from the Village as the Seller to the New
Ownership LLC or MMAJ, LLC has been recorded.

2. Agreement to Cap Donations and Municipal Fees.

(a) MMAJ, LLC has submitted concept level plans and building elevation drawings to
the Village for a five (5) story apartment building with 104 upscale apartments,
which will include 14 studio/apartment units, 48 one bedroom apartment units, and
48 two bedroom apartment units, broken down by square footage (S.F.) and type
as set forth on Exhibit A, which based on said breakdown of studio, 1 bedroom
and 2 bedroom apartments, would generate $689,417.80 in municipal donations
under the current Bartlett Donation Ordinance codified at Title 11, Chapter 10, of
the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled “Land and Cash Donations by Developers”
(hereinafter, the “Donation Ordinance”), which sum includes $145,302.48 in
general donations due the Village, and $67,688.54 in police donations. To induce
the Buyer to construct such apartment improvements and other necessary public
and private infrastructure and improvements (collectively, the “Project
Improvements”) in accordance with the final engineering plans and construction
drawings to be prepared by the Buyer’s engineer, architect and/or another member
of the Buyer's Development Team (hereinafter defined), and submitted to the
Village by MMAJ, LLC for the Village’s review, and subject to the Village’s approval
of the project to be known as the Residences of Bartlett Station (the “Project”), and
provided the Zoning Approvals, Other Governmental Approvals, and Other Village
Approvals, as those terms are defined in the Contract have heretofore been
granted or waived by MMAJ, LLC or the New Ownership LLC, and the sale of the
Property has closed, and provided the Project is developed and built by the Buyer's
Development Team (hereinafter defined), and the other terms and conditions set
forth in this Development Agreement are met or satisfied, the Village will in that
event agree to waive $145,302.48 in general municipal donations attributable to
the Village and waive $28,800 in police donations (the “Donation Fee Reductions”)
and agree to the Municipal Fee Reductions set forth in subparagraph 2(b) below
that would otherwise be due the Village. Buyer will pay the balance of donations
due the Village for police in the amount of $38,888.54, plus Buyer will pay full
donations due to all other taxing districts under the Donation Ordinance in the
amount of $476,906.72, for Total Net Donations to be paid in the amount of



$515,315.32 which shall be due and payable when and as provided in
subparagraph 2(c) below.

(b) Projected municipal fees based on the above described apartment development
Project would be $197,579 under the current Bartlett Building Code codified at Title
9 of the Bartlett Municipal Code. Buyer has requested municipal fees be capped
at $164,234.00, resulting in a municipal fee waiver/reduction of $33,345.00 (the
“Municipal Fee Reductions”) broken down as follows:

Subject to the Village's approval of the Project, the Zoning Approvals, Other
Governmental Approvals and Other Village Approvals as those terms are defined in the
Contract, have heretofore been granted and/or waived by MMAJ, LLC or the New
Ownership LLC, and provided the Project is built substantially by the Development Team
(hereinafter defined) and the other terms and conditions of this Development Agreement
are reasonably met or satisfied, the Village will in that event agree to the Municipal Fee
Reductions. Total Municipal Fees of $164,234 shall be due and payable as provided in
subparagraph 2(c) below.

(c) Total Net Donations to be paid in the amount of $515,315.32, plus Total Net Municipal
Fees to be paid in the amount of $164,234.00 (collectively, “Total Capped Donations
& Fees”) in the amount of $679,549.32 shall be binding on the Parties notwithstanding
any subsequent amendments to the Donation Ordinance or to the Bartlett Building
Code increasing said fees, and if the project is timely built, said Total Capped
Donations and Fees shall be due and payable as follows:

(i) Twenty percent (20%) of the Total Capped Donations & Fees shall be due and
payable upon receipt of the twentieth (20'") occupancy permit, and an additional



five per cent (6%) shall be due within thirty days of receipt of every five (5)
occupancy permits thereafter.

(i) If less than five (5) occupancy permits are applied for at any time, five per cent
(5%) of the Total Capped Donations & Fees shall be due and payable thirty (30)
days after the issuance of the fifth occupancy permit in succession. If more than
five (5) occupancy permits are applied for at any time, Buyer shall pay one per cent
(1%) of the Total Capped Donations & Fees per unit within thirty (30) days of
issuance of said occupancy permits so applied for.

Notwithstanding said thirty (30) day time period within which to pay occupancy permit
fees, the Village shall not be obligated to issue further occupancy permits unless and until
all outstanding fees for previously issued occupancy permits have been paid in full, even
if the thirty (30) day time allowance for payment has not expired.

3. The Developer/General Contractor, Owner, Consultant and Subcontractor
Team and Experience; Certain Union Contractors or Payment of Prevailing Wages to
Certain Subcontractors. To induce the Village to approve and enter the Contract and to
sell the Property to the Buyer or the New Ownership LLC upon the terms and conditions
set forth in the Contract and/or this Development Agreement, the Village agrees to accept
the Total Capped Donation & Fees in lieu of standard donations and municipal fees set
forth in the Bartlett Donation Ordinance and/or in the Bartlett Building Code, and agrees
to delay when due receipt of payment of said donations and municipal fees as provided
in paragraph 2(c) of this Development Agreement, provided MMAJ, LLC, or Manny
Rafidia, individually, forms the New Ownership LLC, and further provided MMAJ, LLC and
the New Ownership, LLC, or either of them, hires substantially the following individuals,
firms, consultants, contractors, and trade subcontractors (the “Buyer's Development
Team”) to develop the Property and construct the Project Improvements as follows:

(a) Manny Rafidia will cause to be formed a new limited liability company to take
title to the Property at closing, and Manny Rafidia shall be the managing
member of said new limited liability company (the “New Ownership LLC”).

(b) MMAJ, LLC will be the developer of the Project and the New Ownership LLC
will enter a construction contract with MMAJ, LLC to be its general contractor
to construct the Project Improvements on the Property.

(c) MMAJ, LLC or the Ownership LLC shall enter the Pontarelli Construction
Management Agreement with Pontarelli American Construction Enterprises,
Chtd. in form substantially as attached hereto as Exhibit B, to perform the
construction management consulting services as provided therein.

(d) MMAJ, LLC will enter a professional services consulting agreement with
Guepard Group Corp., utilizing Joanna E. Szymel, its CEO and founder, to be
on site on a regular basis throughout the construction and installation of the
Project Improvements to provide MMAJ, LLC the following construction
services on a consultant/advisor basis: Project management, due diligence,
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scheduling administrative services including preparing RFI’s, requests for
qualifications (“RFQs”"), requests for proposals (“RFPs”), subcontracts, contract
compliance, code compliance, ADA compliance, quality control, OSHA
compliance, and field inspections for the Project to the extent not provided by
Pontarelli Construction Fnterprises, Chtd

(e) To provide the Village comfort that the Buyer's Development Team assembled
by MMAJ, LLC has the requisite experience to successfully develop and
construct the Project Improvements on the Property, the New Ownership LLC
and/or MMAJ, LLC as the developer/general contractor, agrees to enter a
professional service agreement with Arch America as its architect on the
Project and contracts with each union or non-union prime contractor or with the
union and non-union trade subcontractors listed in the email letter from Jay R.
Goldberg to Bryan Mraz dated March 30, 2020 (the “Goldberg 3/30/2020 letter”)
attached hereto as Exhibit C, except as modified with respect to Pontarelli
American Construction Enterprises, Chtd. and Guepard Group Corp. as set
forth in 3.(c) and 3.(d), and MMAJ, LLC shall be responsible to confirm that
each trade contractor or trade subcontractor listed in the Goldberg 3/30/2020
letter is in fact, based on certified payrolls, a “union shop” paying its employees
and subcontractors performing labor on the Project or not less than union
wages for the applicable trade, or not less than prevailing wages for Cook
County, lllinois as defined in the Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/2 et seq)
(the “PWA”"), whichever is less, even though the Project is not a “public works”
to which the PWA would otherwise apply, except by this agreement of the
Parties. Notwithstanding the foregoing, MMAJ, LLC may substitute one union
shop contractor/subcontractor listed in the Goldberg 3/30/2020 Letter for
another union contractor/subcontractor for the same trade and nothing
precludes MMAJ, LLC from hiring a union contractor or union subcontractor for
the trades not listed in the Goldberg 3/30/202 letter (e.g., electrical or carpentry)
or from switching a non-union contractor or subcontractor for a union contractor
or subcontractor.

4. Downtown Overlay Building Materials. The Property lies within the Village
of Bartlett Downtown Zoning Overlay District and as such is subject to the Building Facade
Design requirements, including allowed major and minor fagade, building material
restrictions and prohibited building fagade material provisions, and material installation
quality provisions set forth in Section 10-9C-4 of the Downtown Zoning Overlay District,
excerpts of which are attached here to as Exhibit D.

8 Non-Assignability. The Contract and this Development Agreement shall not
be assignable by MMAJ, LLC or the New Ownership, LLC to any other party without the
Village’s written consent, which the Village may withhold in its sole and absolute
discretion. The Donation Fee Reductions and the Municipal Fee Reductions as well as
the delay in payment provisions as set forth in paragraph 2(c) above shall not be
assignable; and shall not be enforceable by any party other than MMAJ, LLC or the New
Ownership LLC after closing. In the event of any assignment or sale of the Property to a
party other than MMAJ, LLC or the New Ownership LLC, full donations and full municipal
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fees shall be due and payable upon the application for a building permit for the Project by
any such third party in the Village’s sole discretion.

6. Village’s Right of First Refusal. Provided the zoning and other
contingencies in the Contract are satisfied or waived by MMAJ, L1 C or the New
Ownership LLC, and the transaction closes, the new legal owner of the Property, whether
it be the New Ownership LLC or MMAJ, LLC, shall execute and deliver to the Village at
closing a document satisfactory to the Village in recordable form granting the Village a
right of first refusal to purchase the Property back from the New Ownership LLC or MMAJ,
LLC, or entity that acquires the Property from either of them, for $350,000, less any liens
therein attributable to the New Ownership LLC and/or MMAJ, LLC in the event
construction of the Project has not commenced within one (1) year from the date of closing
on the Property, or if commenced is not being diligently pursued and the Project is not
being prosecuted with adequate forces, subject to the Force Majeure provisions set forth
in paragraph 7 below (“Village’s Right of First Refusal”). In the event New Ownership
LLC and/or MMAJ, LLC procures a construction loan or other loan to finance the cost to
construct the Project Improvements after the closing on the Property, and such
construction loan is secured by a mortgage recorded against the Property, the Village's
Right of First Refusal as provided in this paragraph shall automatically terminate upon the
recording of said mortgage and the Village shall cooperate with any such mortgage lender
to record a release of the Village’s Right of First Refusal in form satisfactory to the title
company issuing an ALTA loan title policy for such construction loan to waive or insure
over any title exception related to the Village’s Right of First Refusal. The Village’s Right
of First Refusal shall not merge with the delivery of the deed from the Village to the New
Ownership LLC or to MMAJ, LLC, but shall survive the closing as provided in this
paragraph.

T Force Majeure. Notwithstanding any provisions of this Development
Agreement to the contrary, in the event of any delay caused by force majeure, including,
without limitation, damage or destruction by fire or other casualty; condemnation; strike;
lock out; civil disorder; war; shortage of labor or shortage or delay in shipment of material
or fuel; acts of God; governmental regulations or other causes beyond the reasonable
control of the New Ownership, LLC and MMAJ, LLC, or either of them; and/or any court
order, Governor's Executive Order prohibiting construction of the Project Improvements,
or judgment affecting any governmental approvals or this Development Agreement
resulting from any litigation concerning the Property and/or the Project; the time periods
for the New Ownership LLC and MMAJ, LLC to perform their respective or joint duties
and obligations under this Development Agreement shall be extended for the amount of
time performance is so delayed.

THIS AGREEMENT IS MADE THIS ____ day of April, 2020, by and between MMAJ, LLC
(“Owner”) and Pontarelli American Construction Enterprises, Chtd. (“Pontarelli"),
(hereinafier, collectively, the “Parties”) for construction management consulling services
relating to the development and construction of the property commonly known as 279-283 E.
Railroad Ave., Bartlett, Illinois (the “Site").

WHEREAS, Owner is in the process of acquiring the Site from the Village of Bartlett (the
“Village™); and is requesting an dment to the Site's PUD to build, own and lease 104
upscale apartment residences, to be commonly known as The Residences at Bartlett Station (the
“Project”); and

WHEREAS, Pontarelli intends to provide development and construction related construction
services to Owner for the development and sale of the Project; and

WHEREAS, Owner desires to enlist the services of Pontarelli on the terms and conditions set
forth herein, and Pontarelli desires to provide its services to Owner on the terms and conditions
set forth herein;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises set forth herein, as well as other
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged,
Owner and Pontarelli agree as follows.

ARTICLE [
GENE| ONDITIONS AND COMPENSATION

1. CONTRACT PRICE. In return for the services rendered as more fully set forth herein, Owner
shall pay to Pontarelli an amount equal to § for the Term of this Agreement, payable
as follows:

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2. TERM. The term of this agreement shall start immediately upon the date of approval on the
Project by the City Council of the Village of Bartlett and end upon substantial completion of the
Project.

3. INSURANCE. To the extent required by law, Owner shall purchase from and maintain, with
any company or companies lawfully authorized to do business in Illinois, insurance for
protection from claims from workers or workman's compensation acts or other employee benefit
acts which are applicable; claims for damages because of bodily injury, including death, and
from claims or damages, other than to the work itself, to property which may arise out of or
result from Pontarelli’s operations under this Contract. Operations conducted by a subcontractor
or any material supplier or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them shall be
covered by said subcontractor or material supplier. Certificates of such insurance shall be
provided to Owner prior to the commencement of the work, upon request. Owner shall purchase
and maintain property insurance and/or builder’s risk insurance, which shall be in an all risk
policy form and shall include the interest of both Owner and Pontarelli as co-insured.

4. OWNER’ OBLIGATIONS. Unless otherwise provided for in this Contract, Owner shall
provide and pay for labor, materials, equipment, tools, construction equipment and machinery,
transportation, and other facilities and services necessary for the proper execution and
completion of the work, whether temporary or permanent and whether or not incorporated or to
be incorporated in the work.

5. FINANCIAL OBLIGATION. Pontarelli shall not be required to advance funds for any
purpose; however, if Pontarelli shall advance said funds as approved in writing by Owner, the
Owner shall reimburse Pontarelli upon presentation of documentation of said payments by
Pontarelli from the monthly construction loan draw or Owners account within 60 days of
payments by Pontarelli.

6. ARBITRATION: Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this contract, or
breach thereof shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the Construction Industry
Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA™), and judgment upon the
award rendered by the Arbitrator shall be binding on both parties and may be entered in any
court having jurisdiction thereof. Arbitration hearings will be held in Chicago, Illinois. The
number of Arbitrators shall be one (1), which Arbitrator shall be appointed by the AAA. The
AAA Administralion Fees and the Arbitrator’s Fee shall be shared equally by Owner and
Pontarelli, and other service charges of the AAA shall be paid by the party incurring same in
accordance with the established AAA procedure.

8. GENERAL: Owner agrees to allow Pontarelli to place a sign on the Site to advertise
Pontarelli as a consulting firm for the Project, in accordance with the local sign ordinance.

ARTICLE IT
PRECONSTRUCTION SERVICES

Pontarelli has heretofore entered into an “Agreement for Preconstruction Services” dated

November 21, 2019 which delineates Pontarelli’s services being performed prior to Village
approval of the Project. Pontarelli shall consult with and assist Owner, and its Architect, Civil
Engineer, etc. upon Village approval of the Project with additional preconstruction services and
activities as follows:

Coordination of the Surveyor for site staking and field and other examinations of
the survey and review of plat of consolidation.

Coordination of the off-site improvements with the civil engineer and the
contractor for the installation of off-site utility extensions and easements, access
upgrades, driveway or road access permits required by the Village, if applicable.

Coordination of final engineering plans and the on-site improvements with the
Civil Engineer and contractors including site excavation, streetwork, curbs,

Coordination of ArchAmerica, Inc. and Owner for timely production of final
Architectural permit and construction drawings including interior design,
mechanical, electrical, plumbing and fire prevention drawings, construction
documents, permit plans, etc.

Coordination with the Architect for the submittal of the permit drawings to the
Village to obtain the Village building permit and any other requirement of the
permit acquisition process.

Assist in the adherence to the Village building code, ordinances, etc. for the
Project.

Produce the financial proforma and other material relating to the Project for
distribution to financial institutions for construction financing needs, if required.

Moenitor liability insurance required to commence work and assist in obtaining
and maintaining Builder's Risk Insurance, General Liability Insurance, Umbrella
Excess Liability Insurance.

Monitor the requirements for maintaining workmen’s compensation insurance for

all the employees of contractors.

Review with Owner that project close-out procedures are planned, prepared,
executed, documented, and completed for the successful completion of the Project
to include inspection, preparation of completion certificates, receipt and review of
contractor waivers, certifications, operations and maintenance data, as-built
drawings and warranties, etc.

Assist in the coordination of the job-site general conditions with Owner to include
planning, implementation and demobilization of general conditions, construction
facilities, field conditions and general accounts required at the development and
paid by Owner as follows:

A.  Construction Facilities consisting of temporary roads, road maintenance,
site mud and dust control, temporary parking, miscellaneous cutting and
patching, fencing, perimeter barricades, protection of finish work,
dumpster and debris removal, clean-up, rough cleaning, temporary utility
connection and consumptions, watchman security services, lighting, pest
control, surface water de-watering, winter protection, job-site toilets,
construction vehicles.

B. Field Conditions consisting of field and cellular telephones, fax, copier,
computer and supplies, job-site signage, vehicles, miscellaneous carpentry

work, general labor, small tolls, material testing, laboratory testing, job-
site office.

ARTICLE IV
TERMINATION

This Agreement shall automatically terminate in the event Owner fails to become the owner of
the Site or is unable to build the Project. In the event Owner becomes the owner of the Site and
moves forward with the building of the Project, this Agreement will terminate upon the
substantial completion of the Project. All representations and warranties of the Parties contained
herein shall survive the termination of this Agreement. All provisions of this Agreement that
require the Parties to insure, indemnify, or hold harmless each of the Parties shall survive any
termination; and if Pontarelli is or becomes involved in any proceeding or litigation by reason of
having been a party to this Agreement, such provisions shall apply as if this Agreement was still
in effect.

ARTICLE V
OWNER’S ADDITIONAL U ENTS

Owner shall provide or supervise the following services including but not limited to the
following:

1. Opening of the construction loan and review and final approval of Sworn
Statements.

2.  Payment of the loan commitment fees, appraisal fees, architectural and
engineering fees, monthly interest and any other costs associated with the
financing and construction of the Project including premiums of builders’ risk and
liability policies.

3. All accounting records that are related to the authorized work performed under
unit costs for construction and development and review of the cash flow report
and financial forecasts for the development.

4, Legal services as may be necessary at any time for the development.

5. Execution of easement documents for utilities, services, etc.

6.  Preparation and execution of documents for hazardous waste, asbestos
remediation and tank removal and soil remediation, if any.

7. Preparation and revisions to material supplier and subcontractor agreements.

8. Dreparation of any construction escrow docunent and servicing of escrow.

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9. Production of any covenants required for the Project.

ARTICLE VI
SCHEDULE FOR COMPLETION

Pontarelli shall expedite the completion of the Project per a schedule set by mutual consent of the
Parties. Time is of the essence.

ARTICLE VII

DEVELOPER SERVICES ON BEHALF OF THE OWNER

Only in the event Owner requests or requires additional services beyond the scope of this
Agreement, the Parties shall agree to negotiate in good faith to enter into an agreement with
mutual consent for additional project lease-up and/or other related services for the
implementation and operation of the Project.

ARTICLE VIII

In 1978, the Village of Bartlett and Town and Country Builders entered into an
Agreement in connection with the development of the Heritage Oaks Subdivision. As
part of the Agreement the developers recorded a Tree Preservation and Drainage
Easement in a covenant running with the land. The Tree Preservation and Drainage
Easement was recorded in 1978 and 1979 and restricted the ability of future property
owners to remove any dead trees or branches within the easement without the
approval, by resolution, of the Village Board.

Nicole Tymann, the owner of 321 S. Hickory Avenue, has two (2) dying trees within
the Tree Preservation easement on her lot. She is requesting permission to remove
the dangerous trees located within the fifty (50) foot Tree Preservation Easement. |
inspected the trees on April 17, 2020 and determined that both trees represent a
hazard to the property and should be removed as soon as possible (see attached
pictures).

Mrs. Tymann has submitted a letter of request to remove the trees (see attached).
Also, attached for your review are pictures of the dead trees, a map showing the
location of the subdivision lot, and a resolution for the Village Board to vote upon.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

On April 8, 2020 a Notice to Bidders was published in The Examiner and on the Village website, soliciting bids for the Apple
Orchard Pump Station Upgrade Project. This project was discussed and approved for FY 2019-20 and again in FY 20/21 by
the Board during the Capital Budget process to improve this large lift station. The project consists of the reconfiguration of
the existing wet-well with a new concrete well, two (2) new submersible pumps, ductile iron piping, pump controls, new
valve and flow meter vaults and odor control. The project originally went out to bid in September, 2019, but the Village Board
initially rejected the bids due to the bids being higher than projected. Staff reviewed the previous bids, spoke with the
contractors and planned for a solution to help alleviate some of the contractor concerns of handling the bypass pumping.
Village Staff implemented the changes into the specifications and went out to bid with a bid opening on April 22, 2020 at
10:00 AM. Ten (10) bid packets were distributed by prospective bidders. Three (3) packets were returned. A bid tab sheet is
attached for review.

The three (3) bids ranged from $745,645 to $827,428. The low bid during this re-bid was approximately $78,500 lower than
the previous low bid of $824,145 when the project was bid in the Fall. The Village had budgeted $1,000,000 for the estimated
cost of the project in the 2020/21 budget. The low bid was submitted by John Neri Construction Company, Inc. who was also
the low bidder in the Fall of 2019. The Contractor has extensive references and experience constructing similar projects.

As part of our ongoing review of capital spending, this project was evaluated for costs and where it falls on the community
safety spectrum. This lift station takes flow from Brewster Creek, Lake in the Hills, and Campanelli lift stations. If it goes
down we have major concerns for backups. There is currently only 1 pump functioning so this project needs to get done as
soon as possible.

Based upon the bids submitted and concerns above, Staff recommends awarding the Apple Orchard Pump Station Upgrade
Project to John Neri Construction Company, Inc.

This Water Main Replacement Project Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered
this 5th day of May, between the Village of Bartlett, an Illinois home rule municipality
(the “Village” or “Owner”) and John Neri Construction Co. Inc. (the “Contractor”)
(collectively, the “Parties”).

IN CONSIDERATION of the covenants and conditions herein and other good
and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged by the Parties, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

Project Work.

The proposed work includes, but is not limited to; Furnishing of materials, labor and
equipment to provide an existing lift station upgrade, which includes reconfigured
existing Wet well with new reinforced concrete Wet well risers, top slab with access
hatches, two (2) new submersible pumps, ductile iron piping, related hardware and
appurtenances and new above-grade pump controls, new reinforced concrete valve
vault and new reinforced concrete vault with a magnetic flow-meter. All Project Work
shall be performed in strict compliance with the below defined Contract Documents.

b. Contract Documents mean and include: (i) this Agreement; (ii) General
Conditions and Instructions to Bidders and General Requirements attached hereto and
incorporated herein; (iii) all Specifications, Plans and Drawings attached hereto as and
incorporated herein; (iv) the Performance and Payment Bond or Letter of Credit as
defined herein; and (v) Addenda _N/A _ attached hereto and incorporated herein
(collectively, the “Contract Documents”). The Contract Documents are expressly
incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement as though fully set forth herein. In
the event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the Contract
Documents, the most stringent requirements shall control.

Completion Date. Contractor shall complete the Project Work in strict
compliance with the requirements herein on or before October 15, 2020.

A. Payment Procedure. The payment procedures are as follows:

1 All payments under the Agreement shall be based on the unit prices set

3. In addition to the payment request documentation set forth under the
Contract, Contractor shall provide the following documentation to the Village and the

a. Contractor shall provide monthly invoices to the Village throughout the
Project Work. It shall be a condition precedent to the Village obligation to make a
monthly progress payment that the Contractor shall have submitted to the Engineer, on
or before the first day of the month in which the Contractor is applying for a payment,
the following documentation, which shall hereinafter collectively be referred to as the
“Contractor’s Progress Payment Documents”.

(i) An itemized Application of Payment for operations completed in
accordance with the schedule of values, supported by such data to substantiate
the Contractor’s right to payment as the Village and the Engineer may require,
such as copies of requisitions from material suppliers, and reflecting a 5%
retainage until after final acceptance has been made by the Village. Payment
shall be further reduced by such additional amounts that the Village determines
for non-conforming work and unsettled claims.

(i) A general Contractor's Sworn Statement in form customarily used by
Chicago Title and Trust Company. (“Contractor's Sworn Statement”)

(i)  Current Partial Waivers of Lien from the Contractor and from all
subcontractors of every tier and all of the material suppliers that supplied labor
and/or material in connection with the Project covering such period.

(iv)  All of the Contractor's Progress Payment Documents shall be signed,
sworn to and notarized.

(v)  Certified Payrolls (defined below)

(vi)  Such additional documentation and/or information requested by the Village
and /or Engineer relative to said payment.

b. It shall be a condition precedent to any payment required by the Village
hereunder, that the Village and the Engineer has determined that the Project Work
being invoiced is free from any defects and has been completed in strict compliance
with the terms and conditions herein. The Village shall deduct from the final payment
hereunder, amounts as determined for incomplete work, including but not limited to
punch list work, and any required Restoration Work, and for any unsettled claims.
Payments shall be further contingent upon the consent of the surety issuing the
performance and payment bonds and/or other bond hereunder to said payment. Any
amounts required to be withheld from said payment by the surety shall be withheld
without any liability to the Village.

c. Following completion of the Project Work, Contractor shall furnish the Village
the following documents: (1) final lien waivers from (i) Contractor; (ii) all subcontractors
of every tier that furnished labor and/or materials for the Project Work; and (iii) all
suppliers that furnished materials in connection with the Project Work; all of which shall
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be signed and notarized; (2) Certified Payrolls; and (3) such additional documentation
and/or information requested by the Village relative to said payment.

d. In the event the Contractor, and or Village and/or Engineer is in receipt of
any claim(s) for lien and/or other notice of any claim in connection with the Project, the
amount claimed shall be held out from payment for a period of at least 120 days to
determine whether said claimant files a lawsuit to foreclose or otherwise adjudicate its
lien claim. In the event a lawsuit is in fact filed within the statutory period, the Village, in
its sole discretion, may elect to (a) file an interpleader action and/or intervene in the
lawsuit and deposit the amount in question with the Clerk of the Court or (b) continue to
hold said disputed sum until the lawsuit has been fully adjudicated or settled, or (c) elect
to pay said disputed sum to the Contractor after having first received such additional
indemnification agreement(s) and surety bond(s) as are acceptable to the Village. In
the event the lien claimant fails to file a lawsuit within the applicable statutory period, the
Contractor shall either furnish a release or final waiver from said lien claimant or furnish
the Village with an indemnification agreement and an additional mechanic’s lien bond in
form approved by the Village issued by a surety company acceptable to the Village.

e. It shall also be a condition precedent to any payment hereunder that
contractor must complete and submit certified payrolls to the Village covering all
payouts no less than once a month in strict compliance with the Prevailing Wage Act
(820 ILCS 130/01, et seq.) (the “Certified Payrolls”). The Village will not process or
release any payments prior to receiving the Certified Payrolls relative to each applicable
pay application.

f.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event shall the Village's acceptance of
the Project Work, Contractor's Payment Request Documentation, Engineer’s
Certification, and/or the Village’s payments to Contractor be deemed a waiver, express
or implied, of any warranties and/or guaranties required herein.

B. Non-Discrimination. Contractor shall not discriminate against any worker,
employee or applicant for employment because of religion, race, sex, sexual orientation,
color, national origin, marital status, or ancestry, age, physical or mental disability
unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable discharge from the military service, nor otherwise
commit an unfair employment practice.

C. Compliance with Law.  All goods, equipment, materials, and all labor furnished
by or on behalf of Contractor and/or Contractor’s agents (defined below) shall comply
with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, statutes,
and codes relative thereto including, but not limited to, the lllinois Department of
Transportation (IDOT), Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as amended, the lllinois Department of Labor
(IDOL), US Department of Labor (USDOL), the Human Rights Commission, the lllinois
Department of Human Rights, EEOC, Environmental laws (defined below), and all
Village of Bartlett Building Code (collectively, the “Laws”). To the fullest extent
permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Village
of Bartlett and its, officials, officers, agents, consultants from loss or damage, including
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but not limited to, attorney’s fees, and other costs of defense by reason of actual or
alleged violations of any of the Laws. In the event of any conflict and/or inconsistencies
between any of the Laws, the most stringent Laws shall be controlling and applicable to
the Project Work. This obligation shall survive the expiration and/or termination of this
Agreement.

A Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Village of Bartlett, and its officials, officers,
employees, agents, consultants, successors and assigns (collectively, the “Indemnified
Parties”), against all injuries, deaths, damage to property, loss, damages, claims, suits,
liens, lien rights, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses which may in any way arise
directly or indirectly from the Project Work, Repair Work and/or Warranty Work provided
hereunder, and/or any acts and/or omissions of or on behalf of the Contractor, its
employees, contractors, subcontractors of any tier, suppliers, and/or agents and/or any
person and/or entity acting on behalf of any of them and/or anyone directly or indirectly
employed by any of them and/or anyone for whose acts and/or omissions any of them
may be liable (collectively, “Contractors Agents”); except to the extent caused by the
negligence of a party indemnified hereunder. In which case, Contractor shall at its own
expense, appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and costs and other
expenses arising there from or incurred in connection therewith, and if any judgment
shall be rendered against the Indemnified Parties or any of them, in any such action,
Contractor agrees that any bond or insurance protection required herein, or otherwise
provided by Contractor, shall in no way limit the responsibility to indemnify, keep and
save harmless and defend the Indemnified Parties as herein provided. This obligation
shall survive the expiration and/or termination of the Agreement. Contractor shall
similarly protect, indemnify and hold and save harmless the Indemnified Parties against
and from any and all claims, costs, causes, actions and expenses including but not
limited to attorney’s fees, incurred by reason of Contractor's breach of any of its
obligations under, or Contractor's default of, any provision of the Agreement. This
obligation shall survive the expiration and /or termination of the Agreement.

E. Binding Obligation and Non-Assignability. Contractor shall not assign the whole
or any part of this Agreement without the written consent of the Village. All
subcontractors shall be approved by the Village. Any such assignment by Contractor
without the Village’s written approval shall be null and void.

F. Taxes. The Village is a Tax-Exempt Organization and is not subject to sales,
consumer, use, and other similar taxes required by law. This exemption does not,
however, apply to tools, machinery, equipment or other property leased by the
Contractor, or to suppliers and materials which, even though they are consumed are not
incorporated into the completed Project Work. The Contractor shall be responsible for
and pay any and all applicable taxes, including sales and use taxes, on such leased
tools, machinery, equipment or other property and upon such unincorporated supplies
and materials. All such taxes are included in the unit pricing set forth in the Contractor’s
proposal.
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G. Investigations by Contractor. Contractor has made such investigations as it
deems necessary to perform the Project Work, including but not limited to, inspection of
all Project Sites and represents and warrants that the Specifications, Plans, Drawings
and other Contract Documents as defined in the General Conditions are adequate and
the required result can be produced there under. No plea of ignorance of conditions
that exist or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the
Project Work under this Agreement as a result of failure to make the necessary
investigations will be accepted as an excuse for any failure or omission on the part of
Contractor to fulfill in every detail all of the requirements of this Agreement, or will be
accepted as a basis for any claims whatsoever, for extra compensation.

H. Insurance. Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Project
Work, Repair Work and Warranty Work, insurance of the types and in amounts of not
less than the coverages listed below. The cost of such insurance is included in the unit
pricing set forth in the Contractor's Bid Proposal.

1. Commercial General and Umbrella Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) insurance with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000.00 aggregate.

CGL insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) occurrence
form CG 00 01 10 93, or a substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall
cover liability arising from: liability arising out of the Project Work, including activities
performed by or on behalf of Contractor; premises owned, leased, or used by
Contractor; operations; administration of the work; independent contractors;
subcontractors; vendors and suppliers; products-completed operations; personal injury
and advertising injury; and liability assumed under an insured contract (including the tort
liability of another assumed in a business contract).

Any endorsement or policy provision which limits contractual liabilities
shall be deleted in its entirety.

The Village of Bartlett and its, officers, officials, employees, consultants, agents,
successors and assigns (collectively, the “Additional Insured”), shall be included as an
insured under the Contractors CGL using ISO additional insured endorsement CG 20
10 or substitute providing equivalent coverage, and using additional insured under
Contractors commercial umbrella liability and business auto liability coverage’s, and
also using additional insured endorsement CG 20 37 or substitute providing equivalent
coverage with respect to the below required continuing completed operations liability
coverage.

These insurance coverages shall apply as primary insurance with respect to any
other insurance or self-insurance afforded to the Additional Insured, or any of them, and
shall not require exhaustion of any other coverage or tender of any claim or action to
any other insurer providing coverage to any of the Additional Insured. The coverage
shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the Additional
Insured, or any of them.

There shall be no endorsement or modification of the CGL limiting the scope of
coverage for liability arising from explosion, collapse or underground property damage.
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2. Continuing Completed Operations Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) coverage with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence for at least three years following
substantial completion of the Project Work.

Continuing CGL insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 10
93, or substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall, at minimum, cover
liability arising from products-completed operations and liability assumed under an
insured contract.

Continuing CGL insurance shall have a products-completed operation aggregate
of at least two times its each occurrence limit.

3. Business Auto Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain business auto liability insurance with a limit of not less
than $1,000,000 each accident. Such insurance shall cover liability arising out of “Any
Auto” including owned, hired and non-owned autos.

Business auto insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) form
CA 00 01, CA 00 05, CA 00 12, CA 00 20, or a substitute form providing equivalent
liability coverage. If necessary, the policy shall be endorsed to provide contractual
liability coverage equivalent to that provided in the 1990 and later editions of CA 00 01.

4. Workers Compensation and Employees Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain workers compensation as required by statute and
employer’s liability insurance. The employer’s liability limits shall not be less than
$1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident or $1,000,000 each employee for
bodily injury by disease.

If the Village of Bartlett has not been included as an insured under the
Commercial General Liability, Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance and/or Business Auto
Liability coverages required in the Contract, the Contractor waives all rights against the
Village, and its officers, officials, employees, consultants, and agents for recovery of
damages arising out of or incident to the Project Work.

9. Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance Coverage.

Contractor shall maintain Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance coverage of not
less than $5,000,000 each occurrence and $5,000,000 aggregate.

6. General Insurance Provisions.
a. Evidence of Insurance

i. Prior to beginning work, Contractor shall furnish the Village with a
certificate(s) of insurance and applicable policy endorsement(s), including but not
limited to all additional insured endorsements required herein, executed by a duly
authorized representative of each insurer, showing compliance with the
insurance requirements set forth above.
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ii. All certificates shall provide for thirty (30) days' written notice to the
Village prior to the cancellation or material change of any insurance referred to
therein. Written notice to the Village shall be by certified mail, return receipt
requested.

iii. Failure of the Village to demand such certificate, endorsement or
other evidence of full compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of
the Village to identify a deficiency from evidence that is provided shall not be
construed as a waiver of Contractor's obligation to maintain such insurance.

iv. The Village shall have the right, but not the obligation, of prohibiting
Contractor or any subcontractor of any tier from entering the Project Site(s) until
such certificates or other evidence that insurance has been placed in complete
compliance with these requirements is received and approved by the Village.

V. Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination
of this Contract at the option of the Village.

Vi With respect to insurance maintained after final payment in
compliance with a requirement above, an additional certificate(s) evidencing such
coverage shall be promptly provided to the Village whenever requested.

Vii. Contractor shall provide certified copies of all insurance policies
required above within 10 days of the Village’s written request for said copies.

b. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance shall be provided by insurance companies licensed to do business in
the State of lllinois with a policy holder rating of not less than A and a financial
rating of not less than VIl in the latest edition of Best Insurance Guide.

. Cross-Liability Coverage

If Contractor's liability policies do not contain the standard ISO separation of
insured’s provision, or a substantially similar clause, they shall be endorsed to
provide cross-liability coverage.

d. Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to the Village. At the
option of the Village, the Contractor may be asked to eliminate such deductibles
or self-insured retentions as respects the Village, and each of its respective
officers, officials, employees, consultants, and agents are required to procure a
bond guaranteeing payment of losses and other related costs, including, but not
limited to, investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.

e. The Village Shall Not Waive Any Rights of Subrogation

The Village shall not, in any manner, be deemed or intended to have
waived any right of subrogation which either the Village and/or its, insurance
carrier and/or risk pool provider, risk management agency, and/or insurance
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company providing excess coverage may have against the Contractor, for any
property injury, death, or other damage caused by Contractor, and/or any of its
subcontractors of any tier, and/or otherwise arising out of the Project Work.

f. Failure to Comply with Insurance Reporting Provisions

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that any failure to
comply with reporting provisions of the policies shall not affect coverage provided
to the Additional Insured, or any of them.

g. All Insurance Obtained Shall Apply Separately to Each Insured

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that the insurance
shall apply separately to each insured against whom a claim is made or suit is
brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer's liability.

h. Insurance Requirements cannot be Waived

Under no circumstances shall the Village be deemed to have waived any
of the insurance requirements of this Contract by any action or omission,
including, but not limited to:

i. allowing any work to commence by the Contractor before receipt of
Certificates of Insurance;

ii. failing to review any Certificates of Insurance received;

iii. failing to advise the Contractor that any Certificate of Insurance fails
to contain all the required insurance provisions, or is otherwise
deficient in any manner; and/or

iv. issuing any payment without receipt of a sworn certification from the
Contractor stating that all the required insurance is in force.

The Contractor agrees that the obligation to provide the insurance
required by these documents are solely its responsibility and that this is a
requirement which cannot be waived by any conduct, action, inaction or omission
by the Village of Bartlett and/or any of the other Additional Insured.

i Liability of Contractor is not limited by Purchase of Insurance

Nothing herein contained in the insurance requirements of the Contract
Documents is to be construed as limiting the liability of the Contractor, and/or
their respective insurance carriers. The Village and the other Additional Insureds
do not, in any way, represent that the coverages or limits of insurance specified
is sufficient or adequate to protect the Additional Insured’s, or any of them, the
Contractor, or any subcontractor's interest or liabilities, but are merely minimums.
Any obligation of the Contractor to purchase insurance shall not, in any way, limit
their obligations to the Additional Insured in the event that the Additional Insured,
or any of them should suffer an injury or loss in excess of the amount recovered
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through insurance, or any loss or portion of the loss which is not covered by
either the Subcontractor’s and/or Contractor's insurance.

j- Notice of Personal Injury or Property Damage

Contractor shall notify the Additional Insured, in writing, of any actual or
possible claim for personal injury or property damage relating to the work, or of
any occurrence which might give rise to such a claim, promptly upon obtaining
first knowledge of same.

k. Subcontractors

Contractor shall cause each subcontractor employed by Contractor to
purchase and maintain insurance of not less than the types and amounts
specified above and otherwise in strict compliance with the above insurance
requirements including but not limited to the additional insured requirements set
forth above. When requested by the Village, Contractor shall furnish copies of
certificates of insurance evidencing coverage for each subcontractor and
additional insured endorsements as required above.

l. Performance and Payment Bonds, IDOT Contract Bond or Letter of Credit.

Prior to commencement of the Project Work, Contractor must submit to the
Village: (a) performance and payment bonds or IDOT Contract Bond, each in the
amount of 110% of the Contract Sum, naming the Village of Bartlett as the primary
obligee in form acceptable to the Village co-signed by a surety company authorized by
the lllinois Department of Insurance to sell and issue sureties in the State of lllinois and
approved by the Village. (“Performance and Payment Bonds”) or (b) an irrevocable
letter of credit in the amount of 110% of the Contract Sum guarantying Contractors
obligations under the Contract Documents issued by a financial institution worth at least
$40,000,000 in assets and a capital to asset ratio of not less than 6% in form acceptable
to the Village (“Letter of Credit”), which said Performance and Payment Bonds and/or
Letter of Credit shall be conditioned upon proper and faithful performance by the
Contractor of the work specified in strict accordance with the Contract Documents and
payment of all debts incurred by the Contractor in the execution of the Project Work,
including those for labor and materials furnished, including but not limited to payment of
prevailing wages as required herein. The cost of said Performance and Payment Bonds
and/or Letter of Credit is included in the unit pricing set forth in Contractors Proposal.

J. Default.

In the event of default hereunder, the non-defaulting party shall be entitled to all
remedies available at law and/or equity, including reasonable attorney’s fees, subject to
the limitations set forth in paragraph “L” below.

L. Limitation on the Owner’s Liability.

The Contractor agrees to waive any right which it may have to punitive,
consequential, special, indirect, incidental, and/or exemplary damages against the
Village, and agrees not to make any claim or demand for such damages against the
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Village.

M. Hazardous Substances.

Contractor shall not cause or permit any Hazardous Substances to be brought
upon, kept, stored or used in or about the Project Site, and/or any other property owned,
leased, controlled or under the jurisdiction of the Village of Bartlett ( “Village Property”)
by Contractor, and/or Contractors Agent (defined above). If the presence of Hazardous
Substances brought upon, kept, stored or used in or about any of the Owner's Property
by or on behalf of Contractor or Contractor's Agents in violation of this paragraph,
results in contamination of the said Property, Contractor shall pay for all actual costs of
clean up and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Village and its employees,
agents, consultants, officers, and officials from and against any and all claims,
demands, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), costs, fines, penalties and
other liabilities of any and every kind and nature, including, but not limited to, costs and
expenses incurred in connection with any clean-up, remediation, removal or restoration
work required by any federal, state or local governmental authority because of the
presence of any such Hazardous Substances on or about said Property.

For purposes hereof, Hazardous Substances shall include, but not be limited to,
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “toxic substances” in the federal
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, as
amended; the federal Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, as amended; and the
federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, as amended (‘RCRA”); those
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “materials,” or “wastes” under any
Federal law or the law of the State of lllinois; and as such substances are defined in any
regulations adopted and publications promulgated pursuant to said laws (collectively,
“Environmental Laws”). If Contractor’s activities or the activities of any of Contractor’s
Agents violate or create a risk of violation of any Environmental Laws, Contractor shall
cause such activities to cease immediately upon notice from the Village. Contractor
shall immediately notify the Village both by telephone and in writing of any spill or
unauthorized discharge of Hazardous Substances or of any condition constituting an
“imminent hazard” under any Environmental Laws.

Contractor’s indemnification obligations and duties hereunder shall survive the
termination and/or expiration of this Contract.

N. Delays in Project Work.

Notwithstanding any provision herein to the contrary, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to an increase in the Contract Sum as a result of any delays in the progress of
the Work. The Contractor’s sole remedy for delay shall be an extension of time.

If the Contractor, but for a delay not within the Contractor’'s control, would have
completed the Work prior to the project completion date, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to any recovery of damages arising out of any event of delay which prevented
such early completion of the Work.

0. Change Orders.

(1.) Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, where proposed
changes to the Project Work involve a modification to (i) the Contract Sum; (ii) the
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Contract Time, or (iii) material changes in the Work (i.e., other than minor field
changes), a written Change Order shall be prepared by the Engineer. It shall be a
condition precedent to the acceptance of any Change Order or any Series of Change
Orders which involves an increase or decrease in the Contract Sum of $10,000 or more
or changes the time of completion by a total of thirty (30) days or more, that the Village
corporate authorities shall have first approved such written Change Order(s) and made
the requisite determinations and findings in writing as required by 720 ILCS 5/33 E-9 (as
amended). Other changes involving modifications to the Contract Sum, Contract Time
or material change in the Work which will result in an increase or decrease of less than
$10,000 or extension of less than thirty (30) days to the Contract Time shall be made by
the Village Administrator.

(2.) All change orders will be calculated based solely on Contractor's Unit
Pricing set forth in Contractor’'s Proposal and actual revised quantities, regardless of
whether the change order is for an increase or decrease in Project Work. No additional
compensation will be allowed for change orders for additional work other than based on
Contractor's Unit Pricing times the increased actual units constructed calculated by the
Engineer, in that said Unit Pricing already reflects Contractor’s overhead and profits.

P. Relationship of the Parties. It is understood, acknowledged and agreed by the
parties that the relationship of the Contractor to the Village arising out of this Agreement
shall be that of an independent contractor. Neither Contractor, nor any employee or
agent of Contractor, is an employee, partner, joint venturer, and/or agent of the Village,
and therefore is not entitled to any benefits provided to employees of the Village.
Contractor has no authority to employ/retain any person as an employee or agent for or
on behalf of the Village for any purpose. Neither Contractor nor any person engaging in
any work or services related to this Agreement at the request or with the actual or
implied consent of the Contractor may represent himself to others as an employee of
the Village. Should any person indicate to the Contractor or any employee or agent of
Contractor by written or oral communication, course of dealing or otherwise, that such
person believes Contractor to be an employee or agent of the Village, Contractor shall
use its best efforts to correct such belief. In ordering or accepting delivery of or paying
for any goods or services, Contractor shall do so in Contractor's own business.

Q. Contractor shall at all times have sole control over the manner, means and
methods of performing the services required by this Agreement according to its own
independent judgment. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that it will devote such
time and resources as necessary to produce the contracted results. The Village,
Engineer, nor Consultant shall not have control over, charge of, nor be responsible for,
the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences of procedures, or for safety
precautions and programs in connection with the Work since they are solely the
Contractor’s rights and responsibilities. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the
Work efficiently with his, her or its best skill and attention; and the Contractor shall be
responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and
programs in connection with the work; and the Contractor shall take all necessary
precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the necessary protection to prevent
damage, injury or loss to all employees on the subject site and all other persons who
may be affected thereby.
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R. Exhibits and Contract Documents.
All Exhibits and Contract Documents referred to therein are expressly incorporated
herein and made part hereof.

S. Assumption of Liability.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor assumes liability for all injury to
or death of any person or persons including employees of Contractor, any subcontractor
of any tier, any supplier or any other person and assumes liability for all damage to
property sustained by any person or persons occasioned by or in any way arising out of
any work performed pursuant to this Contract.

T Severability

If any clause, phrase, provision or portion of this Contract or the application
thereof, to any person or circumstance, shall be invalid or unenforceable under
applicable law, such event shall not affect, impair or render invalid or unenforceable the
remainder of this Contract, nor shall it affect the application of any other clause, phrase,
provision or portion hereof to other persons or circumstances.

U. No Waiver of Immunities and/or Privileges by the Village of Bartlett.

Nothing herein shall be construed as an express and/or implied waiver of any
common law and/or statutory immunities and/or privileges of the Village of Bartlett
and/or any of its officials, officers, employees, and/or agents as to any liability
whatsoever; such immunities and privileges are expressly reserved.

V. Architectural Barriers Act, American with Disabilities Act, and lllinois Accessibility
Code
Contractor shall comply with the Architectural Barrier act of 1968, as amended
(42 U.S.C. § 4151, et seq.), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as
amended, including but not limited to changes made by the ADA Amendments Act of
2008 (P.L. 110-325), the lllinois Accessibility Code, as amended, and any and all
applicable federal, state and local laws pertaining to accessibility with the most stringent
requirements controlling.

W. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act

Contractor shall comply with the Clean Air act of 1970, as amended, the Federal
Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, and all Environmental Laws (as defined
above) with the most stringent laws controlling.

X. Removal and Disposal

The Contractor must remove and dispose of all construction or demolition debris
materials, waste and soils at licensed facilities in accordance with applicable federal,
state and local laws, including but not limited to the NEPA Act and lllinois Public Act 97-
137, with the most stringent and demanding requirements controlling.

Y. Work by Trade Unions
If the Work is to be performed by trade unions, the Contractor shall make all
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necessary arrangements to reconcile, without delay, damage, recourse, or cost to
Owner, any conflict between the Contract Documents and any agreements or
regulations of any kind at any time in force among members or councils which regulate
or distinguish what activities shall not be included in the work of any particular trade. In
case the progress of the Work is affected by any undue delay in furnishing or installing
any items or materials or equipment required under the Contract Documents because of
the conflict involving any such agreement or regulation, the Owner may require that
other material or equipment of equal kind and quality be provided at no additional cost
to the Owner.

Z: lllinois Human Rights Act.

The Contractor shall comply with all terms and procedures of the lllinois Human
Rights Act, (775 ILCS 5 et seq.) and Contractor represents and warrants to the Village
as follows:

(1) That it will not discriminate against any employees or applicant for
employment because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin or
ancestry, age physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service, and further that it will examine all job classifications to
determine if minority persons or woman are under-utilized and will take appropriate
affirmative action to rectify any such under-utilization.

(2)  That, if it hires employees in order to perform this Contract or any portion
thereof, it will determine the availability (in accordance with the Department’s Rules and
Regulations) of minorities and woman in the areas from which it may reasonably recruit
and it will hire for each job classification for which employees are hired in such a way
that minorities and women are not under-utilized.

(3) That in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by it or on
its behalf, it will state that all applicants will be afforded equal opportunity without
discrimination because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin, or
ancestry, age, physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service.

(4) That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers
with which it has or is bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement or
understanding, a notice advising such labor organization or representative of the
Contractor's obligations under the lllinois Human Rights Act and the Department’'s
Rules and Regulations. If any such labor organization or representative fails or refuses
to cooperate with the Contractor in its efforts to comply with such Acts and Rules and
Regulations, the Contractor will promptly so notify the Department and the contracting
agency and will recruit employees from other sources when necessary to fulffill its
obligations thereunder.

(6) That it will submit reports as required by the Department’s Rules and
Regulations, furnish all relevant information as may from time to time be requested by
the Department or the contracting agency, and in all respects comply with the lllinois
Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and Regulations.

(6)  That it will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work
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sites by personnel of the contracting agency and the Department for purposes of
investigation to a certain compliance with the lllinois Human Rights Act and the
Department’s Rules and Regulations.

(7) That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of these
clauses in every subcontracting awards under which any portion of the contract
obligations are undertaken or assumed, so that each provision will be binding upon
such Subcontractor. In the same manner as with other provisions of this Contract, the
Contractor will be liable for compliance with applicable provisions of this clause by such
Subcontractors; and further it will promptly notify the contracting agency and the
Department in the event any Subcontractor fails or refuses to comply therewith. In
addition, the Contractor will not utilize any Subcontractor declared by the lllinois Human
Rights Commission to be ineligible for Contracts or Subcontracts with the State of
lllinois or any of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations.

Z-1. Guarantee.

(1) Except as otherwise specified, the contractor shall guarantee
workmanship and materials for a period one (1) year for all items from date of final
acceptance by the Village. The Work shall be left in perfect order at completion and
acceptance. Neither the final payment nor termination of the guarantee period, nor any
provision in the Contract document shall relive the Contractor of the responsibility for
negligence, faulty materials, or workmanship within the extent and period provided by
law, and upon written notice it shall remedy any defects due thereto, and shall pay all
expenses for any damage to other work resulting therefrom.

(2) If the Drawings, Plans, and/or Specifications provide for methods of
construction, installation, materials, etc., which the Contractor cannot guarantee for the
indicated period, it shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to so inform the Owner in
writing before submitting his bid. Otherwise, the Contractor shall be held responsible to
provide the method of construction, installation, materials, etc., which will be guaranteed
for the indicated period of time.

Z-2  Miscellaneous.

(1.) This Agreement supersedes all prior agreements and understandings,
both written and oral, of the parties to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement
applies to and binds the successors and assigns of the Parties to this Agreement. Any
amendments to this Agreement must be in writing and executed by both Parties.

(2.) Changes in the number, gender and grammar of terms and phrases
herein when necessary to conform this Agreement to the circumstances of the parties
hereto shall in all cases, be assumed as though in each case fully expressed therein.

(3.) This Agreement shall be construed, governed and enforced according to
the laws of the State of lllinois, and the exclusive venue for the enforcement of this
Agreement and/or litigation between the parties shall be the Circuit Court of DuPage
County, lllinois.

(4.) In construing this Agreement, section headings shall be disregarded.
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(6.) Time is of the essence of this Agreement and every provision contained
herein.

(6.) Each of the undersigned signing as an officer or agent on behalf of the
respective party to this Agreement warrants that he or she holds such capacity as is
specified beneath his or her name and further warrants that he or she is authorized to
execute and effectuate this Agreement and that he or she does so voluntarily and in his
or her official capacity.

(7.) Survival of Obligations. Except as otherwise provided, any obligations
and duties which by their nature extend beyond the expiration or termination of this
Agreement, including, without limitation, Sections pertaining to Indemnity shall survive
the expiration of this Agreement.

(8.) Inthe event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the
Contract Documents, and/or this Addendum, the most stringent requirements shall

control.
