President Wallace read a Proclamation that remembered and honored Village Trustee

As a tribute to our dearly missed friend,
neighbor and colleague - | challenge all of us to GET INVOLVED with your community. |
believe this would be the greatest gift we can give to Michael’s legacy and his family —
Michael would say “offer to be a part of the solution versus complaining about the
problem”. A few particular organizations with which Mike devoted a lot of his spare time
serving and building community include: Bartlett Rotary Club; Village of Bartlett; Boy
Scouts of America; Bartlett Area Chamber of Commerce; Bartlett Veterans Memorial
Foundation.

10. QUESTION/ANSWER: PRESIDENT & TRUSTEES

Trustee Deyne thanked public works and stated that on June 26" at 10:00 p.m. a parkway
tree.came down and was partially blocking the road. Public Works staff did an absolutely
wonderful job in removing it. He thanked Joey Dienberg and Pam Rohleder for the 1991
Centennial Fourth of July Parade video presentation. He stated that the Village did not
have a parade or fireworks because of the pandemic and the video brought back a lot of
memories and faces of people that have since passed.

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that the village president declared this
meeting necessary to be held in this hybrid fashion due to the COVID pandemic and the
Board is partially remote and partially in-person for quorum purposes.

11. TOWN HALL

Planning & Development Director Roberta Grill stated that she has two requests to read
into the record as follows:
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Jim Peplow, 1452 Quincy Bridge Road [Brentwood HOA Board President]

Ms. Grill stated that he emailed staff with concerns with the Culver’s restaurant and how
it may increase traffic along Quincy Bridge Road and how the lighting would spill-over as
well as how the increased traffic would be policed. Her staff, pubic works and the police
department all responded to Mr. Peplow today via an e-mail. She summarized that she
was told that the increased traffic flow which will occur from the Culver’s will be monitored
and if there is a need for an updated traffic study, they can have one done. If
improvements are needed for a left turn lane onto Schick Road off of Quincy Bridge, they
would take a look at it and will respond if they have resident concerns. As far as lighting
is concerned, Culver’s indicated that they will be “dark sky compliant” which means that
they have taken the extra effort to minimize any glare from their property and will reduce
the light that trespasses from their property. All lights on the property will be fully shielded
and the blue light that is emitted will be minimized during the nighttime hours. The final
issue is policing increased traffic that may occur. The police chief stated that they conduct
residential patrols as well as radar parking enforcement and perform business checks
throughout all of the shifts and will continue to do that for this area.

Nicholas Varchetto, 1201 Lynnfield Lane

Ms. Grill read his email into the record: “I recently moved to Bartlett in December of last
year and live at 1201 Lynnfield Lane. As a site development professional myself | have
taken great interest in the industrial development going on west of my property on
Stearns. | think so far everything looks nice. My one question | have for the board and
maybe planning and development would be why it seems they are not completing the
west side of Lynnfield's right-of-way (ROW)? The sidewalk now ends at their property line
and does not continue to Stearns. In my experience it is always the developers
responsibility to finish completing ROW improvements adjacent to newly developed land.
| thought it was possibly phasing, but it looks as though they have finished all earthwork
and landscaping. If no sidewalk or parkway trees are proposed, | would question why the
developer was given a free pass on this basic requirement. Thank you for your time.”

Ms. Grill stated that she reached out to Mr. Varchetto and told him that when Stearns and
Munger petitioned the Village, they requested a modification from the subdivision
ordinance to eliminate the sidewalk requirements. They felt that a sidewalk on Munger
Road would provide no connection since there are no sidewalks in the Brewster Creek
Business Park. There is a bike path along Brewster Creek Blvd. further west. Staff
concurred with that because the sidewalk would lead to no connection. On Lynnfield
Lane there was an existing sidewalk on the east side, opposite this project, which is
directly adjacent to the Green Meadows Park which provides the residents of the
Weathersfield subdivision access to the park. Rather than make the developers put in a
sidewalk on Lynnfield Lane, the staff negotiated a 10’ wide bike path be placed on Stearns
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Road which would provide a greater community-wide benefit. Mr. Varchetto agreed that
it was a greater benefit to the community to have the bike path.

BUILDING & ZONING, CHAIRMAN HOPKINS

BCBP Lot 12B (Tomart) - Site Plan Review and Special Use Permit

Chairman Hopkins presented the Brewster Creek Business Park Lot 12B Site Plan
Review/Special Use Permits and asked the Planning and Development Services Director,
Roberta Grill to summarize.

Ms. Grill stated that the petitioner is requesting Site Plan Review for a proposed 25,000
sq. ft. warehouse building on the east side of Humbracht Circle. The building would be
gray with red accents and constructed with precast concrete wall panels at a maximum
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height of just under 35'. Two curb cuts are proposed for Humbracht Circle. Trucks will
enter the site from the southern curb cut and exit at the northern cub cut. Passenger
vehicles will utilize the north curb cut only. The petitioner is requesting a special use to
allow for outdoor storage of trailers on the site. The site plan currently shows 51 truck
stalls. They are also requesting to amend Ordinance 2000-54. This ordinance approved
of the preliminary plat of subdivision for the entire eastern half of Brewster Creek Business
Park. The ordinance required an 11-foot-tall berm to be installed along the 50-foot
landscaping easement on the eastern property line. At the time this ordnance was written,
the grade plans had not been finalized. The proposed building would be 28’ lower than
the residential subdivision located to the east. The requirements for a berm to be located
along the eastern property line would serve no purpose and would not be visible to the
homes. There is a ComEd right-of-way that is approximately 205’ wide that provides a
buffer from the site to the single-family homes. There is also an open space area located
east of the right-of-way. Staff prepared an exhibit that shows the distanced from the
nearest home to the truck parking which would be 438 feet at the southern location and
528 feet to the building. Staff agrees to eliminate the amendment for the 11-foot-high
berm. The petitioner is here tonight if you have any questions.

The item was forwarded on to the Plan Commission for a public hearing.

FINANCE AND GOLF, CHAIRMAN DEYNE

Elmhurst Chicago Stone TIF Budget Amendment

Todd Dowden, Finance Director, stated they are looking at an amendment to the Brewster
Creek TIF Budget. Jeff Brown from Elmhurst Chicago Stone is here tonight if you have
any questions. He is requesting the budget be increased $3,000,000 to develop the
remaining undeveloped sites in Cook and DuPage Counties. This would be the second
budget amendment with the last one being in 2016, when bonds were issued. If the TIF
budget is increased, it would allow the Village to issue another developer note not to
exceed $3,000,000. The budget is being increased by the Consumer Price Index. In 1999,
the original budget was $30,000,000. In 2016 it was increased to $44,000,000. This would
add three more years of inflation on it which would bring it up to about $48,000,000. The
2016 Developer Note which was not to exceed $11,000,000 still has a little over
$4,000,000 left on the Note and will be used to complete the remainder of Spitzer Rd. as
well as Lot #1, #3 and #4 in Cook County. The $3,000,000 would be for Lot #2 in Cook
and Lot #s 8 and 12 in DuPage County. Currently, TIF Bonds outstanding, there is
$16,095,000 in the 2007 and 2016 bonds. The 2016 Developer Note has a balance of
just over $3,000,000. Increment collected in 2020 will be just about $606,000,000 for the
TIF Project Fund this year. With the average increases and new construction added in
Cook County, we are projecting funds will be available to pay back the additional
$3,000,000. The TIF is not an obligation of the Village and will be paid fully from the
increment of the property taxes. Even though the budget is being amended, we are not
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extending the life of the TIF and it will still be ending in December of 2023. If the budget
is amended, we send notices to the taxing districts to the change of the TIF budget and
then approve a Supplemental Redevelopment Agreement and then approve an ordinance
to issue an additional Redevelopment Note in the amount of $3,000,000.

Chairman Hopkins asked who regulates the 7% interest rate and where did it come from.

Mr. Dowden stated that this is an interest rate that has been used on the last Developer
Note. The reason why it is higher is because all the risk is on the developer as far as
producing the development and making sure the increment is made to repay for the
bonds.

Chairman Hopkins stated that he didn’t think there was much risk so he wanted to know
if that could be amended.

Village Attorney Bryan Mraz stated that it is not something that needs to be amended. It
is not our obligation. They will borrow against the Developer Note at the bank and that is
something to consider. They may request some additional disclosures, such as the bonds
be tax exempt. Because they own all the land and pay a large portion of the real-estate
taxes that provide the increment, the high interest rate is appropriate and partly because
these bonds are subordinate to some of the outstanding debt which justifies the higher
interest rate. The tax payers are not paying any of this.

President Wallace stated that it is not a burden to the taxpayers at all. It is an internal
thing between the developers and the TIF program. Typically, this is the way it is written.

Mr. Mraz stated that no residents are paying for it unless they own property in the
business park, but it is all paid out of the real-estate taxes from the improved
development.

Chairman Hopkins confirmed that it cannot be amended.

Mr. Mraz stated not really, there would not be a basis to do that.

President Wallace stated that it is not in the Villages position to amend it. EImhurst
Chicago Stone might want to amend it, but it's not our responsibility.

Mr. Mraz stated that there is no reason to do it because it is not a Village expense or
detriment.

The item was forwarded on to the Village Board for a final vote.
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Chairman Deyne moved to adjourn and that motion was seconded by Chairman
Carbonaro.

Agreement with More Dusty, LLC

Attached is an Ordinance approving of an Amendment to the Real Estate Sale and
Purchase Agreement with More Dusty, LLC and the Amendment itself.

The Amendment provides that the closing will take place on or before August 15,
2020 and extends the satisfaction of certain contingencies that were in the Contract until
after the closing, namely issuance of the newly created Class Q liquor license to More
Brewing Company and entering the sales tax rebate agreement.

More's attorney concurs that given the delays it is not prudent to issue the liquor
license or enter the sales tax rebate agreement when More hasn’t even broken ground on
the project, and agrees to the terms of the attached Amendment that provides that both will
occur after the transaction closes, a building permit has issued, and the building on the
property being constructed has progressed to the point that it has been framed. Neitherthe
Class Q liquor license nor the sales tax rebate agreement would, however, go into effect
until after the building has been completed and an occupancy permit has issued.

FOR THE PROPERTY COMMONLY KNOWN AS 117-121 E. RAILROAD AVENUE"

(hereinafter referred to as “Ordinance 2018-123"); and

WHEREAS, the Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement approved by
Ordinance 2018-123 and dated November 20, 2018 (the “Contract”) provided the Buyer’s
obligation to purchase the Property is contingent upon, among other things, (1)
obtainment by the Buyer of Zoning Approvals and Other Governmental Approvals; (2)
creation of a new liquor license classification for a brew pub; and (3) entry into an
agreement for a partial sales tax rebate; and

WHEREAS, the Buyer has engaged various engineers and architects to prepare
plans for the development of the Property for submission to the Village so that it can
obtain the Zoning Approvals and Other Governmental Approvals, but was delayed in
submitting plans for approval by the Corporate Authorities because of delays caused by
the relocation of its main brewery to Huntley, Illinois and re-issuance of its State of lllinois
brewers and subsidiary licenses from the lllinois Liquor Commission so that it can operate
in several locations, including Bartlett, lllinois; and

WHEREAS, on June 4, 2019, the Corporate Authorities passed Ordinance 2019-

WHEREAS, on October 1, 2019, the Corporate Authorities passed Ordinance
2019-78:



‘AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A SITE PLAN, GRANTING SPECIAL USE
PERMITS AND GRANTING VARIATIONS TO ALLOW A RESTAURANT AT 121
W. RAILROAD AVENUE (MORE BREWING)”

(hereinafter referred to as “Ordinance 2019-78"); and

WHEREAS, on March 3, 2020, the Corporate Authorities passed Ordinance 2020-
20:

‘AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 3, CHAPTER 3, OF THE BARTLETT
MUNICIPAL CODE TO ADD NEW SECTION 3-3-2-19: CLASS Q THERETO
CREATING A NEW LIQUOR LICENSE CLASSIFICATION FOR A BREW PUB”

which created one such Class Q liquor license which has not yet been issued to any
applicant (hereinafter “Ordinance 2020-20"); and

WHEREAS, the Buyer, More Dusty, LLC, acknowledges that Ordinance 2019-78
satisfied the Zoning Approval Contingency in the Contract, but that the Other
Governmental Approvals, which arguably includes the issuance of a building permit and
the issuance of the newly created Class Q liquor license to Jaydev, Inc. (doing business
under the assumed corporate name More Brewing Company) have not been fully
satisfied, but may be satisfied after the closing on the sale and purchase of the Property,
and given the delays and the fact that More Dusty, LLC has not yet submitted architectural
drawings and construction plans for the issuance of a building permit for a new brew pub
building to be constructed on the Property, it is unreasonable to delay the closing; and

WHEREAS, the parties acknowledge that issuing a liquor license and entering into
a sales tax rebate agreement before the transaction closes and ground has broken for a
new brew pub building on the Property is premature given the delays, public perception,
and the fact that it remains a contract obligation and can be entered after the closing; and

WHEREAS, the parties mutually agree to amend the Contract to provide for the
closing before the Other Government Permits contingency is fully satisfied and agree to
delay the entering of a sales tax rebate agreement and the issuance of a Class Q liquor
license until a brew pub building has been framed, with each to be effective after an
occupancy permit has issued, as more fully set forth in the Amendment to the Contract
which is appended hereto as Exhibit 1;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: The "AMENDMENT to Real Estate Sale and Purchase
Agreement dated November 20, 2018 by and between the Village of Bartlett (“Seller”)
and More Dusty, LLC (“Buyer”) as extended and modified by that certain Extension of
Approval Period Contingency (hereinafter together constituting and referred to as the
“Contract”)”, a copy of which AMENDMENT is appended hereto as Exhibit 1 and which
is expressly incorporated herein, is hereby approved.
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SECTION TWO: The Village President and Village Clerk are authorized to sign
and attest, respectively, the Amendment on behalf of the Village of Bartlett.

SECTION THREE: This Ordinance amends and modifies the Contract approved
by Ordinance 2018-123, and amends Ordinance 2018-123 to be consistent herewith,
including, without limitation, Section Three thereof which shall now state as follows: (1)
the Zoning Approvals for the Buyer’s Intended Use of the Property contingency in the
Contract shall be satisfied by the filing of a certified copy of Ordinance 2019-78 with CTT;
and (2) the Other Governmental Approvals contingencies in the Contract have been
granted, waived, or modified to the Buyer's satisfaction based on the terms of the
Amendment approved in Section One of this Ordinance. Accordingly, the Village
President and the Village Clerk are hereby authorized and directed, without further action
of the Corporate Authorities, to execute a warranty deed to convey the Property to the
said Buyer thereof as provided in the Contract and as modified by the Amendment; and
the Village Attorney is hereby and then authorized to execute on behalf of the Village
such affidavits of title, ALTA statements, declarations of value, HUD-1 settlement
statements, closing statements, and escrow instructions necessary to consummate the
sale of the Property.

SECTION FOUR: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this
Ordinance are to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this Ordinance
shall be held invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect
the validity of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION FIVE: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior
Ordinances and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly
repealed only to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION SIX: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full
force and effect upon passage and approval.

AMENDMENT to Real Estate Sale and Purchase Agreement dated November 20, 2018
by and between the Village of Bartlett (“Seller”) and More Dusty, LLC (“Buyer”) as
extended and modified by that certain Extension of Approval Period Contingency
(hereinafter together constituting and referred to as the “Contract”).

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the parties entered a certain Real Estate Sale and Purchase
Agreement dated November 30, 2018 (the “Contract”) for the sale and purchase of certain
vacant land owned by the Seller which is commonly known as 117-121 E. Railroad
Avenue, Bartlett, lllinois as legally described in the Contract, (the “Property”) which was
approved by Village of Bartlett Ordinance 2018-123 passed by not less than 3/4 of the
corporate authorities of the Village then holding office; and

WHEREAS, the Contract is contingent on certain conditions, including without
limitation, “Zoning Approval” as defined in the Contract, and obtaining all local, County,
State or Federal agency permits, licenses or certifications necessary for the Buyer's
Intended Use of the Property as Buyer deems adequate in Buyer's exclusive discretion
and business judgment (the “Other Governmental Approvals”); and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities passed Ordinance 2019-78, “An Ordinance
Approving a Site Plan, Granting Special Use Permits and Granting Variations to Allow a
Restaurant at 121 W. Railroad Avenue (“More Brewing”) subject to certain conditions
which More Dusty, LLC (the “Buyer”) acknowledges satisfied the Zoning Approval
contingency set forth in the Contract; and

WHEREAS, the Contract is also contingent upon, among other things:
In Section 7, subsection a, paragraphs 5 and 6 which state as follows

“(5) Buyer obtaining, if needed, any environmental or other approvals from County,
State or Federal agencies within the Approval Period, or if applicable, the
Extended Period.” (hereinafter, the “Other Licenses Contingency”); and

“(6) The Corporate Authorities adopting an ordinance to create a new liquor license
classification for a brewery or brew pub, and the creation of one such brewery
or brew pub license, or the creation of an additional Class A liquor license for
a tavern that the Local Liquor Commissioner can issue to More Brewing
Company when the building is completed and has been issued an occupancy
permit.” '

and in Section 11, paragraph (h), the Village providing a certified copy of:

. .. "an ordinance or resolution amending the Bartlett Liquor Control Ordinance
codified at Title 3, Chapter 3, of the Bartlett Municipal Code to create a new liquor
license classification for a brewery or brew pub and the creation of one (1) such
license to enable the Village President as the Bartlett Local Liquor Control
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Commissioner to issue such license to the Buyer's affiliated future tenant, More
Brewing Company (“More”); and

WHEREAS, on March 3, 2020, the Corporate Authorities passed Ordinance 2020-
20, “An Ordinance Amending Title 3, Chapter 3, of the Bartlett Municipal Code to Add
New Section 3-3-2-19: Class Q Thereto Creating a New Liquor License Classification for
a Brew Pub” which the parties acknowledge satisfied the liquor license contingencies set
forth in Sections 7a(6) and 11(h) of the Contract as stated above, and the parties
acknowledge that it would not be advisable to issue a local brew pub license to More
Brewing Company before the transaction has closed and before ground has broken for a
new brew pub building on the Property; and

WHEREAS, current federal and state laws and regulations require proof that a
local liquor license has first issued or will be issued before a federal liquor or other license
necessary for a brew pub is issued, and before a State of Illinois liquor license for a brew
pub will issue, making it impractical to wait until the building on the Subject Property is
complete and has been issued an occupancy permit, as the Buyer has represented that
such federal and state licenses take in excess of three (3) months from when the applicant
provides proof that a local liquor license has or will issue; and

WHEREAS, the Buyer anticipates that it will be submitting construction drawings
and building plans for a building permit to construct the brew pub building and other
improvements within the next 30 to 60 days, and until said plans have been approved
and a building permit has issued, no construction can begin; and

WHEREAS, closing on the Contract is also contingent upon, among other things
(1) “approving an agreement establishing a local sales tax rebate to More Brewing of 50%
of the Village of Bartlett Retailer Occupation Taxes actually received by the Village of
Bartlett and attributable to sales by More Brewing Company for a 10 year period, or when
the aggregate amount of the rebate equals $100,000, whichever occurs first, beginning
on the date More Brewing Company begins operations of the brewer, brew pub or tavern
on the Property” from the 1% of sales the Village will receive from the lllinois Department
of Revenue under the Retailer's Occupation Tax Act, 35 ILCS 120 (the “Municipal Sales
Tax Rebate Obligation”); and

WHEREAS, the Buyer acknowledges that it is premature and not to its advantage
to enter a sales tax rebate agreement that would begin before the closing on the sale and
purchase of the Property has taken place, and before a new brew pub on the Property
becomes operational, and given the fact that the Sales Tax Rebate Obligation is a
contractual obligation of the Village that the parties mutually agree shall survive the
closing, and that the Corporate Authorities will approve of such an agreement to provide
financial assistance in the form of a sales tax rebate upon the terms provided in the
Contract to be approved and entered after the closing; but within 30 days after framing of
the new building for the brew pub has been completed, with the sales tax rebates
commencing for the sales tax year (January 1% to December 31%!) immediately
succeeding the date after an occupancy permit has issued for the completed brew pub
building on the Property;



NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY MUTUALLY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The foregoing Recitals are expressly incorporated herein and are hereby
made a part of this Amendment.

2. In the event of a conflict between the terms and conditions of this
Amendment and the terms and conditions of the Contract, the terms and conditions of
this Amendment shall control.

3 The Village's Sales Tax Rebate Obligation shall not merge with the delivery
of the deed at closing, but shall be a contractual obligation that survives the closing, and
notwithstanding the terms of the Contract, the parties shall close on the sale of the Subject
Property:

A. Before entering a sales tax rebate agreement; and

B. The Bartlett Local Liquor Commissioner shall issue a Class Q liquor license for
a brew pub to Jaydev, Inc. d/b/a More Brewing Company before a new brew
pub building has been fully constructed upon the Property and before an
occupancy permit therefor has issued, upon the following modified terms:

(1) Provided the transaction has closed, and provided the Buyer has been
issued a building permit, has broken ground and has commenced and is
diligently pursuing construction of the new brew pub building and other
private and public improvements on the Property, and construction thereof
has progressed to the point where the framing for the new building being
constructed on the Property has been substantially completed as
reasonably determined by the Bartlett Building Director (the “Framing
Completion Date”), then:

a. Within thirty (30) days of the Framing Completion Date the parties shall
enter a sales tax rebate agreement consistent with the terms set forth in
the Contract and as stated above; and

b. Within thirty (30) days of the Framing Completion Date, the Bartlett Local
Liquor Control Commissioner shall have issued a Class Q liquor license
for a brew pub to Jaydev, Inc. doing business under the assumed
corporate name More Brewing Company, but which Class Q license
shall not become effective until the building for which a building permit
has issued is completed and an occupancy permit has issued therefor,
and all federal and state liquor licenses have been issued.

c. The closing on the sale and purchase of the Property shall take place
on or before August 15, 2020.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Elmhurst-Chicago Stone Company, the developer of the Brewster Creek Business Park, is requesting that the TIF budget be
increased to enable them to complete the remaining undeveloped sites in both Cook and DuPage Counties by the close of the
TIF district in December of 2023. A parcel map of the lots to be improved is attached. This would be the second amendment
to the budget to account for cost of inflation plus 5% and would increase the 2016 amended budget. The increased budget
would allow for the issue of a not to exceed $3,000,000 Subordinate Lien Tax Increment Revenue Note (Series 2020) to be
issued to reimburse the developer for TIF eligible improvement costs. The note would be repaid solely by incremental real
estate taxes generated within the redevelopment project area. Current projections show that there is sufficient taxes being
generated to repay the current outstanding debt and the additional debt by the scheduled close of the TIF district.

The life of the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Area, which currently ends in December of 2023, is not being extended by this
amendment.

RE: Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Project Second Amendment to

Estimated Redevelopment Project Costs

Elmhurst-Chicago Stone Company (‘ECSC”), the developer of various improvements
in the Brewster Creek Business Park (the “Project”) which is within the Bartlett Quarry
Redevelopment Area, is seeking additional reimbursement for certain tax increment financing
(“TIF")-eligible costs to be expended within the Project. The original redevelopment plan (“TIF
Plan”) for the Project was adopted in 1999 and called for investment and an original budget
(“TIF Budget”) of $30,000,000. In 2016 the TIF Budget for the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment
Area was amended to increase the original TIF Budget for the cost of inflation plus 5% through
2016, which increased the TIF Budget from $30,000,000 in 1999 dollars to $44,000,000 in
2016 as allowed under the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act. An $11,500,000 tax
increment revenue note was then issued in 2016 (the “2016 Revenue Note”) to pay for
additional Project improvements.

ECSC has requested that the TIF Budget again be increased to capture inflation plus
5% since 2016, which, based on an independent analysis performed by Michael Laube of
Laube Consulting Group, LLC, supports a further increase in the TIF Budget of $3,000,000.
ECSC advises that it requires the amendment so that a $3,000,000 tax increment revenue
note can be issued to enable it to complete the following described improvements. The
monies borrowed by ECSC based on the pledge of the 2016 Revenue Note was, and is
currently being used for site grading and improvements that enabled the McKessen
development in Cook County, and additional site grading and improvements; however, the
remaining monies from the 2016 Revenue Note are not sufficient to remove a concrete batch
plant along Munger Road and also complete site grading on that site and on all of the
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remaining undeveloped sites in both Cook and DuPage Counties to get them pad ready, and
complete the remaining public and private improvements.

Attached is a Master Plan prepared by ECSC that depicts the undeveloped sites in
the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Area in white. This reimbursement will be for TIF-eligible
costs necessary to develop the undeveloped lots in the Brewster Creek Business Park
located in Cook County (Lots 2, 3 and 4), to remove the ECSC ready-mix concrete plant along
Munger Road in DuPage County (Lots 8C and 8D), and to grade and get it and the other
undeveloped lots in pad-ready condition. ECSC has identified potential users for the
undeveloped sites in Cook County and the concrete batch plant site in DuPage County. In
addition to the site grading work, additional roadwork and equipment removal needs to be
completed before the end users can develop individual sites. Specifically, in addition to the
work listed above, the remaining project work will also include Spitzer Road improvements,
and completion and maintenance of the storm water detention areas and final restoration and
road repair work.

The request from ECSC is in the amount of $3,000,000. As the TIF-eligible work is
completed and approved by the Village, ECSC will be issued a tax increment revenue note
that will bear interest at 7.0% (the “Note”). The Note will be repaid from the Developer's 872%
of the incremental real estate taxes that will be generated by the Bartlett Quarry
Redevelopment Area and will be subordinate to (i) the senior lien tax revenue bonds issued
in 2007, (ii) the senior lien tax increment revenue bonds issued in 2016 (together (i) and (ii),
the “Prior Bonds”), of which a total of $16,095,000 currently remains outstanding; and (iii) the
2016 subordinate lien tax increment revenue note (the “Prior Revenue Note”), of which
$3,039,901 currently remains outstanding (together (i), (ii) and (iii), the “Prior Obligations”).

Just like the previously issued Prior Obligations, the Note is not a general obligation
of the Village and does not constitute an indebtedness of the Village within the meaning of
any constitutional or statutory provision or limitation. The holder of the Note is secured solely
by incremental real estate taxes generated within the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Area.
To the extent the incremental real estate taxes are insufficient to retire the Note in full by the
end date of the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Area, the Village's obligation shall cease
without any obligation to repay any remaining balance on the Note. The developer, ECSC,
front funds for the cost of the improvements and gets reimbursed over time from available
incremental revenues. To front fund these costs, the developer assigns or pledges the Note
to a bank (as it did with the 2016 Note) as collateral to get the loan and uses the proceeds of
that loan to pay for the TIF eligible work.

This request was discussed at the Committee of the Whole meeting on July 7, 2020
and Trustee Hopkins inquired about the interest rate and whether it could be changed. While
legally the interest rate on the $3,000,000 Subordinate Lien Note (Series 2020) could be
changed, from a practical standpoint it can only be increased and not decreased because the
interest rate must be set so that the 2020 Note is saleable by ECSC or its bank to a third
party, otherwise the lender may deem the collateral insufficient and may not loan against it.
Because this 2020 Note will be subordinate to the 2016 Note which also bears interest at 7%,
an interest rate lower than 7% would effectively make the 2020 Note unsaleable. Moreover,
the interest is not paid by the Village or its taxpayers, but by ECSC (or another investor in the



unlikely event it is ever sold or assigned to a third party by ECSC or its bank). Because a
lower interest rate results in no savings to the Village or its residents, but could jeopardize
ECSC's ability to procure necessary bank financing, from a practical standpoint it should not
be reduced below 7%.

The life of the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Area, which currently ends in
December 2023, is not being extended.

ORDINANCE FOR APPROVAL:

Attached for the Board's consideration “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING SECOND AMENDED
ESTIMATED REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT COSTS IN THE BARTLETT QUARRY
REDEVELOPMENT”" that will be presented to the Board for action. Assuming it is adopted,
then notice of its passage will be sent to all of the taxing districts and published in the Daily
Herald. This is the same procedure that was followed in 2016 when a similar, but much
larger, amendment to the TIF Plan and TIF Budget was passed, and in 2016 none of the
taxing districts objected. | would not anticipate any objections from any of the taxing districts
to this minor amendment either. An amended or supplemental Redevelopment and Financing
Agreement, and an ordinance providing for the issue of a not to exceed $3,000,000

The Village shall issue a one or more series of TIF Revenue Notes (the “Notes™) in an aggregate
principal amount of $3 million supported from the following pledges:

e 100% of the ad valorem taxes which are allocated to and when collected are paid to the
Treasurer of the Village for deposit by the Treasurer into the TIF District after payment
of (i) 12.5% to the Village as its share, (ii) the 2007 Refunding Bond, (iii) the 2016
Refunding Bond, and (iv) the 2016 Refunding Note (“Available Incremental Property
Taxes”).

The Note shall be issued as follows:

Notes (Taxable) . The Village will issue a taxable note in one or more series (the “Taxable

approved by the Village substantiating as much (“Certificate of Expenditure™). Interest on the
Taxable Notes will accrue upon issuance at a rate equal to 7% (the “Taxable Note Interest Rate™)
and will compound annually. The Taxable Notes will begin to accrue interest and payments will
begin to be made upon issuance. The Taxable Note(s) will have a subordinate third lien on the
Available Incremental Property Taxes behind all existing obligations.

The Taxable Note(s) will have a term for the remaining life of the TIF District ) from the time of
their issuance.

Assignment of the Notes may be (i) assigned to or pledged as collateral to any lender providing
project financing, or, (ii) sold or assigned to an accredited investor. The Developer may transfer
either or both Notes at any time to (1) any entity controlling, controlled by or under common
control with Developer or (ii) any entity in which the majority equity interest is owned by the
parties that have a majority equity interest in Developer.

7. Reimbursement of TIF Eligible Costs:

The Village will reimburse Developer for costs which are eligible for reimbursement under the
TIF Act in the amount of up to $3 million plus interest. The RDA will include all eligible costs
that are allowed under the TIF Act.

ORDINANCE NO. 2020 -

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING SECOND AMENDED ESTIMATED
REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT COSTS IN THE BARTLETT QUARRY
REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

WHEREAS, proceedings spread in full upon the records of the Village of Bartlett,
Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois (the “Village”), pursuant to the provisions of
the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, as supplemented and amended by the
Local Government Debt Reform Act, as amended, and the other Omnibus Bond Acts, as
amended and as further supplemented and, where necessary, superseded, by Section 6
of Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of lllinois (collectively, the “TIF Act”),
the President and Board of Trustees of the Village (the “Corporate Authorities”) have
heretofore proceeded, and do hereby determine, as follows:

A. On July 6, 1999, the Corporate Authorities adopted Ordinance No.
99-67, approving a redevelopment plan (the “Redevelopment Plan”) and
redevelopment project (the “Redevelopment Project” and together with the
Redevelopment Plan, the “Original Plan and Project”) under the TIF Act with
respect to the redevelopment project area described in Exhibit A to said ordinance,
being known as the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Project Area (the
“‘Redevelopment Project Area”).

B. On July 6, 1999, the Corporate Authorities adopted Ordinance No.
99-68, designating the Redevelopment Project Area a redevelopment project area
under the TIF Act.

C. On July 6, 1999, the Corporate Authorities adopted Ordinance No.
99-69, adopting the tax increment financing provisions of the TIF Act and creating
the “Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Project Area Special Tax Allocation Fund” (the
“Special Tax Allocation Fund”) in connection therewith.

D. On December 21, 1999, the Corporate Authorities adopted
Ordinance No. 99-143, authorizing the execution of that certain Redevelopment
and Financing Agreement by and between the Village and Elmhurst-Chicago
Stone Company (the “Redevelopment Agreement”), pursuant to the home rule
powers of the Village and as authorized by the TIF Act; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Plan approved by Ordinance No. 99-67 provided
that total estimated redevelopment project costs (the “Total Estimated Project Costs”) for
the Redevelopment Project were $30,000,000 in 1999 dollars, and that actual costs might
be higher due to normal inflationary forces; and

WHEREAS, Section 11-74.4-5(c) of the TIF Act (65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-5(c)) provides
that changes to the Original Plan and Project which do not increase the Total Estimated
Project Costs set out in the Original Plan and Project by more than 5% after adjustment
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for inflation from the date the Original Plan and Project was adopted, may be made
without further public hearing or presentation to the joint review board provided the Village
shall (1) give notice of such changes to each affected taxing district and registrant on the
interested parties registry (the “Mailed Notice”); and (2) by publication in a newspaper of
general circulation within the affected taxing district (the “Notice by Publication”) within
ten (10) days following the adoption by ordinance of such changes; and

WHEREAS, on August 16, 2016, the Corporate Authorities adopted Ordinance No.
2016-62 “An Ordinance Approving Amended Estimated Redevelopment Project Costs in
the Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Plan”, which amended the Total Estimated Project
Costs for the Original Plan and Project from $30,000,000 set forth in the Redevelopment
Plan approved in 1999 by the adoption of Ordinance No. 99-67 to Total Estimated Project
Costs of $44,000,000 as approved by Ordinance No. 2016-62 (the “2016 First Amended
Estimated Project Costs Budget”); and

WHEREAS, attached hereto and incorporated herein is a memo to the Village from
Michael Laube of Laube Consulting Group, LLC, which evidences that after adding the
statutory 5% and adjustments for inflation to the 2016 First Amended Estimated Project
Costs Budget of $44,000,000, that the Original Plan and Project may be further amended
to provide for Total Estimated Project Costs of up to $48,096,738 by providing the Mailed
Notice and the Notice by Publication and without the requirement for a further joint review
board hearing to so further amend the Original Plan and Project; and

WHEREAS, the Developer desires to amend the Original Plan and Project to
provide for new Total Estimated Project Costs of over $44,000,000, but less than
$48,000,000, to provide it with Redevelopment Project refinancing opportunities that will
allow it to further continue to make improvements to properties within the Redevelopment
Project Area, thereby increasing the equalized assessed value (‘EAV’) thereof, all without
any extension of the life of the Redevelopment Project Area which expires in 2023;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, Illinois, in exercise of its
home rule powers, as follows:

SECTION ONE:  The Corporate Authorities hereby find that all of the Recitals
contained in the preambles to this Ordinance are true, correct and complete and
incorporate them into this Ordinance by reference.

SECTION TWO: That the Original Plan and Project which was amended by
Bartlett Ordinance No. 2016-62 (the “First Amended Plan and Project”), is hereby further
amended under the heading “Estimated Redevelopment Project Costs” in the far right
column under the heading “2020 Revised Budget’ to amend and replace Table 1 in the
First Amended Plan and Project which outlines the estimated costs of the Redevelopment
Project as follows:

In September 2016, the Board authorized the Village to issue Developer Note #4, not to
exceed $11,500,000 to Eimhurst Chicago Stone for continuing the public improvements
in the Brewster Creek TIF.

The OpenGov Implementation Analyst will conduct all configuration and training activities
for the project, and will work with the OpenGov Project Manager to complete the
implementation of the PLC suite, The OpenGov Integration Engineer will oversee and
execute the migration of data to the PLC suite.

Customer

Customer will assign a project manager (the “Customer Project Manager”) and technical
resource prior to project kick-off.

The Customer Project Manager will be the primary contact person at Customer and will
coordinate all Customer resources needed to complete the project. This includes
working with the OpenGov Project Manager to schedule resources for configuration,
training and testing activities, verifying completion of Customer Implementation
responsibilities, providing milestone sign-offs as required, and mitigating any issues or
risks that arise through the course of the implementation.

4.2. Project Responsibilities

The project responsibilities for each organization are outlined below:

OpenGov
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1. Provide relevant technical details and documentation for data requirements for
Customer’s environment.

2. Complete deliverables as outlined by discovery, documentation and
specifications.

3. Keep Customer Project Manager informed of project progress and communicate
any issues relating to the project in a timely manner.

4. Establish documentation and procedural standards for the project.

5. Review and administer project change control, as described in Section 5, Change
Control Procedures.

6. Ensure that all meetings and training sessions are attended by OpenGov
personnel, as scheduled.

7. Manage delivery of in-scope items in coordination with Customer.

8. Make available deliverables to Customer project team for review and verification.

Customer

1. Designate a Customer Project Manager to serve as the primary contact for
OpenGov Project Manager to coordinate project activities.

2. Make available appropriate representatives with the authority to review and
approve deliverables produced during the project.

3. Make available the appropriate files and specifications necessary to complete
configurations.

4. Make available appropriate Subject Matter Experts (SME) to support the project
needs, test integrations, validate system configurations and data migrations and
provide Customer environment specific technical details.

5. Communicate any issues relating to the project to OpenGov Project Managerin a

- timely manner.

6. Provide acceptance of deliverables and Project in a timely manner.

7. If Integration services are purchased, Customer will be responsible for
making any configuration changes or modifications to System to support
integration and make available access for integration to software. The
Customer will be responsible for ensuring that the versions of System
running on all environments remain the same across all environments.

8. Customer will be responsible for any infrastructure required to access
OpenGov, and will maintain relevant non-OpenGov software licenses and
infrastructure needed for this project i.e. system licenses.

9. The Customer will be responsible for ensuring that all meetings and training

sessions are attended by personnel, as scheduled.

5. Change Control Procedures

No amendments, changes or other modifications to this SOW will be effective without a
written project change order. The Project Change Order will describe the change, the
rationale for the change, and specify any change in the charges, estimated schedule, or
other terms. The terms of a mutually agreed upon Project Change Order will prevail over
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those of this SOW or any previous Project Change Orders. Such Project Change Order
may require additional charges, which will be set forth in the Project Change Order.

6. Fees and Expenses

6.1. Fees and Payment Terms

All fees and expenses will be paid in accordance with the Order Form to which this SOW
is attached. For any Project Change Orders or for any new Professional Services, fees will
be mutually agreed upon by Customer and OpenGov.

6.2. Travel Expenses

All rates and fees are exclusive of work-related travel, living and other expenses.
Customer will be billed for actual expenses as incurred.

All Travel and Lodging expenses will be approved in advance in writing by the Customer
Project Manager prior to OpenGov incurring any such expenses and booking
non-refundable travel expenses. Such expenses shall be in compliance with Customer's
travel and expense guidelines provided to OpenGov.

Travel to onsite engagements will be undertaken only with Customer approval. Travel
expenses will be billed as incurred. If Customer has specific requirements on vendor
travel, those requirements will have been supplied prior to contract signature for
consideration by OpenGov.

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OPENGOV SOFTWARE SERVICES AGREEMENT

OPENGOV SOFTWARE SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Software Services Agreement (this “Agreement”) is entered into by OpenGoyv, Inc., a Delaware corporation
with a principal place of business at 955 Charter Street, Redwood City, California 94063 ("OpenGov”) and the
customer listed on the signature block below (“Customer”), as of the date of last signature below (the “"Effective
Date”). This Agreement sets forth the terms under which Customer will be permitted to use OpenGov's hosted

software services.
1. DEFINITIONS

“Customer Data” means data that is provided by Customer to OpenGov pursuant to this Agreement (for
example, by email or through Customer's software systems of record). Customer Data shall not include any
confidential personally identifiable information.

“Documentation” means the documentation for the Software Services at the Customer Resource Center page
found at https://opengov.zendesk.com.

“Feedback” means suggestions, comments, improvements, ideas, or other feedback or materials regarding
the Software Services provided by Customer to OpenGov, including feedback provided through online developer
community forums.

“Initial Term" means the initial license term specified in number of years on the Order Form, commencing on
the Effective Date.

“Intellectual Property Rights” means all intellectual property rights including all past, present, and futurerights
associated with works of authorship, including exclusive exploitation rights, copyrights, and moral rights, trademark
and trade name rights and similar rights, trade secret rights, patent rights, and any other proprietary rights in
intellectual property of every kind and nature.

“Order Form” means OpenGov's Software Services order form that: (a) specifies the Software Services
provided by OpenGov; (b) references this Agreement; and (c) is signed by authorized representatives of both
parties.

“Renewal Term” means each additional renewal period, which shall be for a period of equal duration as the
Initial Term, for which this Agreement is extended pursuant to Section 7.2.

2. SOFTWARE SERVICES, SUPPORT AND PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

2.1 Software Services. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, OpenGov will use commercially
reasonable efforts to perform the software services identified in the applicable Order Form entered into by OpenGov
and Customer (“Software Services”).

2.2 Support. Customer support is available by email to support@opengov.com or by using the chat messaging
functionality of the Software Services, both of which are available during OpenGov's standard business hours.
Customer may report issues any time. However, OpenGov will address issues during business hours.

2.3 Professional Services.

(a) If OpenGov or its authorized independent contractors provides professional services to Customer, such as
implementation services, then these professional services will be described in a statement of work (“SOW") agreed
to by the parties (the “Professional Services”). For Professional Services performed on a time and materials basis,
any pre-paid Professional Services Fees must be utilized within one (1) year from the Effective Date. Any unused
pre-paid Professional Services Fees shall be forfeited.

(b) Unless the SOW provides otherwise, all reasonable travel expenses, pre-approved in writing by Customer
and incurred by OpenGov in performing the professional services will be reimbursed by Customer. Travel expenses
include cost of coach airfare travel round trip from the individual’s location to Customer's location, reasonable hotel
accommodations, ground transportation and meals.

3. RESTRICTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
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3.1 Restrictions. Customer may not use the Software Services in any manner or for any purpose other than as
expressly permitted by the Agreement. Customer shall not, and shall not permit or enable any third party to: (a) use
or access any of the Software Services to build a competitive product or service; (b) modify, disassemble,
decompile, reverse engineer or otherwise make any derivative use of the Software Services (except to the extent
applicable laws specifically prohibit such restriction); (c) sell, license, rent, lease, assign, distribute, display, host,
disclose, outsource, copy or otherwise commercially exploit the Software Services; (d) perform or disclose any
benchmarking or performance testing of the Software Services; (e) remove any proprietary notices included with
the Software Services; (f) use the Software Services in violation of applicable law; or (g) transfer any confidential
personally identifiable information to OpenGov or the Software Services platform.

3.2 Responsibilities. Customer shall be responsible for obtaining and maintaining computers and third party
software systems of record (such as Customer's ERP systems) needed to connect to, access or otherwise use the
Software Services. Customer also shall be responsible for: (a) ensuring that such equipment is compatible with the
Software Services, (b) maintaining the security of such equipment, user accounts, passwords and files, and (c) all
uses of Customer user accounts by any party other than OpenGov.

4., INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS; LICENSE GRANTS; ACCESS TO CUSTOMER DATA

4.1 Software Services. OpenGov retains all right, title, and interest in the Software Services and all Intellectual
Property Rights in the Software Services. The look and feel of the Software Services, including any custom fonts,
graphics and button icons, are the property of OpenGov and Customer may not copy, imitate, or use them, in whole
or in part, without OpenGov's prior written consent. Subject to Customer’s obligations under this Agreement,
OpenGov hereby grants to Customer a non-exclusive, royalty-free license during the Term to use the Software
Services.

4.2 Customer Data. Customer retains all right, title, and interest in the Customer Data and all Intellectual Property
Rights therein. Customer hereby grants to OpenGov a non-exclusive, royalty-free license to, and permit its partners
to, use, store, edit and reformat the Customer Data, and to use Customer Data for purposes of sales, marketing,
business development, product enhancement, customer service, or for analyzing such data and publiclydisclosing
such analysis (“Insights”), provided that in all such uses Customer Data is rendered anonymous such that
Customer is no longer identifiable. OpenGov shall anonymize Customer Data prior to sharing it with any of
OpenGov's partners or other third parties.

4.3 Access to Customer Data. Customer may download the Customer Data from the Software Services at any
time during the Term, other than during routine software maintenance periods. OpenGov has no obligation to return
Customer Data to Customer. Notwithstanding the above, certain Customer Data in the Permitting, Licensing and
Code Enforcement Software Services (“PLC Customer Data”) is not available for download. As long as Customer
has paid all fees due to OpenGov, Customer may make a written request within thirty (30) days after termination or
expiration of this Agreement for OpenGov to provide Customer with a copy of all PLC Customer Data then in
OpenGov's possession or control in a .xIs, .csv, or some other format to be mutually agreed upon. Thirty (30) days
after termination or expiration of the Agreement, OpenGov will have no obligation to maintain or provide Customer
with Customer Data.

4.4 Feedback. Customer hereby grants to OpenGov a non-exclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable, perpetual,
worldwide license to use and incorporate into the Software Services and Documentation Customer's Feedback.
OpenGov will exclusively own any improvements or modifications to the Software Services and Documentation
based on or derived from any of Customer's Feedback including all Intellectual Property Rights in and to the
improvements and modifications.

5. CONFIDENTIALITY

5.1 Each party (the “Receiving Party") agrees not to disclose any Confidential Information of the other party (the
“Disclosing Party”) without the Disclosing Party’s prior written consent, except as provided below. The Receiving
Party further agrees: (a) to use and disclose the Confidential Information only in connection with this Agreement;
and (b) to protect such Confidential Information using the measures that Receiving Party employs with respect to
its own Confidential Information of a similar nature, but in no event with less than reasonable care. Notwithstanding
the above, the Receiving Party may disclose Confidential Information to the extent required by law or court order,
provided that prior written notice of such required disclosure and an opportunity to oppose or limit disclosure is
given to the Disclosing Party.

5.2 “Confidential Information" means all confidential business, technical, and financial information of the
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disclosing party that is marked as “Confidential” or an equivalent designation or that should reasonably be

understood to be confidential given the nature of the information and/or the circumstances surrounding the
disclosure. OpenGov's Confidential Information includes, without limitation, the software underlying the Software
Services and all Documentation.

5.3 Notwithstanding the foregoing, “Confidential Information™ does not include: (a) “Public Data,” which is data
that (1) the Customer has previously released to the public; (2) would be required to be released to the public, upon
request, according to applicable federal, state, or local public records laws, including the lllinois Freedom of
Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.); or (3) Customer requests OpenGov make available to the public in
conjunction with the Software Services. Confidential Information does not include (b) information that has become
publicly known through no breach by the receiving party; (c) information that was rightfully received by the Receiving
Party from a third party without restriction on use or disclosure; or (d) information independently developed by the
Receiving Party without access to the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information.

6. PAYMENT OF FEES
6.1 Fees; Invoicing; Payment; Expenses.

(a) Eees. The fees for the Software Services for the Initial Term and any Renewal Term (“Software Services
Fees”) and the fees for Professional Services (“Professional Services Fees”) are set forth in the applicable Order
Form. Software Services Fees and Professional Services Fees shall hereafter be referred to as “Fees”.

(b) Inflation Adjustment. OpenGov shall not increase the Fees payable for the Software Services during any
Renewal Term by more than 4% each year of the Renewal Term adjusted annually.

(c) Invoicing and Payment. OpenGov will invoice the Customer according to the Billing Frequency listed on
the Order Form. Customer shall pay all invoices according to the Payment Terms listed on the Order Form.

(d) Travel Expenses. Unless the SOW provides otherwise, OpenGov will invoice Customer for pre-approved
travel expenses incurred in connection with each SOW as they are incurred. Customer shall pay all such valid
invoices within thirty (30) days of receipt of invoice. Each invoice shall include receipts for the travel expenses listed

on the invoice.

6.2 Credit Card Customers. If applicable, Customer will provide OpenGov with valid credit card information and
promptly notify OpenGov of any changes necessary to charge the credit card at billing@opengov.com. Please
update your credit card information when necessary. The provision of credit card information to OpenGov authorizes
OpenGov to charge the credit card for all applicable Fees plus a 3% credit card processing fee. OpenGov processes
credit card payments through a secure third party processing partner and does not take receipt of credit card
information itself.

6.3 Taxes. All Fees under this Agreement are exclusive of any applicable sales, value-added, use or other taxes
(“Sales Taxes"). Customer is solely responsible for any and all Sales Taxes, not including taxes based solely on
OpenGov's net income. If any Sales Taxes related to the Fees under this Agreement are found at any time to be
payable, the amount may be billed by OpenGov to, and shall be paid by, Customer. If Customer fails to pay any
Sales Taxes, then Customer will be liable for any related penalties or interest, and will indemnify OpenGov for any
liability or expense incurred in connection with such Sales Taxes. In the event Customer or the transactions
contemplated by the Agreement are exempt from Sales Taxes, Customer agrees to provide OpenGov, as evidence
of such tax exempt status, proper exemption certificates or other documentation acceptable to OpenGov.

7. TERM & TERMINATION

7.1 Term. Subject to compliance with all terms and conditions, the term of this Agreement shall commence on the
Effective Date and shall continue until the Subscription End Date specified on the Order Form (the “Initial Term™).

7.2 Renewal. The parties may mutually agree in writing to renew this Agreement for another period of the same
duration as the Initial Term (the “Renewal Term” and together with the Initial Term, the “Term”). This Agreement will
not automatically renew at the expiration of the Initial Term.

7.3 Termination. If either party materially breaches any term of this Agreement and fails to cure such breach within
thirty (30) days after notice by the non-breaching party (ten (10) days in the case of non-payment), the non-
breaching party may terminate this Agreement.

7.4 Effect of Termination.

(a) In General. Upon termination or expiration of this Agreement: (a) Customer shall pay in full for all Software
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Services and Professional Services performed up to and including the effective date of termination, (b) all Software

Services provided to Customer hereunder shall immediately terminate; and (c) each party shall return to the other
party or, at the other party's option, destroy all Confidential Information of the other party in its possession.

(b) Deletion of Customer Data. If Customer requests deletion of its Customer Data in writing prior to the date
of termination or expiration of this Agreement, then OpenGov will permanently and irrevocably delete Customer
Data, excluding any Insights, stored by its cloud hosting provider within ten (10) days of the date of termination or
expiration of this Agreement. Such request must be addressed to “OpenGov Vice President, Customer Success”
at OpenGov's address for notice described at Section 10.

7.5 Survival. The following sections of this Agreement shall survive termination: Section 5 (Confidentiality), Section
6 (Payment of Fees), Section 7.4(b) (Deletion of Customer Data), Section 8.3 (Warranty Disclaimer), Section 9
(Limitation of Liability) and Section 10 (Miscellaneous).

8. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES; DISCLAIMER

8.1 By OpenGov.

(a) General Warranty. OpenGov represents and warrants that: (i) it has all right and authority necessary to
enter into and perform this Agreement; and (ii) the Professional Services, if any, will be performed in a professional
and workmanlike manner in accordance with the related statement of work and generally prevailing industry
standards. For any breach of the Professional Services warranty, Customer's exclusive remedy and OpenGov's
entire liability will be the re-performance of the applicable services. If OpenGov is unable to re-perform all such work
as warranted, Customer will be entitled to recover all fees paid to OpenGov for the deficient work. Customer must
make any claim under the foregoing warranty to OpenGov in writing within ninety (90) days of completion of the SOW
of in order to receive such warranty remedies.

(b) Software Services Warranty. OpenGov further represents and warrants that for a period of ninety (80)
days from completion of the Professional Services specified in the SOW, the Software Services will perform in all
material respects in accordance with the Documentation. The foregoing warranty does not apply to any Software
Services that have been used in a manner other than as set forth in the Documentation and authorized under this
Agreement. OpenGov does not warrant that the Software Services will be uninterrupted or error-free. Any claim
submitted under this Section 8.1(b) must be submitted in writing to OpenGov during the Term. OpenGov's entire
liability for any breach of the foregoing warranty is to repair or replace any nonconforming Software Services so that
the affected portion of the Software Services operates as warranted or, if OpenGov is unable to do so, terminate
the license for such Software Services and refund the pre- paid, unused portion of the Fee for such Software
Services.

8.2 By Customer. Customer represents and warrants that (i) it has all right and authority necessary to enter into
and perform this Agreement; and (ii) OpenGov's use of the Customer Data pursuant to this Agreement will not
infringe, violate or misappropriate the Intellectual Property Rights of any third party.

8.3 Disclaimer. OPENGOV DOES NOT WARRANT THAT THE SOFTWARE SERVICES WILL BE
UNINTERRUPTED OR ERROR FREE; NOR DOES IT MAKE ANY WARRANTY AS TO THE RESULTS THAT
MAY BE OBTAINED FROM USE OF THE SOFTWARE SERVICES. EXCEPT AS SET FORTH IN THIS SECTION
8, THE SOFTWARE SERVICES ARE PROVIDED “AS IS" AND OPENGOV DISCLAIMS ALL OTHER
WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF
MERCHANTABILITY, TITLE, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, AND NON-INFRINGEMENT.

9. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

9.1 By Type. NEITHER PARTY, NOR ITS SUPPLIERS, OFFICERS, AFFILIATES, REPRESENTATIVES,
CONTRACTORS OR EMPLOYEES, SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE OR LIABLE WITH RESPECT TO ANY SUBJECT
MATTER OF THIS AGREEMENT UNDER ANY CONTRACT, NEGLIGENCE, STRICT LIABILITY, OR OTHER
THEORY: (A) FOR ERROR OR INTERRUPTION OF USE OR FOR LOSS OR INACCURACY OF DATA OR COST
OF PROCUREMENT OF SUBSTITUTE GOODS OR SERVICES OR LOSS OF BUSINESS; (B) FOR ANY
INDIRECT, EXEMPLARY, PUNITIVE, INCIDENTAL, SPECIAL, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES; OR (C) FOR
ANY MATTER BEYOND SUCH PARTY'S REASONABLE CONTROL, EVEN IF SUCH PARTY HAS BEEN
ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH LOSS OR DAMAGE.
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9.2 By Amount. IN NO EVENT SHALL EITHER PARTY'S AGGREGATE, CUMULATIVE LIABILITY FOR ANY
CLAIMS ARISING OUT OF OR IN ANY WAY RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT EXCEED THE FEES PAID BY
CUSTOMER TO OPENGOV (OR, IN THE CASE OF CUSTOMER, PAYABLE) FOR THE SOFTWARE SERVICES
UNDER THIS AGREEMENT IN THE 12 MONTHS PRIOR TO THE ACT THAT GAVE RISE TO THE LIABILITY.

9.3 Limitation of Liability Exclusions. The limitations of liability set forth in Sections 9.1 and 9.2 above do not apply
to, and each party accepts liability to the other for: (a) claims based on either party’s intentional breach of its
obligations set forth in Section 5 (Confidentiality), (b) claims arising out of fraud or willful misconduct by either party
and (c) either party’s unauthorized use, distribution, or disclosure of the other party’s intellectual property.

9.4 No Limitation of Liability by Law. Because some jurisdictions do not allow liability or damages to be limited to
the extent set forth above, some of the above limitations may not apply to Customer.

10. MISCELLANEOUS

10.1 Logo Use. OpenGov shall have the right to use and display Customer’s logos and trade names for marketing
and promotional purposes in connection with ®penGov’s website and marketing materials, subject to Customer’s

trademark usage guidelines provided to OpenGov.

10.2 Notice. Ordinary day-to-day operational communications may be conducted by email, live chat or telephone
communications. However, for notices required by the Agreement (in Sections where the word “notice” appears)
the parties must communicate more formally in a writing given by personal delivery, by pre-paid first-class mail or
by overnight courier to the address specified in the most recent Order Form (or such other address as may be
specified in writing in accordance with this Section).

10.3 Anti-corruption. OpenGov has not offered or provided any bribe, kickback, illegal or improper payment, gift, or
thing of value to any Customer personnel in connection with the Agreement. If OpenGov become aware of any

violation of the above restriction then OpenGov shall promptly notify Customer.

10.4 Injunctive Relief. The parties acknowledge that any breach of the confidentiality provisions or the unauthorized
use of a party's intellectual property may result in serious and irreparable injury to the aggrieved party for which
damages may not adequately compensate the aggrieved party. The parties agree, therefore, that, in addition to any
other remedy that the aggrieved party may have, it shall be entitled to seek equitable injunctive relief without being
required to post a bond or other surety or to prove either actual damages or that damages would be an inadequate

remedy.

10.5 Force Majeure. Neither party shall be held responsible or liable for any losses arising out of any delay or failure
in performance of any part of this Agreement, other than payment obligations, due to any act of god, act of
governmental authority, or due to war, riot, labor difficulty, failure of performance by any third-party service, utilities,
or equipment provider, or any other cause beyond the reasonable control of the party delayed or prevented from

performing.

10.6 Severability; Waiver. If any provision of this Agreement is found to be unenforceable or invalid, that provision
will be limited or eliminated to the minimum extent necessary so that this Agreement will otherwise remain in full
force and effect and enforceable. Any express waiver or failure to exercise promptly any right under this Agreement
will not create a continuing waiver or any expectation of non-enforcement. There are no third-party beneficiaries to

this Agreement.

10.7 Assignment. Except as set forth in this Section, neither party shall assign, delegate, or otherwise transfer this
Agreement or any of its rights or obligations to a third party without the other party's prior written consent, which
consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed. Either party may assign, without such consent
but upon written notice, its rights and obligations under this Agreement to: (i) its corporate affiliate; or (ii) any entity
that acquires all or substantially all of its capital stock or its assets related to this Agreement, through purchase,
merger, consolidation, or otherwise. Any other attempted assignment shall be void. This Agreement shall inure to
the benefit of and bind each party’s permitted assigns and successors.

10.8 Independent Contractors. No agency, partnership, joint venture, or employment is created as a result of this
Agreement and neither party has any authority of any kind to bind the other party in any respect.
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10.9 Attorneys’ Fees. In any action or proceeding to enforce rights under this Agreement, the prevailing party will
be entitled to recover costs and attorneys’ fees.

10.10 Governing Law and Jurisdiction. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of lllinocis without
regard to its conflict of laws provisions. Exclusive jurisdiction for litigation of any dispute, controversy or claim arising
out of or in connection with this Agreement shall be only in the Federal or State court with competent jurisdiction
located in Cook County, lllinois, and the parties hereby submit to the personal jurisdiction and venue therein.

10.11 Complete Agreement. This Agreement is the complete and exclusive statement of the mutual understanding
of the parties and supersedes and cancels all previous written and oral agreements, communications, and other
understandings relating to the subject matter of this Agreement. No modification of this Agreement will be binding,
unless in writing and signed by an authorized representative of each party.

Attached for your consideration is an Intergovernmental Agreement to Participate
in the DuPage County Local Government COVID-19 Reimbursement Program.
DuPage County received approximately one hundred sixty-one million dollars
(161,000,000) from the federal CARES Act. Through their reimbursement
program, DuPage County is offering cities and villages in the county a
disbursement of $51.84 per capita. Bartlett has a DuPage population of 24,474 and
therefore is eligible for up to one million two hundred sixty-eight thousand, seven
hundred thirty-two dollars and sixteen cents (1,268,732.16) in reimbursement for
COVID related expenses benefitting DuPage County residents.

Items that qualify under this program include PPE, sanitation and disinfectant
products, and technology software/equipment necessary to hold board meetings
online. Additional expenses include payroll costs for employees dedicated to
mitigating the spread of or responding to Covid-19 and economic development
programs designed to defray the costs to local businesses.

If passed, the Village can submit eligible expenditures from March 1, 2020 up
through December 30, 2020 to the County for reimbursement. DuPage is hiring a
third party auditor to review submissions and once processed, DuPage will
distribute reimbursements. The Villages first submission would be sent in shortly
after the IGA is passed, with additional submissions being made monthly through
December.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEEMENT FOR PARTICIPATION IN DUPAGE COUNTY
LOCAL GOVERNMENT COVID-19 REIMBURSEMENT PROGRAM.

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this 14" day of July, 2020 by and between the
County of DuPage, a body politic and corporate, hereinafter referred to as “COUNTY” and the
municipality of Bartlett, a unit of municipal government, hereinafter referred to as
“MUNICIPALITY”, and collectively referred to as “the Parties”.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the lllinois Constitution and the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 ILCS
220/ et. seq) authorize units of local government, including counties and municipalities, to contract
or otherwise associate among themselves in any manner not prohibited by law and to jointly
exercise any power, privilege or authority conferred upon them by law; and

WHEREAS, Article 7, Section 10 of the lllinois Constitution of 1971 and the lllinois
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq. allow units of public entities to enter into
intergovernmental agreements in the furtherance of their governmental purposes; and

WHEREAS, the County of DuPage received approximately one hundred sixty-one million
dollars ($161,000,000) from the United States Government pursuant to the Coronavirus Aid,
Relief, and Economic Security Act (‘CARES Act”); and

WHEREAS, the CARES Act provides for payments to local governments navigating the
impact of the COVID-19 outbreak via the Coronavirus Relief Fund; and

WHEREAS, the CARES Act provides that payments from the Coronavirus Relief Fund
may only be used to cover expenses which: (1) are necessary expenditures incurred due to the
public health emergency with respect to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19); (2) were not
accounted for in the budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020 (the date of enactment
of the CARES Act) for the local government; and (3) were incurred during the period that begins
on March 1, 2020 and ends on December 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the County of DuPage was eligible to receive payments under the CARES
Act, as it is a unit of local government in excess of 500,000 residents: and

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Treasury has issued guidelines with regards
to the authorized use of funds allocated to local governments under the CARES Act; and

WHEREAS, neither the CARES Act, the United States Department of Treasury, nor state
law, requires that the County disburse any funds to local municipalities within its geographic
boundaries; and

WHEREAS, under the CARES Act, the County is ultimately responsible for any
expenditures from CARES Act funds; and

WHEREAS, much uncertainty remains regarding future costs the County and local
municipalities will be forced to bear related to the coronavirus emergency, and



WHEREAS, much uncertainty exists as to the potential for future allocations of federal or
state monies to defray those future costs, and

WHEREAS, this agreement is intended to promote the most efficient distribution of
resources which have been made available to the State of lllinois and the County of DuPage to
benefit the citizens of DuPage County, and

WHEREAS, under the CARES Act, should the Office of the Inspector General determine
that the funds were used in a manner contrary to the intent of the legislature or contrary to the
United States’ Department of Treasury guidelines, the CARES ACT provides that the federal
government may recoup the improperly spent funds from the County; and

WHEREAS, the County, those municipalities within DuPage County, and their residents,
have suffered secondary effects of the coronavirus emergency, as the State of lllinois has ordered
the closure of non-essential businesses; and

WHEREAS, the County of DuPage, as the jurisdiction responsible for disbursement of
funds under the CARES Act, finds that it is appropriate to use these funds to defray certain costs
incurred by the Municipality related to the coronavirus emergency; and

WHEREAS, the disbursement of funds under the CARES Act to the Municipality is in the
best interests of the County, the Municipality and their residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and Agreements contained
herein, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1.0 Recitals, Definitions, and Purpose.
1.1 Recitals Incorporated. The recitals set forth above are incorporated in this
Agreement by reference and made a part of this Intergovernmental Agreement (“IGA”).
1.2 Definitions.
A. “CARES Act funds” shall refer to funds which have been allocated to
DuPage County under the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security
Act (“CARES Act”) of which DuPage County is responsible for the

disposition.

B. “Forms” shall refer to forms or application documents used to seek
reimbursement of coronavirus related expenses under this agreement.

C. “Expenses” shall refer to the cost of tangible goods and services which

(1) were necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health
emergency with respect to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19); (2)
were not accounted for in the budget most recently approved as of March
27, 2020 (the date of enactment of the CARES Act) for the local
government; and (3) were incurred during the period that begins on March
1, 2020 and ends on December 30, 2020. Examples of “Tangible Goods”
would include, but are not limited to, personal protection and medical
equipment, sanitation and disinfectant products, software, laptops and
technology equipment necessary for employees to telecommute.
“Services” as used in this definition means actions or intangible things

which were performed by individuals who are not municipal employees.
Further, “Expenses” shall include payroll costs for municipal employees
where such employees time was substantially dedicated to mitigating the
spread or responding to the public health emergency and/or who have
been reassigned from their budgeted role to a different function to
substantially support COVID-19 related activities. “Expenses” shall not
include the complete payroll costs for employees who are not substantially
dedicated to the mitigation or response to the public health emergency,
except as set forth in 5.1 of this Agreement. Expenses may also include
economic development programs designed to support and defray the costs
of local businesses (within the geographic boundaries of DuPage County)
negatively impacted by the executive orders which required such
businesses be closed or have their operations seriously curtailed.

D. All other words used in this agreement which are not specifically defined
shall have their normal and ordinary meaning.

1.3 Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to establish a contractual relationship
between the County and Municipality with regards to the proposed reimbursement of
municipal expenses associated with the coronavirus emergency from federal CARES
Act funds which the United States Federal Government has disbursed to the County.
The County has, by resolution, created the DuPage County Local Government
COVID-19 Reimbursement program. This agreement shall remain in effect between
the parties to govern the form of applications for reimbursement, the review of
applications, the criteria for reimbursable expenses, the retention of documents, and
other material terms governing the processing of reimbursement applications.

2.0 Obligations of the County

2.1 Generally. The County, by and through its Finance Department or Third-Party
Consultant hired by the County, shall process requests for reimbursement received by
Municipality subject to the requirements set forth herein.

2.2 Submittal does not guarantee approval. The County, by receiving and processing
the reimbursement requests of Municipality, does not guarantee approval of the
reimbursement requests by the DuPage County Board, the DuPage County Finance
Department, the United States Department of Treasury, or the Office of the Inspector
General.

2.3 No further obligations. The County shall have no further obligations under this IGA
other than those expressly set forth.

3.0 Obligations of the Municipality

3.1 Generally. In order to submit requests for reimbursement of coronavirus emergency
related expenditures, Municipality agrees to submit the forms, certifications and
documentations set forth in this IGA for any expense for which Municipality seeks
reimbursement under this Agreement. Municipality agrees that the sole and exclusive
decision as to whether or not Municipalities request is granted lies within the discretion
of the DuPage County Board, and that submission of expenses for reimbursement
does not obligate the County to agree to reimburse those expenses. Municipality



agrees that the County Board, through its Finance Department or Third-Party
Administrator, may reject expenses which are clearly not permitted uses for CARES
ACT funds such as using the funds for revenue replacement.

4.0 Form of Expense Submittals, Certification, failure to use form or comply with criteria

4.1 Generally. The Parties agree that expenses for which Municipality seeks
reimbursement shall be submitted in a manner and on forms created by the Third Party
Administrator hired by the County to process reimbursement requests. County and
Third Party Administrator shall work collaboratively with Municipality and DuPage
Mayors and Managers Conference to ensure that the forms and process properly
balance administrative convenience to the Parties and provide sufficient information
for the County Board to issue a reimbursement.

4.2 Certification. Each request for reimbursement shall be accompanied by a certification
wherein the Mayor/President, certifies that the expenses for which Municipality seeks
reimbursement: (i) are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health
emergency with response to the Coronavirus Disease 2019, (ii) which were not
accounted for in the most recently approved budget of the municipality, as of March
27, 2020, (iii) were incurred during the period between March 1, 2020 and December
30, 2020. By entering into the IGA, Municipality authorizes its Mayor or President to
sign such certification on behalf of Municipality.

4.3 Failure to comply with Department of Treasury Guidelines. The County reserves
the right to reject any reimbursement which it feels, in its sole and exclusive discretion,
does not meet the criteria of the CARES Act or United States Department of Treasury
guidelines associated with disbursement of funds under the CARES Act. Such
rejection may be made by the DuPage County Board. This section shall not be held to
restrict the County Finance Department or Third-Party Administrator from rejecting
requests which clearly fail to comply with the CARES Act or with Department of
Treasury guidelines.

5.0 Expenses to be reimbursed; Caps of maximum amount of reimbursements available to
Municipality; prohibition on duplicate reimbursement.

5.1 Municipality may submit expenses as set forth in section 1.2(c) of this Agreement.
Where submitted expenses are seeking reimbursement for employee payroll, the
County requires that the expenses be separated into two categories. The first category
shall be employees whose time was substantially dedicated to mitigating the spread
or responding to the public health emergency and/or who have been reassigned from
their budgeted role to a different function to substantially support COVID-19 related
activities. For purposes of this section “substantially dedicated” shall mean that sixty
percent (60%) or more of the employees’ time was dedicated to mitigating the spread
or responding to the public health emergency related to COVID-19. Municipality may
submit, and the County Board will consider, reimbursing 100% of the salary of
“substantially dedicated” employees. The second category shall consist of employees
whose time is not “substantially dedicated” to mitigating the spread of or responding
to the COVID-19 public health emergency, but who have spent some portion of their
compensated time (but less than sixty percent (60%)) mitigating the spread of or
responding to the COVID-19 Public Health Emergency. The Municipality may submit,



and the County Board will consider, reimbursing payroll in the amount of the proportion
of the individual employees’ time spent mitigating the spread of or responding to the
COVID-19 public health emergency. For example, if an employee spent twenty
percent (20%) of his or her compensated time mitigating the spread of or responding
to the COVID-19 public health emergency, the municipality may submit for
reimbursement of twenty percent (20%) of the employees’ salary during the period of
time in which the employee was engaging in COVID-19 related responses.

5.2 Municipality shall not be entitled to reimbursement of expenses for which it has
received reimbursement from another County, State, or federal program designed to
reimburse local government for costs associated with the coronavirus emergency or
other emergencies. If Municipality receives reimbursement from any program
referenced above, Municipality shall refund any duplicate reimbursement to the
County.

5.3 Under this program, Municipality shall receive, in aggregate, no more than fifty-one
dollars and eighty-four cents ($51.84) for each resident of the Municipality who resides
within the geographic boundaries of DuPage County as set forth in Schedule 1
attached to this Agreement. This section shall not bar future additional expenditures
by County for specific municipalities which may be disproportionately impacted by
COVID-19 and which, in the County’s sole opinion, require additional resources to
respond to the COVID-19 public health emergency.

5.4 Where Municipality is located, in part, in DuPage County and in part, in other Counties,
Municipality should pro-rate their requested expense reimbursements based upon the
population of their residents which reside within DuPage County. For Example, if
Municipality has sixty percent (60%) of its population in DuPage County, a municipality
may seek reimbursement for sixty percent (60%) of the total cost of the expense
eligible for reimbursement. Municipality shall not pro-rate expenses which were used
only to the benefit of DuPage County residents.

6.0 Cooperation

6.1 The County shall assist Municipality in complying with the requirements of the CARES
Act and the United States Department of Treasury guidelines by preparing sample
forms and providing feedback and guidance with regards to the type and quality of
information required to complete such forms.

6.2 Municipality agrees to abide by the terms of the CARES Act and all United States
Department of Treasury guidelines.

6.3 Municipality shall, at the County’s request, supply County with all relevant information
for the County to evaluate whether a request for reimbursement meets the criteria
under the CARES Act and United States Department of Treasury guidelines.

7.0 Records

7.1 Municipality shall maintain all records relating to the expenses which Municipality
seeks to have reimbursed by County from CARES Act funds for a period of at least
ten (10) years or the period of time required by other state or federal law, whichever is
longer.



7.2 At any time, DuPage County, the DuPage County Finance Department, or the DuPage
County Auditor, may request that the Municipality provide records relating to the
expenses which Municipality seeks to have reimbursed. Municipality agrees to provide
records in response to such requests.

7.3 Failure to provide records may result in the denial of the reimbursement request. In
circumstances where the reimbursement request has been granted and the records
are needed to justify the reimbursement to the Office of the Inspector General or any
other office, official, or department which may later become responsible for auditing
disbursements of CARES Act funds, failure by Municipality to provide these records,
for any reason including the prior destruction of these records, shall constitute a breach
of this Agreement. The sole and exclusive remedy for such a breach is that
Municipality shall be responsible for repayment of any disbursement which the Office
of Inspector General, or its successor, finds improper, unsupported, or unable to be
verified. Additionally, Municipality agrees to indemnify the County or make the County
whole for any penalty assessed against the County based upon Municipality’s failure
to retain or provide records.

8.0 Timeliness.

8.1 The Parties agree that time is of the essence in the processing of applications for
reimbursement. The County shall use all reasonable speed and diligence in the
processing of applications for reimbursement.

8.2 The Parties agree that time is of the essence in communications seeking supporting
documents or requesting records under this agreement. The Parties agree that they
shall use all reasonable speed and diligence in responding to requests for records or
supporting documents.

9.0 Indemnity.

9.1 The Parties agree that where the County relied upon the certification of the Municipality
that such expenses which Municipality sought to have reimbursed from CARES Act
funds met the minimum requirements of the CARES Act, and where the Office of the
Inspector General, or any other person, official, or department which is charged with
the auditing and review of expenditures of CARES Act funds determines that such
reimbursement was not permitted under the CARES Act, Municipality agrees to
indemnify, reimburse and make whole the County for any funds which the United
States Government or its agencies seeks to recoup or collect, either by litigation, or by
withholding other federal funds owed to the County. Municipality further agrees to
indemnify, reimburse, or make whole the County for any penalties associated with the
federal government seeking to recoup the expended CARES Act funds which the
County disbursed to Municipality including interest, or any penalty provided by law.

9.2 Municipality agrees to hold County harmless for any evaluation or advice which the
County provided to Municipality as to whether the requested reimbursement is a
permissible use of the CARES Act funds.

10.0 Term and termination

10.1 Term. This Agreement shall remain in effect until either party provides written
notice of termination to the other. Such notice shall be effective 14 days after receipt
of the termination.

10.2 Survival of Terms. Those terms relating to the party’s obligation to maintain
records and provide records, and the Municipality’s indemnification of the County shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE WAYNE
TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICT AND THE VILLAGE OF BARTLETT FOR
EQUIPMENT SHARING

This Intergovernmental Agreement (the “Agreement”), is entered into this 21%
day of July, 2020, by and between the Village of Bartlett, an Illinois municipal
corporation (the “VILLAGE”), and the Wayne Township Road District, a body corporate
and politic of the State of Illinois (the “ROAD DISTRICT”). The VILLAGE and the
ROAD DISTRICT are sometimes individually referred to as a “Party” or together as
“Parties.”

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE and the ROAD DISTRICT are authorized by the
1970 Illinois Constitution, Article VII, Section 10 and the Intergovernmental Cooperation
Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq., to contract with each other;

WHEREAS, each Party owns various equipment used for road and general
property maintenance purposes and useful for public works projects, construction,
operations, and maintenance;

WHEREAS, each Party employs personnel capable of operating its equipment;

WHEREAS, the Parties agree that sharing equipment and manpower promotes the
cost-effective and efficient use of public resources;

WHEREAS, as set forth in 605 ILCS 5/5-201.10 and 201.10-1, the ROAD
DISTRICT’s Highway Commissioner has the authority to make agreements with the
corporate authorities of the VILLAGE for the lease or exchange of idle machinery,
equipment or tools belonging to the ROAD DISTRICT, and to furnish or obtain services
and materials related to construction, maintenance or repair of roads, upon such terms
and conditions as may be mutually agreed upon;

WHEREAS, as set forth in 5 ILCS 220/5, the VILLAGE has the authority to
make agreements with the ROAD DISTRICT regarding the subject matter of this
Agreement upon such terms and conditions as may be mutually agreed upon;

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE and the ROAD DISTRICT have determined that it is
in the best interest of the citizens of the VILLAGE and ROAD DISTRICT for the Parties
to occasionally share equipment and manpower for purposes related to construction,
maintenance or repair of roads or otherwise useful to the other Party, and to memorialize
the terms for sharing equipment and manpower, as provided in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in the consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
contained within this Agreement, the sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged by the
Parties, the VILLAGE and ROAD DISTRICT agree as follows:



1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS. The recitals set forth above are
incorporated herein by reference and are made a part hereof.

2. SHARING OF EQUIPMENT. The Parties may make available to each
other vehicles, equipment, machinery, and related items (“Equipment™) in the manner and
on the terms and conditions provided herein. The Equipment covered by this Agreement
shall only be items appropriate for public works, road construction or road maintenance,
and shall not include regular automobiles. The Party supplying the Equipment shall be
designated as the “Provider.” The Party receiving the use of the Equipment shall be
designated as the “User.”

3. AVAILABILITY. The Provider may provide Equipment to the User
upon reasonable request at mutually convenient times and locations. The Provider retains
the right, in its sole discretion, to decline any request, or to decline a request for use of
Equipment at a particular time or location.

4. OPERATION OF EQUIPMENT. Only the Provider’s personnel may
operate Equipment. In so doing, Provider shall be deemed an independent contractor and
Provider’s employees shall not be deemed employees of User. The Provider’s operator
shall perform under the general direction of the User as to location and work to be
performed provided, however, the Provider’s operator shall retain full control over the
operation of the Equipment and the manner and means of operating the Equipment. The
Provider will responsible for transporting the Equipment to and from the location where
it will be operated.

5. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS. The Parties are independent
contractors. Nothing herein shall alter the employment status of any workers providing
services or operating Equipment under this Agreement. Such workers shall at all times
continue to be subject to all standards of performance, disciplinary rules and other terms
and conditions of their employer. No User shall be responsible for the payment of any
salaries, wages. compensation or benefits for Provider’s workers while operating
Equipment for the benefit of User under this Agreement.

6. NO COMPENSATION. Neither Party shall pay any compensation or
reimbursement to the other Party for the sharing of Equipment or services provided
pursuant to this Agreement.

7. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY. Any damage to property caused by either
Party shall be reported within a reasonable amount of time to the other Party. The Party
which caused the damage will be responsible for the repair or replacement of the
damaged property to the satisfaction of the other provided, however, that the damaged
property need only be restored to as good a condition as, and of a similar quality to, its
condition before it was damaged.



8. INDEMNIFICATION.

A. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the VILLAGE shall fully
indemnify, hold harmless and defend the ROAD DISTRICT, its officials, officers, agents,
and employees from and against all liability, claims, suits, demands, proceedings and
actions, costs, fees and expense of defense, including reasonable attorney fees, arising
from, growing out of, or related to, any loss, damage, injury to, or death of, a person, or
loss or damage to property, resulting from, or connected with, the VILLAGE’s or its
employees’, officers’ or agents’ acts or omissions in providing or operating Equipment
under this Agreement or otherwise arising out of this Agreement. The indemnification
set forth herein shall not extend to any injury or damage caused by the active negligence,
sole negligence or willful misconduct of the ROAD DISTRICT or its officers, agents and
employees.

B. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the ROAD DISTRCT shall fully
indemnify, hold harmless and defend the VILLAGE, its officials, officers, agents, and
employees from and against all liability, claims, suits, demands, proceedings and actions,
costs, fees and expense of defense, including reasonable attorney fees, arising from,
growing out of, or related to, any loss, damage, injury to, or death of, a person, or loss or
damage to property, resulting from, or connected with, the ROAD DISTRICT’s or its
employees’, officers’ or agents’ acts or omissions in providing or operating Equipment
under this Agreement or otherwise arising out of this Agreement. The indemnification
set forth herein shall not extend to any injury or damage caused by the active negligence,
sole negligence or willful misconduct of the VILLAGE or its officers, agents and
employees.

C. In the event that a Party receives notice of any claim, demand, or litigation
that in any way relates to this Agreement, the Equipment, or operation of the Equipment
provided under this Agreement, the receiving Party shall immediately notify the other
Party and deliver a copy of any claim, demand or litigation to the other Party.

D.  Any indemnity as provided in this Agreement shall not be limited by
reason of the enumeration of any insurance coverage herein provided. The VILLAGE's
indemnification of the ROAD DISTRICT, and the ROAD DISTRICT s indemnification
of the VILLAGE, shall survive the termination, or expiration, of this Agreement.

E.  Nothing contained within this Agreement or the indemnity required by this
Agreement shall constitute a waiver of by either Party of any defenses or protections
under the Local Government and Governmental Employees Tort Immunity Act (745
ILCS 10/1 et seq.) or of any other defense, protection or immunity otherwise available to
it under the law.

9. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES. This Agreement is entered into
solely for the benefit of the Parties, and nothing in this Agreement is intended, either
expressly or impliedly, to provide any right or benefit of any kind whatsoever to any



person or entity who is not a party to this Agreement or to acknowledge, establish or
impose any legal duty or obligation to any third party.

10.  INSURANCE. At all times during the period of this Agreement, the
Parties shall each maintain the following insurance coverage(s), or be self-insured to
cover the following:

A Worker’s Compensation Insurance in the statutory amounts.

B. Employer’s Liability Insurance in an amount not less than one million
dollars ($1,000,000.00) each accident/injury and one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) each
employee disease.

C Comprehensive General Liability Insurance with a limit of not less than
three million dollars ($3,000,000.00) total; including limits of not less than one million
dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence and three million dollars ($3,000,000.00) excess
liability in the annual aggregate injury/property damage.

D. Automobile Liability Insurance with minimum limits of at least one
million dollars ($1,000,000.00) Combined Single Limit (each accident).

E. Insurance covering any and all Equipment provided by Provider to User
under this Agreement and operation thereof by Provider.

F, The coverage limits required under subparagraphs C, D and E above may
be satisfied through a combination of primary and excess coverage.

G. The insurance required to be maintained by the Parties shall be provided
by an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of Illinois, and shall include
at least the specific coverage and be written for not less than the limits of the liability
specified herein or required by law or regulation whichever is greater.

H. Each Party’s insurance, as required by paragraphs C, D and E above, shall
name the other Party, its officers, and employees as additional insureds, on a primary and
non-contributory basis.

11.  TERM OF AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall continue in full force
and effect until terminated by either Party upon fifteen (15) days prior written notice to
the other Party, which termination may be with or without cause. Termination of this
Agreement by either Party shall not terminate Sections 5, 6, 7 or 8 of this Agreement.

12; ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire
understanding between the Parties and supersedes any prior understanding or written or
oral agreements between them regarding the subject matter herein.



13.  MODIFICATION. This Agreement may be amended or modified only
by mutual written agreement of the Parties.

14.  SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS. The terms and conditions of the
Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the Parties hereto and
their respective successors and assigns.

15. VENUE AND APPLICABLE LAW. This Agreement shall be governed
by the laws of the State of Illinois. The forum for resolving any disputes concerning the
Parties’ respective performance, or failure to perform, under this Agreement shall be the
Circuit Court for the Eighteenth Judicial Circuit, DuPage County, Illinois.

16. VALIDITY. In the event any provision(s) of this Agreement is held to
be unenforceable or invalid for any reason, the enforceability thereof shall not affect the
remainder of the Agreement. The remainder of this Agreement shall be construed as if
not containing the particular provision and shall continue in full force, effect, and
enforceability, in accordance with its terms.

17.  NOTICES. All notices to be served upon a Party shall be in writing and
shall be delivered personally (in which case notice shall be effective upon delivery), by
first class mail, (in which case notice shall be effective three business days after mailing)
or by national overnight carrier via overnight delivery (in which case notice shall be
effective the date of delivery) addressed with postage prepaid, to the following
addresses:
