Fair Housing Ordinance

Planning and Development Services Director, Roberta Grill stated that the ordinance’s
purpose is to promote and protect fair housing opportunities throughout the village. It is
to secure all persons living and working or desiring to live or work in Bartlett, an equal
opportunity to view, purchase, rent or occupy real estate without discrimination based on
race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability,
source of income, familial status or national origin of any individual. This ordinance also
prohibits unlawful discrimination practices, prohibits discrimination in lending and
provides for penalties for anyone found guilty of violating a provision of this ordinance. A
Fair Housing Ordinance is needed as part of the villages grant request for the wastewater

treatment plant as part of the Rebuild lllinois Plan. Staff has been notified that moving
forward, all state grants will now require a municipality to adopt a Fair Housing Ordinance
and in addition, this ordinance is required to enable the village to apply for Community
Development Block Grants from DuPage County which would fund projects that would
meet the needs of low to moderate income neighborhoods in Bartlett. This ordinance
pertains to prohibiting discrimination in regard to the sale or rental of real property. It is
not pertaining to providing affordable housing. The village is exempt from providing an
affordable housing plan because we exceed the minimum 10% requirement of affordable
housing units based on the total of year-round housing units in the village.

The item was forwarded on to the Village Board for a vote.

Attached for the Board's review is an amendment to the Municipal Code to
add new Title 14: Housing Policy Ordinance, Chapter 1: Fair Housing
Ordinance. This ordinance includes definitions, the prohibition of discrimination
and penalties.

A Fair Housing Ordinance is required as part of the Village's grant request for
the Wastewater Treatment Plant under the Rebuild lllinois program from the
Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity. The Staff has been
notified that moving forward, all State grants will now require a municipality to
have adopted a Fair Housing Ordinance.

In addition, this Ordinance is required to enable the Vilage to apply for
Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) from the DuPage County
Community Development Commission (CDC) to fund projects that will meet
the needs of low to moderate income neighborhoods in Bartlett.

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett,
Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, as follows:

discriminate.

Deceive or Overcharge. Discriminate by deceiving or overcharging any person for real
property in the Village, or to making any distinction or restriction against any person as to
the conditions or privileges of any kind relating to the sale, rental, lease, or occupancy of
real property.

Discriminate in Lending. (See Section 14-1-7 of this Chapter.) Discriminate or to
participate in discrimination in connection with borrowing or lending money, guaranteeing
loans, accepting mortgages, the making or purchasing of loans or the provision of other
financial assistance secured by residential real estate, or otherwise obtaining or making
available funds for the purchase, acquisition, construction, rehabilitation, repairs or
maintenance of any real property in the Village.

Change in Neighborhood. Solicit or to enter into any agreement for the sale, lease or
listing for sale or lease of any real property within the Village (on the ground of loss of
value) due to the present or prospective entry into any neighborhood of any person or
persons of any particular race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity,
marital status, disability, source of income, familial status or national origin.

Inducing Sales. Distribute or cause to be distributed written material or statements
designed to induce any person to sell or lease real property because of the alleged or
actual or because of any present or prospective change in the race, color, religion, sex,
age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income,
familial status or national origin of persons in the Village or neighborhood.

Misrepresentation. Make any misrepresentations concerning the listing for sale or the
anticipated listing for sale or the sale of any real property for the purpose of inducing or
attempting to induce the sale or listing for sale of any real property by representing that
the presence or anticipated presence of persons of any particular race, color, religion,
sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income,
familial status or national origin in the area will or may result in the lowering of real property
values in the block, neighborhood or area in which the property is located.



. Refusal to Sell. Refuse to sell or rent real property because of race, color, religion, sex,
age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income,
familial status or national origin.

. Refusal to Show Records of Available Housing. Refuse to show to any person who has
specified his/her needs, the list or other records identifying all real properties reasonably
meeting such specifications.

Withholding Housing. Represent to any person that any real property is not available, or
otherwise to withhold real property from any person because of race, color, religion, sex,
age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income,
familial status or national origin.

Refusal to Show Real Estate. Refuse to show real estate because of the race, color,
religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of
income, familial status or national origin of any prospective purchaser, lessee or tenant,
or because of the race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital
status, disability, source of income, familial status or national origin of the residents in the
area in which the property is located.

. Steering. Encourage or discourage the sale or rental of real property because of the race,
color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability,
source of income, familial status or national origin of the individual and/or persons in the
neighborhood in which the property is located. This shall include but is not limited to
directing persons into or away from areas because of race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual
orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income, familial status or
national origin of the individual and/or persons in the area or purported to be moving into
the area.

. Differential Treatment. Make any differential treatment toward any prospective seller,
purchaser, or tenant because of that person's race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual
orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income, familial status or
national origin, or toward any prospective seller, purchaser, or tenant because of the race,
color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability,
source of income, familial status or national origin of the persons in the area in which that
property is located.

. Evasion. Employ any person as a salesman or agent as a means of evading provisions
of this Chapter.

. Providing Information. Volunteer oral or written information about the racial composition
of a neighborhood unless such information is a factual, accurate and actual response to
an unsolicited direct question.

. Posting and Distributing. Fail to post in a prominent place available for observation by the
public in each business establishment of a person in the business of purchasing, selling,
exchanging or leasing real property, a copy of this Chapter, or a poster provided by the
Commission summarizing this Chapter; and/or fail to distribute to any prospective seller,
purchaser or tenant a summary of the ordinance provided by the Commission.
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. Rental Application. Discriminate by denying, or unreasonably delaying the processing of,
a lease or rental application of a person, discriminate in the fixing of the fee or length of
processing time, or other terms and conditions of such application process.

. Insurance. Discriminate in the sale of insurance in connection with real estate.

R. Redlining. To discriminate by differential treatment of a geographic area in the setting of

insurance rates or appraised valuations or the availability of financing of property, based
on the race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status,
disability, source of income, familial status or national origin of persons in the area or
purported to be moving into the area.

. Listing Agreement and Multiple Listing Service.

1. Entering into a listing agreement which discriminates against any person due to their
race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status,
disability, source of income, familial status, or national origin.

2. Deny a person access to, or membership or participation in any multiple listing service,
real estate broker's organization or facility relating to the business of selling or renting
dwellings, or to discriminate against him/her in the terms or conditions of such access,
membership, or participation, on account of race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual
orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income, familial status

or national origin.
. Aid or Abet. Discriminating by aiding or abetting acts performed in violation of this Chapter.

. Coercion. Coercion, intimidation, threatening or interference with any person in the
exercise or enjoyment of, or on account of his/her having exercised or enjoyed, or on
account of his/her having aided or encouraged any other person in the exercise or
enjoyment of, any right granted or protected by this Chapter.

. Discrimination Due to a Disability.
1. To discriminate because of a disability of:
a. That person;

b. A person residing in or intending to reside in that dwelling after it is sold, rented or
made available; or

c. Any person associated with that disability.
2. For purposes of this subsection, "discrimination” includes:

a. A refusal to permit, at the expense of the disabled person, reasonable
modifications of an existing dwelling unit occupied or to be occupied by such
person if such modifications may be necessary to afford such person full
enjoyment of the premises; except that, in the case of a rental, the landlord may,
where it is reasonable to do so, condition permission for a modification on the
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renter agreeing to restore the interior of the premises to the condition that existed
before the modification, reasonable wear and tear excepted; a person with
disabilities may make reasonable modification as provided in this Section of the
fair housing ordinance to the interior or exterior public and common use areas of
a building as well as to his/her individual dwelling unit.

b. A refusal to make reasonable accommodations in rules, policies, practices or
services, when such accommodations may be necessary to afford such person
equal opportunity to use and enjoy a dwelling; or

c. In connection with the design and construction of covered multi-family dwellings
for first occupancy a failure to design and construct those dwellings in such a
manner that:

1. The public use and common use portions of such dwellings are readily
accessible to and usable by disabled persons;

2. Allthe doors designed to allow passage into and within all premises within such
dwellings are sufficiently wide to allow passage by disabled persons in
wheelchairs; and

3. All premises within such dwellings contain the following features of adaptive
design:

A. An accessible route into and through the dwelling;

B. Light switches, electrical outlets, thermostats and other environmental
controls in accessible locations;

C. Reinforcements in bathroom walls to allow later installation of grab bars;
and

D. Usable kitchens and bathrooms such that an individual in a wheelchair can
maneuver about the space.

3. Compliance with the appropriate requirements of the American National Standard for
buildings and facilities providing accessibility and usability for physically disabled
people (commonly cited as ANSI A117.1) suffice to satisfy the requirements of this
paragraph.

14-1-6: EXEMPTIONS:
This Chapter shall not:

A. Bar any religious or denominational institution or organization, or any charitable or
educational organization operated, supervised or controlled by or in connection with a
religious organization, from limiting the sale, rental or occupancy of dwellings, which it
owns or operates for other than commercial purposes or giving preference with respect
thereto, to persons of the same religion or denomination, unless membership in such
religion is restricted on account of race, color or national origin.
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B. Except for Subsection 14-1-5: of this Chapter, apply to the leasing of rooms to roomers in
a dwelling unit occupied by the owner as a family household having not more than two (2)
roomers, living independently, exclusive of salaried household employees living on
premises.

C. Prohibit (due to the familial status provision of this Chapter) the operation of housing for
older persons. If the following provisions are satisfied:

1. As used in this Section "housing for older persons" means housing:

a. Provided under any State or Federal program that the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development determines is specifically designed and operated to assist
elderly persons (as defined in the State or Federal program); or

b. Intended for, and solely occupied by, persons sixty two (62) years of age or older;
or

c. Intended and operated for occupancy by at least one person fifty five (55) years of
age or older per unit. In determining whether housing qualifies as housing for older
persons under this Section, the Administrator shall require at least the following
factors to be met:

1. The existence of significant facilities and services specifically designed to meet
the physical or social needs of older persons, or if the provision of such facilities
is not practicable, that such housing is necessary to provide important housing
opportunities for older persons; and

2. That at least eighty percent (80%) of the units are occupied by at least one
person fifty five (55) years of age or older per unit; and

3. The publication of, and adherence to, policies and procedures which
demonstrate an intent by the owner or manager to provide housing for persons
fifty five (55) years of age or older.

2. Housing shall not fail to meet the requirements for housing for older persons by reason
of unoccupied units; provided, that such units are reserved for occupancy for persons
who meet the age requirements of subsections C.1.b. or c. herein.

D. Bar any educational organization from limiting to persons of the same sex the rental of
living accommodations.

14-1-7:  DISCRIMINATION IN LENDING:

It shall be unlawful and a violation of this Chapter for any lending institution to discriminate in
making, agreeing to make, arranging, or negotiating any loan or guarantee of funds for the
purpose of financing the purchase or sale, construction, lease, rehabilitation, improvement,
renovation, or repair of any real property, or to offer, seek or agree to terms, conditions or
privileges that discriminate on account of race, color, religion, sex, age, sexual orientation,



gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income, familial status or national origin.
(See Section 14-1-5:C. of this Chapter.)

14-1-8: REFUSALS TO DEAL IN LENDING:

It shall be unlawful and a violation of this Chapter for any lending institution to refuse to
negotiate for, enter into, or perform any agreement to lend or guarantee the loan of funds for
the purchase, sale, construction, lease, rehabilitation, improvement, renovation, or repair of
any real property because of discrimination on account of race, color, religion, sex, age,
sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income, familial status
or national origin.

14-1-9: COVERAGE:

This Chapter shall apply, respectively, to every person, including, but not limited to, every
owner, lending institution, real estate broker and manager who, within the Village, performs
any function relating to or in connection with a real estate transaction, whether or not such
person maintains an office or place of doing business within the Village; provided, however,
that the provisions of this Chapter shall not be so construed as to prohibit a person on behalf
of the owner from inquiring into and reporting upon the qualifications of any prospective buyer
or tenant with respect to limitations or exclusions other than those of race, color, religion, sex,
age, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability, source of income, familial
status or national origin.

14-1-10: PRIVATE REMEDIES:

Any person aggrieved in any manner by the violation of this Chapter, may commence a civil
action in any court of competent jurisdiction to obtain appropriate relief with respect to such
discriminatory housing practice or breach. If the court finds that a discriminatory housing
practice has occurred, the court may grant the following relief:

A. An order compelling compliance with this Chapter.

B. An order to prohibit any person found by the court to have violated any provision of this
Chapter from the sale, lease, exchange, transfer, conveyance or assignment of any real
property, by any person who in violation of this Chapter refuses or fails to perform such

contract.

C. Compensatory damages and punitive damages, including damages caused by humiliation
and embarrassment.

D. Such other and further relief as may seem appropriate to the court for the enforcement of
this Chapter and the elimination of violations thereof.

E. In a civil action under this Chapter, the court may allow the prevailing party a reasonable
attorney's fee and costs.

These remedies shall be available notwithstanding the imposition of other penalties provided
by this Chapter.
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14-1-11: SEVERABILITY:
If any provision of this Chapter or the application thereof to any person or circumstances is

held invalid, the remainder of this Chapter and the application of the provision to other
persons not similarly situated or to other circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

14-1-12: PENALTY:
Any person violating the provisions of this Chapter shall be fined not less than one hundred

dollars ($100.00) nor more than seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) for each such offense.
Every day a violation continues may be deemed a separate offense by appropriate finding.

SECTION TWO: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior Ordinances and
Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly repealed only to the
extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION THREE: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and
effect upon its passage and approval.

According to the Zoning Ordinance a super
majority vote by the Village Board (i.e. five trustees or the Village President and
four trustees) is required to grant a variation that would permit a required yard

fo be reduced by more than 20%.

4. The Petitioners are also requesting a variation to allow an accessory building
(8'x12" shed) in the side yard. The Zoning Ordinance requires that accessory
buildings be located in the rear yard. The shed cannot be located in the rear
yard due to the 20'-ft wide public utility, storm sewer and sanitary sewer
easement. The shed would be located 5 feet from the side property line and 8

feet from the rear property line.

5.  The proposed impervious surface ratio of this lot is 34% which meets the 40%

maximum impervious surface for a lot of this size.

6. If the variations are approved, the house would be brought into conformance

and the Petitioners could apply for a building permit for the proposed shed.

RECOMMENDATION

Dear President Wallace & Village Board Members:

We are writing to respectfully request the following zoning variances to allow us: (1) to construct
a 12'x8' wooden shed in our side yard; (2) to establish our rear yard set back at twenty (20) feet,
and, (3) if necessary, to exceed maximum lot coverage for a building permit. We are requesting
these variances because our property is an odd shaped lot with a large side yard and a shallow
back yard that is totally within a public utility easement. As a result, we can not build a shed in
our back yard and need to petition the Village for a variance.

When we recently consulted with the Village Planner, we learned that our property is not in
compliance with current ordinance regarding set backs from the rear lot line. It is our
understanding that the plat of survey containing our property (Lot 241) was filed with DuPage
County in 1976 and our house was constructed in 1977 with the permission of the Village so now
we are requesting a rear set back variance to bring our house back into compliance.

Since we purchased the property in 2007, we have expended considerable sums of money to
update our property by (1) removing a wooden deck over the easement(constructed by prior
owner) and replacing it with removable brick pavers; (2) replacing the roof and siding; (3)
remodeling the kitchen and upstairs bathroom; and (4) replacing the concrete driveway, garage
floor, and front walkway. We are planning to make additional improvement to our home such as
remodeling the downstairs bathroom and laundry room in the near future.

FINDINGS OF FACT FOR VARIATIONS

Both the Zoning Board of Appeals and the Village Board must decide if the requested variation is in
harmony with the general purpose and intent of the Zoning Ordinance and if there is a practical
difficulty or hardship in carrying out the strict letter of the regulations of the Zoning Ordinance.

The Zoning Board of Appeals shall make findings based upon evidence presented on the following
standards: (Please respond to each of these standards in writing below as it relates to your case. It

is important that you write legibly or type your responses as this application will be included with
the staff report for the ZBA and Village Board to review.)

1. That the particular physical surroundings, shape or topographical condition of the specific property
involved would result in a particular hardship upon the owner, as distinguished from a mere
inconvenience, if the strict letter of the regulations were carried out.

The building lot is an odd shaped property with a shallow back yard of 10 feet that is
completely encompassed by the public utility easement that runs in northerly and southerly
direction across the back yard. This ordinance imposes an undue hardship upon the
property owners in that they could not build a shed to store small tools and similar
equipment as their neighbors are allowed to do.

2. That conditions upon which the petition for a variation is based are unique to the property for

which the variation is sought and are not applicable, generally, to other property within the same
zoning classifications.

Upon information and belief, the odd shaped lot while not unique in the Village of Bartlett, it
is uncommon as most properties are rectangular shaped. As a result, the vast majority of

property owners have the capability to construct an accessory shed without seeking a
variance.

3. That the purpose of the variation is not based exclusively upon a desire to make more money out
of the property.

The property owner has expended considerable funds to increase their use and enjoyment
of the property over the last 13 years; (1) a wooden deck over the easement(constucted
by prior owner) was removed and replaced with removable brick pavers; (2) the roof and
siding was replaced; (3) the kitchen and upstairs bathroom were remodeled: (4) the
concrete driveway, garage floor, and front walkway were replaced. A shed would increase
the property's use and enjoyment by allowing owners to store small tools and similar
equipment outside of their garage.

4. That the alleged difficulty or hardship is caused by the provisions of this Title and has not been
created by any person presently having an interest in the property.

The undue hardship is caused by the placement of the public utitlity easement on the
property. Bartiett Village Ordinance 10-3-3 2.c. states: "No part of an accessory building
or structure, excluding fences and driveways (upon approval of the village engineer), is
permitted on or over any public utilty or public drainage easement." Upon information and
belief, Apple Orchard Sub Division Developer constructed the house on the property in the
mid 1970s even though its lot dimesions did not conform to the dimesions of nearby
properties. Please see attached survey for the property's exact dimesions and shape.

5. That the granting of the variation will not be detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to other
property or improvements in the neighborhoods in which the property is located.

If the variance is granted, then the property owners plan to paint the shed so it would
correspond with nearby structures and use landscaping such as flowers, plants, bushes,
and/or a small tree to improve the shed's appearance in the neighborhood.

6. That the proposed variation will not impair an adequate supply of light and air to adjacent
property, or substantially increase the congestion in the public streets, or increase the danger of
fire, or endanger the public safety, or substantially diminish or impair property values within the
adjacent neighborhood.

The property owners do not believe that a variance, if granted, would impair the light and
air to any surrounding properties because the owners of the property closest to the
proposed shed site constructed a 6 foot privacy fence between the properties, and the
other properties are located far enough away. Nor do the property owners believe that
street congestion would increase due to shed or would a shed decrease public safety, or

substantially impair property values. The shed location would abut the rear yards of two
affected adjacent propteries.

7. That the granting of the variance requested will not confer on the applicant any special privilege
that is denied by the provisions of this Title to other lands, structures or buildings in the same
district.

The property owners are not requesting any special privilege that is not already available
to similarly situated residents if a variance is requested and granted. In fact, the Village
granted a variance to a property in 2009 located at 770 Cedar Lane, Bartlett, lllinois which
is two doors away from the subject property on the same cul de sac. The 770 Cedar Lane
property is also a odd shaped lot with a shallow backyard with no room for rear yard shed

and a larger side yard. The property owner did construct a shed in the side yard after the
variance was granted.

WHEREAS, on June 2, 2020, in response to Governor J.B. Pritzker's
announcement on May 20, 2020 that bars and restaurants in lllinois would be permitted
outdoor dining consistent with their forthcoming state guidelines under Phase 3 of the
Restore lllinois Plan, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett adopted Ordinance
No. 2020-53, “An Ordinance Approving Temporary Outdoor Dining Permits” authorizing
outdoor dining at bars and restaurants in Bartlett, including the sale and service of alcohol
beginning May 29, 2020 “until state guidelines authorize indoor on-premises consumption
of food and beverages at bars and restaurants”; and

WHEREAS, state guidelines now authorize indoor on-premises consumption of
food and beverages at bars and restaurants, but, weather permitting, most patrons at
bars and restaurants in Bartlett prefer outdoor dining due to safety concerns over the
rising number of COVID-19 cases in lllinois and throughout the country; and

WHEREAS, the Village President acting in his capacity as the Local Liquor Control
Commissioner of the Village of Bartlett issued Temporary Extended Liquor Licenses for
Temporary Outdoor Dining Areas authorized by Ordinance 2020-53 to the holders of
Bartlett on-premises liquor licenses which expire on September 30, 2020;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Section Two of Ordinance 2020-53 is hereby repealed and
is hereby replaced with new Section Two which states as follows:

“‘SECTION TWO: APPROVAL. Notwithstanding any contrary provision of
the Bartlett Municipal Code or other Village ordinance, regulation, or policy
concerning minimum parking spaces and use of the public right-of-way,
permits for outdoor dining areas may be approved by the Village
Administrator for restaurants and bars consistent with the terms of this
Ordinance until November 30, 2020.”

SECTION TWO: The Local Liquor Control Commissioner is authorized to issue
Temporary Extended Liquor Licenses for Outdoor Dining Areas to the holders of Bartlett
on-premises liquor licenses, which will expire on November 30, 2020.

SECTION THREE: If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of
competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and



independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining
portions hereof.

SECTION FOUR: All prior Ordinances and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent
herewith are hereby expressly repealed only to the extent of such conflict or
inconsistency.

SECTION FIVE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon passage,
approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

District U-46 is requesting the Village of Bartlett to approve the proposed annual

agreement to have school resource officers assigned to Eastview Middle School and Bartlett
High School on a contract basis for the 2020-2021 school year. It has also requested some

minor changes to the language contained in last year's agreement to better reflect its current
practices. Here are some of the important highlights of the proposed changes to the school

resource officer agreement for the 2020-2021 school year:

Village

Changing the language about the selection process to better reflect the current practice
of the collaborative interview process and the final selection process of the school
resource officer.

Adding language that references the required school resource officer training standards
established by the lllinois Law Enforcement Training Standards Board.

Adding a new paragraph discussing the school resource officers’ duties and
responsibilities based on language from the U.S. Department of Justice’s Community
Orientated Policing Services (COPS) and best practices from the National Association of
School Resource Officers (NASRO).

Updating the language for police body worn cameras and including it in the agreement in
case Bartlett Police Department, South Elgin Police Department, or Streamwood Police
Department would like to consider implementing this technology during the school year.
Changing the language of a non-probationary police officer's annual salary cost to
$71,842 and the school resource officer’'s overtime hourly rate to $73.39 that are listed in
the EXHIBIT A: COST WORKSHEET. School District U-46 would be responsible for
reimbursing the Village of Bartlett for the annual cost of a non-probationary police
officer’s salary in exchange for assigning school resource officers at Eastview Middle
School and Bartlett High School.

Attorney Bryan Mraz reviewed the agreement and did not have any concerns about the

School Resource Officer

This Agreement is entered into this 18th day of August 2020, by and between the VILLAGE OF
BARTLETT, Illinois, a municipal corporation and the Board of Education of School District U-46 (the “District™).

WHEREAS, the District desires to have, on a contract basis, School Resource Officers (“SROs”) detailed
to the District’s Schools.

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT is willing to provide such SROs in exchange for the payment
outlined in this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, both the 1970 Illinois Constitution, (Article VII, Section 10) and the Intergovernmental
Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq., authorize and encourage intergovernmental cooperation; and

WHEREAS, both the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and the District are interested in promoting the safety
and security of the staff, students and school premises in the District; and

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and the District have entered into similar Intergovernmental
Agreements for said SROs and that all previous said Intergovernmental Agreements are terminated and that the
terms and conditions of this Intergovernmental Agreement will be binding between the parties for the services of
SROs.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises, covenants, terms and conditions set forth in this
Agreement, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS

The foregoing recitals are incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement as if fully set forth herein.

SECTION 2. TERM

The services under this Agreement shall commence on August 15, 2020 and continue in full force and
effect until June 10, 2021.

SECTION 3. PURPOSE

The purpose of the School Resource Officer Program is to facilitate, promote, and help maintain a safe,
secure, and nurturing school learning environment that is flexible in meeting the academic, social, and emotional
needs of each student. By establishing a working relationship with school personnel, a cooperative effort to
prevent juvenile delinquency is formed.

It is the responsibility of District teachers and other District educators to respond to inappropriate student
behavior in a way that supports personal growth and learning opportunities for all students. It is further the goal
of the District that school discipline be administered through the Student Code of Conduct focusing on keeping
students within the classroom setting. School-based infractions shall be addressed primarily by using non-punitive
interventions that improve school safety and academic performance (e.g. classroom interventions, counseling
services, restorative justice, peer mediation, etc.), and not through harsh, exclusionary measures, such as tickets

or arrests.

SECTION 4. OBLIGATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF VILLAGE OF BARTLETT
THROUGH ITS POLICE DEPARTMENT

4.0 Provide Police SROs to the District for Interview

[f and when the position of SRO is vacant, the Village’s Police Department will provide to the District
qualified candidates to interview. The selection process will include a collaborative interview process of the
qualified applicants by the school and District administration, and the police department administration. After the
interview process, District shall provide the police administration their order of preference in candidates. The
final selection shall be made by the Village’s Chief of Police in her/his sole discretion. The Police Department

candidates must have the following training and qualifications:

1 Training. The police department is responsible for the training standards of the school resource
officer assigned to the schools as established by the Illinois Law Enforcement Training Standards Board

under 50 ILCS 705/10.22.

2. Special interest and understanding of juveniles, Juvenile Law, constitutional protections, and

their problems and concerns;

3 Strong, effective leadership abilities;

4. Positive, proactive attitude; excellent interpersonal and problem-solving skills; ability to resolve
conflicts; verbal, written communication;

5. Self-motivated; ability to work with minimal supervision;

6. Ability to interact effectively and productively with the Police Department, courts, school staff,

students and parents;

s Experience in and knowledge of drug and gang awareness;
8. Non-probationary police employee;
Y. Excellent attendance record.

4.1 Organizational Relationships:

The Police Department shall assign to the District on a full-time basis the officer chosen to act as the SRO.
The SRO shall report to the school’s principal or principals. However, the SRO shall remain an employee of the
VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and all personnel rules applicable to the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT s police officers
shall continue to apply to the SRO, and the SRO will at all times abide by all personnel rules of the Police
Department. Moreover, the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT shall be fully responsible for all employee-related
obligations.

4.2 Duties and Responsibilities of SRO
The Police Department and District, in order to ensure an efficient and cohesive SRO program, will build a
positive relationship between law enforcement, students, and school employees. The goal of the program is to

reduce crime, create a safe school environment, and provide a law enforcement resource to school administrators,
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teachers, and students. The duties and responsibilities of the SRO assigned to the District shall include, but not

be limited to, the following:

I SROs act in accordance with the recommended TRIAD roles of law enforcement officer,
teacher, and informal counselor/mentor but do not enforce school rules or policies or become

involved with matters that are strictly school discipline issues.

2 Promote safety in and around the school by addressing crime and fear of crime, to
coordinate our efforts to provide a safe and nurturing school learning experience that is flexible

in meeting the academic, social, and emotional needs of each student;

3 Provide information and give presentations to students, staff and parents to

support and empower schools to be welcoming centers of family and community engagement;

4. Appear and testify in court proceedings and school suspension review and
expulsion hearings as necessary, unless said appearance and/or testimony would interfere with
any pending or reasonably contemplated law enforcement proceedings and/or criminal

investigation;

5. Be proactive regarding patterns of delinquency, street gang membership and
activity and problem areas around the school to strive toward prevention, operational excellence

and efficiency;

6. Assist school personnel with managing escalated and agitated clients, crowd
control and vehicle traffic patterns to strive toward prevention, operational excellence and

efficiency;

7 Maintain open communication with school personnel in an attempt to identify
individuals or conditions that could result in delinquent behavior, formulate prevention plans

and identify proactive solutions;

8. Maintain and report to the District a record of reported criminal incidents and

arrest activities.

43 District and VILLAGE OF BARTLETT to agree on Modifications to Duties and

Responsibilities
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The District retains the right to add, delete, and update essential job duties and responsibilities as

necessary, subject to approval of the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT.

4.4 Level of Service

Based upon the operational needs of the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT s Police Department in any unusual
circumstances as determined by the Chief of Police, the level of service provided to the District under this
agreement shall be at the discretion of the Chief of Police with adjustments in payments by the District
accordingly.

4.5 Additional Services.

Any and all necessary backup services, including equipment and personnel, required to assist SROs in
the performance of their obligations under this Agreement shall be at the sole discretion and control of the Chief

of Police of the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT.

4.6 Crime Reports and Notification of arrest or law enforcement action.

1. SROs are required to submit a monthly crime report to the District School Board designee, District of
School Safety, which includes reported crimes that occurred on school property.

2. Unless exigent circumstances exist, the SRO or police officer working in the absence of the SRO under
this agreement, arrests a student for a school offense, the SRO will report that arrest or law enforcement
action to the school principal.

3. Unless exigent circumstances exist, the SRO or police officer working in the absence of the SRO under
this agreement, arrests a District school employee or contracted employee for an offense related to their
duties as employees or contracted employees of the School District, the SRO or police officer working
in the absence of the SRO under this agreement, will report that arrest or law enforcement action to the
school principal.

4. SROs who are equipped with a body-worn camera (BWC) will utilize the BWC during the course of their

official duties when on U-46 property as required by law. All recordings made by such BWCs shall
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constitute and be construed as records created and maintained by the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT pursuant

to Section 11.2 herein and all recordings resulting therefrom shall be maintained and treated as required

by law. If an SRO turns on their BWC during the course of their official duties while at school, the SRO
shall promptly notify their school principal and the Director of School Safety and Culture.

SECTION 5. OBLIGATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES FOR SRO

COMPENSATION

Dl Payment

District shall reimburse the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT for officers assigned to schools as provided for
herein. Upon the selection of any officer, the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT shall provide the District with a
statement in a form substantially similar to Exhibit A, attached hereto and made a part hereof, setting forth the
cost of the SRO as a non-probationary police officer’s salary.

5.2 Overtime costs.

District further agrees to only pay the overtime cost incurred by the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT wherever
a principal or district administrator requests the SRO for school sponsored events/activities. Said overtime costs
will be the responsibility of the District. An hourly overtime rate shall be listed in Exhibit A. All overtime hours
must first be approved by the school’s principal. Oral requests for overtime services made less than 24 hours
before the commencement of the overtime shall constitute District approval of the overtime hours; all other
requests for overtime shall be in writing and delivered to the SRO more than 24 hours in advance of the
commencement of the overtime work. District will not pay unapproved overtime.

5.3 Overtime Reports.

All SROs will submit overtime reports on a weekly basis to the respective principals for approval on the
District’s designated form for accounting purposes. The SRO will also complete a VILLAGE OF BARTLETT
overtime form and submit same for his/her supervisors for approval.

54  The VILLAGE OF BARTLETT will pay the SRO’s costs as agreed upon and shall invoice District
in 10 monthly increments for District financial obligations as set forth above.

5 The VILLAGE OF BARTLETT will bill the District on a monthly basis for all overtime costs.
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SECTION 6. ACCOMODATIONS

The District will provide office space and the following commodities necessary to accomplish the
objectives set forth above: Private office, District computer with access codes, District office phone, District
view capability of camera systems, Key Fob for the Electronic Access Control System, keys for
appropriate/necessary interior and exterior access, VLAN and IP based access through the District computer
network that allows the SRO access to municipal computer systems, District administrative level access on
District Internet access to conduct investigations, and a District two-way radio with frequencies for all District
schools and District area wide networks.

SECTION 7. STAFFING

The VILLAGE OF BARTLETT will assign police SROs to serve as a SRO for the school calendar year, of
which the SRO shall work eight (8) hours per day. The VILLAGE OF BARTLETT shall assign SROs to the
following schools and/or assignments: Bartlett High School and Eastview Middle School

SECTION 8. ABSENCE OF EMPLOYEES

In the event of the unavailability of any SRO due to sickness, injury, use of benefit time, or any other
reason, such SRO shall be temporarily replaced by another VILLAGE OF BARTLETT police employee as
determined by the Chief of Police at no additional cost to the District. The SRO may be required to attend training
sessions during a duty day. Said training sessions will be scheduled on school SIP, institution days and school
holidays when possible. In the event of any absence or other unavailability of any assigned SRO, any replacement
shall be trained. In any such instance, the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT shall provide prompt notice to the applicable
school as to the nature of the absence, the expected duration, and the identity of the replacement SRO.

SECTION 9. TERMINATION

Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time by providing the other party with at least thirty
(30) days prior written notice of such termination. In addition, the parties may terminate this Agreement by
mutual consent and agreement. In the event of emergency, safety issue, or any other condition that constitutes a

substantial threat to the health or safety of students, employees or others at the school or District, as determined
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by the District in its sole reasonable discretion, the District may immediately suspend this Agreement until such
condition has been remedied to the District’s satisfaction.

SECTION 10. INDEMNIFICATION

10.1  The District shall and hereby does indemnify and hold harmless the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, its
officials, officers, agents, employees and assigns against any claims, demands, loss, costs and expenses, including
reasonable attorney’s fees for the defense thereof, arising from or in connection with the activities contemplated
hereunder, provided that said claims, demands, costs and expenses have not been caused by the negligence or
willful misconduct of the SROs, the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, its officers or employees.

10.2  The VILLAGE OF BARTLETT shall and does hereby indemnify and hold harmless the District, its
employees, volunteers and agents against any claims, demands, loss, costs and expenses, including attorney’s fees
for the defense thereof, arising from or in connection with the negligence or willful misconduct of the SROs, the
VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, its police department or its employees provided that said claims, demands, costs and
expenses have not been caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of the District, its employees, volunteers,

and/or agents.

10.3 Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, this Agreement is entered into
solely for the benefit of the contracting parties, and nothing in this Agreement is intended, either expressly or
impliedly, to provide any right or benefit of any kind whatsoever to any person and entity who is not a party to
this Agreement or to acknowledge, establish or impose any legal duty to any third party. Nothing herein shall be
construed as an express and/or implied waiver of any common law and/or statutory immunities and/or
privileges of the District and/or VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and/or any of their respective officials, officers,

employees, volunteers and or/agents.

10.4 Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, the insurance company, self-insurance
pool, risk pool provider, self-insured party, or similar entity of the party providing the indemnification shall be

allowed to raise, on behalf of the other party, any and all defenses statutory and/or common law to such claim or
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action which the other party might have raised, including but not limited to any defense contained within the
[1linois Governmental and Governmental Employees Tort Immunity Act, 75 ILCS § 10/1-101 e segq.

SECTION 11. STUDENT RECORDS:

11.1  All records maintained in connection with the school or its students shall be the sole property of
the District and shall be maintained at the District in accordance with all applicable State and Federal laws and
regulations. The parties further agree to comply with all state and federal laws and regulations governing the
release of these records. In addition, VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and any person handling such records on its
behalf shall comply with the Illinois School Student Records Act, 105 ILCS 10/1 et seq., and all corresponding
regulations.

11.2  All records maintained in connection with the police department shall be the sole property of the
VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and shall be maintained by the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT in accordance with all
applicable State and Federal laws and regulations. The parties further agree to comply with all state and federal
laws and regulations, including a reciprocal reporting agreement, if applicable, governing the release of these
records.

SECTION 12. GENERAL PROVISIONS

12.0  Amendment

Any terms or conditions of this Agreement may be deleted or altered only by written agreement to this
Agreement, duly executed by the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and the District.

12.1  Severability

If any provision of this Agreement shall be held or deemed to be, or shall in fact be inoperative or
unenforceable in any particular case or in all cases for any reason, this shall not render the provision in question
inoperative or unenforceable in any other case or circumstances, or render any other provisions herein contained
invalid, inoperative, or unenforceable to any extent whatever. The invalidity of any one or more phrases,
sentences, clauses or sections contained in the Agreement shall not affect the remaining portions of the Agreement

or any part thereof.
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12.2  Interpretation

Any headings of the Agreement are for convenience of reference only and do not define or limit the
provisions thereof. Words of gender shall be deemed and construed to include correlative words of other genders.
Words importing the singular shall include the plural and vice versa, unless the context shall otherwise indicate.
All references to any such person or entity shall be deemed to include any person or entity succeeding to the
rights, duties, and obligations of such person or entity succeeding to the rights, duties, and obligations of such
person or entity in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Agreement.

12.3  Assignment/Binding Effect

Neither party hereto may assign their respective rights and duties hereunder except upon prior written
consent of the other party. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto
and their respective assigns, legal representatives and successors in interest.

12.4  Waiver of Breach

If either party waives a breach of any provision of this Agreement by the other party, that waiver will not
operate or be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach by either party or prevent either party from enforcing
such provisions.

12.5 Merger Clause, Amendment

This Agreement sets forth all of the entire understanding of the parties relative to the subject hereof and
supersedes any and all prior agreements, express or implied, oral or written. No amendment or modification of
this Agreement shall be effective unless reduced to writing and executed by the parties hereto.

12.6  Counterparts

This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts each of which shall be an original and all of
which shall constitute but one and the same instrument.

12.7 Compliance with All Laws
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The VILLAGE OF BARTLETT and the District shall at all times observe and comply with the laws,
ordinances, regulations and codes of Federal, State, County and other local government agencies, which may in
any manner affect the performance of this Agreement.

12.8  Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois
and applicable federal law. Venue for any state action shall be in the Circuit Court for the Sixteenth Judicial
District, Kane County and venue for any federal action shall be in the Northern District of Illinois.

12.9  Disclaimer of Relationship

Nothing contained in this Agreement, nor any act of the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT or the District,
respectively, shall be deemed or construed by any of the parties hereto or by third persons, to create any
relationship of a third-party beneficiary, principal, agent, limited or general partnership, joint venture, or any
association or relationship involving the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT or the District respectively.

12.10 Notice

Any and all notices required to be delivered hereunder shall be deemed delivered when and if personally
delivered, or mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid (or sent by a
recognized overnight courier service with instructions and payment for delivery on the next business day) to the
parties as set forth below:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In June 2018 the Village Board approved an ordinance providing for the regulation and application for small wireless
facilities based on Senate Bill 1451 (Public Act 100-0585), the Small Wireless Facilities Deployment Act (Act). This Act
provides the regulations and process for permitting and deploying small cell wireless facilities throughout Illinois.

The proposed amendment includes provisions to the annual recurring rate for the placement of coaxial or fiber optic cable
within Village right-of-way to connect to the wireless provider’s antennas and wireless facilities. The fee will be $1.50/ft

for new facilities and $0.50/ft for coaxial/fiber cabling located in existing facilities within Village right-of-way.

ORDINANCE 2020 -

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 7, CHAPTER 8, SECTION 7-8-4,
SUBSECTION G, OF THE BARTLETT MUNICIPAL CODE PROVIDING
FOR THE REGULATION AND APPLICATION FOR SMALL WIRELESS

FACILITIES AND AMENDING THE ANNUAL RECURRING RATE THEREIN

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett,
Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois as follows:

SECTION ONE: Title 7, Chapter 8, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled
“Regulation of and Application for Small Wireless Facilities”, Section 7-8-4:G entitled
‘Annual Recurring Rate”, is hereby repealed.

SECTION TWO: Title 7, Chapter 8, Section 7-8-4 of the Bartlett Municipal Code
is hereby amended to add the following new subsection G thereto entitled “Annual
Recurring Rate and Annual License Fee” to replace Section 7-8-4:G repealed in Section
One of this Ordinance:

G. ANNUAL RECURRING RATE AND LICENSE FEE. A wireless provider shall pay
to the Village an annual recurring rate:

(1) To collocate a small wireless facility on a village utility pole located in a right-
of-way that equals (i) $200.00 per year, or (ii) the actual, direct, and reasonable
costs to the wireless provider’'s use of space on the Village utility pole; and

(2) To install or place coaxial or fiber optic cable in, under, upon, through or under
portions of the Village right-of-way (“Village ROW”) to connect to the wireless
provider's antennas and wireless facilities, between support structures or utility
poles, and for coaxial and/or fiber optic cable that is not immediately adjacent
to or directly associated with an antenna (collectively, the “Provider’s
Coaxial/Fiber Optic ROW Cabling”) an amount that equals one dollar and fifty
cents ($1.50) per lineal foot of Providers’ Coaxial/Fiber Optic ROW Cabling and
facilities which consists of new construction, laying, boring, poling or the like
(except for excess or surplus facilities not being used but required under this
Chapter); and fifty cents ($0.50) per lineal foot of Provider's Coaxial/Fiber Optic
ROW Cabling and facilities, being located in existing excess or surplus facilities
in the Village's ROW, public streets, public ways and other Village property.
The annual recurring rate provided in (2) shall serve as reimbursement for the
village’s costs in connection with reviewing, inspecting and supervising the use
and occupancy of the Village ROW, public streets, property and ways on behalf
of the public and existing or future users of the Village ROW. Any discrepancy
in linear footage actually installed will be reconciled by the parties upon
submission of as-built drawings at the conclusion of the project. If the Village
has not billed the wireless provider its actual and direct costs related to the
provider's use of space on the Village's utility as provided in (1) above, the fee

shall be $200.00 payable on the first day after the first anniversary of the permit
or notice of intent to collect, and on each anniversary thereafter. The annual
recurring rate to reimburse the Village due and payable under paragraph (2) of
this section shall be payable on the first day after the first anniversary of the
permit or notice of intent to collect and on each anniversary thereafter.

SECTION THREE: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this
Ordinance are to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this
Ordinance shall be held invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision
shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION FOUR: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior
Ordinances and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly
repealed only to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION FIVE: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect upon passage and approval.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Attached is our second master pole attachment agreement. The first one was with AT&T. This one is with Chicago SMSA
Limited Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless. These master pole attachment agreements are in preparation of the installation
of 5G cellular service within the village.

Verizon Wireless has not submitted a permit to install any small cell antenna within the village yet, but has been installing
fiberoptic cables through town in preparation for the small cell antennas.

MASTER POLE ATTACHMENT AGREEMENT

This Master Pole Attachment Agreement (Agreement) made this 4" day of August 2020,
between the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, with its principal offices located at 228 South Main Street,
Bartlett, lllinois, 60103, hereinafter designated LICENSOR and CHICAGO SMSA LIMITED
PARTNERSHIP D/B/A VERIZON WIRELESS, with a principal address at One Verizon Way, Mail
Stop 4AW100, Basking Ridge, NJ 07920, hereinafter designated LICENSEE. LICENSOR and
LICENSEE are at times collectively referred to hereinafter as the "Parties" or individually as the
"Party."

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, LICENSOR is the owner, of certain utility poles, wireless support structures,
and/or real property, which are located within the geographic area of a license to provide wireless
services licensed by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) to LICENSEE; and

WHEREAS, LICENSEE desires to install, maintain and operate small wireless facilities in
and/or upon certain of LICENSOR's utility poles, wireless support structures and/or real property;
and

WHEREAS, LICENSOR and LICENSEE acknowledge that any term used in this
Agreement that is defined in Section 7-8-3 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, as now or hereafter
amended) shall have the meaning provided therein; and

WHEREAS, LICENSOR and LICENSEE acknowledge that the terms of this Agreement
are nondiscriminatory, competitively neutral and commercially reasonable.

WHEREAS, LICENSOR and LICENSEE desire to enter into this Agreement to define the
general terms and conditions which would govern their relationship with respect to particular sites
at which LICENSOR may wish to permit LICENSEE to install, maintain and operate small wireless
facilities as hereinafter set forth; and

WHEREAS, the LICENSOR and LICENSEE intend to promote the expansion of
communications services in a manner consistent with the Small Wireless Facilities Deployment
Act, the lllinois Cable and Video Competition Act, the lllinois Telephone Company Act, the
Telecommunications Act of 1996, the Middle Class Tax Relief and Job Creation Act of 2012, the
Simplified Municipal Telecommunications Tax Act, 35 ILCS 636/5-1, et. seq. and Federal
Communication Commission Regulations; and

WHEREAS, LICENSOR and LICENSEE acknowledge that they will enter into a License
Supplement (Supplement), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A, with respect to any
particular location or site which the Parties agree to license; and

WHEREAS, the Parties acknowledge that different related entities may operate or conduct
the business of LICENSEE in different geographic areas and as a result, each Supplement may
be signed by LICENSEE affiliated entities as further described herein, as appropriate based upon
the entity holding the FCC license in the subject geographic location.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein and
intending to be legally bound hereby, the Parties hereto agree as follows:
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1. PREMISES. Pursuant to all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement and the applicable
Supplement, LICENSOR agrees to license to LICENSEE that certain space on or upon
LICENSOR's utility poles, and/or wireless support structures as more fully described in each
Supplement to be executed by the Parties hereinafter referred to as the “Premises”, for the
installation, operation, maintenance, repair and modification of small wireless facilities:
together with the non-exclusive right of ingress and egress from a public right-of-way, seven
(7) days a week, twenty four (24) hours a day, over the Property (as defined below) and to
and from the Premises for the purpose of installation, operation, maintenance, repair and
modification of LICENSEE’s small wireless facilities. The LICENSOR’s utility poles, wireless
support structures and other poles and towers are hereinafter referred to as “Pole” and the
entirety of the LICENSOR’s property is hereinafter referred to as "Property”. In the event there
are not sufficient electric and telephone, cable or fiber utility sources located at the Premises
or on the Property, LICENSOR agrees to grant LICENSEE the right to install such utilities on,
over and/or under the Property and to the Premises as necessary for LICENSEE to operate
its communications facility, but only from duly authorized provider of such utilities, provided
the location of such utilities shall be designated by LICENSOR.

2. PERMIT APPLICATION. For each small wireless facility, LICENSEE shall submit an
application to LICENSOR for permit that includes:

a. Site specific structural integrity and, for LICENSOR'S utility pole or wireless support
structure, make-ready analysis prepared by a structural engineer, as that term is defined
in Section 4 of the Structural Engineering Practice Act of 1989;

b. The location where each proposed small wireless facility or utility pole would be installed
and photographs of the location and its immediate surroundings depicting the utility poles
or structures on which each proposed small wireless facility would be mounted or location
where utility poles or structures would be installed. This should include a depiction of the
completed facility;

c. Specifications and drawings prepared by a structural engineer, as that term is defined in
Section 4 of the Structural Engineering Practice Act of 1989, for each proposed small
wireless facility covered by the application as it is proposed to be installed:

d. The equipment type and model numbers for the antennas and all other wireless equipment
associated with the small wireless facility;

e. A proposed schedule for the installation and completion of each small wireless facility
covered by the application, if approved; and

f. Certification that the collocation complies with LICENSOR’s Small Wireless Facilities
Ordinance requirements, to the best of the applicant’s knowledge.

g. The application fee due.

3. APPLICATION FEES. Application fees are subject to the following requirements:

a. LICENSEE shall pay an application fee of $650 for an application to collocate a single
small wireless facility on an existing utility pole or wireless support structure and $350 for



each small wireless facility addressed in a consolidated application to collocate more than
one small wireless facility on existing utility poles or wireless support structures.

b. LICENSEE shall pay an application fee of $1,000 for each small wireless facility addressed
in an application that includes the installation of a new utility pole for such collocation.

c. Notwithstanding any contrary provision of State law or local ordinance, applications
pursuant to this Section must be accompanied by the required application fee.

d. LICENSOR shall not require an application, approval, or permit, or require any fees or

other charges, from LICENSEE, for:

i) routine maintenance; or

ii) the replacement of wireless facilities with wireless facilities that are substantially
similar, the same size, or smaller if LICENSEE notifies LICENSOR at least 10 days
prior to the planned replacement and includes equipment specifications for the
replacement of equipment consistent with the requirements of this Agreement; or

i) the installation, placement, maintenance, operation, or replacement of small wireless
facilities that are suspended on cables that are strung between existing utility polesin
compliance with applicable safety codes, provided this provision does not authorize
such facilities to be suspended from municipal electric lines, if any.

LICENSEE shall secure a permit from LICENSOR to work within rights-of-way for activities
that affect traffic patterns or require lane closures.

4. REQUIREMENTS.

a. LICENSEE's operation of the small wireless facilities shall not interfere with the
frequencies used by a public safety agency for public safety communications. LICENSEE
shall install small wireless facilities of the type and frequency that will not cause
unacceptable interference with a public safety agency's communications equipment.
Unacceptable interference will be determined by and measured in accordance with
industry standards and the FCC's regulations addressing unacceptable interference to
public safety spectrum or any other spectrum licensed by a public safety agency. If a small
wireless facility causes such interference, and LICENSEE has been given written notice
of the interference by the public safety agency, LICENSEE, at its own expense, shall take
all reasonable steps necessary to correct and eliminate the interference, including, but not
limited to, powering down the small wireless facility and later powering up the small
wireless facility for intermittent testing, if necessary. The LICENSOR may terminate a
permit for a small wireless facility based on such interference if LICENSEE is not making
a good faith effort to remedy the problem in a manner consistent with the abatement and
resolution procedures for interference with public safety spectrum established by the FCC
including 47 CFR 22.970 through 47 CFR 22.973 and 47 CFR 90.672 through 47 CFR
90.675.

b. LICENSEE shall not install devices on the existing utility pole or wireless support structure
that extend beyond 10 feet of the poles existing height.

c. LICENSEE shall install pole mounted equipment at a minimum of 8 feet from the ground.

d. LICENSEE shall be limited to one (1) cabinet or other ground mounted device for ground
mounted installations.



LICENSEE shall paint or otherwise camouflage antennas, mounting hardware, and other
devices to match or complement the structure upon which they are being mounted.

LICENSEE shall install landscaping at the base of poles with respect to any ground
equipment installed by LICENSEE on which devices are being installed as required by
Title 7, Chapter 6, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled “CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY
FACILITIES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY", as now or hereafter amended] of the LICENSOR.

LICENSEE shall comply with all the terms and conditions of Title 7, Chapter 6, of the
Bartlett Municipal Code entitled “CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY FACILITIES IN THE
RIGHT OF WAY”, as now or hereafter amended] in regards to construction of utility
facilities.

LICENSEE shall comply with requirements that are imposed by a contract between the
LICENSOR and a private property owner that concern design or construction standards
applicable to utility poles and ground-mounted equipment located in the right-of-way.

LICENSEE shall comply with applicable spacing requirements in Title 7, Chapter 6, of the
Bartlett Municipal Code entitled “CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY FACILITIES IN THE
RIGHT OF WAY”, as now or hereafter amended, concerning the location of ground-
mounted equipment located in the right-of-way.

LICENSEE shall comply with Title 7, Chapter 6, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled
“CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY FACILITIES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY”, as now or
hereafter amended, concerning undergrounding requirements or determinations from the
municipal officer or employee in charge of municipal utilities, in any.

LICENSEE shall comply with Title 7, Chapter 6, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled
“CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY FACILITIES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY", as now or
hereafter amended, for construction and public safety in the rights-of-way, including, but
not limited to, wiring and cabling requirements, grounding requirements, utility pole
extension requirements, and signage limitations; and shall comply with reasonable and
nondiscriminatory requirements that are consistent with PA 100-0585, the Small Wireless
Facilities Deployment Act, and adopted by LICENSOR regulating the location, size,
surface area and height of small wireless facilities, or the abandonment and removal of
small wireless facilities.

LICENSEE shall not collocate small wireless facilities within the communication worker
safety zone of the pole or the electric supply zone of the pole on LICENSOR utility poles
that are part of an electric distribution or transmission system. However, the antenna and
support equipment of the small wireless facility may be located in the communications
space on the LICENSOR utility pole and on the top of the pole, if not otherwise unavailable,
if LICENSEE complies with Title 7, Chapter 6, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled
“CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY FACILITIES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY”, as now or
hereafter amended, for work involving the top of the pole. For purposes of this
subparagraph, the terms "communications space”, "communication worker safety zone",
and "electric supply zone" have the meanings given to those terms in the National Electric
Safety Code as published by the Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers.



m. LICENSEE shall comply with the Title 7, Chapter 6, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled
“‘CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY FACILITIES IN THE RIGHT OF WAY”", as now or
hereafter amended, that concern public safety.

n. LICENSEE shall install, maintain, repair and modify its small wireless facilities in safe
condition and good repair and in compliance with the requirements and conditions of this
Agreement. LICENSEE shall ensure that its employees, agents or contractors that perform
work in connection with its small wireless facilities are adequately trained and skilled in
accordance with all applicable industry and governmental standards and regulations.

0. LICENSEE shall comply with design standards_for decorative utility poles, or stealth,
concealment, and aesthetic requirements that are identified by LICENSOR in Section 7-
8-4:C.6 of the Bartlett Municipal Code], as now or hereafter amended, adopted by
LICENSOR, LICENSOR'’s most recent comprehensive plan, or other written design plan
that applies to other occupiers of the rights-of-way, including on a historic landmark or in
a historic district.

p. LICENSOR requires the following design or concealment measures in a historic district or
historic landmark as identified in Section 7-8-3 of the Bartlett Municipal Code._

Any such design or concealment measures, including restrictions on a specific category
of poles, may not have the effect of prohibiting any LICENSEE’s technology. Such design
and concealment measures shall not be considered a part of the small wireless facility for
purposes of the size restrictions of a small wireless facility. This paragraph may not be
construed to limit LICENSOR’s enforcement of historic preservation in conformance with
the requirements adopted pursuant to the lllinois State Agency Historic Resources
Preservation Act or the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, 54 U.S.C. Section
300101 et seq. and the regulations adopted to implement those laws.

5. APPLICATION PROCESS. LICENSOR shall process applications as follows:

a. An application to collocate a small wireless facility on an existing utility pole, replacement
of an existing utility pole or wireless support structure owned or controlled by LICENSOR
shall be processed by LICENSOR and deemed approved if LICENSOR fails to approve
or deny the application within 90 days. However, if LICENSEE intends to proceed with the
permitted activity on a deemed approved basis, LICENSEE must notify LICENSOR in
writing of its intention to invoke the deemed approved remedy no sooner than 75 days
after the submission of a completed application. The permit shall be deemed approved on
the latter of the 90th day after submission of the complete application or the 10th day after
the receipt of the deemed approved notice by LICENSOR. The receipt of the deemed
approved notice shall not preclude LICENSOR's denial of the permit request within the
time limits as provided under Ordinance 2018 73, codified as Chapter 8 of Title 7 of the
Bartlett Municipal Code.

b. An application to collocate a small wireless facility that includes the installation of a new
utility pole shall be processed and deemed approved if LICENSOR fails to approve or
deny the application within 120 days. However, if LICENSEE applicant intends to proceed
with the permitted activity on a deemed approved basis, the applicant must notify
LICENSOR in writing of its intention to invoke the deemed approved remedy no sooner
than 105 days after the submission of a completed application. The permit shall be
deemed approved on the latter of the 120th day after submission of the complete
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application or the 10th day after the receipt of the deemed approved notice by LICENSOR.
The receipt of the deemed approved notice shall not preclude LICENSOR's denial of the
permit request within the time limits as provided under Ordinance 2018-73 codified as
Chapter 8 of Title 7 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, as now or hereafter amended.

c. LICENSOR shall approve an application unless the application does not meet the
requirements of Ordinance 2018-73 codified as Chapter 8 of Title 7 of the Bartlett
Municipal Code.

d. If LICENSOR determines that applicable codes, local code provisions or regulations that
concern public safety, or the requirements of Ordinance 2018-73 codified as Chapter 8 of
Title 7 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, require that the utility pole or wireless support
structure be replaced before the requested collocation, approval may be conditioned on
the replacement of the utility pole or wireless support structure at the cost of LICENSEE.
LICENSOR must document the basis for a denial, including the specific code provisions
or application conditions on which the denial was based, and send the documentation to
LICENSEE on or before the day LICENSOR denies an application. LICENSEE may cure
the deficiencies identified by LICENSOR and resubmit the revised application once within

30 days after notice of denial is sent to the applicant without paying an additional application
fee. LICENSOR shall approve or deny the revised application within 30 days after
LICENSEE resubmits the application or itis deemed approved. However, LICENSEE must
notify LICENSOR in writing of its intention to proceed with the permitted activity on a
deemed approved basis, which may be submitted with the resubmitted application. Any
subsequent review shall be limited to the deficiencies cited in the denial. However, this
revised application cure does not apply if the cure requires the review of a new location,
new or different structure to be collocated upon, new antennas, or other wireless
equipment associated with the small wireless facility.

e. COMPLETENESS OF APPLICATION. Within 30 days after receiving an application, the
LICENSOR shall determine whether the application is complete and notify the applicant.
If an application is incomplete, the LICENSOR shall specifically identify the missing
information. An application shall be deemed complete if the LICENSOR fails to provide
notification to the applicant with 30 days after all documents, information and fees
specifically enumerated in the LICENSOR’s permit application form are submitted by the
application to the LICENSOR. Processing deadlines are tolled from the time the
LICENSOR sends the notice of incompleteness to the time the applicant provides the
missing information.

f. TOLLING. The time period for applications may be further tolled by the express agreement
in writing by both LICENSOR and LICENSEE; or a local, State or federal disaster
declaration or similar emergency that causes the delay.

g. CONSOLIDATED APPLICATIONS. A LICENSEE seeking to collocate small wireless
facilities within the jurisdiction of LICENSOR shall be allowed, at LICENSEE's discretion,
to file a consolidated application and receive a single permit for the collocation of up to 25
small wireless facilities if the collocations each involve substantially the same type of small
wireless facility and substantially the same type of structure. If an application includes
multiple small wireless facilities, LICENSOR may remove small wireless facility
collocations from the application and treat separately small wireless facility collocations
for which incomplete information has been provided or that do not qualify for consolidated
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6.

treatment or that are denied. LICENSOR may issue separate permits for each collocation
that is approved in a consolidated application.

COLLOCATION COMPLETION DEADLINE. Collocation for which a permit is granted shall be
completed within 180 days after issuance of the permit, unless LICENSOR and LICENSEE
agree to extend this period or a delay is caused by make-ready work for a LICENSOR utility
pole or by the lack of commercial power or backhaul availability at the site, provided
LICENSEE has made a timely request within 60 days after the issuance of the permit for
commercial power or backhaul services, and the additional time to complete installation does
not exceed 360 days after issuance of the permit. Otherwise, the permit shall be void unless
LICENSOR grants an extension in writing to the LICENSEE.

DURATION OF PERMITS AND SUPPLEMENTS. The duration of a permit and the initial
Supplement shall be for a period of (not less than 5 years), and the permit and Supplement
shall be renewed for equivalent durations unless LICENSOR makes a finding that the small
wireless facilities or the new or modified utility pole do not comply with the applicable codes
or local code provisions or regulations in Ordinance 2018-73 codified as Chapter 8 of Title
7 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, as now or hereafter amended. If P.A. 100-0585, the Small
Wireless Facilities Deployment Act, is repealed as provided in Section 90 of the Act, renewals
of permits shall be subject to the LICENSOR's code provisions or regulations in effect at the
time of renewal.

EXTENSIONS. Each Supplement may be extended for additional five (5) year terms unless
LICENSEE terminates it at the end of the then current term by giving LICENSOR written notice
of the intent to terminate at least three (3) months prior to the end of the then current term.
The initial term and all extensions under a Supplement shall be collectively referred to herein
as the "Term". Notwithstanding anything herein, after the expiration of this Agreement, its
terms and conditions shall survive and govern with respect to any remaining Supplements in
effect until their expiration or termination.

RENTAL. Each Supplement shall be effective as of the date of execution by both Parties (the
"Effective Date"), provided, however, the initial term of each Supplement shall be for five (5)
years and shall commence on the first day of the month following the day that LICENSEE
commences installation of the equipment on the Premises (the “Commencement Date”) at
which time rental payments shall commence and be due at a total annual rental as set forth
in the Supplement, to be paid in advance annually on the Commencement Date and oneach
anniversary of it in advance, to the LICENSOR in the Supplement (unless LESSOR otherwise
designates another payee and provides notice to LICENSEE). LICENSOR and LICENSEE
acknowledge and agree that the initial rental payment for each Supplement shall not actually
be sent by LICENSEE until thirty (30) days after the Commencement Date. LICENSOR and
LICENSEE agree that they shall acknowledge in writing the Commencement Date of each
Supplement. Rental for the use of any poles pursuant to this Agreement, shall be an annual
fee of $200.00 per each wireless facility which LICENSEE attaches to LICENSOR’s pole.
Thereafter, rent will be due at each annual anniversary of the “Commencement Date” of the
applicable Supplement. Upon agreement of the Parties, LICENSEE may pay rent by electronic
funds transfer and in such event, LICENSOR agrees to provide to LICENSEE bank routing
information for such purpose upon request of LICENSEE.

ABANDONMENT. A small wireless facility that is not operated for a continuous period of 12
months shall be considered abandoned and the LICENSEE must remove the small wireless

facility within 90 days after receipt of written notice from LICENSOR notifying LICENSEE of
the abandonment.

The notice shall be sent by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, by LICENSOR
to the LICENSEE at the last known address of LICENSEE. If the small wireless facility is not
removed within 90 days of such notice, LICENSOR may remove or cause the removal of such
facility and charge said costs to the LICENSEE.

LICENSEE shall provide written notice to LICENSOR of any sale or transfer of small wireless
facilities not less than 30 days prior to such transfer and said notice shall include the name
and contact information of the new wireless provider.

CONDITION OF PREMISES. Where the Premises incudes one or more Poles, LICENSOR
covenants that it will keep the Poles in good repair as required by all federal, state, county
and local laws. If the LICENSOR fails to make such repairs including maintenance within 60
days, of any notification to LICENSOR, the LICENSEE shall have the right to cease annual
rental for the effected poles, but only if the poles are no longer capable of being used for the
purpose originally contemplated in this Agreement or otherwise do not comply with existing
law. If LICENSEE terminates, LICENSEE shall remove its small wireless facility. Termination
of this Agreement shall be the LICENSEE’s sole remedy.

MAKE READY TERMS. LICENSOR shall not require more make-ready work than required to
meet applicable codes or industry standards. Make-ready work may include work needed to
accommodate additional public safety communications needs that are identified in a
documented and approved plan for the deployment of public safety equipment as specified
and included in an existing or preliminary LICENSOR or public service agency plan. Fees for
make-ready work, including any LICENSOR utility pole attachment, shall not exceed actual
costs or the amount charged to communications service providers for similar work and shall
not include any consultants’ fees or expenses for LICENSOR utility poles that do not support
aerial facilities used to provide communications services or electric service. Make-ready work,
including any pole replacement, shall be completed within 60 days of written acceptance of
the good-faith estimate by the LICENSOR at the LICENSEE'’S sole cost and expense. Unless
otherwise agreed by the parties, any make-ready work, including Licensor pole replacements,
shall be performed by the LICENSEE or its qualified contractor.

AERIAL FACILITIES.

a. For LICENSOR utility poles that support aerial facilities used to provide communications
services or electric services, LICENSEE shall comply with the process for make-ready
work under 47 U.S.C. 224 and its implementing regulations. LICENSOR shall follow a
substantially similar process for such make-ready work except to the extent that the timing
requirements are otherwise addressed in Ordinance 2018 - codified as Chapter 8 of
Title 7 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, as now or hereafter amended. The good-faith
estimate of the person owning or controlling LICENSOR’s utility pole for any make-ready
work necessary to enable the pole to support the requested collocation shall include
LICENSOR utility pole replacement, if necessary. Make-ready work for utility poles that
support aerial facilities used to provide communications services or electric services may
include reasonable consultants’ fees and expenses.

b. For LICENSOR utility poles that do not support aerial facilities used to provide
communications services or electric services, LICENSOR shall provide a good-faith estimate

for any make-ready work necessary to enable the LICENSOR utility pole to support the
requested collocation, include pole replacement, if necessary, within 90 days after receipt
of a complete application. Make-ready work, including any LICENSOR utility pole
replacement, shall be completed within 60 days of written acceptance of the good-faith
estimate by LICENSEE at LICENSEE’s sole cost and expense. Alternatively, if LICENSOR
determines that applicable codes or public safety regulations require the LICENSOR’s
utility pole to be replaced to support the requested collocation, LICENSOR may require
LICENSEE to replace LICENSOR'’s utility pole at LICENSEE’s sole cost and expense.

GENERAL RESTRICTIONS. In the event LICENSOR, in its reasonable discretion deems it
necessary to remove, relocate or replace a Pole, LICENSOR shall notify LICENSEE at least
one hundred eighty (180) days prior of the need to remove or relocate its small wireless facility.
In such event, LICENSOR shall provide options for alternative locations for LICENSEE
relocation of equipment which shall be in a mutually agreeable location (“Alternative
Premises”). LICENSEE shall be solely responsible for all costs related to the relocation of its
small wireless facility to the Alternative Premises. In the event that a suitable Alternative
Premises cannot be identified, LICENSEE may terminate the applicable Supplement. In the
event of an emergency, which for purposes of this Agreement shall be considered any
imminent threat to health, safety and welfare of the public, LICENSOR must provide as much
notice as reasonably practical under the circumstances. LICENSEE may terminate this
Agreement by giving written notice to the other party specifying the date of termination, such
notice to be given not less than one hundred eighty (180) days prior to the date specified
therein.

ELECTRICAL. LICENSEE shall be permitted to connect its equipment to necessary electrical

and telephone service, at LICENSEE’s expense. LICENSEE shall attempt to coordinate with
utility companies to provide separate service to LICENSEE's equipment for LICENSEE use.
In the event that LICENSEE can obtain separate electrical service with a separate meter
measuring usage, the LICENSEE shall pay the utility directly for its power consumption, if
billed directly by the utility. In the event that separate electrical service is not possible or
practical under the circumstances, LICENSEE may use existing service, at LICENSEE'’s
expense, upon the reasonable approval of LICENSOR. In the event that LICENSEE uses
existing utility service at an individual Premises, the Parties agree to either: (i) attempt to have
a sub-meter installed, at LICENSEE’s expense, which shall monitor LICENSEE's utility usage
(with a reading and subsequent bill for usage delivered to LICENSEE by either the applicable
utility company or LICENSOR); or (ii) provide for an additional fee in the applicable
Supplement which shall cover LICENSEE's utility usage. The Parties agree to reflect power
usage and measurement issues in each applicable Supplement.

TEMPORARY POWER. LICENSEE shall be permitted at any time during the Term of each
Supplement, to install, maintain and/or provide access to and use of, as necessary (during
any power interruption at the Premises), a temporary power source, and all related equipment
and appurtenances within the Premises, or elsewhere on the Property in such locations as
reasonably approved by LICENSOR. LICENSEE shall be permitted to connect the temporary
power source to its equipment on the Premises in areas and manner approved by LICENSOR.

USE; GOVERNMENTAL APPROVALS. LICENSEE shall use the Premises for the purpose of

constructing, maintaining, repairing and operating small wireless facilities and uses incidental

thereto. LICENSEE shall have the right to replace, repair and modify equipment, antennas

and/or conduits or any portion thereof and the frequencies over which the equipment operates,

in conformance with the original Supplement. It is understood and agreed that LICENSEE's
ability to use the Premises is contingent upon its obtaining after the execution date of each
Supplement all of the certificates, permits and other approvals (collectively the "Governmental
Approvals") that may be required by any Federal, State or Local authorities as well as a
satisfactory building structural analysis which will permit LICENSEE use of the Premises as
set forth above. In the event that (i) any of such applications for such Governmental Approvals
should be finally rejected; (ii) any Governmental Approval issued to LICENSEE is canceled,
expires, lapses, or is otherwise withdrawn or terminated by governmental authority; and (iii)
LICENSEE determines that such Governmental Approvals may not be obtained in a timely
manner, LICENSEE shall have the right to terminate the applicable Supplement. Notice of
LICENSEE's exercise of its right to terminate shall be given to LICENSOR in accordance with
the notice provisions set forth in Paragraph 22 and shall be effective upon the mailing of such
notice by LICENSEE, or upon such later date as designated by LICENSEE. All rentals paid to
said termination date shall be retained by LICENSOR. Upon such termination, the applicable
Supplement shall be of no further force or effect except to the extent of the representations,
warranties and indemnities made by each Party to the other thereunder. Otherwise, the
LICENSEE shall have no further obligations for the payment of rent to LICENSOR for the
terminated Supplement. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Paragraph,
LICENSEE shall continue to be liable for all rental payments to the LICENSOR until all
equipment is removed from the Property.

INSURANCE. LICENSEE shall carry, at LICENSEE's own cost and expense, the following
insurance: (i) property insurance for its property's replacement cost against all risks; (ii)
workers' compensation insurance in compliance with the statutory requirements of the state(s)
of operation; or (iii) commercial general liability insurance with a limit of $2,000,000 per
occurrence for bodily injury and property damage and $2,000,000 general aggregate with
respect to its activities on LICENSOR improvements or rights-of-way. LICENSEE shall include
LICENSOR as an additional insured as their interest may appear under this Agreement on
the commercial general liability policy and provide a certificate of insurance and blanket
additional insured endorsement as documentation of inclusion of LICENSOR on the
commercial general liability policy.]

LICENSEE may self-insure all or a portion of the insurance coverage and limit requirements
required by LICENSOR. If LICENSEE self-insures it is not required, to the extent of the self-
insurance, to comply with the requirement for the naming of additional insureds under this
Section. If LICENSEE elects to self-insure it shall provide to LICENSOR evidence sufficient
to demonstrate LICENSEE'’S financial ability to self-insure the insurance coverage and limits
required by LICENSOR.

INDEMNIFICATION. LICENSEE shall indemnify and hold LICENSOR harmless against any
and all liability or loss from personal injury or property damage resulting from or arising out of,
in whole or in part, the use or occupancy of LICENSOR’s improvements or right-of-way
associated with such improvements by LICENSEE or its employees, agents, or contractors
arising out of the rights and privileges granted under this Agreement and PA 100-0585, the
Small Wireless Facilities Deployment Act. LICENSEE has no obligation to indemnify or hold
harmless against any liabilities and losses as may be due to or caused by the sole negligence
of LICENSOR or its employees or agents. LICENSEE hereby further waives any claims that
LICENSEE may have against the LICENSOR with respect to consequential, incidental, or
special damages, however caused, based on the theory of liability.
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20. REMOVAL AT END OF TERM. LICENSEE shall, upon expiration of the Term, or within ninety

(90) days after any earlier termination of a Supplement, remove its equipment, conduits,
fixtures and all personal property and restore the Premises to its original condition, reasonable
wear and tear and casualty damage not caused by LICENSEE excepted. LICENSOR agrees
and acknowledges that all of the equipment, conduits, fixtures and personal property of
LICENSEE shall remain the personal property of LICENSEE and LICENSEE shall have the
right to remove the same at any time during the Term, whether or not said items are
considered fixtures and attachments to real property under applicable laws. If such time for
removal causes LICENSEE to remain on the Premises after termination of the Supplement,
LICENSEE shall pay rent at the then existing monthly rate or on the existing monthly pro-rata
basis if based upon a longer payment term, until such time as the removal of the antenna
structure, fixtures and all personal property are completed.

RIGHTS UPON SALE. Should LICENSOR, at any time during the Term of any Supplement
decide to sell or transfer all or any part of the Property such sale or grant of an easement or
interest therein shall be under and subject to the Supplement and any such purchaser or
transferee shall recognize LICENSEE's rights hereunder and under the terms of the
Supplement.

NOTICES. All notices hereunder must be in writing and shall be deemed validly given if sent
by certified mail, return receipt requested or by commercial courier, provided the courier's
regular business is delivery service and provided further that it guarantees delivery to the
addressee by the end of the next business day following the courier's receipt from the sender,
addressed as follows (or any other address that the Party to be notified may have designated
to the sender by like notice):

Either Party may change the addressee and/or location for the giving of notice to it by
providing a thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to the other Party.

Notice shall be effective upon actual receipt or refusal as shown on the receipt obtained
pursuant to the foregoing.

CASUALTY. In the event of damage by fire or other casualty to the Pole or Premises that
cannot reasonably be expected to be repaired within forty-five (45) days following same or, if
the Pole or Property is damaged by fire or other casualty so that such damage may reasonably
be expected to disrupt LICENSEE's operations at the Premises for more than forty-five (45)
days, then LICENSEE may, at any time following such fire or other casualty, provided
LICENSOR has not completed the restoration required to permit LICENSEE to resume its
operation at the Premises, terminate the Supplement upon fifteen (15) days prior written notice
to LICENSOR. Any such notice of termination shall cause the Supplement to expire with the
same force and effect as though the date set forth in such notice were the date originally set
as the expiration date of the Supplement and the Parties shall make an appropriate
adjustment, as of such termination date, with respect to payments due to the other under the
Supplement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the rent shall abate during the period of repair
following such fire or other casualty in proportion to the degree to which LICENSEE’s use of
the Premises is impaired.

DEFAULT. In the event there is a breach by a Party with respect to any of the provisions of
this Agreement or its obligations under it, the non-breaching Party shall give the breaching
Party written notice of such breach. After receipt of such written notice, the breaching Party
shall have 30 days in which to cure any breach, provided the breaching Party shall have such
extended period, not to exceed 90 days, as may be required beyond the 30 days if the
breaching Party commences the cure within the 30-day period and thereafter continuously
and diligently pursues to cure to completion. The non-breaching Party may maintain any
action or affect any remedies for default against the breaching Party subsequent to the 30-
day cure period, as potentially extended to 90 days based on circumstances.

REMEDIES. In the event of a default by either Party with respect to a material provision of this
Agreement, without limiting, other than by the specific terms of this Agreement, the non-
defaulting Party in the exercise of any right or remedy which the non-defaulting Party may
have by reason of such default, the non-defaulting Party may terminate the applicable
Supplement and/or pursue any remedy now or hereafter available to the non-defaulting Party
under the Laws or judicial decisions of the state of lllinois. Further, upon a default, the non-
defaulting Party may at its option (but without obligation to do so), perform the defaulting
Party’'s duty or obligation on the defaulting Party’s behalf, including but not limited to the
obtaining of reasonably required insurance policies. The costs and expenses of such
performance by the non-defaulting Party shall be due and payable by the defaulting Party
upon invoice therefor.

APPLICABLE LAWS. During the Term, LICENSOR shall maintain the Property and the Pole
in compliance with all applicable laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, directives, covenants,
easements, zoning and land use regulations, and restrictions of record, permits, building
codes, (collectively “Laws”). LICENSEE shall, in respect to the condition of the Premisesand
at LICENSEE's sole cost and expense, comply with (a) all Laws relating solely to LICENSEE's
specific and unique nature of use of the Premises; and (b) all building codes requiring
modifications to the Premises due to the improvements being made by LICENSEE in the
Premises. It shall be LICENSOR’s obligation to comply with all Laws relating to the Pole in

general, without regard to specific use (including, without limitation, modifications required to
enable LICENSEE to obtain all necessary building permits).

RIGHTS UNDER EXISTING LAWS; CHANGE OF LAW. This Agreement is not intended to in
any way limit or waive either Party’s present or future rights under applicable state and federal
law. If any law sets forth a term or provision that is inconsistent with or different than this
Agreement, then the Parties agree to promptly amend the Agreement to effect the term or
provision set forth under the law.

BOND. LICENSEE shall deposit with LICENSOR on one occasion prior to the commencement
of the first Supplement a bond in a form reasonably acceptable to LICENSOR in the amount of
$10,000 per small wireless facility to guarantee the safe and efficient removal of any equipment
from any Premises subject to this Agreement, which equipment remains more than 30 days
after rental payment has ceased and Licensee has failed to remove the equipment. The funds
may also be used to restore the premises to original condition, if LICENSEE fails to do so.

ANNUAL RECURRING RATE. LICENSEE shall timely pay to LICENSOR for each year of the
Term the Annual Recurring Rate as provided in Title 7, Chapter 8, Section 7-8-4, subsection
G, of the Bartlett Municipal Code entitled “Annual Recurring Rate”, as amended by Ordinance
2020-____, “An Ordinance Amending Title 7, Chapter 8, Section 7-8-4, Subsection G of the
Bartlett Municipal Code Providing for the Regulation and Application of Small Wireless Facilities
and Amending the Annual Recurring Rate Therein” adopted August 18, 2020.

MISCELLANEQOUS. This Agreement and the Supplements that may be executed from time to
time hereunder contain all agreements, promises and understandings between the
LICENSOR and the LICENSEE regarding this transaction, and no oral agreement, promises
or understandings shall be binding upon either the LICENSOR or the LICENSEE in any
dispute, controversy or proceeding. This Agreement may not be amended or varied except in
a writing signed by all Parties. This Agreement shall extend to and bind the heirs, personal
representatives, successors and assigns hereto. The failure of either party to insist upon strict
performance of any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement or to exercise any of its rights
hereunder shall not waive such rights and such party shall have the right to enforce such rights
at any time. The performance of this Agreement via each Supplement shall be governed
interpreted, construed and regulated by the laws of the state of lllinois.

This Agreement and any Supplements may be executed
in multiple counterparts, including by counterpart facsimiles or scanned email counterpart
signature, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all such counterparts once
assembled together shall constitute one integrated instrument.
