Mr. Lebron stated that he was there to talk about the signage for the Naperville Road
initiative. He was disappointed that the village had to resubmit the permit to the County.

He never thought the County would have all their work done before the village completed
theirs. They have their signs in and sent the GPS navigation to the State of Illinois to get
implemented. Hopefully everything will be complete in the next two weeks. He worries
about the signage for Lake Street, Route 59 and Naperville Road because it is worthless
if we don't get the signs that say “Trucks go to (Lake, Route 59, etc)” while the other half
of the village and up and down the streets that are pointing signs, to deter them from
coming down Naperville Road. He hoped that Mr. Dinges would find a solution for this.
A lot of the traffic comes from Lake Street. He also thought the signs were too small and
wondered if they could be a little larger. He stated that he still sees trucks coming from
the business park (like Greco) and he hoped the village could send e-mails to the larger
corporations in the business park, deterring the Naperville Road traffic. He is following
up with the County to assure their compliance.

President Wallace asked if the sign size could be any bigger.

Public Works Director Dan Dinges stated that they will take a look to see if allowed. There
are limits as to the sign sizes.

Village Administrator Paula Schumacher asked him to explain why Cook County rejected
their application.

Mr. Dinges stated that initially they tried to save on sign posts and putting the sign under
the existing Cook County signs. They rejected it the first time and won't allow it. We
resubmitted with our own locations except for the one on Munger Road, south of West
Bartlett, they were going to put it under the West Bartlett Road sign. They rejected again,
because they wanted an arrow that had more bend in it. They went back-and-forth a
couple of times and he expects this next round will be the final and will submit this week.
As soon as the village gets the approval, we will do the install.

President Wallace called the Committee of the Whole meeting of January 4, 2022 of the
President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett to order on the above date at
7:17 p.m.

BUILDING & ZONING, CHAIRMAN HOPKINS
Combine Plan and ZBA Commissions

Chairman Hopkins stated that in November of 2017, the Village Board discussed the topic
of a combined Plan Commission and Zoning Board of Appeals Commission. The
combined commission would hear zoning, special use, subdivisions, variances and text
amendments. The municipality has the authority to combine the two commissions. The
consideration of a single commission would be to improve efficiency of the development
process and not a condition of the quality of work done by the commissioners. Staff is
recommending 9 members for the new commission which would require 5 for a quorum.
This is for discussion purposes only.

Chairman Gandsey asked how much faster the process would be for a petitioner.
Ms. Grill stated it would probably reduce it by a month.

President Wallace stated that if a petitioner has to go to two meetings, you have to bring
your attorney and architect to two meetings and an extra hour or two of their time.

Chairman Reinke stated he has been before commissions, not our villages commissions,
but others where the ZBA and Plan Commission get confused because they only have
limited authority over part of the project and not the whole thing. He fully supports it.

Chairman Gunsteen stated that we had combined the two commissions in a special
meeting recently and he thought it went well.

Chairman Deyne stated that when it was first discussed he was against combining them,
but given the amount of time that's passed he has had time to talk with staff and the
commissioners and would support it.

Chairman Suwanski stated she supported anything that contributed to efficiency. She
asked if we have two separate commissions and a project requires each of them, how
much does this limit public input.

Ms. Grill stated the public participates in both meetings and this would not limit it at all.
We would still have a public hearing.

Chairman Suwanksi asked if we get a lot of participation from the public and if we have
discussed it with commission members.

Ms. Grill stated it depends on the project and we have discussed it with the commissions.
They were generally favorable.

President Wallace discussed combining the two with the chairman of the ZBA and Plan
Commission about a year ago. We have been talking about this for a couple of years now
and from multiple discussions with many commission members, they are realizing that
this is way more commonplace then having two separate entities.

Chairman Gunsteen stated he thought it would save staff a lot of time not having to
prepare for two meetings and two sets of documents, etc. then bringing it to the board
level.

Ms. Grill stated that you have seen the preliminary step of the Wheaton Eye Clinic and it
has to go to the Zoning Board next week and then the Plan Commission the following
week. If we didn’t have the second meeting, we could get it on the next Committee
Meeting.

Chairman Hopkins asked what the time line is.

Attorney Mraz stated he has a draft of the ordinance already, he just needs to make a few
modifications.

Ms. Schumacher stated our plan is to bring back a text amendment at the next board
meeting, then send it off to the ZBA for the public meeting that is required for a text
amendment. It is scheduled to come back to board March 1 for a vote.

POLICE & HEALTH, CHAIRMAN SUWANSKI
Revisions to Board of Fire and Police Commissioners Rules and Regulations

Chief Ulirich stated that during our last promotional process, we found that there were a
few things with the language in the rules that pertained to preference points that needed
to be cleaned up. We discussed projected staffing challenges a couple of years ago and
the need for lateral hiring. Some of the revisions we are looking to make will satisfy some
of that. Staff worked with the Fire and Police Commissions council, Jim Powers, as well
as Attorney Mraz and we are proposing some changes to Chapter 2 of the Commissions
Rules which are applications, Chapter 3 titled Examinations and Chapter 4 titled
Proportional Examinations. Chapter 2 and chapter 3 haven’t been revised since
September of 1995 and chapter 4 hasn’t been revised since April 2007. Some of the
language deviates from the lllinois Municipal Code regarding police hiring’s and
promotional processes. In some of those cases, the change itself-necessitates the need
for home rule authority. In other cases, some of the wording requires the exercise of home
rule authority. At the recommendation of both attorneys, staff recommends invoking a
blanket exercise of home rule authority that will apply to all three chapters. Deputy Chief
Pretkelis did a good job of highlighting some of the changes, as well as some of the
changes that require the exercise of home rule authority in each of the chapters. If there
are any questions pertaining to those, we can try to address those for you.

The item was forwarded on to the Village Board for a vote.

There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Deyne moved to adjourn the
Committee meeting and that motion was seconded by Chairman Hopkins.

Residential Code.

- Modification of Chapter 21-Swimming Pools to adopt the 2018 International Swimming

Pool and Spa Code and implement local amendments.

Previously the ICC International Swimming Pool and Spa Code was an Appendix to
the IRC (International Residential Code). This code was modified in 2012 to a
standalone book and as a result, staff is proposing to adopt the 2018 ISPSC with our
local amendments.

In addition, general modifications have been proposed to Title 9 as follows:

Chapter 1: Addition of Table R301.2(1) Manual J Design Criteria - this table was not
included with the 2018 IRC adoption. Also, with the creation of the PDS Department,
updates are proposed to the Definitions to incorporate the building and code
enforcement division manager position and the elimination of the building director
position.

Chapter 2: Modifications are requested to mirror our use of the electronic permitting
system.

Chapter 8: The staff receives numerous complaints from homeowners regarding their
desire to not have to pay the additional cost to upgrade a driveway base that has
served them for the past 20 years. As this is not a life safety issue, a modification is
being proposed to allow the inspectors a degree of leniency when working with
existing situations.

Chapter 14: Previously, the Village did not allow for pier construction when a structure
had aroof. Inreality, piers are utilized throughout the country. If properly sized, piers
may adequately serve as a foundation. A modification is being proposed to allow for
the utilization of piers when designed by an IL licensed design professional.

Chapter 17: Inrecent years, the ICC codes have come a long way in prescriptive
deck design. This amendment moves towards utilizing the code and tables as set for
inthe IRC. In one aspect, we have allowed for less restrictive lateral requirements
(adding that if the deck is less than 30" high, additional lateral support members are
not required). The thought is that the cost is not warranted on a deck 30" or lower as if
the deck fails laterally, the fall will not be as impactful. (Lateral attachment was
developed as a response to several deck collapses — some of which have been in
Chicago over the years).

- Staff has kept the minimum 12" diameter pier local amendment:; it has
capped its allowable fributary at 47 sf.

Chapter 21: Staff has implemented a number of local amendments into the 2018
ISPSC that follow fraditional Bartlett enforcement.

- If there is no perimeter fence, an above ground pool shall be extended to 60"
above grade with the installation of an on-pool fence. (Stricter than ICC code.)

- If there is an existing 4'-0" high fence, climb-ability requirements will be waived
(Less restrictive than ICC code.) If there is an existing 4'-0" high fence and the
gate does not meet current code, the gate/hardware must be brought info

current compliance.

- An inground pool will require a perimeter fence. (Stricter than the ICC code). If
the inground pool has an automatic pool cover, pool alarms will not be required

on the doors/windows opening to the pool.

RECOMMENDATION:

The Village Board Committee of the Whole reviewed the proposed amendments at
their meeting on December 7, 2021. The Committee recommended to forward this

item to the Village Board for a final vote.

The proposed ordinance is attached for your review.

No permit will be issued until all general contractors and each and every
subcontractor(s) are licensed and bonded in the Village of Bartlett, and have
furnished evidence that each and every said general contractor(s) and
subcontractor(s) carry insurance in amounts and coverage at least as broad as
required in subsection 9-4-2B of this title. (Ord. 2022- )"

Repeal and delete Section 9-2-3 in its entirety and amend and replace it with new
Section 9-2-2 which states as follows:

“0-2-3: PLANS:

Plans shall be uploaded electronically with each permit application
submittal. The plans shall follow all current electronic submittal
requirements identified by the Village of Bartlett. Said plans shall be
drawn to scale and clearly illustrate and specify the work to be completed.

In addition to an electronic submittal for a residential new construction
permit application, two (2) full size, paper copies of the stamped plans
and specifications, signed and sealed in accordance with section 9-2-4 of
this chapter, shall also be submitted to the Planning and Development
Services Department.

In addition to an electronic submittal for a non-residential new
construction permit application, four (4) full size, paper copies of the
signed and sealed plans with specifications in accordance with section

heating, ventilating and air conditioning ("HVAC") systems shall be
submitted with the plans when required. The Building and Code
Enforcement Division Manager, in his or her discretion, may require full
size paper copies of the plans for certain non-residential permit
applications depending on the scope of the project.



The approved PDF(s) shall be stamped by the Building and Code
Enforcement Division Manager; the electronic document(s) shall be kept
on file in the Planning and Development Services Department and shall
be available for applicant download. The applicant shall produce a hard
copy of the approved plans. This copy shall be furnished by the applicant
at said applicant’s sole expense and shall be kept in a neat, readable
condition on site until the project’s completion.

(Ord. 2022- )"

Amend Section 9-8-8: DRIVEWAYS, APPROACHES AND SERVICE WALKS: to
amend and replace subsection 9-8-8:A.2. to state as follows:

“2. The base shall be six inches (6") of compacted crushed rock or limestone,
or other aggregate material approved by a building official on a compacted
subbase. For a remove and replace, utilizing an existing base may be
considered if there is adequate depth, the correct type of gravel, and the
base is properly compacted; modification may be required to bring the
existing base into compliance before reuse can be considered.

(Ord. 2022- )"

and to amend subsection 9-8-8:B.2. thereof to state as follows:

“2. The base shall be eight inches (8") of compacted crushed rock or limestone,
or other aggregate material approved by a building official on a compacted
subbase. Brick Pavers will need to be installed per manufacturers
specifications. For a remove and replace, utilizing an existing base may
be considered if there is adequate depth, the correct type of gravel, and
the base is properly compacted; modification may be required to bring
the existing base into compliance before reuse can be considered. (Ord.
2022- )"

Amend Title 9, Chapter 14, CONCRETE/PAVER PATIOS, Section 9-14-1: PERMIT
REQUIRED; CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS:, to amend and replace subsection 9-
14-1:F. to state as follows:

‘F. ROOF: Any patio covered with a solid roof shall have a foundation to the
forty-two inch (42") frost line; any pier design shall have calculations
submitted by an lllinois licensed design professional (architect or
structural engineer). Where a solid roof is constructed over a patio, this will
be considered an addition to the structure. The structure would then be required
to comply with this code and the Bartlett Zoning Ordinance (codified at Title 10
of the Bartlett Municipal Code as amended}. All plans and specifications shall
be signed and sealed by an architect or structural engineer licensed by the
State of lllinois. (Ord. 2022- )"



SECTION TWO: Title 9, chapter 17, entitled WOOD DECKS is hereby repealed
in its entirety and is amended to replace Chapter 17 with new Title 9, chapter 17, WOOD
DECKS, as follows:

Decks that do not follow the
prescriptive methods of design found in the 2018 International Residential Code
shall be designed by an lllinois licensed design professional (architect or structural
engineer).

21-1 through 9-21-20, inclusive, is hereby repealed in its entirety and is hereby amended
to replace it with new Title 9, Chapter 21, SWIMMING POOLS, as follows:

9-21-1: AMENDMENTS:

Aquatic features shall comply with the 2018 International Swimming Pool and Spa
Code as amended:

Section 305.1 General. The provisions of this section shall apply to the design of
barriers for restricting entry into areas having pools and spas. Where spas or hot
tubs are equipped with a lockable safety cover complying with ASTM F1346, the
areas where those spas, or hot tubs are located shall not be required to comply
with Sections 305.2 through 305.7. Where swimming pools are equipped with a
powered safety cover complying with ASTM F1326, section 305.4 shall not apply.

305.2.5 Closely spaced horizontal members. Where the barrier is composed of
horizontal and vertical members and the distance between the tops of the
horizontal members is less than 45 inches (1143 mm), the horizontal members shall
be located on the pool or spa side of the fence. Spacing between vertical members
shall not exceed 1-3/4 inches (44 mm) in width. Where there are decorative cutouts
within vertical members, spacing within the cutouts shall not exceed 1-3/4 inches
(44 mm) in width.

305.2.5.1 The requirements of 305.2.5 shall not apply to conditions where at
application of the swimming pool permit, there is an existing 48” high fence to
remain meeting the requirements of section 305. The gates will be required to be
upgraded to meet the requirements of section 305.3

305.2.6 Widely spaced horizontal members. Where the barrier is composed of
horizontal and vertical members and the distance between the tops of the
horizontal members is 45 inches (1143 mm) or more, spacing between vertical
members shall not exceed 4 inches (102 mm). Where there are decorative cutouts
within vertical members, the interior width of the cutouts shall not exceed 1-3/4
inches (44 mm).

305.2.6.1 The requirements of 305.2.6 shall not apply to conditions where at
application of the swimming pool permit, there is an existing 48” high fence to



remain meeting the requirements of section 305. The gates will be required to be
upgraded to meet the requirements of section 305.3

305.5 Onground residential pool structure as a barrier.
An onground residential pool wall structure or a barrier mounted on top of an
onground residential pool wall structure shall serve as a barrier where all of the
following conditions are present:

1. Where only the pool wall serves as the barrier, the bottom of the wall is
on grade, the top of the wall is not less than 60 inches above grade for
the entire perimeter of the pool, the wall complies with the requirements
of Section 305.2 and the pool manufacturer allows the wall to serve as a
barrier.

2. Where a barrier is mounted on top of the pool wall, the top of the barrier
is not less than 60 inches above grade for the entire perimeter of the pool,
and the wall and the barrier on top of the wall comply with the
requirements of Section 305.2.

3. Ladders or steps used as means of access to the pool are capable of
being secured, locked or removed to prevent access except where the
ladder or steps are surrounded by a barrier that meets the requirements
of Section 305.

4. Openings created by the securing, locking or removal of ladders and
steps do not allow the passage of a 4-inch (102 mm) diameter sphere.

5. Barriers that are mounted on top of onground residential pool walls are
installed in accordance with the pool manufacturer's instructions.

(Ord. 2022- )

9-21-2: LOCATION:

No portion of a private inground residential swimming pool shall be located at a
distance less than ten feet (10’) from the dwelling unless approved by an lllinois
licensed design professional (architect or structural engineer). No portion of a
private above ground residential swimming pool shall be located at a distance less
than four feet (4) from the dwelling. No portion of a private residential swimming
pool shall be located at a distance less than five feet (5') from any underground
utility. Overhead clearances shall meet the requirements of the NEC.

Swimming pools, hot tubs, spas, pumps, filters, and pool water disinfection
equipment installations shall be located in the rear yard per the regulations
specified in the Bartlett Zoning Ordinance (Title 10 of the Bartlett Municipal Code).
(Ord. 2022- )

9-21-3: WATER DRAINAGE:

A. Discharge Rate: Swimming pool shall be equipped with facilities for
completely emptying the pool and the discharge of the pool water to the



storm sewer shall be at a rate not exceeding two hundred (200) gallons per
minute. No direct connection shall be made to the storm sewer. No direct or
indirect connection shall be made to the sanitary sewer system.

B. Discharge During Storms Prohibited: Water drained from the swimming pool
shall not be discharged to the storm sewer system during periods of rain or
storms. At no time shall the rate of drain water discharge exceed a flow of
two hundred (200) gallons per minute. No direct or indirect connection shall
be made to the sanitary sewer system.

C. Disposal of Discharged Water: The swimming pool and equipment shall be
equipped to be completely emptied of water, and the discharged water shall
be disposed of in an approved manner that will not create a nuisance to
adjoining property.

D. Backwashing And Winterizing: When backwashing and/or winterizing a
private pool, the owner, operator and/or pool service provider of said pool
shall discharge the water by either: 1) a hose to the parkway grass before
the public walk at a minimum distance of ten feet (10') before the curb and
gutter or 2) a hose to the grass area approximately ten feet (10') from an open
storm structure located on the same property, if available. No direct
connection to the storm sewer adjacent to the property, however, shall be
allowed. (Ord. 2022-_ )

9-21-4: DRAWINGS:

A. All drawings and plans for the construction, installation, enlargement or
alteration of any aquatic feature for which a permit is required shall first be
presented to the Planning and Development Services Department for
examination and approval as to proper location, construction, and use.

B. An in-ground pool requires design by an lllinois licensed design
professional including seal, signature, and dates (architect or structural
engineer). If a pre-fabricated pool, an ICC-ESR report or equivalent may be
accepted in lieu of the above requirement.

(Ord. 2022-___ ).

SECTION FOUR: That the amendments listed in Sections One, Two and Three
are hereby approved and the Bartlett Municipal Code is hereby amended to incorporate
the amendments to Title 9, the Bartlett Building Code.

SECTION FIVE: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this Ordinance
are to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this Ordinance shall be
held invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the
validity of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.



SECTION SIX: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior Ordinances
and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly repealed only
to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION SEVEN: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect upon passage and approval.

SUBJECT: Amending Municipal Code Title 1, Chapter 8

The following ordinance includes a series of amendments which are housekeeping items
needed to make our code align with our organizations current structure and operations.
Staff was tasked with reorganizing our Building and Community Development
departments a few years ago. The reorganization was designed to improve efficiencies
for our residents and developers in the village. The former Building and Community
Development departments were combined into a single Planning and Development
Services department. As part of this, the Building Director position was eliminated and
replaced with a Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager. This position is no
longer a director and on an organizational chart, is now under the Planning and
Development Services Director which encompasses planning, zoning, building
inspections and code enforcement services. These amendments include several title
changes related to the reorganization of departments, along with repealing Article F,
Section 1-8F-1, of Chapter 8 entitled “Director of Building Department” and a new section
1-8F-1 entitled Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager” has been added.
Additionally, a new Article J entitled “Director of Planning and Development Services” has
been added.

Currently, the Village Administrator has a purchasing power of $20,000 to enter contracts,
purchasing goods, materials, supplies, etc. without prior approval of the village board.
This ordinance would increase that amount to $25,000 which would match state statute.

ORDINANCE NO. 2022 -

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 1, CHAPTER 8
OF THE BARTLETT MUNICIPAL CODE ENTITLED
“VILLAGE OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett,
Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Title 1, Chapter 8, Section 1-8-5" entitled BONDS OF
OFFICERS of the Bartlett Municipal Code is hereby amended as follows:

The Table in Title 1, Chapter 8, Section 1-8-1:A. under the heading “Officer”
is amended to add “Planning & Development Services Director” before the
words “Zoning Administrator”; and to delete the words “Building Director”
and replace them with “Building & Code Enforcement Division Manager”.

SECTION TWO: That Title 1, Chapter 8, Article A. VILLAGE
ADMINISTRATOR, Section 1-8A-5:, subsection E thereof is hereby amended to change
the amount “$20,000” as stated throughout said subsection E to “$25,000” to match state
statute, and is restated as follows:

E. The village administrator shall act as purchasing agent for the village and make or
supervise all necessary purchases of services, goods, materials, supplies and
equipment by the village, and all contracts therefor. The village administrator shall
have the power to enter all contracts for services and purchase of goods, materials,
supplies and equipment involving up to $25,000 without the prior approval of the
village board, provided funds for the services, goods, materials, supplies and/or
equipment are provided in the budget, and subject also to the statutes of the state of
lllinois pertaining to creation of liabilities against the village and pertaining to the
expenditures or appropriations of the monies of the village, but in no event may the
administrator purchase any item or enter any contract which would result in exceeding
the budget amount until the president and board of trustees have amended the budget
or legally provided for such additional expenditure. While the village administrator is
authorized to make budgeted expenditures of materials, supplies, equipment and
enter contracts for any work or public improvement for all budgeted expenditures of
twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) or less without preliminary authorization
from the president and board of trustees, for such items and contract for any work or
public improvement over $10,000, at least two price quotes or proposals shall be
obtained when practical, and the items purchased or the contract entered from the
lowest proposer or from a supplier located within the Village if the price is within 10%
of the other quote or proposal. All contracts for any work or public improvement in
excess of $25,000 and/or purchase orders for the purchase of equipment, materials
and supplies (other than gasoline) and contracts for public improvements shall be (i)



publicly bid and awarded to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder, (ii)
purchased through the state of lllinois Joint Purchase Program if the equipment,
materials and supplies are available therefrom, (iii) purchased through a joint
purchasing alliance of a public body through a process that satisfies the lllinois
Procurement Code as determined by the village attorney, or (iv) when contracts by
their nature are not adapted to award by public bidding, such as (a) design services
or technical specifications are required from proposers together with pricing for
equipment and/or materials and the installation thereof on village property or in village
facilities; (b) utility services such as water, light, heat, or telephone, (c) contracts for
the use, purchase, delivery, movement or installation of data processing equipment,
telecommunications and interconnect equipment, software or services; (d) contracts
for duplicating or copying machines and supplies; and (e) purchases of used
equipment; then when and to the extent practicable a request for qualifications and/or
request for proposal process shall be utilized . All contracts for any work or public
improvement in excess of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) shall be let to the
lowest responsible bidder after advertising for bids, provided however, that any such
contract may be entered into without advertising for bids, if authorized by a vote of
two-thirds (%/3) of the trustees then holding office. The village administrator shall make
recommendations to the board of trustees with regard to any such bids, purchases
and proposals and the waiver of bids as required. The village administrator is
authorized to execute purchase orders for gasoline purchases even though said
purchase may be in excess of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) without
advertising for bids and without preliminary authorization from the president and board
of trustees provided said purchase order is entered with the supplier who has quoted
the lowest price therefor among not less than two (2) gasoline suppliers who have
furnished written price quotes to the director of public works for each such purchase
order.

SECTION THREE: Title 1, Chapter 8, Article A, VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR,
Section 1-8A-6: is amended to delete the words “Community Development Department”
as stated therein and replace them with the words “Planning and Development Services
Department” and to strike the words “the Building Department” therefrom.

SECTION FOUR: That Title 1, Chapter 8, Article F, Section 1-8F-1, entitled
“Director of Building Department” is hereby repealed, and is hereby amended to replace
said repealed section with new Section 1-8F-1: entitled “Building and Code Enforcement
Division Manager”, as follows:

1-8F-1: BUILDING AND CODE ENFORCEMENT DIVISION MANAGER:

A. Creation of Office; Appointment; Bond: There is hereby created the office of Building
and Code Enforcement Division Manager who shall be appointed by the Village
President with the advice and consent of the Board of Trustees for a term of one year.
The bond of the Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall be fixed by
the Board at the time of his or her appointment.



B. Qualifications: To be eligible for appointment, the Building and Code Enforcement
Division Manager shall be generally informed on the quality and strength of building
materials and prevailing methods of construction for safety, comfort and convenience.

C. Duties: It shall be the duty of the Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager
to supervise the inspection of all buildings and structures being constructed, repaired
or altered, as frequently as may be necessary to insure compliance with Village
ordinances and to supervise those individuals empowered to act as building
inspectors, plumbing inspectors, electrical inspectors, health inspectors, and code
enforcement officers.

1. Ex-Officio Plumbing Inspector: The Building and Code Enforcement Division
Manager shall act as ex-officio plumbing inspector and shall have the powers and
perform all the duties connected with that office.

2. Ex-Officio Electrical Inspector: The Building and Code Enforcement Division
Manager shall act as ex-officio electrical inspector and shall have the powers and
perform all the duties connected with that office.

3. Building Official: The Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall be
and is hereby designated as the “Building Official” as that term is defined in,
referred to, and used elsewhere in this code, including without limitation, the
Bartlett Building Code codified as title 9, and in the applicable international,
national or state codes, as amended and adopted by the Village of Bartlett, and
incorporated by reference in section 9-1-2 of title 9 of the Bartlett Municipal Code.

D. Stop Orders: The Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall have the
power to order all work stopped on construction, alteration or repair of buildings in the
Village when such work is being done in violation of any provision of any ordinance
relating thereto or in violation of the zoning regulations of the Village. Work shall not
be resumed after the issuance of such an order except on the written permission of
the Building Director; provided, however, that if the stop order is an oral one, it shall
be followed by a written stop order within an hour. Such stop order may be served by
any building official or police officer.

E. Entry Powers: The Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall have the
power to make or cause to be made an entry into any building or premises where the
work of altering, repairing or constructing of any building or structure is going on, for
the purpose of making inspections at any reasonable hour.

F. Report of Permits to Assessors: In addition to all other duties, the Building and Code
Enforcement Division Manager or the Director of Planning and Development Services
shall forward to the applicable Township Assessor and County Assessor at the end of
each month a report which shall include a listing of each building permit issued during
that month. Each such report shall list the legal description of the lot or land for which
the permit issued, and the permanent index number of the lot or land for which a permit
issued during the month.



G. Penalty: Any person who shall continue work in violation of a stop order of the Building
and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall be fined not less than one hundred
dollars ($100.00) nor more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) for each day on
which any work in violation of such stop order is done.

H. Acting Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager: In the event the Building
and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall be incapacitated from performing the
duties of his or her office, or in the event of a vacancy in the office of Building and
Code Enforcement Division Manager, the Director of Planning and Development
Services shall serve as the Acting Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager
and Acting Building Official during such absence, incapacity or vacancy with all the
powers and duties of that office, and who shall perform the duties thereof without
furnishing any additional bond and shall serve in that capacity until a qualified person
is appointed by the president with the advice and consent of the board of trustees to
fill a vacancy declared in that office.

SECTION FOUR: That Title 1, Chapter 8, of the Bartlett Municipal Code is
hereby amended to add new Article J thereto entitied “DIRECTOR OF PLANNING AND
DEVELOPMENT SERVICES” as follows:

ARTICLE J
DIRECTOR OF PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT SERVICES

1-8J-1: OFFICE CREATED:

1-8J-2: APPOINTMENT:

1-8J-3: BOND, OATH AND COMPENSATION:

1-8J-4: POWERS AND DUTIES:

1-8J-5: ACTING DIRECTOR OF PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT SERVICES:

1-8J-1: OFFICE CREATED:
There is hereby created the office of Director of Planning and Development Services.
1-8J-2: APPOINTMENT:

The Director of Planning and Development Services shall be appointed by the Village
President by and with the advice and consent of the Board of Trustees, to serve a term
of one (1) year. Removal from office shall be in like manner and in accordance with
applicable state law. The Director of Planning and Development Services may hold
another non-conflicting, appointed principal office, including the office of Zoning
Administrator as set forth in title 10, chapter 13 of this code, as amended, with a term of
office co-terminus with the term of this appointment.



1-8J-3: BOND, OATH AND COMPENSATION:

A.

Bond. Before entering upon the duties of office, the Director of Planning and
Development Services shall furnish a surety bond in the amount to be approved by
the President and Board of Trustees, the bond to be conditioned on the faithful
performance of the duties of the Director of Planning and Development Services. The
village shall pay the premium for the bond. The bond shall be filed with the Village
Clerk.

Oath. Before entering upon the duties of office, the Director of Planning and
Development Services shall take and subscribe the oath required by the lllinois
Constitution. The subscribed oath shall be filed in the office of the Village Clerk.

Compensation. The Director of Planning and Development Services shall receive
compensation in such amount and manner as the President and Board of Trustees
shall fix from time to time by ordinance.

1-8J-4: POWERS AND DUTIES:

The Director of Planning and Development Services shall have the following powers and
duties:

A.

B.

It shall be the duty of the Director of Planning and Development Services to oversee,
assume full management of, and supervision over the Planning and Development
Services Department, including its two divisions:

1. The Planning and Zoning Division;
2. The Building and Code Enforcement Division;

and the respective manager(s), officials, officers, inspectors and land planner(s),
and personnel of the Planning and Development Services Department, and of
each such division; and

3. To perform the additional duties of Zoning Administrator as set forth in title 10,
chapter 13 of this code, as amended.

The Director of Planning and Development Services shall be generally responsible for
planning, budgeting, organizing, staffing, and supervising the Planning and Zoning
Division of the Planning and Development Services Department, including
administration of the zoning ordinance and the subdivision ordinance. The Director of
Planning and Development Services shall also coordinate annexation petitions,
administer development and subdivision negotiations and agreements; administer,
manage, and supervise the development planning; review development ordinances;
and assist the Plan Commission and the Zoning Board of Appeals, or if subsequently
created, the Planning and Zoning Commission, in the fulfilment of their or its
respective duties.



C. Meetings. The Director of Planning and Development Services shall attend all Plan
Commission meetings, Zoning Board of Appeals meetings, or Planning and Zoning
Commission if hereinafter created, and other meetings as prescribed by the Village
President, Board of Trustees, or Village Administrator. Attendance at these meetings
is a fundamental component of the Director’s duties, and no additional compensation
will be provided for attending the meetings.

D. Building and Code Enforcement Division. The Director of Planning and Development
Services shall also supervise the Building and Code Enforcement Division of the
Planning and Development Services Department. It shall be the duty of the Director
of Planning and Development Services to supervise the inspection of all buildings and
structures being constructed, repaired or altered, as frequently as may be necessary
to insure compliance with village ordinances and to supervise those individuals
empowered to act as the Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager, the
building official, code enforcement officers, building inspectors, health inspectors,
plumbing inspectors, and electrical inspectors. The Director of Planning and
Development Services and those individuals empowered to act as the Building and
Code Enforcement Division Manager, the building official, code enforcement officers,
building inspectors, health inspectors, plumbing inspectors, and electrical inspectors,
(collectively “Code Enforcement Officers”) are empowered to issue citations for
offenses pertaining to property and health and safety as well as violations of titles 9,
10 and 11 of the Bartlett Municipal Code, including building regulations, flood hazards
and other land use controls and codes, and further including but not limited to the
subdivision and zoning ordinances. The Director of Planning and Development
Services and the Code Enforcement Officers shall prosecute said citations through
administrative adjudication and/or through the court system in accordance with the
procedures set forth in the Bartlett Municipal Code. The Director of Planning and
Development Services shall have supervisory authority over the Building and Code
Enforcement Division Manager, sometimes also referred to in this code as the
“Building Division Manager”.

E. Work shall be performed under the general administrative direction of the Village
Administrator and shall be reviewed through conferences, reports and independent
audits. The Director shall supervise and review general procedures, methods and
results of the various functional units of the Planning and Development Services
Department.

F. All employees assigned to the Planning and Development Services Department shall
perform their duties subject to the orders and under the supervision of the Director of
Planning and Development Services. The Director shall confer with and advise
subordinate personnel on work problems, conduct meetings with technical staff,
explain work techniques and resolve operational problems when necessary for the
efficient operation of the Planning and Development Services Department. The
Director of Planning and Development Services shall arrange for each Code
Enforcement Officer issuing a citation to attend the hearing and other proceedings



before the hearing officer hearing local adjudication matters and/or in court, and the
Director may call upon the Village Attorney or Village Prosecutor for assistance in
prosecuting said matters as the Director shall, in his or her discretion, deem
appropriate.

1-8J-5: ACTING DIRECTOR OF PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT SERVICES:

In the event the Director of Planning and Development Services shall be incapacitated
from performing the duties of his or her office, or in the event of a vacancy in said office,
the Building and Code Enforcement Division Manager shall serve as the Acting Director
of Planning and Development Services and Acting Zoning Administrator during such
absence, incapacity or vacancy, with all powers and duties of that official, who shall
perform all the duties thereof without furnishing any additional bond and shall serve in
that capacity until a qualified person is appointed by the president with the advice and
consent of the board of trustees to fill a vacancy declared in that office.

SECTION FIVE: SEVERABILITY. The various provisions of this Ordinance
are to be considered as severable, and if any part or portion of this Ordinance shall be
held invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the
validity of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION SIX: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior Ordinances
and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly repealed only
to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION SEVEN: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect upon passage and approval.

RE: Board of Fire and Police Commissioners’ Rules & Regulations Revisions

The Board of Fire and Police Commissioners (BFPC) is authorized to make rules and regulations
for the appointment of sworn police officers and the promotions of sergeants in accordance with
the lllinois Municipal Code and the Bartlett Municipal Code. On November 16, 2021, the BFPC
held a Special Meeting and with the advice of its legal counsel, Jim Powers, approved revisions to
Chapter Il — Applications, Chapter Il — Examinations and Chapter IV - Promotional Examinations
of the BFPC’s Rules and Regulations. Chapter |l — Applications and Chapter |ll — Examinations
have not been revised since September 19, 1995. Chapter IV — Promotional Examinations has not
been revised since April 3, 2007.

Some of the changes (and prior language) of the BFPC Rules and Regulations deviate from the
plain language of the lllinois Municipal Code dealing with the police hiring and promotional
processes. In some cases, the change itself necessitates the home rule authority. In other cases,
some of the original wording requires the exercise of the Village Board’'s home rule authority. As a
result, Village Attorney Bryan Mraz and BFPC Attorney Jim Powers recommend the Village Board
to simply invoke a “blanket” exercise of the its home rule authority that will apply to all of Chapters
Il — Applications, Chapter Il — Examinations, and Chapter IV — Promotional Examinations by
passing the attached ordinance adopting the amended and restated Rules and Regulations of the
Board of Fire and Police Commissioners.

Here are the highlights of the recent revisions to Chapter Il — Applications, Chapter Il —
Examinations, and Chapter IV — Promotional Examinations of the BFPC’s Rules and Regulations,
along with a brief explanation about some of the differences between the lllinois Municipal Code
and the BFPC’s Rules and Regulations that necessitate the exercise of the Village’s home rule
authority:

Chapter Il — Applications

Change

Exercise of Home Rule Authority

Added a section describing the required
documents that need to be submitted along
with the completed application, which
repeats the BFPC’s authority to charge
application fees.

Division 2.1 of the Illinois Municipal Code
does not mention a BFPC’s ability to charge
application fees. As aresult, it is advisable
for the Village to exercise its home rule
authority when re-adopting this provision.

Included a section describing the minimum
qualifications the entry-level police officer
candidates need to meet at the time they
submit their applications.

Several of the qualifications are not
mentioned in Division 2.1 of the lllinois
Municipal Code. As a result, it is advisable
for the Village to exercise its home rule
authority when adopting (and re-adopting)
some of these minimum qualifications.

Updated the criteria the BFPC may utilize to
disqualify an applicant at any time before,
during, or after the examination process.




Added a section notifying the applicant must
sign and deliver to the BFPC or its testing
agent a waiver and authorization for release
of information as part of the application
process in order to allow the BFPC or its
testing agent to conduct a proper character
and background investigation of the
applicant.

Included a section about the retention and
disposition of records of those applicants not
selected by the BFPC.

Chapter lll - Examinations

Change

Exercise of Home Rule Authority

Allows for the BFPC to periodically conduct a
regular entry-level patrol officer examination
process and/or a certified eligible lateral
patrol officer examination process.

The BFPC’s current police hiring process
envisions a two-step process whereby a
certain number of candidates on a primary
eligibility register will be placed on a final
eligibility register (after an oral interview),
from which final appointments will be made.
Division 2.1 of the lllinois Municipal Code
does not address such a two-step process.
As a result, it is advisable for the Village to
exercise its home rule authority when re-
adopting this two-step process.

Provides a better explanation of each
component of the entry-level patrol officer
examination process.

Allows the BFPC to make an appointment
from the three (3) highest ranked candidates
on the entry-level patrol officer and the
certified eligible lateral patrol officer Final
Eligibility Register.

Division 2.1 of the Illinois Municipal Code
requires a BFPC to appoint police candidates
in the order of their ranking on a final hiring
eligibility register. As a result, the Village
must rely on its home rule authority in order
to allow the BFPC to make appointments
from the top three candidates.

Added a new section in regard to the
certified eligible lateral appointment process,
allowing candidates with one year of law
enforcement experience to apply.

While Division 2.1 of the lllinois Municipal
Code allows for the creation of lateral police
hiring registers, the minimum eligibility
requirement for such registers is two years of
police employment with another agency.

The BFPC wishes to reduce that experience
level to one year beyond the completion of
an officer’s probationary period. This
difference requires the Village’s exercise of
its home rule authority.




As mentioned above in Chapter Ill — Examinations, the BFPC added a new section in its Rules and
Regulations regarding a certified eligible lateral appointment process. The police department is
recommending the Village of Bartlett not to offer any incentives for certified eligible lateral
candidates.

Chapter IV - Promotional Examinations

Provided clarification that a promotional

Included language explaining that informal
promotional guidance may occasionally be
developed to help Police Department staff
administer the BFPC’s promotional process.
However, such informal promotional
guidance will not supersede the BFPC’s
promotional Rules.

ORDINANCE 2022 -

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE AMENDED AND RESTATED RULES
AND REGULATIONS OF THE BOARD OF FIRE AND POLICE COMMISSIONERS

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett (“Village”) is an lllinois home rule municipal
corporation organized and operating pursuant to Article VIl of the lllinois Constitution of
1970, and has the authority to exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to
its government and affairs except as limited by Article VIl Section 6 of the lllinois
Constitution of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village has in place a duly appointed and acting Board of Fire and
Police Commissioners (the “BFPC”) referred to alternatively in the Bartlett Municipal
Code, Title 2, Chapter 4, as the “Board of Police and Fire Commissioners”, which is
authorized to make rules and regulations for the appointment of sworn police officers and
the promotional rank of sergeant in accordance with the lllinois Municipal Code and by
the Bartlett Municipal Code; and

WHEREAS, the BFPC has in place certain rules and regulations originally
adopted by it on September 19, 1995 (the “Original BFPC Rules”), which were amended
on April 3, 2007 (the “2007 Amendments”), and on November 16, 2021, the BFPC
approved of certain revisions to Chapter |l Applications, Chapter Il Examinations, and
Chapter IV Promotional Examinations, of the Original BFPC Rules (the “11/16/21 BFPC
Proposed Amendments”) that deviate from a strict reading of the lllinois Municipal Code,
but may be authorized if approved of by the Village Board exercising its home rule
authority; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Amended and Restated Rules and Regulations of the
Board of Fire and Police Commissioners, Village of Bartlett, State of lllinois appended
hereto as Exhibit 1 includes the Original BFPC Rules as modified by the 2007 amendment
and the 11/16/21 BFPC Proposed Amendments, which are merged together and are
restated in Exhibit 1 which are before the Village Board for approval and the exercise of
its home rule authority;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Village Board of Trustees of the
Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage, and Kane Counties, lllinois, pursuant to its home rule
authority provided under Article VII of the lllinois Constitution of 1970 as follows:

SECTION ONE: That the RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE BOARD OF
FIRE AND POLICE COMMISSIONERS, VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, STATE OF ILLINOIS,
appended hereto as Exhibit 1 and expressly incorporated herein are hereby approved.

SECTION TWO: SEVERABILITY. If any section, paragraph or
provision of this Ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason,
the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph or provision shall not affect
any of the remaining provisions of this Resolution.



SECTION THREE: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior
Ordinances and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly
repealed only to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION FOUR: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be effective
ten (10) days after its passage and approval as required by law.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS
OF THE
BOARD OF FIRE AND POLICE COMMISSIONERS
OF THE
VILLAGE OF BARTLETT
STATE OF ILLINOIS

As adopted by the Board of Fire and Police Commissioners of the Village of Bartlett, Illinois, effective
November 16, 2021.

CHAPTER I - ADMINISTRATION

SECTION 1 - SOURCE OF AUTHORITY.

The Board of Fire and Police Commissioners of the Village of Bartlett, Illinois derives its power and
authority from an Act of the General Assembly entitled, "Division 2.1 Board of Fire and Police
Commissioners", of Chapter 65 of the Illinois Compiled Statutes.

SECTION 2 - DEFINITIONS.

The word "Commission" and/or "Board" wherever used shall mean the Board of Fire and Police
Commissioners of the Village of Bartlett, Illinois. The word "Officer" shall mean any person holding a
permanent office in the Police Department of the Village of Bartlett, Illinois. The masculine noun or
pronoun includes the feminine. The singular includes the plural, and the plural the singular.

SECTION 3 - OFFICERS OF BOARD AND THEIR DUTIES.

The Board shall annually, at its first meeting in June elect a Chairman and a Secretary. They shall hold
office until the end of the fiscal year of the municipality and until their successors are duly elected and
qualified. The Chairman shall be the presiding officer at all meetings. The Secretary shall keep the
Minutes of all meetings of the Board in a permanent record book and shall be the custodian of all the
forms, papers, books, records and completed examinations of the Board.

SECTION 4 - MEETINGS.

a) Regular meetings shall be held monthly. Notice shall be posted and meetings shall be open
to the public.

b) Special meetings shall be open, notice thereof to be posted forty-eight (48) hours prior to
convening, called by the filing of a notice in writing with the Secretary of the Board and signed



d)

either by the Chairman of the Board or any two members thereof. This notice shall contain a
brief statement of the business to be submitted for the consideration of the Board at such
special meetings, and shall set forth the time and place of such special meeting, and no other
business shall be considered at such special meeting unless by unanimous consent of the
Board.

During any regular or special meeting a closed session may be held upon a proper motion
made by any single member of the Board for the purpose of discussing personnel. Closed
sessions may be limited to Board members and such invited persons as the Board may deem
necessary. The secretary will record the motion to close the meeting, record the roll call vote
of the members on said motion and keep minutes of the closed session. An audio or video
record of each closed session will be maintained by the Secretary of the Board and, after a
minimum of 18 months, shall be disposed of in accordance with the provisions of the Open
Meetings Act.

Public notice of any regularly scheduled or special meeting shall be held in accordance with
the Open Meetings Act, Illinois Compiled Statutes, Chapter 5, "120/1-120/5.

If a member is unable to be physically present at a meeting of the Board, whether it be for
health related reasons, the need to conduct personal business or the business of the Board,
or due to a personal or family emergency, that member may attend and participate at a
Board meeting by telephonic or other electronic means provided that a quorum of the
Board’s members are physically present at the meeting and vote to approve the
attendance of the missing member(s) by way of telephonic or other electronic means.

The minutes of the meeting shall reflect, by name, those members of the Board who are
physically present as well as those attending by telephonic or other electronic means.
Notice that a board member will be in attendance and participating at a Board meeting,
not in person but electronically, shall be provided to the Board’s recording secretary or
the municipal clerk at least 48 hours prior to the scheduled meeting.

The agenda for a “Regular Meeting” shall allow for an “Open Forum” to permit
individuals to appear before and address their concerns to the members of the
Commission. The commission may limit those individuals appearing during the open
forum to a presentation not to exceed three (3) minutes and may require an individual to
be seated if the individual addresses those present in a disrespectful or discourteous
manner or the subject matter being presented is not relevant to the duties and
responsibilities of the Fire and Police Commission.



SECTION 5 - QUORUM.

A majority of the members of the Board shall constitute a quorum for the conduct of all business.
SECTION 6 - ORDER OF BUSINESS.

The order of business at any meeting shall be:

a) Call to Order
b) Roll Call

c) Public Forum (Citizen Comments)
d) Approval of Minutes

e) Correspondence

1) Old Business

2) New Business

h) Executive (Closed) Session

1) Adjournment

SECTION 7 - PROCEDURE.

The parliamentary procedure prescribed in Robert's "Rules of Order" shall be followed as far as
applicable.

SECTION 8 - AMENDMENTS.

Amendments to the rules of the Board may be made at any meeting of the Board. All amendments shall
forthwith be printed for distribution and notice shall be given of the place or places where said rules may
be obtained. Such notice shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the City. The notice
shall specify the date, not less than 10 days subsequent to the date of such publication, when the rules
shall go into effect.

SECTION 9 - ANNUAL REPORT AND BUDGET REQUEST.

The Board shall submit an Annual Report of its activities as required by '5/10-2.1-19 of the Board of Fire
and Police Commissioners Act, and a Budget Request for the ensuing year, as required by local ordinance
and the aforementioned '5/10-2.1-19.



CHAPTER II - APPLICATIONS

SECTION 1 -NOTICE OF ENTRY LEVEL EXAMINATIONS

When the Board deems it appropriate to conduct an examination for the entry level rank of Patrol Officer,
the Board shall publish a notice of that examination on the Village’s Internet website and via other sources
as the Board deems appropriate. Such notice must be provided at least two weeks prior to the date of the
entry level examination. The Notice will include instructions regarding how to submit an application for
employment as an entry-level Patrol Officer.

SECTION 2 - APPLICATION FORMS AND FEES

Entry-level candidates shall submit the required application and application materials at the date, time,
manner, and location indicated by the Board or its testing agent. Those materials must include, but are
not limited to, the following:

a) Copies of a high school diploma. The Board will also accept a copy of the applicant’s
high school transcript (showing graduation date) or evidence of a G.E.D. equivalence
diploma. In cases of applicants who were educated outside the United States,
appropriate documentation of a high school level diploma shall be determined on a
case-by-case basis.

b) If electing educational preference points, a copy of an official transcript from an
accredited institution of higher learning.

c) If electing military preference points, a copy of the appropriate military service
documents, like a DD Form 214.

d) A copy of a government-issued birth certificate as proof of citizenship and age.
Applicants may submit copies of a U.S. county or state issued birth record, valid U.S.
passport, or naturalization papers, as proof of citizenship. Hospital-issued birth
certificates will not be accepted.

e) A copy of a valid driver’s license.

Applications will be filled out on forms furnished by the Board or its testing agent, and applicants must
comply with the requirements of that form in every respect, including the submission of any requested
documents that establish qualifications for employment. The Board may require the submission of
electronic applications as stated in any notice of examination.

All documents submitted to the Board by any applicant become the property of the Village of Bartlett and
the Board.



Each applicant must pay an application fee in the amount set by the Board. The Board may adjust the
application fee at any time or decide to waive the fee altogether.

It shall be the duty of each applicant to inform the Board in writing of any change in address, email
address, or telephone number on his/her application. Failure to properly notify the Board of any change
may result in the striking of the applicant’s name from the application process, the Primary Eligibility
Register or the Final Eligibility Register.

SECTION 3 - MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

Applicants for entry-level Patrol Officer positions must meet the following minimum qualifications at the
time they submit their applications:

Applicants must be U.S. citizens at the time of the application.

Applicants must be at least 21 years of age at the time of their original appointment and
have not reached their 35th birthday as of the last date that applications are due.
Applicants will be exempt from the age-35 hiring requirement as permitted by 65 ILCS
5/10-2.1-6(a) & (d) and 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-14, as those statutory Sections may be amended
from time to time.

Applicants must possess a high school diploma or equivalent at the time of application.
Every applicant must be of good moral character, and physically and psychologically able
to perform the essential job functions of the applied-for position, with or without a
reasonable accommodation.

Applicants must possess a valid driver’s license at the time of hire.

Applicants must be legally capable of obtaining an Illinois Firearm Owners Identification
(FOID) card.

SECTION 4- DISQUALIFICATIONS

The Board may disqualify an applicant at any time before, during, or after the examination process if that

applicant:

Has improperly filed an application or failed to comply with the filing instructions by
failing to submit all required materials.

Has made inaccurate answers on the application or at any time during the testing process.

Has failed any examination component for the applied-for position.

Is found lacking in any of the minimum qualifications described in Section 3 of this
Chapter 1.

Has been convicted of a felony, any misdemeanor involving moral turpitude, or any other
misdemeanor that, in the judgment of the Board, renders the applicant unsuitable for the
applied-for position.

Has engaged in any illegal conduct (regardless of the existence of a conviction), which
the Board deems inconsistent with the position of a Patrol Officer.

Has character or employment references that are deemed unsatisfactory.
Has been terminated from public or private sector employment.

Is or has ever been classified by a Local Selective Service Draft Board as a conscientious
objector.

Any applicant deemed disqualified hereunder shall be notified by the Board in writing.

SECTION 4- RELEASE OF INFORMATION

As part of the application process, the applicant must sign and deliver to the Board or its testing agent a
waiver and authorization for the release of information in order to allow the Board or its testing agent to
conduct a proper character and background investigation of the applicant.

SECTION 5 - RECORD RETENTION

The records of all applicants shall be securely stored by the Board. The retention and disposition of
records of those applicants not selected (including but not limited to background information, medical,
psychological and polygraph examinations) shall be retained in accordance with applicable laws,
including but not limited to the Illinois Local Records Act (50 ILCS 205/1 et seq.).



CHAPTER III - EXAMINATIONS

ORIGINAL APPOINTMENTS

SECTION 1 - TYPES OF PATROL OFFICER EXAMINATION PROCESSES

When deemed appropriate, the Board may elect to periodically conduct a regular entry-level Patrol
Officer examination process (described in Sections 2 — 10 of this Chapter III) and/or a Certified Eligible
Lateral Patrol Officer examination process (described in Section 11 of this Chapter III).

SECTION 2 - ENTRY-LEVEL POLICE EXAMINATION ELEMENTS

Applicants who proceed through the regular entry-level Patrol Officer examination process will be subject
to the following testing elements:

a) Testing Elements. The Board may require applicants to attend an orientation session and
successfully pass a written examination, oral interview, polygraph examination, and
background investigation. A medical examination, drug test and psychological
examination will also be required if a conditional job offer is given to an applicant. The
sequence of testing may vary at the discretion of the Board. Failure to achieve the
minimum passing grade in any component of the examination process disqualifies the
applicant from any further participation in the current testing process.

b) Preference Points. Applicants who have passed their examinations by the required scores
shall be eligible for preference points as described in 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-8 and 10-2.1-9(a),
as those statutory Sections may be amended from time to time.

SECTION 3 - WRITTEN EXAMINATION

A written examination shall not contain any questions regarding an applicant's political or religious
opinions or affiliations. Applicants must attain a passing score on the written examination (as established
by the Board at the beginning of the process) in order to continue with the entry-level Patrol Officer
testing process. Candidates who fail to achieve a passing grade will be notified in writing and eliminated
from the current testing process. All written examination papers and materials shall be and remain the
property of the Board and the grading thereof by the Board or its testing agent shall be final and conclusive
and not subject to review by any other board, tribunal, or court of any kind or description.

SECTION 4 - INITIAL ELIGIBILITY LIST

The Board will prepare an Initial Eligibility List of the candidates who attended the orientation session
(if required), and successfully passed the written examination with a passing score as established by
the Board. Candidates shall be placed on the Initial Eligibility List in order of their relative excellence
as determined by their written examination scores without the application of any available preference



points.

The Board shall post a dated copy of the Initial Eligibility List on the Village’s Internet website and
other locations that the Board deems appropriate. The list shall include the final grades of the
candidates on the written examination, subject to claim for preference points. A dated copy of the
Initial Eligibility List shall also be sent to each candidate whose name appears thereon to the U.S.
Postal Service address or email address provided in the application.

SECTION 5 - PREFERENCE POINTS

Candidates on the Initial Eligibility List described in Section 4 of this Chapter III shall be eligible for
only military and educational preference points pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-8 and 65 ILCS 5/10-
2.1-9(a), as those statutory Sections may be amended from time to time. The total number of military
and educational preference points for each eligible candidate on the Initial Eligibility List will be five
(5), regardless of the number of categories for which the candidate qualifies. For example, a candidate
who has a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university as well as sufficient military
experience will only be eligible for a total of 5 points. No other preference points described in 65
ILCS 5/10-2.1-8 and 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-9(a) will be offered to candidates.

Candidates who are eligible for any preference points shall make a claim in writing to the Board or its
testing agent within ten (10) calendar days after the date the Initial Eligibility List is finalized and
posted or such claim shall be deemed waived.

It shall be the responsibility of the candidate to provide evidence of eligibility for the preference points
described in 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-8, as that statutory Section may be amended from time to time. For
qualifying military service, acceptable evidence shall be an official Department of Defense document
such as a DD 214 Copy #4, DD 214 Copy #1 and proof of honorable service from the Department of
Defense such as a DD 256 A/N/AF or other official Department of Defense documentation as deemed
acceptable by the Board. Acceptable evidence of qualifying educational documents shall be official
sealed college transcripts or other official documentation as deemed acceptable by the Board.

SECTION 6- PRIMARY ELIGIBILITY REGISTER

The Board or its testing agent shall prepare and post a Primary Eligibility Register from the Initial
Eligibility List, which shall include any claimed and approved preference points described in Section
5 of this Chapter III. The posting and notification process for this Primary Eligibility Register will
follow the process described in Section 4 of this Chapter III. The Primary Eligibility Register shall
remain valid for two (2) years after which it will expire and the Board will strike off all remaining
names.

Before the aforementioned two-year expiration date, candidates may be selected from the Primary

Eligibility Register for the oral interview process described in Section 7 of this Chapter III. Any
person on the Primary Eligibility Register who exceeds the age 35 requirement before being appointed
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as a Patrol Officer shall remain eligible for appointment until the Primary Eligibility Register is
exhausted or the Register expires after two (2) years.

SECTION 7 - ORAL INTERVIEW

The Board in its discretion shall periodically select a number of candidates from the Primary Eligibility
Register (prior to its expiration date) who will be required to participate in an oral interview that is
conducted by the Board and/or its testing agent.

At least three (3) Board members shall participate in the oral interview process of entry-level Patrol
Officer candidates selected from the Primary Eligibility Register. The same Board members must
conduct all of the oral interviews for each of the Patrol Officer candidates. If a numerical grade is
used to evaluate a candidate’s oral interview performance, the Board shall submit its individual scores
of each candidate to the testing agent, which will calculate an average oral interview score for each
candidate.

Candidates must attain a passing score on the oral interview process in order to be placed on the Final
Eligibility Register. Candidates who fail to successfully complete the oral interview process will be
notified in writing and eliminated from the current testing process.

SECTION 8 - FINAL ELIGIBILITY REGISTER
Candidates who have successfully completed the oral interview process shall be placed upon the Final

Eligibility Register in rank order, from highest to lowest total cumulative score. The rank order shall
be based upon the candidate’s total cumulative score that involves the following weights:

a) Original written examination score with preference points awarded multiplied by
60%:; and,
b) Oral interview score multiplied by 40%.

Where more than one (1) candidate receives the same number of points, the placement of the tied
candidates’ names on the Final Eligibility Register shall be determined by lot, in the presence of a
quorum of the Board, in whatever means the Board deems appropriate. However, if a candidate who
is also a veteran receives the same number of points as another candidate(s), the veteran shall be placed
above the other candidate(s).

Any candidate whose name appears on the Final Eligibility Register may decline appointment one (1)
time without otherwise altering the candidate's original position on the current Final Eligibility Register.
Any candidate who declines a second time may be removed from the Final Eligibility Register by the
Board.

A dated copy of the Final Eligibility Register shall be posted on the Village’s website and other
locations deemed appropriate by the Board, and sent to each candidate whose name appears thereon
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to the U.S. Postal Service address or email address provided in the application. In the event a Final
Eligibility Register is exhausted prior to the expiration of the Primary Eligibility Register, the Board
may establish another Final Eligibility Register by following the process described in Sections 7 and
8 of this Chapter III.

The Final Eligibility Register shall remain valid for two (2) years from it posting date, after which it
will expire, and the Board will strike off all remaining names. Any candidate placed on the Final
Eligibility Register who exceeds the age requirement before being appointed to the police department
shall remain eligible for appointment until the Final Eligibility Register is exhausted, or his or her
name has been on the register for more than two (2) years.

Nothing contained in the Rules under this Chapter shall be deemed to prevent the Board from initiating
examinations for original appointments when a current Final Eligibility Register has not expired.

Any candidate on the Final Eligibility Register may elect to re-enter the examination process,
provided, however, that said candidate’s final score from the current Final Eligibility Register will
expire at the end of a two-year period and that their final score from the most recent Final Eligibility
Register will remain in effect for a two-year period following the certification of the Final Eligibility
Register of the most recent examination. Any candidate on the original Final Eligibility Register who
is not participating in the subsequent Patrol Officer examination process shall have his/her name
stricken from the Final Eligibility Register on the two-year anniversary date of his/her placement on
it.

SECTION 9 - CHARACTER AND BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION

Before a candidate on the Final Eligibility Register is given a conditional offer of employment, the
candidate must successfully pass a character and background investigation, which may include a
polygraph examination, that will be graded on a pass/fail basis. The results of a polygraph examination
shall not be a single determinant of qualification for employment, but shall be used as an adjunct to
the character and background investigation. A candidate who fails to complete and pass the character
and background investigation will be notified in writing and eliminated from the current testing
process. The Board may select any number of candidates from the Final Eligibility Register to undergo
a character and background investigation.

Village police department staff or another investigative agent may be designated by the Board to
perform the character and background investigation. As part of this process, candidates shall be
required to be fingerprinted. Such fingerprints shall be' submitted to the Federal Bureau of
Investigation and the Illinois State Police. The investigation may include, but not be limited to,
verification of the qualification credentials such as age, citizenship, and driving records. Such
investigation may also examine the candidate’s work record, criminal conviction history, educational
experience, personal references and other factors relating to the candidate’s background and life
experience. The background investigation may also include a ride along and oral interview with the
candidate.
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SECTION 10- CONDITIONAL OFFERS OF EMPLOYMENT

Any Patrol Officer vacancy can be filled from the Final Eligibility Register. The Board shall make the
appointment from among the three (3) highest ranked candidates (or if there are less than three (3)
candidates, from any remaining candidates on the Final Eligibility Register).

Notwithstanding anything to contrary contained within these Rules and Regulations, the Board may,
at its discretion, choose to appoint a candidate from (1) the Certified Eligible Lateral Register
(described in Section 11 of this Chapter III), or (2) any other lower-ranked candidate on the Final
Eligibility Register (described in Section 8 of this Chapter III) who has been awarded a certificate
attesting to his/her successful completion of the Minimum Standards Basic Law Enforcement Training
Course, as provided in the Illinois Police Training Act.

An offer of employment shall be conditioned upon the candidate submitting to and successfully
passing a psychological examination and a medical examination (which may include a test of the
candidate’s vision and hearing, as well as a test to screen for the use of illegal drugs). The extent and
scope of these psychological and medical examinations shall be determined by the Board and shall be
graded on a pass/fail basis. The Board shall pay for these medical and psychological examinations.
Any candidate who fails to complete and pass the psychological and the medical examinations will be
notified in writing and eliminated from the current testing process.

SECTION 11 - CERTIFIED ELIGIBLE LATERAL APPOINTMENT PROCESS

At its discretion, the Board may also create a separate, stand-alone Certified Eligible Lateral Register,
which is limited to persons who are currently full-time sworn officers of a regularly-constituted police
department in any municipality, county, university, or State law enforcement agency, provided they have
been certified by the Illinois Law Enforcement Training Standards Board. To qualify for this Register,
these applicants must also: (1) be in good standing with his/her current law enforcement agency; (2) have
served at least one year with that law enforcement agency beyond the completion of his probationary
period; (3) possess skills and abilities that are substantially equivalent to those possessed by a non-
probationary Village of Bartlett police officer; and (4) possess all of the qualifications described in Section
3 of Chapter II and are not disqualified pursuant to Section 4 of Chapter Il of these Rules and Regulations.

Certified eligible lateral Patrol Officer candidates will be subject to the requirements described in the
following Chapters and Sections of these Rules and Regulations:

a) Chapter I, Section 3 (Minimum Qualifications)

b) Chapter 11, Section 4 (Disqualifications)

c) Chapter I11, Section 2 (Entry-Level Police Examination Requirements)
d) Chapter III, Section 3 (Written Examination)

e) Chapter III, Section 4 (Initial Eligibility List)

f) Chapter II1, Section 5 (Preference Points)

g) Chapter III, Section 6 (Primary Eligibility Register)
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h) Chapter I1I, Section 7 (Oral Interview)

1) Chapter I1I, Section 8 (Final Eligibility Register)

1) Chapter III, Section 9 (Character and Background Investigation)
k) Chapter I1I, Section 10 (Conditional Offer of Employment)

Nothing in these Rules and Regulations are intended to suggest that the Board must administer identical
written and oral examinations to eligible lateral applicants.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in these Rules and Regulations, the Board may in its discretion

fill a vacancy from either the Final Eligibility Register described in Section 8 of this Chapter III, or the
Final Certified Eligible Lateral Register described in this Section 11.
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CHAPTER 1V - PROMOTIONAL EXAMINATIONS

SECTION 1 - GENERAL.

The Board, by its rules, shall provide for promotion in the Police Department on the basis of
ascertained merit and seniority in service and examination, and shall provide in all cases, where
practicable, that vacancies shall be filled by promotion. All examinations for promotion shall be
competitive among such members of the next lower rank as desire to submit themselves to
examination. Probationary police officers shall be ineligible to test for promotion during their
probationary period. All promotions shall be made from the three (3) individuals having the highest
rating, and where there are less than three (3) names on the promotional eligibility register, as
originally posted, or remaining thereon after appointments have been made therefrom, appointments
to fill existing vacancies shall be made from those names or the names remaining on the promotional
register. The method of examination and the rules governing examinations for promotion are specified
below. The Board shall strike off the names of candidates for promotional appointment after they
have remained thereon for more than three (3) years, provided there is no vacancy existing which can
be filled from the promotional register. For the purpose of determining that a vacancy exists, the
Board must have received notice from the appropriate corporate authorities to fill an existing vacancy
prior to the date the name(s) are to be stricken from a promotional eligibility register. Each weighted
component of the examination process shall be based upon a scale of 1 to 100.

a) The final Promotional Examination score shall be determined as follows:
Examination Weight Passing Grade
Written Test 55% %

Oral Interview/Assessment Center 30% .
Departmental Merit and Efficiency 10% N/A
Seniority 5% N/A

One (1) point per year for each full year of service as a police officer with the Bartlett Police
Department as of the date of the written exam, not to exceed 5 points.

¥ To be announced by the Board prior to conducting the examination and may vary based
upon the examination or the testing agency used by the Board.

b) In the event no candidate from the immediate next lower rank qualifies for promotion, the
Board in determining next in order of rank in promotional examinations herewith determines
a policy of extending the examination successively through all the orders of rank in the
services in an endeavor to qualify suitable eligible or eligible for the vacancy or vacancies
existing before extending the examination to the general public.

c) Candidates who are otherwise qualified and have timely requested credit for prior military
service, shall be granted veteran’s preference points as provided by state statute. Candidates
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electing military preference points cannot elect the educational preference points as described
in subsection (d) below.

d) Candidates for promotion, upon timely application, shall be awarded preference points for
further education as indicated below (all degrees must be awarded by a nationally accredited
junior college, community college, college or university):

Associate’s Degree 1 point
Bachelor’s Degree 2.5 points
Master’s, J.D., or PhD Degree 3.5 points

Candidates can elect additional points only for the highest degree attained. For example, a Candidate
who has both a Bachelor’s and Master’s Degree can elect only 3.5 points. Candidates electing
educational preference points cannot elect the military preference points described in subsection (¢)
above.

SECTION 2 - TOTAL SCORE.

A Candidate’s total score shall consist of the combined scores of the merit/efficiency rating, written
examination and oral examination plus seniority, veteran’s or educational preference points.
Candidates shall take rank upon a promotional eligibility register in the order of their relative
excellence as determined by their total score. In the event of a tie score, the placement of the tied
candidates’ names on the eligibility list shall be determined by lot, in the presence of a quorum of the
Board, in whatever manner the Board deems appropriate.

SECTION 3 - PROMOTIONAL VACANCY.
Upon notice from the appropriate corporate authority that a promotional vacancy exists, the Board
shall select the individual to be promoted in the manner specified in Section 1 of this Chapter IV.

SECTION 4 - STAFF GUIDELINES.

Informal promotional guidance may occasionally be developed to help Police Department staff
administer the BFPC’s promotional process. Such informal promotional guidance is not intended to
supersede the contents of these Rules. Where there is a conflict between the content of this Chapter
IV and any informal promotional guidance or Department-promulgated promotional orders, this
Chapter IV will control.
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CHAPTER V - ORDER OF RANK, CLASSIFICATION AND OATH OF OFFICE

SECTION 1 - RANK.
The order of rank in the Police Department shall be as provided by ordinance and municipal budget.
SECTION 2 - CLASSIFICATION.

The Board classifies such offices in the police department for the purpose of establishing and maintaining
standards of examinations and promotions based upon job descriptions and departmental regulations.

SECTION 3 - OATH OF OFFICE.

Before entering duty, any person about to become a member of the Police Department, shall take the
following oath, before any person authorized to administer oaths in the State of Illinois:

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CHAPTER VI - HEARING OF CHARGES, REMOVALS,
SUSPENSIONS AND DISCHARGES

SECTION 1 - HEARING OF CHARGES.

Hearings before the Board are not common law proceedings. The provisions of the "Code of
Civil Procedure" do not apply to hearings before the Board.

"Counsel" as used herein means: One who has been admitted to the bar as an attorney-at-law in
this State.

No rehearing, reconsideration, modification, vacation, or alteration of a decision of the Board
shall be allowed.

"Cause" is some substantial shortcoming which renders continuance in employment in some way
detrimental to the discipline and efficiency of the public service and something which the law and
sound public opinion recognize as cause for the officer no longer occupying his position. The
right to determine what constitutes cause is in the Board.

The complainant or appellant initiating any proceedings which call for a hearing before the Board
shall have the burden of proof to establish by a preponderance of the evidence that cause for
discipline exists or that a suspension, previously imposed by the Chief of a department, is
unwarranted. Should the question of a crime be involved, the rule of "reasonable doubt" shall not
control.

The phrase "preponderance of evidence" is defined as the greater weight of the evidence, that is
to say, it rests with that evidence which, when fairly considered produces the stronger impression,
and has a greater weight, and is more convincing as to its truth when weighed against the evidence
in opposition thereto.

Probationary employees may be summarily dismissed by the Board and are not entitled to the
protection afforded to other full-time officers by statute or these rules.

All hearings shall be public, in accordance with the Open Meetings Act.
At the time and place of hearing, both parties may be represented by counsel, if they so desire.

All proceedings before the Board during the conduct of the hearing shall be recorded by a court
reporter to be employed by the Board.

The records of all hearings will not be transcribed by the court reporter unless requested to do so
by the Board or any party of interest.
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m)

All witnesses shall be sworn prior to testifying and the matter will be decided by the Board solely
on evidence presented at the hearings.

The Board will first hear the witnesses either substantiating the charges which have been made
against the respondent or in support of an appeal brought by a suspended police officer. Thereafter
the other party may present and examine those witnesses whom he desires the Board to hear. All
parties shall have the right to cross-examine witnesses presented by the opposite party.

SECTION 2 - HEARING PROCEDURE.

Complaints: In all cases, written complaints shall be filed in quintuple, setting forth a plain and
concise statement of the facts upon which the complaint is based.

Probable Cause: The Board shall have the right to determine whether there is or is not
probable cause for hearing a complaint and may conduct such informal hearings as may be
necessary for such purpose.

Notification of Hearing: Upon the filing of a complaint in quintuple with the Secretary of
the Board, and the determination by the Board of probable cause for entertaining said complaint,
the Secretary of the Board shall notify both the complainant and the respondent, either by
registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, or personally, of the time and place of the
hearing of the charges contained in the Complaint. The respondent shall also be served with a
copy of the Complaint, and if an Order of Suspension Pending a Hearing is entered by the Board,
the respondent, the complainant, the Chief of the Department, the treasurer, comptroller, manager,
or other finance officer of the municipality shall be notified of the entry of such Order of
Suspension Pending a Hearing, and be served either personally or by registered or certified mail,
return receipt requested, with a copy of such Order.

Continuances: The matter of granting or refusing to grant a continuance of a hearing is
within the discretion of the Board.

Stipulations: Parties may, on their own behalf, or by Counsel, stipulate and agree in writing, or
on the record, as to evidenced guilt. The facts so stipulated shall be considered as evidence in the
proceeding.

In the event a respondent has been suspended pending a hearing and desires a continuance,
it shall also be stipulated and agreed that in the event said respondent is to be retained in his
position as a result of a decision of the Board following a hearing of the cause, then no
compensation shall be paid to said respondent during the period of said continuance.

Sufficiency of Charges-Objections To: Motions or objections to the sufficiency of written
charges must be filed or made prior to or at the hearing before the Board.
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SECTION 3 - SUBPOENAS.

a) Any party to an administrative hearing may, at any time before the hearing, make application to
the Board by filing with it a written request for subpoenas for any individual to appear for a
hearing or have them produce books, papers, records, accounts and other documents as may be
deemed by the Board to be relevant to the hearing. On the filing of such application, subpoenas
will be issued for the named persons. Subpoenas may be served by any person 21 years of age or
older designated by the party requesting the subpoenas. Application for subpoenas should contain
the names and addresses of the individuals to be subpoenaed, and the identity of any documents
which they are to produce. Subpoenas will not be issued for anyone residing outside of the State
of Illinois.

b) Any request for continuance by reason of inability to serve subpoenas shall be filed in the office
of the Board at least three (3) days before the date set for such hearing, provided, however, that
the Board in its discretion may waive this rule.

SECTION 4 - SERVICE.

All papers required by these Rules and Regulations to be served shall be delivered personally to the party
designated or mailed, by United States mail in an envelope properly addressed with postage prepaid, to
the designated party at his last known residence as reflected by the complaint filed with the Board, except
as herein otherwise provided. Proof of service of any paper may be made by the certification of any
person so mailing the paper or delivering the same to the designated party personally, or by filing a return
receipt showing that a paper was mailed, by either registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, to
a party's address where it was received by a named party.

SECTION 5 - FILING.

All papers may be filed with the Board by mailing them or delivering them personally to the Secretary of
the Board at the Village of Bartlett, Illinois. For the purpose of these Rules and Regulations, the filing
date of any paper shall be the date it was received in the Board's Office, in the event the paper is delivered
personally or by messenger. In the event a paper is forwarded by mail, then the filing date shall be the
date which is postmarked on the envelope of such paper.

SECTION 6 - FORMS OF PAPER.

a) All papers filed in any proceeding shall be typewritten or printed and shall be on one side of the
paper only.

b) If typewritten, the lines shall be double spaced, except that long quotations may be single spaced

and indented.
c) All papers shall be not larger than 82" by 11" with inside margins of not less than one inch.
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d) The original of all papers filed shall be signed in ink by the party filing the paper or by an officer,
agent, or attorney thereof and copies thereof provided the opposing party or his counsel.

e) If papers are submitted by an attorney, his or her name and address shall appear thereon.
SECTION 7 - COMPUTATION OF TIME.

The time within which any act under these Rules is to be done shall be computed by excluding the first
day and including the last, unless the last day is Sunday or is a holiday as defined or fixed in any statute
now or hereafter in force in the State, and then it shall also be excluded. If the day succeeding such
Sunday or holiday is also a holiday or a Sunday then such succeeding day shall also be excluded.

SECTION 8 - SUSPENSION.

a) The Board may suspend any member of the Police Department against whom charges have been
filed, pending a hearing of the charges by the Board, but not to exceed thirty (30) days, without
pay, at any one time.

a) The Chief of the Police Department shall have the right to suspend any officer under his
command for a period not to exceed ten (10) days, providing no charges on the same
offense have been filed and are pending before the Board, and he shall notify the Board
in writing within 24 hours of the time of such suspension. Any police officer so suspended
may appeal to the Board for a review of the suspension within five (5) days after receiving
notice of such suspension by filing notice of such appeal in writing with the Secretary of
the Board of Fire and Police Commissioners. A hearing shall be had upon such appeal,
and due notice given to the Chief of the Department who suspended the police officer,
and to the employee so suspended. The burden of establishing that a suspension is
unwarranted shall be upon the individual bringing the appeal.

c) Upon such appeal, the Board may sustain the action of the Chief of the Department, may reverse
it with instructions that the employee so suspended receive his pay for the period involved, may
suspend the employee for a period of not more than sixty (60) days, or discharge him, depending
on the evidence presented.

SECTION 9 - DISCHARGE OR SUSPENSION AFTER HEARING.
a) Discharge from office, or suspension from service in the Police Department shall be in compliance
with the Fire and Police Commissioners Act of the State of Illinois, being Division 2, Sections

5/10-2.1-1 through 5/10-2.1-30, inclusive, of Chapter 65 of the Illinois Compiled Statutes.

b) The Board shall, within a reasonable time after the hearing is completed, enter its findings on the
records of the Board.
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SECTION 10 - DATE OF HEARING.

The time for the hearing of charges shall be set by the Board, within thirty (30) days of the time of the
filing of such charges. Continuances may be granted from time to time upon motion of any party to the
proceeding by order of the Board. This time limitation is not applicable to hearings conducted to review
suspensions of five (5) days or less imposed by a Chief of a department on one of its members.

SECTION 11 - FINDINGS AND DECISION

In case any member of the Police Department shall be found guilty of the charges filed against him after
a hearing by the Board, he may be removed, discharged, or suspended for a period not exceeding thirty
(30) days, without pay. Upon an appeal, the Board may sustain the action of the Chief, may reverse it, in
whole or in part, or may suspend the employee for an additional period of not more than thirty (30) days
or discharge him depending on the facts presented.

The findings and decision of the Board, following a hearing of charges, shall be preserved by the
Secretary, and notice of said finding and decision sent to the officer involved and the department head for
enforcement. If the finding or decision is that an officer or employee is guilty of charges investigated,
and removal or discharge is ordered, such order of removal or discharge shall become effective forthwith.
(See Section 9 of this Chapter VI).

SECTION 12 - RULES - CONFLICT.

The personnel of the Police Department shall be governed by the Rules as adopted by the Board and the
Regulations of the Police Department as adopted by ordinance. In case of conflict, the Rules of the Board
shall govern.

SECTION 13 - VIOLATION OF RULES.

All members of the Police Department shall be subject to the regulations of such Department, and the
Rules of the Board, and a violation of such rules or regulations may be cause for filing of charges before
the Board, a subsequent hearing and action by the Board on such charges.

SECTION 14 - VIOLATION OF LAW.,

Any violation of the laws of the municipality or state or federal law, by any member of the Police

Department of such municipality may be cause for the filing of charges against said officer, except as
herein otherwise provided.
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CHAPTER VII - GENERAL

SECTION 1.

The Board shall have such other Powers and duties as are given it by the Statutes of the State of Illinois
or by ordinance.

SECTION 2.

Any Chapters, Sections and/or Subsections of these Rules that are in conflict with 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-1 et
seq., shall supersede 65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-1 et seq. based on the Village and the Board’s exercise of their
home rule authority. In the event a court of law finds that any Chapters, Sections and/or Subsections of
the foregoing Rules are invalid, illegal or unenforceable, such a finding shall not invalidate any other
Chapters, Sections and/or Subsections of said Rules.

SECTION 3.

Amendments to the Rules of the Board may be made at any meeting of the Board. A notice shall be
published, in a newspaper of general circulation in the municipality, specifying where such Rules are
available for inspection. The notice shall specify the date, not less than ten (10) days subsequent to the
date of such publication when said Rules shall become effective.

SECTION 4 - LEAVE OF ABSENCE.

Leaves of Absence shall be granted by reason of military service or duty-related disability as specified in
Illinois Compiled Statutes, Chapter 65, Section 5/10-2.1-23. If a Leave of Absence is granted by the
Board during a probationary period, such probationary period shall be tolled until the probationary
employee returns from his leave of absence.

SECTION 5 - POLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS.

No person in the Police Department of the Village of Bartlett, Illinois, shall be under any obligation to
contribute any funds to render any political service, and no such person shall do so or be removed or
otherwise prejudiced for refusing to do so. No person in the Police Department of the Village of Bartlett,
[llinois, shall discharge or promote or reduce, or in any manner change the official rank or compensation
of any other person in such service, or promise or threaten so to do, for withholding or refusing to make
any contribution of money or service or any other valuable thing for any political purpose, or in any other
manner, directly or indirectly, use his official authority or influence to compel or induce any other person
to pay or render any political assessment, subscription, contribution or service.
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
