Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that this public hearing is for public input
on the 2022 Village of Bartlett property tax levy. We discussed the tax levy at the last
committee meeting. To recap: The adjusted proposed Village of Bartlett property tax
levy totals $ 11, 619, 537 ( eleven million, six hundred nineteen thousand, five hundred

thirty- seven dollars). Combined with the Police Pension levy, the General Corporate and
Police Pension levy will be the same as the 2021 levy and a decrease of 1. 17% from the

estimated 2021 extension. The debt service levy is 2. 36% lower than the estimated 2021
extension. In total, the levy is $ 173, 497 or 1. 47% less than the 2021 estimated extension. 

2022 tax rates from Cook, DuPage, and Kane counties will be determined in the spring
of 2023 when the counties finalize EAV's for the 2022 tax levy. 

This levy will be presented to the Village Board December 6tn for final approval and the
levy will be filed with each county clerk no later than December 27, 2022.

135, 008 which was down $ 13, 679 from the prior year.

Trustee Deyne recognized commissioner anniversaries. 

11. TOWN HALL

George Lebron, 506 Tamarack Drive

Mr. Lebron stated that he was there to voice his concerns about the Grassland

development. He has been an activist for the last three years and feels this development
adds another 300 to 400 cars going down Naperville Road. The speeding, carbon

monoxide and trying to get out of their streets, new possible townhomes, hotel, two car
dealerships - they don' t need any more traffic. They have talked about stop signs, stop
lights, walls for noise control. Two weeks ago, the board approved no truck traffic on

Munger Road to Army Trail Road which doesn' t have one tenth of the traffic as Naperville
Road. He has a bad feeling that he has been trying for three years to incorporate traffic
control and all he has accomplished is getting signs put up that are hard to read and not
enforceable. The State has put in GPS mapping for the truck drivers to divert Naperville
Road. There is still no change and it is getting worse. If they have no control over the
Grassland project, he pleaded that they have the developer incorporate walls to defer the
noise. 

Public Works Director Dan Dinges stated that Munger Road is under village jurisdiction
so they have the right to restrict truck traffic. They do not have control of Naperville Road
since that is under Cook County jurisdiction. The reason they restricted traffic on Munger
Road is because they recently discovered a 48" to 60" corrugated metal pipe that crosses
the road has produced a bump. The pipe is deteriorating to the point where they may
have to shut the road down. He wants to keep trucks off of it to avoid them hammering
on that pipe. The plan is to put in a box culvert and then they can reevaluate whether
they open it up to trucks again. There was a new bike path added by Forest Preserve
Drive and they are monitoring the traffic there for bicycle and pedestrians crossing. They
hope to get consulting for the plans, bid in the spring and build in the summer. 

Beth Cooper, 1327 Tamarack Drive

Ms. Cooper stated that she wanted to reiterate that Naperville Road is not safe. The

trucks have heavy loads and they do not heed the signs. There are daily accidents on
Naperville Road and Lake Street. She is all for growth, if it is responsible, safe, and

accommodates current residents. It seems as though every time they talk about
Naperville Road, it is always brushed off as a county road. She would like the elected

officials to work with the county and maybe invite them to a town hall so they can hear
our concerns. She asked what D. R. Horton has done in terms of its due diligence to

actually meet with all of the residents of Amber Grove, Timberline and Villa Olivia. It is

not safe and very inconvenient and people start taking risks when they can' t get out of
their community. 

Ovidio Fernandez-Cuervo, 541 Philip Drive
Mr. Fernandez- Cuervo stated that he is the President of the Homeowners Association of

the Greens of Villa Olivia and he referred to the Grasslands Phase 2 subdivision as well

as the traffic on Naperville Road. He has been to several board meetings and spoke

about this issue. In view of the proposed development to build 347 housing units. He was
not opposed to new subdivisions but there has to be a plan to handle future traffic volume. 
He challenged the board to explore and consider options to mitigate the growing traffic
on Naperville Road by looking at the potential egress and ingress points. His challenge

was ignored and he was told that the signs to eliminate the truck traffic would handle it. 

Here we are 1. 5+ years later and nothing has improved, it has only gotten worse. Truck

signs are a joke and the trucks keep ignoring them. There has been no expansion to the

turn lanes on West Bartlett and Route 59, you are considering building a twenty- three
building townhouse complex with 116 units, with only direct ingress and egress to
Naperville Road. That represents two hundred additional vehicles and if everybody drives
their car once a day, that is four hundred additional vehicles on Naperville Road on a daily
basis. He implored them to consider their fiduciary duties and responsibilities to the
Bartlett residents and do not approve the Grasslands Phase 2 subdivision until the traffic

situation is properly addressed. 

President Wallace asked what the timing was of the expansion on West Bartlett and Route
59. 

Mr. Dinges stated that they are still working on utility relocates and next spring is when
you will actually see road work. 

Walt Cichon, 232 Gingerbrook Lane

Mr. Cichon stated that he was a twenty-eight year resident, raised three kids and hoped
to retire here. He was there to point out a flaw in the current code for fence painting. It

has allowed a hostile neighbor to paint his side of a common fence as a retaliatory
gesture. It decreases the enjoyment of the yard that his wife and he just completed. Got

the yard they always wanted to look at but now have to look at a graffiti fence. It decreases
his property value and really shows disrespect for the whole neighborhood in general. 
His neighbor has been in the house for less than one year and has turned the
neighborhood upside down. His suggestion for improving the code would be to require
one consistent color on both sides of the fence. Workmanship should be considered with

regard to paint just as it is with construction. He also suggested that if a person needed
to go into his neighbor's yard to paint the fence, it should be an agreed -upon color. 

Jaime Hanrahan, 334 Donna Court, Unit D

Ms. Hanrahan stated that she wanted to bring up her concerns regarding a cannabis
dispensary in downtown Bartlett. She is concerned about the traffic it would bring into
our small town. She is concerned about the schools that are near to the downtown as

well as the parks, kids that play and walk to school and also those involved in sports. 
Those that might come in on the train to participate in a cannabis dispensary would loiter
around until the train can take that back to where they came from. She mentioned an

unfortunate event that happened at her house where a stranger came to her front door

under the influence of something and destroyed minor lawn ornaments and walked away. 
Today, this person came back and rang their doorbell, when they did not answer, she had
a knife and attacked the front door and the Ring camera. She did not want to think what

could have happened if her fifteen - year -old daughter would have been there and
answered the door. She was really concerned about opening a cannabis store in
downtown Bartlett and didn' t think we needed it and some of us don' t want it. 

Stephen Cioromski, [ Town Center Broker] 

Mr. Cioromski stated that he wanted to speak about a cannabis dispensary in the
downtown overlay district. He stated that most of the allowable spaces for a cannabis

dispensary were in the industrial or business areas and a lot of them abut to single- family
home districts. He asked the board to think towards the future and to be restrictive as to

where you can open a business that is only going to be growing in numbers across the
State of Illinois. This is not going to be a detriment or potential negative impact to the
village. As far as traffic concerns go, the more people towards the retail center in the
downtown corridor is only a good thing. He mentioned that some of the trustees viewed
another facility in the West Loop of Chicago which was a mixed use with residential on
top and he thought they could attest to the quick turnover with customers entering and
exiting safely. 

Steven Malitz [ Owner of Town Center] 

Mr. Malitz stated that the operator, Dispensary 33, is the first licensee in the State of
Illinois. He has been operating facilities since 2015 and is vouched for by the City of
Chicago. The facility will be operated by veterans who have been selected by the state
as licensees to help operate the facility. Some of the security questions by the
commander in Bartlett were fielded to his satisfaction. The lines are short and handled

like Starbucks efficiency. The average spent at the facility is $ 125 and is a much more

upscale clientele. No loitering is permitted. The tax revenue for the Village of Bartlett
would be approximately $ 700, 000 per year. It would help the Town Center which has a
space that has laid fallow since 2012 and long before that when it was first developed. It

would help the other tenants in the area by creating foot traffic, although people would
come in and out quickly. There is no order issue and the packages are hermetically sealed
and the exhaust system is fantastic. They own a lot to the side of the Town Center which
would accommodate all parking. The following downtowns have added dispensaries in
their overlay districts — City of Chicago, Crystal Lake, Richmond, Winthrop Harbor, Village
of Highwood, Village of Hometown, Broadview and Des Plaines to name a few. This

would be treated just the same way liquor stores were treated many, many, years ago. 
He asked for favorable consideration for allowing a cannabis dispensary in the downtown
area. 

President Wallace stated that he would like to see the ordinances pertaining to Mr. Cichon
situation. 

Interim Planning and Development Services Director Kristy Stone stated that they do not
have any regulations on how fences are to be painted. 

President Wallace stated that as far as Naperville Road goes, they know it is a huge issue
and outside of a lawsuit against the Cook County Road Department, we have done almost
everything we could possibly do. We can keep trying and keep throwing ideas at Cook
County to get them to the table. We know it is an ongoing problem and are fully aware
that the Grassland Subdivision will increase traffic. They don' t want to increase your pain
and that is not the intention. 

Ms. Schumacher stated that they have invited Cook County to sit down and meet and Mr. 
Lebron was in this meeting. We can certainly extend the invitation again for them to come
to a broader meeting. 

President Wallace stated that would be a good idea and they should have Commissioner
Kevin Morrison come out and view some of their neighborhoods. He thanked them all for

their input and stated that they appreciate it. 

12. STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

Trustee Hopkins presented Ordinance 2022- 92, an Ordinance Amending the Bartlett
Municipal Code Title 10 Zoning to Add Provisions to Allow Adult -Use Cannabis
Dispensing Centers and Medical Cannabis Dispensing Centers as a Special Use in
Certain Commercial Districts.

As discussed at the Committee of the Whole meeting on March 15, 2022, he summarized
the proposed text amendments to the Zoning Ordinance pertaining to adult use and
medical cannabis dispensing centers. ( a) the 1, 000- foot distance requirement would be
removed from the definition; ( b) said uses would be allowed as a special use in the B- 2
Local Convenience), B- 3 ( Neighborhood Shopping), and B- 4 ( Community Shopping) 

Zoning Districts; ( c) said uses would be prohibited in the Downtown Overlay District
including Bartlett Town Center, Main Street Plaza and Streets of Bartlett); and ( d) the

findings of fact for a special use permit would be updated to delete the distance
requirements. The Planning & Zoning Commission reviewed this and conducted the
public hearing. The Committee of the Whole also reviewed it and both recommended
approval. They discussed the possibility of allowing dispensaries within portions of the
Downtown Overlay District while prohibiting sales in close proximity to residential units. 

Trustee Hopkins moved to approve Ordinance 2022- 92, an Ordinance Amending the
Bartlett Municipal Code Title 10 Zoning to Add Provisions to Allow Adult -Use Cannabis
Dispensing Centers and Medical Cannabis Dispensing Centers as a Special Use in
Certain Commercial Districts and that motion was seconded by Trustee Deyne. 

Trustee Suwanski stated that the removal of the 1, 000 feet is to bring us in line with the
State requirements. 

Trustee Deyne stated that this is a prohibited use in the Overlay District. 

Trustee Hopkins stated that it is a special use in all other districts. It has to go through
extensive public hearings and still has to be approved by the Board of Trustees before
any dispensing centers can go in. 

Trustee Gunsteen stated that in the coming years there are going to be more than one
application. We are laying the groundwork to limit where these operations are. He has

lived here his entire life and appreciates all the calls that he received regarding this. Our

downtown culture does not need marijuana in it. We are a family community and that
type of business could be put on any major thoroughfare ( Route 59). He stated that he

has driven through several towns like St. Charles and Geneva and their dispensaries are
outside of the downtown Main Street district. He feels it is not in the best interest of the

community. 

President Wallace stated that he agrees with those comments. It is good that this board
has done such a great job fiscally that they can' t dangle the $ 700, 000 carrot. We are

okay without it. There will be a time and place for this but he would like to slow the roll.

Improvements Completion Agreement for the Grasslands Subdivision —Phase 1 Between
the Village of Bartlett and D. R. Horton, Inc. —Midwest; and Grasslands Phase 1 Early
Earthwork Request were covered and approved under the Consent Agenda.

C. FINANCE & GOLF COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN DEYNE

Trustee Deyne stated that the 2022 Estimated Property Tax Levy Established at
11, 619, 537 and Resolution 2022- 97- R, a Resolution Approving of Disbursement

Request for Payout No. 3 from the Subordinate Lien Tax Increment Revenue Note, Series

2020 for the Elmhurst Chicago Stone Bartlett Quarry Redevelopment Project were
covered and approved under the Consent Agenda. 

D. LICENSE & ORDINANCE COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN GUNSTEEN

Trustee Gunsteen stated that the BAPS fireworks display permit request was covered
and approved under the Consent Agenda. 
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E. POLICE & HEALTH COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN SUWANSKI

Trustee Suwanski stated that there was nothing to report. 

F. PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE, CHAIRMAN, CHAIRMAN LAPORTE

Trustee LaPorte presented Resolution 2022- 93- R a Resolution Approving of Change
Order # 3 to the Contract Between Joseph J. Henderson & Son, Inc. and the Village of

Bartlett for the Bittersweet Water Reclamation Facility Improvements for a $ 374, 868. 26

Increase in the Original Contract Sum. 

Mr. Dinges stated that there are several items on this change order, the bulk of which is
the generator. They currently have two old generators that each does half of the plant. 
In the Sewer Operating Budget, they had budgeted $ 200, 000 to replace one of the

generators this year. They found that the lead time on generators is one year and started
talking to the general contractor and their electrician. They talked about eliminating the
two old generators and an underground storage tank. It makes it more efficient having
one generator, eliminates an underground storage tank. We would take the $ 200, 000 in

the current budget, they have already found a vendor that is interested in purchasing the
old generators and they think it is in the $ 50, 000 range. They recommend that they move
forward with the change order to simplify the backup power at the treatment plant. 

Trustee Laporte moved to approve Resolution 2022- 93- R a Resolution Approving of
Change Order # 3 to the Contract Between Joseph J. Henderson & Son, Inc. and the

Village of Bartlett for the Bittersweet Water Reclamation Facility Improvements for a
374, 868. 26 Increase in the Original Contract Sum and that motion was seconded by

Trustee Suwanski. 

Trustee Gunsteen pointed out that they are under budget by about $ 400, 000 on that

project from the original change order. 

Trustee Hopkins asked how many more months are left on this project. 

Mr. Dinges stated that it is due to be completed in the spring of 2024. 

Trustee Hopkins asked if they anticipate any other change orders. 

Mr. Dinges stated most likely and hopefully small ones. There are always things moving
and changing and they always look at ways to lower costs. He thought they took care of
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the big ones. They are out of the ground at this point and moving up. Hopefully, the
unknowns have been minimized at this point. 

Trustee Hopkins asked if by approving this sooner than later, are they locking in a lower
rate for the generator and securing it sooner. 

Mr. Dinges stated that is what they are doing. Lock it in now because it is 52 weeks

before delivery is expected.

Trustee LaPorte stated that Ordinance 2022- 98, an Ordinance Authorizing the Sale by
Internet Auction of Surplus Property Owned by the Village of Bartlett was covered an
approved under the Consent Agenda. 

13. NEW BUSINESS

Trustee Hopkins asked if it was possible to use portions of the TIF Fund outside of the
TIF District for improvements that could potentially be caused by the TIF District. 

Village Attorney Bryan Mraz stated that would be a stretch. The TIF has definitive eligible
TIF expenses but he will look closer at the language. He will check if there is case law

that might expand it so you can use a portion. It is generating some of the trucks and if it
were at all feasible would have to be proportionate with what' s generated from that. 

Trustee Hopkins stated that he was trying to think outside the box. These residents have
been coming before the board for the entire 7- 1/ 2 years that he has been here. 

Trustee Deyne stated that his question would be that it is a county road and didn' t know
if you could allocate TIF funds to a county road. 

Attorney Mraz stated that you can' t spend it on their road but there may be other things
we can do to alleviate it. 

President Wallace stated that when we get the answer to the question we can throw it on
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a Committee meeting for discussion. Perhaps they can invite Commissioner Morrison. 

Trustee Suwanski stated that the only other alternative is to push this traffic to Route 25- 
correct? 

President Wallace stated that what they have been promising is to wait until the
intersection is fixed — hopefully they can do both at the same time. Get the intersection

fixed and that will clean up some of the truck traffic and maybe use some funds from the
TIF if that comes to fruition. 

Ms. Schumacher asked for an update of the construction on West Bartlett and Route 59. 

Mr. Dinges stated that they are relocating utilities and will start road improvements next
spring. He was not sure if they would get it done in one season based on Stearns and
Route 59. Hopefully they will get the bulk done in the next construction season but may
have to come back the following spring and do restoration. 

President Wallace stated that he recently watched the trucks sit for three light changes to
turn onto Route 59. He suggested that when the improvements are complete, perhaps
they could extend the left turn arrow going onto Route 59. This timing adjustment would
be a great help. 

Mr. Dinges explained that there will be dual turning lanes but the timing is set for Route
59 to have the majority of the time. They will maximize the turn movement (eastbound to
northbound) so it will be much better and hopefully the trucks will find this a quicker route. 
During construction, this will get worse because the vehicles will use Naperville Road
because everyone likes to stay away from heavy construction. He envisions it being a
rough summer next year. Hopefully, it will attract more vehicles to use West Bartlett to
Route 59 once completed.

BUILDING & ZONING, CHAIRMAN HOPKINS

2250 Graham Truck Storage/ Repair Facility

Chairman Hopkins introduced the item. 

Interim Planning and Development Services Director, Kristy Stone stated that this will
require a public hearing at a future village board meeting to amend the annexation
agreement. 

Chairman Suwanski asked why this use was prohibited in 2003. 

Ms. Stone stated the list of uses were pulled from the B- 4, 1- 1 and 1- 2. We are thinking
because it was close to the detention area to the east that would might be considered for

a less desirable use but after seeing some of the development on there, she thinks it
makes more sense. This is in line with the developments that have gone out there. 

President Wallace asked if we have any idea on the tax revenue from a truck repair
facility. 

Ms. Stone stated she did not know. The reason this says for surface uses is because the
Bluff City Industrial Park has a number of uses for subterranean, there are uses and
special uses as well as prohibited uses underground. 

The item was forwarded on to the village board for a vote. 
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COMMUNITY & ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, CHAIRMAN GANDSEY

Infrastructure Asset Management Discussion

Chairman Laporte introduced the item. 

Public Works Director Dan Dinges presented the infrastructure PowerPoint. He asked the
board to think about the infrastructure they touch every day. You use the washroom and
shower, drive down the streets, passing the street lights. When its raining you are
counting on the storm sewer to work so you don' t get flooded out, etc. All of those things
are assets that the village has and it has to be maintained. The American Society of Civil
Engineers does a report where they evaluate the infrastructure of the United States and
we are at a C- grade. When you think of assets, don' t just think of the roads, and sewers, 
etc. it is all of us. We have to take the information, have the financing to be able to maintain
it and have a program to keep up on maintenance. We need to make good decisions at
the right time because if you fall behind then we are always reacting and we are trying to
get proactive as much as possible. 

Mr. Dinges continued, we have 147 miles of streets. It is about $ 350,000 per mile, but
doing our crack filling and corrective asphalt applications, we are hoping to get beyond
20 years, but it averages 20 years. What we should be doing based on the number of
miles we have, is somewhere around 7 miles a year which is closer to $ 2. 5 million. Our

MFT funds are only $ 1. 65 million so we are a little bit behind in that avenue. In 2012, 

2013, and 2014, we did 29 miles, 33 miles and 19 miles. We did a $ 10- million- dollar bond

in order to get caught up on roads. The problem with bonding is they are 20- year bonds
so if you do not get 20 years out of the road, you are paying for bonds that you are already
having to go back and resurface. 

We currently have 30 miles of bike paths. The bike plan estimated an additional 34 miles. 
You can see where these costs are, it is roughly $ 75, 000 for a simple grind and overlay
of the asphalt path. Based on that, we should be doing about 1. 5 miles. We are trying to
do a lot of that in- house and we are not doing 1. 5 miles in house. We would need help
from contractors to do that most likely. The more bike paths we add, the higher the costs. 
He has been preaching that we need to maintain what we have first then look to start
adding from there. 

Some towns have gone to a storm utility because right now it is an unfunded utility and
we have over 200 miles of storm sewer in town. Most of it is concrete pipe which lasts a
long time, but it doesn' t last forever. We also have corrugated metal pipe that are starting
to deteriorate to the point of where we are getting collapsing. 

We are doing pretty good on sewers and we have talked a lot about them over the last
several years. Our current budget for sewer lining is about $ 700, 000 per year and we
have 160 miles. According to the life cycle we should be at about $400,000, but we know
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we are behind and we want to get rid of all the clay pipes that are starting to collapse. The
wastewater treatment plant is currently under construction along with 21 lift stations and
all of the force mains associated with those. Lift stations take maintenance and we have

been doing a lot of that work lately. 

As far as water mains go, we take the watermains that are installed in the village based
on when subdivisions went in. We have about 200 miles of watermain and it costs about

1 million per mile. We hope to get around 60 years of life which is about 3. 3 miles per
year. We are only doing about $ 1 million per year so we are a little bit behind there. The
project we are working on by the golf course is our first lead service replacement. Given
that much of our growth was in the 70' s, 80' s and 90' s, many of our replacements will be
in the 2040' s, 50' s and 60' s. We want to balance the peaks and there is a stretch during
that time where we would need to spend about $ 7 million per year to keep up. If we can
get that up to $ 3 million per year, we can flatten that curve. 

There are over 2, 000 fire hydrants we have and the hydrant painting program saw about
130 of them painted. We also have water towers and those are not cheap to paint, but
the paint prevents rust so we need to keep up on that to extend their life. 

In general, we are doing a good job with our capital replacement plans. We could do
better and we should do better, but it all costs money. As long as we keep going up hill
rather then falling behind we will get there. Former Trustee Reinke wanted to see

something like this presented and even though he is no longer Trustee, we still saw this
as beneficial for everyone to hear it. 

Ms. Schumacher stated a lot of what Dan showed you is aspirational. In a perfect world
if we could give all of our funds to maintaining infrastructure that would be great. When
we move into the capital budget we tend to focus on what is coming in the next year and
we want to give you the opportunity to see how it all fits together over a life span and take
a long view on why we might be recommending things in a particular year or can or can' t
we move them. These are our core services so we want to make sure they are sound. 
This was a big project and something good to refresh as we move forward. 

President Wallace thought it was fantastic and encouraging to see that we are forward
thinking and that we can make sure we keep the water running, lights on and our water
towers are not falling apart. He asked how long a newly painted water tower lasts and is
there new technology we can take advantage of. 

Mr. Dinges stated you hope to get about 15 years. He doesn' t know that there is a new
technology out there, but with paints, hopefully they do come up with something that lasts
twice as long. They are not cheap but it' s important to do it. 
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President Wallace stated he would favor being more proactive if we need to bond out to
make sure everything is the way we expect it to be, versus waiting until people are
complaining about their street falling apart. 

Mr. Dinges stated we just had our pavement evaluated and it came in a little worse then
he had hoped, but it is also a lot of miles to take care of. 

Chairman Gandsey asked how some of the issues are monitored like the issue on Munger
Road. 

Mr. Dinges stated we are doing that now. We have been measuring it and it dropped
about'/ 2 inch over the last month or so. Unfortunately, the Country Creek project coming
up also has all corrugated pipes and they have been in the ground for a while so we need
to put a program together where we are addressing them. Some of them are at a point
where we could line them and we will need to check pricing on lining them vs. replacing, 
but they are not in bad shape and if you line it, you extend the life. 

President Wallace asked if there is a reason why we wouldn' t replace it now. 

Mr. Dinges stated there is permitting and we can do an emergency design build if that is
something we want to pursue. 

Chairman Gunsteen stated he thinks it needs to be done as soon as possible. 

Mr. Dinges stated even if we start it now, chances are we are going to be into winter. The
main thing is that it is not impacting the drainage. 

Ms. Schumacher stated we had Christopher Burke come to inspect it. They came out to
take a look and is helping us determine a way to solver the problem. 

Chairman Suwanski asked if Wayne has any responsibility for that road. 

Mr. Dinges stated they are responsible for it south of Army Trail. 

Chairman Gunsteen asked if we are still planning to remove some of the obsolete water
towers. 

Mr. Dinges stated we have evaluated the Oneida tower and we are contemplating
removing that one. We have a future water tower in the works which was originally part
of the whole Lake Michigan change over. They require a certain amount of water storage
which helps our whole system function especially if we have a big fire. Oneida is . 5 million
gallons and we would be looking to replace it with a 1. 5- million- gallon tower potentially
near Brewster Creek or replacing the Kent Circle water tower which is small. 
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Chairman Gunsteen asked how much it costs to paint them. 

Mr. Dinges stated he wants to say Schick is around $ 1. 2 million and the reservoir at

Stearns is about $ 700, 000. 

Chairman LaPorte asked if there are any newer technologies that would extend the life of
some of these pipes or other infrastructure projects. 

Mr. Dinges stated we do look at a lot of the options and see what lasts longer and the

price difference. 

Chairman Deyne asked what the cost was to repaint one of the water towers. 

Mr. Dinges stated the price of the Villa Olivia Tower was around $ 500, 000 and it is a

smaller tower. 

Chairman Gunsteen stated he thought the presentation was great and that Dan put it into
perspective that we are responsibly planning so we are not shocking residents with large
bills and tax increases. 

Mr. Dinges stated that is the goal, to try to give you a perspective of how many miles we
have and what it costs to maintain that. 

Chairman Gandsey asked if we put this online. 

Mr. Dinges stated we can put it on there. 

President Wallace stated he thinks infrastructure is so important and we need to be

adamant about not falling behind on some of this stuff. 
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Chairman Deyne moved to adjourn the Committee of the Whole meeting and that motion
was seconded by Chairman Gunsteen.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Class 6b is a property tax incentive offered by Cook County to help attract industrial development. The
classification reduces a property' s property tax bill by more than half over a period of twelve years by reducing
the assessment level from what it would normally be, 25%, to a 10% level for ten years, 15% in the eleventh year
and 20% in the twelfth year before returning to the normal level. The classification is renewable. 

The attached application is from MIF 303 JACK CT ( BARTLETT) OWNER, LLC via Mark Rogers of Liston & 
Tsantilis for its new state of the art 400, 112 SF speculative building on a 26. 1- acre lot in the Cook County
portion of Brewster Creek Business Park. 

Staff has offered Class 6b status in an effort to attract this $ 31. 27 million project adjacent to the two other 6b- 
supported neighboring properties ( McKesson and Colony Display Company) to complete the Cook County
section. Both staff and the developer are confident to attract a strong business or multiple businesses to this
building in 2023. 

Final approval of Class 6b applications is made by Cook County and requires a supporting resolution from the
host community.

REQUEST: 

Request by MIF 303 JACK CT ( BARTLETT) OWNER, LLC for a Class 6b at 1303 Jack Court for
a 400, 112 SF industrial building on a 26. 1- acre site in the Cook County portion of Brewster Creek
Business Park. 

BACKGROUND: 

Class 6b designations are available in Cook County to encourage industrial development of land
or reutilization of abandoned property by offering a real estate tax incentive for the development
of new facilities as well as the rehabilitation of existing structures. 

Under the program, real estate is eligible for a reduced level assessment for a twelve ( 12) year
period. The assessment level is 10% market value for the first ten years, 15% in year eleven and
20% in year twelve. In year thirteen, it would return to the normal 25%. 

Class 6b status is renewable beginning in the eleventh year of the incentive, as the Village Board
approved at the Sebert Landscaping property at 1550 West Bartlett Road in August 2018. 

Cook County requires a resolution from municipalities stating that the incentive provided by the
Class 6b is necessary for the development to occur and that the municipality supports and
consents to the Class 6b application. The submittal must be filed with the Assessor prior to the
commencement of new construction or rehabilitation of the existing property. 

This program is the most powerful economic development incentive offered by Cook County and
is of even greater importance for communities like Bartlett that straddle multiple counties and
especially sites like this one that straddles the county line, in this case with DuPage County. 

DISCUSSION: 

Staff has been working closely with Jeff Brown of Elmhurst -Chicago Stone Company and
developer Midwest Industrial Funds to develop a large speculative industrial building on the last
remaining large land parcel in the Cook County portion of Brewster Creek Business Park. 

The project is for a 400, 112 SF speculative industrial building planned to be eight hundred ( 800) 
feet long and approximately five hundred ( 500) feet wide. It will include approximately 80 exterior
docks, four ( 4) overhead drive- in doors, 115 trailer parking stalls, and 470 car parking spaces. 

As to the building approval, the developers are working with Planning & Development Services

staff to gain all necessary permits and approvals administratively. 



Per the attached letter from Mark Rogers of the law offices of Liston & Tsantilis, the applicant has

determined that without the incentive, it will not purchase nor develop the land, leaving the
property undeveloped. 

The applicant has estimated that the property with this proposed development will generate $ 15. 2

million ($ 1. 14 million per year) more in tax revenues than it would as it currently sits. This is based
upon an estimated market value of approximately $ 31. 3 million. 

The applicant further reports that there is not yet a proposed user, however they plan to lease the
property to an industrial user who will create and/ or bring upwards of 75+ well -paying jobs to the
village. 

The applicant has further estimated that the additional employees brought to this facility will
ultimately generate an additional $ 190, 688 per year on fuel, entertainment and retail goods, 
continuing the upward trend in sales tax collected in the village. 

Without Class 6b status, it is unlikely that a project of this magnitude would be willing to make an
investment of this magnitude in such close proximity to the DuPage and Kane County borders, 
as the property tax savings in the surrounding counties are significant.

MIF 303 JACK CT (BARTLETT) OWNER, LLC (" The Applicant") is the contract purchaser of
the Subject Property located at 1303 Jack Court ( PIN: 06- 33- 300- 003- 0000). The Applicant is requesting
a resolution supporting and consenting to a Class 6b Incentive for the Subject Property based on New
Construction & Substantial Rehabilitation. 

The Subject Property currently consists of a large vacant piece of land measuring 26. 1141 acres. 
Upon purchase, the Applicant intends to construct a new state of the art 400, 112 square foot industrial
building on the site. After completion, the Applicant plans to lease the property to one or more suitable
industrial users. 

The Applicant plans to purchase the Subject Property for approximately $ 5, 276, 000 and spend
approximately $ 26,000, 000 in hard costs to construct the new facility and lease to a suitable industrial
user( s). The building will include approximately 80 exterior truck docks, four ( 4) overhead drive- in doors, 
115 trailer parking stalls and 470 car parking spaces. As part of the project, the facility will link up to the
recently constructed Jack Court which provides access throughout the Brewster Creek Business Park. The
Subject Property will be constructed just East of the new McKesson facility, and Southeast of Colony' s
new property. The Subject property and its eventual user will work synergistically with Brewster Creek' s
existing tenants such as, ComEd, Greco & Sons, Rana, McKesson, Colony Display, Midwest Molding, 
Worldwide Express, BBS automation, etc. 

The construction of the new industrial facility is expected to create approximately 50- 75
temporary construction jobs, each of which will meet the prevailing wage for construction/ maintenance
work. The Applicant does not currently have a proposed user, however the Applicant plans to lease the
property to an industrial user who will create and/ or bring upwards of 75+ well -paying jobs to the Village
of Bartlett. 

After the acquisition and completion of the facility, the subject property is projected to have a
market value of approximately $ 31, 276, 0000, which would generate an estimated $ 15, 480, 051 in total
taxes over the life of the Class 6b Tax Incentive ( or approximately $ 1, 146, 670 per year). Without the
incentive, the property will stay undeveloped, which would result in a market value of approximately



569, 120 which would generate an estimated $ 250, 387 over the next 12 years ( or approximately $ 20, 866
per year). Therefore, the property as developed with a 6b will generate approximately $ 15, 229, 664 more
in tax revenue than it would as it currently sits. 

Without the relief granted by the incentive, the Applicant will at a significant disadvantage
compared with surrounding industrial buildings in Cook County with a 6b, and industrial buildings in the
nearby collar counties, which are not subject to the Cook County tax burden. The Applicant has
determined that without the incentive it will not purchase nor develop the land, leaving the property
undeveloped. 

In addition to increased property tax revenues, occupation at the subject will significantly benefit
Bartlett' s community. As stated, significant construction will be required and the Applicant plans to
include local businesses in the request for qualification process, with the hopes of doing business with
local providers. The eventual occupant' s employees will frequent Village restaurants, gas stations, stores
and more. The occupant will also attract customers who will also frequent nearby establishments. 
According to the attached employee economic impact chart, an estimated 75 time full- time employees are
estimated to spend approximately $ 190, 688 per year in the Village on gas, entertainment, groceries, etc.

The surveyor shall certify that no portion of the Property constitutes wetlands under all applicable
laws and regulations, that the Property is not located within a flood plain, that the Property has vehicular
and pedestrian access to contiguous rights -of -way, and that there are no encroachments by the structures
located on the Property onto adjacent properties or easements, nor are there any encroachments by
structures over the Property. The Survey shall be prepared in accordance with and shall reference the Title
Commitment and only the Permitted Exceptions. The surveyor shall deliver to Purchaser, paper copies of
the Survey along with a ALTA CAD file. 

9. Prorations. General taxes, utility bills and any other similar items shall be adjusted ratably
as of the Closing Date. Real estate taxes which are not yet due or payable as of the Closing Date shall be
prorated based on 100% of the most recent fiill year tax bill. Any prorations that are not ascertainable as
of Closing because the invoice or bill is not available or not issued by Closing shall be reprorated when the
actual bills become available and this reproration obligation shall survive Closing. 

10. Transfer Taxes. The party charged by statute or ordinance shall pay the amount of any
transfer or stamp tax imposed by any governmental authority on the transfer of the Property. 

l l . Closing Escrow. This sale shall be closed through a " New York style" escrow with the

Title Company, in accordance with the general provisions of the usual form of Deed and Money Escrow
Agreement then in use by the Title Company, with such special provisions inserted in the escrow agreement
as may be required to conform with this Agreement.

Company. 

e) An executed FIRPTA affidavit as required by Section 1445 of the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986 and the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder. 

f) Such documentation as shall evidence release of any right of any real estate broker or
property manager retained by Seller to place a lien upon the Property or otherwise assert a
claim against the Purchaser or the Property. 

g) A bulk sales tax release or tax clearance letter from the Illinois Department of Revenue and

any other applicable governmental authority dated within forty five (45) days of Closing. 
h) Proof of payment of all water, sewer and other municipal charges. 
1) Proof of satisfactory completion of all pre -closing municipal inspections, disclosures and

transfer forms. 

0) Real Estate Tax Reproration Agreement. 
k) Such other documents, instruments, certifications and confirmations as may be reasonably

required and designated by Purchaser or the Title Company to fully effect and consummate
the transactions contemplated hereby. 

13. Purchaser' s Closing Deliveries. At the Closing, Purchaser shall deliver the following to

a) The balance of the Purchase Price. 

b) An ALTA Statement and Gap Undertaking in form required by the Title Company. 
c) Such documentation as shall evidence release of any right of any real estate broker to assert

a claim against the Seller or the Property. 
d) Real Estate Tax Reproration Agreement. 
e) Such other documents, instruments, certifications and confirmations as may be reasonably

required and designated by seller or the Title Company Purchaser to fully effect and
consummate the transactions contemplated hereby. 

14. Joint Deliveries. Seller and Purchaser shall jointly deposit in the escrow or deliver to each
other at Closing the following in a mutually acceptable form: 

a) An agreed proration and closing statement. 
b) Such documents reasonably necessary to ensure that all TIF incentives applicable to the

Property and effective as of the Contract Date shall be retained by Seller. 
c) Such certificates, instruments and declarations complying with the provisions of state, 

county and local law applicable to the determination of transfer taxes. 



15. Owner' s Title Insurance Policy. At the Closing, Seller shall cause the Title Company to
deliver to Purchaser an ALTA 2021 owner' s title insurance policy conforming with the title insurance
provisions of this Agreement along with all endorsements required by Purchaser ( if available). Seller shall

pay the premium for basic and extended coverage under such ALTA 2021 owner' s title insurance policy
and Purchaser shall pay for the cost of any endorsements required by Purchaser. 

16. Notices. All notices herein required shall be in writing and shall be served on the parties
at the addresses or e- mail addresses following their signatures. Notices served on a party' s attorney, shall
be deemed service upon the party and notices served from a parry' s attorney shall be deemed service by the
party. Notice may be served by hand delivery, nationally recognized over -night service such as Fed Ex or
e- mail all of which shall be deemed sufficient notice. Notices shall be deemed served ( a) the next business

day if served by nationally recognized over -night mail carrier; or ( b) on the day sent if served by hand
delivery or e- mail. All electronic signatures shall be deemed original signatures for all purposes, but each
party may require the other to re -execute an original of any document signed electronically. 

17. Inspection Rights. From the Contract Date through the Closing Date, Seller shall allow
Purchaser reasonable access to the Property for the purpose of inspecting the Property and conducting any
and all testing. Purchaser' s inspection shall not disrupt the possession of any tenants of the Property. 
Purchaser agrees to indemnify and hold Seller harmless from any damage caused to the Property as a direct
result of Purchaser' s inspection or inspection by Purchaser' s agents; provided, however, the indemnity shall
not extend to protect Seller from any pre- existing liabilities for matters merely discovered by Purchaser. 

18. Seller Representations. Seller hereby represents and warrants to Purchaser as follows ( all
of which shall be deemed to be remade at Closing): ( a) Seller has not received any notices from any city, 
village or other governmental authority of zoning, building, fire, safety, code or other violations in respect
to the Property and Seller has not deferred or avoided any inspections of any Property by any governmental
authority; ( b) there are no environmental defects with the Property; ( c) Seller is not involved in any dispute
or litigation with respect to the Property with any adjoining landowner, developer or other third party, nor
has any such litigation been threatened; ( d) Seller is the fee simple record owner of the Property and has
been authorized (by all necessary action) to execute and perform this Agreement and Seller has not granted
any options, rights of first refusal or rights of first offer with respect to the Property; ( e) there are no leases
or other rights of occupancy currently in effect for the Property; ( f) there are no service contracts entered

into by Seller, except those which are terminable upon 30 days notice to the vendor of the service; ( g) the
Due Diligence Materials delivered ( or to be delivered) to Purchaser are true, correct, complete and accurate; 

h) there are no existing, contemplated, threatened, or proposed special assessments or similar taxes, 
charges or assessments against the Property or any utility service moratoriums or other moratoriums
affecting the Property other than Brewster Creek Business Park Association dues commencing with the
turnover of the Brewster Creek Business Park Association to the Lot owners of the Brewster Creek Business

Park which is expected to occur within twelve months of Closing; ( i) no toxic or hazardous waste or

hazardous substance or other pollutant or contaminant ( or any other substance which is in violation of any
state, federal or local law, regulation or ordinance) is contained within or located at or under the Property;

Seller and Purchaser each agrees to indemnify and hold the other harmless from the claims of
any broker claiming a commission due by virtue of its representation of them. Purchaser hereby discloses
that it ( and/ or one or more of its principals) is an Illinois licensed real estate broker. 

21. Casual . If prior to Closing hereunder there shall be any casualty affecting the Property, 
Seller shall so notify Purchaser and Purchaser may, in its sole discretion: ( a) terminate this Agreement and

the Earnest Money shall be returned to Purchaser without further obligation by either Party; or ( b) proceed
with this Agreement as provided hereunder and remain bound to all provisions of this Agreement. If

Purchaser elects ( b) above, all insurance awards or settlements shall, upon conveyance of the Property, be
paid to Purchaser and become the property of Purchaser, all of Seller' s right, title and interest to any unpaid
awards or proceeds shall be assigned by Seller to Purchaser at Closing, and Seller shall credit against the
Purchase Price the amount of any loss not covered by insurance by reason of deductible or other self -insured
retention; provided such policies have adequate coverage to restore the Property to its condition prior to the
casualty and such carriers consent in writing to the foregoing assignment of the Seller' s rights under the
policies prior to the Closing Date. 

22. Condemnation. If prior to Closing hereunder there shall be any condemnation proceeding
or eminent domain proceeding against any portion of the Property, or, in the event any notice of such is
received by Seller, Seller shall so notify Purchaser and Purchaser may, in its sole discretion: ( a) terminate

this Agreement and the Earnest Money shall be returned to Purchaser without further obligation by either
Party; or ( b) proceed with this Agreement as provided hereunder and remain bound to all provisions of this
Agreement. If Purchaser elects ( b) above, all awards or settlements under such proceeding shall, upon
conveyance of the Property, be paid to Purchaser and become the property of Purchaser and all of Seller' s
right, title and interest to any unpaid awards or settlements shall be assigned to Purchaser by Seller at
Closing. 

23. Default. Upon a default by Purchaser ( provided Seller is not then in default under this
Agreement), the Seller shall retain the Earnest Money as liquidated damages and as its sole and exclusive
remedy. Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, Purchaser shall not be in default
hereunder until ( a) Seller shall have provided Purchaser with written notice of such alleged default and ( b) 
Purchaser shall not have cured said alleged default on or before the I Oth day following its receipt of Seller' s
notice. Upon a default by Seller on or before the Closing Date, the Purchaser may ( y) obtain a refund of
the Earnest Money ( plus Seller shall reimburse Purchaser for the actual out of pocket costs incurred by
Purchaser in the transaction, up to $ 150, 000. 00, plus attorney' s fees) and terminate this Agreement or ( z) 
bring an action against Seller for specific performance under this Agreement and for recovery of attorney' s
fees. 

24. Miscellaneous. This Agreement shall be governed and controlled by the laws of the State



of Illinois in all respects. This Agreement will be binding upon the parties' successors and assigns. No
modification or waiver of this Agreement shall be valid unless the same is in writing and signed by the
party against which the enforcement of such modification or waiver is sought. This Agreement represents

the entire agreement by the parties. In the event a deadline or date of performance under this Agreement
falls on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday, then such date shall be extended to the next business day. This
Agreement may be signed in counterparts; signatures transmitted electronically shall be considered binding. 
The headings used herein are for convenience only and shall not affect the interpretation of the substantive
provisions of this Agreement. The fact that one party or the other shall have prepared this Agreement shall
be disregarded in the construction of its terms. In the event of any dispute or litigation arising out of this
Agreement the venue shall be the 18` h Judicial Court of the State of Illinois. The prevailing party ( as
determined by the court having jurisdiction) shall be entitled to recover its fees and costs ( including
attorneys' fees and costs) from the non -prevailing party. All representations and warranties of Seller

contained herein shall survive the Closing and the delivery of the deed to Purchaser for a period of one ( t ) 
year thereafter, and Purchaser shall be entitled to any and all remedies at law or in equity in connection
with any breaches of such representations or warranties by Seller. Time is of the essence of this Agreement, 
and all provisions herein relating thereto shall be strictly construed. 

25. Tax Deferred Exchange. Either party may assign its rights ( but not its obligations) under
this Agreement to a qualified Internal Revenue Code Section 1031 intermediary ( and the non -assigning
party agrees to acknowledge such assignment in writing), provided there shall be no cost or liability to the
other party. 

26. Assignment. Either party may assign this Agreement without the consent of the other to

an affiliated entity controlled or partially owned by said party, provided the assigning party delivers notice
to the other of such an assignment, which notice shall include the identity of said parry' s assignee or
designee. Notwithstanding anything in the foregoing to the contrary, Seller may not assign this Agreement
until the completion of the Clay Removal Obligations. No such assignment, shall release the assigning
party from any liability and any obligations under this Agreement. 

28. Exclusivity. At all time from the Contract Date through the Closing or earlier termination
of this Agreement, Seller shall not directly or indirectly offer the Property for sale, solicit offers for sale or
negotiate for the sale or disposition of the Property with any other party than Purchaser. 

29, Contract Date. The date on which the last party executes this Agreement shall hereinafter
be referred to as the " Contract Date". 

30. Concrete Supply Option. Subject to the provisions hereinafter set forth, Purchaser hereby
grants to Seller, an option to supply all poured concrete for the contemplated industrial building
development to be constructed at the Property by Purchaser; provided, however, ( i) the price for all of the
foregoing poured concrete must be the amount of the lowest cost bid received by Purchaser through a
competitive bid process for substantially similar materials, and ( ii) the guaranteed service timing for
delivery of all such poured concrete must be the same or earlier than the timing provided in such lowest
cost bid.

32. JV Option. ( a) Subject to the terms, conditions and provisions hereinafter set forth, 



Purchaser hereby grants to Seller, an option to purchase (" JV Option") an equity interest and contribute
equity capital up to a total of 25% of the total equity needed to complete all aspects of Purchaser' s
contemplated construction and development of an industrial building at the Property (" Development"), 

including, without limitation, all costs of acquisition, design, due diligence, approvals and construction ( as
determined by Purchaser, in its sole and absolute discretion) ( ail such amounts being referred to herein
collectively as the " Equity Amount"), in an entity created by Purchaser (`' Developer Entity") for the

purpose of completing the Development. The JV Option shall be effective as of the Effective Date and
shall continue in effect until the date that is seven ( 7) business days following Seller' s receipt of the JV
Option Notice ( as defined below) (" Option Period"). 

b) Purchaser shall provide to Seller no later than thirty ( 30) days prior to Closing, a general
overview of the investment, including, the material terms and conditions thereof ("JV Option Notice"). 
Thereafter, Seller agrees to evaluate and complete any due diligence with respect to the contemplated
investment, including, making any inquiries with Purchaser. No later than seven ( 7) business days

following Seller' s receipt of the JV Option Notice, Seller shall provide written notice to Purchaser
Seller' s Option Notice"), which notice shall include the following: ( i) an election to either exercise the

JV Option or waive the JV Option; and ( ii) if Seller shall elect to exercise the JV Option, then Seller shall

also specify the amount of Seller' s desired equity contribution in the Developer Entity tip to a total amount
not to exceed 25% of the Equity Amount (but not less than $ 250,000). 

c) If Seller shall elect to exercise the JV Option, then within a commercially reasonable period
of time following Purchaser' s receipt of Seller' s Option Notice, Purchaser shall prepare and deliver an
operating agreement for the Developer Entity to Seller for signature. Such operating agreement shall be in
a form substantially similar to operating agreements used in prior investment transactions between
Purchaser and/ or Purchaser' s affiliates and Seller and/ or Seller' s affiliates; provided, however, Seller' s
ownership percentage and profit percentage will be pari- passu with other members of the Developer Entity. 

d) If, Seller ( i) waives the JV Option as part of Seller' s Option Notice or otherwise, or ( ii) 
fails to timely provide the Seller' s Option Notice to Purchaser, then, the JV Option shall be deemed forever
terminated without any force and effect.

The police department and IT staff request the Village Board to authorize the approval of the quote
and statement of work with Axon Enterprise, Inc. for the purchase of mobile video recorders
MVRs) before the fiscal year 2023-2024 operating budget is finalized and approved. Approval

ahead of the normal budget process is necessary based on a number of different factors. 

First, the police department' s existing MVRs have reached the end of their useful service life and
are approaching a critical state. Due to chip constraints and changes to product lines, the police
department' s existing MVR vendor ( SafeFleet) can no longer provide replacement parts nor does it
have any remaining inventory of the MVRs the police department currently uses. 

Second, Axon Enterprise, Inc. informed its customers to expect delayed delivery times of
approximately twelve months for MVRs due to supply chain issues. Therefore, the earliest the
police department would be able to implement a new MVR solution would be November of 2023. 
To ensure the MVRs are ordered and delivered as soon as possible, the police department and IT
staff recommend approval of the purchasing agreement with Axon Enterprise, Inc. before the fiscal
year 2023- 2024 operating budget is finalized and approved. 

BACKGROUND

The police department began researching alternatives to its MVRs and body worn camera
systems after Governor J. B. Pritzker signed Public Act (P. A.) 101- 0652, also known as the

Safety, Accountability, Fairness and Equity — Today (SAFE-T) Act. It amended the Law
Enforcement Officer -Worn Body Camera Act ( 50 ILCS 706/ 10) requiring all law enforcement
agencies with municipalities with a population of less than 50, 000 to implement the use of body
worn cameras by January 1, 2025. The goal of the police department' s research was to identify
a vendor that could provide an integrated solution for its MVRs, body worn camera systems, 
digital evidence processing, and Taser conducted energy weapons. 

The police department created a working group consisting of police and IT staff to create a list
of required features and state law basic guideline requirements, and to identify market leaders
and other area police departments that could provide product references based on their
experiences with the different vendors. The working group participated in presentations and
demonstrations from Motorola Solutions, Axon Enterprise, Inc., and Panasonic. The working
group also created a survey and spoke with police departments who currently use each of the
different solutions. 

Based on the working group' s research, it was determined that Axon Enterprise, Inc. offered the
best solution to meet the needs of the police department. Axon Enterprise, Inc. is recognized as
the industry leader in body worn camera systems. It has the largest market share relative to its

competitors and it invests millions of dollars in research and development expenses. 

The police department then conducted a six -week pilot program to test Axon Enterprise, Inc.' s
body worn cameras to determine the ease of use, dependability, and capabilities of the cloud - 
based storage platform. Based on that pilot program, the working group concluded that Axon



Enterprise, Inc. should be selected as the police department' s MVR and body worn camera
vendor. 

The Axon Enterprise, Inc. platform enables the police department to centralize storage of its
video evidence from all MVR and body worn camera sources while providing officers with a
single interface to manage these types of video evidence. The cloud -based storage platform, 
Evidence. com, also facilitates the sharing of video evidence with state' s attorneys, defense
attorneys, the county court systems, and FOIA through a simple online interface. It eliminates

the need to purchase or produce DVDs for court, FOIA, or backup purposes. 

Entering into a purchasing agreement with Axon Enterprise, Inc, also allows the police department
to start adopting several of recommendations in the 2021- 22 Strategic Technology Utilization Plan
for the Village of Bartlett in regard to replacement of current MVRs, digital storage and

redundancy, body worn cameras, and Taser conducted energy weapons. 

Axon Enterprise, Inc. was awarded a national cooperative contract through Sourcewell Contract

010720- AXN for Public Safety Video Surveillance. Sourcewell is a self- sustaining government
organization that provides cooperative purchasing services to more than 70, 000 state and local
government entities, public as well as tax exempt private K- 12, higher education institutions and

nonprofit organizations. The Suburban Purchasing Cooperative ( SPC) Governing Board also
announced the adoption of all Sourcewell contracts to the Sourcewell/ SPC Interlocal Agreement. 

Axon Enterprise, Inc. submitted a quotation for a five-year contract in which the total cost of
implementation would be split over the duration of five years. The total cost for Axon Enterprise, 
Inc.' s MVRs is $ 274, 340. 00 ($ 54, 868. 00 per year for five years). It includes 25 Fleet 3 MVRs, 25

Cradlepoint routers, 50 door trigger hardware, warranty, and installation. It also includes Axon

Enterprise, Inc.' s Technology Assurance Plan ( TAP), which provides new MVRs without additional
cost at year five of the agreement. 

As stated earlier, the goal of the police department' s research was to identify a vendor that
could provide an integrated solution for its MVRs, body worn camera systems, digital evidence
processing, and Taser conducted energy weapons. The police department will also be seeking
approval to purchase body worn cameras and Taser conducted energy weapons from Axon
Enterprise, Inc. during the fiscal year 2023-2024 operating budget process after we receive the
updated pricing sometime in December of 2022 or January of 2023. The current lead time for
body worn camera systems and Taser conducted energy weapons is four to six weeks. 

The MVRs, body worn cameras, and Taser conducted energy weapons from Axon Enterprise, 
Inc. will be funded through the use of equitable sharing funds.

As requested, Christopher B. Burke Engineering, Ltd. ( CBBEL) is submitting this proposal
to provide professional engineering services related to the design and permitting of the
Munger Road Culvert Replacement Project within the Village of Bartlett ( Village) in

DuPage County ( County), IL. Included in this proposal are the Understanding of the
Assignment, Scope of Services, and Estimated Fee. 

UNDERSTANDING OF THE ASSIGNMENT

It is our understanding, per our phone conversation and site visit, that the Brewster Creek
Corrugated Metal Pipe ( CMP) culvert crossing of Munger Road is failing and the road is
settling. According to the Federal Emergency Management Agency ( FEMA) Flood

Insurance Rate Map ( FIRM), the culvert is located within the Zone AE floodplain of

Brewster Creek with mapped regulatory floodway. There are also likely Waters of the
U. S. and wetlands present at the site. The Village is a partial waiver community with
respect to the DuPage County Stormwater and Floodplain Ordinance ( Ordinance) and
this project will require certification from the County on compliance with the Special
Management Areas provision of the Ordinance. The project will require extensive
permitting that will involve agencies such as DuPage County, Illinois Department of
Natural Resource — Office of Water Resources ( IDNR- OWR), the U. S. Army Corps of
Engineers ( USACE), Kane DuPage Soil and Water Conservation District ( KDSWCD), and

the Forest Preserve District of DuPage County ( FPDDC). 

As part of the preliminary engineering, CBBEL will complete a topographic survey of the
site with utility coordination, which will be used as the basis for our engineering and
design drawings. The survey will also establish the roadway Right -of -Way ( ROW) limits. 
We will also complete a wetland delineation for the project corridor and obtain a boundary
verification from DuPage County staff. We will complete the necessary hydraulic
analyses to size a new culvert that will either be a reinforced concrete pipe or box culvert. 
Given the limited cover on the existing culvert, it is anticipated that a box culvert or



multiple concrete pipes may be required. A box culvert, buried 1 foot below the channel

bottom, will be the preferred replacement culvert by the regulatory agencies. 

The roadway is located below the floodplain of Brewster Creek. The floodplain elevation
is controlled by the downstream railroad culvert crossing, and it is our understanding that
the roadway profile will not be revised as part of this project. We will utilize our

completed hydrologic and hydraulic modeling for the Beaver Pond study as a starting
point for the current scope analysis. Upon completion of the preliminary engineering
tasks, CBBEL will develop a preliminary plan and profile drawing for the new culvert and
meet with the Village staff to finalize the size and alignment. If requested, we will also

meet with the FPDDC staff to discuss the project and culvert replacement. 

Upon concurrence with the preliminary engineering and culvert sizing, CBBEL will

complete the final engineering design drawings, specifications, bid documents and permit
submittals. Included in the design drawings will be the soil erosion and sediment control

SE/ SC) plan, restoration and planting plan, dewatering plan, detour or maintenance of
traffic plan, and details for the culvert and end sections. The engineering design drawing
will be a key component of the permit submittals. It is anticipated that the permit
submittals will be required to the County, IDNR- OWR, USACE and KDSWCD. 

Additionally, coordination may be required with the FPDDC as their property is
immediately adjacent to the roadway ROW. If encroachment on their property is
necessary for the culvert replacement, permitting and a right of entry agreement may be
required. It is anticipated that permitting could take 6- 9 months for this project given the
floodplain, floodway and wetlands present at the site. It should also be noted that permit
fees may be required, which are not included in this proposal. 

Upon completion of the design drawings and once permits are secured, CBBEL will
prepare the bid documents and assist the Village in bidding the project. We will tabulate
the bids received and make a recommendation of award for the project. Construction

engineering services are not included as part of the Scope of Services, and a separate
Scope of Services can be provided for that if requested. 

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Task 1 - Topographic Survey: As part of this task, CBBEL will perform 1) Full

Topographic Survey Munger Road ( 1001F North & South of Ditch Culvert), 2) Ditch

Cross Sections ( 50 LF East & West of Munger Drive) & 3) Culvert Detail Survey. CBBEL
will perform the following survey tasks within project limits: 

Horizontal Control: Utilizing state plane coordinates, CBBEL will set recoverable primary
control utilizing state of the art GPS equipment based on NGS Control Monumentation. 

Vertical Control: CBBEL will establish benchmarks and assign elevations to the

horizontal control points. This will be based on GPS observed County Control
Monumentation ( NAVD' 88 vertical control datum). 

Existing ROW: CBBEL will establish the existing ROW of the roadways within the
project limits based on monumentation found in the field, plats of highways, subdivision
plats and any other available information. 

Topographic Survey: CBBEL will field locate all pavements, driveways, curb and

gutters, pavement markings, signs, manholes, utility vaults, drainage structures, utilities, 
driveway culverts, cross road culverts, etc. within the project limits. Establish all rim and
invert elevations, utility sizes & type, depth subterranean structure, etc., at all points of
access to below -grade utilities. 
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Cross Sections: CBBEL will survey cross sections along the project limits at 50' 
intervals, at driveways, and at all other grade controlling features. Survey will be
obtained for 10 feet beyond the existing right- of-way line. 

Utility Survey and Coordination: All existing storm and sanitary sewers will be surveyed
to determine rim and invert elevations and pipe sizes. Above ground facilities of any
additional underground utilities including water main, gas, electric, cable, etc. will also be
located. CBBEL will coordinate with utility companies as necessary for JULIE design
coordination. 

Tree Survey: CBBEL will locate only trees over 6" inches in diameter and only the tree
line for wooded areas, if any, within the limits associated with the project. The located
trees will be identified by species (deciduous or coniferous) and the size. 

Base Mapping: CBBEL will compile all of the above information onto one base map at
1"= 20' scale that is representative of existing conditions for use as the base sheet for the
construction of any public or private infrastructure subsequent to the findings of
engineering/ drainage analysis. 

NOTE: Boundary/ Land Acquisition Survey, Plats of Easement, and Right- of- 
Way/ Plat of Highway Scope of Services are not included in this proposal. 

Task 2 — Geotechnical Services: Two ( 2) soil borings will be obtained as part of the
Geotechnical Exploration by Testing Services Corporation ( TSC) at 30' deep for design
of the culvert and compliance with the Clean Construction Demolition Debris ( CCDD). 

The report will give complete pavement and base surface thickness as well as subgrade
description and laboratory test dates. Comments will also be made concerning
proposed pavement overlay and/ or maintenance. 

We recommend that the CCDD/ USFO facility destination to be used for a particular
project be contacted to verify the analytical parameters proposed will be sufficient. 

The objectives of the Study are to determine whether the associated laboratory analysis
provide a basis for TSC to sign IEPA Form LPC- 663, Unincorporated Soil Certification
by a Licensed Professional Engineer. 

Uncontaminated soil including uncontaminated soil mixed with CCDD accepted at a
CCDD fill operation must be certified to be uncontaminated soil in accordance with
Section 22. 51( f)(2)( B) of the Environmental Protection Act { 415 ILCS 5/ 22 ( f)(2)( 13)). 
Uncontaminated soil accepted at an uncontaminated soil fill operation ( USFO) must be
certified to be uncontaminated soil in accordance with Section 22. 51a( d)( 2)( B) of the
Environmental Protection Act { 415 ILCS 5/ 22. 51a( d)( 2)( B). These certifications must be

made by a licensed professional engineer or geologists ( PE/ PG) using the attached
Form LPC- 663 when the soil is removed from a site which is determined by the PE/ PG
to be a " Potentially Impacted Property" ( PIP) based on review of readily ascertainable
property history, environmental databases and site reconnaissance. Uncontaminated

soil from a site which is not identified as a PIP by the PE/ PG may be certified by either
the source site owner or operator using LPC- 662 with pH analysis only. 

A summary report will be prepared which describes the sampling procedures followed
and presents results of the analytical laboratory testing. If all analytical results meet their

respective MACs, Form LPC- 663 will be filled out and signed by a Licensed Professional
Engineer or Geologist. The report will be included. 
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Task 3 — Floodplain and Floodway Hydraulic Analysis: The project is located in the
regulatory floodplain and floodway of Brewster Creek. CBBEL will update our previously
completed HEC- RAS hydraulic analysis for Beaver Pond to include the topographic

survey collected in the previous tasks as well as Bulletin 75 rainfall, if necessary. Using
the updated HEC- RAS hydraulic model, we will develop alternatives for replacement of
the existing culvert that meet the floodplain and floodway requirements of the County
and the IDNR- OWR. These will be summarized in a brief technical memorandum to the
Village. 

It is assumed that there will be a limited volume of fill in the floodplain associated with

the culvert replacement that can be compensated for with the ancillary grading
associated with the project. This task includes the floodplain cut and fill calculations
required to meet the Ordinance requirements. 

Task 4 — Wetland Field Reconnaissance: An investigation of the project site will be
completed to determine the limits of any wetlands or waters of the United States present. 
The delineation will be completed based on the methodology established by the USACE. 
Also, during the site visit, wildlife and plant community qualities will be assessed. The

limits of the wetland community will be field staked and located using a handheld sub
meter accuracy GPS unit so that they can be located in relation to the project coordinate
system. 

Task 5 — Wetland Letter Report: The results of the field reconnaissance will be
summarized in a letter report. The wetlands' generalized quality ratings, per the Swink
and Wilhelm Methodology ( 1994), will be included along with exhibits depicting the
approximate wetland and project boundaries, National Wetland Inventory, Soil Survey, 
floodplain, USGS topography, site photographs and their locations, and the USACE
Routine On -Site Data Forms. If the delineation is field surveyed, that will be used as our

base wetland boundary map, otherwise we will use the best available aerial photograph. 

Task 6 —USACE Nationwide Permit Documentation: The culvert replacement project
will fall under Nationwide Permit Number 3 for Maintenance. This Nationwide Permit

does not require submittal of and request for verification ( application) to USACE. 

CBBEL will prepare a memorandum to the client and file documenting compliance with
the conditions of the Nationwide Permit. 

Task 7 — County Special Management Permit Submittal: CBBEL will prepare the
tabbed submittal to the County for certification of compliance with the

floodplain/ floodway, wetlands, and buffer components of the Ordinance. The tabbed

submittal will include the floodplain and floodway hydraulic analysis, hydraulic models, 
floodplain fill and compensatory storage calculations, wetland delineation, quantification
of wetland and buffer impacts, and soil erosion and sediment control measures to be

undertaken during construction. 

Task 8 — IDNR- OWR Floodwav Construction Permit Submittal: CBBEL will complete

a Joint Permit Application and prepare the necessary narrative, hydraulic models, and
calculations for submittal to IDNR- OWR. It is anticipated that they will delegate floodway
construction permit review authority to the County. 

Task 9 — FPDDC and Review Agency Coordination: It is anticipated that coordination

with the FPDDC will be required as the culvert crossing is located immediately adjacent
to the Pratt' s Wayne Woods Forest Preserve. As directed by the Village, we will engage
the FPDDC staff for project coordination. Additionally, before and during the permit
review process, we expect to have meetings with the regulatory agencies and Village. 
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We also expect to have to prepare responses to comments received during the review
process. We have budgeted for attendance at three meetings and included budget to
cover the cost of submittal of one response to comments. If additional meetings, or

responses to comments, are required they will be billed on a time and materials basis. 

Task 10 — KDSWCD SE/ SC Submittal: As part of the wetland permitting process, 
approval of the SE/ SC plan from the KDSWCD. The permit application and engineering
plans, including a dewatering plan, will be provided to them for review and approval. 

Task 11 — Plan Sheets, Specifications, and Estimates: CBBEL will prepare plan
sheets and specifications for the proposed work in accordance with IDOT standards. 
We have assumed the Village will utilize a typical IDOT guardrail instead of the existing
wall ( if necessary). The plan sheets and specifications will be submitted to the Village
for review.

This relationship is that of a buyer and
seller of professional services and as such the Engineer is an independent contractor in
the performance of this Agreement and it is understood that the parties have not entered
into any joint venture or partnership with the other. The Engineer shall not be

considered to be the agent of the Client. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall
create a contractual relationship with a cause of action in favor of a third party against
either the Client or Engineer.

warranty or guarantee is included or intended in this Agreement, or in any report, 
opinion, document, or otherwise. 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary which may be contained in this Agreement or
any other material incorporated herein by reference, or in any Agreement between the
Client and any other party concerning the Project, the Engineer shall not have control or
be in charge of and shall not be responsible for the means, methods, techniques,

Client also understands that the level of detail illustrated by record
drawings will generally be the same as the level of detail illustrated by the design
drawing used for project construction. If additional detail is requested by the Client to be
included on the record drawings, then the Client understands and agrees that the
Engineer will be due additional compensation for additional services. 

It is also understood and agreed that because of the possibility that information and data
delivered in machine readable form may be altered, whether inadvertently or otherwise,

fees, arising therefrom or in connection therewith. 

The Client recognizes that changes or modifications to the Engineer' s instruments of

professional service introduced by anyone other than the Engineer may result in adverse
consequences which the Engineer can neither predict nor control. Therefore, and in

consideration of the Engineer' s agreement to deliver its instruments of professional
service in machine readable form, the Client agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by
law, to hold harmless and indemnify the Engineer from and against all claims, liabilities, 
losses, damages, and costs, including but not limited to attorney's fees, arising out of or
in any way connected with the modification, misinterpretation, misuse, or reuse by
others of the machine readable information and data provided by the Engineer under
this Agreement. The foregoing indemnification applies, without limitation, to any use of
the Project Documentation on other projects, for additions to this Project, or for
completion of this Project by others, excepting only such use as may be authorized, in
writing, by the Engineer. 

7. Reuse of Documents: All Project Documents including but not limited to reports, 
opinions of probable costs, drawings and specifications furnished by Engineer pursuant
to this Agreement are intended for use on the Project only. They cannot be used by
Client or others on extensions of the Project or any other project. Any reuse, without
specific written verification or adaptation by Engineer, shall be at Client' s sole risk, and
Client shall indemnify and hold harmless Engineer from all claims, damages, losses, and
expenses including attorney' s fees arising out of or resulting therefrom. 

The Engineer shall have the right to include representations of the design of the Project, 

including photographs of the exterior and interior, among the Engineer' s promotional and
professional materials. The Engineer' s materials shall not include the Client' s

confidential and proprietary information if the Client has previously advised the Engineer
in writing of the specific information considered by the Client to be confidential and
proprietary. 

8. Standard of Practice: The Engineer will strive to conduct services under this agreement

in a manner consistent with that level of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members
of the profession currently practicing in the same locality under similar conditions as of
the date of this Agreement. 

9. Compliance With Laws: The Engineer will strive to exercise usual and customary
professional care in his/ her efforts to comply with those laws, codes, ordinance and
regulations which are in effect as of the date of this Agreement. 

With specific respect to prescribed requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990 or certified state or local accessibility regulations (ADA), Client understands ADA is
a civil rights legislation and that interpretation of ADA is a legal issue and not a design

issue and, accordingly, retention of legal counsel ( by Client) for purposes of
interpretation is advisable. As such and with respect to ADA, Client agrees to waive any
action against Engineer, and to indemnify and defend Engineer against any claim arising
from Engineer' s alleged failure to meet ADA requirements prescribed.

strive to provide designs in accordance with the prevailing Standards of Practice as
previously set forth, but that the Engineer does not warrant that any reviewing agency
having jurisdiction will not for its own purposes comment, request changes and/or
additions to such designs.

be a waiver of any provision, except for the particular instance. 

15. Entire Understanding of Agreement: This Agreement represents and incorporates the

entire understanding of the parties hereto, and each party acknowledges that there are
no warranties, representations, covenants or understandings of any kind, matter or
description whatsoever, made by either party to the other except as expressly set forth
herein. Client and the Engineer hereby agree that any purchase orders, invoices, 
confirmations, acknowledgments or other similar documents executed or delivered with

respect to the subject matter hereof that conflict with the terms of the Agreement shall

be null, void & without effect to the extent they conflict with the terms of this Agreement. 

16. Amendment: This Agreement shall not be subject to amendment unless another

instrument is duly executed by duly authorized representatives of each of the parties and
entitled " Amendment of Agreement". 



17. Severability of Invalid Provisions: If any provision of the Agreement shall be held to
contravene or to be invalid under the laws of any particular state, county or jurisdiction
where used, such contravention shall not invalidate the entire Agreement, but it shall be

construed as if not containing the particular provisions held to be invalid in the particular
state, country or jurisdiction and the rights or obligations of the parties hereto shall be
construed and enforced accordingly. 

18. Force Maieure: Neither Client nor Engineer shall be liable for any fault or delay caused
by any contingency beyond their control including but not limited to acts of God, wars, 
strikes, walkouts, fires, natural calamities, or demands or requirements of governmental
agencies. 

19. Subcontracts: Engineer may subcontract portions of the work, but each subcontractor
must be approved by Client in writing. 

20. Access and Permits: Client shall arrange for Engineer to enter upon public and private
property and obtain all necessary approvals and permits required from all governmental
authorities having jurisdiction over the Project. Client shall pay costs ( including
Engineer' s employee salaries, overhead and fee) incident to any effort by Engineer
toward assisting Client in such access, permits or approvals, if Engineer perform such
services. 

21. Designation of Authorized Representative: Each party ( to this Agreement) shall

designate one or more persons to act with authority in its behalf in respect to appropriate
aspects of the Project. The persons designated shall review and respond promptly to all
communications received from the other party. 

22. Notices: Any notice or designation required to be given to either party hereto shall be in
writing, and unless receipt of such notice is expressly required by the terms hereof shall
be deemed to be effectively served when deposited in the mail with sufficient first class
postage affixed, and addressed to the party to whom such notice is directed at such
party' s place of business or such other address as either party shall hereafter furnish to
the other party by written notice as herein provided. 

23. Limit of Liability: The Client and the Engineer have discussed the risks, rewards, and

benefits of the project and the Engineer's total fee for services. In recognition of the

relative risks and benefits of the Project to both the Client and the Engineer, the risks

have been allocated such that the Client agrees that to the fullest extent permitted by
law, the Engineer's total aggregate liability to the Client for any and all injuries, claims, 
costs, losses, expenses, damages of any nature whatsoever or claim expenses arising
out of this Agreement from any cause or causes, including attorney' s fees and costs, 
and expert witness fees and costs, shall not exceed the total Engineer' s fee for

professional engineering services rendered on this project as made part of this
Agreement. Such causes included but are not limited to the Engineer' s negligence, 

errors, omissions, strict liability or breach of contract. It is intended that this limitation

apply to any and all liability or cause of action however alleged or arising, unless
otherwise prohibited by law. 



24. Client' s Responsibilities: The Client agrees to provide full information regarding
requirements for and about the Project, including a program which shall set forth the
Client' s objectives, schedule, constraints, criteria, special equipment, systems and site

requirements. 

The Client agrees to furnish and pay for all legal, accounting and insurance counseling
services as may be necessary at any time for the Project, including auditing services
which the Client may require to verify the Contractor' s Application for Payment or to
ascertain how or for what purpose the Contractor has used the money paid by or on
behalf of the Client. 

The Client agrees to require the Contractor, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to
indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the Engineer, its consultants, and the employees
and agents of any of them from and against any and all claims, suits, demands, 
liabilities, losses, damages, and costs (" Losses"), including but not limited to costs of
defense, arising in whole or in part out of the negligence of the Contractor, its
subcontractors, the officers, employees, agents, and subcontractors of any of them, or
anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, regardless of whether or not such
Losses are caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder. Specifically excluded from
the foregoing are Losses arising out of the preparation or approval of maps, drawings, 
opinions, reports, surveys, change orders, designs, or specifications, and the giving of or
failure to give directions by the Engineer, its consultants, and the agents and employees
of any of them, provided such giving or failure to give is the primary cause of Loss. The
Client also agrees to require the Contractor to provide to the Engineer the required
certificate of insurance. 

The Client further agrees to require the Contractor to name the Engineer, its agents and

consultants as additional insureds on the Contractor' s policy or policies of
comprehensive or commercial general liability insurance. Such insurance shall include
products and completed operations and contractual liability coverages, shall be primary
and noncontributing with any insurance maintained by the Engineer or its agents and
consultants, and shall provide that the Engineer be given thirty days, unqualified written
notice prior to any cancellation thereof. 

In the event the foregoing requirements, or any of them, are not established by the
Client and met by the Contractor, the Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
Engineer, its employees, agents, and consultants from and against any and all Losses
which would have been indemnified and insured against by the Contractor, but were not. 

When Contract Documents prepared under the Scope of Services of this contract
require insurance(s) to be provided, obtained and/or otherwise maintained by the
Contractor, the Client agrees to be wholly responsible for setting forth any and all such
insurance requirements. Furthermore, any document provided for Client review by the
Engineer under this Contract related to such insurance( s) shall be considered as sample

insurance requirements and not the recommendation of the Engineer. Client agrees to

have their own risk management department review any and all insurance requirements

for adequacy and to determine specific types of insurance( s) required for the project. 
Client further agrees that decisions concerning types and amounts of insurance are



specific to the project and shall be the product of the Client. As such, any and all
insurance requirements made part of Contract Documents prepared by the Engineer are
not to be considered the Engineer' s recommendation, and the Client shall make the final

decision regarding insurance requirements. 

25. Information Provided by Others: The Engineer shall indicate to the Client the

information needed for rendering of the services of this Agreement. The Client shall

provide to the Engineer such information as is available to the Client and the Client' s

consultants and contractors, and the Engineer shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy
and completeness thereof. The Client recognizes that it is impossible for the Engineer

to assure the accuracy, completeness and sufficiency of such information, either
because it is impossible to verify, or because of errors or omissions which may have
occurred in assembling the information the Client is providing. Accordingly, the Client
agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to indemnify and hold the Engineer and the
Engineer' s subconsultants harmless from any claim, liability or cost ( including
reasonable attorneys' fees and cost of defense) for injury or loss arising or allegedly
arising from errors, omissions or inaccuracies in documents or other information
provided by the Client to the Engineer. 

26. Payment: Client shall be invoiced once each month for work performed during the
preceding period. Client agrees to pay each invoice within thirty (30) days of its receipt. 
The client further agrees to pay interest on all amounts invoiced and not paid or objected
to for valid cause within said thirty ( 30) day period at the rate of eighteen ( 18) percent
per annum ( or the maximum interest rate permitted under applicable law, whichever is
the lesser) until paid. Client further agrees to pay Engineer' s cost of collection of all
amounts due and unpaid after sixty ( 60) days, including court costs and reasonable
attorney's fees, as well as costs attributed to suspension of services accordingly and as
follows: 

Collection Costs. In the event legal action is necessary to enforce the payment
provisions of this Agreement, the Engineer shall be entitled to collect from the

Client any judgement or settlement sums due, reasonable attorneys' fees, court
costs and expenses incurred by the Engineer in connection therewith and, in
addition, the reasonable value of the Engineer' s time and expenses spent in

connection with such collection action, computed at the Engineer's prevailing fee
schedule and expense policies. 

Suspension of Services. If the Client fails to make payments when due or
otherwise is in breach of this Agreement, the Engineer may suspend
performance of services upon five ( 5) calendar days' notice to the Client. The

Engineer shall have no liability whatsoever to the Client for any costs or damages
as a result of such suspension caused by any breach of this Agreement by the
Client. Client will reimburse Engineer for all associated costs as previously set
forth in ( Item 4 of) this Agreement. 

27. When construction observation tasks are part of the service to be performed by the
Engineer under this Agreement, the Client will include the following clause in the
construction contract documents and Client agrees not to modify or delete it: 



Kotecki Waiver. Contractor ( and any subcontractor into whose subcontract this
clause is incorporated) agrees to assume the entire liability for all personal injury
claims suffered by its own employees, including without limitation claims under
the Illinois Structural Work Act, asserted by persons allegedly injured on the
Project; waives any limitation of liability defense based upon the Worker' s
Compensation Act, court interpretations of said Act or otherwise; and to the

fullest extent permitted by law, agrees to indemnify and hold harmless and
defend Owner and Engineer and their agents, employees and consultants ( the
Indemnitees") from and against all such loss, expense, damage or injury, 

including reasonable attorneys' fees, that the Indemnitees may sustain as a
result of such claims, except to the extent that Illinois law prohibits indemnity for
the Indemnitees' own negligence. The Owner and Engineer are designated and

recognized as explicit third party beneficiaries of the Kotecki Waiver within the
general contract and all subcontracts entered into in furtherance of the general
contract. 

28. Job Site Safety/ Supervision & Construction Observation: The Engineer shall neither

have control over or charge of, nor be responsible for, the construction means, methods, 

techniques, sequences of procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in
connection with the Work since they are solely the Contractor' s rights and
responsibilities. The Client agrees that the Contractor shall supervise and direct the work

efficiently with his/ her best skill and attention; and that the Contractor shall be solely
responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures of
construction and safety at the job site. The Client agrees and warrants that this intent
shall be carried out in the Client' s contract with the Contractor. The Client further agrees

that the Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all
safety precautions and programs in connection with the work; and that the Contractor
shall take all necessary precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the necessary
protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to all employees on the subject site and all
other persons who may be affected thereby. The Engineer shall have no authority to
stop the work of the Contractor or the work of any subcontractor on the project. 

When construction observation services are included in the Scope of Services, the
Engineer shall visit the site at intervals appropriate to the stage of the Contractor' s

operation, or as otherwise agreed to by the Client and the Engineer to: 1) become

generally familiar with and to keep the Client informed about the progress and quality of
the Work; 2) to strive to bring to the Client' s attention defects and deficiencies in the
Work and; 3) to determine in general if the Work is being performed in a manner
indicating that the Work, when fully completed, will be in accordance with the Contract
Documents. However, the Engineer shall not be required to make exhaustive or

continuous on -site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work. If the Client
desires more extensive project observation, the Client shall request that such services
be provided by the Engineer as Additional and Supplemental Construction Observation
Services in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. 

The Engineer shall not be responsible for any acts or omissions of the Contractor, 
subcontractor, any entity performing any portions of the Work, or any agents or
employees of any of them. The Engineer does not guarantee the performance of the
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Contractor and shall not be responsible for the Contractor' s failure to perform its Work in
accordance with the Contract Documents or any applicable laws, codes, rules or
regulations. 

When municipal review services are included in the Scope of Services, the Engineer

acting on behalf of the municipality), when acting in good faith in the discharge of its
duties, shall not thereby render itself liable personally and is, to the maximum extent
permitted by law, relieved from all liability for any damage that may accrue to persons or
property by reason of any act or omission in the discharge of its duties. Any suit brought
against the Engineer which involve the acts or omissions performed by it in the
enforcement of any provisions of the Client' s rules, regulation and/ or ordinance shall be
defended by the Client until final termination of the proceedings. The Engineer shall be
entitled to all defenses and municipal immunities that are, or would be, available to the
Client. 

29. Insurance and Indemnification: The Engineer and the Client understand and agree that

the Client will contractually require the Contractor to defend and indemnify the Engineer
and/ or any subconsultants from any claims arising from the Work. The Engineer and the
Client further understand and agree that the Client will contractually require the
Contractor to procure commercial general liability insurance naming the Engineer as an
additional named insured with respect to the work. The Contractor shall provide to the
Client certificates of insurance evidencing that the contractually required insurance
coverage has been procured. However, the Contractor' s failure to provide the Client with
the requisite certificates of insurance shall not constitute a waiver of this provision by the
Engineer. 

The Client and Engineer waive all rights against each other and against the Contractor
and consultants, agents and employees of each of them for damages to the extent

covered by property insurance during construction. The Client and Engineer each shall
require similar waivers from the Contractor, consultants, agents and persons or entities
awarded separate contracts administered under the Client' s own forces. 

30. Hazardous Materials/ Pollutants: Unless otherwise provided by this Agreement, the
Engineer and Engineer' s consultants shall have no responsibility for the discovery, 
presence, handling, removal or disposal of or exposure of persons to hazardous
materials/ pollutants in any form at the Project site, including but not limited to
mold/ mildew, asbestos, asbestos products, polychlorinated biphenyl ( PCB) or other
toxic/ hazardous/ pollutant type substances. 

Furthermore, Client understands that the presence of mold/ mildew and the like are
results of prolonged or repeated exposure to moisture and the lack of corrective action. 
Client also understands that corrective action is a operation, maintenance and repair

activity for which the Engineer is not responsible.
