President Wallace called the 231- 251 E. Lake Street Annexation Public Hearing meeting
of May 21, 2024 of the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Bartlett to order
on the above date at 7: 00 p. m.

Trustee Hopkins stated that he would like to remove item D. 1. an Ordinance Amending the Bartlett
Municipal Code Regarding Noise Limitations from the Consent Agenda. 

President Wallace then recited each item that was on the Consent Agenda, including the nature
of the matters being considered and other information to inform the public of matters being voted
upon. He then stated that he would entertain a motion to Amend the Consent Agenda, and the
items designated to be approved by Consent therein.

8. TREASURER' S REPORT

Finance Director Todd Dowden stated that the Treasurer's Report for the month of March is
included in the packet. Also included is the sales tax report and they received $ 334, 584 and that
was about $ 118, 000 less than last year which was an unusually high year. It was down $ 13, 500

from the previous month ( December Activity). Motor Fuel Tax, they received $ 134, 330 that was

up $ 6, 488 from the previous year. In regards to the Local Government Distributive Fund ( LGDF), 
they received $ 6, 092, 910 at the rate of 6. 47%. This would be $ 9, 530, 145 if we were getting the

full 10%. The difference is $ 3. 4 million. It looks like we are on track to be just about where we

were last year with $ 6. 6 million for the annual distribution. 

President Wallace stated that he would like to add that there is about 50 mayors that got together
for a press conference that he attended this week. Everyone brought their numbers, since

legislatively they are supposed to be getting ten percent of all the state income tax. They haven' t
received ten percent in about ten years. Our number is at $ 40, 000, 000 in loss. There was a

press conference and hopefully they will get some traction. All of the associations are on board

to try to move this along. Imagine what we could do with an extra forty million dollars. 

9. PRESIDENT' S REPORT

A. President Wallace stated that he would like to recognize two of our heroes who have
won awards. Both of them are top awards for the country and not just our area. Public

Works Director Dan Dinges was awarded the American Public Works Association' s
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National Top Ten Leader of the Year. The award designates ten individuals across the
U. S. and Canada for their top award. This is the most prestigious award that a public
works leader can receive. 

Dan already had more than ten years of public works experience under his belt when
he was hired to lead Bartlett' s Public Works department in 2014, about a year after he
became mayor. During this time, he has watched him manage and motivate a staff of
forty- eight employees; expertly oversee a five- year capital improvements program that
for 2024- 2028 totals $ 95, 219, 636; and deftly balance the maintenance of our
community' s current infrastructure while planning and implementing the improvements
and modernization needed for the years ahead. 

Dan also is a creative problem solver and has the patience, flexibility and engaging
disposition that allows them to work collaboratively across municipal departments and
with other public entities when the need arises. 

While there is no question that Dan excels as a public works director, it is his underlying
character traits that make them stand out as a leader. Dan is not just a manager but a
true and thoughtful mentor to his staff. He encourages their professional development
and hones their knowledge and skills. Because of his guidance and direction, we have
a deep bench in the public works department and often have been able to promote from
within when we experienced a handful of retirements across the divisions. He is equally
supportive of young, new employees coming on board. 

One of which is Assistant Public Works Director Tyler Isham who was selected as
cowinner for the American Public Works Associations Myron Calkins Young Leader of
the Year Award. Award winners are selected for this honor for their professionalism, 

expertise, and personal dedication and for improving the quality of life in their
communities through the advancement of public works services and technology. 

The village as well as the board is proud that Tyler and Dan are representing our
community and they have been recognized nationally as some of the best in their field. 

Ms. Schumacher added that the APWA representative told her that this is the first time
that these two national awards have gone to the same community in the same year. 

Mr. Dinges stated that the chapter is hosting a luncheon on June 20th at Bartlett Hills. 

B. Trustee Deyne read a Proclamation for Public Works Week on May 19- 25. 

C. President Wallace stated that Lorna Giless has been the keeper of his calendar for
many years. He is going to be completely lost and most of us will be. He read a

Proclamation recognizing Lorna Giless upon her retirement. 
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Ms. Giless stated that it was her honor and pleasure to have had the opportunity to
work for a town that she has loved and called home for the past 30 years. Being part of
a dedicated staff that goes above and beyond every day is truly inspiring. Their
commitment to excellence and the community embodies everything she cherishes

about Bartlett, and she is deeply grateful to have been a part of such an exceptional
team. 

President Wallace stated that before we pass this up, he can' t express how wonderful
this woman is as far as keeping calendars and on top of their work. I never have to ask
her to do anything twice — ever. It has been such an honor to work with her. 

10. QUESTION/ ANSWER: PRESIDENT & TRUSTEES

Trustee Deyne recognized commissioner anniversaries and congratulated them. 

Trustee Hopkins asked if they could get better signage for the next phase of the water main
project. 

Village Engineer Nick Talarico stated that the plan is to have Oak Avenue paved from the tracks
up to North Avenue by the end of the day tomorrow. Oak Avenue will then be opened up to North
Avenue and North Avenue will be open to east -west traffic, also. They just firmed up the schedule
today, to move the detour north. It will still remain closed north of North Avenue and the detour
will be from North Avenue to Hickory. Traffic that is coming off of Lake Street South on Oak will
be detoured using North Hickory to North Avenue. As far as signage goes, they will do the social
media post and update the project website. There is a map that they post on social media. They
will make sure the detour is clearly labeled. 

Trustee Deyne asked what the timeframe is to be completed up to Lake Street. 

Mr. Talarico stated that they are hoping that as soon as school gets out, they will be able to move
along. He imagines they would be to Lake Street within the first couple of weeks of June. They
will be done completely with Oak and North Avenue from Western to Prospect by the time school
starts again. 

Trustee LaPorte added a special thanks to Bartlett Hills banquet and event staff for a successful
Chamber Golf Outing. 

Trustee Suwanski congratulated John Peebles for his promotion to IT Coordinator. 

Ms. Schumacher stated that John stepped up to fill the vacancy by Chris. They are working on

putting together the job announcement for his replacement. It is going to be a systems application
supervisor, a tweak to John' s old position to address the skill set we have there. They are

delighted that they were able to promote from within and give John the opportunity. 

Trustee Suwanski asked about the family fishing derby that is coming up. 
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Police Chief Geoff Pretkelis stated that it is their second -biggest police department event, the first
being the open house. They had over seven hundred and fifty people attend. The DARE Fishing
Derby is coming up in the first weekend of June. His staff has already met with park district staff

to get the layout and they are just hoping for nice weather so they could catch a lot of fish. The

police department appreciates all the support from the village administration and board, especially
for all of their community events.

Christopher B. Burke Engineering, Ltd. ( CBBEL) is pleased to provide this proposal for

professional engineering services related to the Metra Station and Town Center Project in the
Village of Bartlett ( Village). Included in this proposal is our Understanding of Assignment, 
Scope of Services, and Estimated Fee. 

UNDERSTANDING OF THE ASSIGNMENT

CBBEL understands that the Village desires to prepare a preliminary design of the streetscape
improvements along Railroad Ave and Main Street that can be used to develop a Design Build
proposal from Burke, LLC. The project limits can be generally described as the four areas as
described below and shown on the attached exhibit: 

1. Depot Museum — parkway improvements along the north side of Railroad Ave
from the existing parking lot on the west to Oak Ave on the east. Teska has
prepared a concept dated 10/ 18/2023 for the portion along the Depot Museum
which has been approved by the Village. The scope of improvements is only
south of the railroad tracks. 

2. Metra Improvements — parkway improvements along the north side of Railroad
Ave from Oak Ave on the west to the east ROW line of Main Street. A concept
has not been previously prepared for this area. 

3. Town Center Improvements — Plaza improvements per Teska' s Concept A, 
dated 11 / 14/ 2023. 

4. South Parkway of Railroad Ave and West Parkway of Main Street
Improvements — parkway improvements along Railroad Ave and Main Street
from Oak Ave to the north limit of the Village Hall parking lot. A concept has
not been previously prepared for this area. 

It is our understanding that there are no lighting improvements, therefore we are specifically
excluded lighting from this proposal. 



The anticipated schedule is for design in 2024, with construction in 2025. The Village is

utilizing $ 150, 000 of Metra funding for the Metra Improvements which will be tracked
separately during the construction phase. All other work is to be paid using local funding. 

All roads are under the Village of Bartlett' s jurisdiction. Permitting agencies are Metra for ROW
permit, and Metropolitan Water Reclamation District ( MWRD) for qualified sewer construction. 
If upon completion of Preliminary Engineering plans, or at any point during the work under this
contract, the Village wishes to convert this contract to a Design/ Build Contract, CBBEL offers

the services of Burke, LLC, a legal entity closely affiliated with CBBEL. CBBEL will terminate
this contract and forfeit any remaining fee on the basis that Burke, LLC, CBBEL and the Village
will execute a PRICE AND SCHEDULE GUARANTEE based on the preliminary plans and
cost estimate. Burke, LLC will act as the General Contractor / Construction Manager in

accordance with the terms and conditions of a mutually acceptable CONSTRUCTION
MANAGEMENT CONTRACT. Burke, LLC will work with the Village to develop a mutually
acceptable form of contract for construction services. 

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Based on our experience with similar projects, our anticipated scope of services is detailed
below: 

Task 1 — Topographic Survey

The Topographic Survey of proposed Town Center Improvement area will be performed within
the Northerly Parkway of W. Railroad Ave, ( from Bartlett Depot Museum to Main St, N' ly R- 
OW to N' ly E. P., 6001F ±), the Southerly Parkway of W. Railroad Ave from Oak Ave. to Main
St. & Westerly Parkway of Main St. from W. Railroad Ave to first entrance drive ( from ROW
to E. P., 5001F ±), and the Existing Park Area at the SE corner of Railroad Ave & Main St., 

as shown on the attached. 

Horizontal and Vertical Control: Utilizing state plane coordinates, CBBEL will set recoverable
primary control utilizing state of the art GPS equipment. 

Topographic Survey: CBBEL will field locate all pavements, driveways, curb and gutters ( curb, 
gutter flow line, and edge of pavement/ face of curb), pavement markings, signs, Manholes or
Utility Vaults on sidewalks and parkways, drainage structures, driveway culverts, cross road
culverts, Fences, Traffic Signals, Signs, traffic cameras, parking meters, and pay boxes, Trees
including DBH) & Bushes, Light and Power Poles , Sidewalks ( back and face of sidewalks) 

and pavement. 

Base Mapping: All the above information will be compiled into one base map representative
of existing conditions of the project corridor for use in engineering work. 

Task 2 — Surface Utility Survey

CBBEL will field locate all surface Utility Manholes or Utility Vaults and establish all rim and
invert elevations, utility sizes & type, at all points of access to below -grade utilities within the
adjacent R- O-W of the above Topographic Survey limits ( Estimate 45- 50± surface

Utility/ Manhole Structures). 

Task 3 — JULIE Coordination

CBBEL will coordinate with JULIE to retrieve atlas information for all applicable underground

utilities including water main, gas, electric, cable, etc. CBBEL will compile all Utility Atlas
information into the base map. Locations of existing utilities / obstructions / systems shown on
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the base map are the compilation of available utility plans provided by utility owners and JULIE
Utility Coordination. All utilities / obstructions / systems may not be shown. Contractor shall be
responsible for locating and protecting all underground utilities / obstructions / systems

whether or not shown on base map. JULIE Utility Coordination Atlas information is typically
isolated to Public Right -of -Way ( off -site) & limited areas adjacent to Public Right -of -Way. 

Identification & location of all private subsurface utilities within project area ( on -site) is the
responsibility of the client. 

Task 4 — Geotechnical Investigation: Our subconsultant, Testing Service Corporation will
perform 1 soil boring to 8 feet below existing grade within the Town Center Improvements
area. The other 3 areas will have borings taken to 5 feet below existing grade. A Potentially
Impacted Property Evaluation and Environmental Soil Analysis will also be performed for the
completion of the LPC- 663 form. 

Task 5 — Landscape Architect Design: Our subconsultant, Teska, will finalize concept
plans for the project. They will also prepare construction documents to a 60% level. 

Task 6 — Fountain Design: Teska' s subconsultant, Fountain People, will design the
hydraulic, mechanical, and electrical design of the water feature as shown on the Town
Center Concept A Exhibit dated 11/ 14/ 2023. 

Task 7 Preliminary Plans Specifications and Cost Estimate: CBBEL will prepare
contract documents consisting of plans, specifications, estimate of time, and estimate of
construction cost. Plans will be prepared in accordance with Village and IDOT design
standards and will be in English units. 

Task 8 — Permitting

This task will consist of preparing a permit application to Metra and to MWRD. 

Task 9 — Public Notices and Meetings

CBBEL will prepare public informational notices and if necessary, will assist the Village in
hosting a Public Meeting to inform the stakeholders of the upcoming project. 

Task 10 — Meetings & Coordination: CBBEL will meet with the Village to discuss the project
scope and schedule and review plan format, design issues, etc. CBBEL will coordinate the

project with the Village and subconsultants. 

ESTIMATED FEE

Our Estimate of Fee is $ 149, 500. 00 as shown on the attached exhibit A. Note that the fee
includes $ 4, 850 for our Geotechnical Subconsultant, $ 29, 130 for Landscape Architect

Subconsultant, and $ 9, 800 for Fountain Subconsultant. This equates to a total of $43, 780 of
subconsultant work. 

We will bill you at the hourly rates specified in Exhibit A and establish our contract in
accordance with the attached General Terms and Conditions. Direct costs for blueprints, 
photocopying, mailing, overnight delivery, messenger services and report compilation are
included in the Fee Estimate.

Documents prepared by Engineer in connection with any or all of the services furnished
hereunder shall be delivered to the Client for the use of the Client. Engineer shall have
the right to retain originals of all Project Documents and drawings for its files. 
Furthermore, it is understood and agreed that the Project Documents such as, but not

limited to reports, calculations, drawings, and specifications prepared for the Project, 
whether in hard copy or machine readable form, are instruments of professional service
intended for one- time use in the construction of this Project. These Project Documents

are and shall remain the property of the Engineer. The Client may retain copies, 

including copies stored on magnetic tape or disk, for information and reference in
connection with the occupancy and use of the Project. 

When and if record drawings are to be provided by the Engineer, Client understands that
information used in the preparation of record drawings is provided by others and
Engineer is not responsible for accuracy, completeness, nor sufficiency of such
information. Client also understands that the level of detail illustrated by record
drawings will generally be the same as the level of detail illustrated by the design
drawing used for project construction. If additional detail is requested by the Client to be
included on the record drawings, then the Client understands and agrees that the
Engineer will be due additional compensation for additional services. 

It is also understood and agreed that because of the possibility that information and data
delivered in machine readable form may be altered, whether inadvertently or otherwise, 
the Engineer reserves the right to retain the original tapes/ disks and to remove from

copies provided to the Client all identification reflecting the involvement of the Engineer
in their preparation. The Engineer also reserves the right to retain hard copy originals of
all Project Documentation delivered to the Client in machine readable form, which

originals shall be referred to and shall govern in the event of any inconsistency between
the two. 

The Client understands that the automated conversion of information and data from the

system and format used by the Engineer to an alternate system or format cannot be
accomplished without the introduction of inexactitudes, anomalies, and errors. In the

event Project Documentation provided to the Client in machine readable form is so
converted, the Client agrees to assume all risks associated therewith and, to the fullest



extent permitted by law, to hold harmless and indemnify the Engineer from and against
all claims, liabilities, losses, damages, and costs, including but not limited to attorney' s
fees, arising therefrom or in connection therewith. 

The Client recognizes that changes or modifications to the Engineer's instruments of
professional service introduced by anyone other than the Engineer may result in adverse
consequences which the Engineer can neither predict nor control. Therefore, and in

consideration of the Engineer' s agreement to deliver its instruments of professional
service in machine readable form, the Client agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by
law, to hold harmless and indemnify the Engineer from and against all claims, liabilities, 
losses, damages, and costs, including but not limited to attorney's fees, arising out of or
in any way connected with the modification, misinterpretation, misuse, or reuse by
others of the machine readable information and data provided by the Engineer under
this Agreement. The foregoing indemnification applies, without limitation, to any use of
the Project Documentation on other projects, for additions to this Project, or for

completion of this Project by others, excepting only such use as may be authorized, in
writing, by the Engineer. 

7. Reuse of Documents: All Project Documents including but not limited to reports, 
opinions of probable costs, drawings and specifications furnished by Engineer pursuant
to this Agreement are intended for use on the Project only. They cannot be used by

Client or others on extensions of the Project or any other project. Any reuse, without
specific written verification or adaptation by Engineer, shall be at Client' s sole risk, and
Client shall indemnify and hold harmless Engineer from all claims, damages, losses, and
expenses including attorney' s fees arising out of or resulting therefrom. 

The Engineer shall have the right to include representations of the design of the Project, 
including photographs of the exterior and interior, among the Engineer's promotional and
professional materials. The Engineer' s materials shall not include the Client' s
confidential and proprietary information if the Client has previously advised the Engineer
in writing of the specific information considered by the Client to be confidential and
proprietary. 

8. Standard of Practice: The Engineer will strive to conduct services under this agreement
in a manner consistent with that level of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members
of the profession currently practicing in the same locality under similar conditions as of
the date of this Agreement. 

9. Compliance With Laws: The Engineer will strive to exercise usual and customary
professional care in his/ her efforts to comply with those laws, codes, ordinance and
regulations which are in effect as of the date of this Agreement. 

With specific respect to prescribed requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990 or certified state or local accessibility regulations ( ADA), Client understands ADA is
a civil rights legislation and that interpretation of ADA is a legal issue and not a design
issue and, accordingly, retention of legal counsel ( by Client) for purposes of

interpretation is advisable. As such and with respect to ADA, Client agrees to waive any
action against Engineer, and to indemnify and defend Engineer against any claim arising
from Engineer' s alleged failure to meet ADA requirements prescribed. 



Further to the law and code compliance, the Client understands that the Engineer will
strive to provide designs in accordance with the prevailing Standards of Practice as
previously set forth, but that the Engineer does not warrant that any reviewing agency
having jurisdiction will not for its own purposes comment, request changes and/ or
additions to such designs. In the event such design requests are made by a reviewing
agency, but which do not exist in the form of a written regulation, ordinance or other
similar document as published by the reviewing agency, then such design changes ( at
substantial variance from the intended design developed by the Engineer), if effected

and incorporated into the project documents by the Engineer, shall be considered as
Supplementary Task(s) to the Engineer's Scope of Service and compensated for
accordingly. 

10. Indemnification: Engineer shall indemnify and hold harmless Client up to the amount of
this contract fee (for services) from loss or expense, including reasonable attorney' s fees
for claims for personal injury ( including death) or property damage to the extent caused
by the sole negligent act, error or omission of Engineer. 

Client shall indemnify and hold harmless Engineer under this Agreement, from loss or
expense, including reasonable attorney' s fees, for claims for personal injuries ( including
death) or property damage arising out of the sole negligent act, error omission of Client. 

In the event of joint or concurrent negligence of Engineer and Client, each shall bear that
portion of the loss or expense that its share of the joint or concurrent negligence bears to
the total negligence ( including that of third parties), which caused the personal injury or
property damage. 

Engineer shall not be liable for special, incidental or consequential damages, including, 
but not limited to loss of profits, revenue, use of capital, claims of customers, cost of
purchased or replacement power, or for any other loss of any nature, whether based on
contract, tort, negligence, strict liability or otherwise, by reasons of the services rendered
under this Agreement. 

11. Opinions of Probable Cost: Since Engineer has no control over the cost of labor, 
materials or equipment, or over the Contractor(s) method of determining process, or
over competitive bidding or market conditions, his/ her opinions of probable Project
Construction Cost provided for herein are to be made on the basis of his/her experience
and qualifications and represent his/ her judgement as a design professional familiar with
the construction industry, but Engineer cannot and does not guarantee that proposal, 
bids or the Construction Cost will not vary from opinions of probable construction cost
prepared by him/ her. If prior to the Bidding or Negotiating Phase, Client wishes greater
accuracy as to the Construction Cost, the Client shall employ an independent cost
estimator Consultant for the purpose of obtaining a second construction cost opinion
independent from Engineer. 

12. Governing Law & Dispute Resolutions: This Agreement shall be governed by and
construed in accordance with Articles previously set forth by ( Item 9 of) this Agreement, 
together with the laws of the State of Illinois. 
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Any claim, dispute or other matter in question arising out of or related to this Agreement, 
which can not be mutually resolved by the parties of this Agreement, shall be subject to
mediation as a condition precedent to arbitration ( if arbitration is agreed upon by the
parties of this Agreement) or the institution of legal or equitable proceedings by either
party. If such matter relates to or is the subject of a lien arising out of the Engineer' s
services, the Engineer may proceed in accordance with applicable law to comply with
the lien notice or filing deadlines prior to resolution of the matter by mediation or by
arbitration. 

The Client and Engineer shall endeavor to resolve claims, disputes and other matters in
question between them by mediation which, unless the parties mutually agree otherwise, 
shall be in accordance with the Construction Industry Mediation Rules of the American
Arbitration Association currently in effect. Requests for mediation shall be filed in writing
with the other party to this Agreement and with the American Arbitration Association. 
The request may be made concurrently with the filing of a demand for arbitration but, in
such event, mediation shall proceed in advance of arbitration or legal or equitable
proceedings, which shall be stayed pending mediation for a period of 60 days from the
date of filing, unless stayed for a longer period by agreement of the parties or court
order. 

The parties shall share the mediator's fee and any filing fees equally. The mediation
shall be held in the place where the Project is located, unless another location is
mutually agreed upon. Agreements reached in mediation shall be enforceable as
settlement agreements in any court having jurisdiction thereof. 

13. Successors and Assigns: The terms of this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure
to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors and assigns: provided, 

however, that neither party shall assign this Agreement in whole or in part without the
prior written approval of the other. 

14. Waiver of Contract Breach: The waiver of one party of any breach of this Agreement or
the failure of one party to enforce at any time, or for any period of time, any of the
provisions hereof, shall be limited to the particular instance, shall not operate or be
deemed to waive any future breaches of this Agreement and shall not be construed to
be a waiver of any provision, except for the particular instance. 

15. Entire Understanding of Agreement: This Agreement represents and incorporates the
entire understanding of the parties hereto, and each party acknowledges that there are
no warranties, representations, covenants or understandings of any kind, matter or
description whatsoever, made by either party to the other except as expressly set forth
herein. Client and the Engineer hereby agree that any purchase orders, invoices, 
confirmations, acknowledgments or other similar documents executed or delivered with
respect to the subject matter hereof that conflict with the terms of the Agreement shall
be null, void & without effect to the extent they conflict with the terms of this Agreement. 

16. Amendment: This Agreement shall not be subject to amendment unless another
instrument is duly executed by duly authorized representatives of each of the parties and
entitled " Amendment of Agreement". 



17. Severability of Invalid Provisions: If any provision of the Agreement shall be held to
contravene or to be invalid under the laws of any particular state, county or jurisdiction
where used, such contravention shall not invalidate the entire Agreement, but it shall be
construed as if not containing the particular provisions held to be invalid in the particular
state, country or jurisdiction and the rights or obligations of the parties hereto shall be
construed and enforced accordingly. 

18. Force Maieure: Neither Client nor Engineer shall be liable for any fault or delay caused
by any contingency beyond their control including but not limited to acts of God, wars, 
strikes, walkouts, fires, natural calamities, or demands or requirements of governmental
agencies. 

19. Subcontracts: Engineer may subcontract portions of the work, but each subcontractor
must be approved by Client in writing. 

20. Access and Permits: Client shall arrange for Engineer to enter upon public and private
property and obtain all necessary approvals and permits required from all governmental
authorities having jurisdiction over the Project. Client shall pay costs ( including
Engineer' s employee salaries, overhead and fee) incident to any effort by Engineer
toward assisting Client in such access, permits or approvals, if Engineer perform such
services. 

21. Designation of Authorized Representative: Each party ( to this Agreement) shall
designate one or more persons to act with authority in its behalf in respect to appropriate
aspects of the Project. The persons designated shall review and respond promptly to all
communications received from the other party. 

22. Notices: Any notice or designation required to be given to either party hereto shall be in
writing, and unless receipt of such notice is expressly required by the terms hereof shall
be deemed to be effectively served when deposited in the mail with sufficient first class
postage affixed, and addressed to the party to whom such notice is directed at such
party' s place of business or such other address as either party shall hereafter furnish to
the other party by written notice as herein provided. 

23. Limit of Liability: The Client and the Engineer have discussed the risks, rewards, and
benefits of the project and the Engineer' s total fee for services. In recognition of the

relative risks and benefits of the Project to both the Client and the Engineer, the risks
have been allocated such that the Client agrees that to the fullest extent permitted by
law, the Engineer' s total aggregate liability to the Client for any and all injuries, claims, 
costs, losses, expenses, damages of any nature whatsoever or claim expenses arising
out of this Agreement from any cause or causes, including attorney's fees and costs, 
and expert witness fees and costs, shall not exceed the total Engineer' s fee for
professional engineering services rendered on this project as made part of this
Agreement. Such causes included but are not limited to the Engineer' s negligence, 
errors, omissions, strict liability or breach of contract. It is intended that this limitation

apply to any and all liability or cause of action however alleged or arising, unless
otherwise prohibited by law. 



24. Client' s Responsibilities: The Client agrees to provide full information regarding
requirements for and about the Project, including a program which shall set forth the
Client' s objectives, schedule, constraints, criteria, special equipment, systems and site
requirements. 

The Client agrees to furnish and pay for all legal, accounting and insurance counseling
services as may be necessary at any time for the Project, including auditing services
which the Client may require to verify the Contractor's Application for Payment or to
ascertain how or for what purpose the Contractor has used the money paid by or on
behalf of the Client. 

The Client agrees to require the Contractor, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to
indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the Engineer, its consultants, and the employees
and agents of any of them from and against any and all claims, suits, demands, 
liabilities, losses, damages, and costs (" Losses"), including but not limited to costs of
defense, arising in whole or in part out of the negligence of the Contractor, its
subcontractors, the officers, employees, agents, and subcontractors of any of them, or
anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, regardless of whether or not such
Losses are caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder. Specifically excluded from
the foregoing are Losses arising out of the preparation or approval of maps, drawings, 
opinions, reports, surveys, change orders, designs, or specifications, and the giving of or
failure to give directions by the Engineer, its consultants, and the agents and employees
of any of them, provided such giving or failure to give is the primary cause of Loss. The
Client also agrees to require the Contractor to provide to the Engineer the required
certificate of insurance. 

The Client further agrees to require the Contractor to name the Engineer, its agents and
consultants as additional insureds on the Contractor' s policy or policies of
comprehensive or commercial general liability insurance. Such insurance shall include
products and completed operations and contractual liability coverages, shall be primary
and noncontributing with any insurance maintained by the Engineer or its agents and
consultants, and shall provide that the Engineer be given thirty days, unqualified written
notice prior to any cancellation thereof. 

In the event the foregoing requirements, or any of them, are not established by the
Client and met by the Contractor, the Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
Engineer, its employees, agents, and consultants from and against any and all Losses
which would have been indemnified and insured against by the Contractor, but were not. 
When Contract Documents prepared under the Scope of Services of this contract
require insurance( s) to be provided, obtained and/ or otherwise maintained by the
Contractor, the Client agrees to be wholly responsible for setting forth any and all such
insurance requirements. Furthermore, any document provided for Client review by the
Engineer under this Contract related to such insurance( s) shall be considered as sample
insurance requirements and not the recommendation of the Engineer. Client agrees to
have their own risk management department review any and all insurance requirements
for adequacy and to determine specific types of insurance(s) required for the project. 
Client further agrees that decisions concerning types and amounts of insurance are



specific to the project and shall be the product of the Client. As such, any and all

insurance requirements made part of Contract Documents prepared by the Engineer are
not to be considered the Engineer's recommendation, and the Client shall make the final
decision regarding insurance requirements. 

25. Information Provided by Others: The Engineer shall indicate to the Client the

information needed for rendering of the services of this Agreement. The Client shall

provide to the Engineer such information as is available to the Client and the Client' s
consultants and contractors, and the Engineer shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy
and completeness thereof. The Client recognizes that it is impossible for the Engineer
to assure the accuracy, completeness and sufficiency of such information, either
because it is impossible to verify, or because of errors or omissions which may have
occurred in assembling the information the Client is providing. Accordingly, the Client
agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to indemnify and hold the Engineer and the
Engineer' s subconsultants harmless from any claim, liability or cost ( including

reasonable attorneys' fees and cost of defense) for injury or loss arising or allegedly
arising from errors, omissions or inaccuracies in documents or other information
provided by the Client to the Engineer. 

26. Payment: Client shall be invoiced once each month for work performed during the

preceding period. Client agrees to pay each invoice within thirty ( 30) days of its receipt. 
The client further agrees to pay interest on all amounts invoiced and not paid or objected
to for valid cause within said thirty ( 30) day period at the rate of eighteen ( 18) percent
per annum ( or the maximum interest rate permitted under applicable law, whichever is
the lesser) until paid. Client further agrees to pay Engineer' s cost of collection of all
amounts due and unpaid after sixty ( 60) days, including court costs and reasonable
attorney' s fees, as well as costs attributed to suspension of services accordingly and as
follows: 

Collection Costs. In the event legal action is necessary to enforce the payment

provisions of this Agreement, the Engineer shall be entitled to collect from the
Client any judgement or settlement sums due, reasonable attorneys' fees, court
costs and expenses incurred by the Engineer in connection therewith and, in
addition, the reasonable value of the Engineer' s time and expenses spent in
connection with such collection action, computed at the Engineer' s prevailing fee
schedule and expense policies. 

Suspension of Services. If the Client fails to make payments when due or
otherwise is in breach of this Agreement, the Engineer may suspend

performance of services upon five ( 5) calendar days' notice to the Client. The

Engineer shall have no liability whatsoever to the Client for any costs or damages
as a result of such suspension caused by any breach of this Agreement by the
Client. Client will reimburse Engineer for all associated costs as previously set
forth in ( Item 4 of) this Agreement. 

27. When construction observation tasks are part of the service to be performed by the
Engineer under this Agreement, the Client will include the following clause in the
construction contract documents and Client agrees not to modify or delete it: 



Kotecki Waiver. Contractor ( and any subcontractor into whose subcontract this
clause is incorporated) agrees to assume the entire liability for all personal injury
claims suffered by its own employees, including without limitation claims under
the Illinois Structural Work Act, asserted by persons allegedly injured on the
Project; waives any limitation of liability defense based upon the Worker' s
Compensation Act, court interpretations of said Act or otherwise; and to the
fullest extent permitted by law, agrees to indemnify and hold harmless and
defend Owner and Engineer and their agents, employees and consultants ( the
Indemnitees") from and against all such loss, expense, damage or injury, 

including reasonable attorneys' fees, that the Indemnitees may sustain as a
result of such claims, except to the extent that Illinois law prohibits indemnity for
the Indemnitees' own negligence. The Owner and Engineer are designated and
recognized as explicit third party beneficiaries of the Kotecki Waiver within the
general contract and all subcontracts entered into in furtherance of the general
contract. 

28. Job Site Safety/ Supervision & Construction Observation: The Engineer shall neither
have control over or charge of, nor be responsible for, the construction means, methods, 
techniques, sequences of procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in
connection with the Work since they are solely the Contractor' s rights and
responsibilities. The Client agrees that the Contractor shall supervise and direct the work
efficiently with his/ her best skill and attention; and that the Contractor shall be solely
responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures of
construction and safety at the job site. The Client agrees and warrants that this intent
shall be carried out in the Client' s contract with the Contractor. The Client further agrees
that the Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all
safety precautions and programs in connection with the work; and that the Contractor
shall take all necessary precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the necessary
protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to all employees on the subject site and all
other persons who may be affected thereby. The Engineer shall have no authority to
stop the work of the Contractor or the work of any subcontractor on the project. 

When construction observation services are included in the Scope of Services, the
Engineer shall visit the site at intervals appropriate to the stage of the Contractor' s
operation, or as otherwise agreed to by the Client and the Engineer to: 1) become

generally familiar with and to keep the Client informed about the progress and quality of
the Work; 2) to strive to bring to the Client' s attention defects and deficiencies in the
Work and; 3) to determine in general if the Work is being performed in a manner
indicating that the Work, when fully completed, will be in accordance with the Contract
Documents. However, the Engineer shall not be required to make exhaustive or
continuous on -site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work. If the Client
desires more extensive project observation, the Client shall request that such services
be provided by the Engineer as Additional and Supplemental Construction Observation
Services in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. 

The Engineer shall not be responsible for any acts or omissions of the Contractor, 
subcontractor, any entity performing any portions of the Work, or any agents or
employees of any of them. The Engineer does not guarantee the performance of the



Contractor and shall not be responsible for the Contractor' s failure to perform its Work in
accordance with the Contract Documents or any applicable laws, codes, rules or
regulations. 

When municipal review services are included in the Scope of Services, the Engineer
acting on behalf of the municipality), when acting in good faith in the discharge of its

duties, shall not thereby render itself liable personally and is, to the maximum extent
permitted by law, relieved from all liability for any damage that may accrue to persons or
property by reason of any act or omission in the discharge of its duties. Any suit brought
against the Engineer which involve the acts or omissions performed by it in the
enforcement of any provisions of the Client' s rules, regulation and/ or ordinance shall be
defended by the Client until final termination of the proceedings. The Engineer shall be
entitled to all defenses and municipal immunities that are, or would be, available to the
Client. 

29. Insurance and Indemnification: The Engineer and the Client understand and agree that
the Client will contractually require the Contractor to defend and indemnify the Engineer
and/ or any subconsultants from any claims arising from the Work. The Engineer and the
Client further understand and agree that the Client will contractually require the
Contractor to procure commercial general liability insurance naming the Engineer as an
additional named insured with respect to the work. The Contractor shall provide to the
Client certificates of insurance evidencing that the contractually required insurance
coverage has been procured. However, the Contractor' s failure to provide the Client with
the requisite certificates of insurance shall not constitute a waiver of this provision by the
Engineer. 

The Client and Engineer waive all rights against each other and against the Contractor
and consultants, agents and employees of each of them for damages to the extent
covered by property insurance during construction. The Client and Engineer each shall
require similar waivers from the Contractor, consultants, agents and persons or entities
awarded separate contracts administered under the Client' s own forces. 

30. Hazardous Materials/ Pollutants: Unless otherwise provided by this Agreement, the
Engineer and Engineer' s consultants shall have no responsibility for the discovery, 
presence, handling, removal or disposal of or exposure of persons to hazardous
materials/ pollutants in any form at the Project site, including but not limited to
mold/ mildew, asbestos, asbestos products, polychlorinated biphenyl ( PCB) or other
toxic/ hazardous/ pollutant type substances. 

Furthermore, Client understands that the presence of mold/ mildew and the like are
results of prolonged or repeated exposure to moisture and the lack of corrective action. 
Client also understands that corrective action is a operation, maintenance and repair
activity for which the Engineer is not responsible.

Background

In 2002, the Village of Bartlett entered into a Development Agreement with the Sisters
of St. Jospeh of the Third Order of St, Francis Inc. and passed Ordinance 2002- 80 which
rezoned the Immaculata property to PD ( Planned Development) and granted a

special use for a planned unit development to allow the property to develop in
accordance with a Master PUD Concept Plan.

The Master Concept Plan divided the Immaculata Property into four ( 4) sub -areas. 
The Regency Oaks Subdivision was constructed in Sub -area A. Sub -areas B, C and

D were to be developed in two ( 2) phases. The Final PUD/ Site Plan for Phase 1

included the development of the Clare Oaks Retirement Community in Sub -area B
and a portion of Sub -area D. The Preliminary PUD Plan for Phase 2 included the Clare
Woods Academy facility and additional independent living duplex units in Sub -areas
C and D. Phase 2 was never constructed. The sales office for Clare Oaks was located
in the existing building on West Bartlett Road located within Sub -area C.

CURRENT DISCUSSION

The petitioner is requesting a Preliminary/ Final Plat of Subdivision to create a
12. 7- acre parcel that they have under contract to purchase. The plat identifies

the existing Perimeter Conservation Buffer Area, Stormwater Management and
Wetland Buffer Area Easements as well as the Blanket Utility Easements. The Plat
would grant a 45' Ingress and Egress Easement for the existing private drive that
provides access to Clare Oaks from Pond View Lane. 

2. The petitioner is requesting an amendment to the Planned Unit Development to
add Community Residences as a Special Use in Sub -area C. 

3. The existing building located in Sub -area C was used as a model sales office for
Clare Oaks Retirement Center. The petitioner is requesting a Special Use Permit
to allow a Community Residence within the existing building located at 775 W. 
Bartlett Road. 

4. A text amendment is also required to add the highlighted wording to the current
Zoning Ordinance definition: 

Community Residence: A group home or specialized residential
care home which is owned and/ or operated by a public or private
institution, and is used for or intended to be used for rehabilitative
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programs that serve either persons with disabilities, persons as an
alternative to incarceration for a criminal offense or persons whose

primary reason for placement is treatment of a communicable
disease or persons that are transferring from State guardianship. 
Community residences shall be licensed, certified and/ or

accredited by the appropriate state and/ or local agency." 

Additionally, the Zoning Ordinance requires that community residences shall
follow the additional standards: 

A. A community residence shall have a maximum of eight ( 8) unrelated
persons residing in it, with a minimum of one ( 1) but not more than

three ( 3) paid professional support staff provided by the sponsoring
agency, either living with the residents on a twenty- four ( 24) hour basis, 
or present whenever residents are present at the dwelling to provide
supervision and support. 

B. The community residence is located at least one thousand two
hundred feet ( 1, 200'), measured in all directions, from any other

building used as a community residence pursuant to this title, or a
community residence" as defined pursuant to any adjacent

jurisdiction' s zoning ordinance. 
C. Services, including, but not limited to, counseling and other treatment, 

shall be provided for only persons residing at the community residence. 

5. The Final Site/ PUD Plan identifies the existing 3, 000 square foot building that
would include six ( 6) bedrooms, three ( 3) bathrooms, a living room, kitchen, 

laundry room, common area and staff office. The parking lot contains seven ( 7) 
parking spaces, which exceeds the Zoning Ordinance requirements. 

RECOMMENDATION

The Planning & Zoning Commission conducted the public hearing at their May
2, 2024 meeting. 

2. The Planning & Zoning Commission made a motion to pass a positive
recommendation of the petitioner' s request subject to the following conditions
and findings or fact: 

A. The Preliminary/ Final Plat of Subdivision shall be recorded prior to the
issuance of any building permit; 

B. Building permits shall be required for all construction activities; 
C. All proposed signage shall require permits and approval from the Planning

Development Services Department prior to installation; 
D. Any required Public Improvement Completion Agreement and associated

bonds shall be submitted for review and approval by the Village Attorney. 
E. The Bartlett Zoning Ordinance, the Subdivision Ordinance, Village building

codes, and all other applicable Village ordinances and regulations shall
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continue to apply to the property, and the development and use of the
property must comply with all laws and regulations of the Village and all
other federal, state, and local governments and agencies having

jurisdiction. 
F. The development, maintenance, and use of the property must be in

substantial compliance with the final plans. 
G. The Community Residence shall adhere to the development standards

specified in Section 10- 5- 2: A of the Zoning Ordinance. 
H. The Special Use Permit shall not be transferrable to any person or entity

other than the applicant without that person or entity first applying for and
receiving the Village' s approval of a new application for a special use
permit. 

I. Findings of Fact ( Planned Unit Development) 

i. That The proposed Planned Unit Development is desirable to provide a
mix of uses which are in the interest of public convenience and will
contribute to the general welfare of the community; 

ii. That the Planned Unit Development will not under the circumstances of
the particular case be detrimental to the health, safety, morals, or

general welfare of persons residing or working in the vicinity or be
injurious to property value or improvement in the vicinity; 

iii. That the Planned Unit Development shall conform to the regulations and
conditions specified in this title for such use and with the stipulations and
conditions made a part of the authorization granted by the Village
Board of Trustees. 

iv. That the proposed uses conform to the Comprehensive Plan and the
general planning policies of the Village for this parcel. 

v. That each of the proposed uses is a permitted or special use in the
district or districts in which the Planned Unit Development would be
located. 

vi. That the Planned Unit Development is designed, located and proposed
to be operated and maintained so that the public health, safety and
welfare will not be endangered or detrimentally affected. 

vii. That it shall not substantially lessen or impede the suitability for permitted
use and development of, or be injurious to the use and enjoyment of, or
substantially diminish or impair the value of, or be incompatible with, 
other property in the immediate vicinity. 

viii. That impact donations shall be paid to the Village in accordance with
all applicable Village ordinances in effect at the time of approval. 

ix. That the plans provide adequate utilities, drainage and other necessary
facilities. 

x. That The plans provide adequate parking and ingress and egress and
are so designed as to minimize traffic congestion and hazards in the
public streets. 

xi. That the plans have adequate site area, which area may be greater
than the minimum in the district in which the proposed site is located, 
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and other buffering features to protect uses within the development
and on surrounding properties. 

xii. That there is reasonable assurance that, if authorized, the PUD will be
completed according to schedule and adequately maintained. 

J. Findings of Fact ( Special Use Permit for a Community Residence): 
i. That the proposed use at that particular location requested is necessary

or desirable to provide a service or a facility which is in the interest of the
public convenience and will contribute to the general welfare of the
neighborhood or community; 

ii. That such use will not under the circumstances of the particular case be
detrimental to the health, safety, morals, or general welfare of persons
residing or working in the vicinity or be injurious to property value or
improvement in the vicinity; 

iii. That the special use shall conform to the regulations and conditions
specified in this title for such use and with the stipulations and conditions
made a part of the authorization granted by the Village Board of
Trustees. 

K. Findings of Fact ( Site/ PUD Plan): 

i. That the proposed development on the Subject Property is a permitted
use in the proposed B- 3 PUD Zoning District; 

ii. That the proposed development on the Subject Property and the
proposed improvements, off-street parking, access, lighting, 

landscaping, and drainage is compatible with adjacent land uses; 
iii. That the vehicular ingress and egress to and from the site and circulation

within the site provides for safe, efficient, and convenient movement of
traffic not only within the site but on adjacent roadways as well; 

iv. That the site plan provides for the safe movement of pedestrians within
the site; 

v. That there is a sufficient mixture of grass, trees, and shrubs within the
interior and perimeter ( including public right-of-way) of the site so that
the proposed development will be in harmony with adjacent land uses. 
Any part of the site plan area not used for buildings, structures, parking, 
or access ways shall be landscaped with a mixture of grass, trees, and
shrubs. 

vi. All outdoor storage areas are screened and are in accordance with
standards specified by the Zoning Ordinance. 

3. The Planning & Zoning Commission voted 5- 3 in favor of the positive
recommendation and the motion passed.

ORDINANCE 2024 - 

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE IMMACULATA
PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT, A SPECIAL USE PERMIT, A

PRELIMINARY AND FINAL SUBDIVISION, A TEXT AMENDMENT, AND A
SITE PLAN FOR MARYVILLE ACADEMY

WHEREAS, Maryville Academy ( the " Petitionef'') is the contract purchaser of

approximately 12. 7 acres of land located at the southwest corner of West Bartlett Road
and S. Devon Avenue in the Village of Bartlett- (" Village"), legally described on Exhibit
A ( the " Subject Property'); and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is currently owned by the Sisters of St. Jospeh
of the Third Order of St. Francis, Inc. ( the " Owner'; and

WHEREAS, On July 16, 2002, the Corporate Authorities of the Village approved
Ordinance No. 2002- 80, which approved a rezoning and a special use permit for the
Immaculata Property Planned Unit Development ( the " Immaculata PUD") and a master

PUD Plan, among other approvals; and

WHEREAS, The Immaculata PUD divided the PUD property into four ( 4) sub- 
areas with different uses, and sub -areas B, C, and D were to developed in two ( 2) 

phases; and

WHEREAS, the preliminary and Final PUD and Site Plan for phase 1 of the
Immaculata PUD, and the preliminary plan for phase 2 of the Immaculata PUD, were
approved by the Corporate Authorities of the Village on July 19, 2005, pursuant to
Ordinance 2005- 77; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is located within and subject to the Immaculata
PUD, and is within Sub -area C and Sub -area D; and

WHEREAS, the Petitioner, with the permission of the Owner, has applied to the
Village for ( 1) approval of a text amendment to revise the definition of " community

residence" under the Bartlett Zoning Ordinance to include persons transferring from
State guardianship; ( 2) approval of an amendment the Immaculata PUD to allow for
Community Residences as a special use within Sub -area C of the PUD; ( 3) approval of

a special use permit to operate a community residence within the existing building on
the Subject Property that was previously used as a sales office for the Clare Oaks
Retirement Center; ( 4) approval of a preliminary and final plat of subdivision to create
the 12. 7 acre Subject Property as a separate lot of record; and ( 5) approval of a final

Site/ PUD Plan for the Subject Property ( collectively, the " Petition"); and

WHEREAS, On May 2, 2024, pursuant to proper notice, the Bartlett Planning and
Zoning Commission conducted a public hearing and reviewed the Petition, and has
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recommended by a vote of 5- 3 to the Corporate Authorities that the Petition be granted, 
subject to the conditions and findings of fact set forth in its report; and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities have considered the recommendation of

the Bartlett Planning and Zoning Commission and have determined that it is in the
public interest of the Village and its residents to approve the Petition, subject to the
terms and conditions set forth in this Ordinance. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, Illinois ( the " Corporate

Authorities"), pursuant to its home rule authority, as follows: 

Section 1. Recitals. The recitals listed above are incorporated into this

Ordinance as if fully set forth in this Section 1. 

Section 2. Findings of Fact. 

A. Amendment to the Immaculata PUD: Based on the conditions set forth in

Section 8 of this Ordinance, the Corporate Authorities make the following
findings of fact regarding the Petitioner' s Application to Amend the

Immaculata PUD: 

1. That the proposed amendment to the PUD is desirable to provide a
mix of uses which are in the interest of public convenience and will
contribute to the general welfare of the community. 

2. That the proposed amendment to the PUD will not under the
circumstances of this particular case be detrimental to the health, 
safety, morals, or general welfare of persons residing or working in
the vicinity or be injurious to property value or improvement in the
vicinity. 

3. That the proposed amendment to the PUD will conform to the
regulations and conditions specified in this title for such use and
with the stipulations and conditions made a part of the authorization
granted by the Village Board of Trustees. 

4. That the proposed uses conform to the Comprehensive Plan and
the general planning policies of the Village for the Subject Property. 

5. That each of the proposed uses is a permitted or special use in the
district or districts in which the Planned Development would be
located. 

6. That the proposed amendment to the PUD is designed, located, 
and proposed to be operated and maintained so that the public
health, safety, and welfare will not be endangered or detrimentally
affected. 
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7. That the proposed amendment to the PUD shall not substantially
lessen or impede the suitability for permitted use and development
of, or be injurious to the use and enjoyment of, or substantially
diminish or impair the value of, or be incompatible with, other

property in the immediate vicinity. 

8. That impact donations shall be paid or already have been paid to
the Village in accordance with all applicable Village ordinances in
effect at the time of the approval. 

9. That the plans provide adequate utilities, drainage and other

necessary facilities. 

10. That the plans provide adequate parking and ingress and egress
and are so designed as to minimize traffic congestion and hazards
in the public streets. 

11. That the plans have adequate site area and other buffering features
to protect uses within the development and on surrounding

properties. 

12. That there is reasonable assurance that, if authorized, the uses
allowed by the amendment to the PUD will be completed according
to schedule and adequately maintained. 

B. Special Use Permit. Based in part on the conditions set forth in Section 8 of
this Ordinance, the Corporate Authorities make the following findings of fact
regarding the Petitioner' s application for approval of a special use permit to
operate a community residence on the Subject Property: 

1. That the proposed use at that particular location requested is
necessary or desirable to provide a service or a facility which is in
the interest of the public convenience and will contribute to the
general welfare of the neighborhood or community; 

2. That such use will not under the circumstances of the particular
case be detrimental to the health, safety, morals, or general welfare
of persons residing or working in the vicinity or be injurious to
property value or improvement in the vicinity; 

3. That the special use shall conform to the regulations and conditions
specified in this title for such use and with the stipulations and
conditions made a part of the authorization granted by the Village
Board of Trustees. 

C. Site/ PUD Plan. Based in part on the conditions set forth in Section 8 of this
Ordinance, the Corporate Authorities make the following findings of fact
regarding the Petitioner' s application for approval of a Site/ PUD Plan for the
Subject Property: 
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That the proposed development on the Subject Property is a permitted
use in the proposed B- 3 PUD Zoning District; 

2. That the proposed development on the Subject Property and the
proposed improvements, off-street parking, access, lighting, 

landscaping, and drainage is compatible with adjacent land uses;

Section 3. Amendment to Section 10- 2- 2 of the Zoning Ordinance. That

Title 10, Chapter 2, Section 10- 2- 2 of the Bartlett Zoning Ordinance entitled

Definitions," is hereby amended as follows ( additions in bold and underline and

deletions in ): 

10- 2- 2: Definitions: 

The following words and terms shall have the meaning set forth, 
except where otherwise specifically indicated. Words and terms

not defined shall have the meaning indicated by common

dictionary definition. 

COMMUNITY RESIDENCE: A group home or specialized residential
care home which is owned and/ or operated by a public or private
institution, and is used for or intended to be used for rehabilitative

programs that serve either persons with disabilities, persons as an
alternative to incarceration for a criminal offense., of persons whose

primary reason for placement is treatment of a communicable disease., 
or persons that are transferring from State guardianship. 

Community residences shall be licensed, certified and/ or accredited by
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the appropriate state and/ or local agency. 

Section 4. Amendment to the Immaculate PUD. Pursuant to Section 10- 9- 10
of the Bartlett Zoning Ordinance, and subject to the conditions set forth in Section 8 of
this Ordinance, the Corporate Authorities hereby approve the Amendment to the
Immaculata PUD to add Community Residences as a special use within Sub -area C of
the Immaculata PUD. 

Section 5. Special Use Permit for a Community Residence. Subject to the
conditions set forth in Section 8 of this Ordinance, the Corporate Authorities hereby
approve the issuance of a special use permit to allow for the operation of a Community
Residence by the Petitioner on the Subject Property. 

Section 6. Preliminary/ Final Plat of Subdivision. The Final Plat of Maryville
Subdivision, prepared by DLZ Industrial Surveying, Inc., and dated January 23, 2023

Plat of Subdivision"), attached hereto as Exhibit B, is hereby approved. 

Section 7. Site/ PUD Plan. The Site/ PUD Plan, prepared by MKB Architects
and dated February 26, 2024 (" Site Plan"), attached hereto as Exhibit C, is hereby

approved, subject to the conditions contained in Section 8 of this Ordinance. 

Section 8. Conditions. The approvals granted pursuant to this Ordinance shall
be and are hereby expressly subject to and contingent upon each of the following terms, 
conditions, and restrictions, the violation of any of which shall, in the sole discretion of
the Corporate Authorities, invalidate the approvals granted in this Ordinance: 

A. The Preliminary/ Final Plat of Subdivision shall be recorded prior to the
issuance of any building permit. 

B. Building permits and all other necessary permits shall be required for all
construction activities, and this Ordinance does not authorize the

commencement of any work on the Subject Property. Except as otherwise
specifically provided in writing in advance by the Village, no work of any
kind may be commenced on the Subject Property pursuant to the
approvals granted by this Ordinance unless and until all conditions of this
Ordinance precedent to that work have been fulfilled and after all permits, 
approvals, and other authorizations for the work have been properly

applied for, paid for, and granted in accordance with all applicable laws
and regulations. 

C. All proposed signage shall require permits and approval from the Planning
Development Services Department prior to installation; 

D. If any public improvements are required for the Petitioner' s use of the
Subject Property, the Petitioner must execute and deliver to the Village a
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Public Improvements Completion Agreement with the Village agreeing to
construct, complete, and fully pay for all of the on -site and off -site public
improvements in strict compliance with the final engineering plans as
approved by the Village Engineer and in compliance with the Bartlett
Subdivision Ordinance, and the Petitioner must post the necessary

security with the Village to ensure the construction and maintenance of
such public improvements, all of which will be subject to review and

approval by the Village Attorney. 

E. The Bartlett Zoning Ordinance, the Subdivision Ordinance, Village building
codes, and all other applicable Village ordinances and regulations shall

continue to apply to the Subject Property, and the development and use of
the Subject Property must comply with all laws and regulations of the
Village and all other federal, state, and local governments and agencies
having jurisdiction. 

F. The development, maintenance, and use of the Subject Property must be
in substantial compliance with the final plans attached hereto as Exhibit B
and Exhibit C, and additional final plans as approved by the Village
Engineer and Planning & Development Services Department, except for

minor changes to such plans as approved by the Director of Planning & 
Development Services and the Village Engineer. 

G. The Petitioner' s operation of a Community Residence on the Property
shall adhere to the development standards specified in Section 10- 5- 2-A

of the Bartlett Zoning Ordinance. 

H. Binding Effect; Non -Transferability. The privileges, obligations, and

provisions of Section 5 and Section 7of this Ordinance are for the sole
benefit of, and shall be binding on, the Petitioner. Nothing in this

Ordinance will be deemed to allow the approvals granted pursuant to
Section 5 and Section 7 of this Ordinance to be transferred to any person
or entity without that person or entity first applying for and receiving the
Village' s approval of a new application for a special use permit and site
plan. 

Section 9. Failure to Comply. Upon failure or refusal of the Petitioner to

comply with any or all of the conditions, restrictions, or provisions of this Ordinance, the
approvals granted pursuant to this Ordinance ( collectively, the " Conditioned

Approvals"), will, at the sole discretion of the Corporate Authorities, by ordinance duly
adopted, be revoked and become null and void; provided, however, that the Corporate
Authorities will not revoke the Conditioned Approvals unless it first provides the
Petitioner with two months advance written notice of the reasons for revocation and an

opportunity to be heard at a regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees regarding
the revocation. In the event of revocation, the development and use of the Property will

be governed solely by the regulations of the Immaculata PUD as they were prior to the
adoption of this Ordinance, and as the same may, from time to time, be amended. 
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Further, in the event of revocation, the Village Administrator and Village Attorney are
authorized and directed to bring all zoning enforcement actions as may be appropriate
under the circumstances. The Petitioner acknowledges that public notices and hearings
have been held with respect to the adoption of this Ordinance, have considered the
possibility of the revocation provided for in this Section 9, and agrees not to challenge
any revocation on the grounds of any procedural infirmity or any denial of any
procedural right, provided that the notice to the Petitioner required by this Section 9 is
given. 

Section 10. Severability. In the event a court of competent jurisdiction

finds this Ordinance or any provision hereof to be invalid or unenforceable as applied, 
such finding shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this

ordinance and the application thereof to the greatest extent permitted by law. 

Section 11. Repeal and Saving Clause. All ordinances or parts of ordinances
in conflict herewith are hereby repealed; provided, however, that nothing herein

contained shall affect any rights, actions, or cause of action which shall have accrued
to the Village of Bartlett prior to the effective date of this Ordinance. 

Section 12. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect

after is passage and approval according to law.

The attorney representing the petitioner, John George 71 S. Wacker Dr, Chiago, IL came forward and
was sworn in by M. Werden. J. George stated that they are requesting a special use for the property
at 775 W. Bartlett Road for an existing building and propose to have 6 young women living there, ages
18 to 21. This property is a 12. 7- acre piece of property which is part of the Immaculata planned
development. Our property is in Sub - area C south of Bartlett Road, west of Devon, and north of
Carillon Road. Carillon Road is not a dedicated road. 1 will be calling forward Sister Ryan, Executive

Director of Maryville Academy who will explain a little bit about Maryville and the reason why they
wanted to use this parcel of property as part of their program. I will also be calling on Eveyln Smith, 

Director of Residential Services who will explain in detail the specifics of this community residence in
terms of hours of operation, parking spaces and all of the particular relevant information that you will
need. I will also be calling on Sylvester Kerwin, MAI appraiserwho Maryville has retained. He has made
a report which I have submitted to the Village as an exhibit. That report talks about the compatibility
of this proposed use to other uses in the area and the fact that this use does not create an adverse
impact on any of the surrounding properties. Lastly, I will be calling on Geri Kelley, the project architect
who will go into greater detail about the interior renovations to the building. There will be no exterior

renovations. All of the renovations would be to create bedrooms for the young woman that will be
living there. I would like to call these witnesses and go through the questions that I have for them and
then we will be ready to answer any questions that you might have. Is that acceptable to your mister

chairman? M. Werden yes. 

The petitioner, Sister Catherine Ryan, OSF Director, 1 150 N River Rd, Des Plaines, came forward and was
sworn in by M. Werden. Sr. Ryan stated I have been associated with Maryville Academy for 20 years
and we have been grateful to serve on the campus at 951 W. Bartlett Road, which is just down the
road from the site that we are talking about tonight. That is our girl' s campus. We have 6 homes there. 
Those homes serve our young ladies who come to us in need of temporary housing. J. George please

explain to the committee what programming would take place at the property at 775 W. Bartlett Road. 
Sr. Ryan one of the programs that we have on the Eisenburg Campus serves young ladies with cognitive
delay. These young ladies were removed from their homes by the Department of Children and Family
Services many years before because they were victims of abuse or neglect so they are in need of
continued care. Their legal custodian is DCFS. We provide care for them at that campus until they are
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about 18 years of age. J. George is it your position that this proposed project is needed for the
continued development of your program? Sr. Ryan yes, this would be a next phase program. Our

young ladies complete what they need to learn in the group home setting and that is what we have
for them at the campus at 951 W Bartlett Road. They then need to move towards an opportunity for
more independence. There would by 24 hour, 7 days a week staff, but they would be taking on more
responsibility for their own lives and learning more about interaction in the communities that they are
going to be moving to when they reach age 21. It is important for these young ladies to actually see

the difference between the group home setting that they come from in that program and what they
are moving towards as they advance into young adulthood at the ages of 18 to 21 years old. J. 

George asked, why did Maryville choose this particular site? Sr. Ryan this home is separate from the

campus but close enough that we can call on the resources at the campus. J. George do you intend
to do any other work on this 12- acre site other than renovating the interior of the existing building? Sr. 

Ryan no, we do not. We initially spoke with Sisters of St. Joseph of St. Francis who own the property. 
They were very supportive of us purchasing the home. We were not planning to buy the entire piece

of property. Then the Sisters came back and said it would help them out since they no longer have
offices here in Illinois. Their offices are now in Wisconsin and it would help if the entire property was

purchased, but we have no program plans or other plans for the rest of the property. J. George is it

your understanding that if you ever wanted to do anything further with this property other than what
we are talking about tonight, which is providing a community residence for 6 women, ages 18 to 21
that you would have to come back to the Village and seek their approval? Sr. Ryan yes. 

Eveyln Smith Associate Executive Director, Maryville Academy, 951 W Bartlett Rd, Bartlett stated that
the residential services that Maryville provides on the Eisenberg Campus are for young ladies for mental
health services, schooling, individual group therapy, and social skills as well as visits with family. The

building would be used for our Transitional Living Program for young ladies ages 18 to 19 to learn
developmental skills, have jobs in the community, and to learn to cook small meals on their own. The
hope is for them to then leave this program and go into a Community Intergraded Living Arrangement
where they would live in a house with 5 to 6 other individuals, where they can live for the rest of their
lives and would do all of those things on their own and would not have 24- hour staffing every day. J. 
George does Maryville have any other CILAs in existing now? E. Smith no, Maryville does not. J. George

do other organization such as your own have other CILAs that they operate in various neighborhoods
in the northwest suburbs. E. Smith yes. J. George will there be 6 girls in this building ages 18 to 21, how
many staff will be working at this building, and would you have visitors coming to this building? E. Smith

yes, there would be 6 girls, ages 18 to 21, we would have 2 staff members there 24 hours a day, 7 days
a week, and we would not allow visitors at this facility. We encourage the young ladies to have their

visits in the community and we have a dedicated space with a Family Visitation Room where they can
have one- on- one visits with family without impeding on other individuals that live in the home. J. 

George would any of these young ladies have cars? E. Smith no they would not have cars. Maryville
has a minivan for transportation. Also, one of the reasons we like this location is that it is walking
distance to things in Bartlett. If they get a job in the community, like at Aldi, they can walk or go to the
train station. This site offers use of those conveniences. J. George what is the average stay of these

young ladies? E. Smith the average stay is 9 to 18 months. We work with DHS to move them out into

housing. J. George would there be on -site schooling taking place at this building? E. Smith no, there

would not. They would go off -site to school by bus. 
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Sylvester Kerwin, MAI S. J. Kerwin & Associates, Inc, 775 W North Avenue, River Forest, IL came forward

and was sworn in by M. Werden. S. Kerwin stated that Maryville Academy has retained me to do an

analysis of this property. My assignment was to review the proposed application for the community
residence and determine if it complies with the findings of fact according to the Village of Bartlett
Zoning Ordinance. Essentially, the scope of my work is to inspect the property and surrounding land
uses, and to review the Zoning Ordinance. The subject property is on the southwest corner of Bartlett
Road that is somewhat long and narrow with about 700 feet of street frontage on the southside of
Bartlett Road and about 470 feet along Devon Avenue. The land is improved with an older frame one- 
story residential building that contains about 3, 000 square feet with an unfinished basement, and 7
parking spaces in front of this building. There is another paved area on this parcel that contains parking
for about 21 vehicles that is used by the adjoining property for The Oakes. The property is zoned PUD
and is in Sub -area C. On the west side of Devon Avenue there is an area that is designated as a storm
water management easement for water retention as part of the overall initial PUD in around 2000. The
area is not in a flood zone according to the maps. Bartlett Road is a 2- lane road running east and west
with sidewalks in front of the subject property. Devon Avenue is a north/ south secondary access road
similarly improved with curbs. I have gone into some background in my report about how this was
developed. The adjacent land uses include The Oaks at 825 Carillon Drive. The Oaks at Bartlett is a

nonprofit organization on about a 44- acre campus that was approved and developed in 2002. This

senior retirement community provides assisted living, health care services and transitional rehabilitation
services. To the north is the Bartlett Hills Golf Club. This club was purchased by the Village in 1978 and
is on over 100 acres of land with a renovated clubhouse facility. This land is zoned P- 1 ( Public Lands

District). To the east of the subject property on the southeast corner of Bartlett Road and Devon
Avenue at 601 W. Bartlett Road is the Village Church of Bartlett. This nondenominational church is

located on a double corner on a 5- acre parcel with frontage along W. Bartlett Road, Devon Avenue
and Pond View Lane. This church has been improved with a house of worship for a number of years
and is zoned ER- 1 and according to their website provides programs in collaboration with the Bartlett
Police Department for young people in relation to trying to work with drug -addiction programs. Lastly, 
to the south is the Ponds of Bartlett Subdivision and the Williams Woods Subdivision. These subdivisions
have single- family homes that were developed in the 1970s and 1980s. The price ranges for these

homes are $210,000 in 2012 to more recently at $425,000 for those homes. Those subdivisions are zoned
SR- 3 ( Suburban Residence). J. George asked, if the maintenance agreement is required to be kept

and adhered to by Maryville? S. Kerwin yes, according to my research, the zoning ordinance and the
PUD, there was a requirement to maintain that easement and Carillon Road is being dedicated as a
permanent easement along the south end of the parcel. J. George the other parking lot which is part
of our parcel is used by The Oaks of Bartlett. S. Kerin it is my understanding that they have arrangements
with staff that works at The Oaks to park there and that would continue. J. George other than those

recorded easements did you have a chance to look at the Village of Bartlett' s 2007 W. Bartlett Road
corridor plan? S. Kerwin yes, I have and in summary, the future land use to the west of Route 59 and
into downtown Bartlet, the south side of W. Bartlett Road will primarily remain the same as existing land
uses with the exception of some new residential uses or reuses. In my review, it appears that most of
the development west of Route 59 is for higher density; commercial, business, office, and retail. There
is a new development, D. R. Horton at the northwest corner of W. Bartlett Road and Route 59. 
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J. George is this site, in your opinion based on the background and your inspection of the property a
site that would be better used for commercial development? S. Kerwin after reviewing the plan and

looking at the various land uses along Bartlett Road to the east and west my conclusion is, no, this site
would not be ideal for commercial or retail development for a number of reasons. This site has narrow
road frontage on Bartlett Road and more importantly, any future development would have to work
with the retention storm district at the south end of the property as I believe in reading the ordinance, 
that was put there to help the adjoining property to the west, The Oaks, so that could be very costly. I
also considered how uncertain the times are right now for future development with respect to
commercial, retail and office. There is an abundant supply of retail space. Most retailers would want
to be located along Route 59 since it has greater traffic and more space. There also has been a

change since COVID with fewer office needs and people working from home. We have an over supply
of office space at the present time. J. George based on the report that you have prepared, have you
come to a conclusion as to whether or not this proposed use of an existing structure that would only
involve interior renovation that would accommodate 6 young ladies, ages 18- 21, what is your opinion
about whether that would cause any adverse impact on the value of the surrounding properties? S. 

Kerwin no, it would not have any adverse impact upon the general welfare of the surrounding property
values. When I look at these proposed uses, I try to find a similar use in the same community or nearby. 
According to the Village of Bartlett Zoning Ordinance, there are no other community residences
uncovered with 1, 200 feet of the subject property proposed according to the zoning ordinance. 
However, I did find 2 properties that provide similar programs for children including the petitioner' s
existing facility, Maryville as the most logical located to the west of the subject property referred to as
the Eisenburg Campus as well as Little City Foundation in nearby Palatine. Little City has been at that

location for more than 50 years and provide fully assisted programs for children and adults with autism
and other intellectual development disabilities. I provided my appraisal service to Little City in 2012
when they were replacing several of the homes there and built 3 new homes with 8 children per home. 
There are currently 8 group homes on that property. That development adjoins residential subdivision
in Inverness and South Barrington. I found no adverse impact to property values in those subdivisions. 
I also considered The Oaks at Bartlett which is directly to the west that provides health care services
and transitional rehabilitation services. These properties were considered to see if there is any adverse
impact on the surrounding properties. First, Maryville, which is the closets has been providing servicing

for woman from 18- 21 years of age since the early 1990s and that property is in a P- 1 ( Public Lands

District) according to the Village map. There are single- family home subdivisions next to Maryville' s

property and recent sale prices have ranged from $ 340, 000 to $ 650,000 in the Regency Subdivision, 

The Oaks and Park Place. J. George what is your opinion as to whether or not this proposed use would
be compatible with the existing uses and the surrounding area. S. Kerwin after considering all of the
factors and the findings of fact according the Village of Bartlett Zoning Ordinance, I do conclude that
the proposed special use for the location and establishment of a community residence and/ or group
home within the one- story residence along the corner parcel that would be remodeled on the interior
only for the occupancy of 6- 9 months would not cause any substantial change in character, welfare
or value of other properties within the immediate neighborhood and would comply with the findings
of fact. 
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Geri Kelley, MKB Architects 1918 N Mendell St, Chicago IL stated that the renovations will be fairly minor. 
There are 5 bedrooms existing and we are enclosing an area to the right of the kitchen to add a 6th
bedroom. There are 3 bathrooms. One of those bathrooms will be enlarged and made ADA

accessible. There are plans to finish the basement as added living space for recreation only. J. George
is the proposed renovation designed so that the public health, safety and welfare will not be
endangered or detrimentally effected by this proposed project? G. Kelley yes. J. George does this

proposed project provide adequate parking, ingress and egress to minimize traffic? G. Kelley yes. J. 

George has this proposed renovation been designed in full compliance with the regulations of the
Village of Bartlett and the State of Illinois? G. Kelley yes, it has. 

J. George we can answer any questions that the committee might have at this time. 

M. Werden my concerns with this project are that this is a reversal of what we normally see before this
committee. We already have in place a higher density, multifamily zoning that is high quality and very
successful. The question is, do we want to approve a lower density special use when we are very
limited with other higher density areas within the Village. This property right now would allow another
4- story building for multifamily for retirement or something along those lines and we are being asked
basically to trash the master plan that would allow that and have this special use on there. On page

33, number 2, under the site plan application, the last sentence says " by activating and rehabilitating
a vacant building, the landscaping and maintenance of the property will certainly improve and bolster
the properties compatibility with the adjacent land uses." I think it will tie our hands and not bolster this

from the Village of Bartlett standpoint. Also on page 35, number 4, " The proposed uses conform to the

Comprehensive Plan and he general planning policies of the Village for this parcel." Obviously, they

do not because you are seeking to change that. I am not sure that is in the best interest of Bartlett. If

you look at the whole W. Bartlett Road corridor starting east to Berteau Avenue, there are multifamily
in the Town Center area, the convent property which used to be the caretakers house and we also
have taller buildings at Route 59 and W. Bartlett Road with the Victory Center. I think you are asking us
to give something up by not maintaining the zoning that is there right now. We would not be able to

expand in the future to have compatible looks. You are not planning to do anything to the exterior of
the house, but that is beside the point, at least the house is in good condition. Those are my concerns
with the project. 

J. George the zoning is residential and what we are proposing to do is residential. The 2007 corridor
plan that the Village has covering this particular piece of property shows no changes or other proposed
uses for this property. It indicates that they would stay the same as they are now and so I think in terms
of this being compatible with the underlying zoning and is compatible with your own plans for this
particular area, this is compatible with that plan. You have heard testimony tonight from an MAI

appraiser indicating what the uses are that surround this site on all sides, which are not commercial
and commercial is not allowed. If you are saying it should be used for some other use other than what
we are proposing when there are no other uses on the table right now, this use is compatible and
complies with all of the regulations of the Village of Bartlett with respect to the criteria that is required
for obtaining a special use. We are meeting each of those requirements that are in the code. To say
that in years to come this could be something else or you want more taxes from the property and
therefore it should not be used for what we are proposing, to me, that could be used for everything
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that comes before you. We can stipulate with respect to you today that this is the only building that
will be there and there would not be any additions to the building. This is a special use and a special

use can be drafted in such a way that it is particular and if we restrict it that way, any time anyone
would want to do anything with this building, they would be required to come back to this committee
and seek approval through the same process that we are going through now. This is a transitionary

use that we are talking about for this building. It can be totally restricted to what we are doing here
and there is no threat out there that if the committee approves this that we would come back in 2
years with a huge development that would go on this site because that cannot be done. We all

recognize that any type of change to what is there now and what we are proposing would require
and mandate that we come back before this committee to seek approval for any change. I want to
be very clear that we will agree to any order that is given in this case to restrict exactly what we are
talking about tonight. We are proposing exactly what we are talking about tonight and we would do
nothing more other than what we talked about in our proposal tonight to all of you. 

M. Werden you are meticulous about what you are proposing. We already have the higher density

without the special use that would allow something more similar right now with multifamily and
retirement. I think we would be tying our hands by getting rid of that and only having the small portion
with a special use. I am not sure that is in our best interest, but I would be interested to hear comments
from the committee. C. Deveaux I see a use for a building that has been empty and a good use. G. 

Koziol what are the allowed uses of this property as exists today? K. Stone this property was part of a
development agreement with its own Planned Development restrictions. Each sub area has its own

set of permitted uses that are allowed. Sub -area C allows assisted dwellings, independent living

dwellings, skilled care units, townhomes, medical offices, consultant offices, educational institutions
that are non -boarding, religious institutions, community center and recreational buildings. Each

planned development in the Village has its own set of uses and its own set of bulk requirements. 

J. Kapadoukakis asked, did the petitioner go to the seller and ask to purchase this property or were
the owners seeking a buyer? Sr. Ryan we went to the owners, the sisters and said, we see that this

building has been empty for some time and we would like to consider the property for our program. 
The sisters were very happy that we wanted to purchase the property for this use. J. Kapadoukakis do
you know if there were any other buyers interested in this property? Sr. Ryan the sisters have not

mentioned any other buyers. They came to us and suggested we buy the entire property. We

approached them first. G. Koziol when I look at this property, I see a long narrow property and the
subject building is at the far north end. What will happen to the rest of the property to the south? Does

this special use have an effect on what could happen on that property in the future and will this entire
parcel of land be owned by the petitioner requesting the special use? K. Stone if we grant this special

use, it would be limited to the building that is on that site. It would be up to the property owner to go
back before the Village Board for review if they wanted to do something else on that site, but there
are no guarantees on what that would be. J. Battermann there was as phase 2 in 2005 that was

planned. Do we know why that was halted? K. Stone I believe it was financial constraints. G. Koziol I

think this could impose a restriction to what can happen on this property if it is owned by one individual
or one organization. Do we lose the right to develop it without them selling? I do not think that would

be correct. J. George I want you to understand that this is part of a planned development and we
are in Sub -area C, which is the narrow piece of property, but all we are proposing is to develop the
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where building is located. The balance of this property, if anyone was to do anything would require
them to apply for an amendment to the existing Immaculata development agreement and seek
approval from the Village for anything. You would not relinquish any control over this property by

allowing us to have a special use for these 6 women on this particular property. You do not relinquish
anything at all. If someone is concerned about us adding onto the building or doing anything else
with the existing structure, we would stipulate, agree and sign documents indicating that we would do
nothing at all to this building other than what we are talking about tonight. The purpose of this special
use for this building is to allow Maryville to go forward with the mission that they have to care for these
young women who have intellectual disabilities to give them a place to get the necessary vocational
training so that they can go out in this world and be productive people. The CII-As ( Community Living
Intergraded Facilities) that E. Smith was talking about are in the suburbs and the city. The purpose of

those intergraded facilities is for people with disabilities who are functional, go to work every day at
McDonalds or Home Depot in order to make a living to support themselves and have the kind of life
that we all wish for people who have that type of disability. That is what we are talking about tonight, 
to give these 6 young woman in this house the opportunity to have that type of vocational training
while living in this house so that they can move on to a better life. When I took on this assignment, I

was concerned and raised some of the same questions that this committee has raised tonight, but
what we are proposing and the way we restricted it and how we have now met all of the criteria in
your code for obtaining a special use, I believe that we have a good program and one that does no
harm to the community or the property values and does not do any harm in terms of the other
compatible uses in the neighborhood. We have satisfied each and every obligation. The findings set

forth stipulate and concur with that. M. Werden I do not think anyone is questioning the noble task or
intent. My question is, are we tying the Village' s hands by allowing a special use to downsize the
capability of what goes there on the corner? The campus could certainly be expanded if someone

else came along with a proposal for a 4- story building to expand what is on the property right now. 
That is my concern. M. Sarwas when you look at the D R Horton development where they have a huge
plat of land, they could choose not to put homes on all of that and only develop part of that property
for the next 5 years. It is still their property and the Village could not touch it. It would still be their
property and that is a prime piece of property in our Village, but there is not one thing we could do
about that and I do not think that is necessarily our place to say what someone can or cannot do with
their property. This property has sat empty and for something like Maryville with a very specific reason
for this new use to be so close to their existing facility because of their resources, there is a very logical
reason for them to be so close to their resources. If they had to move this home 15 miles away, they
could not make use of those resources. 

J. George in response to the chairman' s questions, there cannot be another type of nonresidential use
on this property because it is not zoned for that. Whoever would want to put another use on this

property would have not only have to come in on the Planned Development, but would also have to
rezone the property for that type of use because that type of use is not permitted on this property. You
cannot put commercial or industrial uses here. M. Werden I was referring to something more consistent
with the higher density zoning that is allowed now. K. Stone office uses are allowed. Community

Residences are not currently allowed in this district. The petitioner is asking to amend the Planned Unit
Development that was approved as Immaculata to add community residence as a special use. Right
now, that is not a permitted use. The residential uses that are allowed are townhomes, assisted and
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skilled living at higher density and office uses per the current zoning. B. Bucaro looking at the 2002

original plan and the uses there which are higher density that would be a better benefit to the
community than trying to develop what you are not using in piecemeal. You only need a half -acre

and we are tying up everything else. The petitioner has no plans to develop the rest of it. I would rather
see a higher density with what is already approved; the townhouses, offices, residential assisted living, 
something that is already approved for the entire parcel. J. Geroge this is a large parcel, but everyone
needs to recognize that there is a huge storm water and sewer maintenance agreement that runs
through this property, which will affect the ability to build on it and everyone is going to be bound by
that. No one will be able to do away with that. Any developer that comes along has to understand
that they would have to adhere to that. M. Sarwas that is if the Sisters sell to a developer that wants to
do something like that. It is still the Sisters' property and they want to sell Maryville the whole property. 
If that is not what we approve that changes their deal. C. Deveaux this property has sat empty for

quite a while and these are the first people that are actually interested in it. After walking around this
property, I cannot see someone wanting to building something on that property. It is awkward. They

would have to take down trees to build something there. It does not seem practical for doctor' s offices. 

B. Bucaro what is the acreage of retention and the conservation area of the 12. 7 acres? K. Stone the

original conservation area was recorded with only the document and without the plat of survey to go
with it. As part of the subdivision request, we required them to show the easement on the plat of survey
so we would guarantee that would show up in future searches. B. Bucaro I am trying to get an idea of
how much acreage the water detention area the conservation is out of the 12. 7 acres. J. George the

area is about 2 acres. We have also dedicated Carillon Road. M. Werden would Carillon Road keep

the same footprint. J. George yes, it would. 

M. Werden opened the public hearing. 

Bob Gorski 709 Bayberry Drive, Bartlett stated, I am not an employee of Maryville Academy, but I am
the CFO of a likeminded organization headquartered in Kane County. I am here to express my support
for the Maryville case. For the residents who are here thinking that this is going to affect their property
value, it has been made clear that is not going to happen and I can tell you that a 4- story, high density
would hurt our property values and create traffic issues. Within the proposal, there is a request to

provide transitional housing for up to 6 women ages 18- 21 who are transferring from State guardianship. 
Maryville Academy has been in operation for more than 140 years serving children in need. It is part

of their mission to provide protection, guidance and support for these children. There is an existing

facility at 951 W Bartlett Road that has been there for 30 plus years. Now they are asking for permission
to utilize the property at 775 W. Bartlett Road which is less than 1 mile from their current location. The

aforementioned young woman that would temporarily reside at that location have intellectual and
behavioral health issues. My organization serves a very similar population. Children' s services for this

population ends at age 18. If you think about your own children turning 18 at least they have options. 
They can go to college, get meaningful employment and remain home living at home with their
parents. When you are under the guardianship of the State, you do not have these options. There is

nowhere for them to go. At this age, these women are vulnerable and have no one to turn to. This is
a societal issue that I am sure will be on full display tonight. I am convinced that this is more of a lack

of understanding of behavioral health issues. The professionals at Maryville Academy understand that
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by teaching life skills there is an opportunity for these women to live a fulfilling life by finding affordable
housing and potentially securing employment. The alternative for these women is homelessness and

with that, there is the possibility of having to turn to sex, drugs and/ or alcohol as a way of navigating
life. There will be 24- hour staffing at this facility. Also, I can attest to the fact that maintenance on this
building will be held to a higher standard than anything you or I currently face. Because Maryville

Academy is funded by the State of Illinois and others, these funders will conduct routine inspections of
the property. Corrective action plans are issued for the slightest of infractions. My organization

manages 38 group homes in Kane County and Kendall County so I am well aware of these types of
corrective action plans. A State Fire Marshal inspection is also required annually. I can tell you that

lawns will be mowed, driveways will be plowed and utility bills will be paid. These are not optional like
perhaps some of our neighbors might think. We all agree that Bartlett is a great place to live. It is a

welcoming town with a great sense of community. Bartlett has coincidently initiated new branding
campaign slogan " You Belong in Bartlett". I would hate for us to have to put an asterisk with that and

say, " Except If You Have Intellectual or Health Issues." 

Glenn Stanko 759 Woodland Court, Bartlett stated I live in one of the cottages in The Oaks

development. I did get the major question answered that I had tonight and that was, how much land
is being sold to Maryville? Now I know it is 12. 7 acres. My personal view is that if this building were to
be used as proposed, it would be fine, buffered by yard on each side, but I have concerns about
Maryville taking control of all 12. 7 acres. I think people at The Oaks would be shocked by that and
maybe some of the people who live in Bayberry and south of Carillon Drive. I think the perception

might be that it would end up some day like the current Maryville property. I have not driven back

there to see it. I have heard from some people that there are a number of group homes and there
have been a number of police calls back there. Whether that is valid or not, I do not know. I just think
it would be better if this was limited to a very small tract of land where the house sits. I have always

heard and everyone in The Oaks believes that the ground lease that The Oaks sits on extends to the
entire campus. Maybe someone could answer the question, what happens to the ground lease? Does

it not cover this area that is being sold to Maryville? There is supposed to be a 99- year ground lease. I

guess someone could say that the parking lot could be used in the future by The Oaks employees and
transportation buses, but what would assure that once Maryville owns the property? There is no

assurance that Maryville would let The Oaks continue to use that parking lot and if The Oaks could not
use that parking lot, parking would be a disaster at The Oaks. My perception is that Carillon Drive is

snow plowed in the winter by The Oaks. What happens to that part of Carillon Drive. Who is responsible
for plowing that in the winter time and for other maintenance? I have heard talk about Sub -area C

and I had a heck of a time figuring out where Sub -area C was on the map from the download. Sub- 

area C is a large tract of land. I would like to know how many acres are in Sub -area C. Could someone
answer that questions? It looks to me like it is more than half of the 12. 7 acres. Again, I sympathize with

the use that is proposed for this house. I think it would be a good use, but I think to throw in this large
tract of land along with it is not in the best interest of the people who live at The Oaks. I cannot figure
out why the nonprofit organization that owns The Oaks is not here. I do not know how much they know
about this. I do not know if the sisters have told them about it or not. I am surprised that they have not
been in the loop. Maybe they have and we just do not know about it. 
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Brian Prus 226 S Devon Avenue, Bartlett stated, I have compliance concerns for a multi -living space. 
On the findings of fact, # 2, off- street parking, there really is no off- street parking for that residence. 
There is no parking on Bartlett Road and Devon Avenue is a single lane. I live on Devon Avenue. I am

the second house in. Devon Avenue is a major cut -through street. It was mentioned that they will not
have cars, but my concern is about growth and things in the future. On the south view picture, the

parking lot is right in front with 7 spaces and 1 handicap spot with just a sign. The other concern I have
is the driveway. The driveway is about 10 feet long and is very short for coming off of Bartlett Road in
that short 10 feet you cross the Bartlett bike path. That is not a sidewalk. That path is used a lot by

people in the area. I walk it every day with my dog. There is not a lot of space between the Bartlett
path. I was just concerned about the use with vehicles going in and out more frequently. I live right

next to this and I do want to see improvement to the building. It has been sitting there for 10 years. I

am just not sure this is going to fit well in our community just looking at the findings of fact. I have a

question about the maintenance of the property. My backyard is the forest. Who is responsible for the
maintenance of that? I have some 50- foot trees leaning towards my house that are actually on this
property that have been a concern of mine. It was mentioned multiple times that there are going to

be no exterior renovations. The driveway is in the right- hand turn lane and it is not easy to pull into that
area. I do not know if it is conducive of compliant with a multi living space. 

Arthur Edenhofer 756 Bayberry Drive, Bartlett stated that this is my back yard. I look at that 24 hours a

day, 7 days a week 365 days a year. I have been there for 33 years. I have a great relationship with

the nuns. They love my Christmas lights. I believe that this is going to have a huge impact on the facility
that is there. Those old people back there, the ambulances go back there every day and they use
the back road to get there. Sometimes I can see the lights in my bedroom at night. So now they are
going to have to cut a deal with these guys. If there is an emergency, they are going to go on their
property. Also, that is a substantial building. What if there is an emergency? Now all of the sudden

the lot line is pushed way up. Those are 2 and 3 story buildings. How are you going to get emergency

equipment back there? My concerns are, if there is a fire or an emergency back there, how is the fire
department going to get back there? The property line is going to cut right up to the old building. 
Also, the parking, because my mother goes in and out of there and I see out the back of my house
that one parking lot during the day is full and now you are going to eliminate it. I go to see my mom

and the other lots are full. Where are these people going to park? I think it is poor planning really. I

have one other concern, in 32 years, when I go to work, their current property, I see police cars going
in and out. I do not know why, but that is a concern to me. I live right there. I do not live in St. Charles. 

Dan Lakin 304 Oakmont Drive, Bartlett stated, I have been a nurse for 1 1 years and I have worked with
these disadvantaged young ladies before. My concern is the safety and security of the
neighborhoods. I know a lot of these young ladies are on heavy psychological medications. There

are a lot of behaviors. There are a lot of outbursts. My worry is that it is so close to downtown Bartlett, 
between the ages of 18 and 21, that the temptation of going to get drunk could be there. What type
of security will these ladies be under? Are the staff counselors or nurses able to dispense medications

and monitor side effects let alone the behaviors of these young ladies. With the recent things that

have been going on in our neighborhood, we almost had a carjacking not less than a year ago on
the other side of the neighborhood where our residents were shot at for chasing after the offenders. 
What kind of affiliation do these young ladies have with their families? Are they gang related? Where
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do they come from? What kind of element will be coming to visit let along scoping out our
neighborhoods? There are a lot of children that run around there. Kids use that hill during the winter

to sled down and enjoy. With the church right across the street that is another thing. I understand the

need for this and I sympathize. I have worked with these young ladies. They are really disadvantaged. 
They were thrown a bad deal, but we need to worry about the safety and security of not only them, 
but also our residents that live around there. 

J. George with respect to the question about why The Oaks is not here, The Oaks is here. They gave us
a letter of authorization to proceed forward with this special use. The sisters own the proprietary lease
under The Oaks and they are selling us the property. We have authority from the religious order that

owns The Oaks to proceed today. 

To answer the question about the parking that is part of The Oaks, there is a temporary easement
already in effect granted to The Oaks that we will honor as part of this special use. 

There would not be able to be another facility like this built because under your Village Code, you
prohibit the distances where you cannot have another facility like this. There is a 1, 200- foot restriction

that needs to be adhered to before there can be another facility like this. 

The 7 parking spaces in front of the building comply with the Village Code with respect to parking
required for a facility such as this. 

With respect to the issue about safety, we have indicated that the ladies that will be staying here would
be going into town with staff. If they got a job at Home Depot or any of the local groceries stores that
would just be a normal thing that exists in the developmental disability world. When we have people

who are functional and can have jobs, they live in this world and use transportation back and forth
and that would be adhered to. There probably would be transportation from Maryville to take these
ladies to and from work back to this facility. I think the idea that there would be a high crime incident

as a result of this would be something that would not occur. 

I think what is important whenever you apply before a Village authority seeking a special use, you have
to look at what the Village standards and requirements are. We have met each of the criteria. This is

a 12. 7- acre property and everyone agrees that the mission is a wonderful mission, but we are

concerned about the number of acres that are leftover. Anyone who appears before this committee
asking for zoning relief or any type of relief, there are a number of cases where the people that own
the property are not developing that entire site. In our case, we are very specific with the special use

and nothing can happen other than what we are talking about without coming back to the Village. 
The Village has the absolute right and authority to restrict anything that can go on this property other
than what we are talking about tonight. We are asking you to review the findings set forth in the
application and that have been gone through by the testimony tonight to support our special use. This
is something that is really needed by Maryville to help these women out as they go forward with their
lives. I do not think we are harming the Village of Bartlett or the surrounding properties values or the
uses in the neighborhood in an away. We respectfully ask for approval for this special use and we
thank you for your time. 
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M. Sarwas asked, what type of staff in the home would be monitoring the women. E. Smith the staff

would be considered transitional counselors that have special training to work with individuals with
intellectual disabilities. We will also have a job coach as part of the staff. M. Sarwas if any of these

women were on medication is the staff trained in dispensing those medications? E. Smith yes and we

will also have a nurse working between the Eisenburg Campus and the house. 

C. Deveaux asked, if the residents wanted to have visitors, would those visitors not be allowed at this
location and would have to meet at the Eisenberg Campus? E. Smith yes, we have a specific area for
families to come to visit that is much larger. We try not to have visits in the home because that is where
other individuals live and that would impede on their space, so we want them to have private time in
another location. A lot of them go out to eat as well. M. Werden that is very good foresight. 

M. Sarwas is there anything with the purchase of this land that would impede the roads from being
traveled by emergency vehicles no matter who owns the land? Are the roads Village roads? K. Stone

these are not publicly dedicated roads, they are private roads with ingress and egress that gives
emergency access. 

B. Bucaro asked, could you give us details on the 99- year ground lease? J. George there is a 99-year

ground lease which is owned by the nuns. I have not read that yet or looked at the declaration of
condominiums, but theoretically, after 99 years, it goes back to the nuns. I have not reviewed the

document. B. Bucaro I am a bit dismayed that the management of The Oaks is not here. I understand
that you are representing the buyer and the seller, which is a little dicey in my opinion. J. George I am

not representing the seller. I have a letter of authorization from the seller authorizing us to proceed with
the application for the special use. I do not represent the seller at all. B. Bucaro the gentleman who

lives in the cottages made the comment that maybe the residents there do not know about this. 
Would they have received a mailing for this? K. Stone only if they have separate PIN. The notices go

to the tax payer and not necessarily the individual residents. B. Bucaro it leaves me uneasy that the

seller is not here and that since The Oaks is the big property right there, this could affect them and we
cannot ask them any questions. 

J. George the owners of the property, which are the nuns, know what is going on. They have given us
a letter of authority. The tenants that live in that building whether or not they all know about it; I do not
know. There was a posting of the public hearing on Bartlett Road, on Devon and Carillon Avenue right
next to the residential community. We definitely have complied with all of the proper notice and with
obtaining the necessary authorization from the owner of the property. We have complied fully. 

Whatever interest anybody living at The Oaks that is subordinate to the owner of the property. 

J. Kapadoukakis the nuns own The Oaks and the property is leased. I agree, they are in control of the

decisions that can be made for the property. I would like to know if the management company had

anything to say about them using the parking lot. I drive past that property all the time and that lot is
full. 
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B. Bucaro the 99- year lease has me concerned. Right now, the nuns are leasing the entire property to
the management of The Oaks and now they are going to allow you to get in on the 12. 7 acres. How

does that effect the other lessee? 

J. George the owner' s, the nuns, have control of this property. They have done a propriety lease for a
portion of this PD to The Oaks, but they own the rest of it and as they own it, they can do as they see
fit or allow other uses to go on the property they own if it meets with the requirements of the Village
and proper notice is giving and they give the authorization to do it. M. Werden they approve of the
uses and it would be less care for them to parcel off 12 acres. I do not think it is an issue. J. George

they have the right to do what they wish with their property. They have a lease for part of the property
for the parking and they are honoring the lease. We are not taking away any parking. 

G. Stanko stated that I was a lawyer before I retired and I did a lot of land use planning. Clare Oaks

used to be the corporation and at some point, that was changed and The Oaks at Bartlett who are
now the current nonprofit corporation that manages this. We do know that there is a 99- year ground

lease. I have never seen it. I have always been under the impression that it covers the entire campus, 
maybe it does not, but if J. George has not look at that ground lease, maybe he should because we
might find out that the Sisters are proposing to sell property that is encumbered by that 99- year ground
lease. Maybe they have done their homework. I do not know, but again, I think that is as major issue

and to say that there is a letter of authorization from the seller, I understand that, the seller has obviously
given them the authority to proceed with these applications that have been made to the Village, but
do they have a letter of authorization from The Oaks at Bartlett who may have superior rights on at
least part of this tract of land. I do not know about a temporary easement for parking. I do not know

if the sisters gave The Oaks, previously Clare Oaks a temporary easement for that parking lot. I do not
think that would happen if the whole campus was subject to the 99- year ground lease. I think that is

critical. Let us find out how much the 99- year ground lease that The Oaks currently holds, if it is an
encumbrance on this land and to what extent it covers. 

K. Stone that would be a private matter that the Village would not be involved in. If there are private

easements or agreements they are not reviewed by the Village and not required to be submitted to
the Village. We just need the property owner' s permission. 

J. George as I understand it, the proprietary lease referred to covers The Oaks and does not cover this
piece of property at all. I would be glad to furnish that information if you need it so that you can have
clarification. 

K. Stone I do want to clarify that there are 5 requests before you. There has been a lot of emphasis on
the special use, but there are 5 requests; the amendment to the planned unit development to allow a
community residence as a special use in Sub -area C. They are also requesting preliminary final
subdivision, a special use permit if that text amendment to the planned unit development is approved
to grant a special use permit for the community residence for the existing building, a text amendment
to slightly modify our definition of community residence to cover the potential residents and site plan
review for the small parking lot that is part of the existing building. M. Werden do these requests need
to be voted on separately or can they be voted on all together? K. Stone if you are going to have the
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same vote for each request, you can vote with one motion, but if there are going to be different votes
it should be split up. 

B. Bucaro made a motion to pass along a positive recommendation to the Village Board to approve
case (# 23- 10) Maryville to for an Amendment to the Planned Unit Development ( Immaculata), 

Preliminary/ Final Subdivision, Special Use Permit for a Community Residence, Text Amendment and
Final Site/ PUD Plan subject to the conditions and findings of fact outlined and conditions in the staff
report.

Description of Subject ProVer

The subject property consists of a relatively large irregular shaped corner parcel of land that contains
a reported 12. 739 acres ( 544, 911 SF) that has 712- feet and 9. 75 inches of frontage along the south
side of West Bartlett road and 471- feet 10. 25 inches long the west side of South Devon Avenue. 
Access is permitted from along Bartlett Road and Devon Avenue. Please see Plat of Survey for
private drive (Carillon Drive) along the south lot line for ingress and egress easement for the benef
of the Clare Oaks Retirement Community to the west. 

The land is unproved with an older one- story frame constructed residence that contains a reported
3, 023 SF+/- on the first floor, plus a full lower level basement with 1, 543SF+/- or a total area of

4, 566 SF+/-. There is a total of seven ( 7) paved parking space in front of the residential building. 
There are twenty- one ( 21) additional paved parking spaces along the westerly portion of the parcel
reportedly for the staff and employees of the Clare Oaks Residences to the west.

General Location

of DuPage and Kane Counties to the south and west, respectively. 

The subject property is situated along the southwest corner of West Bartlett Road and South Devon
Avenue and the northwest corner of Carillon Drive ( Easement) and just west of the downtown
business district of the village.

Access and Transportation

Major expressways that provide access to the community include the Elgin -O' Hare Tollway ( 1- 390) 
about one mile to the east of the village, the Jane Addams Memorial Tollway ( 1- 90) about four miles
to the north, 1- 290 about ten miles to the east and the Ronald Reagan Memorial Tollway (I- 88) about
ten miles to the south. Other major thoroughfares include Lake Street ( U. S. Route 20) along the
Tillage' s northern border and about 3/ 4- miles north ofthe subject property. Illinois Route 59 ( Sutton
Road) is about 1/ 2- mile to the west along Bartlett Road and Army Trail Road along the southern
boundary of the village.

Residential Housing Price Data

According to the MLS data service for the Village of Bartlett the " average sold price" was reported
at $ 428, 149 for a detached single family dwelling within the past 12 months ( February 2023 to
February 2024). This included a total of 283 sales, with an average market time of 22- days. The

median sold price was $ 410, 000 and the maximum sold price was $ 994, 000. The average listing
asking) price during the same period was reported at $ 501, 454. 

Also, " average sold price" for all attached single dwellings ( condominiums) over the past 12- months
in the community area was $ 284,695 with 155- dwelling units sold and an average market time
period of 20- days. The average list price was also reported at $ 371, 220 with only 4- dwelling units
listed and an average market time period of 88- days. This data reflects an average of sale price of
about - 23. 3% below the average listing (asking) price, which is not considered unusual due to the
slower market activity in recent years for these types of dwelling units. 

There is an inadequate quantity of two to four unit properties according to the MLS data service for
analysis in this community area.

The " average sold price" for all vacant land parcels over the past 12-months in the comnunit-y area
was reported at $ 162, 100 with only 5- parcels sold with an average market time period of 326- days. 
The average list price was also reported at $ 422, 031with only 13 parcels listed and an average
market time period of 523- days. This data reflects an average sale price of — 61. 6% below the

average listing (asking) price. This seems to illustrate the built-up nature of the community and the
limited demand for vacant lots. The " average residential rental list price" for over the past 12- 

months in the community area was $ 2, 718 per month. 

These data' s seem to suggest the overall concerns within the residential marketplace, as well as the

overall economic conditions with respect to increasing financing rates, local city and regional
county and state) taxes and uncertain market conditions and concerns. Please see the Addenda

Section ( A- 2) for greater details. 

Commercial retail Shopping

The downtown district of Bartlett provides smaller commercial retail stores, shops and restaurants. 
Smaller neighborhood strip centers are located along arterial streets such as Bartlett Road, while
larger community centers are located throughout the surrounding community areas. Several ofthese
centers are anchored by national food stores, home centers, national clothing stores and a variety of
in -line retail stores and shops. Several neighborhood centers include branch banks and other
consumer type facilities such as fast food restaurants that are located along these arterial streets. 

The Woodfield Mall, one of the first enclosed shopping center malls in the country is located about
2- miles southeast along 1- 290 and just south of 1- 90 and is anchored by several major retailers. Other
nationally recognized retail operators such as IKEA, Target Department Store, Kohl' s, Home Depot, 
Wal- Mart and Sam' s Club, Trader Joe' s and numerous supporting retail stores and shops are located
along several of the arterial thoroughfares in the area. There are several automobile dealerships
located along Algonquin Road in neighboring Schaumburg, as well as a number of automobile ( cars
and trucks) related service and repair facilities. 

Medical Facilities

There are about six (6) major medical centers within the general surrounding regional area including
Northwest Community Hospital, Humana Hospital Hoffman Estates, a Level 11 Trauma Center with
about 365 beds, plus medical office buildings and Good Shepherd Hospital, also a Level 1I Trauma
Center with about 162 beds. Other area hospitals include Lutheran General, Alexian Brothers

Medical Center and Holy Family Hospital. 

Educational Facilities

The subject property is located within the Elgin School District Unit 46 ( U- 46) that includes, but not
limited to the municipalities of Bartlett, Elgin, Streamwood, Hanover Park, South Elgin and Wayne. 
This district encompasses about 90- square miles and has an enrollment of about 3 8, 571 ( 2018- 2019) 
and is the second largest school district in the state. Grade levels range from Pre- K, Kindergarten

through high school. Community colleges are located within the region. Other private educational
institutions are available in the overall surrounding community areas.

Recreational Areas

The Bartlett Park District owns and/ or leases more than 380 acres of park lands, including indoor
and outdoor pools, two golf courses. The publicly owned and operated Bartlett Hills Golf Course
is located to the north of the subject property, across the railroad right- of-way. There are many other
smaller parks and public -open space areas in the surrounding community area. 

Zoning Data

The subject property is located within the Planned Unit Development ( PUD) Sub -area " C" Zoning

District, according to the Village of Bartlett Zoning Ordinance. 

Background

Briefly, the subject property is part of a larger PUD known as the Immaculata Development ( also
know as Clare Oaks and the Oaks at Bartlett) that was approved in 2002 under a Master Concept
Plan with four ( 4) sub -areas ( A, B, C and D) for a residential retirement community and related land

uses. The subject property is situated within Sub -area " C" that has not been developed. 

A Memorandum ( No. 24- 12) dated February 26, 2024 has been prepared by the Department of
Panning & Development by the village staff that has provided greater details of the history of the
overall PUD. A copy of this Memorandum has been included herein the Addenda Section ( A- 3) of
this report for the permitted uses in the respective sub -areas, including the subject Sub -Area " C". 

The applicant has requested a Special Use is for the location and establishment of a " Community

Residence" and/ or " group home" for six ( 6) young women between the ages of 18 and 21 within the
existing one- story former residence that will be remodeled only on the interior for occupancy of
about six ( 6) to nine ( 9) months period. 

Community Residence " is defined by Section 10- 2- 2: Definitions of the Village of Bartlett Zoning
Ordinance and a required text amendment as: 

A group home or specialized residential care home which is owned and/ or operated by a
public or private institution, and is used for or intended to be used for rehabilitative
programs that serve either persons with disabilities, persons as an alternative to
incarceration for a criminal offence or persons whose primary reason for placement is
treatment of a communicable disease or persons that are transferring from . State
guardianship. Community residences shall be licensed, certified and/or accredited by the
appropriate state and/or local agency. 

Use Special " is defined by Section 10- 2- 2: Definitions of the Village of Bartlett Zoning Ordinance
as: 

A use of land or buildings, or both, which has been determined to have a potentially greater
impact than a permitted use within the same zoning district and is, therefore, subject to
special provisions and restrictions. 

It is suggested that the zoning ordinance and Memorandum be consulted for further details and
requirements. 
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Description of the Provosed Special Use

The applicant has requested an amendment to the Planned Unit Development ( PUD) to add a
Community Residence as a Special Use in Sub -area " C" for the existing building located at 775
West Bartlett Road. This Community Residence and/ or " group home" would be for six ( 6) young
women between the ages of 18 and 21 within the existing one- story former residence. 

The frame constructed building will be remodeled only on the interior with minimal alterations and
contain twelve ( 12) rooms, six ( 6) bedrooms, three ( 4) bathrooms, an office, a living/dining room, 
a common room, a kitchen with a storage pantry, two ( 2) hallways and a laundry area. There is a
stairway to the full open basement area that will be used for activities. There is a bathroom in the
basement plus mechanical equipment rooms. The building is gas fired heated and cooled with a
central air system. The building will not be expanded and meet all building codes for required safety
conditions. Please see Building Plans for the Community Residence hereinafter in this report. 

The Community Residence will be staffed twenty- four ( 24) hours per day, seven ( 7) days a ` Meek. 
There will be three ( 3) shifts per day with two ( 2) staff members on site per each shift. The resident
women will have jobs in the community and when not working or visiting family, they will be with
Maryville Academy staff at the property. The occupancy of the young women is anticipated to be
for about six ( 6) to nine ( 9) months.

The Clare Oaks at Bartlett is a not -for -profit ( NFP) fife Plan Community that is situated on a 44- 
acre campus that adjoins the subject property. This property was approved and development
commenced in early 2002 and is identified as Sub -area " B" and part of Sub -area " D" within the

PUD. The subject parcel ( 12. 739- acres) is also within this PUD and identified as Sub -area " C". This

senior retirement community includes independent living, assisted, as well as healthcare service for
living memory support, long- term care and " transitional" rehabilitation services. There are

reportedly 100 to 199 units for independent living and 31 to 50 units for assisted living.

since owned and operated the 18- hole golf course. The 100+ acre club also provides a modern

renovated clubhouse with a grill room, dining facilities for weddings, banquets, golf -outings as well
as a pro shop along with other related recreational services. This property is zoned P- I Public Lands. 

East Village Church of Bartlett

601 West Bartlett Road ( SEC Devon Avenue) 

Bartlett, Illinois 60103

The Village Church of Bartlett is reportedly a non -denominational church that is located on a double
corner 5. 34+/- acre land parcel with frontages along Bartlett Road, Devon Avenue and Pond View
Lane that is situated across from the subject property. The land is improved with a one- story, 
contemporary style House of Worship building with a large on -site paved parking area for members
as well as spacious lawn areas for outdoor activities. This property is zoned ER- 1 ( 80,000 SF lots). 
This House of Worship reportedly provides support programs in collaboration with the Bartlett
Police Department for young people in relationship to conquering drug addition.

These single family residential subdivisions were developed in the late 1970' and early 1980' s and
have since been developed with predominately two- story brick and frame residences with about
eight to ten rooms, 3 to 5 bedrooms, 3 to 4 bathrooms and generally ranging is size from about 1, 880
SF to more than 3, 000 SF located on one -quarter size lots. Prices have ranged from about $210, 000
in 2012 to $425, 000 in 2023. These subdivisions are zoned SR- 3 ( 8, 100 SF lots) and back up to the
subject Planned Unit Development (PUD). 
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Exlstlna Grout/ Related Homes

No community residences and/ or group homes were uncovered within 1, 200 feet of the proposed
community residence, as stipulated from the Village of Bartlett Zoning Ordinance. 

However, two ( 2) properties that provide similar programs for children include the applicants' 
existing property further to the west of the subject property and Little City Foundation ( LCF) in
nearby Palatine. Also, the adjoining Clare Oaks at Bartlett, a senior retirement community includes
healthcare services with some " transitional" rehabilitation services. These properties were given

consideration in analyzing any potential impact to nearby properties with regards to services being
provided at the proposed community residence.

The applicant (Maryville Academy) has been providing programs for women only between the ages
of 13 to 20 years old at the above campus which is located a short distance to the west along Bartlett
Road since the early 1990' s. These programs provide a home and therapeutic care for girls and
young women with intellectual disabilities, mental issues, pregnancy issues and parenting for young
women. This property is zoned ER- 1 ( 80, 000 SF lots). Single family residences that adjoin this

property have recent sales prices ranging from $342, 000 to $ 650,000. 

Little City Foundation ( LCF)

There are several non -for -profit organizations in the surrounding community region that provide
Group Home" facility services for children and adults with various disabilities, including, but not

limited to the Little City Foundation ( LCF) in Palatine. The Little City Foundation has been
established at the subject property location for more than 60 years, and has been providing programs
to fully assist and empower children and adults with autism and other intellectual and developmental
disabilities. 

There are currently six ( 6) group homes existing on the 56 acre campus and three ( 3) of the older
50 years) group homes were replaced several years ago with six ( 6) new buildings that resulted in

a slight population decrease from the original total census of 106 to 104 residents on the campus. 
Reportedly, there are about 50 children and 56 adult residents, or 106 residents. However, the
number of children residents were reduced to about 48 persons with eight ( 8) children per building. 
With six ( 6) newer homes that were built, there is a total of nine ( 9) homes on the campus. 

Research of market activity in neighboring subdivisions " after" the six ( 6) new group homes located
in the Little City Foundation campus revealed no adverse overall effects to the character of the
neighborhood and/or property values due to the existence of the six (6) group homes that have been
established at this location for the past 40 to 60 years.

Hiehest and Best Use

The Highest and Best Use of the land that is proposed for the Community Residence, as of the
effective date of analysis (March 2024), is estimated to be for a residential use and/ or development

as permitted according to the existing planned Unit Development ( PUD) Ordinance. 

More intense commercial retail land uses do not appear to be appropriate due to the existing
established character of the surrounding residential land uses, including a House of Worship, the
boundary of the railroad right- of-way as well as the recreational golf course to the north. 
Furthermore the existing access streets ( Bartlett Road and Devon Avenue) are relatively narrow
right-of-ways in comparison to most market requirements for retail uses of being located along
major arterial roadways such as Sutton road ( Rt. 59) and/ or fake Street ( Rt. 20). Also, there may

be additional physical restrictions due to the existing storm water management easement portion of
the subject property as part of the PUD. A feasibility study and/ or analysis would be recommended
to support the most reasonable and economical use of the land. 

Consequently, the proposed Community Residence is considered as a reasonable use as of the
effective date of zoning analysis.

d) The existing residential building will only require minimal interior alterations and
will provide accommodations for six (6) young women between the ages of 18 to 21
years and staff members for short term transitional housing; 

e) The proposed facility will provide a convenience to the public and will provide a
needed service to the overall community;

The local
village zoning ordinance permits a maximum ofeight ( 8) unrelated persons residing
in community residence, with a minimum of one ( 1) but not more than three ( 3) paid
professional support staff provided by the sponsoring agency.

d) Research, review and analysis ofproperties surrounding existing " group homes" that
provide residential housing needs for residents on a short terra transitional basis with
special intellectual disabilities and mental health issues " did not " reveal any adverse

impact to property prices of surrounding properties within the vicinity of the
community residence and/ or " group homes". 

e) 1) Several similar properties in the subject overall neighborhood, including the
applicants' Maryville' s Eisenberg Campus to the west at 951 West Bartlett
Road " did not " reveal any adverse impact to surrounding residential property
prices and/ or adverse impact to the character and/ or welfare of the
neighborhood.

140 years of experience in caring for children in need. Since its launch in 1883, Maryville' s

mission has remained clear and consistent: to provide children in need with the protection, 
guidance, and support they deserve to grow and thrive. Maryville annually serves over 5, 000
children and adults and administers over a dozen programs at eight facilities in Illinois, including
five in Chicago, two in Des Plaines and one already in Bartlett, located at 951 W. Bartlett Road. 

Maryville has had a presence in the Village of Bartlett for the past thirty plus ( 30+) years, as our

Eisenberg Campus is home to our Casa Salama and Casa Imani programs for girls. These

programs provide a home and therapeutic care for girls and young women with intellectual
disabilities and mental health issues, and pregnant and parenting young women. 

Maryville now seeks to expand its services by opening a new Community Residence at 775 W. 
Bartlett Road ( the " Property"), with capacity for six ( 6) young women between the ages of 18 and
21. Given the Property' s proximity to Maryville' s existing Bartlett facility just down the road, the
proposed Community Residence would be a next -phase program for girls leaving a Maryville
guardianship ( which are referred to Maryville from the Illinois Department of Children and Family
Services).

The proposed Community Residence would offer services to promote independence through
education, vocational training, and the development of life skills that will prepare these young
adults to function independently in the community. While highly therapeutic, the program will
strive to provide as naturalistic an environment as possible. Residents will participate in
therapeutic, recreational, and vocational activities ( both on site and in the community), assist in

meal preparation, and complete home responsibilities. 

The proposed Community Residence would be staffed 24 hours per day, seven ( 7) days per week. 
There will be three ( 3) shifts per day with two ( 2) staff members on site per each shift. The resident
women will have jobs in the community and when not working or visiting family, they will be
with Maryville staff at the Property. 

There are currently seven ( 7) off-street parking spaces at the Property, which will accommodate
parking for the Maryville staff that will be on site daily and any visitors to the Property. None of
the resident women will have a car. Only interior remodeling is anticipated at this time and the
exterior of the Property will remain unchanged. 

It is anticipated that each girl will remain at the home for an average of six (6) to nine ( 9) months
and will then transition into adult placement with the Department of Human Services. 

To facilitate this proposal, Maryville Academy is under contract to purchase the Property, for
which a 12. 7 acre parcel will need to be created through a Subdivision. Additionally, the

Community Residence use will need to be added as a Special Use to the existing Planned Unit
Development through an amendment, a text amendment to the Zoning Ordinance is required to
allow for this specific type of service, Site / PUD Plan approval is needed for the existing 3, 000
square foot structure already improving the Property, and a Special Use for the Community
Residence use at the Property is required.

PROPOSED FINDINGS OF FACT

Site Plan Application

1. The proposed use is a permitted use in the district in which the property is located. 

This Development Application contains requests for Plat of Subdivision and Site Plan
approvals, an amendment to the Planned Unit Development, and a text amendment to the
Zoning Ordinance and Special Use Permit to allow for a Community Residence at the
Property.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is dated as of the day of , 2024 (" Agreement' s, 

and is by and between THE VILLAGE OF BARTLETT (" Village' s, an Illinois home rule

municipality, and FOOD & ALCOHOL SERVICE TRAINING, INC. (" Contractor' l

IN CONSIDERATION OF the recitals and the mutual covenants and agreements set
forth in the Agreement, and pursuant to the Village' s authority, the parties agree as follows: 

SECTION 1. CONTRACTOR AND SCOPE OF SERVICES. 

A. Engagement of Contractor. The Village desires to engage the Contractor to

perform and provide the services described in the Contractor' s Scope of Services, a copy of
which is attached as Exhibit A to this Agreement (" Scope'). The Contractor represents it is

financially solvent, has the necessary financial resources, and is sufficiently experienced and
competent to perform and complete the services set forth in the Scope (" Services' in

accordance with the standards of practice, care, and diligence practiced by recognized
companies or firms performing services of a similar nature in existence at the time of
performance. The representations and certifications expressed are in addition to any other
representations and certifications expressed in this Agreement, or expressed or implied by law, 
which are reserved to the Village. 

B. Commencement; Time of Performance. The Contractor must commence the

Services immediately upon receipt of written notice that this Agreement has been fully executed
by the Parties (" Commencement Date'. 

C. Compensation. The Village will pay the Contractor pursuant to the fee schedule
attached to this Agreement as Exhibit B. The Contractor must submit monthly invoices in an
approved format to the Village for services rendered during that month by the Contractor in
performing the Services. The Village agrees to pay the Contractor's invoices no later than the
15th day of the following month. 

D. Term. The term of this Agreement will run from May 1, 2024, to April 30, 2025. 

Notwithstanding any other provision hereof, the Village may terminate this Agreement at any
time, with or without cause, upon 7 days prior written notice to the Contractor. In the event this
Agreement is terminated, the Contractor will only be paid for Services actually performed and
reimbursable expenses actually incurred, if any, prior to the termination date. 

SECTION 2. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION. 

A. Confidential Information. The term " Confidential Information" shall mean

information in the possession or under the control of the Village relating to the technical, 
business, or corporate affairs of the Village; Village property; user information, including, without
limitation, any information pertaining to usage of the Village' s computer system and information
obtained from server logs or other records of electronic or machine readable form. Village
Confidential Information shall not include information that can be demonstrated: ( 1) to have

been rightfully in the possession of the Contractor from a source other than the Village prior to
the time of disclosure of said information to the Contractor under this Agreement (" Time of

Disclosure'; ( 2) to have been in the public domain prior to the Time of Disclosure; ( 3) to have

become part of the public domain after the Time of Disclosure by a publication or by any other
means except an unauthorized act or omission or breach of this Agreement on the part of the



Contractor or the Village; or ( 4) to have been supplied to the Contractor after the Time of
Disclosure without restriction by a third party who is under no obligation to the Village to
maintain such information in confidence. 

B. No Disclosure of Confidential Information by the Contractor. The Contractor

acknowledges that it may, in performing the Services for the Village under this Agreement, have
access to or be directly or indirectly exposed to Confidential Information. The Contractor agrees
to hold confidential all Confidential Information and will not disclose or use Confidential
Information without express prior written consent of the Village. The Contractor must use
reasonable measures at least as strict as those the Contractor uses to protect its own
confidential information. 

SECTION 3. INDEMNIFICATION: INSURANCE. 

A. Indemnification. Contractor will indemnify, save harmless, and defend the

Village against all damages, liability, claims, losses, and expenses ( including attorneys' fee) that
may arise, or be alleged to have arisen, out of or in connection with the Contractor' s

performance of, or failure to perform, the Services or any part thereof, or any failure to meet the
representations and certifications set forth in this Agreement. 

B. Insurance. The Contractor will, at its sole cost, obtain and keep in force at all

times during the performance of any work referred to above, Workers Compensation and
Employer' s Liability Insurance, Commercial General Liability Insurance, and Automobile

Insurance in at least the type and amounts as follows:

The Contractor must name the Village as an additional insured and provide Village with
Certificates of Insurance and applicable policy endorsement( s), executed by a duly authorized
representative of each insurer, showing compliance with the insurance requirements set forth
above. Failure of Village to demand any certificate, endorsement or other evidence of full
compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of Village to identify a deficiency from
evidence that is provided shall not be construed as a waiver of Contractor' s obligation to
maintain such insurance. The Contractor agrees that the obligation to provide the insurance
required by these documents is solely its responsibility and that this is a requirement which
cannot be waived by any conduct, action, inaction or omission by the Village. Upon request, the

Contractor will provide copies of any or all policies of insurance maintained in fulfillment hereof. 
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Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination of this Contract at Village' s
option. 

SECTION 4. DEFAULT. 

If it should appear at any time that the Contractor has failed or refused to prosecute, or
has delayed in the prosecution of, the Services with diligence at a rate that assures completion
of the Services in full compliance with the requirements of this Agreement, or has otherwise
failed, refused, or delayed to perform or satisfy the Services or any other requirement of this
Agreement (" Event of Default', and fails to cure any such Event of Default within 10 business
days after the Contractor' s receipt of written notice of such Event of Default from the Village, 
then the Village will have the right, without prejudice to any other remedies provided by law or
equity, to pursue any one or more of the following remedies: 

1. Cure by Contractor. The Village may require the Contractor, within a
reasonable time, to complete or correct all or any part of the Services that are the
subject of the Event of Default; and to take any or all other action necessary to bring the
Contractor and the Services into compliance with this Agreement. 

2. Termination of Agreement by Village. The Village may terminate this

Agreement without liability for further payment of amounts due or to become due under
this Agreement after the effective date of termination. 

3. Withholding of Payment by Village. The Village may withhold from any

payment, whether or not previously approved, or may recover from the Contractor, any
and all costs, including attorneys' fees and administrative expenses, incurred by the
Village as the result of any Event of Default by the Contractor or as a result of actions
taken by the Village in response to any Event of Default by the Contractor. 

SECTION 5. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. 

A. Relationship of the Parties. The Contractor acts as an independent contractor

in providing and performing the Services. Nothing in, nor done pursuant to, this Agreement shall
be construed ( 1) to create the relationship of principal and agent, employer and employee, 
partners, or joint venturers between the Village and Contractor; or ( 2) to create any relationship
between the Village and any subcontractor of the Contractor. 

B. Conflict of Interest. The Contractor represents and certifies that, to the best of
its knowledge, ( 1) no Village employee or agent is interested in the business of the Contractor
or this Agreement; ( 2) as of the date of this Agreement neither the Contractor nor any person

employed or associated with the Contractor has any interest that would conflict in any manner
or degree with the performance of the obligations under this Agreement; and ( 3) neither the
Contractor nor any person employed by or associated with the Contractor shall at any time
during the term of this Agreement obtain or acquire any interest that would conflict in any
manner or degree with the performance of the obligations under this Agreement. 

C. No Collusion. The Contractor represents and certifies that the Contractor is not

barred from contracting with a unit of state or local government as a result of ( 1) a delinquency
in the payment of any tax administered by the Illinois Department of Revenue unless the
Contractor is contesting, in accordance with the procedures established by the appropriate
revenue act, its liability for the tax or the amount of the tax, as set forth in Section 11- 42. 1- 1 et
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seq. of the Illinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/ 11- 42. 1- 1 et seq.; or ( 2) a violation of either

Section 33E- 3 or Section 33E- 4 of Article 33E of the Criminal Code of 1961, 720 ILCS 5/ 33E- 1
et seq. The Contractor represents that the only persons, firms, or corporations interested in this
Agreement as principals are those disclosed to the Village prior to the execution of this
Agreement, and that this Agreement is made without collusion with any other person, firm, or
corporation. If at any time it shall be found that the Contractor has, in procuring this Agreement, 
colluded with any other person, firm, or corporation, then the Contractor shall be liable to the
Village for all loss or damage that the Village may suffer, and this Agreement shall, at the

Village' s option, be null and void. 

D. Compliance With Laws. Contractor must give all notices, pay all fees, and take
all other action that may be necessary to ensure that the Services are provided, performed, and
completed in accordance with all required governmental permits, licenses, or other approvals
and authorizations that may be required in connection with providing, performing, and

completing the Services, and with all applicable statutes, ordinances, rules, and regulations. 
Contractor is solely liable for any fines or civil penalties that are imposed by any governmental
or quasi -governmental agency or body that may arise, or be alleged to have arisen, out of or in
connection with Contractor' s, or its subcontractors, performance of, or failure to perform, the
Services or any part thereof. Every provision of law required by law to be inserted into this
Contract is deemed to be inserted. 

F. Mutual Cooperation. The Village agrees to cooperate with the Contractor in the

performance of the Services, including meeting with the Contractor and providing the Contractor
with such information that the Village may have that may be relevant and helpful to the
Contractor' s performance of the Services. The Contractor agrees to cooperate with the Village
in the performance of and the completion of the Services and with any other Contractors
engaged by the Village. 

G. Village Obligations. 

1. Notice of Special Event Inspections. The Village will provide Contractor a
minimum of two ( 2) weeks prior notice of any special event inspections, along with the
special event vendor' s contact information. 

2. Inspection Report Forms. The Village agrees to provide Contractor with

carbonless paper inspection forms to be used by the Contractor only for services
provided under this Agreement. 

3. Village Identification. The Village agrees to provide Contractor with
documentation identifying the Contractor as an authorized agent of the Village with the
authority to conduct the inspections listed in the Scope. 

4. Office Support. The Village agrees to provide Contractor with meeting
space at the Bartlett Village Hall, and to allow Contractor to use Village copiers for
purposes relating to the services provided under this Agreement. 

H. Ownership. Designs, drawings, plans, specifications, photos, reports, 

information, observations, calculations, notes, and any other documents, data, or information, in
any form, prepared, collected, or received by the Contractor in connection with any or all of the
Services to be performed under this Agreement (" Documents') are deemed the exclusive
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property of the Village. At the Village' s request, or upon termination of this Agreement, the
Contractor will cause the Documents to be promptly delivered to the Village. 

I. Freedom of Information Act. The Contractor agrees to maintain, without

charge to the Village, all records and documents for projects of the Village in compliance with
the Freedom of Information Act, 5 ILCS 140/ 1 et seq. In addition, Contractor must produce

records which are responsive to a request received by the Village under the Freedom of
Information Act so that the Village may provide records to those requesting them within the time
frames required. If additional time is necessary to compile records in response to a request, 
then Contractor must notify the Village and if possible, the Village will request an extension so
as to comply with the Act. In the event that the Village is found to have not complied with the
Freedom of Information Act due to Contractor' s failure to Contractor documents or otherwise
appropriately respond to a request under the Act, then Contractor will indemnify and hold the
Village harmless, and pay all amounts determined to be due including but not limited to fines, 
costs, attorneys' fees and penalties. 

SECTION 6. GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

A. Amendment. No amendment or modification to this Agreement shall be

effective unless and until the amendment or modification is in writing, properly approved in
accordance with applicable procedures, and executed.

C. Binding Effect. The terms of this Agreement will bind and inure to the benefit of
the Parties to this Agreement and their agents, successors, and assigns. 

D. Notice. All notices required or permitted to be given under this Agreement shall
be in writing and shall be delivered ( 1) personally, ( 2) by a reputable overnight courier, ( 3) by
certified mail, return receipt requested, and deposited in the U. S. Mail, postage prepaid, or ( 4) 
by email. Unless otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement, notices shall be deemed
received upon the earlier of ( a) actual receipt; ( b) one business day after deposit with an
overnight courier as evidenced by a receipt of deposit; ( c) three business days following deposit

in the U. S. mail, as evidenced by a return receipt; ( d) time -stamp email was sent. By notice

complying with the requirements of this Section, each Party shall have the right to change the
address or the addressee, or both, for all future notices and communications to the other party, 
but no notice of a change of addressee or address shall be effective until actually received.

Venue for any dispute arising out of relating to this Agreement will be in the Circuit Courts of
Cook County, Illinois.

Attached is an ordinance amending the Bartlett Municipal Code regarding sidewalk parking regulations. -' 

The police department would like to amend Section 6- 11- 1304 of the Village Code and propose Section 6- 11- 1304. 16, " Parking on Sidwalk
Restrictions" that impose time restrictions to not block sidewalks between 7:00 AM to 9:00 PM, Monday through Friday, and 9:00 AM to
9: 00 PM on Saturday and Sunday. The proposed amendment would include a general prohibition on blocking sidewalks that applies to all
properties, and a second section that specifically allows overnight parking on sidewalks between the hours of 9: 00 PM to 7:00 AM on
Monday through Friday and 9:00 PM to 9:00 AM on Saturday and Sunday in residential zoning districts. Section 7- 1- 8 would not be revised
or removed, as it applies to obstructions and supports the new sections as it provides that there cannot be any obstructions unless
authorized by ordinance, which the new ordinance contains. 

This proposed amendment to the Village Code would provide clear expectations for residents to relocate their vehicle from parking across a
residential sidewalk during peak daytimes hours but allowing residents to park a vehicle across the sidewalk overnight.

The police department is requesting an amendment to Section 6- 11- 1304 of the Village
Code, " Additional Parking Regulations," of Part 11- 1300, " Stopping, Standing, and

Parking," of Title 6 " Motor Vehicles and Traffic." This proposed amendment to the Village
Code would provide clear expectations for residents to relocate their vehicles from parking
across a residential sidewalk during peak daytime hours but allow residents to park
vehicles across the sidewalk during overnight hours when there is generally less
pedestrian traffic. 

Currently, the Village has an ordinance prohibiting parking on sidewalks under Section 7- 
1- 8, as it applies to obstructions and, more generally, rights -of -way. This ordinance reads, 

Obstruction: It shall be unlawful for any person to cause, create or maintain any
obstruction of any street, alley, sidewalk or other public way except as may be specifically
authorized by ordinance or by the Director of Public Works." 

The police department continues to receive complaints about residents parking their
vehicles across a residential sidewalk, preventing children from safely using the sidewalk
to go to and from school. Bartlett residents also complain that they must park across the
sidewalk to fit all their vehicles in their driveway overnight and keep the street clear. 

After researching surrounding communities, including Carol Stream, Hanover Park, and
Streamwood that have established a timeframe written in the ordinance to not allow

parking on sidewalks during daytime hours when families commonly use sidewalks. 
Therefore, the police department would like to amend Section 6- 11- 1304 of the Village
Code to include " Parking on Sidewalk Restrictions" that impose time restrictions of 7: 00
AM to 9: 00 PM, Monday through Friday, and 9: 00 AM to 9: 00 PM on Saturday and
Sunday. 



On Tuesday, May 21, 2024, Commander Kyle Rybaski discussed the proposed ordinance
amending the Bartlett Municipal Code regarding sidewalk parking regulations at the Village
of Bartlett Committee of the Whole meeting. The village board appeared to be in support
of the proposed ordinance amendment and did not request any changes to it.

ORDINANCE 2024 - 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE BARTLETT MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING
SIDEWALK PARKING REGULATIONS

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett (" Village") is an Illinois home rule municipal

corporation organized and operating pursuant to Article VII of the Illinois Constitution of
1970, and has the authority to exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to
its government and affairs except as limited by Article VII, Section 6 of the Illinois

Constitution of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village has previously adopted regulations prohibiting the
obstruction of public sidewalks by parked vehicles; and

WHEREAS, the Village finds that it is in the public interest to revise and clarify the
Village' s sidewalk parking regulations to prevent residents from obstructing sidewalks
with stopped, standing, or parked vehicles during designated daytime hours only. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Village Board of Trustees of the
Village of Bartlett, DuPage, Kane, and Cook Counties, Illinois, pursuant to its home rule
authority, as follows: 

SECTION 1. Recitals. The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated

into and made a part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth in this Section 1. 

SECTION 2. Amendment to Section 6- 11- 1304 of the Village Code. That

Section 6- 11- 1304, " Additional Parking Regulations," of Part 11- 1300, " Stopping, 

Standing, and Parking," of Title 6 " Motor Vehicles and Traffic," of the Bartlett Municipal

Code is hereby amended as follows ( additions in bold and underline, deletions in befd
and strikethrough): 6-

11- 1304. 16: Parkina on Sidewalk Restrictions: A. 

No person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on or across any public sidewalk
except as otherwise provided in this Code. At no time shall any portion
of a parked vehicle extend into any street. B. 

In residential zoning districts, no person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle

on or across any public sidewalk between the hours of seven o'
clock (7:00) AM andl nine o' clock (9:00) PM from Monday through Friday; 

and between thy: hours of nine o'clock (9:00) AM and nine o'clock 9.
00) PM from Saturday to Sunday. At no time shall any portion of a parked

vehicle extend into any street." 1



SECTION 3. Severability. The various provisions of this Ordinance are to be
considered as severable, and if any Court of competent jurisdiction shall hold any part or
portion of this Ordinance invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining
provisions of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 4. Repeal and Saving Clause. All ordinances or parts of ordinances
in conflict herewith are hereby repealed; provided, however, that nothing herein

contained shall affect any rights, actions, or cause of action which shall have accrued
to the Village of Bartlett prior to the effective date of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after

its passage and approval.

CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT

This Construction Agreement (" Agreement') dated this 4th day of June, 2024
Effective Date") is hereby entered into by and between the Village of Bartlett, an Illinois

home rule municipal corporation (" tillage"), and Crowther Roofing & Sheet Metal, Inc., 

an Illinois corporation (" Contractor'). At times, the Village and Contractor will be referred

to individually as " Party' or jointly as " Parties" throughout this Agreement. 

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Contractor will be performing construction services on the Village' s
HVAC systems located on the property at 228 S. Main St., Bartlett, Illinois (" Property'), 
with such construction services including the furnishing of replacement 70 - ton rooftop
units, 5- ton air handler and condenser, and 5- ton rooftop unit for tower corridor, including
the removal of existing units, prepping the area, installation of new units, and the disposal
of all debris and trash ( such services will be referred to collectively as the " Work"); and

WHEREAS, Contractor may have subcontractors, material suppliers, and one or
more employees engaged in the performance of said Work; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement comprises the terms and conditions upon which the
Contractor will perform the Work for the Village. 

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF the recitals and the mutual
covenants and agreements set forth in this Agreement, and pursuant to the Village' s home
rule authority, the parties hereby agree as follows: 

SECTION 1. CONTRACTOR AND SCOPE OF SERVICES. 

A. Engagement of Contractor. The Village hereby engages the Contractor to
perform the Work described in the Proposal for Quality HVAC Replacements, a copy of
which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit A to this Agreement

Proposaf'). 

B. Scope of Services. 

The Contractor shall provide the materials, services, and equipment to fully
execute the Work described in the Proposal. 

2. The Work shall be furnished and completed pursuant to the terms and
conditions of this Agreement and as described in the Proposal. 

3. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the Work using the Contractor's best
skill and attention. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for and have
control over construction means, methods, techniques, sequences, and

procedures, and for coordinating all portions of the Work. 
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4. Contractor shall employ all necessary measures to avoid damage to existing
surrounding public and private property during Work. Persons other than those
actually engaged in construction operations, inspections, or supervision thereof
shall be prohibited from the Property. 

5. Contractor shall conduct the Work and any debris removal in such a manner
as to minimize interference with road, streets, walks, and other adjacent

occupied facilities. 

6. The Contractor, as soon as practicable after award of the Contract, shall furnish
in writing to the Village the names of subcontractors or suppliers for each
portion of the Work. The Contractor shall not contract with any subcontractor
or supplier to whom the Village has made a timely and reasonable objection. 

7. Contractor shall bind all subcontractors by the terms and obligations set forth
in this Agreement. Contractor is liable for the acts of any subcontractors when
performing the Work, as if the Work was conducted by the Contractor itself. 

8. Contractor will provide the Village with the warranties described in the Proposal
upon completion of the Work. 

C. Labor and Materials

1. The Contractor shall provide and pay for labor, materials, equipment, tools, 
utilities, transportation, and other facilities and services necessary for proper
execution and completion of the Work. 

2. The Contractor shall enforce strict discipline and good order among the
Contractor' s employees and other persons carrying out the Work. The

Contractor shall not permit employment of unfit persons or persons not skilled
in tasks assigned to them. 

3. Execution of this Agreement by the Contractor is a representation by the
Contractor that it has conducted such investigations as may have been
necessary to enable the Contractor to determine the cost of the Work and that
it has sufficient information to complete the Work in accordance with applicable
laws and regulations, and otherwise to fulfill all its obligations hereunder, 
including, but not limited to, Contractor' s obligations to perform the Work for
an amount not in excess of the Contract Sum. The Contractor further

acknowledges and declares that it has visited and examined the project site, 
examined all physical and other conditions affecting the Work and is fully
familiar with all of the conditions thereon and thereunder effecting the same. 
In connection therewith, Contractor specifically represents and warrants to
Village that prior to the submission of its bid it: ( a) thoroughly examined the
location of the work to be performed, is familiar with local conditions, and
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thoroughly understands the physical conditions prevalent or likely to be
encountered in the performance of the work at such location; ( b) examined the

nature, location, and character of the general area in which the project is
located, including without limitation, its climatic conditions, available labor

supply and labor costs, and available equipment supply and equipment costs, 
and ( 3) examined the quality and quantity of all materials, supplies, tools, 
equipment, labor , and professional services necessary to complete the Work
within the Contract Sum. 

D. Commencement; Time of Performance. The Work shall commence within seven
7) days of receipt by the Contractor of written notice that this Agreement has been fully

executed by both Parties (" Commencement Date"). The Contractor must substantially

complete the Work by June 6, 2025. Time is of the essence for all matters concerning this
Agreement. 

E. Reporting. The Contractor will regularly report to the Village regarding the
progress of the Work during the term of this Agreement. 

F. Term; Termination. 

1. Term. The term of this Agreement, unless terminated pursuant to Section
D( 2) herein, will expire upon the date the Village determines that the Work has been fully
completed by the Contractor pursuant to this Agreement. A determination of completion
will not constitute a waiver of any rights or claims that the Village has accrued prior to or
following completion of the Work, with respect to any breach of this Agreement by the
Contractor or any right of indemnification of the Village by the Contractor. 

2. Termination. Notwithstanding any other provision hereof, the Village may
terminate this Agreement, at any time and for any reason, upon seven ( 7) days' prior

written notice to the Contractor. In the event this Agreement is terminated by the Village, 
the Village hereby agrees to compensate the Contractor for the Work actually performed
and reimbursable expenses actually incurred, if any, prior to the termination date. 

SECTION 2. INDEMNIFICATION. 

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor agrees to waive any and all rights
of contribution against the Village and to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Village
and its officers, elected and appointed officials, employees, volunteers and agents from
and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including, but not limited to, legal
fees ( attorney' s and paralegal' s fees, expert fees and court costs) arising out of or

resulting from the Contractor' s performance of the Work, provided that any such claim, 
damage, loss or expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or
injury to or destruction of property, other than the Work itself, including the loss of use
resulting therefrom, to the extent it is caused in whole or in part by any wrongful or
negligent act or omission of the Contractor, any Subcontractor, anyone directly or
indirectly employed by any of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable. 

3
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Such obligation shall not be construed to negate, abridge or otherwise reduce any other

right to indemnity which the Village would otherwise have. The Contractor shall similarly, 
protect, defend, indemnify and hold and save harmless, the Village, its officers, elected
and appointed officials, employees, volunteers and agents against and from any and all
claims, costs, causes, actions and expenses, including, but not limited to, legal fees, 

incurred by reason of Contractor' s breach of any of its obligations hereunder, or
Contractor' s default of any provisions of this Agreement. The indemnification obligations
under this paragraph shall not be limited in any way by any limitation on the amount or
type of damages, compensation, or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or any
subcontractor under Workers' Compensation or Disability Benefit Acts or Employee
Benefit Acts. The rights and obligations of this Section shall survive the voluntary or
involuntary termination of this Agreement. 

SECTION 3. INSURANCE; 

A. Minimum. The Contractor will, at its sole cost, obtain and keep in force at all times
during the performance of the Work and any part thereof, Workers Compensation and
Employer' s Liability Insurance, Commercial Liability Insurance, and Automobile Insurance
in at least the type and amounts set forth below. The cost of such insurance will be borne
by the Contractor.

B. Evidence of Insurance.

Prior to beginning the Work, Contractor shall furnish the Village with a
certificate( s) of insurance and applicable policy endorsement( s), executed

by a duly authorized representative of each insurer, showing compliance
with the insurance requirements set forth above.

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2. Failure of the Village to demand any certificate, endorsement or other

evidence of full compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of
the Village to identify a deficiency shall not be construed as a waiver of
Contractor' s obligation to maintain such insurance. The Contractor agrees
that the obligation to provide the insurance required by these documents is
solely its responsibility and that this is a requirement which cannot be
waived by any conduct, action, inaction, or omission by the Village. 

3. The Village shall have the right, but not the obligation, of prohibiting
Contractor from commencing the Work until such certificates or other
evidence that insurance has been placed in complete compliance with these
requirements is received by the Village. 

4. Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination of this
contract at the Village' s option. 

C. Miscellaneous. 

All policies of insurance purchased or maintained in fulfillment of this
Agreement shall name the Village of Bartlett, its elected and appointed
officers, employees, volunteers, and agents as additional insureds

thereunder and the Contractor shall provide Certificates of Insurance and
Policy Endorsements evidencing the coverages required under this

Agreement. 

2. Any deductible or self -insured retentions must be declared to, and approved
by, the Village. At the option of the Village, Contractor may be asked to
eliminate such deductibles or self -insured retentions as respects the Village, 
its officers, elected and appointed officials, and employees or required to
procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and other related costs
including but not limited to investigations, claim administration, and defense
expenses. 

3. All insurance shall be written on an " occurrence" basis rather than a " claims - 
made" basis. 

4. Upon request, the Contractor will provide copies of any or all policies of
insurance maintained in fulfillment hereof. 

5. All the insurance required of the Contractor shall state that the coverage
afforded to the additional insureds shall be primary insurance of the
additional insureds with respect to claims arising out of operations

performed by or on their behalf. If the " additional insureds" have other

insurance or self -insured coverage which is applicable to the loss, it shall
be on an excess or contingent basis. 
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6. For insurance companies which obtain a rating from A.M. Best, that rating
should be no less than A VII using the most recent edition of the A. M. Best' s
Key Rating Guide. If the Best' s rating is less than A VII or a Best' s rating is
not obtained, the Village has the right to reject insurance written by an
insurer it deems unacceptable. 

7. Nothing contained in this Agreement is to be construed as limiting the
liability of the Contractor. The Village does not, in any way, represent that
the coverages or limits of insurance specified is sufficient or adequate to
protect the Village, or the Contractor, but are merely minimums. 

SECTION 4. COMPENSATION; PREVAILING WAGE. 

A. Compensation. The Village agrees to pay the Contractor for the performance of
the Work a sum of $547, 600. 00. Upon final completion of the Work, the Contractor must
submit an invoice for the Work to the Village. Any payment to the Contractor from the
Village is subject to the receipt by the Village of all required documentation, including, but
not limited to, final lien waivers. The Village will remit payment of the Contract Sum to the
Contractor in accordance with the Local Government Prompt Payment Act. 

B. Prevailing Wage. The Village has determined that the Work provided for under
this Agreement is subject to the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, and the Contractor shall
comply therewith and pay, and require every Subcontractor to pay, the prevailing rates of
wages as established by the Illinois Department of Labor for each craft or type of work
needed to execute this Agreement in accordance with 820 ILCS 130/ 0. 01, et seq. 

Contractor shall prominently post the current schedule of prevailing wages at the Contract
site and shall notify immediately in writing all of its Subcontractors, of all changes in the
schedule of prevailing wages. Any increases in costs to Contractor due to changes in the
prevailing rate of wages during the term of this Agreement shall be at the expense of the
Contractor and not at the expense of the Village. Change orders shall, however, be

computed using the prevailing wage rates applicable at the time the change order work
is scheduled to be performed. Contractor shall be solely responsible to maintain accurate
records as required by the Prevailing Wage Act and to obtain and furnish all such certified
records to the Illinois Department of Labor as required by statute or regulation, including
certified payroll records. Contractor shall be solely liable for paying the difference between
prevailing wages and any wages actually received by laborers, workmen, and/ or

mechanics engaged in the Work, and in every way defend and indemnify the Village
against any claims arising under or related to the payment of wages in accordance with
the Prevailing Wage Act. The Village agrees to notify the Contractor or Subcontractor of
the pendency of any such claim, demand, lien, or suit. 

The Contractor is advised that the Illinois Department of Labor revises the
prevailing wage rates. The Contractor and every Subcontractor has an obligation to check
the Illinois Department of Labor' s website for revisions to the prevailing wage rates. For
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information regarding current prevailing wage rates, please refer to the Illinois Department
of Labor' s website: https:// labor illinois gov/laws- rules/conmed/current-prevailing- 
rates.html. 

The Contractor shall also: ( 1) insert into each subcontract and the project
specifications for each subcontract, a written stipulation that the Subcontractor shall not
pay less than the prevailing rate of wages to all laborers, workers, and mechanics

performing work under that subcontract; and ( 2) require each subcontractor to insured

into each lower -tiered subcontract and the project specifications for each lower -tiered
subcontract, a stipulation that the subcontractor shall not pay less than the prevailing rate
of wages to all laborers, workers, and mechanics performing work under that lower -tiered
subcontract. 

SECTION 5. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. 

A. Compliance with Laws. Contractor shall comply with all applicable laws, 
regulations, and rules promulgated by any Federal, State, County, Municipal, or other
governmental unit or regulatory body now in effect during the performance of the Work, 
and the orders and decrees of any court, administrative body, or tribunal in any manner
affecting performance under this Agreement. By way of example, the following are
included within the scope of the laws, regulations, and rules referred to in this paragraph, 
but in no way operate as a limitation on the laws, regulations, and rules with which
Contractor must comply: all forms of Workers' Compensation laws; the Illinois Human
Rights Act; the Illinois Substance Abuse Prevention on Public Works Projects Act; the
Social Security Act; laws related to contracts let by units of government; all applicable civil
rights and anti -discrimination laws and regulations; and traffic and public utility

regulations. 

B. Relationship of the Parties. The Contractor will act as an independent contractor
in performing the Work. Nothing in, or done pursuant to, this Agreement shall be

construed ( 1) to create the relationship of principal and agent, employer and employee, 
partners, or joint venturers between the Village and Contractor; or ( 2) to create any

relationship between the Village and any subcontractor of the Contractor. 

C. Conflict of Interest. The Contractor represents and certifies that, to the best of its
knowledge, ( 1) no Village employee or agent is interested in the business of the
Contractor or this Agreement; ( 2) as of the date of this Agreement neither the Contractor

nor any person employed or associated with the Contractor has any interest that would
conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the obligations under this
Agreement; and ( 3) neither the Contractor nor any person employed by or associated
with the Contractor shall at any time during the term of this Agreement obtain or acquire
any interest that would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the
obligations under this Agreement. 

D. No Collusion. The Contractor represents and certifies that the Contractor is not
barred from contracting with a unit of state or local government as a result of ( 1) a
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delinquency in the payment of any tax administered by the Illinois Department of Revenue
unless the Contractor is contesting, in accordance with the procedures established by the
appropriate revenue act, its liability for the tax or the amount of the tax, as set forth in
Section 11- 42. 1- 1 et seq. of the Illinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/ 11- 42. 1- 1 et seq.; or

2) a violation of either Section 33E- 3 or Section 33E- 4 of Article 33E of the Criminal Code
of 1961, 720 ILCS 5/ 33E- 1 et seq. The Contractor represents that the only persons, firms, 
or corporations interested in this Agreement as principals are those disclosed to the
Village prior to the execution of this Agreement, and that this Agreement is made without
collusion with any other person, firm, or corporation. If at any time it shall be found that
the Contractor has, in procuring this Agreement, colluded with any other person, firm, or
corporation, then the Contractor shall be liable to the Village for all loss or damage that
the Village may suffer, and this Agreement shall, at the Village' s option, be null and void. 

E. Mutual Cooperation. The Village agrees to cooperate with the Contractor in the
performance of the Work, including meeting with the Contractor and providing the
Contractor with such information that the Village may have that may be relevant and
helpful to the Contractor' s performance of the Work. The Contractor agrees to cooperate
with the Village in the performance and completion of the Work and with any other
Contractors engaged by the Village. 

F. Freedom of Information Act. The Contractor agrees to maintain, without charge
to the Village, all records and documents for projects of the Village in compliance with the
Freedom of Information Act, 5 ILCS 140/ 1 et seq. In addition, Contractor must produce

records which are responsive to a request received by the Village under the Freedom of
Information Act so that the Village may provide records to those requesting them within
the time frames required. If additional time is necessary to compile records in response
to a request, then Contractor must notify the Village and if possible, the Village will request
an extension so as to comply with the Act. In the event that the Village is found to have
not complied with the Freedom of Information Act due to Contractor' s failure to Contractor
documents or otherwise appropriately respond to a request under the Act, then Contractor
will indemnify and hold the Village harmless, and pay all amounts determined to be due
including but not limited to fines, costs, attorneys' fees and penalties. 

SECTION 6. GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

A. Amendment. No amendment or modification to this Agreement shall be effective
unless and until the amendment or modification is in writing, properly approved in accordance
with applicable procedures, and executed. 

B. Assignment. This Agreement may not be assigned by the Contractor without the
express prior written consent of the Village. 

C. Bindinq Effect. The terms of this Agreement will bind and inure to the benefit of
the Parties to this Agreement and their agents, successors, and assigns. 
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D. Notice. All notices required or permitted to be given under this Agreement
shall be in writing and shall be delivered ( 1) personally, ( 2) by a reputable overnight
courier, ( 3) by certified mail, return receipt requested, and deposited in the U. S. Mail, 
postage prepaid, or (4) by email. Unless otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement, 
notices shall be deemed received upon the earlier of (a) actual receipt; ( b) one business

day after deposit with an overnight courier as evidenced by a receipt of deposit; ( c) three

business days following deposit in the U. S. mail, as evidenced by a return receipt; ( d) 

time -stamp email was sent. By notice complying with the requirements of this Section, 
each Party shall have the right to change the address or the addressee, or both, for all
future notices and communications to the other party, but no notice of a change of
addressee or address shall be effective until actually received.

This Agreement will be governed by, construed and
enforced in accordance with the internal laws, but not the conflicts of laws rules, of the
State of Illinois. Venue for any dispute arising out of relating to this Agreement will be in
the Third District Court for the Circuit Court of Cook County, Illinois. In any suit or action
arising under this Contract, the prevailing party shall be entitled to an award of reasonable
attorney' s fees and costs of litigation. No suit or action shall be maintained by the
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Contractor, its successors or assigns, against the Village on any claim based upon or
arising out of this Contract or out of anything done in connection with this Contract unless
such action shall be commenced within one year of the voluntary or involuntary
termination of this Contract.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In past the 12 months, two ( 2) undeveloped properties within the Village were cleared by the property owner. The Village' s tree
preservation regulations only pertain to properties that have submitted a development application. Neither property owner had submitted
plans for development therefore a tree survey and tree preservation were not required. 

Based on the discussion at the May 7, 2024 Public Works and Golf Committee meeting, staff has prepared an amendment to the Building
Code to requiring site clearing permits prior to the removal of trees on an undeveloped lot while maintaining a 50- foot tree preservation
buffer along property lines that abut developed lots.

BACKGROUND

Last year, a vacant property, zoned 1- 1 Light Industrial, along Devon Avenue was
cleared with the thought that the site would be more marketable; the owner installed
a fence along the rear property line to provide a buffer for the adjacent residential
lots to the south. 

Earlier this year, a 9. 75- acre site, zoned ER- 1 Estate Residence, located on W, Lake
Street and Horizon Drive was cleared of trees. Residents that back up to the site
called and expressed their concerns that they could now see and hear traffic on
Lake Street and inquired as to what was going to happen to the property. The

Village' s current Tree Preservation Ordinance only pertains to development

applications ( i. e. rezoning, site plan, subdivision, etc.). The property owner had not

submitted plans prior to the site clearing therefore a tree survey and/ or preservation
plan was not required. 

The topic was raised at the Committee of the Whole meeting and staff was directed
to research tree preservation ordinances but also expressed concerns that it
shouldn' t apply to all residential lots. Staff surveyed other communities to determine

how other communities address tree preservation. Charts outlining the survey results
are attached. 

Staff has attached a map identifying potential development sites that could be
cleared under the current code prior to submitting a zoning application. Many of

these sites are infill lots from prior subdivisions and did not require tree preservation
when originally platted. 

Staff also researched how the current Tree Preservation Ordinance has been applied
to developments within the Village and found that projects were required to record
tree preservation easements along the perimeter of the sites to provide a buffer
between adjacent uses. The existing preservation buffers range from 25 to 50 feet in
width. 

RECOMMENDATION

At the May 7, 2024 Public Works and Golf Committee meeting, staff presented

regulations on site clearing permits. The most common complaint from adjacent

property owners is the removal of existing vegetation along property lines which



provided a buffer between uses. The proposed site clearing permit regulations would
require a 50- foot wide tree preservation buffer while allowing the property owner to
clear the remaining portion of their land. When a development application is

received in the future, the property would be required to meet the perimeter
landscape buffer requirements in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance. 

An ordinance adopting the site clearing permit regulations is attached. 



ORDINANCE 2024 - 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 9, CHAPTER 2 OF THE BARTLETT MUNICIPAL
CODE REGARDING SITE CLEARING PERMITS

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Bartlett, Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, Illinois, pursuant to its home
rule authority, as follows: 

SECTION ONE: AMENDMENT TO TITLE 9, CHAPTER _2. That Title 9, 

Chapter 2 of the Bartlett Municipal Code is hereby amended to add a new Subsection 9- 
2- 18 as follows: 

9- 2- 18: Site Clearing Permit: 

A. A site clearing permit is required prior to the removal of any trees on an
undeveloped or vacant lot of record that is larger than two ( 2) acres in

size. 

B. As a requirement of all site clearing permits, a 50-foot tree preservation
buffer must be maintained along all property lines that abut developed
properties, except as provided in subsection B( 1) and B( 2) below. 

1. Trees may only be removed from within the 50- foot tree
preservation buffer if a tree survey and tree preservation plan is
approved by the Village Forester. 

2. The tree survey shall include the location, size and species ( both
scientific and common names) of all deciduous trees on the

property located within 50 feet of all property lines that directly
abut developed properties with a trunk size of four inches ( 4") or

greater in diameter measured one foot ( 1') above natural ground
level, all multi -stemmed trees greater than six feet ( 6) in height
with an aggregate trunk diameter of ten inches ( 10") or greater

measured at diameter at breast height ( 54 inches above natural

ground level), and all evergreen trees measuring five feet ( 5') or

greater in height, hereinafter the " significant surveyed trees". All

of the significant surveyed trees illustrated on the tree survey
shall be numbered on the tree survey and on the tree

preservation plan and the significant surveyed trees on the
proposed development property shall be tagged with the

corresponding number. Invasive species, as determined by the
Village Forester, are not subject to preservation within the tree
preservation buffer.

C. Site clearing permits will be issued by the Village' s Public Works
Department." 

SECTION TWO: SEVERABILITY. If any section, paragraph or provision of this
Ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or
unenforceability of such section, paragraph or provision shall not affect any of the
remaining provisions of this Ordinance. 

SECTION THREE: REPEAL OF PRIOR ORDINANCES. All prior Ordinances
and Resolutions in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby expressly repealed only to
the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. 

SECTION FOUR: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and

effect upon passage and approval.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Staff received all the necessary information regarding the contract for road salt through the County of DuPage Joint Purchase Program. 

Morton Salt, Inc. was awarded the contract for road salt. The cost per ton delivered to Bartlett is $73.90, which is $4.41/ per ton lower than the
previous year. This bid from Morton Salt, Inc. represents the purchase of up to 650 tons for the 2024- 25 season at a cost of $48, 035. Our total
cost for salt this year was budgeted at $155,000 for — 650 tons. With this agreement the minimum purchase is for 500 tons with the ability to
purchase another 150 tons if necessary. The agreement is attached for review. 

Staff recommends the Village of Bartlett continue to participate in the County of DuPage Joint Purchase Program for road salt through
Morton Salt, Inc.

6. OBLIGATIONS OF CUSTOMER

In May of 2022, the Village of Bartlett along with 7 other governmental agencies opened bids for a 3- year joint Sidewalk Cutting project aimed
at cost-effectively removing trip hazards from the public sidewalk. Hard Rock Concrete Cutters, Inc. out of Wheeling, Illinois was the low
bidder and was awarded the contract for Bartlett' s Sidewalk Cutting Program in both 2022 and 2023. For FY24/ 25, $ 200, 000 has been budgeted
for this and other projects relating to sidewalk improvement. 

The terms of that contract allow for the Village of Bartlett to renew it each year with the unit price increase limited to either two percent ( 2%) or

the CPI of the Chicago -Gary -Kenosha Index, whichever is less. With the current CPI being greater than two percent (2%), Hard Rock has agreed

to the two percent ( 2%) increase which will bring the unit price from $40.63 to $41. 44 per cut. 

During the 2022 and 2023 projects, Hard Rock staff proved to be professional and responsive, and their operation was clean and efficient. 

RECOMMENDATION
