2016/17 Proposed Budget Minutes
March 8, 2016

CALL TO ORDER
President Wallace called the Committee of the Whole meeting to order on the above date
at 6:02 p.m. in the Council Chambers.

ROLL CALL

PRESENT: Trustees Camerer, Carbonaro, Deyne, Hopkins, Reinke and President
Wallace answered present.

ABSENT: Trustee Arends (arrived at 6:03 p.m.)

ALSO PRESENT: Administrator Valerie Salmons, Assistant Village Administrator
Paula Schumacher, Finance Director Jeff Martynowicz, Assistant Finance Director Todd
Dowden, Information Technology Coordinator Chris Hostetler, Director of Public Works
Dan Dinges, Community Development Director Jim Plonczynski, Building Director Brian
Goralski, Head Golf Professional Phil Lenz, Grounds Superintendent Kevin DeRoo, Food
& Beverage Manager Paul Petersen, Chief Kent Williams, Deputy Chief Patrick Ullrich,
Deputy Chief Joe Leonas, Clerk Lorna Giless.

President Wallace asked staff to begin the proposed budget meeting and recognized
staff, stating that the Board has done a very diligent job in asking staff to cut their budgets
over the last couple of years by about $1.8 million. He applauded the staff for working so
hard, especially with some of the last minute changes that needed to take place.

The Board did the Pledge of Allegiance.
Trustee Arends arrived at 6:03 p.m.

Administrator Salmons stated that the first department that will present today is Bartlett
Hills Golf Course. She stated that the departments will go through some of the goals and
objectives which have been accomplished, what they are looking for next year, indices’
of activities, staff, training, travel and lastly capital equipment.

Golf

Head Golf Professional Phil Lenz stated that revenues are projected to go up by about
12%. They continue to host a number of golf outings. They have a large number of on-
line bookings from Golfnow.com. This year they did about $90,000 in third party bookings
and last year that number escalated to $199,000. He anticipates it will double this year
to around $400,000. They hope to show a profit at the end of the year. They have several
events set up for this season and they are excited. Revenues went up 10% for Clubhouse,
Midway and Beverage Cart. In September, Food and Beverage sales were at their
highest level ($161,000) due to the remodeling.
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He spoke about the golf simulator and stated that he thought they would do about $5,000
in revenue this winter. They will approach $10,000 plus and about $2,000 in food and
beverages. It was a nice way to keep the clubhouse active.

Under Capital Outlay they are requesting the following: Clubhouse Water Heaters for
$30,000; Clubhouse Roof at $32,000; Verandah Decking at $18,000; Painting of
Clubhouse Trim for $16,500; Parking Lot Resurfacing at $150,000; Kitchen HVAC Unit at
$66,0000; Cart Room Flooring at $28,000.

Trustee Reinke stated that this is great news. They have worked really hard and turned
things around.

Trustee Camerer stated that he has heard that maybe they will have two golf machines
next year. If so, where would you put the second one.

Lenz stated that there is a request to do leagues and you need more than one simulator.
The problem is that they really don’'t have the space.

Grounds Superintendent Kevin DeRoo continued with Maintenance. He stated that
Capital Outlay requests include: Two — 22" Walking Greensmowers for $16,000; a Utility
Tractor for $31,500; Greens Sand Topdresser for $12,500. The rest of his budget is the
same as year's past. His budget increased by 1%

Food and Beverage Manager Paul Petersen stated that he had no additions to Personnel
and no Capital expenses and his Professional Development remained the same as last
year.

Administrator Salmons stated that they were having some problems with the credit card
reader at the Midway house. They had |.T. out and were unable to solve it. They are
burying a line that will go from the Clubhouse to the halfway house. They put in a direct
line and it will certainly make economic sense since credit cards are used extensively.
They also purchased a second remote reader so both beverage carts will have one.

Petersen stated that his line items in Food & Beverage Restaurant are down about 5%
and there is no Capital Outlay.

Petersen proceeded to Food & Beverage Banquet and stated that there was no Capital
Outlay and it has a 2% increase.

Trustee Carbonaro asked what items were in “Service Agreements”.
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Administrator Salmons stated that the page following the “Line Item Detail” has a detailed
description of the items that make up this total.

Trustee Reinke asked about “Bank Charges” at $3,750. He stated that it was not unique
to this department. Do they need to shop around for a different bank. It seems the bank
charges are significant.

Administrator Salmons stated that they definitely will look at that.

Petersen stated that they are credit card fees for the initial deposit for banquets as well
as the $1,500 second deposit. They require that the final payment be done with cash or
check. The slight increase in credit cards can be attributed to the Midway, Clubhouse
and Beverage Cart since those revenues went up significantly.

Lenz stated that the amount of cash they take in at the Pro Shop on a daily basis dwindles
every year. Everyone pays with a credit or debit card.

Trustee Camerer asked if the Pro Shop and Restaurant have the same credit card
company.

Lenz stated “yes” they do.

Trustee Camerer stated that there are various other terminal companies out there that
offer better rates. He thought they could explore this idea.

Lenz stated that they will certainly explore that idea.

Petersen talked about Food & Beverage Midway and stated that they made a good profit
with record numbers last year.

Trustee Deyne stated that early on, the quality of the sandwiches left something to be
desired. He commended staff on the quality of the food now.

Trustee Arends stated that they went to the fish fry and it was outstanding.
Administrator Salmons stated that the Easter reservations are half way sold out.
Petersen stated that the important thing is to keep on marketing the expanded facility.

Trustee Arends stated that she recently ate at Villa Olivia which is a lovely facility, but
Bartlett Hills had better service and a much, much better atmosphere.
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President Wallace would like to see some type of attempt to increase the visibility of the
Golf Course sign. He recently drove past the Villa Olivia sign which is very welcoming.
He would like to find a way to take advantage of the thousands of cars driving down Route
59.

Administrator Salmons stated that when they moved the sign last, it was the only spot
they could put it in. They will take another look to see if there is another location to move
it to.

President Wallace stated that there are a lot of trees by the tee box. They could move it
on the hill so it can be seen on both sides. There has got to be a way to create a significant
sign. He thought they were wasting an opportunity.

Building
Administrator Salmons stated that she was told in the staff meeting today that they had
80 permits issued today.

Building Director Brian Goralski stated that the Building Department is going to have
another busy year and has been providing safe buildings, healthy businesses for over 67
years. He stated that his department continues to monitor the vacant homes and by doing
so, they have greatly improved the Village’'s appearance and safety in these homes. They
have conducted 500 Vacant Building Registry (VBR) inspections this past year and
registered 90 vacant homes. His department remains busy with miscellaneous permits
and continues to flourish. He estimates 19 residential homes this year. He stated under
Personnel, he is proposing that the part time Data Entry/Secretary becomes a full time
position for support. They will keep the General Inspector position open and he and his
assistant will assume the building and annual inspections.

He stated that his Professional Development budget has been reduced and Professional
Associations are the same.

Trustee Hopkins asked if residents can go on-line and request permits.

Goralski stated that you can download the information but you have to come in to submit
it.

Trustee Hopkins stated that other municipalities in the area allow some miscellaneous
permits to process on-line which might reduce staff time.

Goralski stated that they would still have to monitor that. They get a lot of requests on-
line daily via e-mail that they review. They would still have to submit a lot of documents
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which would entail scanning. He felt that this would involve a lot more phone calls and
he didn't think that the existing municipal software supports this. He will look into this.

Community Development

Community Development Director Jim Plonczynski stated that his department is
responsible for subdivisions, zoning, FOIA's, GIS, staffing the various commissions,
handling the TIF districts, economic development. His staffing remains the same. They
see a big increase in FOIA’s. There are no Capital requests. His Professional
Development and Professional Association remains the same.

His total expenses have increased by about 1%.

Trustee Reinke asked when they board up property, do they ever turn around and lien
them?

Plonczynski stated that the one they are boarding up right now will have a lien but it's
been vacant so long, they will not get anything from it.

President Wallace asked if there was a brewery interested in coming to town.

Plonczynski stated that there was a micro-brewery looking at the Village for possible
relocation.

President Wallace reiterated that Bartlett will be the barricade capital of the United States
with the addition of a new barricade company coming soon. He asked about the latest
information form Albertson’s. He had a meeting with the president who said that they
may have someone on the hook.

Plonczynski stated that they were told that there would be an announcement by the end
of February and that has come and gone. They have been in touch and were told that
they are still working on the mentioned deal but are not ready to relinquish anything yet.

Trustee Reinke stated that he had a number of residents complain about the old
Dominick’s site and wondered when was the last time it was inspected.

Plonczynski stated that they sent a Code Officer out there and he is going to write them
up for some code complaints. He stated that he has not been inside that building for
some time.

Trustee Reinke stated that buildings don't like to be unoccupied and with all the resident
complaints he thought it was time to start addressing that.
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Plonczynski stated that the Code Officer noticed some trash and debris and general
untidiness. That could very well be caused by the current tenants. They will talk with the
owner of the building of which they are in touch with pretty regularly.

President Wallace concurred with Trustee Reinke. It is time to turn up the heat on this
building. If it is going to remain vacant, it should be pristinely vacant.

Trustee Deyne thanked staff for the presentation and stated that he was very excited
about the additional development for next year in the respective business parks. He
stated that the Strategic Plan session was this weekend and he wondered about the
interest in TIF from businesses. Are any potential occupants walking away because there
is not an available TIF in the downtown area?

Plonczynski stated that the term they hear from almost everyone, is that they are looking
for an incentive to come in. Whether that means a TIF or a 6B tax incentive or sales tax.
They do hear about a want/desire for some kind of TIF in the downtown for redevelopment.
They hear it in other places also, like 59/Stearns and other locations.

Trustee Deyne stated that he knew that Elk Grove had a business that was going to
relocate and somehow they were able to keep them with the 6B tax incentive.

Plonczynski stated that Elk Grove Village is the “king” of the 6B incentives. They do a lot
of them because they are in Cook County.

Trustee Deyne stated that judging from the reaction that this Board had with the downtown
TIF before, he would look forward to using something like that to promote businesses in
this area. With the Strategic Plan session coming up on Saturday, he asked for more
information on this and how it works.

Plonczynski stated that in Cook County there are a number of property tax incentives. He
stated that he is familiar with the 6B incentive because they did it with Siebert
Landscaping. They will also see it in the future because they are working on a
development that wants to request those again. The other incentive for the downtown
area in Cook County which several of our business take advantage of is the Mixed Use
Classification. They are classified because they have a rental apartment upstairs. They
have existing businesses that take advantage of that as well as new ones in the future.
He stated that he will send out the 6B incentive information because that will be coming
to the forefront fairly soon from some recent requests. They have used it in the past as
an incentive that the Village has to endorse and then the Cook County Board must
approve.
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Trustee Hopkins spoke about the old Dominick’s at 59/Stearns and asked if there was an
incentive like a TIF district or a Special Service Area, would it be rented right now?

Plonczynski stated “no”. They have offered a sales tax incentive.

Administrator Salmons stated that they could do a sales tax incentive and in that type of
a facility it is pretty substantial. Given that, and the Board’s willingness to do it in the past,
has not raised any interest level. She stated that at some point, they are looking at
chopping up the space and making more manageable sized units. Hopefully that will be
more successful.

Public Works

Public Works Director Dan Dinges stated that Public Works consists of Streets, Water,
Sewer and Parking.

Streets

He stated that the Streets Department has a 7% decrease mainly due to the Village Hall
Janitor moving over to the Water division. They have seen a reduction in the salt use
because of the mild winter. They have met their minimum order.

Administrator Salmons stated that they have been using beet juice mixed with the salt
which has given them the ability to use less salt and do something green.

Dinges stated that they have increased the LED lights and did about 72 of them this year.
They continue with staff doing pavement patching and mud jacking of sidewalks.

In regards to Personnel there are no requests. The Assistant Public Works Director
position continues to be vacant along with the Janitor. They are proposing to continue
that vacancy.

He stated that his Capital Outlay consists of the following: Two large Dump Trucks but
they are proposing to replace just one of them for $129,000; One Small Dump Truck for
$68,000; One Street Sweeper for $260,000; Locating Equipment, Pressure Washer,
Steam Cleaner, Hydraulic Lift have been pushed to next year; Rock Drill for $2,500;
Hydraulic Saw for $2,500; Hydraulic Breaker for $9,000; Plate Compactor for $2,000;
Walk Behind Saw for $6,000 will be pushed to next year; 4 Wheel Drive Tractor for
$45,000 which is due for replacement. They pushed back the Village Hall parking lot
resurfacing pending the decision of the Police Department; Schick Road Bridge Repairs
for $100,000 (funded through MFT). Everything else remains the same as last year with
the exception of a couple additional Professional Development seminars.
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Trustee Deyne asked why the Streets division has 0.34% of a Public Works Director.
Dinges replied that his salary is shared between the three divisions.

Trustee Camerer asked how the arborist is coming along with the hanging flower baskets.
Dinges stated that they have them ordered but it is too early to hang them.

President Wallace asked about the age of the Dump Trucks that are being replaced. It
doesn’t seem like a 2007 truck is too old. Do we get rid of them because they are trying
to get some money from the trade-in?

Dinges stated that one of the main issues is that in 2007, they bought 6 large trucks. They
are trying to spread out the replacements over the years.

Trustee Hopkins asked if there was a trade-in value for the trucks as well as the street
sweeper?

Dinges stated “yes”.

President Wallace stated that in his “Authorized Staffing” he has a Director, Assistant
Director and Civil Engineer. He asked if he did all three of those jobs?

Dinges stated the Civil Engineer is Bob Allen and the Assistant Director is vacant.

Water

Dinges indicated that they have no additions to staff. They had two positions leave and
they are filling one of those and are proposing to have two senior maintenance workers
instead of one. One of the senior's will be more for the system maintenance, doing
hydrant repairs and water main breaks. The other will do the wells, pump stations, and
water towers, etc.

He stated that there was not a lot of Capital Outlay but the Main Street Pump Station
needs a new roof for $16,500; Desktop Computer for $1,550; Level Control Panel for Villa
Olivia Water Tower for $32,000; EZ Valve at Kathy Lane for $5,800; Pressure Reducing
Valve at $8,500; Hydrant Flushing Unit at $2,000.

The Professional Development and Associations had no changes from last year. This
budget reflects a 0% change.

Trustee Hopkins asked when they switch to 100% Elgin water are we going to add any
elevated storage tanks?
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Dinges stated “yes”, they have elevated and ground storage. They will have ground
storage at the new pump station and they still have to locate the elevated but they think
it will go in one of the business parks.

Trustee Hopkins asked if they could put one at 59 and West Bartlett for the golf course
signage?

Administrator Salmons stated “in the shape of a golf ball"?

Trustee Reinke stated that it was not a bad idea. He asked if the water tower by Villa
Olivia was a Village tower? The paint is a little rough on that tower and if the Park District
wants the advertising, they should be happy to help defray some of the costs.

Dinges stated that they have contacted him regarding when it will be painted.
President Wallace stated that it won't say Villa Olivia on it any longer if we paint it.

Sewer

Dinges stated that the Sewer Department is proposing a 1% decrease. They currently
have four operators and are proposing to go to three operators. They have one Senior
Maintenance Worker and are proposing to go to two. The camera they bought last year
is used quite frequently. They would like guys cleaning the sewers so they can stay
ahead of the sewer televising. They took the old police command vehicle and turned it
into their televising truck. It is working out very well.

Administrator Salmons stated that they got that from the Fire District many, many, years
ago — it was a retired ambulance.

Dinges stated that once the camera gets down in the sewer, it is remote controlled so
they can be in the truck and operate it.

The Capital Outlay requests include: Sewer Cleaner Truck for $430,000 was NOT funded;
Apple Orchard Lift Station upgrade for $50,000; Dodge Caravan for $27,000; Elevator
Arm for Sewer Camera for $14,000; Gas Monitors for $10,000; Electrical Panel at
Campanelli Lift Station for $8,000.

Professional Development and Professional Associations remain the same.

President Wallace talked about the increase in management and decrease of an operator.
He asked him to explain the differences in their duties.
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Dinges stated that the senior is a crew leader so he can have the maintenance workers
under him and lead that team. They can send them off and there is a guy in charge.
When you are doing the televising for sewer, you want someone in charge to take the
lead. They also make sure that everything is being done safely, properly and efficiently.

President Wallace asked if they were promoting operator's? What is the financial
difference?

Dinges stated “yes”. Itis about a $2.00 per hour difference. One of those seniors will be
mainly focused at maintenance at the treatment plant and the other senior will run the
crews out in the system.

Trustee Hopkins asked how many sewer connection services they have in DuPage
County? How many sewers drain to the water reclamation in Bartlett?

Wastewater Supervisor John Pullia stated that they have 13 lift stations in DuPage.

Trustee Hopkins stated that all the residents in DuPage County drain to Bartlett’'s water
reclamation and we treat that water. Those residents pay more on their water bill for that
service. In the sewer summary, how is it broken down to see how much money they
actually collect from the DuPage residents to cover the services of Bartlett's water
reclamation?

Finance Director Martynowicz stated that in the Finance Department when they do their
water and sewer billing, they know who has DuPage sewer and who has Cook sewer.
There is a difference in the rates for DuPage so they know how many accounts they have
at any given time and what those different rates are. They are able to calculate the
revenue to cover these operations.

Trustee Hopkins asked if they could actually make a chart and show what all the expenses
are for the actual water reclamation, income, revenue, from the DuPage side to fund this?

Martynowicz stated that they can determine the revenue and come pretty close to the
expense.

Trustee Camerer asked if that was because he didn’t think he pays enough on the Cook
County side and wants to pay more?

Trustee Hopkins stated that he should not be paying anything.
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Parking
Dinges stated that there is not much change. The Capital Outlay consists of the following:

2 Snow Blowers at $4,500; Parking Lot Crack Sealing, Sealcoating, Striping at $20,000.

Trustee Hopkins asked if any commuters complain about walking from the west end all
the way to the train station?

Dinges stated “no”.

Trustee Deyne stated that he hears about the split station constantly.

The Board took a five minute break at 7:15 p.m.

The Board resumed at 7:23 p.m.

President Wallace stated that he would allow a resident to speak to the Board.

Carol Miasco, 1215 Triple Crown Court

Ms. Miasco stated that they had a very mild winter this year but you wouldn’t know it by
looking at her parkway. She had an issue with the snow plows tearing up her lawn. She
stated that these damages were caused by the contractors that the Village hired. She
lives in a cul-de-sac and the snow gets piled in front of her home. She has put up with
this for 23 years. In the past, the Village has attempted to fix the damage with grass seed
and dirt and maybe she would get grass by August and it won't be the same color. This
is not her idea of fixing it. She would like them to keep a better eye on the contractors.
The Village plow trucks do a wonderful job but the contractors are worthless.

Trustee Deyne stated that they will have Dan Dinges come out to her house to physically
see the damages.

Dinges stated that they will take care of the damages and address the situation with the
contractors to make sure that they get it corrected.

Finance Department

Finance Director Jeff Martynowicz stated the Finance department budget has decreased
4% from last year. It has decreased its staffing by 1-1/2 full time equivalents. The
department secretary will be held open. They are proposing to re-classify a full time water
billing clerk to part time.

They have been notified by the Public Works #150 Collective Bargaining union that their
agreement is set to expire on April 20, 2016 and they will begin the negotiating process
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to start a new successor contract. They will continue to manage the five year Capital
Budget and yearly Operating Budget to ensure a balanced budget and cost-effective
expenditures throughout the organization.

The Finance department budget has decreased 4%. They are not requesting any new
personnel and have no Capital Outlay. His Professional Development has remained the
same as well as Professional Association.

Trustee Deyne asked who is picking up the slack for the finance secretary.

Martynowicz stated that they shifted the responsibilities between himself, Todd Dowden
and staff members in the Finance department.

Trustee Deyne asked if it was difficult to operate that way?
Martynowicz stated that it was a change.

Trustee Deyne asked if in the future months if they had to replace the finance secretary,
what would the salary range be?

Martynowicz stated $40,000 to $45,000.

Trustee Deyne asked how long they can continue under the current conditions?
Martynowicz stated that they got through the budget and over the last year they have
been able to do the daily operations pretty efficiently. He is confident they can get through

another year.

Trustee Deyne asked if they replaced the secretary at $45,000, how much would that
change the finance expenditures.

Martynowicz stated that he thought they would still be down or pretty close.

President Wallace asked how many people process the manual checks for water and
sewer? The postage is $29,000 per year.

Martynowicz stated that the water bills are now printed outside of the office and they save
money on postage.

President Wallace stated that it seems at some point we should not need so many people
to process manual checks. Perhaps a way to do it on-line.
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Martynowicz stated that as far as collection goes, they have a lockbox. When you write
a check for your water bill it goes to First Eagle Bank which gives them a phenomenal
rate to process. They send an electronic file and transfer the cash. They have direct
debit and on-line checks. They have an account with Chase Bank because so many
people bank through Chase. They also have the ability to take credit cards through lllinois
E-Pay. They have a senior oriented part of the Village and they love to come into town
and pay in person.

President Wallace stated that he looked back on previous years and it seems that we are
gradually reducing staff and it is probably from automation. He wondered what that looks
like in the future?

Martynowicz stated that being able to contract out the printing of the water bills really
gave them the opportunity to scale back that Clerk. His goal is to cross-train her to do
more in the Main Office with answering phones, etc.

Trustee Camerer stated that one of his patients asked him why she was sending her
water bill to Streamwood? He did a little research to find that the Village is saving money
by having the banks do the work that the employee’s would have to do.

Martynowicz stated that if they did not have that service, they would have to have at least
two other Billing Clerks.

Trustee Camerer stated that is great.

Martynowicz stated that over the last five to six years, the Main Office had 4-1/2 full time
employees. They are now down to 2-1/2. He did not want to lose perspective of that
because that operation, the collections, has been reduced over the last 5-6 years.

Administrator Salmons stated that over the past 5-6 years, they have reduced the
workforce by 12 employees and they have not replaced any of them. They have taken
on some part time in the Building Department for inspections because those were
necessary. They have eliminated the Janitor this year, which has been interesting since
Jim Plonczynski picks up the recycling and she cleans her own carpet in her office. While
there may be departments who would say that they would like to get staff back and make
things easier, she didn’t anticipate, given the budgets they have, that they will be doing
that. She thought they were doing okay.

Trustee Reinke stated it sounds like they are doing better than okay.

Trustee Hopkins stated that a lot of people from ComEd and Nicor get their bills
electronically. Do you ever see that happening at the Village?

Martynowicz stated that the issue is cost. Our financial system may be able to do that
but it would be a substantial upgrade to do e-bills. They do get these questions every so
often and the goal is to try to hold back costs, especially in water billing, to keep the rate
as low as possible. They will take a look at it in this upcoming year as they get ready to
look at their software.

President Wallace stated that it is something that they may want to phase in because
some people will never want an e-bill.

Trustee Hopkins asked if the bank picks up the tab with a foreclosure?
Martynowicz stated “yes”.

Trustee Reinke stated that when the judicial deed is recorded, in order for the Recorder’s
Office to record it they have to have the Bartlett Transfer Stamp fixed. He asked about
the ordinance codification and questioned why it went from $8,500 last year to $6,800 this
year? That is a significant decrease for what he thinks is too expensive of a service. How
are we saving that money?

Plonczynski stated that most of that was because the Building Code was completely
revised and there were several Zoning amendments. This year they don’t anticipate that
many code changes.

Trustee Hopkins asked if there were other organizations that do this?
Plonczynski stated that he was sure there was but they are all expensive.

Chris Hostetler began his review of the Central Services budget and stated that it funds
the items that can’t be easily assigned to any individual department. The overall budget
is down by 1%. The Capital Outlay consist of the following: Replacement of Phone
System for $265,000 was NOT funded; Squad Car Video Storage Server and Archiver
for $22,000; 5-Squad Car Video Recording System for $16,000; 24 Toughbook
Computers for squad cars at $96,000 was requested last year and will NOT be funded
this year; ArcGIS Professional License for $8,400; Copier for Administration for $21,000;
Copier for Finance for $21,000 was NOT funded; Copier for Main Office for $6,500.

Trustee Camerer asked if they purchase these copiers outright?
Hostetler stated that they do.

Trustee Camerer asked why they don’t lease them?
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Hostetler stated that the opinion of our Finance Department is why should they pay
somebody or pay extra in the way of financing. They have an equipment replacement
fund. When we buy a copier, starting with year one, they start putting money away into
the equipment replacement fund so by the end of the five years they are able to purchase.
The idea is that they earn the interest rather than paying them interest to lease. That is
the approach that they have always taken.

Trustee Camerer stated that is a great idea.

Trustee Deyne stated that when he used to lease copiers for his business, they always
had a service contract that worked in conjunction with the leasing arrangement. Any
repairs or maintenance was covered under this agreement. He asked what the warrantee
was on the copiers that they purchase.

Hostetler stated that they maintain service agreement for all of the copiers. This is also
an item they look at when they purchase the copier and part of the negotiation. When he
negotiates a copier purchase, he doesn’'t focus so much on the price as much as the
maintenance agreement. He doesn't allow for any increases in the five year life that they
expect.

Trustee Deyne asked if there was any resale value?
Hostetler stated that there was some trade-in value but not a substantial amount.

Trustee Hopkins asked what the difference was in the $6,500 copier and the $21,000
copier.

Hostetler stated that one is a color copier that is capable of handling a large load. The
$6,500 copier is pretty much for the Main Office and able to make a quick black and white

copy.

Trustee Hopkins asked if they could purchase a cheaper one if they got most of their
information electronically like the budget?

Hostetler stated that they have been moving towards purchasing fewer printers and using
the copier more because they get a better price per page. He would hate to reduce the
quality of that machine if they are eliminating printers.

Trustee Reinke recalled that the Toughbook Computers for the Police Department were
put off last year and was concerned about officers in the field and reliability. He wanted
to make sure that all the officers had what they needed to be safe and do their jobs. Is
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reliability going to be an issue for the police department? He is not in a hurry to spend
$96,000 but if they need to do it for officer safety and service then they should.

President Wallace stated that he would rather have the Finance department computers
go down rather than the Police Department.

Chief Williams stated that he appreciated their concerns. Chris has been all over that
and he has been monitoring it. They are pretty comfortable with the phased-in system
that he has developed over the years.

Hostetler stated that Professional Development and Professional Association is reduced
from last year.

Trustee Reinke asked about the Koehler Field Alarm System Maintenance Agreement
and he asked how much it costs to maintain Koehler Field? He asked if they could talk
about this at a subsequent meeting. He asked about the Council Chamber sound system
and asked if they would be able to hear each other in here?

Hostetler stated that it was just maintenance. They are trying to keep things bare bones.
It is really just about keeping the lights on these days. The phone system is one item that
may be the thing to spend some money on rather than being able to hear yourself.

Trustee Reinke stated that he was lost. He asked what the $2,000 line item would do for
them?

Hostetler stated that it was just maintenance. If one piece of equipment dies on them in
the Chamber, that is $2,000.

President Wallace stated that he is continually impressed by the ability for him to call
some places and have that person respond to almost every answer he has with a VOIP.
He understands how everyone feels about a live person to answer calls here at Village
Hall but at some point we may have to consider the cost of an employee versus a phone
system that will answer that phone. At some point we are going to have those numbers.
It's not “if” it is ever going to happen, it is a matter of “when” it will happen. There is
automated phone systems that sound exactly like somebody that can respond to every
call and route them. It's cheaper and does not have insurance or retirement and does
not go on vacation. At some point down the line since we are considering a new phone
system, what's the plausibility of having that auto generated system.

Administrator Salmons stated that the analysis for that is that they don't have anyone that
just answers phones. You have to look at that pretty carefully and say, if the first call is
going to be to a computer, who at the front desk could you get rid of. They are down to
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2-1/2 people who deal with people all day long. Then, when it goes to a department that
has no secretary to answer the phones for the seven staff positions. That may be
overestimated in terms of what they would save. She realizes that it will probably come
at some point and that's too bad. She has always said that she thinks they should “cling
tenaciously to the vestiges of human contact” and she thought it went a long way with the
residents. If it saves them real money, certainly they have to do that, particularly when
we are looking at a seventeen year old phone system that we can’t even find parts for.
Chris was delighted the other day when he found a couple of businesses that were
eliminating their systems because that meant that we could scavenger some of them.
Certainly, they are prepared that in the middle of the year it may fall apart and prepared
to respond quickly. If they can stretch it out one more year with the issues they are going
through, she thought they should do it.

President Wallace stated that it never ceases to amaze him when he walks into his office
and they have the push button phones. The phone system has to be older than twenty
years.

Hostetler stated that the only place he can find replacements is on eBay and it is getting
extremely difficult to find.

Administration

Assistant Village Administrator Paula Schumacher stated that they got a text from Scott
Skrycki this afternoon saying that he was sad that he could not be here tonight. This is
his favorite night of the whole year. She stated that their budget proposed a 0% increase
over last year. It does not contain any Personnel or equipment requests. She stated that
it maintains current programs, services and staffing. Earlier this summer the Board
looked at the two biggest dues paid for conferences, the Northwest Municipal Conference
and the DuPage Mayor and Managers and decided to maintain memberships in both of
those. Some of those dues did come down so there is a slight reduction in that line item
as well as subscriptions and publications which are moving more towards digital. The big
issue is the Civic Funding. The proposed budget does not account for the new requests
received and was budgeted at the previous year's amount.

Trustee Deyne suggested that they talk about this at the next meeting.
Trustee Reinke stated that he thought the line item should remain the same. Clearly, the

intent was not to increase the expenditure. For the purpose of the budget we are
reviewing now, he did not think that the line item should increase.

Trustee Carbonaro agreed. He stated that unfortunately, they did make some major cuts
to the budget as well as the revenue stream. He did not think that this was the year to
expand that part of the budget and they should just leave it as is.

Trustee Camerer agreed with Trustees Carbonaro and Reinke. He would like to see a
way of evaluating the requests that are coming in. In the academic world, they use a
rubric. A rubric allows you to give a grade to a paper by meeting certain formats. He
would like to see the staff create a rubric that says if these certain criteria are met than
this organization would get this much money.

Administrator Salmons stated that they are actually half way there. If you look at the
ordinance, it lays out about 5-6 standards. What they don’t have to make it an effective
rubric is that there is no points awarded towards it. We actually have taken a look at
having a point system but are not quite done. They are going to try to add a point system
to the ordinance.

Trustee Carbonaro asked if they agree to leave this as is.
President Wallace asked what he meant.
Trustee Reinke stated that the current line item is the same as last year.

President Wallace stated that this is a tricky situation primarily because it is so subjective
and almost impossible to put into a grading mechanism. We will work on it this year and
next year. He was not sure if he liked the term “rubric”.

Professional Services

Administrator Salmons stated that the Actuarial Consultant does the Police Pension
actuarial every year and they split the cost with police pension to accomplish that. She
stated that Professional Planners was budgeted at $5,000 and that amount is the
remaining amount they owe on the TOD plan. She stated that Legal Services has no
change and covers the prosecutor, Bryan Mraz, labor attorney, local ajudification attorney
and contingencies. Engineering Services went down because the two major projects are
completed. The IRMA premiums and deductible payments have gone down and they
received credits. They have not gone down as much as last year.

Police Department

Police Chief Kent Williams stated that his budget is flat with no increase. It still represents
a budget that supports their model of serving with care and protecting with confidence
during their over 30,000 police contacts per year with residents and non-residents of the
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Village of Bartlett. This budget represents a philosophy more than just numbers on how
to provide tools, training, competencies, confidences, reduced fear, reduced anger and
predictably professional police performance on a regular basis. There were no requests
for Personnel this year. They stayed dedicated to the directed patrol team which provides
overt and covert police practice to reduce the nuisance complaints. It has proven a
tremendous success. They have one of the more highly trained cyber investigation
officers in the mid-west. They won 4" place for National Night Out in the entire nation.
They are dedicated to reducing expenditures with grants and anticipate about $170,000
from the state and federal. They received their seventh accreditation award and have
been dedicated for some time. They are considered a model agency for other agencies
throughout the international law enforcement community. Approximately 3% of law
enforcement agencies are accredited and of those, 2% have received the excellence
award four times. The local adjudication program is in full swing and has proved beneficial
to members of the community. They also initiated their first teen police academy through
the high schools and it has been a tremendous success. The second citizens police
academy has gone off and become a hallmark for community relations within the Village.
They were instrumental in starting the STAR Team (Serious Traffic Accident
Reconstruction). They team up with other communities and this saves money. They
continue to remain on-point for the heroin response. They have saved over 50 lives in
DuPage County.

He stated that there were no requests for additional personnel. He talked about his
vehicle replacement allocation and stated that they requested the following items: #1 -5
Patrol Vehicles (based on a 3 year rotation) (5 @ $33,000 each); #2 - 2 Community
Service Officer Vehicles (pick-ups) of which one was NOT funded (1 @ $33,000); #3 —
Crime Prevention Unit Utility at $33,000 which was NOT funded; #4 — Crime Prevention
Unit Utility at $33,000; #5 - Directed Patrol Team Sedan at $33,000; #6 — Property Control
Officer Sedan for $33,000 was NOT funded; #7- Investigations Sedan for $33,000; #8-
Community Service Officer Vehicle for $33,000; #9-Emergency Vehicle Light Bars at
$19,500; #10 — Police Radar Units at $14,000; #11 — Sage Two Shot Launcher at $9,600;
#12 — Tactical Vests for Warrant Team at $6,900; #13 — AR-15 Patrol Rifles at $3,600;
#14 — Holographic Weapon Sights for Rifles at $2,000; #15 — Verizon Trunk Modems at
$12,600; #16 — LED Mighty Flares at $6,985; #17 — Gas Masks at $5,025; #18 — Gas
Mask Filters at $2,784; #19 — Dell Laptop for $1,000; #20 — 2 Rugged Computers for
$9,000 of which one was NOT funded; #21 Double Crime Scene Barrier System for
$5,500; #22 — Polaris ATV Trailer at $1,000; #23 — Drug Investigations Recording Device
at $5,000; #24 — Commercial Refrigerator at $3,700; #25 — Stand Up Freezer for Evidence
Storage at $3,000; #26 — Outdoor fixed surveillance camera for $5,500; #27 — Cell Phone
History Reader for $2,200; #28 — Solar Flashing School Speed Zone Signs at $12,000;

Williams stated that $60,000 was cut from his Professional Development budget so it
remains at the same numbers as last year as well as Professional Associations.

Trustee Camerer asked about the $4,000 for the National Night Out mascot costume.

Williams stated that their competition across the nation who is consistently beating them
have all invested in their costume. He stated that he asked for this many years ago
because he could see this was where they were trending.

Trustee Reinke asked if he finds that his target is really the children and they are more
attracted to a better conditioned McGruff?

Williams stated that it is a tool that they would use for generations. They are cleaned and
only used for this event and it does create longitudinal relationships. National Night Out
is an amazing gem. When they started this about 28 years ago it was a bunch of cops
and 7-8 people; now it's 10,000 people and they have successfully attracted teenagers.

President Wallace asked if it could be used at DARE graduations?

Williams stated that it is a much more approachable McGruff and attractive to young kids
— it is like a Superman type of thing.

President Wallace questioned item #26 and asked where they were thinking about putting
this camera.

Williams stated that it does not have a fixed location. Itis used in place of an officer doing
surveillance.

Trustee Camerer stated that there are three requests for gas masks and wondered why
there were so many?

Williams stated that they send officers into the unknown a lot and whether it be a tipped
over truck with fumes, a tanker trailer, barricaded subject that they are introducing gas
into. They are actually used more often than you think.
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President Wallace stated that they continually get accolades for being a safe community
so he congratulated the Chief and his staff.

Trustee Arends stated that she is always in awe at budget time of how well the budget is
presented and all the individual departments are organized. It is always professionally
done and easy to understand. She thanked the staff for what they do.

There being no further business to discuss, Trustee Camerer moved to adjourn the
Committee meeting and that motion was seconded by Trustee Arends.

President Wallace called the 2016-17 Proposed Budget Public Hearing to order on the
above date at 7:00 PM in the Council Chambers.

He stated that the Certificate of Publication from the Daily Herald which evidences that
the notice of this Public Hearing was duly published on February 24, 2016, which meets
the statutory pre-requisites which require that the notice of the Public Hearing be
published between 7 and 30 days before the Public Hearing, be entered into the record.
The tentative budget has been available to the public for inspection for not less than 30
days.

2. ROLL CALL

Beverage Manager Paul Petersen, Chief Kent Williams, Deputy Chief Patrick Ullrich,
Village Attorney Bryan Mraz and Village Clerk Lorna Giless.

Administrator Salmons stated that the proposed revenues for fiscal year 2016-17 totals
$50.1 million dollars. These revenues are relatively evenly divided among property taxes,
other taxes, services charges and other revenue. The proposed general property tax levy
is to remain flat from last year. This is the seventh consecutive year the levy has remained
flat or declining.

The total proposed budget for fiscal year 2016-2017 is $53.5 million. This is a 13.36%
decrease from last year. The total operating budget is $40.3 million which is a .21%
decrease from last year. The overall budget decrease is primarily due to the reduction in
capital outlay costs and a reduction in personnel of five positions in this budget.

Operating expenditures can be divided into five primary uses. A little over two-thirds of
the operating expenditures are for public safety and public works, which includes streets,
water, sewer and parking. The remaining third is divided among general government, golf
and debt.

The capital portion of the proposed budget is $13.2 million. The capital portion of the
budget varies from year to year based upon the individual projects the Village has
scheduled.
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Capital projects for this budget are divided into five broad categories; water, sewer,
streets, economic development, golf and other. About 43% of the proposed capital
projects in the 2017-18 budget relate to the water and sewer projects. $2.7 million is
related to improvements in the Brewster Creek and Bluff City TIF developments and $1.1
million dedicated to roads and bridge repairs.

The Village Administrator stated that she and the Finance Director were prepared for any
questions or comments that the Board may have.

President Wallace asked if there were any questions from the Board.

Trustee Hopkins stated that he had a couple of concerns with the budget. He spoke
about the sewer fund. He stated that Public Works is divided up into three major divisions
and he thought there should be four: Streets, Sewer, Water and Water Reclamation. He
thought Water Reclamation, by itself, consumes staff time immensely, and it should be in
a separate fund all by itself. He asked if this could be incorporated into this current
budget.

President Wallace asked if this was something he thought about from the beginning or
did it just come up after the budget review.

Trustee Hopkins stated that it came up after the last budget session. He thought there
was a lot of overlap between the counties. Cook County residents pay into a separate
taxing body in Cook County. In DuPage, they don't pay that. We need to figure out what
is overlapping and remove them.

President Wallace asked if any other Board members felt strongly about this in this stage
of the budget process.

Trustee Reinke asked what the staff position was on this.

Administrator Salmons stated that this will take more in-depth cost accounting to decide
that. Cook County pays for their sewer production in their tax bill. The Village's
responsibility is to transport it to MWRD. In DuPage County, they pay on their water bill
because not only does the Village transport it, but also treats it. She believed that Trustee
Hopkins wanted a better understanding when we say “sewer”, what portion relates to
Cook and DuPage counties. She asked the Village Attorney to look at the potential to
remove themselves from MWRD and he said that it will never happen, given the statutes
about counties over 500,000. If we are going to break up the counties, it is going to be a
lot more complicated than just looking at the transmission and treatment of sewer. First
of all, they do have some excess capacity at the treatment plant and she believed his
intent was to send it to our plant. We have to look at the cost of transporting it. Secondly,
we have to look at all the costs in Cook. The Devon facility, which is entirely used for
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Cook County is not charged out on a separate county basis. It is an old facility that is
operated manually so the personnel cost relative to that facility in heavy rains is
particularly expensive. Also, the overhead sewer program, which is expensive and
averages about $10,000 per house is entirely in Cook County. Most of our maintenance,
relative to our televising and sewer lining, are mainly in Cook County. We need to make
sure, if we are going to divide the counties up and figure out what goes to what, that we
do it very carefully and go through the capital budget and make sure that which we are
spending. Some of it will just have to be assigned a percentage if it is too difficult to figure
which is Cook or DuPage.

Trustee Hopkins stated that everything should be separated. He stated that Cook County
residents pay less on their sewer than DuPage residents. If you don’t know those fixed
costs of the sewage treatment plant here in Bartlett, how do you determine what DuPage
residents pay from a cost stand point?

Trustee Reinke stated that it sounds like this is a lot of work. Is it feasible to do during
this budget cycle or is this something that should wait for the next budget cycle?

Administrator Salmons stated that they have the Board's consideration of the final budget
in two weeks. We won't get this done in two weeks.

President Wallace stated that they have been talking about this for quite a while. It is
quite an adventure to try to figure this out. All of the videoing is done on the Cook County
side as well as the repairs and overhead sewers. The Board has to be prepared for what
those results are going to be.

Trustee Hopkins stated that he understands that the “sewer” is the “sewer”. Maintaining
the sewer system has nothing to do with treating the sewage. A Cook County resident
pays hundreds of dollars into their reclamation system and that is all they do is treat it -
they don’t maintain the lines. When he stated four major divisions, he meant four major
divisions. The treatment plant itself should be a separate division in Public Works. When
you talk about overhead sewer (which is open to all residents of Bartlett), the majority of
it happens in Cook County. All residents are eligible to use the program.

President Wallace stated that Trustee Reinke had the best solution. Since this was
brought up in this late stage, and in order to pass the budget, he asked the other Board
members to do a straw pull on discussing this for the next budget cycle.

Trustee Carbonaro agreed.

Trustee Reinke stated that when staff has a result (assuming that will be next year), will
it be meaningful in any way or will it be based on assumptions.
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Administrator Salmons stated that she did not know the answer to that because they have
not done it. She thought that Trustee Hopkins needed to help them clarify what he is
saying. She hoped that some relevance would come out of it. They are also looking at
the mosquito abatement issue which is really pretty much along the same line. Taxes are
paid on mosquito abatement that is spent all over town, mainly not in Cook County and
yet Cook County residents are paying for the Northwest Mosquito Abatement District.
That is another apparition of Cook County versus DuPage.

Trustee Reinke stated: “If only we were simply in one county — if only someone from the
State was here to help us achieve that important goal, it would be wonderful thing”.

President Wallace stated that it will soon be three counties with residents. He appreciated
Trustee Hopkins bringing this up and thought it was important and really has been a
difficult task. He didn’t think anyone really knows if any county is favorable over another
at this stage. He thought it was a good idea to move on with this year’s budget as-is and
attempt to get answers to Trustee Hopkins questions.

President Wallace asked if any member of the public wished to offer written or oral
testimony on the Budget. There were none.

It was moved by Trustee Deyne to adjourn the Proposed Budget Public Hearing and
seconded by Trustee Camerer.

8. TREASURER’S REPORT

Finance Director, Jeff Martynowicz summarized the Municipal Sales Tax Report through
November, 2015 was $1,387,321 and it represents a 13.67% increase over the same
time period last year. He stated that the Motor Fuel Tax distribution through December,
2015 totaled $702,053 and represented a 10.38% decrease over the same time period
last year.

Senator Cullerton stated that it was his honor to be there today. Itis the 125" Anniversary
from when Luther Bartlett incorporated the town. The vote was 45-0 to incorporate and
March was the first mayoral election. He stated that Bartlett is a great community and in
1970 the population was about 3,500 compared to 41,000 today. With the tremendous
business park and expansion, it will be a great place to live. He presented a plaque from
the Illinois Senate of the 99t General Assembly of the State of lllinois acknowledging the
Village of Bartlett in recognition of its 125" Anniversary celebrating a century and a
quarter of incorporation and extended its congratulations and best wishes to all the
residents on this momentous occasion.

10. QUESTION/ANSWER: PRESIDENT & TRUSTEES
Trustee Deyne stated that they had Carol Miasco here last week complaining about her

snow plowing. He received information from staff that it was handled well and
professionally. She is extremely happy and he thanked staff for their efforts.
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11.  TOWN HALL

George Koziol, 654 Hazelnut Court

Mr. Koziol stated that he was speaking this evening as a Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA)
member. He stated that at the March 3 meeting he received a gift from the Village
thanking him for his thirteen years of service. He felt very honored by the recognition
bestowed upon each of the Committee members and felt that it was nice to be recognized
for what they do.

Tom Steele, 210 N. Eastern Avenue

Mr. Steele stated that he was speaking on bicycle issues in front of the Board. He is a
year round bicyclist. He supported the action to form the bicycle committee. He wanted
to speak about the Kickstand Classic bike race and the Wayne Township bicycle plan.
That plan should be lauded because so many inter-government people worked together
to make a formidable proposal. It is a quality of life issue and those paths of connections
and improvements have great utility for cyclists that want to ride to work, etc. Itis also a
safety issue because people are more aware when they see cyclists on the road. The
Kickstand Classic is a way to show off bicyclists in the community and make folks aware.
If the bridge over Route 59 ever got built he imagined a loop around Bartlett and the forest
preserves and it would bring people into Bartlett. He suggested starting the bike race in
town to make folks aware of the businesses they may not have seen in the past. He
hoped the Board would support that. He understood that this Board has a lot of financial
demands on the finances but he encouraged them to develop a bicycling budget.

Trustee Reinke asked staff what the plan was for the Wayne Township Bike Plan.

Administrator Salmons stated that they asked them to pass a Resolution and they will be
looking at that.

Trustee Camerer stated that he asked for that to be put on hold. They started their own
Bike Committee for a reason. They have not had a chance to look at the Wayne Township
Plan or how it ties into their Committee. He put it on hold until they can see how to
incorporate it into their program.

Trustee Reinke stated that he will have to catch up since he was on the committee to help
form it. He knows at least two members of the Bartlett staff that were on that committee.
He thinks it is something they can analyze and pass a resolution in a reasonable amount
of time.

Trustee Camerer stated that he didn't disagree, if we are going to have a Bike Committee
and formulate our own plan than we should formulate our own plan. If we are just going
to take the advice of another committee than let's not have our own Committee and just
use Wayne Township’s plan.

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President Wallace called the Committee of the Whole meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.

PLANNING & ZONING COMMITTEE

President Wallace stated that it was his understanding that one of the agenda items has
been removed.

Administrator Salmons stated that the folks from Exeter Property Group asked that they
hold off on their plan for a little while. This is a large spec building and in the last few
weeks they have been approached by several business that would like to go in but
would like to have it sized a little differently and they want to look at that option and
come back shortly.

President Wallace asked if it was about 140,000 square feet?

Administrator Salmons stated that it was 420,000 square feet and they are thinking
about making it even bigger.

Trustee Reinke stated that they have the Active Transportation Alliance — Kick Stand
Classic Bike Race remaining on the agenda.

Administrator Salmons stated that they have three people from Active Transportation
here tonight that are going to talk about their firm and the Kick Stand Classic. He
introduced Executive Director Ron Burke as well as Clare McDermott who is the
Marketing and Events Director as well as Rachel Gunderson who is the Senior Manager
of Events. They had a meeting and they met with staff and the Mayor and went through
responsibilities and why they picked Bartlett which is a wonderful story.

Executive Director, Ron Burke stated that they are glad to be here to talk about their
proposal to work with Bartlett. They are assembling a bike race that is called the
Kickstand Classic. The Active Transportation Alliance sent an e-mail out to suburbs all
around the region saying that they were interested in doing a new bike race. They
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heard from a number of communities but none were as enthusiastic or professional as
Bartlett. When he spoke to his colleagues and those active in the cycling community
and he told them that they were looking at Bartlett, they stated that they love to ride in
Bartlett. They recognize Bartlett as where Terry Witt's bike shop is and everybody that
likes to bike, knows Terry.

The Active Transportation Alliance has been around since 1985 and used to be called
the Chicagoland Bicycle Federation. They expanded their mission to walking and
transit back in 2008 and the name changed. They are the regions not-for-profit,
charitable voice for better biking, walking and transit. They do this throughout the
Chicago region, not just the City of Chicago. They do a lot of work in the suburbs and
they worked on the Wayne Township Bike Plan. They have 7,000 members, 20,000+
supporters and 33 full time staff. Communities that facilitate this type of transportation
are healthier, more sustainable, vibrant places to be. They are not anti-car but very pro
bike, walk, transit, and they would like to see more of it. Their long term goal is to get
half of all trips on foot, bike or transit. Today, about one out of four trips are made by
bike, walk or transit. They are trying to improve the infrastructure throughout the region
with better bike lanes, better trails, better bus routes, more metra trains. They do this
with their events like Bike the Drive, connecting with people on-line. Their funds come
from events like Bike the Drive, individual donations, foundation grants. They also do a
lot of contracts. They have professional transportation planners on staff and have had
contracts with more than 100 suburbs. They do a lot of education programs with
schools and park districts.

He talked about the Bike the Drive in downtown Chicago and stated that they average
about 21,000 people. Lake Shore Drive is closed from 5:30 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. and they
have rest stops at either end and a festival in Grant Park. It is an iconic experience.

Trustee Reinke asked him to address the Kickstand Classic.

Burke stated that cycling is really growing and popular. More and more people are
biking. Bike “racing” is limited to the elite cyclists. They wondered if they could give
cyclists a safe space where they are not racing with the hard core cyclists, just more
average people. Would they want to do this? No one has really done this before and
perhaps they are on the forefront of something new and exciting. He is very optimistic
that the Kickstand Classic will have a great turnout because people love to ride their
bikes in a car-free environment. That is what they have been working on with the
Village and Police Department. The plan is to have the bikers chip timed, which is an
electronic timing system. They will be placed into age group rankings. There will be a
festival at the end where they could have food and drinks with some music. It will be an
event that brings a lot of people to Bartlett who have not been here before.

They envision bikers going out in waves so people of similar speeds and abilities can go
out together. They are thinking about spacing the starting to minimize the risk of
collisions.

Trustee Reinke stated that they have a great sense of his experience and in looking at
the financials they have the economic knowledge base. He asked the police
department what kind of challenges they see; have they reached out to the folks on
Shady Lane, etc. for routing issue?

Police Chief Kent Williams stated that they have not begun communication but that will
be the next phase with Board approval. Internally they worked on it for the feasibility
study and are confident that they could pull it off and communicate well with the
community. They will talk with individual neighborhoods, a few entities such as a
church. They are very confident they could pull this off.

Trustee Reinke stated that his understanding is that the Police Department is looking for
comments from the Board as to whether or not they should proceed.

Administrator Salmons stated that assuming that the Board directs them to continue,
they have a contract with Active Trans that they are finishing up and will bring to the
Board for final approval. One of the goals when they started this was to make sure that
if this is going to be on a Sunday, we have enough openings and police and people
manning those openings as well as enough communication so no one is unable to exit
their streets ad gets stuck very long. This is hopefully the first of many of these but if
there are a lot of complaints, it will not be repeated. Her first priority is that the residents
of this community are not inconvenienced in terms of where they want to go on that
Sunday. She asked the Deputy Chief to talk about the course and how they intend to
staff it as well as other issues relative to the early planning process.

Deputy Chief Patrick Ullrich stated that they came up with two different options: Start
the race outside the Village Hall and go south on South Bartlett, east on Stearns, north
on Newport and back around on Devon. They may switch it to go the other way since
they were debating where the finish would be. The main challenge with this course is
the church on Stearns Road which has a couple of services on Sunday. This option
would not allow anyone to get in or out of the church. Another option was to take that
east bound leg from Stearns east and go north on Chippendale instead of going all the
way down to Newport. Cars could then access the church from the west to the east via
County Farm Road. For all of the homes that are inside the course, they will have
detour routes as well. The main detour route would send people north on Prospect.
They expect thirty or so police officers to staff some of the main entrances and exits
from the subdivisions where they expect problems. There is an area on Newport that is
challenging where Newport is the only exit. They would send these resident north on
Newport and east on East Devon to get out. It would be a two way traffic flow.
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Administrator Salmons asked how long the duration of the event was anticipated.

Steele stated that they will start at about 7:00-8:00 a.m. They will not be able to get
everyone on the course at the same time.

President Wallace suggested that they do the more experienced, faster riders early on
and get them off the course so the amateurs can go after.

Trustee Camerer asked what the mileage was.

President Wallace stated 4.8 miles for the longer one and 4.17 if you cut off the church.
Steele stated that there would be about 4-5 loops or 20-25 miles.

Trustee Deyne asked how long this race would last.

Steele stated about 6:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

Trustee Deyne stated that they just had their Strategic Planning meeting where they
talked about this and he is very excited about this race.

Village Administrator Salmons asked about volunteers. They will get volunteers from
their service events and asked if Active Trans would bring some.

Steele stated that they are pretty good at recruiting volunteers. They think they will be
able to bring quite a few as well as folks in the community. In the drafted Agreement,
volunteers is something they will provide.

Trustee Reinke stated that if they commit to a time like 6:00 a.m. to noon, is that
something they will be able to fulfill? That is one of his big concerns.

Steele stated “yes”. His expectation is that they will be sending folks out in waves and
there should not be many stragglers.

Chief Williams stated that they will have police all around the course and as they get
closer to the end, they will have spotters driving around the course. The beauty of the
course design is that they have the bike path all around it and they can be moved to
there if necessary.

Steele stated that they also have volunteers that do that as well.

Trustee Carbonaro stated that it sounds excellent. He asked if Spin Doctor will have
people out there with flat tire repair kits.
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Steele stated that they are still talking about handing out goody bags. As a participant
in this event, riders will get a t-shirt of some type of merchandise.

Marketing and Events Director Clare McDermott stated that typically they will have food
set up and samples of such. People love getting involved with that and it adds to the
community vibe. They also have an exclusive beer partner as well as a band.

Trustee Arends was sure that the restaurants would love to add something to the goody
bags.

President Wallace stated that he could see this needing a maximum capacity.

Steele stated that it will have to have a max. The question is will we hit it — that remains
to be seen and he is optimistic they will.

President Wallace stated that it gives them some flexibility in the planning because you
have a maximum capacity and start 400 bikers in the first round in five different waves.
You start at 7:00 and they are done at 8:30, etc.

Steele stated that they are still meeting with folks that have different experiences around
bike racing to get a better sense for how many people they can fit on the roadway at
one time. Once they have a better handle on the math, they will get back to the Board
on the estimates. His preliminary estimate is about 2,000-3,000 participants.

Trustee Arends asked if the elite riders go out first.
Steele stated that there has not been a final decision, but that is his early thinking.
President Wallace stated that it will probably take an hour for 25 miles.

Administrator Salmons stated that they have secured all the services that they will need
from Republic Services and they are also working with some of the new businesses to
get all the horses and other services they will need.

Trustee Deyne stated that after the presentation tonight he is even more excited about
this. Their credentials are excellent and they have a good history with these types of
events. As far as he was concerned, he thinks this will bring a lot of residents to the
Village and he says “go for it".

Trustee Camerer stated that the Bike and Run Advisory Committee met on March 10
and had the opportunity to look this over beforehand and they were very impressed.
They have a good committee and they are going to try to bring some good biking ideas
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into Bartlett. The entire committee is on-board with this bike race and looks forward to
it.

President Wallace stated that staff would like some direction on the route choice.
Someone needs to talk to the church. He personally thought that the bigger route would
be better because it expands the amount of space that you have that number of bikes
on. There is not a huge amount of residents in this contained area and it would not be
difficult to contact all of them personally.

Trustee Deyne stated that he could see this turn into a similar situation as the annual
parade, where residents come out to the street and watch the event.

President Wallace asked about registration.
Steele stated that they would take advantage of an on-line registration process.
President Wallace asked about the fees.

Steele stated that they are working on some benchmarking regarding pricing since it is
difficult to do since there has never been an event like this. You can certainly compare
it to a half marathon at the $50-$100 range.

President Wallace asked about the fee split. Do they split it with the volunteer
organizations or do all the funds go into your pool and you take care of that?

Steele stated that it is certainly a fund raiser for the organization, needless to say, they
have already discussed this with staff on how to split up the costs and they will certainly
hold up their end of the bargain. They do sometimes partner with other organizations.
They also work with charities who use it as a training event or a fund raising opportunity.
He would not be surprised if they get some of that happening here with the Kickstand
Classic which would be awesome.

Administrator Salmons stated that they have initially negotiated in the contract is that
Active Trans would pay 50% of our costs which will primarily be overtime for the police.

Trustee Carbonaro asked the Chief if he had any concerns that this would be a
problem.

Chief Williams stated that it will be a fun and exciting challenge and they are confident
they will pull it off. They call it the “Bartlett Way” which will be a very positive
experience.
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President Wallace stated that anyone that participates in these events (he has probably
done 100 different road races), you always go back if you are fed well at the end and
the party is good. That is the key! There are probably a few of the businesses that
would like to participate in that.

Steele stated that his staff is really, really, good at making our events fun. If you have
ever been to Bike the Drive you know that they have a great festival there. In fact, they
are going to extend some complimentary entries for MB Bike the Drive to the Village
and would love for them to come; it is on Sunday, May 29™. You can get a sense for
what the events look like.

Trustee Reinke stated that it sounds like the Board is in favor of this and staff has the
input that they need and are ready to move forward.

President Wallace stated that this would be a great opportunity for the Village to be
bringing this type of brand new picturesque event into Bartlett and have that many
potential new people who have never seen downtown Bartlett.

Trustee Reinke stated that it is unique, scalable, we can add supplemental events
including the barbeque classic.

There being no further business to discuss, Trustee Arends moved to adjourn the
Committee of the Whole meeting and that motion was seconded by Trustee Camerer.

These recommendations
provide a beginning framework for Wayne Township
to make cycling a viable choice for many daily trips.

Given the regional nature of this plan, the recommendations
laid out in this chapier will requite partnership between
muttiple agencies and jurisdictions. Some of the streets and
right-of-way are controlled by Wayne Township, but many
are nol. Coordination with the DuPage County Department
of Transportation, the Forest Preserve District of DuPage
County, the lllinois Depariment of Transportation (IDOT),

the Villages of Wayne, Bartleti, Carol Stream, Hanover Park,
and the City of West Chicago, as well as with neighboring
municipalities and residents is essential for carrying out

To ensure the safety and integration of cyclists within the
community's bicycle network, a special set of tools can

be used. These tools are intended to accommodate
cyclists of all ages and abilities. Some of these tools create
awareness for cyclists on shared roadways, other tools
help o create space for cyclists separated from traffic,

bui still on the roadway, while others create a shared
space for cyclists and pedestrians off the roadway. The
recommendations are tailored io the unique conditions
present on each street. A variety of {actors were considered,
such as average daily traffic on a road, marked speed limit,
number of lanes, and available right-of-way, io determine
appropriate on-street and off-sireet recommendations.

The following sections are meant to illustrate the most
commeonly used iools for cyclists. For additional technical
guidance the following guidelines are recommended:

ON-STREET TOOLS

Bicycling on a sireet can often be safer than bicycling

on a sidewalk, as cyclisis move significantly faster than
pedestrians and are more visible to drivers when taveling
on the road. On roads with lower traffic volumes, slower
speeds, and fewer lanes, this plan recommends on-street
facilities. The following tools can be applied on a sireay,
between the curbs or on shoulders of 5 roadway.

It should be noted that youth cyclists are encouraged ta ride
on the sidewslk, while aduli cydlists are encouraged to ride
in the streel, when conditions are safe, anc obey uaffic laws.

SIGNED ROUTES

Many streets are comfortable for cyclists who
possess a moderate tolerance for traffic. These
routes include streets with wide ouside lanes and
paved shoulders, as well as low-traffic residentizl
streets. However, many residents and most vigitors
are unaware of local bike-friendly routes,

Bike route signs raise all users’ awareness and
accepiance of cycling. They make all residents aware
of the mos! bike-friendly routes in thelr communities.
They are appropriate for any roadway that provides
an essential link in 2 bicycle system, and can offer
imporan, affordable motorist education and trafiic
calming. However, signs are no substitute for installation
of an appropriate Infrastruciure to suppori safe cycling.
Instead of posting simple “Bike Route” signs, the

best solution is tc implement a system of wayfinding
signs that previde directions and distances to specific
destinations. These types of bikeway signe provide
useful Infermation and directions for cyclists, drivers,
and pedestrians alike. The most effective bike route
signs include distance, direction, and destination.

MARKED SHARED LANES

Marked shared lanes use a double chevron and
bicycle marking, or “sharrow,” in a lane intended for
the joint use of motorized and bicycle traffic. Chevion
symbols direct bicyclists to ride in the safest location
within the lane, outside of the door zone of parked cars
and areas where debris is likely to collect. Generally,
marked shared lanes are a low-cost ireatment sultable
for lightly travelled collector and arierial roads. These
can be used in conjunction with route signage (o
encourage cycliste and drivers to share the road,

PAVED SHOULDERS

Paved shoulders are the paved areas adjacent to

motor vehicle wravel lanes. They can be consideraed for
corridors that cannot accommodate 5oof bike lanes,

or as an interim step {or conidors where funding has

not yel been secured to add bike lane markings and
signe. Paved shouldere alen can be considered on roads
where demand for bike lanes is limiied, or on rural roads
where shoulders are shared with pedestrians, For safe
cycling, paved shoulders must be at least 4 feet wide.
Several paved shoulders are already in use by cyclists in
the area and can be enhanced by bike route signage.

Sometimes, the best way to accommodate cyclists
is by creating a separate path or trail that is shared
with pedestrians. The following are a set of tools
that can be used to accommodate pedestrians and
cyclists, separate from the roadway. The off-street
tools recommended for Wayne Township include:

Sidepaths

Trails

Bicycle Parking

SIDE PATHS

Side paths are paved concrete or asphalt paths
wide enough to accommodate both pedestrians
and cyclists. They are typically a minimum of 8-feet
wide with 2 feet of clearance on either side of the
path. Side paths offer cyclists a safe place to bike
off-street when there is no space for a bike lang,
or it is unsafe to bike on the streel. They should be

installed parallel to arterial and collector streets in areas

where there are only a limited number of driveways.
Typically sidepaths do not have a centerline stripe.

There are many existing sidepaths in Wayne
Township, including Petersdorff Road and Schick
Road. Additional sidepaths can be constructed to
Increase access to community destinations and trails

and to develop a complete network for cyclists.

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TRAILS

Trails are a place for recreation as well 3¢ transpartation.

Wayne Township has many highly used regional

trails, including the lllinois Prairie Fath and the Great
Western Trail as well as short local wails that provide
connections through parks and open space. The
Forest Preserve District of DuPage County has plans
to expand its trail system in Wayne Township over the
next several years. This plan supports the planned
expansion and seeks (o ensure that on-street facilities
provide greater conneclivity to the expanded system.

PAVED TRAILS

Paved lrails are off-street paths, usually not paralleling
a roadway Trails should be &t least 8 feet wide

with 2 feet of clearance on either side. However, a

10- to 12400t paved trail with additional clearance is
recommended. A yellow centerline stripe may be
used on this type of trail. The stripe should be dotted
where there is adequate sight distance {or passing,
and solid where passing should be discouraged.

UNPAVED TRAILS

Unpaved trails are typically the same width as paved
trails, but instead of concrete or asphall, surfaced
with crushed limestone. This ensures accessibility

for people with disabiliies and enables equestrian

use. Dirt trails do not meet these reguitemenis

BIKE INTERSECTIONS

Bicyclists are particularly susceptible to crashes at
intersections because motor vehicles are slowing down,
speeding up, and tuming, There are special treatments
that can bre used at intersections to improve bicycle
salety. Tools fike thru-bike lanes, intersection marking and
dashing, bike boxes, and bike tumn lanes all can make

the bicyclist more visible and thus less likely to be hitin
interseciions. Appendix C provides design resources that
can be used for intersection improvements for bicycles.

BIKE PARKING

Having a safe, secure place (o leave a bike isan
important part of traveling by bicycle. Racks should be
located within clear view of the destination entrance
way, preferably as close as the closest motor vehicle
parking space, and no more than 50 feet away from
the entrance. If multiple racks are clustered ina

visible and signed location, they can be sited up to
100 feet away from the entrance. |f racks are placed
further away than this, cyclists are likely to ignore

the racks and look for a closer place o lock up

Bicycle parking should be located throughout the
community on every block with stores or restaurants, at
every school, park, and recreational facility and at every
place of employment. For destinations frequently visited
by cyclists or where bicycles will be parked for a longer
period of time, such as at a train station, coverad bicycle
parking should be considered in addition to racks. A
bike parking policy should cover design, placemeni, and
other bike parking standards like those listed below.

Bicycle rack selection is important. A good
rack has the following qualities:

Support the bicycle upright by its frame in two places

Preveni the wheel of the bicycle from tipping over

Enable the frame and one or both wheels to be

secured

Support bicycles without a di sed frame

with & horizonial top twbe (&.g. 3 mixte frame)

Allew front-in parking: 2 U-lock should be able to
lock the front wheel and the down tube of an upright

hicycle

Allow back-in parking: & U-lock should be able to lock

the rear wheel and seat (ube of the bicycle

The rack element should resist being cut o1 detached
using common hand tools, especially those that can
be concealed in e backpack. Such tools include bolt

cutlers, pipe cullers, wrencheas, and pry bars.

Community members identified seversl intersections
in need of improved {acililies to help cyclists cross
streets at signalized and unsignalized intersections.
The targeted intersections are included in the

map and table at the end of this section.

ROUNDABOUTS

Crossing busy streets at both signalized
and unsignalized intersections can present a
challenge for cyclists and drivers alike.

Roundabouts direct users through intersections in a
prediciable mannet at slow speeds. Roundabouts
provide simple pedestrian crossings, sei a {one

of cautious driving, and reduce all crashes by

50% or more compared to traffic signals.

RECTANGULAR RAPID FLASHING
BEACONS

Rectangular rapid flashing beacons are extremely
visible, using flashing yellow LED lights to supplement
standard pedestrian crossing warning signs at mid-block
and other unsignalized crossing lacations. These user-
activated beacons are FHWA-approved and promole

incteased yield rates and improved pedestrian safety.

IN-PAVEMENT BICYCLE LOOP DETECTORS

Traditional in-pavement detector loops for demand-
actuated traffic signals de not delect most bicycles. All
demand-actuaied signals should be designed to detect
a normal ke with metal rims, through loop deleciors
or allernative detection methods, such as video or
microwave detectors. Additionally, pavement markings
should show bicyclists where to position themselves (¢
aciuate inzavement deteclors. Bicycle-actuated signals

are equally effective and beneficial for motorcyclists.

PUSH BUTTONS

An accessible pedestrian signal (ARS) provides audio
and vibre-actile cues to identify the push butlon location
and indicate the WALK inerval for pedestrians with
visual disabiliies. To ensure ease of use, these devices
must be installed in accessible locations, immediately
adjacent to the sidewalk at the crosswalk area.

SCHOOL ZONE IMPROVEMENTS

HIGH VISIBILITY CROSSWALKS

Install and restripe high visibility crosswalks. Crosswalks
in high-use areas, such as school and trail crossings,
should be upgraded (o “zebra-stripe” o “ladder
style” per 2009 MUTCD, and install where missing.
These crosswalk styles are significantly more visible to

drivers than the traditional parallet line crosswalls.

SCHOOL ZONE SIGNAGE

Place advanced warning crossing signs are placed
ahead of school crossings pricr io intersections to remind
drivers lo stop for students at key school crossings and
school crossing signs adjacent to marked crosswalks.

BICYCLE AND PEDESTRIAN CROSSING WARNING SIGNS

Crossing warning signage can alert drivers where they
are most likely to expect cyclists or pedestrians ciossing
a roadway, Typically, warning signs are installed in
combination with 2 matked crosswalk in ordet 1o raise
awareness of the crosswalk or bike crossing. These
signs are most effective when they also include an arrow
pointing down to the crosswalk. An advanced warning
sign can also be used on roadways with highet speed

traffic or when the crossing is on the edge of town.

WAYFINDING SIGNAGE

At intersections of trails, sidepaths, and major roads,
wayfinding markers could be placed to help cyclists
identify which trail they are travelling on, the cross

sireet, and the name of the intersecting trail or path.

NEAR-TERM

Near-term corridors are either suitable for cycling

in their existing condition, with oppariunities for
waylinding improvements, or projects that are
already programmed for funding in the neai-term.

A near-term recommendation for the following
corridars is to ideniify safe, bicycle-ready, routes, and
install bicycle saiety signs per MUTCD guidance:

MID-TERM

Mid-erm comridors are corridors that are mostly
locally controlled and are recommended

{o! installation of on-sueet bikeways that do
not require reconstruction activities.

LONG-TERM

Long-term bikeways are corridors that require
instaliztion of an off-street trail, sidepath, or & potential
reconstruction of a road These projecis typically
require more coordination with external agericies.

IMPLEMENTATION

While this plan offers 5 guide to prioritizing these
recommendations as neat-, mid-, or long-term priorities,
the Township should actively seek out opportunities to
coordinate implementation with private development
and public projects. Private development can often
trigger the need to improve the corridor frontage
areas, and stale, county and municipal construction

and maintenance priorities can overlap with this plan’s
recommendations. Implementing agencies should
remain aware of these kinds of opportunities and seek
1o coordinate the implementation of this plan with
parallel municipal, county, and regional efforts. (See the
Appendix for funding and programmatic resources.)

Wayne Township partnered with Active Transportation Alliance to develop its first bicycle
plan - a vision for creating safe, connected, and accessible bikeways within the Township's
boundary.

The primary focus of this plan is on developing recommended bicycle facilities and amenities
to increase the number of bicycle trips within the community and to inspire residents 1o
consider bikes as a mode of transportation. The following summarizes the public engagement
activities that inform this plan.

Public Engagement: Stakeholder Steering Committee

1. What we did.

Creating and sustaining a plan to better a place involves gathering input and active
involvement from those who already live in or have an interest in the area. In order 1o plan for
improved biking conditions, we begin our planning process with the public. Public outreach for
Wayne Township’s Bicyle Plan included the following phases:

Form a Steering Committee: 1dentified key stakeholders representing public, private and
community interests to form a strong steering committee that guided the plan. Identified local
media outlets and harder to reach audiences in order to conduct a widespread effort in
reaching the entire public.

Gather local knowledge: Steering Committee members participated in the planning process by
playing an active role in providing local knowledge on current bicycle issues and how
conditions can be improved for the future. Members wrote and shared their vision for walking
and biking in the Township; identified ways to create bicycle network connections; prioritized
policy and programming: and identified key destinations in the community.
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Inform the public: Steering committee members publicized the Township’s effort to create a
Bicycle Plan through online social media, local media outlets, municipality and community
center websites, and by distributing hard copy fliers around important places. Residents and
interested parties were encouraged to give feedback by participating in an online survey or
attending the Open House Event.

2. What we have gathered.

With assistance from Wayne Township’s Steering Committee, Active Trans. gathered
background information on the community. This information allowed the Active Trans. team
to identify key audiences and cater our public outreach to fit the needs of diverse populations
including youth, seniors, and various cultural and racial backgrounds.

3. How public outreach impacts the plan.

Wayne Township’s Steering Committee Report (attached) is a summary of the Goals and
Priorities Worksheet completed by every member of the committee in order to create a strong
and locally relevant vision. Together, the vision statements form the community’s “Vision for
Livability” and a “Vision for Wayne Township.” In addition, goals that drive the plan (i.e.
Health and Safety, People Connections) are created based on input gathered from the
committee. Key destinations in the community as well as areas for opportunities to improve
walking and biking infrastructure, are identified by the steering committee and will form the
basis of the plan. Please refer lo the Steering Commitiee Report for furiher reading on the vision statement,
goals, and priovities identified.

One strategy for effective public engagement was to reach out to leaders in the community and
organizations that represent diverse populations in order built awareness on efforts to develop
an active Bicycle Plan. Building on an ongoing commitment to raise awareness and interest in
the plan will keep the momentum going and eventually lead to a plan that has public support.

1. What we did.

On Wednesday, July 16, 2014, residents gathered at the Wayne Township Senior Center to
share their expertise on biking and propose solutions for improvements.

Township Highway Commissioner Martin McManamon opened the meeting, and then Active
Transportation Alliance introduced the benefits and challenges to designing bicycle friendly
communities. Directly following the presentation, the public was educated on the principles of
Complete Streets and the components that create a successful bicycle network. The audience
remained engaged throughout the presentation by responding to “what’s wrong with this
picture” slides on incomplete streets and audience participation taols that showed ratings on
bike-ability, programs, and palicies.

Participants then broke into groups for a mapping exercise and identified challenging routes in

the community. They also voted an preferred education, encouragement, enforcement, and
policy priorities for the Township.
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2. What we have gathered.

Wayne Township’s Community Meeting provided our team of planning experts with
information necessary to assess the biking needs of the community. The following data and
information collected from the event included: Maps, Polling Results, Wish Lists and the
Education, Encouragement and Enforcement (3Es) Poster Boards which formed the
preliminary network as well as recommendations for policy and programming for Wayne
Township.

3. How the Open House Eventimpacts the plan.

Bicycle Network:

Maps:
A tally of desired or challenging bicycle routes from the public are incorporated into a single
preliminary network map.

Polling Questions:

The audience was asked questions after each educational piece of the bike network. Polling
results (also gathered from Wayne Township Online Survey) on how the community rated the
level of bike-ability and accessibility determines what type of network is lacking and needs
improvement. A set of questions also ask to prioritize bicycle amenities and facilities which
allows our team to assess immediate needs in the Township.

The following facilities and amenities were considered the highest priority for improving the
conditions for cyclists in Wayne Township.
* Infrastructure Improvements: Install bike paths parallel to major roads and on-street
routes on residential streets.

Policy and Programming:

Education, Encouragement and Enforcement Poster Boards:

Young and elderly alike enjoy this visually appealing board displaying a wide array of options
in education, encouragement, and enforcement programs. The public has the option of
choosing which program they are interested in bringing to their own community by placing a
sticker on images. Their selections are then reflected in the “Education, Encouragement, and
Enforcement” section of the plan.

The 3Es Poster Board demonstrates that the community’s interests are focused on community
education campaigns, social events on walking and biking as well as enforcement. The
following Es were prioritized by participants:

*  Education: Publish a map of local trails and routes.

»  Encouragement: Organize group rides for families to showcase community assets.

*  Enforcement: Hold enforcement events reminding drivers and cyclists how they can
pass each other safely and follow rules of the road and develop a Caught Being Good
Campaign where police officers can issue reward tickets to children who practice safe
walking and biking behavior.

1. What we did.

The Bicycle Plan is created to serve all users of the road and provide alternate options for
transportation to all residents of the community. In an effort to gather public input, additional
outreach is conducted to add depth to the plan. We engaged youth, seniors, and a range of
agencies that live or work in the city.

Additional input on walking, biking, and transit was collected from the following sources:

e  Wayne Township’s Online Survey
e Stakeholder interviews with Forest Preserve District of DuPage County and DuPage
County Transportation Department staff.

To allow for additional feedback opportunities Active Transportation Alliance produced an
online survey and distributed the link through various media avenues, including the Active
Trans blog, Facebook pages, and local media outlets. More than 40 residents responded to the
online survey.

2. What we have gathered.

Wayne Township Online Survey Results:
More than 40 online surveys were compiled. Highlights of the survey are listed below.

Bicycle Issues: Nearly 49% of respondents consider Wayne Township to be moderately bike-
able. Almost 40% of respondents want to install bike paths parallel to major streets and roads,
and 32% want to see safer crossings and intersections designed for bicycle travel. More than
half of respondents identified enforcement of safe cyclist and motorist behavior as a high
priority.

Respondents were also asked to write where they usually bike to, what streets they use, and
what intersections they consider to be hazardous for cyclists. This information helps us further
identify key destinations and streets that require attention. Some of the key destinations
identified by respondents include:

Wayne Township prides itself on a high quality of life. grounded in safe neighborhoods, excellent schools,
independently owned businesses, quiet residential streets, and service-oriented government led by
community involvement.

This plan will help guide the Township and the municipalities it encompasses across that “last mile™ to 21st
Century livability standards—place-based economic development, active lifestyle options and sensible
environmental stewardship. Indeed. closing one gap helps to cross the other.

The DRAFT vision for Wayne Township:

Wayne Township will endeavor to make cycling commonplace, by developing an interconnected web of
bikeways and bicycle facilities that provide residents a variety of options for accessing their favorite
destinations, whether it be home, work, school, the regional trail system, or local businesses. Through
changes to the built environment, bicycle-focused events, and involving communily agencies and
businesses, Wayne Township will strive to develop a visible and identifiable bike culture.

This vision be the impetus for change that leads to more bicycling. characterized by fun events like. Bike
and Dine, Shop by Bike, and Bike away from Work. Bicycling activities can bring neighborhoods and
families together for fun and health. Achieving the vision for Wayne Township will require a concerted
effort to educate community members on walking and biking safety. It will also require infrastructure
improvements like bikeways. intersections, and even bike parking. to allow the community to access any
location on bike and to connect people to places.

Vision Statements

The draft vision statement is based on the comments of the steering committee, as follows:
e Include and increase bike parking at all destinations in the Township.

e Increase trail connectivity through off-street facilities.
¢ Create designated on-street bike lanes where off-street trails are either not feasible or warranted.
e  Connect children to schools and parks and people to work and train stations.
e  Make biking to work an option.
e Increase connectivity and decrease dead-ends.
« Develop an integrated signage system for shared use paths and trails and on roads.
e  Work with local businesses to purchase and maintain bicycle infrastructure.
e  Get buy-in staff and elected officials from multiple jurisdictions.

The Wayne Township Bicycle Plan provides practical recommendations to support livability within its
communities. These recommendations will help focus the area’s transportation investments on the places
that matter to the community. The plan also communicates the Township’s priorities to regional and state
transportation entities like the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT), Metra, Pace, and the DuPage
County Division of Transportation.

Goal: « Institutional Connections: Adopt policies that encourage agency collaboration between the County,
Forest Preserve District. municipalities, schools. parks, and the private sector to make it safer and easier for
residents to enjoy the bicycle network.

HIGHWAY SAFETY IMPROVEMENT
PROGRAM (HSIP)

The lllinois Depariment of Transportation provides grants
lo improve facilities with docurmented crash problems.
These projects can be focused on auto crash locations,
or those involving pedestrians or cyclists. HSIP generally
provides 90% of the project funds with a 10% local match.
Funding is usually available for all phases of the project.

GRADE CROSSING PROTECTION FUND

This fund, administered by the lllinois Commerce
Commission, assists local governments in
paying lor improvemeants at highway-railroad
crossings. Eligible uses include pedestiian gates,
pedestrian signals and grade separations.

OTHER FEDERAL FUNDS

Federal agencies sometimes malke granis available fo
energy efficiency, sustainability or obesity-prevention
projects that could include active wansportation
initiatives.

The Village entered into an Easement Agreement with the DuPage Forest Preserve
District for a multi—purpose trail in the Hawk Hollow Forest Preserve in May of 1996.
This Easement Agreement was amended in July of 1996 to add a portion of the trail
inadvertently omitted.

At this time the Trail Easement Agreement is set to expire on May 7, 2016 and the
Forest Preserve District has submitted a Second Amendment to the Agreement that will
extend the Easement out to May of 2066. The second Amendment includes a provision
that will require the village to apply for and receive a license from the Forest Preserve
prior to any digging work along S. Bartlett Road, south of the railroad, down to Schick
Road.

The Bike and Run Plan Committee reviewed the proposed Amendment to the
Easement Agreement at their March 10, 2016 meeting and recommended that the
Village Board approve the Second Amendment.

The attached resolution authorizes the Village President to sign and the Village Clerk to
attest to the Second Amendment to the Hawk Hollow multi-purpose trail Easement
Agreement.

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE has completed construction of the multi-purpose trail and has
conducted maintenance on the multi-purpose trail over the years.

WHEREAS, the Agreement has a term of twenty (20) years and will expire on May 7,
2016; and

WHEREAS, the FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT has performed environmental

THIS EASEMENT AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and
between the FOREST PRESERVE DISTRICT OF DUPAGE COUNTY, a body
politic and corporate, hereinafter referred to as the "DISTRICT,"
and the VILLAGE OF BARTLETT, a municipal corporation, hereinafter
referred to as the "VILLAGE."
WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, the DISTRICT owns certain property commonly known as
the Hawk Hollow Forest Preserve; and
WHEREAS, the DISTRICT has a master plan that involves the
construction of a regional trail system connecting the wvarious
holdings of the DISTRICT, as well as forming links with trails
under the jurisdiction of other governmental bodies; and
WHEREAS, the VILLAGE likewise has an existing trail system and

WHEREAS, on February 21, 1995, the DISTRICT entered into an
Intergovernmental Agreement with School District U-46 providing for
the exchange of certain property, including the conveyance by the
DISTRICT of a portion of the Hawk Hollow Forest Preserve in order
to permit School District U-46 to construct a new high school; and

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE desires to expand its trail system, and
in particular to connect its existing trail system with the high
school property; and

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE has requested an easement from the
DISTRICT to construct, at no cost to the DISTRICT, a multi-purpose
trail on a portion of the Hawk Hollow Forest Preserve, specifically
along the east side of South Bartlett Road between Struckman
Boulevard and Schick Road, and along the south side of Schick Road
from South Bartlett Road west to the School District U-46 property;
and

WHEREAS, the DISTRICT has determined that it is reasonable,
necessary and desirable to grant the VILLAGE an easement and that
such easement will accomplish the dual purposes of providing the
DISTRICT with a multi-purpose trail that will form part of its
regional trail system while at the same time providing the VILLAGE
with the ability to link its existing trail system to the high
school property recently acquired by School District U-46: and

WHEREAS, the DISTRICT and the VILLAGE are municipalities as
defined in section 1(c) of the Local Government Property Transfer

Act, 50 ILCS 605/1(c) (hereinafter the "Transfer Act"); and
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WHEREAS, section 2 of the Transfer Act authorizes transfers of
interests in real estate between municipalities for any public
purpose upon such terms as are agreed to by the corporate
authorities of the respective municipalities; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with section 2 of the Transfer Act, the
VILLAGE, pursuant to a duly passed ordinance, has determined that
it is necessary to utilize and improve part of the Hawk Hollow
Forest Preserve for the construction of a multi-purpose trail; and

WHEREAS, the parties are empowered to enter into this
Agreement pursuant to the authority granted in article VII, section
10, of the Illinois Constitution of 1970 and the Transfer Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises, terms and
conditions set forth herein, and in the spirit of intergovernmental
cooperation, the parties agree as follows:

1. The recitals set forth above are incorporated herein and
made a part hereof.

2. The DISTRICT hereby grants the VILLAGE a non-exclusive
easement over, across and through that portion of the Hawk Hollow
Forest Preserve generally depicted in Exhibit 1 and legally
described in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and made
a part of this Agreement (said property hereinafter referred to as
the "EASEMENT PREMISES") for the purpose of constructing a 10-foot
wide, asphalt multi-purpose trail (hereinafter the "Improvement").
Unless prior written permission is obtained from the DISTRICT, the
EASEMENT PREMISES shall not be used for any other purpose. The

parties recognize that they have not vyet finalized the exact
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location of the Improvement, but agree that it shall be located
within that portion of the Hawk Hollow Forest Preserve legally
described in Exhibit 2. The parties shall mutually agree as to the
exact location of the Improvement. The parties further agree that
after the multi-purpose trail has been completed, the EASEMENT
PREMISES shall consist solely of the 10-foot wide area and multi-
purpose trail located thereon.

3 The term of the easement shall be 20 years and shall
commence upon the date of this Agreement, provided that the VILLAGE
shall not begin any work on the EASEMENT PREMISES until it has
complied with paragraphs 6, 7, 8, 12 and 18, if applicable. The
VILLAGE may, subject to the written approval of the DISTRICT, renew
the easement for an additional term to be determined by the
DISTRICT, provided that written notice thereof is given to the
DISTRICT at least 180 days prior to the expiration of the original
term.

4. Recognizing that the VILLAGE will be constructing the
Improvement at its sole cost and expense and that, when completed,
the Improvement will form part of the DISTRICT’S regional trail
system, thereby benefiting the general public, the DISTRICT waives
all of its customary easement fees and charges.

S. The Improvement shall be constructed and maintained in
accordance with the DISTRICT’S specifications. The VILLAGE shall
be solely responsible for all maintenance and repairs to the
Improvement after it has been constructed and for paying all costs

associated therewith. As part of its maintenance responsibilities
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the VILLAGE shall plow the trail as required and may conduct
reqular inspections as part of its Bicycle Patrol Program.

6. The VILLAGE shall obtain all necessary permits or other
required documents pertaining to the construction of the
Improvement. The VILLAGE shall also comply with all applicable
federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations and with all
DISTRICT ordinances now in force or hereafter enacted.

Tes The VILLAGE shall, prior to letting any work for bid
during the term of this Agreement or prior to the commencement of
any work that is to be performed either by an independent
contractor without letting the work for bid or by the VILLAGE’S
personnel, provide the DISTRICT with a copy of the plans and
specifications for informational purposes, except that the DISTRICT
shall have the right to review and approve that portion of the
plans and specifications relating to the restoration of the areas
that will be affected by the work, and except that the initial
construction of the Improvement shall be in accordance with the
DISTRICT’S specifications as provided for in paragraph 5.

8. Before beginning the construction of the Improvement, the
VILLAGE shall obtain from each independent contractor engaged to
perform work on DISTRICT property the following insurance
coverages, which shall be maintained in force until the VILLAGE has
furnished the DISTRICT with a 1letter certifying that the

Improvement has been completed:
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(a) Workers’ Compensation Insurance with 1limits as
required by the applicable statutes of the State of
Illinois.

(P) Employer’s Liability Insurance with limits of not
less than $500,000 each accident/injury; $500,000 each
employee/disease.

(c) Commercial General Liability Insurance with limits
of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence bodily injury/
property damage combined single 1limit: $1,000,000
aggregate bodily injury/property damage combined single
limit. The insurance shall include, but not necessarily

be limited to, the following:

(i) premises/operations coverage;

(ii) products/completed operations
coverage;

(iii) contractual liability coverage

(specifically covering the
indemnification obligations
referred to in paragraph 18);

(iv) personal injury coverage (with the
employment exclusion deleted);

(v) broad form property damage
coverage; and

(vi) independent contractor liability

coverage.
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(d) Owner’s and Contractor’s Protective Insurance with

limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence bodily

injury/property damage combined single limit.

(e) Comprehensive Motor Vehicle Liability Insurance with

limits of not less than $1,000,000 per accident bodily

injury/property damage combined single limit.
The foregoing insurance coverages shall be provided by companies
authorized to transact business in the State of Illinois, and said
companies shall have a policy rating of at least "B+" and a
financial rating of VIII according to the latest edition of A.M.
Best’s Insurance Guide. The policies of Commercial General
Liability Insurance and Owner‘’s and Contractor’s Protective
Insurance shall include endorsements naming the DISTRICT as an
additional insured and shall not be subject to cancellation or
modification without at least 30 days’ prior written notice to the
DISTRICT. The VILLAGE shall provide the DISTRICT with a
Certificate of Insurance for each of the coverages specified above
and, if requested, copies of the policies issued by the insurers.
The coverage limits required under subparagraphs (c¢) and (e) above
may be satisfied through a combination of primary and excess
coverage. The VILLAGE shall not allow any contractor to commence
work on the EASEMENT PREMISES until all the insurance coverages
required under this paragraph have been obtained and satisfactory
evidence thereof has been furnished to the DISTRICT. The VILLAGE

shall include in all of its contracts a statement expressly
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declaring the DISTRICT to be a third-party beneficiary of the
insurance requirements specified above.

9. The insurance requirements set forth in paragraph 8 shall
apply to the initial construction of the Improvement as
contemplated in this Agreement. After completion of said work, if
the VILLAGE engages the services of an independent contractor to
perform any maintenance, repair, replacement or other work on the
EASEMENT PREMISES, the VILLAGE shall notify the DISTRICT in writing
of the nature of the work and shall obtain from the independent
contractor such insurance coverages as the DISTRICT deens necessary
for its protection, evidence of which shall be in a form
satisfactory to the DISTRICT. No independent contractor shall be
permitted to perform any work on the EASEMENT PREMISES unless the
required insurance has been obtained and satisfactory evidence
thereof furnished to the DISTRICT.

10. Prior to beginning the construction of the Improvenent,
the VILLAGE shall erect a temporary construction fence acceptable
to the DISTRICT around such areas as may be designated by the
DISTRICT’S Executive Director or his designated representative to
ensure that all construction activity is confined within the
designated areas. The fence shall not be removed until all
restoration work has been completed and accepted by the DISTRICT.

11. During the construction of the Improvement, all
construction activity shall be confined within the designated
areas, including, but not limited to, the movement and storage of

equipment and materials. All trees, stumps, and other debris

resulting from the work or the subsequent maintenance or repair of
the Improvement shall be legally disposed of off of DISTRICT
property. No construction personnel shall be permitted outside the
designated areas while engaged in construction activities. After
completion of the Improvement, all subsequent maintenance and
repair work on the multi-purpose trail shall be confined to the
EASEMENT PREMISES.

12. Following the construction of the Improvement, all areas
affected or disturbed by the construction shall be restored
according to the terms set forth in the approved plans and
specifications. 1In order to ensure that all affected areas are
properly restored, including any damage occurring outside the
boundaries of the designated areas, the VILLAGE, at the discretion
of the DISTRICT’S Executive Director, shall provide the DISTRICT
with either (a) a sum of money in the form of a certified or
cashier’s check made payable to the DISTRICT in such an amount as
is determined by the DISTRICT’S Executive Director or (b) a
restoration bond in a form and amount acceptable to the Executive
Director. All restoration work shall be subject to the DISTRICT’S
acceptance. If the VILLAGE deposits funds with the DISTRICT
pursuant to the subparagraph (a), such funds shall be refunded,
without interest, upon the satisfactory restoration of all affected
areas and the acceptance thereof by the DISTRICT. If the VILLAGE
fails to properly restore the EASEMENT PREMISES or any damage
occurring outside the boundaries thereof within 30 days of the

effective date of written notice from the DISTRICT demanding the
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corrective action, the DISTRICT shall have the right to take such
action as it deems necessary to perform the restoration or repair
the damage, which shall include the authority to engage the
services of an independent contractor and to utilize the funds
deposited with the DISTRICT. The VILLAGE shall be responsible for
reimbursing the DISTRICT for all costs and expenses in excess of
the amount deposited with the DISTRICT within 14 days of service of
the DISTRICT’S written demand for payment.

13. 1In the event the VILLAGE, its employees or agents, or any
independent contractor or subcontractor engaged to perform work on
the EASEMENT PREMISES causes any damage to trees, shrubs, or other
vegetation or landscaping, or any improvements lying outside the
designated areas, the VILLAGE shall pay the cost of replacement in
the case of trees, shrubs or other vegetation, and in the case of
landscaping or improvements, shall pay the cost of restoration and
repair. Said costs shall be calculated at current replacement
costs as determined by the DISTRICT for all material, labor and
incidentals necessary for a complete restoration and repair. 1In
addition to paying for the cost of restoration and repair, the
VILLAGE shall pay an additional 15 percent charge for
administrative and supervision expenses.

14. The DISTRICT shall not be responsible for or have control
over the construction means, methods, techniques or procedures with
respect to the construction of the Improvement or any subsequent
maintenance or repair work performed on the EASEMENT PREMISES. In

no event shall the DISTRICT be responsible for or have any
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obligation with respect to the safety of any person performing work
on the EASEMENT PREMISES, including, but not limited to, the
employees of the VILLAGE or of any agent, independent contractor or
subcontractor, it being expressly understood that the VILLAGE shall
be solely responsible for the safety of all persons performing work
on the EASEMENT PREMISES.

15. The VILLAGE shall, during the term of this Agreement,
take such measures as are necessary to ensure that the EASEMENT
PREMISES are maintained in a reasonably safe condition. Whenever
any work is performed on the EASEMENT PREMISES, such measures shall
include the installation of appropriate barricades and warning
signs, and the strict enforcement of all applicable safety rules
and regulations.

16. The VILLAGE shall defend, save, and hold harmless the
DISTRICT, its elected officials, officers, employees and agents,
from any and all claims, liabilities, causes of action, losses and
damages that may at any time arise or be claimed by any person or
entity as a result of bodily injury, sickness, death or property
damage, or as a result of any other claim or suit of any nature
whatsoever, allegedly arising out of or in any manner connected
with, directly or indirectly, any work related to the construction
of the Improvement or the performance of any subsequent repair,
maintenance or other work on the EASEMENT PREMISES, when such
bodily injury, sickness, death, property damage, or other claim is
allegedly caused by a negligent or intentional act or omission on

the part of the VILLAGE or its contractors, subcontractors,
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consultants, employees, or agents. In the event any person or
entity obtains a judgment or settlement against the DISTRICT or any
of its elected officials, officers, employees or agents by reason
of any act or omission on the part of the VILLAGE or its
contractors, subcontractors, consultants, employees or agents, the
VILLAGE shall promptly indemnify the DISTRICT or the elected
official, officer, employee or agent, as the case may be, in the
amount of said judgment or settlement and for all costs and
expenses related thereto, including, without limitation, reasonable
attorney and expert witness fees.

The VILLAGE further agrees to defend, hold harmless and
indemnify the DISTRICT, its elected officials, officers, agents and
employees, from any and all clains, liabilities, causes of action,
losses, damages, judgments or settlements, including costs of suit
and reasonable attorney and expert witness fees, that may at any
time arise or be claimed by any person or entity as a result of
bodily injury, sickness, death or property damage occurring in any
manner whatsoever, directly or indirectly, from the use or
condition of the Improvement after it is opened to the public.

17. The VILLAGE shall promptly pay all costs and expenses
relating to the construction of the Improvement or to any
subsequent maintenance or repair work performed on the EASEMENT
PREMISES and shall not allow any liens on DISTRICT property as a
result of the work. The VILLAGE shall indemnify and hold the
DISTRICT harmless from any and all liens, costs and expenses

arising from any work performed under this Agreement.
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18. The VILLAGE shall require each contractor who performs
any work on the EASEMENT PREMISES (whether such work is related to
the initial construction of the Improvement or the subsequent
repair or maintenance thereof) to defend, hold harmless and
indemnify the DISTRICT to the same extent as required of the
VILLAGE under paragraph 16, and the VILLAGE shall include in all of
its contracts a étatement expressly declaring the DISTRICT to be a
third-party beneficiary of the indemnification provision.

19. During the term of this Agreement, the VILLAGE shall
either (a) purchase and maintain commercial general 1liability
insurance with limits with not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence
bodily injury/property damage combined single limit and $1,000, 000
aggregate bodily injury/property damage combined single limit,
which insurance shall include contractual liability coverage and an
endorsement naming the DISTRICT as an additional insured; (b)
furnish satisfactory evidence certifying its participation in a
risk management insurance pool with coverage limits of not less
than the aforementioned amounts; or (c) furnish satisfactory
evidence certifying that it is self-insured for all liability
claims. The parties shall periodically review the insurance
requirements referred to in this paragraph and shall act in good
faith to adjust or modify the requirements if necessary to
reasonably protect the interests of both parties.

20. The DISTRICT hereby reserves the right to use, or permit

to be used, the EASEMENT PREMISES in any manner that will not
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prevent or materially interfere with the exercise by the VILLAGE of
the rights granted herein.

21. 1In the event of a breach of any term of this Agreement by
the VILLAGE, the DISTRICT may revoke the easement provided for
herein by serving written notice thereof on the VILLAGE. Upon
service of such notice, the VILLAGE shall have 30 days within which
to cure the breach. If the VILLAGE fails to cure the breach to the
DISTRICT’S satisfaction within said 30-day period, revocation of
the easement shall automatically be effective 60 days from the date
the DISTRICT served the aforementioned written notice, and the
Improvement shall, at the option of the DISTRICT, either become the
property of the DISTRICT or shall be removed by the VILLAGE, in
which case the VILLAGE shall be responsible for restoring the
EASEMENT PREMISES to its original condition. It is expressly
agreed that the rights and remedies granted the DISTRICT under this
Agreement and by law for a breach of any provision hereof by the
VILLAGE shall be cumulative.

22. The VILLAGE shall indemnify the DISTRICT for all costs
and expenses, including reasonable attorney fees, incurred by the
DISTRICT in any proceeding or action, whether at law or in equity,
instituted for the purpose of enforcing any provision of this
Agreement.

23. All notices required to be given under the terms of this
Agreement shall be either (a) served personally during regular
business hours; (b) served by facsimile transmission during regular

business hours; or (c) served by certified or registered mail,
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return receipt requested, properly addressed with the postage
prepaid and deposited in the United States mail. Notices served
upon the DISTRICT shall be directed to the Executive Director,
Forest Preserve District of DuPage County, P.O. Box 2339, Glen
Ellyn, Illinois 60138. Notices served upon the VILLAGE shall be
directed to the Village President, Village of Bartlett, 228 S. Main
Street, Bartlett, Illinois 60103. Notices served personally or by
facsimile transmission shall be effective upon receipt, and notices
served by mail shall be effective two business days after mailing.

24. All rights, title and privileges herein granted,
including all benefits and burdens, shall run with the land and
shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties
hereto, their respective successors and assigns.

25. The VILLAGE shall be responsible for recording this
Agreement in the Office of the Recorder of Deeds, DuPage County,
Illinois, and for providing the DISTRICT with a recorded copy.

26. The provisions set forth herein represent the entire
agreement between the parties and supersede any previous oral or
written agreements. No provision may be modified in any respect
unless such modification is in writing and duly approved and signed
by both parties.

27. This Agreement shall be executed in duplicate, and each
party shall retain one fully executed copy, each of which shall be
deemed an original.

PREAMBLES

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the 1970 Constitution of the State of
lllinois (the "Constitution"), the Village of Bartlett, DuPage, Cook and Kane Counties, lllinois
(the "Village"), is authorized to create special service areas in and for the Village; and,

WHEREAS, the Village of Bartlett is a municipality which has a population of more
than 25,000 and is therefore a home rule unit of government pursuant to Section 6 of
Article 7 of the Constitution, which provides:

"Except as limited by this Section, a home rule unit may exercise any power

and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs including,

but not limited to, the power to regulate for the protection of the public health,

safety, morals and welfare; to license; to tax; and to incur debt . . ."
and

WHEREAS, special service areas are established by home rule units pursuant to
Section 7(1)(2) of Article VIl of the Constitution, which provides:

"(1) The General Assembly may not limit the power of home rule units . . . (2)

to levy or impose additional taxes upon areas within their boundaries in the

manner provided by law for the provision of special services to those areas

and for the payment of debt incurred in order to provide those special

services.”

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest that the establishment of the area hereinafter
described as a special service area for the purpose set forth herein and to be designated
as Special Service Area Number One for the Bartlett Ridge Subdivision of the Village (the
"Area") be considered; and

WHEREAS, the Area is compact and contiguous and is totally within the corporate
limits of the Village; and

WHEREAS, the Area will benefit specially from the municipal services to be
provided, consisting of the management of storm water which directly affects the Area,
including (1) the cleaning and dredging of storm water detention and retention ponds and
basins, drainage swales and ditches; (2) the maintenance and care, including erosion
control, of the lands surrounding such detention and retention ponds and basins, drainage
swales and ditches; (3) the maintenance, repair and replacement of storm sewers, drain
tile, pipes and other conduit, and appurtenant structures; (4) the care, maintenance and
restoration of wetland areas; and (5) the administrative costs incurred by the Village in
connection with the above including, but not limited to insurance premiums for liability
insurance coverage (collectively, the "Services"); and,

WHEREAS, the Services are unique and in addition to municipal services provided
to the Village as a whole and it is, therefore, in the best interests of the Village that the
establishment of the Area be considered; and,

WHEREAS, it is hereby estimated that the annual cost of providing for the ordinary
maintenance and care, including erosion control, of the lands surrounding such detention
and retention ponds and basins, drainage swales and ditches and for the ordinary
maintenance and repair of storm sewers, drain tile, pipes and other conduit, and

appurtenant structures, and the ordinary care and maintenance of wetland areas (the



"Ordinary Services") is $10,000 and that the annual cost of providing the Ordinary Services
will increase each year with inflation; and,

WHEREAS, it is necessary to levy a direct annual tax not to exceed .04% per
annum of the assessed value, as equalized, of all taxable property within the Area to pay
the annual cost of providing the Ordinary Services; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of this Board that the proceeds of any taxes levied
pursuant to this ordinance shall be used solely and only for the purposes of maintaining
storm water management facilities and wetlands, as hereinabove set forth, and that in no
event shall funds accumulated for those purposes be used for any other purpose; and

WHEREAS, it is hereby estimated that the cost of cleaning and dredging the storm
water detention and retention ponds and basins, drainage swales and ditches and
replacing storm sewers, drain tile, pipes and other conduit, and appurtenant structures and
restoring wetland areas which will serve the Area (the "Extraordinary Services") is
$244,011 based on current construction costs, and will in no event exceed $976,044: and

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest that the issuance of bonds in the amount of
$244,011, adjusted for increases in the cost of construction as hereinafter provided, but in
no event to exceed $976,044, and secured by the full faith and credit of the Area be
considered for the purpose of paying the cost of providing the Extraordinary Services (the
"Bonds"); and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of the Bonds shall be used solely and only for Services
for which the Village is authorized under the provisions of the lllinois Municipal Code, as
amended, to levy taxes or special assessments or to appropriate the funds of the Village,

all of the Services to be in and for the Area and all of the necessary construction to be on



existing public property or easements or property or easements to be acquired by the
Village; and

WHEREAS, the Bonds shall be retired over a period not to exceed 20 years from
the issuance thereof and shall bear interest at a rate or rates not to exceed the lesser of (i)
15% per annum, or (ii) the maximum rate then permitted by law; and

WHEREAS, the Bonds shall be retired by the levy of a direct annual tax sufficient to
pay the interest on the Bonds as the same comes due and to discharge the principal
thereof at maturity; and

WHEREAS, said direct annual tax shall be levied upon all taxable property within
the Area for said period of not to exceed 20 years and shall be unlimited as to rate or
amount and in addition to all other taxes permitted by law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of
the Village of Bartlett, DuPage, Cook and Kane Counties, lllinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE: That the preambles of this Ordinance are hereby
incorporated into this text as if set out herein in full.

SECTION TWO: That a public hearing shall be held on May 3, 2016, at
7:00 o'clock P.M., Chicago time, or as soon thereafter as this matter may be heard, at the
Bartlett Municipal Building, 228 South Main Street, Bartlett, lllinois (the "Hearing"), to
consider (1) the establishment of the Area in the territory described in the Notice of Public
Hearing set forth in Section Four hereof (the "Notice"); (2) the necessity of providing the
Services described in the Notice; (3) the levy of a direct annual tax not to exceed .04% per
annum of the assessed value, as equalized, of all taxable property within the Area to pay
the annual cost of providing the Ordinary Services described in the Notice; and (4) the

issuance of the Bonds described in the Notice.



SECTION THREE: That notice of the Hearing shall be given by publication
and mailing. Notice by publication shall be given by publication at least once not less than
fifteen (15) days prior to the Hearing in The Daily Herald, the same being a newspaper
published and of general circulation within the Village.

The Village Staff has been working with Active Transportation Alliance, a non for profit
alternative transportation advocacy organization, to stage the inaugural Kick Stand
Classic Bike Race. This event is a timed bike race for all skill levels.

The request for this race came from a call out from the DuPage Mayors and Managers
and the Active Transportation Alliance to gauge the interest at the municipal level to
staging this type of race. The Village was one of fifteen communities that submitted an
initial interest. In further conversations and emails with the Active Trans Staff they
believed that the Village has the expertise to hold this event.

The Village’s Economic Development Commission recommended that additional events
be held in the village to improve the local economy. The Kick Stand Classic is to be a
new event held in the community on an annual basis if all goes well.

The recently formed Bike and Run Plan Advisory Committee reviewed the Kickstand
Classic Bike Race routes and information at their meeting on March 10, 2016. The
committee unanimously recommended that the Village host the Kick Stand Classic.

As part of staging this event an Agreement between the Village and Active
Transportation Alliance detailing the date, route, cost sharing, personnel and equipment
required to stage the event needs to be approved by both parties.

The Planning and Zoning Committee reviewed the Kickstand Classic Bike Race routes
and the Agreement at their meeting on March 15, 2016 and forwarded it to the Village
Board for a final vote.

The Active Transportation Alliance, an lllinois not-for-profit organization (“Active Trans”), will
produce the Kickstand Classic bike race in conjunction with the Village of Bartlett, an lllinois
municipal corporation of Cook, DuPage and Kane Counties, lllinois.

3. Insurance

Each party agrees to secure and maintain the following insurance in full force and effect
throughout the Term of this Agreement: (i) commercial general liability insurance in an amount
not less than one million dollars (51,000,000) per occurrence and two million dollars ($2,000,000)
general aggregate to cover bodily injury/and or property damage to third parties (including
contractual liability coverage), and (ii) workers compensation coverage as required by law. To
satisfy its obligation to provide stand-alone insurance, Bartlett shall obtain either policies of
insurance, or maintain its membership in the Intergovernmental Risk management Agency
(“IRMA”), which shall obtain policies which provide the coverage in amounts as set forth on
Exhibit B attached to and made a part of this Agreement (the “Bartlett/IRMA Insurance
Coverage”). Certificates evidencing proof of insurance shall be provided upon request. The
insurance policies shall be written on an “occurrence” basis and shall provide for thirty (30) days’
notice of any cancellation or modification of the policy. All insurance shall be written by
companies having an A.M. Best’s rating of at least A VII. The Village of Bartlett reserves the right
to self-insure or provide insurance through IRMA for any and all exposures typically covered by
the insurance policies listed herein. This provision shall survive the termination or expiration of
this Agreement.

4. Cross Indemnification

a. The Village of Bartlett agrees to defend, indemnify and hold Active Trans and its
members, officers, employees, agents and representatives harmless from and
against any and all injuries, claims, demands, judgments, damages, losses and
expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs of suit or defense, arising
out of, resulting from or alleged to arise out of or result from the gross negligence,
willful and wanton acts, omissions, failures to act or misconduct of the Village of
Bartlett, or its elected or appointed officials, officers, employees, agents,
contractors, subcontractors, or representatives, or arising out of the condition of
the Bartlett Roads, or the placement and erection of infrastructure for Road
Closures, except to the extent any injuries, claims, demands, judgments, damages,
losses or expenses arise out of or result from the negligence or misconduct of
Active Trans, or any of its members, officers, employees, contractors,
subcontractors, agents or representatives.



b. Active Trans agrees to defend, indemnify and hold the Village of Bartlett and its

5. Limitation of Liability

Neither Party shall be liable to the other for any special, indirect, incidental, consequential,
punitive or exemplary damages, including, but not limited to, lost profits, even if such party has
knowledge of the possibility of such damages, provided, however, that the limitations set forth
in this Section shall not apply to or in any way limit the obligations of the parties under Section 4
above (entitled “Cross Indemnification”). The Village of Bartlett acknowledges that the Kickstand
Classic is an outdoor event and that Active Trans has no control over acts of God, weather, road
conditions or pre-existing signage along the event route.

6. Conduct.

The parties and their respective employees, contractors and volunteers shall act in a legal,
professional, and first class manner. Either party may request the other party to remove specific
employee(s), contractor(s) or volunteer(s) from the event at any time due to gross negligence or
willful or reckless acts.

7. Cancellation

Each party shall be excused from performance under this Agreement and shall have no liability
to the other party in the event that the Kickstand Classic is cancelled due to an Act of God, war,
terrorism, civil disturbance, court order, or natural disaster. Bartlett and Active Trans will
negotiate in good faith to agree upon a mutual plan of resolution if this situation occurs.

8. Propriety Rights To Kickstand Classic
Nothing in this Agreement shall diminish the rights of Active Trans in regard to future production

of a Kickstand Classic. The Kickstand Classic shall remain an event produced by, and for the
benefit of, Active Trans, both during and after the Terms of this Agreement have expired. Active



Trans reserves the right to share benefits of this event with other charitable partners if
agreements are reached that are in the best interest of both charities. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing contained herein shall be construed as obligating Bartlett to approve or hold
any future Kickstand Classic, or a bike marathon by another name, or renew or extend the term
of this Agreement.

This Concrete Replacement Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered this 5th day of
April between the Village of Bartlett, an lllinois home rule municipality (the “Village™ or
“Owner”) and Koncrete Construction Inc. (the “Contractor”) (collectively, the “Parties”).

IN CONSIDERATION of the covenants and conditions herein and other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged
by the Parties, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Project Work.

A. The improvements consist of the removing the existing damaged PCC sidewalk
and replacing it with a 5” PCC sidewalk or 6" PCC sidewalk (at driveway locations).

Owner does not guaranty the accuracy of the estimated units for completion of the
Project Work. In no event shall Contractor be entitled to any additional compensation
for lost profits and/or revenues due to estimated units exceeding actual units.

B.  Contractor shall provide the following documentation to the Village: Contractor
shall provide monthly invoices to the Village throughout the Project Work. It shall be a
condition precedent to the Village, on or before the first day of the month in which the
Contractor is applying for a payment, the following documentation, which shall
hereinafter collectively be referred to as the “Contractor's Progress Payment
Documents”.

(i) Certified payrolls as defined herein.

(ii) An itemized Application of Payment for operations completed in accordance with
the schedule of values, using AIA G702 and G703 forms, supported by such data to
substantiate the Contractor's right to payment as the Village may require, such as
copies of requisitions from material suppliers, and reflecting a 5% retainage until after
final acceptance has been made by the Village. Payment shall be further reduced by
such additional amounts that the Village determines for non-conforming work and
unsettled claims.

(iii) A general Contractor's Sworn Statement in form customarily used by Chicago
Title and Trust Company. (“Contractor's Sworn Statement”)

(iv)  Current Partial Waivers of Lien from the Contractor and from all subcontractors of
every tier and all of the material suppliers that supplied labor and/or material in
connection with the Project covering such period.

(v)  All of the Contractor's Progress Payment Documents shall be signed, sworn to
and notarized and submitted in duplicate.

(vi) Such additional documentation and/or information requested by the Village
relative to said payment.

C. Following completion of the Project Work, Contractor shall furnish the Village the
following documents: final lien waivers from (i) Contractor; (ii) all subcontractors of
every tier that furnished labor and/or materials for the Project Work; and (iii) all suppliers
that furnished materials in connection with the Project Work; all of which shall be signed
and notarized; Certified Payrolls, and such additional documentation and/or information
requested by the Village relative to said payment.

D. It shall be a condition precedent to any payment required by the Village
hereunder, that the Village has determined that the Project Work being invoiced is free
from any defects and has been completed in strict compliance with the terms and
conditions herein. The Village shall deduct from the final payment hereunder, amounts
as determined for incomplete work, including but not limited to punch list work, and any
required Restoration Work, and for any unsettled claims. Payment shall be made on
the third Wednesday of the month following receipt of Contractor's Progress Payment
Documents, subject to the requirement and reductions set forth in this Section 3.

E. Payments shall be further contingent upon the consent of the surety issuing the
performance and payment bonds and/or other bond hereunder to said payment. Any
amounts required to be withheld from said payment by the surety shall be withheld
without any liability to the Village.

F.  In the event the Contractor, and or Village is in receipt of any claim(s) for lien
and/or other notice of any claim in connection with the Project, the amount claimed shall
be held out from payment for a period of at least 120 days to determine whether said
claimant files a lawsuit to foreclose or otherwise adjudicate its lien claim. In the event a
lawsuit is in fact filed within the statutory period, the Village, in its sole discretion, may
elect to (a) file an interpleader action and/or intervene in the lawsuit and deposit the
amount in question with the Clerk of the Court or (b) continue to hold said disputed sum
until the lawsuit has been fully adjudicated or settled, or (c) elect to pay said disputed
sum to the Contractor after having first received such additional indemnification
agreement(s) and surety bond(s) as are acceptable to the Village. In the event the lien
claimant fails to file a lawsuit within the applicable statutory period, the Contractor shall
either furnish a release or final waiver from said lien claimant or furnish the Village with
an indemnification agreement and an additional mechanic’s lien bond in form approved
by the Village issued by a surety company acceptable to the Village.

G. It shall also be a condition precedent to any payment hereunder that contractor must
complete and submit certified payrolls to the Village covering all payouts no less than
once a month in strict compliance with the Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/01, et
seq.) using form furnished by the Department of Labor (the “Certified Payrolls”). The
Village will not process or release any payments prior to receiving the Certified Payrolls
relative to each applicable pay application.

H. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event shall the Village’s acceptance of the
Project Work, Contractor's Payment Request Documents and/or the Village’s payments
to Contractor be deemed a waiver, express or implied, of any warranties and/or
guaranties required herein.

4, Non-Discrimination. Contractor shall not discriminate against any worker,
employee or applicant for employment because of religion, race, sex, color, or national
origin, marital status, or ancestry, age, physical or mental disability unrelated to ability,
or an unfavorable discharge from the military service, nor otherwise commit an unfair
employment practice.

5. Compliance with Law. All goods, equipment, and all labor furnished by
Contractor and subcontractors of every tier shall comply with all applicable federal, state
and local laws, rules and regulations relative thereto including, but not limited to, the
lllinois Department of Transportation (IDOT), Federal Occupational Safety and Health
Act (OSHA), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as amended, the US
Department of Labor (USDOL), the lllinois Department of Labor (IDOL), EEOC, and all
applicable Village of Bartlett Building Code (collectively, the “Laws”). To the fullest
extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the
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Village, Engineer, Consultant and their respective officials, officers, directors, managers,
employees, successors and assigns from loss or damage, including but not limited to,
attorney’s fees, and other costs of defense by reason of actual or alleged violations of
any of the Laws. In the event of any conflict between any Laws, the most stringent
Laws shall be controlling and applicable to the Project Work. This obligation shall
survive the expiration and/or termination of this Agreement.

6. Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless Village, Engineer, Consultant and their respective
officials, officers, directors, managers, employees, successors and assigns (collectively,
the “Indemnified Parties”), against all injuries, deaths, damage to property, loss,
damages, claims, suits, liens, lien rights, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses,
settlement judgments, prejudgment interest, post judgment interest, whether by direct
suit or third parties which may in any way arise directly or indirectly from the Project
Work, Repair Work and/or Warranty Work provided hereunder, and/or any acts and/or
omissions of or on behalf of the Contractor, its employees, contractors, subcontractors
of any tier, suppliers, and/or agents and/or any person and/or entity acting on behalf of
any of them, anyone directly employed by any of them and/or anyone for whose acts
any of them may be liable (collectively, “Contractors Agents”) except to the extent
caused by the negligence of a party indemnified hereunder. In which case, Contractor
shall at its own expense, appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and costs and
other expenses arising there from or incurred in connection therewith, and if any
judgment shall be rendered against the Indemnified Parties or any of them, in any such
action, Contractor agrees that any bond or insurance protection required herein, or
otherwise provided by Contractor, shall in no way limit the responsibility to indemnify,
keep and save harmless and defend the Indemnified Parties as herein provided. This
obligation shall survive the expiration and/or termination of the Agreement. Contractor
shall similarly protect, indemnify and hold and save harmless the Indemnified Parties
against and from any and all claims, costs, causes, actions and expenses including but
not limited to attorney’s fees, incurred by reason of Contractor’'s breach of any of its
obligations under, or Contractor's default of, any provision of the Agreement. This
obligation shall survive the expiration and /or termination of the Agreement.

F i Binding Obligation and Non-Assignability. Contractor shall not assign the whole
or any part of this Agreement without the written consent of the Village. All
subcontractors shall be approved by the Village. Any such assignment by Contractor
without the Village’s written approval shall be null and void.

8. Taxes. The Village is a Tax Exempt Organization and is not subject to sales,
consumer, use, and other similar taxes required by law. This exemption does not,
however, apply to tools, machinery, equipment or other property leased by the
Contractor, or to suppliers and materials which, even though they are consumed are not
incorporated into the completed Project Work. The Contractor shall be responsible for
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and pay any and all applicable taxes, including sales and use taxes, on such leased
tools, machinery, equipment or other property and upon such unincorporated supplies
and materials. All such taxes are included in the Contract Sum.

9. Investigations by Contractor. Contractor has made such investigations as it
deems necessary to perform the Project Work, including but not limited to, inspections
of all Project Site, and represents and warrants that the Specifications, Plans, Drawings
and other Contract Documents as defined in the General Conditions are adequate and
the required result can be produced there under. No plea of ignorance of conditions
that exist or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the
Project Work under this Agreement as a result of failure to make the necessary
investigations will be accepted as an excuse for any failure or omission on the part of
Contractor to fulfill in every detail all of the requirements of this Agreement, or will be
accepted as a basis for any claims whatsoever, for extra compensation.

10. Insurance. Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Project
Work, Repair Work and Warranty Work, insurance of the types and in amounts of not
less than the coverages listed below. The cost of such insurance is included in the
Contract Sum.

A. Commercial General and Umbrella Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) insurance with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence. If such CGL insurance contains a general
aggregate limit, it shall be in an amount of not less than $2,000,000 or it shall apply
separately to this Project/location.

CGL insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) occurrence
form CG 00 01 10 93, or a substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall
cover liability arising from: liability arising out of the Project Work, including activities
performed by or on behalf of Contractor; premises owned, leased, or used by
Contractor; operations; administration of the work; independent contractors;
subcontractors; vendors and suppliers; products-completed operations; personal injury
and advertising injury; and liability assumed under an insured contract (including the tort
liability of another assumed in a business contract).

Any endorsement or policy provision which limits contractual liabilities
shall be deleted in its entirety.

The Village and Engineer, Consultant and their respective officials, officers,
directors, managers, employees, successors and assigns (collectively, the “Additional
Insured”), shall be included as an insured under the CGL, Commercial Umbrella Liability
Coverage, and Business Auto Liability Coverage, using ISO additional insured
endorsement CG 20 10 or substitute providing equivalent coverage, and also using
additional insured endorsement CG 20 37 or a substitute providing equivalent coverage
with respect to the below required continuing completed operations liability coverage
(collectively, the ‘Additional Insured”). If the Additional insured have not been included
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as an insured under the Commercial General Liability and/ or Business Auto Liability
insurance coverages required in the Contract, the Contractor waives all rights against
the Additional Insured, and each of them for recovery of damages arising out of or
incidental to the Project Work.

These insurance coverages shall apply as primary insurance with respect to any
other insurance or self-insurance afforded to the Additional Insured, or any of them, and
shall not require exhaustion of any other coverage or tender of any claim or action to
any other insurer providing coverage to any of the Additional Insured. The coverage
shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the Additional
Insured, or any of them.

There shall be no endorsement or modification of the CGL limiting the scope of
coverage for liability arising from explosion, collapse or underground property damage.

B. Continuing Completed Operations Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) coverage with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence for at least three years following
substantial completion of the Project Work.

Continuing CGL insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 10
93, or substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall, at minimum, cover
liability arising from products-completed operations and liability assumed under an
insured contract.

Continuing CGL insurance shall have a products-completed operations
aggregate of at least two times its each occurrence limit.

C. Business Auto Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain business auto liability insurance with a limit of not less
than $1,000,000 each accident. Such insurance shall cover liability arising out of “Any
Auto” including owned, hired and non-owned autos.

Business auto insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) form
CA 00 01, CA 00 05, CA 00 12, CA 00 20, or a substitute form providing equivalent
liability coverage. If necessary, the policy shall be endorsed to provide contractual
liability coverage equivalent to that provided in the 1990 and later editions of CA 00 01.

D. Workers Compensation and Employees Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain workers compensation as required by statute and
employers liability insurance. The employers liability limits shall not be less than
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident or $500,000 each employee for
bodily injury by disease.
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If the Additional Insured have not been included as an insured under the Commercial
General Liability, Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance and/or Business Auto Liability
coverages required in the Contract, the Contractor waives all rights against the
Additional Insured for recovery of damages arising out of or incident to the Project
Work.

E. Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance Coverage.

Contractor shall maintain Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance coverage of not
less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $1,000,000 aggregate. The minimum
amount of Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance coverage may be reduced by the amount
that Contractor's CGL coverage per occurrence exceeds $1,000,000.

F. General Insurance Provisions.
i. Evidence of Insurance

Prior to beginning work, Contractor shall furnish the Village with a certificate(s) of
insurance and applicable policy endorsement(s), including but not limited to all
additional insured endorsements required herein, executed by a duly authorized
representative of each insurer, showing compliance with the insurance requirements set
forth above.

All certificates shall provide for thirty (30) days' written notice to the Village prior
to the cancellation or material change of any insurance referred to therein. Written
notice to the Village shall be by certified mail, return receipt requested.

Failure of the Village to demand such certificate, endorsement or other evidence
of full compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of the Village to identify a
deficiency from evidence that is provided shall not be construed as a waiver of
Contractor's obligation to maintain such insurance.

The Village shall have the right, but not the obligation, of prohibiting Contractor or
any subcontractor of any tier from entering the Project Site(s) until such certificates or
other evidence that insurance has been placed in complete compliance with these
requirements is received and approved by the Village.

Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination of this
Contract at the Village’s option.

With respect to insurance maintained after final payment in compliance with a
requirement above, an additional certificate(s) evidencing such coverage shall be
promptly provided to the Village whenever requested.

Contractor shall provide certified copies of all insurance policies required above
within 10 days of the Village’s written request for said copies.
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ii. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance shall be provided by insurance companies licensed to do business in
the State of lllinois with a policy holder rating of not less than A and a financial rating of
not less than VIl in the latest edition of Best Insurance Guide.

iii. Cross-Liability Coverage

If Contractor's liability policies do not contain the standard ISO separation of
insureds provision, or a substantially similar clause, they shall be endorsed to provide
cross-liability coverage.

iv. Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to the Village. At the option
of the Village, the Contractor may be asked to eliminate such deductibles or self-insured
retentions as respects the Additional Insured or required to procure a bond
guaranteeing payment of losses and other related costs, including, but not limited to,
investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.

V. The Village Shall Not Waive Any Rights of Subrogation

The Village shall not, in any manner, be deemed or intended to have waived any
right of subrogation which either the Village and/or its, insurance carrier and/or risk pool
provider, risk management agency, and/or insurance company providing excess
coverage may have against the Contractor, for any property injury, death, or other
damage caused by Contractor, and/or any of its subcontractors of any tier, and/or
otherwise arising out of the Project Work.

vi. Failure to Comply with Insurance Reporting Provisions

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that any failure to comply
with reporting provisions of the policies shall not affect coverage provided to the
Additional Insured, or any of them.

vii.  All Insurance Obtained Shall Apply Separately to Each Insured

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that the insurance shall
apply separately to each insured against whom a claim is made or suit is brought,
except with respect to the limits of the insurer's liability.

viii. Insurance Requirements cannot be waived

Under no circumstances shall the Village be deemed to have waived any of the
insurance requirements of this Contract by any action or omission, including, but not
limited to:

allowing any work to commence by the Contractor before receipt of Certificates of
Insurance,;

b. failing to review any Certificates of Insurance received,

c. failing to advise the Contractor that any Certificate of Insurance fails to  contain all
the required insurance provisions, or is otherwise deficient in any manner; and/or
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d. issuing any payment without receipt of a sworn certification from the Contractor
stating that all the required insurance is in force.

The Contractor agrees that the obligation to provide the insurance required by
these documents are solely its responsibility and that this is a requirement which cannot
be waived by any conduct, action, inaction or omission by the Village, its Engineer
and/or Consultant.

iX. Liability of Contractor is not limited by Purchase of Insurance

Nothing herein contained in the insurance requirements of the Contract
Documents is to be construed as limiting the liability of the Contractor, and/or their
respective insurance carriers. The Village does not, in any way, represent that the
coverage’s or limits of insurance specified is sufficient or adequate to protect the
Additional Insured, or any of them, the Contractor, or any subcontractor's interest or
liabilities, but are merely minimums. Any obligation of the Contractor to purchase
insurance shall not, in any way, limit their obligations to the Additional Insured in the
event that the Additional Insured, or any of them should suffer an injury or loss in
excess of the amount recovered through insurance, or any loss or portion of the loss
which is not covered by either the Subcontractor’s and/or Contractor's insurance.

X. Notice of Personal Injury or Property Damage

Contractor shall notify the Village, in writing, of any actual or possible claim for
personal injury or property damage relating to the work, or of any occurrence which
might give rise to such a claim, promptly upon obtaining first knowledge of same.

xi. Subcontractors

All subcontractors performing any Project Work shall purchase and maintain insurance
of not less than the types and amounts of coverage’s set forth above. When requested
by the Village, Contractor shall provide certificates of insurance and such other
insurance documentation evidencing such type and amounts of coverage’s of said
subcontractors.

11.  Performance and Payment Bonds and/or Letter of Credit.

Prior to commencement of the Project Work, Contractor must submit to the
Village: (a) performance and payment bonds each in the amount of 110% of the
Contract Sum, naming the Village of Bartlett as the primary obligee in form acceptable
to the Village co-signed by a surety company authorized by the lllinois Department of
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Insurance to sell and issue sureties in the State of lllinois with an A.M. Best's financial
strength rating (FSR) of not less than “A” and an A.M. Best’s issuer credit rating (ICR)
for not less than “A” in the latest issue of the Best insurance Guide (“Performance and
Payment Bonds”) or (b) an irrevocable letter of credit in the amount of 110% of the
Contract Sum guarantying Contractors obligations under the Contract Documents
issued by a financial institution worth at least $40,000,000 in assets and a capital to
asset ratio of not less than 6% in form acceptable to the Village (“Letter of Credit”),
which said Performance and Payment Bonds and/or Letter of Credit shall be
conditioned upon proper and faithful performance by the Contractor of the work
specified in strict accordance with the Contract and payment of all debts incurred by the
Contractor in the execution of the Project Work, including those for labor and materials
furnished and the payment of Prevailing Wages as required herein. The cost of said
Performance and Payment Bonds and/or Letter of Credit is included in the Contract
Sum.

12.  Prevailing Wages.

A. All laborers, mechanics and other workers employed by the Contractor
and by any subcontractors on Project Work, repair work, and Warranty Work shall be
paid wages at rates not less than those required under the lllinois Prevailing wage act
(820 ILCS 130/01 et seq.) (the “Act”) for the respective County in which the Project
Work is being performed (hereinafter, “Prevailing Wages”). Contractor and all
subcontractors shall comply with all regulations issued pursuant to the Act and other
applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations pertaining to labor standards
with the most stringent laws and regulations controlling.

B. The Contractor shall notify immediately in writing all of its subcontractors,
of all changes in the schedule of Prevailing Wages. Contractor shall include in each of
its subcontracts a written stipulation that not less than the Prevailing Wages shall be
paid to all laborers, workers, and mechanics performing work under the Contract and
shall require each of its sub-subcontractors of every tier to include said stipulation
regarding payment of Prevailing Wages. Any increase in costs to the Contractor due to
changes in the Prevailing Wages or labor law during the term of any contract and/or
sub-contract of any tier shall be at the expense of the Contractor and not at the expense
of the Village. The Contractor shall be solely responsible to maintain accurate records
as required under the Act, and shall be solely liable for paying the difference between
Prevailing Wages and any wages actually received by laborers, workmen and/or
mechanics engaged in the work and for ensuring strict compliance with the
requirements of the Act, including but not limited to providing Certified Payrolls to the
Village.
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Notwithstanding the forgoing, said prevailing wage rates are revised by the lllinois
Department of Labor (IDOL). Contractor is solely responsible for obtaining and paying
the applicable revised prevailing rate of wages for Cook, and Du Page Counties as
determined by the IDOL for the time period in which the work is being performed. Said
revised prevailing wage available at IDOL’s website:
http://www.state.il.us/agency/idol/rates.htm

13 Default.

In the event of default hereunder, the non-defaulting party shall be entitled to all
remedies available at law and/or equity, including reasonable attorney’s fees, subject to
the limitations set forth in paragraph 14 below.

14.  Limitation on the Owner’s Liability.

The Contractor agrees to waive any right which it may have to punitive,
consequential, special, indirect, incidental, and/or exemplary damages against
the Village and other Indemnified Parties, and Contractor agrees not to make any
claim or demand for such damages against the Village and/ or other Indemnified
Parties.

15. Hazardous Substances.

Contractor shall not cause or permit any Hazardous Substances to be brought upon,
kept, stored or used in or about the Project Site, and/or any other property owned,
leased or controlled by the Village (collectively, “Owner’'s Property”) by contractor, its
employees, subcontractors of any tier, suppliers and anyone for whose acts and/or
omissions for whom Contractor may be liable (collectively “Contractor's Agents”). If the
presence of Hazardous Substances brought upon, kept, stored or used in or about any
of the Owner’s Property by or on behalf of Contractor or Contractor’'s Agents in violation
of this paragraph, results in contamination of the said Property, Contractor shall pay for
all actual costs of clean up and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Village
and its agents, employees, officers, and officials from and against any and all claims,
demands, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), costs, fines, penalties and
other liabilities of any and every kind and nature, including, but not limited to, costs and
expenses incurred in connection with any clean-up, remediation, removal or restoration
work required by any federal, state or local governmental authority because of the
presence of any such Hazardous Substances on or about said Property.

For purposes hereof, Hazardous Substances shall include, but not be limited to,
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “toxic substances” in the federal
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, as
amended; the federal Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, as amended; and the
federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, as amended (“RCRA”); those
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “materials,” or “wastes” under any
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Federal law or the law of the State of lllinois; and as such substances are defined in any
regulations adopted and publications promulgated pursuant to said laws (collectively,
“Environmental Laws”). If Contractor’'s activities or the activities of any of Contractor's
Agents violate or create a risk of violation of any Environmental Laws, Contractor shall
cause such activities to cease immediately upon notice from the Village. Contractor
shall immediately notify the Village both by telephone and in writing of any spill or
unauthorized discharge of Hazardous Substances or of any condition constituting an
“imminent hazard” under any Environmental Laws.

Contractor’s indemnification obligations and duties hereunder shall survive the
termination and/or expiration of this Contract.

16.  Delays in Project Work.

Notwithstanding any provision herein to the contrary, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to an increase in the Contract Sum as a result of any delays in the progress of
the Work. The Contractor’s sole remedy for delay shall be an extension of time.

If the Contractor, but for a delay not within the Contractor’s control, would have
completed the Work prior to the project completion date, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to any recovery of damages arising out of any event of delay which prevented
such early completion of the Work.

17.  Change Orders.

(i) Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, where proposed changes
to the Project Work involve a modification to (i) the Contract Sum; (ii) the Contract Time,
or (iii) material changes in the Work (i.e., other than minor field changes), a written
Change Order shall be prepared by the Village. It shall be a condition precedent to the
acceptance of any Change Order or any Series of Change Orders which involves an
increase or decrease in the Contract Sum of $10,000 or more or changes the time of
completion by a total of thirty (30) days or more, that the Corporate Authorities of the
Village shall have first approved such written Change Order(s) and made the requisite
determinations and findings in writing as required by 720 ILCS 5/33 E-9 (as amended).
Other changes involving modifications to the Contract Sum, Contract Time or material
change in the Work which will result in an increase or decrease of less than $10,000 or
extension of less than thirty (30) days to the Contract Time shall be made by the Village
Administrator.

(ii) All change orders will be calculated based solely on Contractor's Unit Pricing set
forth in Contractor's Schedule of Prices and actual revised quantities, regardless of
whether the change order is for an increase or decrease in Project Work. No additional
compensation will be allowed for change orders for additional work other than based on
Contractor’s Unit Pricing times the increased actual units constructed calculated by the
Engineer, in that said Unit Pricing already reflects Contractor’s overhead and profits.
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18.  Relationship of the Parties.

A. It is understood, acknowledged and agreed by the parties that the relationship of
the Contractor to the Village arising out of this Agreement shall be that of an
independent contractor. Neither Contractor, nor any employee or agent of Contractor,
is an employee, partner, joint venturer, and/or agent of the Village, and therefore is not
entitled to any benefits provided to employees of the Village. Contractor has no
authority to employ/retain any person as an employee or agent for or on behalf of the
Village for any purpose. Neither Contractor nor any person engaging in any work or
services related to this Agreement at the request or with the actual or implied consent of
the Contractor may represent himself to others as an employee of the Village. Should
any person indicate to the Contractor or any employee or agent of Contractor by written
or oral communication, course of dealing or otherwise, that such person believes
Contractor to be an employee or agent of the Village, Contractor shall use its best
efforts to correct such belief. In ordering or accepting delivery of or paying for any
goods or services, Contractor shall do so in Contractor’'s own business.

B. Contractor shall at all times have sole control over the manner, means and
methods of performing the services required by this Agreement according to its own
independent judgment. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that it will devote such
time and resources as necessary to produce the contracted results. Neither the Village,
Engineer, nor Consultant shall have control over, charge of, nor be responsible for, the
construction means, methods, techniques, sequences of procedures, or for safety
precautions and programs in connection with the Work since they are solely the
Contractor’s rights and responsibilities. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the
Work efficiently with his, her or its best skill and attention; and the Contractor shall be
responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and
programs in connection with the work; and the Contractor shall take all necessary
precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the necessary protection to prevent
damage, injury or loss to all employees on the subject site and all other persons who
may be affected thereby. Neither the Engineer, nor Consultant shall have any authority
to stop the work of the Contractor or the work of any subcontractor on the Project.

19. Exhibits and Contract Documents.

All exhibits to this Agreement and all documents and exhibits referred to therein,
including but not limited to the State of lllinois “Standard Specifications for Road and
Bridge Construction” adopted January 1, 2012, are expressly incorporated herein.

20.  Assumption of Liability.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor assumes liability for all injury
to or death of any person or persons including employees of Contractor, any
subcontractor of any tier, any supplier or any other person and assumes liability
for all damage to property sustained by any person or persons occasioned by or
in any way arising out of any work performed pursuant to this Contract.
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21. lllinois Human Rights Act.

The Contractor shall comply with all terms and procedures of the lllinois Human
Rights Act, (775 ILCS 5 et seq.) and Contractor represents and warrants to the Village
as follows:

(3) That in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by it or on its
behalf, it will state that all applicants will be afforded equal opportunity without
discrimination because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin, or
ancestry, age, physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service.

(4) That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers with
which it has or is bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement or understanding,
a notice advising such labor organization or representative of the Contractor’s
obligations under the lllinois Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and
Regulations. If any such labor organization or representative fails or refuses to
cooperate with the Contractor in its efforts to comply with such Acts and Rules and
Regulations, the Contractor will promptly so notify the Department and the contracting
agency and will recruit employees from other sources when necessary to fulfill its
obligations there under.

(5) That it will submit reports as required by the Department's Rules and
Regulations, furnish all relevant information as may from time to time be requested by
the Department or the contracting agency, and in all respects comply with the lllinois
Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and Regulations.

(6) That it will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work
sites by personnel of the contracting agency and the department for purposes of
investigation to a certain compliance with the Human Rights Act and the Department’s
Rules and Regulations.

(7) That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of these clauses in
every subcontracting awards under which any portion of the contract obligations are
undertaken or assumed, so that each provision will be binding upon such
Subcontractor. In the same manner as with other provisions of this Contract, the
Contractor will be liable for compliance with applicable provisions of this clause by such
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Subcontractors; and further it will promptly notify the contracting agency and the
Department in the event any Subcontractor fails or refuses to comply therewith. In
addition, the Contractor will not utilize any Subcontractor declared by the lllinois Human
Rights Commission to be ineligible for Contracts or Subcontracts with the State of
Illinois or any of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations.

22. Guarantee.

(1) Except as otherwise specified, the contractor shall guarantee workmanship
and materials for a period one (1) year for all items from date of final acceptance by the
Village. The Work shall be left in perfect order at completion and acceptance. Neither
the final payment nor termination of the guarantee period, nor any provision in the
Contract document shall relive the Contractor of the responsibility for negligence, faulty
materials, or workmanship within the extent and period provided by law, and upon
written notice it shall remedy any defects due thereto, and shall pay all expenses for any
damage to other work resulting there from.

(2) If the drawings and/or Specifications provide for methods of construction,
installation, materials, etc., which the Contractor cannot guarantee for the indicated
period, it shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to so inform the Owner in writing
before submitting his bid. Otherwise, the Contractor shall be held responsible to provide
the method of construction, installation, materials, etc., which will be guaranteed for the
indicated period of time

23.  Severability.

If any clause, phrase, provision or portion of this Contract or the application thereof, to
any person or circumstance, shall be invalid or unenforceable under applicable law,
such event shall not affect, impair or render invalid or unenforceable the remainder of
this Contract, nor shall it affect the application of any other clause, phrase, provision or
portion hereof to other persons or circumstances.

24.  No Waiver of Immunities and/or Privileges by the Village.

Nothing herein shall be construed as an express and/or implied waiver of any common
law and/or statutory immunities and/or privileges of the Village and/or any of its officials,
officers, employees, volunteers and/or agents as to any liability whatsoever.

25.  Architectural Barriers Act, American with Disabilities Act, and lllinois Accessibility
Code. Contractor shall comply with the Architectural Barrier Act of 1968, as amended
(42 U.S.C. 4151 et seq.), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as
amended, including but not limited to changes made by the ADA Amendments Act of
2008 (P.L. 110-325), the lllinois Accessibility Code, as amended, and any and all
applicable federal, state, and local laws pertaining to accessibility with the most
stringent requirements controlling.
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26. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act. Contractor shall comply with
the Clean Air Act of 1970, as amended, the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as
amended, and all Environmental Laws (as defined above) with the most stringent laws
controlling.

27. Removal and Disposal. The Contractor must remove and dispose of all construction
or demolition debris materials, waste and soils at licensed facilities in accordance with
applicable federal, state, and local laws, including but not limited to the NEPA Act and
lllinois Public Act 97-137, with the most stringent and demanding requirements
controlling.

28. Survey Equipment. The Contractor shall maintain a level and transit on the job, and
shall employ competent personnel for the use thereof. The Contractor shall supply all
grades and information for their subcontractors. The cost of said survey work is included
in the Contract Sum.

29. Utilities. Notwithstanding any provision in any of the Contract Documents to the
contrary, Contractor shall be responsible for locating any and all underground utility
lines, pipes, mains, conduit, wires and cables necessary to perform the Project Work
(“Utilities”) at Contractors expense. Contractor shall promptly pay all costs to repair any
such Utilities damaged by the Contractor, its subcontractors of any tier, employees
and/or agents or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable and Contractor shall
be liable for any consequential damages resulting from such damage to any Ultilities,
including but not limited to any injuries, death or damage to any property attributable
thereto.

30. Work by Trade Unions. If the Work is to be performed by trade unions, the
Contractor shall make all necessary arrangements to reconcile, without delay, damage,
recourse, or cost to the Owner, any conflict between the Contract Documents and any
agreements or regulations of any kind at any time in force among members or councils
which regulate or distinguish what activities shall not be included in the work of any
particular trade. In case the progress of the Work is affected by any undue delay in
furnishing or installing any items or materials or equipment required under the Contract
Documents because of the conflict involving any such agreement or regulation, the
Village may require that other material or equipment of equal kind and quality be
provided at no additional cost to the Village.

31. Miscellaneous.

(i) This Agreement supersedes all prior agreements and understandings, both
written and oral, of the parties to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement applies to
and binds the successors and assigns of the Parties to this Agreement. Any
amendments to this Agreement must be in writing and executed by both Parties.

(ii) This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, and by the
Village and Contractor on different counterparts, each of which when executed shall be
deemed an original and all of which together shall constitute one and the same
Agreement.

(iii)  Changes in the number, gender and grammar of terms and phrases herein when
necessary to conform this Agreement to the circumstances of the parties hereto shall in
all cases, be assumed as though in each case fully expressed therein.

(iv)  This Agreement shall be construed, governed and enforced according to the laws
of the State of lllinois, and the exclusive venue for the enforcement of this Agreement
and/or litigation between the parties shall be the Circuit Court of DuPage County,
lllinois.

(v) In construing this Agreement, section headings shall be disregarded.

(vi)  Time is of the essence of this Agreement and every provision contained herein.

(vii)  Each of the undersigned signing as an officer or agent on behalf of the respective
party to this Agreement warrants that he or she holds such capacity as is specified
beneath his or her name and further warrants that he or she is authorized to execute
and effectuate this Agreement and that he or she does so voluntarily and in his or her
official capacity.

(viii) Survival of Obligations. Except as otherwise provided, any obligations and
duties which by their nature extend beyond the expiration or termination of this
Agreement, including, without limitation, Sections pertaining to Indemnity shall survive
the expiration of this Agreement.

(ix) In the event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the
Contract Documents, the most stringent requirements shall control.

(x)  Facsimile signatures shall be sufficient for purposes of executing, negotiating,
and finalizing this Agreement.

All Project Work shall be performed in strict compliance with the below defined
Contract Documents.

b. Contract Documents mean and include: (i) this Agreement; (ii) General
Conditions and Instructions to Bidders and General Requirements attached hereto and
incorporated herein; (iii) all Specifications, Plans and Drawings attached hereto as and
incorporated herein; (iv) the Contractor's Proposal; and (v) the Performance and
Payment Bond or Letter of Credit as defined herein attached hereto and incorporated
herein (collectively, the “Contract Documents”). The Contract Documents are expressly
incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement as though fully set forth herein. In
the event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the Contract
Documents, the most stringent requirements shall control.

Completion Date. Contractor shall complete the Project Work in strict
compliance with the requirements herein on or before May 27, 2016.

A. Payment Procedure. The payment procedures are as follows:

1 All payments under the Agreement shall be based on the unit prices set
forth in Contractor's Schedule of Prices (the “Unit Pricing”);
attached hereto and incorporated and based on actual quantities
supplied and installed/constructed by the Contractor in accordance
with the terms and conditions herein, as determined and certified by
the Village or its Engineer.

2 Neither Owner nor Engineer guaranty the accuracy of the estimated units
for completion of the Project Work. In no event shall Contractor be entitled to any
additional compensation for lost profits and/or revenues due to estimated units
exceeding actual units.
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3. In addition to the payment request documentation set forth under the
Contract, Contractor shall provide the following documentation to the Village and the
Engineer:

a. Contractor shall provide monthly invoices to the Village throughout the
Project Work. It shall be a condition precedent to the Village obligation to make a
monthly progress payment that the Contractor shall have submitted to the Engineer, on
or before the first day of the month in which the Contractor is applying for a payment,
the following documentation, which shall hereinafter collectively be referred to as the
“Contractor’s Progress Payment Documents”.

(i) An itemized Application of Payment for operations completed in
accordance with the schedule of values, supported by such data to substantiate
the Contractor’s right to payment as the Village and the Engineer may require,
such as copies of requisitions from material suppliers, and reflecting a 5%
retainage until after final acceptance has been made by the Village. Payment
shall be further reduced by such additional amounts that the Village determines
for non-conforming work and unsettled claims.

(i) A general Contractor's Sworn Statement in form customarily used by
Chicago Title and Trust Company. (“Contractor's Sworn Statement”)

(i)  Current Partial Waivers of Lien from the Contractor and from all
subcontractors of every tier and all of the material suppliers that supplied labor
and/or material in connection with the Project covering such period.

(iv)  All of the Contractor's Progress Payment Documents shall be signed,
sworn to and notarized.

(v) Certified Payrolls (defined below)

(vi)  Such additional documentation and/or information requested by the Village
and /or Engineer relative to said payment.

b. It shall be a condition precedent to any payment required by the Village
hereunder, that the Village and the Engineer has determined that the Project Work
being invoiced is free from any defects and has been completed in strict compliance
with the terms and conditions herein. The Village shall deduct from the final payment
hereunder, amounts as determined for incomplete work, including but not limited to
punch list work, and any required Restoration Work, and for any unsettled claims.
Payments shall be further contingent upon the consent of the surety issuing the
performance and payment bonds and/or other bond hereunder to said payment. Any
amounts required to be withheld from said payment by the surety shall be withheld
without any liability to the Village.

c. Following completion of the Project Work, Contractor shall furnish the Village
the following documents: (1) A general Contractor's Sworn Statement in form
customarily used by Chicago Title and Trust Company; (2) final lien waivers from (i)
Contractor; (ii) all subcontractors of every tier that furnished labor and/or materials for
the Project Work; and (iii) all suppliers that furnished materials in connection with the
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Project Work; all of which shall be signed and notarized; (3) Certified Payrolls; and (4)
such additional documentation and/or information requested by the Village relative to
said payment.

d. In the event the Contractor, and or Village and/or Engineer is in receipt of
any claim(s) for lien and/or other notice of any claim in connection with the Project, the
amount claimed shall be held out from payment for a period of at least 120 days to
determine whether said claimant files a lawsuit to foreclose or otherwise adjudicate its
lien claim. In the event a lawsuit is in fact filed within the statutory period, the Village, in
its sole discretion, may elect to (a) file an interpleader action and/or intervene in the
lawsuit and deposit the amount in question with the Clerk of the Court or (b) continue to
hold said disputed sum until the lawsuit has been fully adjudicated or settled, or (c) elect
to pay said disputed sum to the Contractor after having first received such additional
indemnification agreement(s) and surety bond(s) as are acceptable to the Village. In
the event the lien claimant fails to file a lawsuit within the applicable statutory period, the
Contractor shall either furnish a release or final waiver from said lien claimant or furnish
the Village with an indemnification agreement and an additional mechanic’s lien bond in
form approved by the Village issued by a surety company acceptable to the Village.

e. It shall also be a condition precedent to any payment hereunder that
contractor must complete and submit certified payrolls to the Village covering all
payouts no less than once a month in strict compliance with the Prevailing Wage Act
(820 ILCS 130/01, et seq.) (the “Certified Payrolls”). The Village will not process or
release any payments prior to receiving the Certified Payrolls relative to each applicable
pay application.

f.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event shall the Village's acceptance of
the Project Work, Contractor's Payment Request Documentation, Engineer's
Certification, and/or the Village’s payments to Contractor be deemed a waiver, express
or implied, of any warranties and/or guaranties required herein.

B. Non-Discrimination. Contractor shall not discriminate against any worker,
employee or applicant for employment because of religion, race, sex, sexual orientation,
color, national origin, marital status, or ancestry, age, physical or mental disability
unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable discharge from the military service, nor otherwise
commit an unfair employment practice.

C. Compliance With Law.  All goods, equipment, materials, and all labor furnished
by or on behalf of Contractor and/or Contractor's agents (defined below) shall comply
with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, statutes,
and codes relative thereto including, but not limited to, the lllinois Department of
Transportation (IDOT), Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as amended, the lllinois Department of Labor
(IDOL), US Department of Labor (USDOL), the Human Rights Commission, the lllinois
Department of Human Rights, EEOC, Environmental laws (defined below), and all
Village of Bartlett Building Code (collectively, the “Laws”). To the fullest extent
permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Village
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of Bartlett and its, officials, officers, agents, consultants from loss or damage, including
but not limited to, attorney’s fees, and other costs of defense by reason of actual or
alleged violations of any of the Laws. In the event of any conflict and/or inconsistencies
between any of the Laws, the most stringent Laws shall be controlling and applicable to
the Project Work. This obligation shall survive the expiration and/or termination of this
Agreement.

D. Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Village of Bartlett, and its officials, officers,
employees, agents, consultants, successors and assigns (collectively, the “Indemnified
Parties”), against all injuries, deaths, damage to property, loss, damages, claims, suits,
liens, lien rights, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses which may in any way arise
directly or indirectly from the Project Work, Repair Work and/or Warranty Work provided
hereunder, and/or any acts and/or omissions of or on behalf of the Contractor, its
employees, contractors, subcontractors of any tier, suppliers, and/or agents and/or any
person and/or entity acting on behalf of any of them and/or anyone directly or indirectly
employed by any of them and/or anyone for whose acts and/or omissions any of them
may be liable (collectively, “Contractors Agents”); except to the extent caused by the
negligence of a party indemnified hereunder. In which case, Contractor shall at its own
expense, appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and costs and other
expenses arising there from or incurred in connection therewith, and if any judgment
shall be rendered against the Indemnified Parties or any of them, in any such action,
Contractor agrees that any bond or insurance protection required herein, or otherwise
provided by Contractor, shall in no way limit the responsibility to indemnify, keep and
save harmless and defend the Indemnified Parties as herein provided. This obligation
shall survive the expiration and/or termination of the Agreement. Contractor shall
similarly protect, indemnify and hold and save harmless the Indemnified Parties against
and from any and all claims, costs, causes, actions and expenses including but not
limited to attorney’s fees, incurred by reason of Contractor’'s breach of any of its
obligations under, or Contractor's default of, any provision of the Agreement. This
obligation shall survive the expiration and /or termination of the Agreement.

E. Binding Obligation and Non-Assignability. Contractor shall not assign the whole
or any part of this Agreement without the written consent of the Village. All
subcontractors shall be approved by the Village. Any such assignment by Contractor
without the Village’s written approval shall be null and void.

F. Taxes. The Village is a Tax Exempt Organization and is not subject to sales,
consumer, use, and other similar taxes required by law. This exemption does not,
however, apply to tools, machinery, equipment or other property leased by the
Contractor, or to suppliers and materials which, even though they are consumed are not
incorporated into the completed Project Work. The Contractor shall be responsible for
and pay any and all applicable taxes, including sales and use taxes, on such leased
tools, machinery, equipment or other property and upon such unincorporated supplies
and materials. All such taxes are included in the unit pricing set forth in the Contractor’s
proposal.
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G. Investigations by Contractor. Contractor has made such investigations as it
deems necessary to perform the Project Work, including but not limited to, inspection of
all Project Sites and represents and warrants that the Specifications, Plans, Drawings
and other Contract Documents as defined in the General Conditions are adequate and
the required result can be produced there under. No plea of ignorance of conditions
that exist or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the
Project Work under this Agreement as a result of failure to make the necessary
investigations will be accepted as an excuse for any failure or omission on the part of
Contractor to fulfill in every detail all of the requirements of this Agreement, or will be
accepted as a basis for any claims whatsoever, for extra compensation.

H. Insurance. Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Project
Work, Repair Work and Warranty Work, insurance of the types and in amounts of not
less than the coverages listed below. The cost of such insurance is included in the unit
pricing set forth in the Contractor’s Bid Proposal.

1. Commercial General and Umbrella Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) insurance with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000.00 aggregate.

CGL insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) occurrence
form CG 00 01 10 93, or a substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall
cover liability arising from: liability arising out of the Project Work, including activities
performed by or on behalf of Contractor; premises owned, leased, or used by
Contractor; operations; administration of the work; independent contractors;
subcontractors; vendors and suppliers; products-completed operations; personal injury
and advertising injury; and liability assumed under an insured contract (including the tort
liability of another assumed in a business contract).

Any endorsement or policy provision which limits contractual liabilities
shall be deleted in its entirety.

The Village of Bartlett and its, officers, officials, employees, consultants, agents,
successors and assigns (collectively, the “Additional Insured”), shall be included as an
insured under the Contractors CGL using ISO additional insured endorsement CG 20
10 or substitute providing equivalent coverage, and using additional insured under
Contractors commercial umbrella liability and business auto liability coverage’s, and
also using additional insured endorsement CG 20 37 or substitute providing equivalent
coverage with respect to the below required continuing completed operations liability
coverage.

These insurance coverages shall apply as primary insurance with respect to any
other insurance or self-insurance afforded to the Additional Insured, or any of them, and
shall not require exhaustion of any other coverage or tender of any claim or action to
any other insurer providing coverage to any of the Additional Insured. The coverage
shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the Additional
Insured, or any of them.
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There shall be no endorsement or modification of the CGL limiting the scope of
coverage for liability arising from explosion, collapse or underground property damage.

2. Continuing Completed Operations Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability (CGL) coverage with a limit
of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence for at least three years following
substantial completion of the Project Work.

Continuing CGL insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence form CG 00 01 10
93, or substitute form providing equivalent coverage, and shall, at minimum, cover
liability arising from products-completed operations and liability assumed under an
insured contract.

Continuing CGL insurance shall have a products-completed operations
aggregate of at least two times its each occurrence limit.

3. Business Auto Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain business auto liability insurance with a limit of not less
than $1,000,000 each accident. Such insurance shall cover liability arising out of “Any
Auto” including owned, hired and non-owned autos.

Business auto insurance shall be written on Insurance Services Office (ISO) form
CA 00 01, CA 00 05, CA 00 12, CA 00 20, or a substitute form providing equivalent
liability coverage. If necessary, the policy shall be endorsed to provide contractual
liability coverage equivalent to that provided in the 1990 and later editions of CA 00 01.

4. Workers Compensation and Employees Liability Insurance.

Contractor shall maintain workers compensation as required by statute and
employers liability insurance. The employers liability limits shall not be less than
$1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident or $1,000,000 each employee for
bodily injury by disease.

If the Village of Bartlett has not been included as an insured under the
Commercial General Liability, Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance and/or Business Auto
Liability coverages required in the Contract, the Contractor waives all rights against the
Village, and its officers, officials, employees, consultants, and agents for recovery of
damages arising out of or incident to the Project Work.

5. Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance Coverage.

Contractor shall maintain Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance coverage of not
less than $5,000,000 each occurrence and $5,000,000 aggregate.

6. General Insurance Provisions.
a. Evidence of Insurance

i. Prior to beginning work, Contractor shall furnish the Village with a
certificate(s) of insurance and applicable policy endorsement(s), including but not
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limited to all additional insured endorsements required herein, executed by a duly
authorized representative of each insurer, showing compliance with the
insurance requirements set forth above.

ii. All certificates shall provide for thirty (30) days' written notice to the
Village prior to the cancellation or material change of any insurance referred to
therein. Written notice to the Village shall be by certified mail, return receipt
requested.

iii. Failure of the Village to demand such certificate, endorsement or
other evidence of full compliance with these insurance requirements or failure of
the Village to identify a deficiency from evidence that is provided shall not be
construed as a waiver of Contractor's obligation to maintain such insurance.

iv. The Village shall have the right, but not the obligation, of prohibiting
Contractor or any subcontractor of any tier from entering the Project Site(s) until
such certificates or other evidence that insurance has been placed in complete
compliance with these requirements is received and approved by the Village.

V. Failure to maintain the required insurance may result in termination
of this Contract at the option of the Village.

Vi. With respect to insurance maintained after final payment in
compliance with a requirement above, an additional certificate(s) evidencing such
coverage shall be promptly provided to the Village whenever requested.

Vii. Contractor shall provide certified copies of all insurance policies
required above within 10 days of the Village’s written request for said copies.

b. Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance shall be provided by insurance companies licensed to do business in
the State of lllinois with a policy holder rating of not less than A and a financial
rating of not less than VIl in the latest edition of Best Insurance Guide.

c. Cross-Liability Coverage

If Contractor's liability policies do not contain the standard ISO separation of
insured’s provision, or a substantially similar clause, they shall be endorsed to
provide cross-liability coverage.

d. Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to the Village. At the
option of the Village, the Contractor may be asked to eliminate such deductibles
or self-insured retentions as respects the Village, and each of its respective
officers, officials, employees, consultants, and agents are required to procure a
bond guaranteeing payment of losses and other related costs, including, but not
limited to, investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.
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e. The Village Shall Not Waive Any Rights of Subrogation

The Village shall not, in any manner, be deemed or intended to have
waived any right of subrogation which either the Village and/or its, insurance
carrier and/or risk pool provider, risk management agency, and/or insurance
company providing excess coverage may have against the Contractor, for any
property injury, death, or other damage caused by Contractor, and/or any of its
subcontractors of any tier, and/or otherwise arising out of the Project Work.

f. Failure to Comply with Insurance Reporting Provisions

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that any failure to
comply with reporting provisions of the policies shall not affect coverage provided
to the Additional Insured, or any of them.

g. All Insurance Obtained Shall Apply Separately to Each Insured

All insurance required of the Contractor shall provide that the insurance
shall apply separately to each insured against whom a claim is made or suit is
brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer's liability.

h. Insurance Requirements Cannot be Waived

Under no circumstances shall the Village be deemed to have waived any
of the insurance requirements of this Contract by any action or omission,
including, but not limited to:

I allowing any work to commence by the Contractor before receipt of
Certificates of Insurance;

i. failing to review any Certificates of Insurance received;

iii. failing to advise the Contractor that any Certificate of Insurance fails
to contain all the required insurance provisions, or is otherwise
deficient in any manner; and/or

iv. issuing any payment without receipt of a sworn certification from the
Contractor stating that all the required insurance is in force.

The Contractor agrees that the obligation to provide the insurance
required by these documents are solely its responsibility and that this is a
requirement which cannot be waived by any conduct, action, inaction or omission
by the Village of Bartlett and/or any of the other Additional Insured.

i. Liability of Contractor is not limited by Purchase of Insurance

Nothing herein contained in the insurance requirements of the Contract
Documents is to be construed as limiting the liability of the Contractor, and/or
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their respective insurance carriers. The Village and the other Additional Insureds
do not, in any way, represent that the coverages or limits of insurance specified
is sufficient or adequate to protect the Additional Insured’s, or any of them, the
Contractor, or any subcontractor's interest or liabilities, but are merely minimums.
Any obligation of the Contractor to purchase insurance shall not, in any way, limit
their obligations to the Additional Insured in the event that the Additional Insured,
or any of them should suffer an injury or loss in excess of the amount recovered
through insurance, or any loss or portion of the loss which is not covered by
either the Subcontractor's and/or Contractor's insurance.

i- Notice of Personal Injury or Property Damage

Contractor shall notify the Additional Insured, in writing, of any actual or
possible claim for personal injury or property damage relating to the work, or of
any occurrence which might give rise to such a claim, promptly upon obtaining
first knowledge of same.

k. Subcontractors

Contractor shall cause each subcontractor employed by Contractor to
purchase and maintain insurance of not less than the types and amounts
specified above (excluding the Excess Umbrella Liability Insurance Coverage)
and otherwise in strict compliance with the above insurance requirements
including but not limited to the additional insured requirements set forth above.
When requested by the Village, Contractor shall furnish copies of certificates of
insurance evidencing coverage for each subcontractor and additional insured
endorsements as required above.

l. Performance and Payment Bonds, IDOT Contract Bond or Letter of Credit.

Prior to commencement of the Project Work, Contractor must submit to the
Village: (a) performance and payment bonds or IDOT Contract Bond, each in the
amount of 110% of the Contract Sum, naming the Village of Bartlett as the primary
obligee in form acceptable to the Village co-signed by a surety company authorized by
the lllinois Department of Insurance to sell and issue sureties in the State of lllinois and
approved by the Village. (“Performance and Payment Bonds”) or (b) an irrevocable
letter of credit in the amount of 110% of the Contract Sum guarantying Contractors
obligations under the Contract Documents issued by a financial institution worth at least
$40,000,000 in assets and a capital to asset ratio of not less than 6% in form acceptable
to the Village (“Letter of Credit”), which said Performance and Payment Bonds and/or
Letter of Credit shall be conditioned upon proper and faithful performance by the
Contractor of the work specified in strict accordance with the Contract Documents and
payment of all debts incurred by the Contractor in the execution of the Project Work,
including those for labor and materials furnished, including but not limited to payment of
prevailing wages as required herein. The cost of said Performance and Payment Bonds
and/or Letter of Credit is included in the unit pricing set forth in Contractors Proposal.
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J. Prevailing Wages.

Contractor shall pay prevailing wages for the respective County in which the
Project Work is being performed, as established by the lllinois Department of Labor for
each craft or type of work in accordance with the lllinois Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS
130/01, et seq.) (the “Act”). The Contractor shall notify immediately in writing all of its
subcontractors, of all changes in the schedule of prevailing wages. Contractor shall
include in each of its subcontracts a written stipulation that not less than the prevailing
rate of wages shall be paid to all laborers, workers, and mechanics performing work
under the Contract and shall require each of its sub-subcontractors of every tier to
include said stipulation regarding payment of prevailing rate of wages. Any increase in
costs to the Contractor due to changes in the prevailing rate of wages or labor law
during the term of any contract and/or sub-contract of any tier shall be at the expense of
the Contractor and not at the expense of the Village. The Contractor shall be solely
responsible to maintain accurate records as required by the prevailing wage statute and
shall be solely liable for paying the difference between prevailing wages and any wages
actually received by laborers, workmen and/or mechanics engaged in the work and for
ensuring strict compliance with the requirements of the Act, including but not limited to
providing Certified Payrolls to the Village in accordance with the Act and as required
herein. Copies of the February 2013 prevailing wage rates for Cook, DuPage, and Kane
Counties, lllinois are attached hereto. Notwithstanding the forgoing, said prevailing
wage rates are revised by the lllinois Department of Labor (IDOL). Contractor is solely
responsible for obtaining and paying the applicable revised prevailing rate of wages for
the County in which the work is being performed as determined by the IDOL for the time
period in which the work is being performed. Said revised prevailing wage rates are
available at IDOL’s website: http://www.state.il.us/agency/idol/rates/rates.HTM.

K. Default.

In the event of default hereunder, the non-defaulting party shall be entitled to all
remedies available at law and/or equity, including reasonable attorney’s fees, subject to
the limitations set forth in paragraph “L” below.

L. Limitation on the Owner’s Liability.

The Contractor agrees to waive any right which it may have to punitive,
consequential, special, indirect, incidental, and/or exemplary damages against
the Village, and agrees not to make any claim or demand for such damages
against the Village.

M. Hazardous Substances.

Contractor shall not cause or permit any Hazardous Substances to be brought
upon, kept, stored or used in or about the Project Site, and/or any other property owned,
leased, controlled or under the jurisdiction of the Village of Bartlett ( “Village Property”)
by Contractor, and/or Contractors Agent (defined above). If the presence of Hazardous
Substances brought upon, kept, stored or used in or about any of the Owner’s Property
by or on behalf of Contractor or Contractor's Agents in violation of this paragraph,
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results in contamination of the said Property, Contractor shall pay for all actual costs of
clean up and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Village and its employees,
agents, consultants, officers, and officials from and against any and all claims,
demands, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), costs, fines, penalties and
other liabilities of any and every kind and nature, including, but not limited to, costs and
expenses incurred in connection with any clean-up, remediation, removal or restoration
work required by any federal, state or local governmental authority because of the
presence of any such Hazardous Substances on or about said Property.

For purposes hereof, Hazardous Substances shall include, but not be limited to,
substances defined as "hazardous substances,” “toxic substances” in the federal
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, as
amended; the federal Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, as amended; and the
federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, as amended (“RCRA"); those
substances defined as “hazardous substances,” “materials,” or “wastes” under any
Federal law or the law of the State of lllinois; and as such substances are defined in any
regulations adopted and publications promulgated pursuant to said laws (collectively,
“‘Environmental Laws”). If Contractor's activities or the activities of any of Contractor's
Agents violate or create a risk of violation of any Environmental Laws, Contractor shall
cause such activities to cease immediately upon notice from the Village. Contractor
shall immediately notify the Village both by telephone and in writing of any spill or
unauthorized discharge of Hazardous Substances or of any condition constituting an
‘imminent hazard” under any Environmental Laws.

Contractor’'s indemnification obligations and duties hereunder shall survive the
termination and/or expiration of this Contract.

N. Delays in Project Work.

Notwithstanding any provision herein to the contrary, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to an increase in the Contract Sum as a result of any delays in the progress of
the Work. The Contractor’s sole remedy for delay shall be an extension of time.

If the Contractor, but for a delay not within the Contractor's control, would have
completed the Work prior to the project completion date, the Contractor shall not be
entitled to any recovery of damages arising out of any event of delay which prevented
such early completion of the Work.

0. Change Orders.

(1)  Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, where proposed
changes to the Project Work involve a modification to (i) the Contract Sum; (ii) the
Contract Time, or (iii) material changes in the Work (i.e., other than minor field
changes), a written Change Order shall be prepared by the Engineer. It shall be a
condition precedent to the acceptance of any Change Order or any Series of Change
Orders which involves an increase or decrease in the Contract Sum of $10,000 or more
or changes the time of completion by a total of thirty (30) days or more, that the Village
corporate authorities shall have first approved such written Change Order(s) and made
the requisite determinations and findings in writing as required by 720 ILCS 5/33 E-9 (as
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amended). Other changes involving modifications to the Contract Sum, Contract Time
or material change in the Work which will result in an increase or decrease of less than
$10,000 or extension of less than thirty (30) days to the Contract Time shall be made by
the Village Administrator.

(2)  All change orders will be calculated based solely on Contractor's Unit
Pricing set forth in Contractor's Proposal and actual revised quantities, regardless of
whether the change order is for an increase or decrease in Project Work. No additional
compensation will be allowed for change orders for additional work other than based on
Contractor's Unit Pricing times the increased actual units constructed calculated by the
Engineer, in that said Unit Pricing already reflects Contractor’s overhead and profits.

P. Relationship of the Parties. It is understood, acknowledged and agreed
by the parties that the relationship of the Contractor to the Village arising out of this
Agreement shall be that of an independent contractor. Neither Contractor, nor any
employee or agent of Contractor, is an employee, partner, joint venturer, and/or agent of
the Village, and therefore is not entitled to any benefits provided to employees of the
Village. Contractor has no authority to employ/retain any person as an employee or
agent for or on behalf of the Village for any purpose. Neither Contractor nor any person
engaging in any work or services related to this Agreement at the request or with the
actual or implied consent of the Contractor may represent himself to others as an
employee of the Village. Should any person indicate to the Contractor or any employee
or agent of Contractor by written or oral communication, course of dealing or otherwise,
that such person believes Contractor to be an employee or agent of the Village,
Contractor shall use its best efforts to correct such belief. In ordering or accepting
delivery of or paying for any goods or services, Contractor shall do so in Contractor’s
own business.

Q. Contractor shall at all times have sole control over the manner, means and
methods of performing the services required by this Agreement according to its own
independent judgment. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that it will devote such
time and resources as necessary to produce the contracted results. The Village,
Engineer, nor Consultant shall not have control over, charge of, nor be responsible for,
the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences of procedures, or for safety
precautions and programs in connection with the Work since they are solely the
Contractor’s rights and responsibilities. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the
Work efficiently with his, her or its best skill and attention; and the Contractor shall be
responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and
programs in connection with the work; and the Contractor shall take all necessary
precautions for the safety of, and shall provide the necessary protection to prevent
damage, injury or loss to all employees on the subject site and all other persons who
may be affected thereby.

R. Exhibits and Contract Documents.

All Exhibits and Contract Documents referred to therein are expressly
incorporated herein and made part hereof.
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S. Assumption of Liability.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor assumes liability for all injury to
or death of any person or persons including employees of Contractor, any subcontractor
of any tier, any supplier or any other person and assumes liability for all damage to
property sustained by any person or persons occasioned by or in any way arising out of
any work performed pursuant to this Contract.

T. Severability

If any clause, phrase, provision or portion of this Contract or the application
thereof, to any person or circumstance, shall be invalid or unenforceable under
applicable law, such event shall not affect, impair or render invalid or unenforceable the
remainder of this Contract, nor shall it affect the application of any other clause, phrase,
provision or portion hereof to other persons or circumstances.

U. No Waiver of Immunities and/or Privileges by the Village of Bartlett.

Nothing herein shall be construed as an express and/or implied waiver of any
common law and/or statutory immunities and/or privileges of the Village of Bartlett
and/or any of its officials, officers, employees, and/or agents as to any liability
whatsoever; such immunities and privileges are expressly reserved.

V. Architectural Barriers Act, American with Disabilities Act, and lllinois Accessibility

Code

Contractor shall comply with the Architectural Barrier act of 1968, as amended (42
U.S.C. § 4151, et seq.), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as amended,
including but not limited to changes made by the ADA Amendments Act of 2008 (P.L.
110-325), the lllinois Accessibility Code, as amended, and any and all applicable
federal, state and local laws pertaining to accessibility with the most stringent
requirements controlling.

W. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act

Contractor shall comply with the Clean Air act of 1970, as amended, the Federal
Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, and all Environmental Laws (as defined
above) with the most stringent laws controlling.

X. Removal and Disposal

The Contractor must remove and dispose of all construction or demolition debris
materials, waste and soils at licensed facilities in accordance with applicable federal,
state and local laws, including but not limited to the NEPA Act and lllinois Public Act 97-
137, with the most stringent and demanding requirements controlling.

Y. Work by Trade Unions

If the Work is to be performed by trade unions, the Contractor shall make all
necessary arrangements to reconcile, without delay, damage, recourse, or cost to
Owner, any conflict between the Contract Documents and any agreements or
regulations of any kind at any time in force among members or councils which regulate
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or distinguish what activities shall not be included in the work of any particular trade. In
case the progress of the Work is affected by any undue delay in furnishing or installing
any items or materials or equipment required under the Contract Documents because of
the conflict involving any such agreement or regulation, the Owner may require that
other material or equipment of equal kind and quality be provided at neo additional cost
to the Owner.

Z. lllinois Human Rights Act.

The Contractor shall comply with all terms and procedures of the lllinois Human
Rights Act, (775 ILCS 5 et seq.) and Contractor represents and warrants to the Village
as follows:

(1) That it will not discriminate against any employees or applicant for
employment because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin or
ancestry, age physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service, and further that it will examine all job classifications to
determine if minority persons or woman are under-utilized and will take appropriate
affirmative action to rectify any such under-utilization.

(2)  That, if it hires employees in order to perform this Contract or any portion
thereof, it will determine the availability (in accordance with the Department’'s Rules and
Regulations) of minorities and woman in the areas from which it may reasonably recruit
and it will hire for each job classification for which employees are hired in such a way
that minorities and women are not under-utilized.

(8)  That in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by it or on
its behalf, it will state that all applicants will be afforded equal opportunity without
discrimination because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin, or
ancestry, age, physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability, or an unfavorable
discharge from military service.

(4) That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers
with which it has or is bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement or
understanding, a notice advising such labor organization or representative of the
Contractor's obligations under the lllinois Human Rights Act and the Department’s
Rules and Regulations. If any such labor organization or representative fails or refuses
to cooperate with the Contractor in its efforts to comply with such Acts and Rules and
Regulations, the Contractor will promptly so notify the Department and the contracting
agency and will recruit employees from other sources when necessary to fulfill its
obligations thereunder.

(5) That it will submit reports as required by the Department's Rules and
Regulations, furnish all relevant information as may from time to time be requested by
the Department or the contracting agency, and in all respects comply with the lllinois
Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and Regulations.
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(6)  That it will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work
sites by personnel of the contracting agency and the Department for purposes of
investigation to a certain compliance with the lllinois Human Rights Act and the
Department’s Rules and Regulations.

(7) That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of these
clauses in every subcontracting awards under which any portion of the contract
obligations are undertaken or assumed, so that each provision will be binding upon
such Subcontractor. In the same manner as with other provisions of this Contract, the
Contractor will be liable for compliance with applicable provisions of this clause by such
Subcontractors; and further it will promptly notify the contracting agency and the
Department in the event any Subcontractor fails or refuses to comply therewith. In
addition, the Contractor will not utilize any Subcontractor declared by the lllinois Human
Rights Commission to be ineligible for Contracts or Subcontracts with the State of
lllinois or any of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations.

Z-1. Guarantee.

(1) Except as otherwise specified, the contractor shall guarantee
workmanship and materials for a period one (1) year for all items from date of final
acceptance by the Village. The Work shall be left in perfect order at completion and
acceptance. Neither the final payment nor termination of the guarantee period, nor any
provision in the Contract document shall relive the Contractor of the responsibility for
negligence, faulty materials, or workmanship within the extent and period provided by
law, and upon written notice it shall remedy any defects due thereto, and shall pay all
expenses for any damage to other work resulting therefrom.

(2) If the Drawings, Plans, and/or Specifications provide for methods of
construction, installation, materials, etc., which the Contractor cannot guarantee for the
indicated period, it shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to so inform the Owner in
writing before submitting his bid. Otherwise, the Contractor shall be held responsible to
provide the method of construction, installation, materials, etc., which will be guaranteed
for the indicated period of time.

Z-2  Miscellaneous.

(1)  This Agreement supersedes all prior agreements and understandings,
both written and oral, of the parties to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement
applies to and binds the successors and assigns of the Parties to this Agreement. Any
amendments to this Agreement must be in writing and executed by both Parties.

(2) Changes in the number, gender and grammar of terms and phrases
herein when necessary to conform this Agreement to the circumstances of the parties
hereto shall in all cases, be assumed as though in each case fully expressed therein.

(3)  This Agreement shall be construed, governed and enforced according to
the laws of the State of lllinois, and the exclusive venue for the enforcement of this
Agreement and/or litigation between the parties shall be the Circuit Court of DuPage
County, lllinois.
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(4) In construing this Agreement, section headings shall be disregarded.

(6) Time is of the essence of this Agreement and every provision contained
herein.

(6)  Each of the undersigned signing as an officer or agent on behalf of the
respective party to this Agreement warrants that he or she holds such capacity as is
specified beneath his or her name and further warrants that he or she is authorized to
execute and effectuate this Agreement and that he or she does so voluntarily and in his
or her official capacity.

(7)  Survival of Obligations. Except as otherwise provided, any obligations
and duties which by their nature extend beyond the expiration or termination of this
Agreement, including, without limitation, Sections pertaining to Indemnity shall survive
the expiration of this Agreement.

(8) In the event of any conflict between the terms and conditions of any of the
Contract Documents, and/or this Addendum, the most stringent requirements

shall control.
